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Lately AFU has received phone-call s  and letters 
from new , young ufo logists who - apparently -
believe we are a h uge , state-supported li brary 
and archives insti t ut ion. Al though f la ttered by 
the impres s ion �le seem to make on peop le (we aim 
to work professionally - in our spare time) , we 
must po int out the harsh fact th at AFU wouldn ' t  
exist without the dedicated spare- t ime work of 
th ree persons . We have tried to attract new re­
cruits to " work under our banner "  but the Swe­
dish "video generation" has , seemingly , very 
l i ttle interes t  in an open-minded search for so­
lid facts about UFO phenomena.  Most peop le seek 
entertainment . By avoiding publ i c i ty we have , at 
least , avoided the attention from that category . 
We def initely be l ieve time and money shou ldn 't 
be was ted on ufology as an " entertainment busi­
nes s " , but that a l l  resources ( t ime , money and 
abi l i ty )  should be channe led to research , inves­
tigation and above all - documentation . 
Moneta r i ly , AFU would be in bad shape w i thout a 
continued support from an inner core of ufo lo-

_gi sts. 75- 8 0  paid subscriptions for our newslet­
ter (we have never reached h ighe r )  pay the prin­
t ing cos ts , but not the postage . Besides that we 
have rents , e lectr icity ,  a c l ipping subscript ion , 
magaz ine subscriptions , new books ,  bindings , 
postage s for our lending- l ibrary and all neces­
sary off ice equipment , to pay for . But we do not 
complain - th i s  is a situation we have ehosen on 
our own , and - if necessary- the AFU foundation 
can be ' reduced ' to become a very cheap operation . 

I have pointed out these fact s , not to awaken 
the consciousne ss of some wea l thy Arabian o i l  
she i kh (we have none o n  our mai l ing l i s t , s o  far) 
but to explain the diff iculties that � arise 
in publicat ion of our news letter during th e 
coming year , or so . To improve our future econo­
mical status we have decided th at I w i l l  spend 
much time on a special project wh ich , we hope ,

CLOSE ENCOUNTER IN THE 
ESTONIAN ARCHIPELAGO 

Heikki Virtanen 

This case has been i nves tigated by Esten ian  
ufologis ts , who reported the detai l s to  a few 
of their Finnish co l l eague s during the i r  recent 
visit to Es tonia , one of the Soviet repub l ics . 
The repor t wa s wr i tten down in a haste and one 
or two detai l s  may be missing , or were misun­
der stood . Fur the rmore, a few detai l s  have been 
l eft  out of the report  in order to p roteet the 
Es tenian wi tness and the Es tenian ufo l og i s t s .  

The obse rvation occured a t  about 1 8 . 00 hours on a Sun­
day in Augus t ,  1 980. The witne s s ,  a man ,  was checking 
a few i nst ruments i n  the yard of a factory , which is 
s i tuated on one of the Es tenian i s l ands in the Ba l t i c .  
He then spot ted a s i ngu l a r ,  co l ourfu l  object , rest i ng 
on the ground about 200 me t res away . The object was 
gl i t te ring with d i ffe rent col ours  and the wit ness's 

w i l l  re sult in someth ing that wi ll put some ease 
on our f uture economy . Of necessity , th is wil l 
mean that the news letter wi l l  be a l i ttle b i t  
thinner and maybe one or two months late , but 
don ' t  worry - we are dedicated to th i s  pub l i ca­
tlon and wi ll continue! · 

React ions to our prev ious i ssues have been favou­
rable , to say the least . Curiously , the article 
on UFO Report ' s  Scandinav ian fake in AFU 2 3  has 
had no reactions at al l f rom the United states 
(- thus not from the ed i torial off ice of UFO Re­
por t )  , but very favourable comments from Europe­
an researchers. On the other hand , our interv iew 
with j ournal is t  JUri Lina - deta i l i ng the hard­
sh ips of a Sov ie t  ufo logist - has been (and w i ll 
be ) repr inted by several American pub l icat ions , 
wh i le Europe (so f ar )  has not reacted at a l l  
t o  th at . I f  nothing , th i s  i l lustrates the polari­
zation of our globe! 

The UFO Report f ake is followed- up , in th is i s­
sue , by the expose of another American hoax 
art icle , th i s  one publ i shed by another publica­
tian of quest ionable reputation , Nat ional Enqui­
rer . Serious ufo logist may think we are "ki cking 
open doors " ,  but UFO l i terature abounds with 
"open doors " not h i t  by anyone , so we ' l l  keep 
on knocking!  We do not intend to become super­
sceptical in our atti tude . Tha t ' s  not product ive . 
Maybe the next time we ' l l even h i t  the door of 
the Sceptical Enquirer , who knows? 
The NE s tory h ighl igh ts the diff iculty in cor­
rectly j udging reports from beh ind the Iron Cur­
tain . Fortunately our F innish friends h ave di­
rect contacts in the USSR and has prov ided us 
w i th a most interes t ing "landing" report for th i s  
is sue . 
Sametimes ufology is not very far f rom rel igion . 
The piece , in th i s  i ssue , by H åkan B lomqv ist on 
ex- contactee Ben j amin Creme i l l ustrates th i s  
connect ion. Maybe y o u  saw the advertisement by 
Creme ' s  organiz ation , announc ing th at " Ch r i st 
now here". (He should have been here several 
months ago as I write th i s  . . .  ). Creme is an old 
acquaintance of George Adamski ,  did you know 
that? 
H i s torical research could prov ide v a luable clues 
to ufo logy . Daniel Cohen ' s  book on the 1 8 96/ 9 7  
airship wave i s  reviewed in th is i s sue , particu­
larly in rel ation to our own research on the 
1 9 3 3/ 3 7 ghost flier wav e .

The witness ' f i rst  though t ,  when seeing the object , 
was tha t the revolving "p i pe" might be exam i ning t he 
b i tumen .  About 20 seeonds a f ter he f i rs t spot ted the 
cubes , the upper one turned horison tal l y  and two hal es 
became vis i ble . Suddenly an orange -coloured beam pro­
j ected from these hales and h i t  the w i tnes s .  He felt 
no pa i n ,  only that the a i r surrounding him became 
ho t ter.  He s tarted to fall  backward s ,  all t he time 
conscious of wha t was happen i ng .  
The man felt n o  b l ow a s  h e  h i t the ground . ln stead he 
felt as if he was res ting on something sof t on the 
ground . Lying on the ground he saw when the co l ourfu l 
object s tarted to change i t s shape - it sort of "co l ­
lapsed" and f i nal l y  took on the shape o f  a c l as s i ca l  
"saucer" ( f i g .  3 ) . Then i t  started to spin on its  axis ,

turned the black bot tom towards t he w i tness and ­
disappea red . The w i tness  i s  not sure wha t  became o f  
t h e  b l ack cubes , h e  assumes they went i n ta t he "sau­
cer" - 1  ike obj ect .  
I ND I SPOS I T I ON 
When the object had disappeared t he man was ab l e  to 
s tand up and he returned to the factory . He was i nd i s­
posed (nausea ) ,  however , for abou t 20 minutes a fter 
the i nc i den t .  As far as is known t here were no furt her 
physiol ogical e f fect s .  

The witness dared not t e l l anyone abou t the a f fair, 
except for his w i fe ,  and that he did on l y  af ter abou t 
a week had pas sed . Later on - taking courage from a 
bot t i e  of spirits  - he dared tell  a female f r i end , and 
in th i s  way our Es tonian u folog i s t friends rece i ved 
na te of wha t  had happened . 

lnves tiga tion of t he landing site took place abou t a 
year la ter. Samp l e s  of plants  were coll ected and sub­
m i t ted to tes ts  and Kirl ian photography , all  showing 
norma l pa tterns . lnves tiga tion was obs tructed by the 
fact tha t the i ncident had occured in an indus t r i al 
area , which m i g h t  have af fected possib l e  residues or 
trace s .  Rad i oact i vity was normal in the area .  There 
are rumours that , at the same time , a UFO sigh t i ng was 
made by members of the front i er guard bu t ,  for natural 
reason s ,  this could not be substantia ted .

BENJAMIN CREME - UFO CONTACTEE

On Apri l 25 , 1 9 8 2  a large and e xpensive adver­
tisement appeared in leading newspape r s  from 

2 
sixteen di fferent countries .  It announced the 
retu rn of Chri st , who was to appear wit hin two 
months , revealing hi s identity through TV- and 
radio message s .  
O n  May 1 4 ,  a press con ference was he ld i n  Los 
Ange les where the englishman Mr . Bernjamin Creme 
proc laimed that Christ is a 4 0 -year-old man now 
living in London ' s  East End . No name was given .  
Mr . Creme claimed his missina was now finished 
and that it was up to the j ournali st to find 
Chri st . 

This incident created quite a stir r  within the 
UFO and occult community in Sweden .  Very few 
peop le , however , knew the background of Mr Cre­
me and specu lation ran high. I n  1 9 8 1  I wrote a 
letter to Mr . Creme regarding some statements 
he m ade in hi s book The Reappe arance of Christ 
and the Maste rs of Wisdom ( 1 ) .  Unfortunate ly I 
received no repl� ------
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Mr . Creme is an advocate of the Alice Bailey 
branch of theosophy. Through personal te lepa­
thic contacts with a spiritua l  master he has 
been told that Christ has returned to earth 
and soon wi l l  reveal himself to humanity .  As a 
ufologist I was particu larly i nterested i n  
learning that Creme a l so c laimed UFO contact s .  
The story o f  his li fe i s  told i n  the pre face 
to his book ( 2): "In mid - 1 957 , I began to work 
with a society involved with the UFO phenome­
non , which claimed contacts with the space 
brothers . .. Toward the end of 1 95 8  I withdrew 
f rom t h i s  society and entered i nte the c losest 
centact wit h ,  and work for , the space brothers. 
The nature of this wor k I am a fraid I may not 
reveal . . .  I worked very brie fly with George 
Adamski during a visit he paid to this country , 
and can vouch for the authencity of his con­
tacts from my own experience " .  
Unfortunately Mr . Creme has nothing more to 
say anent his UFO contact s .  But I think t hi s  
connection between UFOs and a cult-group is 
very i nteresting. Hopefu l ly some o f  our Eng­
li sh colleague s  can make a more thorough do­
cumentation o f  the case . 
There is ene peculiar remark in the book which 
pu z z les me. Mr . Creme re lates ( 3) :  "One night , 
early in 1 95 9 ,  so c learly there was no mista­
king , I heard inwardly the instruction : Go to 
so and so (a p lace in London) on such and such 
a date and time , some three weeks ahead. On 
the night there were people waiting to meet 
me . That was the start of a flow of mes sage s 
which came in gathering momentum " .  



Who were the se people? Expert mind-manipula­
tor s perhaps ! Nothing more has been heard 
from Mr. Creme since the Los Angele s  press 
conference , but we ' ll keep our an tennas up.

TIN SOLDIER HUMANOIDS 

Anders Liljegren 

Ahmad Jamaludin, editor-publ isher of the Halaysian 
UF? Bul � e � in, ha � rece�tly completed � summary of 
unodentofoed � ob;ects and related events in 
Malaysia ( 1 9 50�1980) . As a record of South-east-­
Asian reports this is an excellent publication. l on­
ly wish we could something similar published here in 
Sweden, but such a project would probably grow to im­
mense proportions! 
Jamaludin has done his work single-handedly, without 
the cooperation of authorities or UFO groups/investi­
gators. lt seems there are no other investigators of 
UFO phenomena in Malaysia. Jamaludin's report analy­
ses 100 UFO reports which he classifies according to 
"the Hynek scheme" (NLs, DOs, etc). His sources are 
mainly the newspapers - indeed a drawback! Surprising­
ly, almost 50 % of the cases are CE3s (humanoid cases), 
and no less than 95 % of these are sightings of very 
tiny, 'tin soldier' humanoids! This category repre­
sents a very pecul iar pattern in Malaysian ufology 
which, according to Jamaludin, "may hold parts of 
the clue to the enigma". To emphasize the signifi­
cance of the 'tin soldier' reports Jamaludin includes, 
as an appendix, a camparisen between UFO entities and 
traditional Jinn people found in the islamic Koran. 
Jamaludin concludes that the two are the same. 
Jamaludin's reports may seem unreliable because 32 of 
the humanold reports came from school-children and no 
less than 25  %of the total number of claimed inci­
dents were "repeaters". From Jamaludin's point-of-
view witness reliability may be insignificant to a 
study because " • •  if the phenomenon ls subjective in 
nature these reports are still signlficant to a psy­
chologist". 
The Jamaludin study is recommended to all students of 
ufology as an example of what can be done with relati­
vely small means at hand. Jamaludin's interesting 
theory on UFO waves (pp. 71-8 1 )  might motivate your 
acquisition of this report on its own ...

Jacques Va l l�e describes how , early in h i s  career .as 
a s t ronomer in France , he t racked UFOs on theoda l i t e .  
The obj ects were also seen b y  h i s  sc i en t i f i c co l l ea­
gue s ,  but instead of t rying to find out wha t the ob­
j ects  were, the 'scien tis t s ' s i mp l y  den l ed the obse r­
va t i ons  and des t royed the da t a .  Sc i ence is not a l ways 
wha t  scient i s t s  do. 

The general falJure of Wes tern soc i e t y  to deal w i th 
the pa ranorma l in a ra tional way has been thorough l y  
documented by � Evans I n  h i s  book l n t rusions -
soc i e ty and� pa ran�. Pa ranorma l phenomena i n  
rega rds t o  soc i e ty a r e  1 i ke the u n i nvited i n t ruder a t  
a garden-pa rty  of weil b red gues t s .  "The uninvited 
guest  . . .  has been ignored , welcomed , tamed , vene ra ted, 
den i e d .  But he has kept turn i ng up at p a r ty a f t e r  
pa r t y" .  
But why t h i s  sad s ta te o f  affa i rs?  How come that  so­
cie t y  s t i l l ,  in t he twent i e t h  century, is unab l e  to 
come to terms with  such phenomena? l t h i nk Mr . Evans 
has come very c l ose to the answe r when speak i ng of 
"the a ng u i sh of re bu i l d i ng" . l f we accept as rea l the 
phenomena described i n  ln t rusions , then we a re faced 
with  a major  exis tensfal reor i enta t i on .  But to change

- people take pos i tions on roof-tops , n i gh t  a f t e r  n i ght , 
and as B i gfoot appea rs - Bang, bang ! 

People i n  Amer i ca obvlously l i ve i n  fear of bu rgla ry , v i o­
lence, murder & rape . S t ress  and fear eas i ly p roject on 
anythlng that  seems even remotely unf riend l y  o r  s tange . 
How would you react - i f  you we re a B i gfoot - and we re 
shot at whenever you stuck you r nose out ?  We shouldn ' t  
expect " B i gfoot" - o r  "UFOs" for that  mat te r  - to be all­
forg i ving lntell i gencesll Maybe we get the k i nd of pheno­
mena we deserve l 
Maybe the same kind of fea r i s  evidenced in Fo r tean Times ' 
spec i a l  report  Wi l dman - Ch i nas  Yeti? Anyway , Ch i na is an­
othe r  a rea where "B i gfee t"  have been fired at for age s .  
But t h e  Ch i nese d o  n o t  specu l a t e  o n  Yeti ' s  being paranor­
ma l or  UFO - re l a ted crea tures - not at al l .  Scien t i fic de­
bate concen t ra tes ent i re l y  on the possib i l i ties of a sur­
viving ape-l i ke race, we learn .

By con t rast,  f rom Russia we l ea rn ( i n  a Swedish week l y  
journa l {2) ) a bout a n  appa ren t l y  succe sfu l  a t  temp t t o  com­
mun i ca te w i th a Snowman (actual ly a ' Snow-woma n ' ) .  I f  we 
a re to be l l eve t h i s  fantas tic s tory Russian sc i en tis t s  
have , for many yea r s ,  gone out  (unJrmed ! )  i n  t h e  w i  l der­
ness near the Russian-Chinese barde r .  They have t r i ed to 
commun icate te l epath i ca l ly wit h  the Snowman- race that 
l i ves the re, and fina l ly Ge l yona S i forova, fema l e  member 
of the exped i tion, managed to a t t ract t he a t ten tion and 
f r i end l y  con tact of a very shy Snow-woman . Now, that ' s  
how they shou l d  be t rea ted !

In the m i dd l e  of the seven ties l did same expe r i ments  
in  wha t i s  us ua l l y  te rmed d i s tant  heal i ng.  l once t ri­
ed my ' powers ' on a g i rl f r iend of m i ne .  She was not 
awa re of the experiment, being confined to bed about 
twenty ki l orne t res away in a heavy flu . 

I n  the even i ng l wen t  through t he usua l concentrat i on 
and visua l i sa t l on exerc i ses and though t no further of 
the experiment unt i l  the next day when my gir l - f r i end 
ca l ied to re l a t e  a most pecul ia r episode . The night 
befo re, whi l e  in bed, she had become awa re of a shi­
ning sphere wh i ch sudden l y  appeared in the bed room. 
The sphe re f l oated s i l ent l y  tqwa rds the bed and ente­
red her body.  She fe l t  no fear du r i ng the expe rience 
and the f l u  had appa rent l y  disappeared the next mor­
n i ng .  
Whe ther l had  crea ted the ' UFO '  or  not  is deba tab l e ,  
but  i t  made me keen l y  In terested i n  the re l at i onsh i p  
be tween UFOs  and psych i c  phenomena . An a l mos t  dup l i ­
ca te heal ing ep i sode is re l a t ed i n  "Maxine - The W i tch 
Queen" by Max i ne Saunde rs ( 1 ) .  W i t h the comb i ned ef­
fort  of a g roup of t rained minds same ra ther  spectacu­
l a r UFOs cou l d  poss i b l y  be c rea ted . 

Th i s  may be the c l ue to t he UFO experi ences rela ted 
i n  S tars and� of s tars  by Kevin and Sue McC i ure . 
In �05 there wa s a ve ry s t rong religious rev i val 
i n  Wa l es, centered a round two out s tand i ng persona l l­
ties, M r .  Evan Roberts  and Mrs . Mary Jones . Wales had 
evidenced a sequence of ea r l l e r  rev i vals , but t h i s  one 
p roved to be of a d i f fe rent magnit ude; inva l v i ng some­
t h i ng l i ke 1 00 . 000 conve r t s  to Methodist chris t i anit y .  
P a r t  o f  t h e  success must b e  a t t ribu ted to t he f requen t ­
l y  repor ted pa ranorma l phenomena regarded as  "d i vine 
guidance" by the devotee s .  Here we find the whole 
array of For tean phenomena : UFOs, apparitions, tele­
pa thy, men- i n-b l ack - - but in a re l i gious cont ext . 

The pa rano rma l phenomena cen t e red on one persona l i ty, 
Mrs . Ma ry Jones , 35, " t he seeress of Egryn", a far­
mer's w i fe l iv i ng i n  nort hern Wa l es .  Whe rever she went 
1 igh t s  in the sky we re reported .  Loca l churchgoe rs and 
j ourna l is t s  f rom a l l over the country w i tnessed these 
bal l s of 1 i gh t .  
M r s .  Jones c 1 3imed they we re heaven-sent and connected 
wit h  the rev i va l .  F rom a u folog i ca l  s tandpo i n t one of 
the more interes t i ng repo r t s  was pub l i shed in a Soc i e­
ty for Psychical Resea rch Proceed i ngs : On a dark 
night in December 1905 a man on h i s  way home f rom 
wo rk noticed a bright l i ght  app roaching. l t  came down­
wa rds and s tood before h i m ,  about the s i ze of a man's 
body . I n  the 1 i gh t  t he re appea red a robed f i gure with 
w i ngs and nail-ma rks in the palms of the hands . The 
1 igh t silen t l y  ascend s and disappears in the night sky . 

This appa r i tion i s, in my v i ew, a school book example of 
a m i nd crea t i on, a re l  igious w i sh-fu l fillment . The 
authors conc l ude : "Any e f fect sp rings, i t  seems , from 
the con s c i ousness of the individua l " .  A l l ove r Wa l es 
peop l e  were engaged i n  meetings, described by one ob­
se rver as  "a tornado of p raye r" .  A l l this concent ra ted 
men t a l  and emotiona l ene rgy wa s channeled i n  one direc­
tion - fai th i n  t he ch ris t i an re l i g i on .  



"Religion is perhaps the most powerful channel for na­
tural psychokinesis , magic, miracles , or whatever one 
may call it , open to t he western world" . Kevin and Sue 
McC l ure are to be commended for t heir excellen t  arehi­
ves work and effort to document the 1 ink between folk­
lore and con tactee ufo l ogy .

MYSTERIOUS AIRSHIPS AND AEROPLANEs 
Anders Liljegren 

"There is not a sing l e  airship s tory that  anyone can 
point to and say this cannot have been an error or a 
hoax . . •  And yet . • •  l admit tha t l am not a l ways en tire­
ly confortable with  (my conclusions ) . After reading 
hundreds of airship s tories 1 am nagged by the fee­
ling that all of t hese people could not have been 
mi s taken orT y i ng" . 

These sentences sum up , l think , the-fir s t - book-ever 
entirely devoted to the North American airship pheno­
mena of 1 896/97 . There are other manuscrips , on t his 
particular phase of phenomena , in the process of 
possible future publica tion and le t's hope they arri­
ve ( 1 ) ,  because Daniel Cohen ' s  The Great Airship �­
�is not the definitive s tudy of the airship wave . 
Cohen presen t s  the more farnous tales in an orderly 
and intelligent  fashion , but  he is too much of a con­
ven tionalist  to be able to form a 'ra tional ' approach 
to this phenomenon . Well , to be hones t ,  t here is no 
' ra tionali t y '  that  could account for the airship s to­
r l es except ' paranormal phenomena ' (by mo s t  consider­
ed an irra tional and i l legal theory) and Cohen , on the 
very last pages of the book , rej ects that  possibili t y .  
From that s tandpoin t ,  according to  Cohen , t h e  airship 
mys tery "s till represen t an impor tant sociopsycholo­
gical development" . On that  one can agree , if nothing 
else . Airship s torles should be collected and s t udied 
but Cohen has not done anything origina l .  The Cohen 
s tudy is a conservative down-to-earth version of wha t 
has  already been published by different  other source s .  

The main problem wit h  t he airship wave i s  t h e  unreli­
ablitiy of newspapers a t  t he time . Absurd s tories ap­
pear (as with modern UFOs) but t here is no way to 
dis tinguish whether this absurdit y  was 1 )  with the 
phenomenon itsel f ,  or 2) sprang from the imagina tive 
minds of comba ting news editors , or humouros hoaxers . 
I n  t his sence the 1 896/97 wave dif fers from t he 1 933/ 
3 7  Scandinavian gho s t  fl i er report s  which l have s tu­
died , and where there is now reliable witness testi­
mony available in the form of direct pol ice and mil i­
tary interrogation report s  which support contemporary 
news art i cles .  The 1933/3 7  wave is , by the way ,  totally 
disregarded by Cohen - not even Keel's articles and 
books are mentioned or referenced (2) - which is j u s t  
one sign of the lacking depth of t h e  s tudy . 

Parallels be tween the airship and ghos t fl ier waves 
become apparent when reading Cohen ' s  book : 
o 8ot h  became subjec t s  of intense newspaper coverage 

and deba te . I n  Sweden right-wing papers promoted t he 
report s  (spear-headed by Umeblade t , the newspaper 
tha t published the very first report on Dec 1 2 ,  1 933) 
while the lef t -wing papers tried to debunk the issue , 
particularly af ter the Sovlet s  became prime suspect s  
i n  early January 1 934 . 

o Sightings were generally of nocturnal ligh t s ,  which 
lessen validi t y ,  but  there were also dozens of clear­
cu t close range sightings in 1 933/37 .  

0 Geographical spread o f  t he report s  was similar to  t he 
airships : a (generally) wes t - to-east  motion tha t ended 
in widely separated simultaneous sightings which , if 
taken at face value,could only mean there were several 
aeroplanes/airships operatiQg (Cohen , p. 1 64) . There 
were even sightings where several vehicles·were seen 
at the same time . 

The explana tion gap these 'waves ' offer , some researchers 
try to bridge by citing faint and shortlived g l impses of  
successes from aero-hi s torical literature (3) . When doing 
so they are forge t ting the immense problem of supporting 
month-long and widespread aerial operations in unknown 
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territories . With  the aid of extreme lock rich and inge­
nious people could perhaps criss -cross-cöuntries week 
af ter week in one/several new-built cra f t  without a 
single serious mishap or crash , when o t her (con temporary) 
avlators fail even wit h  relatively 'small' tasks That 
chance seems , however , so extremely small as to be almost 
non-existen t .  A�d chances seem even smaller when such 
succes s ful avlators la ter fail to identify themselves to 
take his torical credit for t heir fea t s .  The ' argument s '  
o f  be l ievers in the secret inventor theory - Cohen i s  
not one o f  them - has been effective l y  sha t tered by avia­
tlon his torlans as  Don Berliner (4) . 
I n  July 1 897 , a few mon ths after the peak-period of air­
ship activ i ty ,  Swedish aviater Andr�e a t tempted a fligh t 
to the Nor t h  Pole wit h  his aeri�loon .  The ill- fa t ed 
j ourney ended on the polar ice where Andr�e and his two 
colleagues froze to deat h  (5) , not to be found unti  1 33  
years la t er .  Even today duplica ting t he ballcon and its 
voyage for a documen tary film (6 ) posed severe problems . 
Says f i lm d i rector Jan Troe 1 1 :  
- Working on this film l soon developed a great admira­
tion for Andr�e ' s  way of organizing his work . We had a 
hell of a work to ge t everything working properly . Andr�e 
was very weil-prepared in all minute details , but the 
weakness of his t heory was that one couldn ' t  s teer his 
balloo n .  

His tory definitely shows t h a t  steerable airships were 
t hough t about in 1 897  but  not yet�ss fully cons truc­
ted . 
I n  Jules Verne ' s  1 886 science fiction novel Robur le con­

quer�n t (� secretive inven tor (Robur) has deveTöp� 
a heavier- than-air airship driven by propellers .  Two 
debunkers of heavier-than-air avia tion are abducted by 
Robur and taken on a wor l d-wide tour. While on board 
t hey s till doubt their own eyes : 



- l can bare l y  be l i eve i t ,  says Ph i l  Evans . 
- Then do not be l i eve i n  i t! answered Unc l e  P ruden t .  ( 9) 

Ret u rn i ng to the US , the two unbe l i evers s t i l l  ma i n ta i n  
the i r s tubborn d i sbe l i ef and go back t o  t he i r  own con­
s t ruet i an of a g i gant i c  & c l umsy l i ghter- than-a i r  ba l l oon . 

The cha rm i ng Verne s tory has i mp l i ca t i ons  for s tuden t s  
of a i rs h i p ,  ghos t f l i e r  & UFO l ore . Unc l e  Prudent's 
I i ne of reason i ng i s  fol l owe� by many of today ' s  scep­
t i cs , lnc l ud i ng Cohen . They can't be , the refore t hey 
a ren' t .  
F i na l l y ,  l e t  me commen t  on_a few (m i nor) fau l t s i n  
Cohen's book . The d i scovery uf t he'remalns of the And­
r�e exped i t ion was not i n  1 939 bu t in 1 930 (page 1 54 ) .  
The Sou th  Af r i can a i r s h i p-wave (p.  1 )8) occu red n o t  i n  1 9 1 3 ,  but  i n  1 9 1 4  ( 1 0) .  Cohen's men tlon o f  t h e  1 290 
By l and Abbey ' i nc i den t' ,  w i thout recogn i z i ng i t as  a 
hoax,  outwe i ghs (perhaps) h i s  own c r i t i s i sm of other 
resea rche rs/authors ( e . g .  page 1 1 3) when they have 
fal l ed to adm i t  hoaxes . Ufo l ogy i s  a very w i de a rea 
of s tudy and i t  i s  s i mply i mpos s i b l e  for a s i ng l e  re­
sea rche r to know eve r y th i ng pub l i shed i n  the f i e l d .  
The refore each author  ough t t o  consu l t  co l l eagues be­
fore hav i ng any th i ng put i n  pr i n t .  Correctness i s  a 
ru l e  we should s t r i ve for . I n  Scand i nav i a ,  Arch i ves 
for UFO Research is  offer i ng authors a serv i ce where 
the i r  manusc r i pts  cou l d  be checked aga i n s t  contempora­
ry l i terature and know l edge . We much rather c r i t i s i ze 
before pub l icat i on than a f t e rl 
Cohen's book i s  we i l  wor t h  read i ng by anyone who wou l d  
l i ke a ba s i c know l edge o f  t he 1 8 96/97 wave , but  t o  save 
your t i me you cou l d  j u s t  as wei l read Dav i d  Jacob's 
30-pages-chapter  on the t heme and s t i l l  get t he gene­
ral p i cture ( I l ) .

THE GHOST FLIERS OF THE 1 93 0 s  
- A STATUS REPORT (11AY 1 9 8 2) 

Ander s  Lil j egren 

I n  four Flying Saucer Rev iew a rt icles John � 
Keel presented , in 1 9 7 0 - 7 1 , the i nteresting 
phenomena of the 1 93 0 s  which we i n  Seandinavia 
labeled spökflygarna , ' t he ghost fl i er s ' (1). 
An abridged version of the same mate r ial ap­
pea rs i n  one of Keel ' s  books ( 2) .  
Keel ' s  presentat ion wa s la rgely based on n ews­
paper t ra nslat ions he had received from Swe­
dish re searchers , part icularly Ake Franz�n 
who had spent many days and hours-at the Royal 
Library of Stockholm read ing and copy ing ( by 
hand!) Swedish newspaper a rt icle s .  The Franz�n 
f ile had one serious flaw - he didn ' t  always 
include the specif ic source s used! Despite one 
or two m i stake s ,  and ta king into account the 
d iff iculty in j udging new spaper report s f rom a 
fore ign count r y ,  the Keel art icles were basical­
!Y correct in their presentat ion of the phenome­
non-data , although there are man y  other points 
where Keel i s  obviously w rong (3) . One might , 
of course , discuss Keel ' s  theor ies regarding 
the or igin of these phenomena , but this i s  not 
the point of t h i s  pape r ,  and it must be sa id 
t hat Keel rendered ' ufology ' a great service 
by pa i nt ing to the exist ence of this previously 
almost forgotten wave of un ident ified flying 
obj ect s '  reports! 
' NO OFFIC IAL RECORDS ' . . .  

Keel v i s ited Sweden i n  1 9 76 to invest igate the 
matte r  furt her: " At t hat t ime the Defence De­
partment in stockhalm assu red me t hat no records 
of the 1 93 0 ' s  invest i gat ions e x i sted " ,  he w r i ­
t e s  ( 4) .  
I n  May 1 9 73 I had met and interviewed Ake Fran­
z�n about his i nterests (5). F ranz�n i s  a keen 
invest i gator of the strange who , besides provi­
ding the base mat e rial for Keel ' s  ghost fl ier 
art icles , had v i s ited the United state s  i n  1 96 9  
t o  meat Keel and also spend several weeks i n  
West V i rg i n ia , where h e  followed-up o n  Keel ' s  
reports of ' Mothmen ' . He confirmed to us all 
the bas i c  deta ils of Keel ' s  account on t hat 
part icular phenomena . 
I n  the early 7 0 s  I had done some research on 
the 1 9 46 ' ghost rocket s ' over Sweden . About a 
dozen newspapers were culled for report s ,  and 
I searched through the archives of the Swed ish 
news bureau TT (Tidningarnas Telegrambyrå) . (6) 
Finding histor ical UFO research an interest ing 
f i el d ,  I asked Franz�n if I could borrow the 
notehooks he had not sent to the US . Fra nz�ns 
notes were ma i nly from four Swedish newspa­
pers ( 7) .  

The newspaper reports made frequent references 
to ser ious pol i ce and m il itary i nvestigations 
of the mysterious fl i ght s .  I n  1 9 7 7  I w rote 
wellknown Swed ish aviat ion Histor ia n  N il s  
Söderberg about the poss ibil ity of locat ing 
records on these investigat i on s .  Söderberg 
is the chairman of t he Swedish Aviation H i s­
torical Soci ety and con s i dered a s  one of the 
foremost autho r it ies on early aviation . ( He 
was recently portrayed i n  a Swedish TV docu­
mentary a s  'the father of the Swedi s h  A i r  
Force ' ). Söderberg thought the topic wa s worthy 
of i nvest i gat ion and he suggested that docu­
ments might be found at the War Archives i n  
Stockholm . 

THE DOCUMENTS LOCATED 

I n  August 1 9 7 7  I received a reply from the 
then war archivist Bert il Broorne where he 
conf i rmed t hat there were four boxes of SECRET 
documents labeled 'Spökflygaren ' - the ghost 
fl ier - w it h i n  a !arge series of documents 
from the Military Command of Uppe r Norrland . 
The documents were dated 1 93 4  ( three boxes) 



and 1 9 3 7 (one box ) . To view these reports 
permission had to be granted by the Swedish 
Secretary of War. 
I wrote the Secretary and s tated emphatica l l y  
that the documents were t o  be u sed for a se­
rious , documentary report on the claimed ae­
ria l  sightnings . On Sept 1 ,  1 97 7 ,  I received 
an authorization to view the documents from 
the then Secretary of War , M r .  Erik Krönmark . 
One of the conditions for seeing the fi le was 
that I shou ld not publish any detai l s  without 
an express permission from the Swedi sh High 
Command . (The Command had been asked for 
their opiniqn by the Secretary ) . 
'Ufology' is , to me , a vacatiGn-and-spare time 
occupation and it wasn't unti l  September 1 9 7 8  
that I cou ld find a n  opportuni ty to take a 
look at the documents . I signed in at the War 
Archive s ,  where many confidential documents 
are s tored. Quite a lot o f  suspicion and bu­
reaucracy surrounds the researeher here , bu t 
a lso a friendly & helpful atmosphere towards 
a newcomer interested in such novel and unusu­
al matters as ' ghost f lier s ' !! I was handed 
four boxes of folio format papers - a heavy 
fi le of about 1 . 00 0  pages that took me two 
fu l l  days to go through. P robably noone had 
taken an interest in those reports for 45 
years! 

DESCRIPTION OF THE FILES ------

The fi les consi s t  of reports & analyses 
performed at , or by order from , the Mi litary 
Command o f  Upper Norrland. About 25 % is rou ­
tine mi litary 'padding ' - reports o n  actions 
taken , sent to the supreme high quarters & 
the government in Stockho lm. A l and-based 
search-and-reconai s sance action - supported 
by planes from the Swedi sh Air Force - was 
ordered. Police forces and customs offices 
( both governed by the civi l l an Country Govern­

ment Board , 'Länsstyrel sen' ) were requested 
to co-operate both on systematic night-watches 
(a few phenomena were seen during those orde­
red observations )  , and in questioning witness­
es among the public . 

Every signi ficant sighting was to be reported 
and inve s tigated on-the-spot , either by the 
police (most often) or by the mi litary . These 
interrogation records form the basic - say 75 
% - part o f  the fi le. Inve s tigations were so-
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metimes meticu lou s .  In many instances solutions 
were found to the mysterles (planets & stars; 
viewi ng the ambu l ance p lane , or some known 
aviator; prank bal loons; ear ·headlights ,  and 
even some hoaxes ) , bu t in a great many cases 
no answer was found . O f ficial inves tigation 
reports often substantiate claims written 
abou t in the newspapers . Interrogation proto­
col s  are sometimes accompanied by detai led 
maps and a f fidavits signed by witnesses. 
Serious attempts at finding patterns among 
the reports are found. Every sighting was pin­
pointed with time-of-observation and direction­
o f- f light on maps. I n  its actions the Swedi sh 
mi litary had frequent contacts with civi lian 
authori ties (police & cu s toms) and with the 
mi litary forces o f  Norway and Finland. Inter­
ception of radio traffi c  was ordered and 
speci a l  radio-reconai ssance units transfered 
from the south o f  Sweden .  Mi litary attaches 
in neighbouring countries were ordered to col­
lect as much information as possible. Possible 
motives for the aerial raids were analyzed and 
certain conclusions drawn . In a 1 7-page SECRET 
memo to the Swedish government ( the Secretary 
of War ) general P. Reu terswärd makes it no 
secret that he bel l eves the Ru sslans were to 
be blamed.! (Dated Apri l 2 8 ,  1 9 3 4 ) .  
BACKGROUND INFORMATION ESSENTIAL 

Any eva lu tation of the ghost f lier fi le , how­
ever , mu st be made in reference to the kind of 
society where the phenomenon occure�You have 
to know the prevailing opinions among the pub­
lic ,  among the mi litary and among politicians. 
You shou ld get acquainted with the state-of­
the-art o f  flying , and you ought to know the 
ways newspaper edi tors Operated and ' treated' 
the wi tne s s ' stories & other information they 
receive d .  
Therefore , a study of t h e  official papers 
just i sn ' t  enough. In 1 9 7 8 - 8 0  I assembled a 
rather extensive fi le of thousands of c lippings 
abou t the phenomena and other , seemingly rele­
vant , information. I n  searching newspapers I 
took note of everything that cou ld create a 
picture of the times :  political discu s sions , 
editorials , occurences in Europe & the res t  
o f  the world (it was i ndeed a rough period ! ) , 
aviation , rearrnament trends in the wor l d , 
espionage , weathe r ,  strange dis appearances , 
Fortean phenomena & many other things. This

� WELLKNOWN MYTH 

The newsc l ipping f i le now has thousands o f  
care fully re fereced copies from about a dozen 
Swed ish newspapers ( 8 ) . Others wi l l  be searched . 
Care is taken to sample papers from d i f ferent 
parts of the country , ��a l l  papers as we l l  as 
the major ene s , and newspapers of d i f ferent 
po l i tical shadings . The ghost f l iers were 
openly used for pol i tical propaganda. The 
right wing press genera lly wrote up the inci­
dents and blarned the Russ ians , wh i l e  the left 
wing tended towards scept icism ,  or blaming the 
Germans . The pre s s  debate on the ghost f l iers 
is a s tory in itse l f ,  displaying many ser ious 
as we l l  as humorous aspects. 
The ghost f l iers became a wel l known ' social 
fact ' . They were used in advertising for shoes 
and department store s . An American motion pic­
ture was quickly re-named ' The Ghost F l i er ' , 
when shown at a Stockholm c inema , al though 
there was nothing in the f i lm that a l luded to 
the on-going phenomenon. There were debates in 
the Swedish par l i ament , care fu l ly shorthanded 
and s t i l l  ava i l able for anyone to read. Four 
chi ldren ' s  books , during the 1 9 3 4 - 4 9  period , 
were narned a fter the phenomenon . The phenomenon 
evidently had a very great influence on the 
Defence Commission , which in 1 9 3 6  decided to 
strengthen the Swedi s h  Air Forc e .  

In 1 9 8 0  I v i s i ted the parts o f  Sweden where 
the reports s tar ted . Almost anyone I talked 
to knew about the ghost f l i ers , but I was very 
d i sappointed to learn that noone I talked to 
knew d irec t w i tnesse s !  It seeros-that the ghost 
flier is deeply embedded in the north- Swed ish 
' soul ' but that i t  is very d i f f icult to locate 
witnesses when 45-50 years have passed s ince 
the inc idents. 
Cont inuing the probe in October 1 9 7 9 ,  I sent 
copies o f  s elected document s , found in the 
War Archive s , to the High Command ( ' överbe fäl­
havaren ' ) ,  and in a lenghy statement I reques­
ted perm i s s ion to pub lish a l l  the data I had 
found . In a short s tatement from the Security 
department of the H igh Command ( Nov 6 ,  1 9 7 9 )  

I was authorized to use a l l  documents in pub­
l i shing . S ince early 1 98 0  the ghos t f lier pro­
j ect has , unfortunate ly , had to be dormant for 
about two years s ince I have been overloaded 
with work being responsible for the installa­
tion o f  a new computer at my p lace-of-work . 
PROJECT TO BE CONTINUED 
The project w i l l  now be continued and I am 
seeking the cooperation o f  any researeher 
interested in this particular aspec t .  Unfortu­
nate l y ,  s ince the ava i lable materi a l  is so 
voluminous I find i t  imposs ible - at the pre­
sent - to trans late very much inte Eng l i s h. I 
w i l l  now concentrate on 1 )  f inding the best 
source s ,  2) checking leads , 3) cross-indexing , 
4 )  wri ting a Swedish manuscript and fina l l y ,  
5 )  see ing to that the material w i l l  be trans­
lated into Eng l i s h. Selec ted parts o f  our do­
cuments & cl ipping f i l e  w i l l  be ' leaked ' i n  
the AFU News lette r ,  however .

- ANOTHER RECENT EXAMPLE

"After a l l , take the typical scien t i s t ,  
busy with his own often s ingle-tracked 
projects , and compe t i tion with his peer s  
f o r  the research dol lar , a n d  in a rush 
to pub l i sh new resu l t s  before someone 
e l se doe s , knows about UFOs only t hat 
which he seans i n  super-market papers 
l ike National Enquirer . • •  " J .

In a series of three articles National Enqui­
rer recently described , what is purported to 
be , new Sovlet UFO case s .  We do know that UFOs 
are frequently seen in Soviet�er r i tory - one 
such report , which has the flavour of an ori­
ginal and trustworthy incident , appears in 
th is i ssue of AFU News le t ter - but as regards 
the new Enqulrer series we immediate l y  became 
suspicious ! 
The seeond part of the Enquirer tri logy s tar­
ted our-5Uspicions . Entit led Space a l lens 
blasts forest range r s  with � bizarre � ( 1 )  
we have every reason to be l i eve that this i s  
a faked report , ' de s igned ' e i ther b y  t h e  edi­
torial staff of the Enquire r ,  or by someone 
in the Soviet Unio n .  Before I w i l l  detail my 
susplcions I must ment lon the two other in­
stal lments in the serie s .  The f i r s t  article , 
Soviet ships buzzed � UFOs fröiiiUnder the 
sea ( 2 ) , is an unl ikely report that Amer ican ·
sources (authors Henry Gris and Char les Parmi­
ter) would have been told , by Sovlet scien­
t i s t  Dr . Vladimir Azha zha , that there were no 
less than " 1 9 0 documented s ight i ngs of UFOs 
diving into the Pac i f ic in the past seven 
years , a l l  checked out by the comm i s sion " .  I n  
my j udgement , 1 90 s ightings o f  UFOs d iving 
into the sea i s  in excess o f  the total number 
of known such cases from the entire g lobe 
s i nce the early days of the UFO phenomenon . 
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The article - f i l led wi th super lat ives - has 
very few checkable facts , except for the men­
t ioned name of a " 9 . 0 0 0 - ton freighter , V l adi­
mir Vorobyev " ,  the crew o f  which - · so i t  i s  
c l a imed - had an encounter i n  the sea o f  Japan 
on Aug . 1 8 ,  1 9 8 0 . ( The s tory is emphasi zed by 
an artist ' s  impres s ion whe re the cyl indr ical 
UFO hover s  above a 1 0 . 00 0  tons fre ighter - I 
can j udge the s iz e  by the gener a l  appearance , 
and number of cargo holds) . For many years I 
have been a member of Club Mar i t ime , a Swe­
dish a s soc iat ion for hi storical , mari t ime re­
search . The C l ub owns a fine re ference l ibra­
ry , managed by a lways he lpful l ibrarian Ka: l 
Osterman . The 1 9 8 0 / 8 1  is sue of Lloyd ' s  Reg �s­
ter , checked by Osterman , has a ship by the 
name o f  Vladimir Vorobyov , but this i s  not 
a 9 . 0 0 0  tons freighter but a sma l l  507 tons 
(gross) "motor research/fisbing vesse l " , bui l t  
i n  1 95 9  i n  Stral sund , West Germany !

In ufology coincidence p lays a part 
i 8 ) , but , frank l y ,  in this case I only think 
" coincidence" played a part in the head o f  
t h e  man ( o r  men ) who invented t h e  s tory l 
Unt i l  National Enquirer staff writers Henry 
Gri s & Charles Parroi ter have said something 
on the case I think UFO researchers should 
put their NE issues into the depths of the i r  
waste-paper baskets where they rightly belong 
and not (as Gordon Cre ighton in FSR ) quote 
page- upon-page of Henry Gr i s ' obviou sly unre­
l iable ' data ' , or (as Lucius Farish in the 
MUFON UFO Jqurna l )  promote , in each iss ue , 
the apparen t ly very dubious offer ings of the 
Enquirer . It is apparent that American UFO 
groups havesome f inancial gain f rom the i r  cc­
operation with the Enqui rer , but for the sake 
of sani ty in our f i e ld this cc-ope rat ion ought 
to be stopped immediately . What we need i s  
not a National Enquirer but a Rational Enqui­
rer .
