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TEN YEARS OF AFU 

In March 1983 Archives for UFO Research could 
look back on an even ten years of existence. 
We started in a climate where Swedish ufology, 
as a whole, split up into different fractions 
based on very specific and different ideas about 
what was considered important, by each group, 
in this vast field. Unlike many others I now 
think this was a good trend. Total integration 
of all groups, individuals and ideas is an im­
possible thing. If you try to " keep it together" 
you just vaste a lot of time and energy on com­
promises - resources you could use on something 
�feel is more productive. 

The idea behind AFU was to create a library and 
archives institution that could serve Swedish ufo­
logists as a lending-library and source-retrieval 
focal point. We soon discovered that this was 
quite a task in view of the ever-growing size of 
ufological and related literature, and that.many 
other ideas had to be laid aside. By concentrating 
our efforts on the library function I believe we 
have been a more effective "group".

KOLHARDEN - A SWEDISH UFO W I N DOW 

Dan Hattsson and Carl- Anton Hattsson 

In certain areas UFOs are seen more fre­
quently than in other zones. These places 
are often termed "UFO windows". One area 
where there seems to have been an unusual 
high rate of slgh t ings is the southeas­
tern part of the county of Sodermanland, 
in Sweden. Host sightings have been repor­
ted from a very limited area, not more 
than 30 x 30 kms, between the towns of Ny­
kOping and Oxel Osund and the village 
Navekvarn. In the past decades there have 
been 44 documented UFO incidents in this 
particular area. This article takes a 
look at the cases and at the geological 
properties of the KolmArden terrain, which 
might explain the unusual high rate of 
UFO reports. Research now underway in 
Sweden aligns closely with the works of 
Devereux (in England) and Persinger (in 
the United States). 

Where the counties of Sodermanland and OstergOt­
land meet, primary rocks tower above the sea. 
The KolmArden rocks reach 150 metres above the 
water level of the bay BrAviken. In the KolmAr­
den area one finds mi l es upon miles of deep fo­
rests, once the home of robbers and wild wolves. 
There are also wide areas of swamps, as in the 
northern parts of Sweden. KolmArden is one of 
Sweden's main fault lines. Here, primary rocks 

When I had a look at all those little index 
cards that constitute our records of past loans 
to supporters all over Sweden I realized the im­
portance this activity might have had on Swedish 
UFO research. AFU has dispatched an average of 
1 0 0 - 1 5 0 book loans each year. Our collection is 
unique in that it holds material not available 
from� other Swedish library. 
Similar archives/libraries are now being formed 
in other countries. In Great Britain several 
groups are moving in this direction (ASSAP, 
OSEAP) while in the United States a central lib­
rary has been proposed by Richard Haines (in 
PICUR's " UPO International") and by Bob Girard 
(in "The Sixth Quark Journal"). Some researchers, 
though, seem to doubt the merits of an institu­
tion of this kind (see, for instance, a recent 
issue of " Probe Report") .  In the light of this 
I would like to put forth a few humble words of 
advise on "how to do" and "how not to do": 

1 .  Don't be too ambitious! Concentrate, for in­
stance, on "the printed word" and leave the 
collection of "audio-visuals" or "investigation 
reports" to the archives of a UPO magazine, or 
an active report centre, or another archives 
group, or until you'll have better resources 
yourself. You can't do it all, at least if 
you're only a handful of people! And you can't 
afford itl 

2. Draw up strict rules from the beginning. If 
you have a professional.librarian in the group 
you'll get a tremendous help on how to set up 
rules that govern who's allowed to borrow from 
the library, and under what circumstances. 
Keep careful recorda of each-and-every borrow-
e� and each-and-every loan.

3. Keep it open! People are willing to support 
you, and make donations, only if they feel 
the collection is - and will be - kept apart 
from any private collection and if the collec-

Along the bay of BrAviken you will find small villages, like Kvarsebo and Navekvarn. To the north, on the Baltic, is Oxelosund a town domi­nated by its iron works. Between Navekvarn and Oxelos�nd one finds the Tunaberg peninsula, Sweden s most southerly mining area. Mining 
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went on here from the Middle Ages until the early 20th century. Iron, copper and cobalt we­re mined but there are also deposits of lead manganese and sulphur. Gamma radiation from � he bed-rock is intense, displaying a raised radio­activity level from the ground. Ore-mining went on in the area which is now the township of Ny­kOping and also at Svarta t o  the north-east from NykOping. 

In this beautiful scenery people have spotted unidentified flying objects during the past de­cades. This has taken on such proportions that the area has been spoken about as a "UFO window" - a place where UFOs appear and disappear fre-

quently. The questions are: Is there anything 
that distinguishes this area from the rest of 
Sweden? Are there any connections between UFO­
windows and geological disturbances? 

Many of the incidents in our KolmArden catalog 
are difficult to explain. We present here a sum­
marized case listing plus a few - more detailed 
- reports on some of the more interesting cases, 
starting off and ending with two incidents that 
may have no direct connection to UFO phenomena, 
but possibly to the theories regarding force­
fields and magnetic fields we will touch upon 
later.

Selected case reports from the KolmArden area 
Case 1 

In the early 60s local policemen were puzzled by eo called 
"windscreen death" along the E4 motorway in the KolmArden 
area. On one day, in the spring, window-panes on no less 
than seven cars were destroyed in the neighbourhood of 
JDnAker. There were no other care in the area, so the 
screens could not have been hit by stones from other 
care. The incidents took place in a downhill slope near 
the Gavlebacken farm, where the road levels off before 
an ascent. Several of the drivers could have been killed, 
since wind-screens of that age became completely opaque 
by dense lines of fissures. 

The incidents occurcd between 1100 and 1500 hours on one 
Saturday, and the roadway had a snowcover. One motorist 
from Enstaberga was hit twice this day; the first time 
when he turned into the E4 south of JOnAker. He stopped 
and cracked the screen eo that he could look forward, and 
then drove to a glazier in NykOping where he got a new 
screen. As he returned to JOnAker the new screen broke 
up, too, at almost the same spot as before. At the gla­
zier he was told that other cars had been hit on the very 
same spot. Glazier Gote HellstrOm, who changed wind­
screens on four of the care, says that none of the panes 
seemed to have been hit by hard objects such as stones. 

Atmospheric pressure, of some kind, was discussed at the 
time, but noone knew for sure. (The very same discus­
sion took place after a Norwegian incident on Oct 29, 
1970 when Reidar Salvesen's car had a broken windscreen 
when he saw a disc-shaped object over his car. Por de­
tails see my report in Plying Saucer Review Case Histo­
ries, supplement fuur. -Editor). 
For many years pilots have wondered whether there are 
unknown tensions caused by the ore-fields in KolmArden. 
Several strange aerial disasters have occurcd in this 
mountaneous area. At the end of the 50s four fighter 
pilots were killed as they dived through the ice-cover 
of Lake Gloltcrn, in close formation, during an instru­
mented flying exe1·cise in their J-29 "F'lying barrell" 
fighters. What happened, that could have affected the 
instruments in four fighters simultaneously? Specula­
tions were that electro-magnetic disturbances in the 
area caused tha planes to dive straight into the small 
lake in the western part of KolmArden. 
Case 8 

On April 13 and 14, 1972, Mr Sven G Narholm saw a bluish 
or bluish-green ball of light that followed his car two 
nights in succession. Narholm was on his way home from 
work heading for Navekvarn at 2215 hours. Near the shop 
at LOvsta he first spotted the luminous ball at an alti­
tude of about 10 metres, and the object then paced his 
car to the outskirts of Navekvarn. The UFO was about one 
meter in diameter and noiseless. "It seemed to me as if 
it kept me under observation and followed the car, chan­
ging from the left side to the right, and back again. 
The trip took me about 10 or 15 minutes and the object 
was sometimes only 10 metres from my car. In the last 
bend before Navekvarn, the object changed course towards 
the woods and disappeared. On the next evening exactly 
the same incident was repeated, and at the same time, 
but since then I have not seen anything. On the first 
night I had the radio turned on and it was disturbed· 
by a whistling or squeaking sound". (Sources: Ufologen 
issue 7-8, 1973 and SOdermanlands Nyhcter, 72-06-29). 

� 
August 1972. At 2300 hours Mr Olof Fredrikaaon observed 
a bluish ball hovering above the surface of Lake LAng­
halsen to the NW of Nyk�ping. He spotted the object when 
the electric lights in his summer cottage started to 
twinkle. The filaments in the bulbs just glowed'in the 
room where he was. He went out and saw the object. When 
it disappeared lights went on again. (Source: UFO-NykO­
ping investigation). 

Case 23 

Between 1535 and 1555 on Jan 8, 1977, at least 53 wit­
nesses at NykOping, Kvarsebo, Tystberga and Oxel�sund 
observed unidentified objects manoeuvering in the area. 
The five objects moved to the south of NykDping and were 
headed towards south. Two of them were large and had cu­
polas while the other three were disc-like or like balls 
according to different witnesses. They were "glowing­
red". (Source: a well-documented UFO-Nyk�ping investiga­
tion). 

Case 29 
At 1037 hours on April 12, 1977 a young woman at Ramdals­
hOjden, Oxel�sund caught sight of a round disc-shaped 
plate flying at an altitude of 100 m above the water­
tower. It was brownish and had a diameter of 3-4 met­
rea. The object had a whistling sound and went straight 
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towards the witness, who was in her appartment. Then it 
stopped and hovered for 3-4 seconds, when details were 
discernible: "The disc had a feeler or antenna with a 
round ball at the top". The UFO then accelereated to­
wards the BrAviken bay in the south and disappeared. 
Then came a strong, very dull, rumbling sound which made 
window-panes rattle. This rumbling sound was registered 
in half of the county of SOdermanland. At three times 
during that day the southern and eastern parts of the 
county were shook by unexplained noises from above. 
(Sources: UFO-NykOping investigation). 

Case 32 

At 2)40 hours on Febr 20, 1979 Mre Elvy JogersO and her 
husband drove from Oxel�sund to NykOping. Near Stjarn­
holm they saw, above the treetopa,,an egg-shaped sharply 
bluish-white light. The light approached and illuminated 
the interior of the car. Soon the car's engine stopped 
so that the couple couldn't continue. It was a very cold 
evening (20 degrees below zero Centigrade) eo this was 
a most unpleasant situation. A while later, however, the 
object went away and then the engine started immediately. 
Neither before nor after this incident has this car had 
an engine failure. (Source: UFO-NykOping investigation). 
Case 36 
July 5, 1980, Lake NavsjOn, near Navekvarn. Peder Erika­
son, SOren Unnakog and Ann-kriatin Unnakog were angling 
at 2350 hours when they saw a large ball-shaped object 
which descended towards the water-level of Lake NavajOn. 
The object came near to the witnesses and changed colour 
as it changed speed. Most often it was yellow-white at 
the centre and rediah round the edge. No noise heard. 
(Source: well-documented investigation by UFO-NykOping). 

Case 42 

On Nov 21, 1981, a lady (H.F) and her husband drove bet­
ween Kva;sebo and Navekvarn when, near the rock R�dklint, 
they caught eight of a slowly rotating, fire-coloured 
wheel which appeared over the treetops. It was a round 
object, which had a flat bottom where there was a. kind 
of protrusion. The UFO came from the west and went to­
wards east, towards Navekvarn. Time was 1500 hours. The 
object had a diameter of abt. 8 metres and the fire-colou­
red light changed luminosity. There was also a weak bluish­
violet shine that surrounded the object in all directions. 
Two other observers, Mr GOthe GOransson and Mrs Gunilla 
StAble, watched and photographed the object from a dis­
tance. (Source: UFO-NykOping investigation). 
Case 46 
ON Sept 2�, 1982, three firemen from the NorrkOping fire­
brigade BjOrn Lindh, Christer Jonsson and HAkan Jonaaon 
met an unidentified object on and below the water-surface 
of BrAviken, to the south of the village Sandviken. They 
were on a training-trip in the firebrigade's rescue-boat 
when suddenly the radar printed a number of echos on 
open water, where there should be no obstruction. At the 
spot in question there is a water-depth in excess of 20 
metres. In frontof them they saw a big black circle on 
the water from which came a groove of foam. Seeing the 
danger the firemen reversed the engine, but this couldn't 
stop the boat from drifting into the dark circle. As this 
happened the radar atopp�d working - it went all white. 
The rudder also became locked and the boat started a help­
less dance, turned around by powerful currents from below. 
Evidently something very big was diving very fast. Whether 
this was a USO or a conventional submarine from a foreign 
nation remains an open question. (The following week Swe­
dish Navy forces started a two-week futile hunt for seve­
ral unknown objects off the Navy's moat secret base at 
Musko; about 100 kma NE of the BrAviken-KolmArden area. 
-Editor). 

UFO windows 

Journalist John Keel was the first researcher 
to talk about "UPO windows". He thinks these 
places often display magnetic disturbances. At 
such spots the most unbelievable things can 
turn up, especially during magnetic storms (cau­
sed by eruptions on the sun during sun-spot acti­
vities). In such areas one can observe UFOs, pol­
tergeists and even monsters of different kinds, 
such as Bigfoot. During flaps UFOs move within 
an area of 320 kms from these places. They move 
in straight lines but disappear as they reach 
beyond this "circle", Keel thinks (1). 

In 1954 France was hit by an intense UFO wave. 
200 UPO landings were reported that year and 
there are many cases of humanoids. 40% of these 
cases occured near faults (as against 20% that 
could be expected at such places) (2). Claude 
Poher found a correlation between UFO activity

and magnetic disturbances that same year (3). 
(Poher's theory is put in doubt by Steuart Camp­
bell in the recent issue (vol 28, no 3) of 
Flying Saucer Review -Editor). 
Soae theories 

The Swede Ragnar Forshufvud has theorized (4) 
that UFOs could be caused by electrical dischar­
ges from faults in the earth's crust. Earth-mag­
netic storms cause strong electrical currents, 
so called earthstreams, which float through the 
crust. In fault areas flash-overs occur which 
can be observed as giant ball lightnings. These 
UFOs ar� cells of oscillating electromagnetic 
energy. They ionize (charge) the air, which is 
made to glare with different colours, says Fors­
hufvud. 

Kichael A Persinger and Gyslaine F Lafreni�re 
are two Canadian researchers who have computed 
6. 000 unusual occurences from Charles Fort's 
books and other sources. They present data that 
point to a connection between UFOs, unusual phe­
nomena and geophysical activities, such as 
earthquakes. In areas of geophysical activi-
ty, faults or magnetic devaiations, there can 
be a temporarily built-up, very strong electro­
magnetic field. These fields might produce 
light phenomena, or make people experience hal­
lucinations, but Persinger and Lafreni�re also 
speculate on the possibility that this tempora­
ry field might create deviations in the space/ 
time so that "doors into the unknown" are open­
ed ( 5). 

What forces could then produce such an electro­
magnetic field? 

1. Piezo-electrical phenomena 
When quartz crystals are put under very great 
pressure there is an electrical polarization 
in the crystals. Theoretically, this could cre­
ate strong electrical tensions. Bed-rock in "our" 
area - KolmArden - is rich with quartz. 

2. Fault lines - magnetic storms 

The KolaArden/BrAviken zone is one of Sweden's 
aain fault lines. 

3. Magnetic deviations 
During magnetic storms bodies of ore, surrounded 
by isolating mountains, could be magnetically 
charged. These bodies of ore build a magnetic 
field, like a gig�ntic magneto. We will then 
have magnetic distrubances. Compasses will be 
wrong. In the Baltic off OxelOsund there are 
aagnetic deviations caused by a large body of 
ore below the bottoa of the sea. This is the 
place where three fishers observed a formation 
of 16 UFOs coming from the West just 20 meters 
above the water (case 17). 

All these geological deviations (plezo-electrl­
cal phenomena, magnetic ore & fault lines) often 
appear in combination in the same area. Where 
bed-rock has been on the move heavy elements 
from the earth's interior have found their way 
through cracks and folds. Movements of the bed­
rock also caused faults and put quartz under 
heavy pressure. Since magnetic ores, faults and 
properties of quartz all are supposed to cause 
EM fields it could be difficult to separate the 
three phenomena from each other. 

According to Persinger & Lafreni�re a powerful 
EM field could become even stronger influenced 
by lesser bodies of ore near the surface of the 
earth. This amplification might also happen via 
cars, railway tracks or high voltage lines run­
ning through the area. This is interesting when 
we study the map of the KolmArden area. We then 
observe that no less than 39 out of 44 sightings 
took place near bodies of magnetic ore (the grey, 
shadowed areas scattered on the magnetic map), 
or in the magnetical deviation area (heavy­
drawn lines on the same map). 

UFOs and magnetical storms on the sun 
A number of researchers hint at a connection 
between UFO acitivity and magnetic storms: 
John Keel, Claude Poher, Persinger/Lafreni�re 
- even Forshufvud assumes such a connection. 
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To test the theory we compared registrations 
of the temporal fluctuations of magnetical de­
viations (from NASA/Goddard Space Flight Cent­
re, Hourly Equatorial DST Values; supplied by 
the Geophysical Insitute at Kiruna, Sweden) 
and UFO cases in the NykOping area. There were 
no registrations for the older cases, but for 
2 1  of the sightings a comparison was possible. 
These 21 cases show no connection with aagne­
tical storas. The sightings occured at random 
and in most cases (17 of them) during periods 
of "magnetical calm". 2 1  cases, however, is 
to small a sample to draw definite conclusions 
upon and further investigations ought to be 
made. 

What then are people experie�cing? What is a 
UFO? Let us briefly discuss the more prevailing 
theories,in connection with our KolmArden case 
catalog. 

1. The extraterrestrial theory 

Spaceships from other solar systems? Why are 
they appearing in and around our. "windows"? 
Have they found a shortcut through space? Do 
they exist all the time, unseen by us, but be­
come visible only as they pass through a UFO 
window? 

2. Hallucinations 

61% of the KolmArden cases have more than one 
witness. Case nr. 23 has no less than 5 3. In 
case 42 there was a series of eleven photos ta­
ken. The theory does not seem to apply in these 
cases. 

3. Unk�own natural physiological phenomena, 
ball lightning. 

In case 42 one witness managed to get a series 
of photos. The UFO seen was dark against the 
sky, then it rises quickly and reflects the sun 
before disappearing. Another witness simultane­
ously saw, 40 kms apart, the UFO (or another). 
This witness says: " It seemed solid. Below was 
a protrusion like a handle". The witness ha4 
previously seen a ball lightning from a few 
metres distance and says "there was no resemb­
lance". Are there dark ball lightnings with 
handles? In fact, 15 of the reported KolmArden 
cases speak of dark objects, or objects with 
discernable details. The theory can neither 
explain geometrical impressions in the ground 
(case 7)nor the observation of a humanoid 
(case 3). 

4 .  The ultraterrestrial theory 

This is the term created and used by Keel. May­
be UFOs doesn't come from our time-and-space 
at all? Are there creatures living on other wa­
velengths, from other dimensions? Are they ente­
ring our world through UFO windows? Maybe they 
are created by EM forces and have a very limited 
lifespan? This is an attractive theory to explain 
something we do not understand. The drawback is 
that is doesn't explain very much. Science has 
no interest in such an intangible theory. 

Conclusion 

There is a high probability for a connection 
between UFO phenomena and electromagnetic forces 
in the earth's crust. UFOs are often seen at 
places with geological or magnetical peculiari­
ties. But how should this apparent connection 
be interpreted? 

The UFO phenomenon in itself seems to contradict 
the laws of physics. UFOs perform impossible 
but intelligent manoeuvers at high speed and 
do not seem to be influenced by earth gravita­
tion. They also seem to violate our sense of 
t�me-and-space, and to have existence in a world 
more or less separated from ours. Is it then 
possible to explain the phenomenon in physical 
terms, with our present knowledge of physics? 
Every attempt at explaining UFOs becomes guess­
work, fiction or - if you so prefer - modern­
day folklore. Thus we cannot, and will not, try 
to put forward an explanation. 

What we can do is to study and document the phe­
nomenon to better learn how it behaves and not 



to have preconceived ideas but be open to new 
sceintific discoveries. The continued develop­
ments in our "UFO window" will be most inter­
esting to follow. We hope that other researchers 
- based on what we have reported here - will 
be inspired to make local investigations in ot­
her areas of .Scandinavia where there are simi­
lar geological circumstances, or at places with 
a high rate of UFO activity. 

We know yet another area in Sweden where unusu­
al electromagnetical phenomena occur. This place 
is the sound between Botelnaset and Flinten in 
Lake Hotagen, in the western part of the county 
of Jamtland. Logdrivers reported that when they 
attempted to pass through this sound engines 
on their boats mysteriously stopped working and 
they were forced to row through the area un-
til the engine could be restarted. This happen­
ed in the 40s and the motors were of the Volvo 
Penta making. It seems like the ignition systems 
couldn't cope with the electromagnetic force­
field in this place. There are ore deposits of 
gold, uranium and copper in the area, and close 
by another deposit of quartz.

tion is open to anybody who's willing to follow 
the set-up rules. Don't restrict accessibility 
to 'members' of any particular group or organi­
zation. A separate locality for the collection 
is to be prefered. Debit-and-credit of your 
institution should be open to anyone and kept 
apart from any other operation. 

4. Unless necessary don't leave the collection 
into the hands of any other institution, orga­
nization or individual if you feel it would 
result in worse or inferior administration, 
service, accessibility, or interest in the 
continued management or growth of the collec­
tion. Remember that personal interest in at 
least a part of the subject is necessary. 

5. Money, of course, is 'the bottle-neck' of 
yourlibrary. Be prepared to spend some your­
self (you'll soon get very tired of asking 
people for their share). Put up a fair fee for 
using the library, and try to make positive 
contacts with possible donors, who may be 
willing to donate (parts of) their collection 
now, later on, or via their wills. Realize 
that a lot of what you're interested in is 
available more ·or less for free if you care 
to ask. 

Of course, there are times when we have to say 
"no" to people who write or phone us. This is 
especially true when it somes to "curiousity 
seekers" who want a swift and sure answer to the 
UFO problem. Misinformation abounds and we can­
not help people who refuse to listen to other 
viewpoints. Instead, we try to put priority on 
researchers who share our conviction that there 
is still very much to learn from the data. 
With a nostalgic look at the past ten years I 
can see several of our goals turned into reali­
ty: We have augmented the first collection by 
at least three or four times. We have set up a 
foundation to rule over the collection. We have 
established the library in a separate locality 
where anyone can come and do research on his 
own. We have an effective administration of the 
leding-library. We have published Kjell Jonsson's 
brain-child since the early 70s, a Swedish UFO 
bibliography. And we have served our part in 
the education of Swedish ufologists by publica­
tion of our newsletters and by making a great 
part of ufology's literature available at a 
cost which is but a fraction of the cost of 
buying such a collection yourself. So the idea 
is definitely worth trying!!! 

HYNEK IN SWEDEN 

In mid-January Swedish ufologists were surpri­
sed by the sudden appearance, in Gothenburg, of 
Dr J Allen Hynek. Without prior knowledge of the 
two-day visit there was no possibility for any 
of the serious-minded Swedish groups & organiza­
tions to react in a proper way (for instance by 
arranging a symposium and/or a public appearan­
ce). I was one of a few Swedes, however, who 
took the opportunity of speaking, on the phone, 
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with "the dean of ufology", and this was certain­
ly an up-lifting experience. Hynek expressed his 
interest in Swedish ufology and Swedish close en­
counter cases, and also related some of the la­
test news from America. Speaking of anniversa­
ries, we established that both CUFOS and AFU 
has a lOth anniversary this year. Dr Hynek, 
hearing about AFUs "low-profile", research-orien­
ted work, told me that a somewhat similar low­
profile aim had been set for CUFOS in 1973, but 
that this had been countered (to Dr Hynek's dis­
appointment, it seems) by the enormous publicity 
for the Center in the wake of Steven Spielberg's 
"Close Encounter of the Third Kind", which had 
forced CUFOS to become a more "public" organiza­
tion than originally intended. The idea of a fu­
ture visit to Sweden was discussed, and we hope 
this will be realized soon. 
RESEARCH CONFERENCE 

AFU and the Stockholm-based Association for Psy­
chobiophysics arranged a well-received symposium 
in Stockholm, in November 1982. Amongst the 20 or 
25 attendants were members of several local UFO 
groups in the UFO-Sweden organization, members 
of UFO-Sweden's board plus several individual 
researchers. Moderator was AFU's HAkan Blomqvist 
who provoked interesting discussions on research 
policies. AFU presented on-going research into 
the 1930s "ghost fliers" (Anders Liljegren) and 
new Swedish contactee experiences (HAkan Blom­
qvist). Journalist Juri Lina documented some of 
the interesting things going on in Russia, where 
he escaped from four years ago (see AFU 2 3) .  
He's still having trouble with K G B  people who 
harass him. 

UFO-Sweden's chairman Christer Nordin reviewed 
the development of the national organization, 
which now has more than 3. 000 members. He stated 
that the first phase in the organization's his­
tory was now over and promised that UFO-Sweden 
would take a new look at improving the quality 
of research performed by the group and its field 
investigators. UFO-Sweden plans to set up one or 
several "turn out groups" able to investigate, 
on short notice, a critical case on-the-spot. 
UFO-Sweden has also (10 years belated) joined 
forces with Project U. R.D., and UFO-Sweden's . 
case reports are now fed into U. R. D's computer. 
(Project U. R. D. is also now feeding cases from 
the official files of the Swedish Research Insti­
tute of National Defence (FOA) , a service paid 
for by FOA!) . The symposium ended in discussions 
leading to a mutual feeling of understanding, and 
carried on a nice tradition of similar meetings 
in 1970 and 1979. 

THE GEOLOGICAL THEORY ON UFOS 

One of the signs of a new research policy in UFO­
Sweden is presented in this issue of AFU with the 
kind permission of the editors of UFO-Sverige­
Aktuellt (Box 175, S-7 3 3  00 Sala, Sweden). This 
is the analysis of a Swedish "UFO window" area, 



KolmArden, which we thought would be of interest 
to foreign readers, particularly in the light of 
(!} Paul Devereux's new book "Earthlights", re­
cently published in the UK. The geological theo­
ry, particularly as a means to explain "lights­
in-the-sky"-type phenomena, has much to promise. 
The thought that geologicul conditions (faults, 
magnetic ores, pressures in the earth} might pro­
duce some so far uncharted phenomena seems quite 
logical, and it has the advantage of being scien­
tifically testable. Dan Mattsson, the Swedish re­
searcher who is pioneering this field in Sweden, 
also reviews the Devereux book in this issue. A 
detailed case report on one of the KolmArden ca­
ses is found in the Nordic UFO Newsletter (issue 
1/82 pp. 2-5, availabe from Nordic UFO Groups, 
P 0 Box 1 155, N-500 1 Bergen, Norway). 
Looking at areas where UFO& are frequently ob­
served in Scandinavia one cannot help but notice 
a certain preferenae for zones of a geological 
constitution similar to KolmArden. Scandinavian 
ufologists now go on a pilgrimage to Hessdalen, 
an area in mid-Norway (south of Trondheim) where 
UFOs have been observed for more than a year now, 
almost on a daily basis, it seems. Our Norwegian 
colleagues in NIVFO have published a great many 
of the case reports in their Norwegian UFO News­
letter (P 0 Box 2 1 19, N-700 1 Trondheim, Norway) 
- (also in German in CENAP Report, Eisenacher 
Weg 16, D-6800 Kannheim, BRD) - so for more spe­
cific data I refer to them. Most interesting, 
however, is that Hessdalen is an old minig area 
with deposits of copper and zinc. The same is 
said about the Arendal area in southern Norway, 
another part of Scandinavia where there have been 
recent reports.

Maybe someone gets 
some kind of satisfaction (at least monetary) 
from writing UFO-SF pornography of this kind, 
but to us this was just another lesson to be 
learnt ....

We have received a review copy of the first i s sue of U P I AR 
Research in Progress ( UR I P ) ,  published by the UPIAR coope­
rative of Milan , Italy , the group which also issues UFO 
Phenomena International Annual Review ( UP I AR), in 19� 
rewarded as "the first scientific journal" by the American 
Fund for UFO Research. URI P  bears the subtitle "An interna­
tional journal providing a forum for rapid communication 
in UFO research" . 

Very few u fologists have the inclination to follow the 
subj ect to the detailed level where u fology could possibly 
become a science . One even detects a tendency in certain 
quarters to dissociate oneself from scientific thinklng 
and proven knowledge . UPIAR , and similar publications 
such as JUFOS , JTAP and the serious Belgian Inforespace 
has a rather dull outlook .

Reviews 

AFR I CAN ENCOU N TE R S  
Hakan Blomqvist 

UFO l iterature from Africa is very scarce indeed. 
Apart from the latest book by Elisabeth K l arer, 
the only volume I am aware of is "Fly i ng saucers 
Uber SUdafrika" by Edgar Sievers, published in 
1 9 5 6 . 

I t  was -the-refore w l t h  �at __ ent hljs1 asm I recei ­
ved "UFOs Afri can Encou nters" by Cynthi a Hind, 
freelance journali st and MUFON co- ordinator for 
Afri ca. Mrs Hind has a broad experience in inves­
tigative report i ng and in nearly 90% of the cases 
in the book she has interviewed the witnesses per­
sonally. "UFOs African Encounters" concentrates 
on the more spectacular CE I l l  and contactee ca­
ses from South Africa and Zimbabwe. 

You can't write a book about UFOs in Africa with­
out mentioning Eli sabeth Klarer. Mrs Hind devotes 
two chapters to her controversial claims. In an 
interview Mrs Klarer relates her outer space 
love affair with Akon from the planet Meton (sic). 
One can't help feeling that this charming woman 
has been taken for a ride in. more than one way. 

But what is i nterest i ng is the physical descrip­
t ion of Akon : th i n, h i gh cheekbones, slanted 
eyes and the apparent agelessness. These oriental­
type gentlemen have constantly appeared in contac­
tee cases from all over the world. I have personal­
ly come acress several here in Sweden. Other re­
ports mention them riding cars, smoking, drinking 
and breathing our atmosphere without discomfort, 
so as for "Menton "  I have my doubts. 

The possibility of UFO-contact being a front for 
some other type of activ ity becomes even more ap­
parent in "Edwin's story ". Edwin has been in con­
stant radio commu n ication with "space beings" 
si nce 1 9 6 2  when he met a man named George at his 
work in Du rban. George claimed to be from another 
planet and gave Edwin a radio set for communica­
tion with the space people. George then enters 
a flying saucer and d i sappears in full view of 
Edw i n.

The author speculates : "My initial reaction was 
one of complete disbelief. It was either a very 
clever hoax on the part of Edwin . . .  or a hoax on 
the part of some group - political or otherwise 
- who felt they were influencing unsophisticated 
and gullible people". Edwin's story is certainly 
an intriguing one and has captivated the attention 
of former MUFON representative Carl van Vlierden. 
Mr van Vlierden will present the full story in a 
forthcoming book, "Cosmic dialogue", to be pub­
lished at the end of 1 9 8 2 .  

Mrs Hind also devotes a chapter t o  the wellknown 
Peter and Francis contac t .  Under hypnosis, conduc­
ted by Dr Paul Obertik, the couple related what 
happened during the i r  lost time. Accord i ng to Pe­
ter "we are ultimately controlled by them . . .  
They can make themselves appear i n  any form in 
our mi nds" . Not a very comfortable thought for 
us poor mortals. But with an advanced psychotro­
nic technology the possibilities are no doubt al­
most u n limited. 

Mrs Hind is refreshingly openminded, documen­
ting all aspects of our festival of absu rdity. 
Africa is no longer a white spot on the ufologi­
cal map.

LIGHTS IN THE SKY - FROM THE EARTH

After we had finished the study of the Swedish 
UFO wi ndow in the KolmArden area (see separite 
article in thi s  issue ) ,  I got hold of "Earth 
l i ghts" - a book written by Paul Devere ux. It 
was a very exiting exper ience to read t his book, 
espec ially because what we had observed in our 
st udy very well fi ts t he theor i es presented in 
." 3arth lights". 

The UFO enigma has been a very weird j ig-saw 
puzz l e, where the pieces have been shattered 
on many hands. One important piece John Keel 
holds : there are "wi ndow" areas all over the 
world, where UFOs are more frequent. These w i n­
dow areas are geolog i cal anomalies, where elec­
tromag netic effects help manifest UFO phenomena, 
Keel tells us. 



• Anothe r piece we f i nd in " Passport to Magonia" 
by Jacques Vall�e. Va ll�e points out the like­
ness betwe e n  e ntities in ancient folklore and 
today's UFO entities. Vall� e writes that fa i ries 
we r e  supposed to inhabit ce rtain geological si­
tes, fairy-mou nds. Val l � e  eve n speculates the r e  
might b e  a natu r a l  phe nome non whose manifesta­
ti ons borde r on bo t h  the physical and the me ntal. 

The last piece for our jig-saw we find in the 
works of Michael Pe rsinge r and Gyslaine Lafre­
nie r e. They point out a ve ry likely sou rce for 
the geo-electromagnetic force s :  quartz put u nde r 
pressu re, piezo-electricity. 

What Paul Deve r e u x  does is that he puts the j ig­
saw pieces togethe r into a cohe r e nt pictu re. 
Oeve r e ux is the right man to do this. He is him­
self a UFO witness. In 1 9 6 7  he saw a UFO, or 
mor e cor r e ct :  a UAP , Unide ntified Ae rial Phenome­
non. The UAP alte r e d  shape, from a glowing r e c­
tangle to a human -like form. Maybe because of 
this Deve r e ux has never conside r e d  UFOs as being 
spaceships. He is also a r e searche r of Earth 
mysteries and the editor of " The L e y  Hu nte r " .  
H e  h a s  studied UFOs a n d  earth mysterie s  for a 
long time, and in " E arh lights" he puts forward ·
"a r adical and compelling new study of the UFO 
e n i gma that spans seismology, megalithic sites, 
the psycho-kinetic abilitie s  of human mind and 
£nci e nt shaman istic powe rs". 

The author gives 44 example s  of UFO sightings 
whe r e  the UFOs alt e r  shape or se e m  to mate riali­
ze or de mate r ialize . The author thinks that both 
UFOs and their occupants are mate rializations 
of the same substance, but he doe s n ' t  think the r e  

is any extrate r r e strial intellige nce involved. 
The only intellige nce i nvolved is human. The 
phenomenon inte r acts with the human brain and 
humans can, through psycho-kinetic abilities, 
affect the phenomenon. The theory is fantastic, 
but I have a strong feeling Deve r e ux is on the 
right track. 

" Earth lights" also deals with prehistoric sites, 
megalithic stone circles. According to the author 
t hey are also i nvo l ved i n  the earth myste ries. 
The ancients marked ce rtain place s whe r e  the 
forces we r e  strong. Eve n  today it is possible 
to detect these places and force s with equipm e n t  
such a s  ultrasonic detectors, geige r cou nte rs, 
infrared film. These site s we r e  once holy places. 
Nowadays, only UFOs bothe r about them . . .  

You may have diff e r e nt opinions about if Paul 
Oeve r e ux is r ight or wrong, but the best thing 
with his theories is that they are te stable. 
Whethe r they ar e r ight or wrong will soon be 
prove �. You get a vision of ufology i n  the 8 0 s  
when r e ading " Earth lights".

THE S IG N  OF SHAMBALLAH 
HAkan Blomqvist 

Most books so far published on the inne r earth 
theme has lacked the esse ntial quality of intel­
lectua� integrity and balance. They have rightly 
be e n  r e legated to the category of fringe lite ra­
tu r e  by the mainstream ufologists. 

The English author Mr Ale c  HacLellan /pseud. / 
is not a ufologist, but his book " The Lost World 
of Agharti" stands out as a qualified attempt to 
come to te r ms with the inne r earth enigma. Mr 
HacLellan was catapulted into the strange world 
of Agharti mystique by a pe rsonal expe rie nce i n  
a Yorkshir e  cave, whe r e  he obse rved a g r e e n  pul­
sating light accompanied by a humming sound. 
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O n  his search for a n  explanation to this episo­
de he delves into old volumes on the Yorkshir e  
cave s and eve ntually stumbles o n  the connection 
with the lege nd of a hidde n u nderground world -
the kindgom of Agharti. 

World lite ratu r e  on r e ligion, folk l o r e  and the 
- occult are amazingly rich in r e f e r e nces to hidden 

cave rns in the earth. 

Plato speaks of "tunnels both broad and narrow, 
in the inte rior of the ear th". The ind ians of 
both North and South Ame r ica, as we ll as the es­
ki�os, have lege nds relating how they in olden 
times e me r ged from cave rns in the ear t h  and that 
some races are still living there . 

One of the first mode r n  westerners to inve stiga­
te the legend of Agha r ti was the Fr e nch consular 
official Lou is J acolliot who wrot e some twenty 
volu mes on his r e searches in the O rie nt. Regar­
ding " Aagharta" he claims: " Those who dwell there 
are possessed of great powe rs and have knowled­
ge of all the world affairs. They can travel 
from one p l ace to anothe r by passageways which 
a r e  as old as the kingdom itself". 

The fou nde r of theosophy, madame Blavatsky, 
mentions in Isis Unveiled the existe nce of an 
e normous tu nnel syste m  linking Peru and Bolivia. 
While into the theosophical tradit i o n  I think 
credit should be give n to Charles Leadbeater and 
Alice Bailey. Both writers refe r to an u nknown 
race of people living i n  cave s de ep below the 
earth, but Mr MacLellan has no refe r e nce to the ­
se sou rce s. 

" You know that in the two greatest oceans of the 
e ast and west the r e  we r e  for me rly two contine nts. 
They disappeared u nde r the wate r but their people 
went into the subte r ranean kingdom". This· expla­
nation is give n by a Tibetan lama to Hr Fe rdinand 
Osse ndowski, whose work " Beast, Me n and Gods" 
has become a minor classic in inner earth lor e .  
In this book Mr Osse ndowski r e lates the famous 
p r e dictions made by " The King of the World", 
the r ule r of Agharti who annou nces the r e e me r ­
ge nce o f  the u nde rgrou nd people. 

In theosophical te rminology Shamballah r efe r s  
only to a spiritual c e nt r e  b u t  the Russian ex­
plore r  and mystic Nicholas Roerich knew the r e  
was a de epe r myst e r y  and was not afraid t o  say 
so to a lama he e ncou nte rs: " . • .  do not speak to 
me about the heave nly Shamballah only, but also 
about the one on earth : because you know as well 
as I, that on earth Shamballah is connected with 
the heave nly one". Whe n Roe rich later obse rves 
a UFO flying ove r the Himalayas the lamas speak 
of the obj ect as "the sign of Shamballah". 

Sir Edward Bulwe r Lytton was a famous nove list 
and Rosicrucian in �icorian England. He wrote a 
peculiar novel called " The Coming Race". :rhis 
book was to have an influence probably n e v e r  ex­
pected by the author. In pr ewar Be rlin the r e  
existed a secret society called The Luminous 
Lodge, or The Vril Society. It was lite rally 
based on " The Coming Race " .  One of the membe rs 
of this society was professor Karl Haushofer, 
who deeply influe nced Hitl e r  in his early days. 
According to Hr MacLellan Hausho f er a ctu a lly 
l e nt the book to Hitle r. 

The e sse nce of " The Coming Race" is that the ob­
j ective of the techologically advanced beings in 
the inner earth is to e me rge from their u nde t ­
wor ld to take control of the r e s t  of the planet. 
If Hr MacLellan had b e e n  a ufologist he would 
probably have noted the u ncanny physical like ­
n e ss betwe e n  the Vril race and the me n in black 
type humanoids in UFO contactee lore. 

The author has done a good amou nt of r e search 
on Vril power. He has examined docume nts belon­
ging to initiates of the Vril Society. He con­
cludes that " Vril is actually an ancient I ndian 
name for the treme ndous r e sources of e n e rgy 
which a r e  made available as a r esult of maste r­
ing the e th e r ic body • . .  and control of the life 
forces in the human body". 

Afte r many years of Research Mr HacLellan has 
become convinced of the r eality of Agharti and

Bditor : In 1 9 7 7  Archives for UFO Research publ ished a 
small booklet ( in Swedish ) as a result of our 

researches at the Swedish National Archives where all 
news�ire �teme concerning the 46 wave were collected and 
repr inted.  154 items were found out of 1 0 . 000 s i ft e d  
through . 

A news art i c l e  dated New York , Aug . 1 3  ( Reut era ) carried 
an American disclaimer of any connection between the Doo­
l i t t l e  v i s i t  and the ghost rocke t s .  Rumours ,  published by 
NYT, had it that JD was to inspect radar equipment used 
by the Swedish m i l i t ary in tracing "the rocket s " . This 
was , however , denied by a spoke sman for the She l l  company 
( JD had a c i v i l ian posit ion as head of their "Air Depart­
ment " ) . According to this Shell spoke sman the v i s it had 
been " p l anned 6 months before" in order " to make inspec­
tions" in Scandinav i a .  

The then foreign secretary D e an  Acheson d i s c laimed 
( s ame art i c l e ) rumours that American experts had been 
sent to SWeden in connection with the eighting s .  He 
further stated that the Swedish government had not asked 
for any such support . 

Another art i c l e , dated Aug . 22 , London ( Reutera ) ,  carri­
e d  a Swedish Air Force discl aimer that similar help would 
have been sought from Britain . This rumour was published 
by Daily Express correspondent Guy Eden and apparently 
was a misunderstanding of Swedish negot iations for new 
British radars to match the newly acquired Vampire j e t  
fighters . According to Eden Brit i sh experts h a d  been to 
Sweden early in August and had then submitted a report 
to Whitehal l .  I t  is difficult to imagine that the sub j e c t  
of the ghost rockets could have been avoided at any o f  
these ' meeting s .  , 

Sweden had experimented with radars since 1 9 39 . In 1 9 4 4  
t h e  f i r s t  of thirty AMES 6 radar uni t s  were bought from 
Great Brit ain . In March 1 9 4 7  the Air Force contrac ted 2 3  
American SCR-6 1 5B uni t s , but they were never d e l i vered due 
to bureaucratic reasons . It i s  evident that there was a 
great interst in Sweden to acquire the most modern radar 
equipment avai l able . The Doo l i t t l e  v i s i t  makes sense in 
that general pic ture . Much previously c l assified data is 
now appearing from this period when secrecy i s  done away 
with . I am in contact with a researcher who ' s  writing a 
treatise on Swe dish intell igence work of the period and 
I have hopes new data will appear soon . 

Foreign readers ( not j ust H i l ary Evans & Stan Friedman ) 
ask us why nothing is done about the 1 9 4 6  dat a .  AFU has 
had a pro j e c t  slowly running for abt 1 0  years to collec t ,  
in the first run , newswire & newspaper info about the 
wave . My feeling i e  that newspaper stories are J ust the 
top of the iceberg and not always reliab l e  informat ion , 
so the proJect needs an extension to other aource s .  

A photo from the offices o f  the Swedish Defence Staff 
( �id-60s) shows a file labeled " 1 946" which obviously 
had first-hand data • .  When responsibility for UFO " d isin­
forlllation" was transferred to the Research Institute 
for National Defence ( FOA ) , this file disappeared ,  mys­
teriously . I am confident , however , that there 
i s  a lot o f  data available in Swedish archive s ,  and in 
the memories of people involved , but unless a keen inves­
t i gator of the era volunteers h i s/her support I feel 
that WE will not find t ime and resources for any such 
search within the coming next years . I f ,  on the other 



han d ,  such an invest igator ( preferably equipped w i t h  the 
l e i sure t ime that we don ' t  have ) appears we will g l ad l y  
support him/her a n d  pub l i s h  the finding s .  

Dear Mr . L i l j egren , 
I recently compiled a c o l l e c t io n  of t e x t s  concerning 

phantom airships and other early UFOe , drawing on the 
resu l t s  of several years ' research .  I began d i etl'ibuting 
copies t o  other investigators interea;ed i n  �cal 
ufology , < n d  Lu cius Fari eh referred me to you and your 
organization for your work with the ghost fliers and 
ghost rocke t s .  My c o l l e c t ion contains some mat erials on 
these same phenomena ,  though I mu st apologize for the 
very sorry tran s l a t ion s . S t i l l , I hope you w i l l  find the 
c o l l e c t ion of use , and I hope as well that the American 
airship data will help f i l l  in the pic ture o f  late 1 9t h  
a n d  early 20th-cent ury U F O  activity f o r  you . 

I f  you know of any serious researchers in the f i e l d  
o f  h i s t or i c al urolog y ,  I would apprec iate learning o f  
them .
