The 
AFU Ne wslette r may a ppear a g a i n  in the future but 
th i s  wi l l  not o c c u r  before  1987. I wi l l  try to 
outl i ne � I have had to make th i s  s a d  d e c i s i o n  
wh ich  i s, howe ver, connected t o  r e c e nt h a p p y  d e ­
vel opme nts f o r  AFUI 

The News lette r ha s been publ i s hed slnce 1975 
with my s e l f  as e d i to r  s i nce e a r l y  19 76 . It  has  
bec ome less  and  less  frequent i n  r e c e nt years . 
Th i s  is not because  my i nter e s t  in ufo logy has  
waned,  but because  more and more of my time has  
been spent on ve r y  long-te rm proj e c ts . I have 
gr own a l i k ing  for d i gging  i nto a r e a s  so  far un­
touched by ufo l o g i sta a nd in order  to do thi s, 
with fu l l  fo rce,  I have to po stpone the New s l et­
ter. 

At time s it  has been my goal to deve lop the AFU 
Newsl ette r i nto a very i nte re sting and informa ­
tive " Sc a n d i n a v i a n  F l ying Sa u c e r  Re vi ew", a kind 
of d i g e st of the very best f r om Swede n & Sca ndi­
navia, but I find that my time & e n e r g y  is not 
suff i c i e nt for s u c h  an ambiti ous p r o j e c t,e s pec i ­
a l ly s i nc e  I have a heavy "c i v i l ian" workload 
( a s  a c ompute r s y stems a na l yst/progr amme r) a nd 
s i n c e  it ha s been very hard to rec ruite co-wor­
kers to share the burden. 

As I see  it now, the New s letter is a short - s i g ht­
ed activity that ha s g i v e n  AFU a fa i r l y  good re­
putation, qu ite many nice ear r e s ponde nts a l l  
over the wor ld ( I  a m  sorry I c a n't find e nough 
of time to a n swe r a l l  of your letter s!), but it  
will  not be possible  to  c onti nue the New s l e tte r 
if AFU is to bec ome a more s e rious & r e s pe c ted 
i n stituti o n .  Our plans for the futu r e  develo p ­
ment o f  A F U  a nd a c o ntinued p u b l i c ation do not 
matc h e a c h  othe r! If  we had the time & res ourc e s  
to c o ntinue w e  wou l d  very  mu c h  l ike to d o  that, 
but other  proj e cts a r e  waiting ! 

I n  the year s i n c e  Ja nuary  1984, whe n  I wr ote the 
l a st e d itoria l, quite many th i ngs have happened 
in AFU .

O n e  o f  the most substantia l  c a s e s  from the 
1946 ghost rocket wave is rev iewed i n  th i s  
a rti c l e . C l a s  Svahn, j o u r na l i st with No r r ­
botte n s-Ku r i r e n, a north - Swed i s h  newspaper, 
recently located and r e i nte rviewed seve ral 
of the witne s s e s  a s  we l l  as the mi l itary man 
who wa s in c ha r ge of a prolonged s e a r c h  in the 
lake. To c omp lete the p i c ture,  in  d eta i l s, 
nate s from the contempo r a r y  newepa pers and 
newswi r e s  - c u l led from the AFU a rc h ive s -
have been i nte rvowen i nto the story to cre ate 
what we be l i e ve i s  the most c ompl ete c a s e  r e ­
port e v e r  publi shed on any o f  the ghost rac ket 
wave case s .  Sti ll, rec ently r e c e ived mate r i a l s  
from the Defe n c e  Staff fi l e a  have not be e n  i n­
corporated i nta the stor y .  We have not had the 
opportuni ty, so fa r, to ana l yze th i s  wea lthy 
archives  mate r i a l  but it  is expecte d  that a fu­
tu re re port w i l l  suppleme nt the c a se on  th i s  
point.  

l.  General bac kground 

50 mete rs from the shore of Lake Kölajarv, about 
24 km west of Ove rkalix in the e xtreme north of 
Sweden  ( a bout 6 6'23"N 22' 18"E ),  a myste r i o u s  
o b j e c t  ma y have b e e n  embedded i n  the bottom mud 

s i n c e  a lmost 40 ye a r s . During a two -we ek campa i g n  
the mi l itary s e a r c he d  e v e r y  inch  o f  the l a ke with 
s pe c i a l i nstruments without any r e s u l t .  The lake's 
muddy  bottom obstructed the i r  d iff i c u l t  work . 

The summer of 1946 wa s to bec ome " a  s i l l y  s e a s o n " . 
Al l over Sweden  thou s a n d s  of people re ported the i r  
s i g htings  o f  u nknown, often roc ket-like, o b j e cts 
er o s s i ng the sky, or e r a sbing i nto l a ke s .  Du r i ng 
four d a y s  i n  Ju l y, a lone, the Swe d i s h  Defence  Staff 
r e c e i v e d  300 reports, a nd when the summer was at 
an e nd an off i c i a l  number of 9 9 7  s ightinga had b e e n  
record e d . (l) 

The objects often p a s s e d  the c o u ntry o n  va st tra­
j e ctor i e s  and many s u s pe c ted the Ru s s i a n s, who 
were be l i eved  to c a r r y  out exper ime nts and impr o ­
vements o n  c a ptu red  German V-type we a p on s . Da i l y  
r e ports f i l l e d  the newapaper c o l umns: O n  the w e s t  
c o a st a square - shaped object  e r o s s e d  t h e  sky on a 
northernly  c o u r s e  without a sound; off Sund sva l l  



a s i lve ry, oblong object surpr i sed  a few f actory 
worke r s ; and in  Stockholm people  watched a la rge  
luminous object with a c ouple o f  b l a c k  ba l l s  tra i ­
l i ng b e  hind . . •  

2 .  The Kolajarv s i ghting 

To f a rmer Knut L indblek ( now i n te r v i ewed i n  1 9 84 
( 2) at  the a g e  o f  6 8),  and his  mald Beda  Pe r s s o n  
( 1 8  yea r s  o ld i n  1 9 46 ) J u l y  1 9, 1 9 46  was  a bus y  
Fr i d a y . Hay-ma king wa s g o i n g  on . Knut a n d  B e d a  war ­
ked by the leaning shore s  o f  L a ke KO lmj arv . I t  wa s 
1 1 . 4 5  - a lmost noon - and the sun wa s br o i l i ng hot.  

All o f  a sudden a humming sound was  heard  f r om the 
sky . 

- l laoked up since I thought it was  an a i r p l a ne, 
says Knut tod a y .  I n stea d , I s potted a rocket-like 
device  d i ving towa r d s  the lake . 

I n  the c ompany of Beda  he watched the two mete r s  
lang, a shen-g r a y  pro j ectile  f a l l i n g  i nta the wate r 
about 1 , 5  km away, ne ar the south -we ste r n  shore o f  
the la ke. A ta l l  c o lumn of  wate r eme rged  a n d  wa s 
soon f o l l owed by yet anothe r c a scade . ( There wa s ,  
reported ly, no wood or other objects to h i n d e r  the 
witne s s e s '  view of the object's tr a j e ctory  ( 3)) . 

- That it wa s a s o l i d  o b j e c t  o f  tha t  I am sur e ,  
says  Knut, who sti l l  remembers the i n c i de nt very  
we l l .  The object  was two mete r s  lang a n d  had a s nub 
nose, whi 1e the ste r n  wa s pointed . I thought the r e  
w e r e  a f ew sma l l  wing l i ke p ratruslo n s  on the s i de, 
but I am not sure . Ever ytbi ng h a ppened  so qui c k lyl 

The l e ngth of the water p i l l a r  was  "a few  mete r s "  
a ccording  t o  the f i r s t  newswire r e po rt, cabled  to 
a l l  Swe d i s h  news p a p e r s  ( 3) .  From contempor a r y  news 
items it  is further  evident that the re wa s no l i ght 
on,  or from ,  the object ( 4 ) .  The Swe d i sh news a genc y 
TT reported that the two pr ime witne s s e s  had heard 
no explosions ( 3), however, L i ndbäck tal d  Dagens Ny­
heter that "there wa s a smash ing s ound , but 
thi s  was  probably from the wate r thrown up" . ( 4 )  

The magnitude o f  the c r a s h  i s  und e r l i ned, howeve r ,  
by yet a nother witne s s  ( l ocated i n  1 9 84 ) who wa s· 
stand ing by the northern shore o f  the lake , just a 
couple of hund red  mete r s  f rom the s ite o f  impa c t .  
Frideborg Ta gebo, 1 4  ye a r s  old i n  1946, remembe r s  
everytbing c l e a r ly : ( 5) 

- The s ound was  horrible . I h a d  neve r h e a r d  any­
thi ng l i ke it before  - or s i n c e . My mother , who was  
wa shing c l oth e s  d own at  the  shore, shouted at me  to 
shut the wi ndows because she thoug ht it wa s a tor ns­
do c oming i n .  Our dog went c r a zy a nd r a n  away . Eve­
rything wa s te r r i ble . When the thing eve ntua l ly 
strake down i t  wa s l i ke a bomb had d etonate d . 

Gho s t  ro cke t s e en by Frideborg Ta g eb o  a s  i t  

p l un g e d  i n t o  Lak e Kö l mjär v .  Ske t c h  drawn in 

1984 by t h e  wi tne ss .  

L indbäc k, furthe r awa y ,  imme d i ate ly too k  h i s  b i ke and 
fol l owed the road a lo ng the lake unt i l  he resehed a 
spat nea r  to the observed c ra sh s ite . Here  he went 
out on the lake in a rowing-boat.  

- When I rowed to the s pat I saw  that se awe e d  and 
wate r - l i l i e s  h a d  been to r n  of f by the i r  r oats and 
thrown a shore . The water wa s c omplete ly mudd y  and 
it  was impo s s i b l e  to d i s c e r n  if the r e  wa s an o b j e c t  
on the bottom . Water was  not d e e p  here,  o n l y  a bout 
two mete rs, or s o . 
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3. The inve stigations 

On that s ame evening ( Fr i da y) p o l i c e  and Home Gua rd 
per sonn e l  we re posted a l ong the l a ke with orders  to 
eardon o f f  the a r e a  and keep a watch on the c r a sh 
s ite , a fter a ne ighbour of L i ndback had  c a lled  the 
law enforc ement o f f i c e . Dur ing the n i g ht betwe e n  F r i ­
d a y  a n d  Satur d a y  a mil itary gr oup f rom t h e  !ng . 3 

·eng i ne e r  c o r p s  in Boden sta rted o f f  i n  l o r r i e s  
towa rd s KOlmj lrv . ( 4 )  

On July 20 ( Sa tur d a y  mor n i ng) the the n l i eute nant 
Ka r l -Gosta Barto l l  a r r i ved at KO lmj ärv i n  the c ompa­
ny of a group of s o l d i e r s, to s e a r c h  f or the rac ke t . 
The command ing o f f i c e r  o f  the operation i s  now - 38 
ye a r s  later - a 6 8  ye a r s  o ld ma j o r  i n  the r e serves,  
l iving  in Arbo g a . When the KO lmj ärv c r a sh ha ppene d  
he  had  been with the Ing . 3  c o r p s  for  f ive yea r s , 
thus a ma i n  p a r t  o f  the war yea r s . ( 6 )  

On the Saturday  the r e  were so�pr e liminary  i nve sti ­
gations on the s ite and on Sunday morning further  
personne l and  e qui pment a r rive d  f r om Bod e n .  

Repo rted a nati o n-wi d e  newspa per : "A mi l ita r y  un it 
o f  ten men was d i s patched to  the  lake  on Satur da y ,  
a n d  soon f ound the s pat where the projectile  had  
sank i nta the  bottom . Wate r d e pth at that p o i nt is  
only  75 c e ntimete r s  and  the  pro j e ct i l e  had mad e  a 
mete rvi de hale whi c h  wa s very d e e p, i n  the mud . 
Whe n  an o a r  wa � put i nta this hale i t  wouldn ' t  
r e a c h  the bottom, s o  r e i n f o rc ements we r e  c a l l e d  
for . The p r o j e c t i l e  must h a v e  had  a n  imme nse  r a te o f  
s p e e d  s ince l a r g e  quantiti e s  o f  mud h a v e  b e e n  thrown 
f a r  away a r ound the c r a sh site . lt is hoped that, 
thanks to the mud whi c h  h a s  l e s s e ned the impact, it  
wi l l  be p o s s i b l e  to  recover the  p r o j e c ti l e . One  e s ­
timates, howev e r, that the re w i l� b e  a f e w  d a y s  work 
before the obj e c t  can be dug out . ( 7) 

- The m111ta r y  sta r te d  to bui l d  a r a f t  by the sho­
re , says Rune Lind b a c k, the neighbour who c a l le d  
o n  the author itie s .  They were very  c a r e ful not to 
use i ron na i l s  wh i c h  would have d i sturbed the i r  
sensitive instruments . The r a f t  wa s t i e d  by ropes  
o f  hemp . ( 2) 

From the r a f t  the mi l i ta r y  could s e e  how mor a i ne 
a nd stones f rom d e e p e r  layers  had  been  f o r c e d  up . 
Everytbing pointed to a n  explosion  be l ow the wate r 
sur f a c e . 

"The mi l itary i s  now s e a r c h i n g  a 200 x 200 meter 
wide a r e a  a c r o s s  the lake . Due to the d e e p  mud one 
is now using the method o f  " s ound i ng " , e . g .  for  
e a c h  h a l f -meter a lang f e e le r  i s  stuc k inta the 
mud . Water d e pth is only 2 meters at  the d e e p e st. 
An attempt to use ordina r y  mine s e a r c h  e qu i pment 
f a i le d  s ince the y a r e  not constructed to work a t  
suc h d i stanc e s  a s  i s  the que stion here . Spec i a l  
o f f i c e r s  a n d  s c i enti sts f rom the Re s e a r c h  I n stitute 
of Nati ona l De f enc e ( FOA) who trave lied to the s ite 
on Saturd a y, returned Sunday evening".  ( 8 )  

Professor  Gusta f L j unggr e n  of  F O A  says  t h a t  the 
Institute has sent two obse rve r s  to the c r a s h  s ite 
in the Ka l i x  a r e a . 

- B e f o r e  the bomb i s  r e c overed  i t  i s  too e a r l y  to 
s a y  a nyth ing a bout i t's nature, s a i d  prof . L j ung ­
gr e n .  I f  they a r e  roc ket-powe r e d  p r o j e cti l e s  i t  i s  
f e a s i ble that they have ste e r i n g  e qui pment that 
automati c a l ly bring the m  back to the i r  point of 
start - whi c h  c ould e x pl a i n  the re lative l a c k  of 
c r a s he s . I s  i s  a l s o  p o s s i b le that the proj ecti l e s  
a r e  ste e r e d  b y  rad i o . I n  a n y  c a se it  i s  h a r d  to 
be l ieve that they have been d i re c te d , on purpose, 
to c r a s h  inta lakes  i n  order to e s c a pe Swe d i sh 
s e a r c he s .  The lake we a r e  now inve sti gating i s  
only 200 mete r s  a c r o s s  and when i t  c ome s to suc h 
" shooting distanc e s "  a s  we a r e  c ontemp l ating, a 
ta rget o f  that s i ze i s  muc h  too sma l l " . ( 9 ) 

" From the c r a s h  s ite the late s t  news a r e  that the 
s e a r c h  a r e a  h a s  been  wid ened s i n c e  it h a s  been e s ­
ta b l i s h e d  that the p r o j e ctile  has  bounc ed a g a i nat 
a subme rged  rock, unde r  the mud , and c h a nged its 
d ir ection . Attempts to use mine s e a r c h  e quipmen� 
have falled and now a n  e l e c tr i c a l  probe i s  used • 

( 9 )  



To the  Dage n s  Nyhe t e r  e a r r e spondent  vit ne sa Lind­
back r e p o r t e d  t h a t  "the d e e p  mud obstruc t s  t h e  
s e a rc h .  The d e p t h  o f  two me t e r s  a t  t he c r a sh site 
is in the  sha l l ow part  o f  t h e  lake whic h is muc h  
deeper a t  o t h e r  poin t s , b u t  t h e  l a ke i s  o n l y  t wo 
or three  square kilorne t re s  in a r e a " . (lO) 

Lat e r ,  a civilla n expert f rom t he Bo lid e n  mining 
company arrive d wit h an in s t rume nt�ha t wou ld in­
dicste iron objects 1n th� wat@r, 
- The inst r ume n t  re serobled t oday ' •  me t a! d e t ec­
t o r s , s a ys Kar l -GOs t a  Bar t o l l , but in t ho s e  d a ys 
it was unique . For a lmo s t  two we e k s  we se a rched 
t he l a ke , but all  we found was a wood-g a s  bu rne r 
a a few other  f amiliar iron o b j e c t s. ( 6 )  

Rumours  went wild , howe ve r ,  one we e k  a f t e r  t h e  
c r a s h , dist ribu t e d  b y  t h e  national  pre s s : 

" The rocket p r o j e c tile has been  fou nd , a c c ording 
to precise ( sic! )  inf orma t io n .  This c o u ld not be 
c oniirme d , howeve r ,  on the  Sunday evening since 
a light ning s t o r m  had broken the t e l e phone linea 
t o  Kolmj arv. The militar y  • . .  ( had ) fir s t  used  
mine s e a r c h  eq uipme n t , but later  changed to  a n  
iron dete c t or . A s t e e lwire i s  s t r e t c h e d  a c ro s s  
t he 1 50 me t e r s  lake . . .  The who le lake h a s  been 
squ ared , a nd now it seems that t he e f f o r t s  have 
be e n  rewarded. La t e  on Sunday evening Da gens  Ny­
he t e r  made con t a c t  with c a p t ain Dima nder  o f  t h e  
local de fence s t a f f  i n  Ka lix .  H e  h a d  had n o  con­
t a c t  wit h KOlmjärv on t he Sunda y ,  sinc e t h e  linea 
had been broke n. I n  Öve rka lix t h e r e  we re persis­
t e n t  rumou r s  Sunday evening t h a t  the  bomb had 
been located . . •  The pro j e c t i l e  was t hree me t e r s  
long and pain t e d wit h  white  l e t t e r s". ( 11 )  
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Autho r i tie s d e n l e d  the  rumou r s , o f  c ou r s e : 

" Ac c o r ding t o  inf orma t io n  f r om t h e  Air De f e nc e  
division o f  t he De f e nce S t a f f  " t he g host bomb" 
has not yet  been found . . . Rumou r s  on Sunday t h a t  
it had been r e c o v e r e d  are c omple t e l y  u n f o u nd e d" . 
( 1 2 )  

Fina l l y ,  in mid-Au g u s t , the  s t r e a m  o f  specu latio ns 
e nd e d  in ques tion mar ks : 

"The inv e stiga t ions o f  a c l aimed p r o j e c tile c rash 
sit e ha s now been s u s pended wit hout r e s u l t s .  Ex­
c e p t  f o r  e l e c t rica l mine searche s ,  g e o l ogic a l  ore 
d e t e c t o r s  have be e n  u s e d . �n a l l  s p o t s  where the 
ins t r umen t s  have r e a c t e d  to me t a l  f u r ther  se a rc hes 
we re made wit h  t r awl s ,  e l e c t rica l sounding and t h e  
m u d  w a s  even  sif t cd . Drainage o f  the  l a ke vil l  n o t  
b e  attempt e d " . ( 1 3 )  

And s o  e n d e d  t h e  s e a r c h  whic h t he Chie f o f  t h e  
Swedish Air De f e nce Ntl s  Ah lgr e n  labe l e d  "the sa­
f e s t  indic a tion of  a cra sh" ( 1 4 ), in no t hing. B u t  
behind the  newswires there wa s m o r e  t o  the s t or y  • • •  

4. Sabot age 

The milit a r y  inv e s tig a t io n  of t h e  sma l l  Norrbot t e n  
lake w a s  n o t  t o  go  about u ndis t u r bed . Af t e r  a f e w  
d a y s  a s e ntine l discovered a couple  of  my s t e rious 
persons  snea king about in the wood s n e a r  the c rash 
point . They were  s po t t e d seve r a l  t ime s a nd finally 
lie u t e na n t  B a r t o l l  ordered  live ammunition in t he 
weapons . 

- Fina l l y ,  we d a r e d  n o t  u s e  our  phones t o  r e po r t  
t o  headqu a r t e rs i n  Bode n ,  but s e n t  our  r e po r t s by 
a n  o r d e r l y-ma n . I n  t h e  e nd someone even  c u t  o f f  t h e  
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t ele phone lines wit h  c ut t ing nippe r s  ( maybe t he 
"lig ht ning s t o rm" r e f e re d  t o  by Da g e ns Nyh e t e r  o n  
JUly 2 9? ) .  

The t wo mysteriou s men k e p t  hid d e n  a nd n o  s pies  
were  ever caught .  ( 6 )  I mmediat ely a f t e r  t he firat  
newswire report  f rom t he Swedish news agenc y ,  t h e  
De fence S t a f f  a ppealed t o  the news papers  not  t o  
print the exa c t  name o f  t he l a k e  and i n s t e a d  u s e  
" s ou t h e a s t e r n  Norrbo t t e n "  i n  t heir repor ting. ( 1 5 )  
Obviou sly t his was too  la t e  sinc e many p a p e r s  had 
already published the la ke ' s  name. This limited  
censor ship wa s then  genereally imposed a nd pla c e  
name s disappe a r e d  i n  most ghost  rac ket  repor t s  
a f t e r  JUly 2 0 .  

Lie u t e nant  B a r t oll wa s t r a n s f e re d , whe n  Lhe Kölm­
j a rv search  wa s called o f f , t o  Gallivare whe r e  a 
few pe ople in a summe r c o t t age  had s e e n  an o b j e c t  
fall inta a la ke . 

- Their sighting wa s almos t  ide ntical t o  Knu t 
Lindbac k's , but  that  lake w a s  too  d e e p  and we 
could not a c c omplish any s e a rc h , s a y s  Ba r t oll . 

- The re are  ma ny indica tions that  t h e  Kölmj a rv 
o b j e c t  disint e g r a t e d  it self , he c ontinue s.  Fira t  
of  all ,  Lindback s a w  a seeond c a s c a d e  o f  wa t e r  
a f t e r  t he fir s t  impa c t  a nd , sec ondly , a n  old la d y  
living i n  a c o t t age n e a r  t he c r a sh sit e r e p o r t e d  
s h e  had heard a mu f fle d  t hunder-c lap. T h e  o b j e c t  
w a s  probably manu f a c t ured i n  a lig ht-weight ma t e ­
rial ,  pos sibly a kind o f  magne sium a lloy t h a t  
would disint r e g r a t e  e a sily , and n o t  give a ny indi­
ca tions on our instruments.  

What  is your o pinion t hen, wha t did p eo ple s e e  
t his summe r . . .  ? 

- The r e  wa s d e finitely no p s ycho sis , says  B a r t oll . 
Wha t people sav we re real,  physic a l  obj e c t s. My 
per sonal t he o r y  is that t he y  were Germa n ,  o r  Ru s ­
sia n ,  t e s t  weapons  la unched b y  t he Ru s slan s  f r om 
one o f  t he Baltic s t a t es.  We who war ke d  in the 
field never knew what  it wa s all about  sinc e t he 
De f e n c e  St a f f  never rele a sed t heir r e sult s t o  t he 
loc al level.  Similar searche s we r e , simult a n e o u s ­
ly , ma de i n  five o r  six other  Swedish la ke s ,  but 
t he r e  we re no remains found in any  o f  t he c a s e s. 
( 6 )  

5. Compa rison c a s e s  

Knut Lindback a nd Beda P e r s s o n  w e r e  n o t  t he o nly 
people to  report  ghos tly rac ke t s  f a lling inta la ­
kes. At le a s t  half-a -dozen cle a r - c u t  c a s e s  c a n  be 
spot ted in t he Swe dish press.  

Only fif t ee n  min u t e s  before t he Kölmj a rv crash , 1 1-
year old Ku r t  La r s son from Storbacke n ,  2 0  km n o r t h  
öve rkalix , wa s f righ t e ned by a n  o b j e c t  that  hit t h e  
small lake Ka t tist j a r n  ( 23 km NE o f  Kölmj arv ) where 
he was a ngling . A roa ring sou nd was  hea rd f r om a bove 
a nd s eeond s la t e r  a 1 0- 1 5  me t e r s  t all c olumn of  va ­
t e r  raised in f ront o f  him , but no sound of an ex­
plo sion. 

- It was a v e ry s t range sound , as if t he wind was 
blowing very hard in t he t r ee s ,  Ku rt  Larsson  remem­
bers 38 yea r s  la t e r . ( 1 6 )  But  it was  too  loud , and 
the t r e e s  we r e n't moving. Sudde nly somet hing hit 
t he wa t e r  wit h  a s pla shing sound 1 5 0  me t e r s  in 
f ront of me , bu t I never had a c ha nc e  to s e e  what 
i t laoked like . 

When the milit a r y  a rrived two d a y s  la t e r  t h e y  made 
it cle a r  that  t his was not a t hing that  Ku r t  s hould 
dis c u s s  in public. No furthe r  inv e s tig a t io n  was  
ever ma d e  of  the  la ke. Five me t e r s  of  mud  prevented  
the div e r s  f r om s e a r c hing . 

- I believe t he t hing is s t ill d own t he r e , says 
Kurt L a r s s o n  t od a y .  It did c e r tainly not e xplod e .  

At about  the same time ( 1 1 . 30 o n  JUly 1 9 )  f a rme r 
Leona rd Danielsson and his t h ree sons  wa t c h e d  a 
cylindrical obj ect c r o s s  t he s kie s o f  Böle byn n e a r  
Pit e å  i n  north-Swe de n ,  on a northwe s t e rly c o u r s e . 
( 1 7 ) .  Kjell Daniels son , 13  y e a r s  old at t he time, 
never tor g e t s  the aluminum-shining obj e c t  t h a t  
t r avelie d a c r o s s  t h e  sky t his summe r d a y : ( 1 8 )  
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" F lyi n g  mi l k-ca n" s e e n  by Kje l l  Danie l s.

- I t  was  a most  peculiar t hing , shaped like a 
milkc a n ,  r a t he r  t hic k and re flec ting t h e  sun as 
it f r om time to time r o t a t e d  a round it s axis. We 
had a good look at it for more t ha n  1 5  minut e s. 
I t  wa s c omple t e1y sou ndle s s .  

So , we have t hree sig htinga wit hin a qu a r t e r  o f  
a n  hou r . 

Let  u s , finally , d e t ail t wo similar "lake c r a s he s " : 

" Four persons  working in a lumbe ryard  nea r a big 
lake in mid-Norrland heard an int e n s e  hissing f rom 
t he air . As they laoked u p  t he y  sav what r e serobled 
a small a ir plane at a n  altit ud e  of a few hundred 
met e r s .  The o b j e c t  had a short  bod y wit hout  a 
t ail a nd a c o u ple o f  small winglike p r o j e c tions 
on t he fla nks.  It went ext r emely fast a t  a n  a ngle 
of about 6 5  degree s ,  c r a s hing inta t he la ke. There 
wa s clear we a t h e r  a nd a ll wit n e s s e s  a r e  f ully sure  
of  t heir observa tion s ". ( 1 9 )  I t  should be noted  
that  t his c r a s h ,  too , occu red a t  noan-time ( 1 1 . 30 )  
same t hree weeks  a f t e r  t he Kölmj a rv incid e n t ;  o n  
Tu e s d a y ,  Au g .  1 3 ,  1 94 6 .  

T h e  s eeond c a se , t his one from Norwa y ,  ha s been  r e ­
ported  by B j � r n  �ver bye i n  a F S R  a r t icle (2 0 ) , b u t  
w e  vill r e pe a t  his t ra nsla t lon h e r e .  T h e  M j ö s a  case 
o c c u r r e d  a t  noan-time ( l)  on July 1 8 ,  thus  almo s t  
exa c tly 2 4  hours  before  the Kölmj a rv c r a sh : 

"In t he middle o f  Norway t he r e  is a big la ke called 
Mjösa. At a small farm  at t he southern  end of t his 
lake a farmer and his f a mily had wit n e ssed  s t range 
objec t s  a t  s h o r t  range.  He and his son we r e  working 
out sid e the ba r n ,  while his wife a nd d a u g h t e r  we re 
wo rking a t  a small hill-top  ju s t  near  t he f a r m .  I t  
was 1 2. 00 noon , t h e  sky was  cle a r ,  t he lake c omple ­
t ely calm ,  and everytbing a s  it s hould be on a warm 
summe r's d a y. Then suddenly his wife heard s ome­
t hing : 

"A s t range  sound wa s sudde nly heard  in the air . Pe r ­
haps a n  a e r opla n e  wa s c oming a t  low altit ud e . The 
sound , however , was not like the noise f r om an a e r o­
pla ne . I n s t ead , it was  more like a mig hty  wind blo­
wing. Soon a f t e rw a r d s  they  saw t wo r o c ke t-like 
t hing s that  p a s s e d  over t heir heads  at such  high 
s peed , a nd s o  low that  they  threw thems elves to t he 
ground. They c o uld s e e  t he t r e e t o p s  swa ying f r om 
t he air p r e s s u r e .  

" I n  the  yard , Sigva rt  S k a u g  and h i s  s o n  were s t an­
ding and wa t c hing "t he flying X" f rom a s amewha t  
g r e a t e r  dis t a nc e , perhaps  1 50 f t .  Skaug says  t hat 
they  were very mu c h  like t he V- 1 t ha t  he had s e e n  
i n  pic t u r e s .  Ordinary  a e r o pla n e s  t hey c e rt ainly 
could not have been. They were cigar-shaped and 
appeared t o  be about 7 ft.  lang , wit h  win g s  ext e n ­
ding 3 f t. f rom the b o d y  a nd fas t e n e d  3 f t .  f rom 
the nose , almost  at t he mid d l e. The vings flu t t e r­
e d  a s  if they  had been  made of cloth. They did not  
s e e  a ny kind o f  fire.  The mis sile s p a s s e d  overhead 
clo s e  t o g e t her , one j u s t  a lit t le ahead  o f  t he o t ­
he r ,  on a pra bolic c o u r s e .  The y t he n  fell simulta­
neau sly int a t he lake , t hrowing t he wa t e r  several 
f e e t  u p  in t he air".

Ac ademic di ssertations on pa ranorma l phenomena 
are not very c ommon . Swedish r e s e a reher Sol veig 
Almquist ha s ,  a c c o r ding t o  a n  int erview in a Swe ­
dish weekly (1 ) ,  a l ways been in t e r e s t e d in de a t h  
and f o l k-be l ie f  in t h e  t r ansition between life 
a nd dea t h .  The subje c t  o f  reve n a n t a  (Swedish : g e n ­
gånga r e ) i s  an a c c eptable fie ld o f  s t udy within 
compa ra tive religion a nd f o l k lore . 

Dr . Almquis t has  now comple t ed her dis s e rtation in 
this area , whic h is based on a prima r y  source  ma ­
t e rial o f  more t ha n  100 . 000 Swedish f o l k-t a l e s .  
From t his Dr . Almquist e x t r a c t e d  1 . 8 1 5  o f  the  most  
valuable  a c c o u n t s  f o r  a c a se c ata log on whic h she 
pe r f ormed a de tailed sta tistic a l  ana l ysis a nd t h e n  
a genre-ana lytica l s t udy . 

" Revenant expe rie n c e s  seems t o  origin a t e  in dreams 
and in visions e xperienc e d  in a wa king s t a t e . Ou r 
t e x t s  have se ldom ena bled u s  t o  c ome t o  an exa c t  
eons l u s l o n a s  t o  whic h o f  t he a bove lies behind 
t hem , bu t in t he co rpu s  a na l y s t s  we have e ndeavou ­
r e d  t o  interpr e t  the  con t e n t s of t h e  t e xt s .  7 1 0  
ins t a nc e s  of  t h e  t o t a l  o f  1 . 8 1 5  r e c ords have been 
interpr e t ed a s  h a l lucina t ion s ,  1 47 a s  i l l usions or 
pseudoha l l ucina tio n s , 1 1  a s  dreams , 28 as hypno­
gogic e xperienc e s  a nd 13 as a combina tion of a l l  
four . "  (p . 2 0 l )  

"The se expe rie n c e s  lead u s  t o  the  c o n c l u sion t h a t  
the  belief i n  revena n t s  is , i n  t h e  opinion o f  in­
formant s ,  not founded on vague spec u l a t ion but o n  
c o n c r e t e  pe r s ona l e xperie nce t he r e a lit y of  which 
is con firmed by the evide nce  of  the s e nc e s . "  (p . 
1 90 ) . - - " The s e  inve stigations c onfirm t he t h e ­
sis o f  t his s t udy : that  re ligion is both  a socia l  
phenomenon that  c a n  be explained psyc ho logic a l ly 
a nd a t  the  same time a c o nvie t l o n  that  t he r e  is a 
supe r n a t u r a l  wor ld which mu s t  be int repr e t ed in 
pa rapsychol ogic a l  t e r ms . "  (pp . 2 0 1 -2 ) .  

From t he r e viewe r's point of  view !t is revea ling 
to not e the simila rity between e a r l y  r e se a r c h  inta 
- and c o l l e c t ion o f  - f o l k t a l e s  in the  late  1 9t h  
and e a r l y  2 0 t h  c e n t u rie s ,  a nd U F O  "investiga tion" 
in the  1 9 50s , 60s  a nd even the  70s. I n  her sourc e ­
c ritic a l  c hapt e r  Dr . Almqvist c onc l ude s t h a t  "im­
po r t ance wa s a t t a c he d  to the t e x t s  of  t r adit io n ,  
while  t he people be hind t hose t ex t s  a nd t he wo r ld 
t he y  lived in were s e c o nda ry" . . .  "We mu s t  not forget  
the  r o l e  of  pe r s onalit y  a nd socia l c o nt e xt " (pp . 
1 0- l l ) . lt is o n l y  in t he l a t e  70s a nd e a r l y  80s 
that u f o l ogy , in a few c o r n e r s  o f  the wo r l d  (ve -
ry lit t l e in Swede nl ) , ha s come t o  r e c ognize t his 
t r u t h .  

Works s u c h  a s  Almquis t's remind u s t ha t  ac a de mia 
ia not o n l y  r e s e rved for extremely  ha rdwa re sub­
j e c t s  but is a l s o open t o  " l o o s e "  a nd seeming ly 
"ab surd" subje c t s  a nd motif s .  It  is  � that  
science has  no in t e r e s t  in  the s t udy of  repor t s  
o f  paranorma l  phenomena , inc luding UFOs. Twe l v e  
ye a r s  a g o  the  t he n  Swedish Sec r e t a r y  o f  De fenc e , 
Hr . Sven Ande r s s o n ,  made it c l e a r  t h a t  "if someone 
has  se riou s r e s e a r c h  going on (r e g a rding UFOs ) and 
the  pr o f e s s o r s  of  a facu l t y  r e c ommend s t udies we 
wil l  open our  a r c hive s .  l can  guarantee  t h a t " .  (2 ) 

A s t udy o f  " f l ying s a u c e r  t a l e s "  wit hin t he f ra me ­
work o f  f o l k l ore , c ompa r a t ive re ligion , psyc h o l o ­
gy or socio l og y  wou ld b e  possibl e ,  and c o u ld p r o ­
vide a da t a  b a s e  o f  g r e a t  value f o r  po s sible e x ­
t e nded s t udie s b y  o t h e r  discipline s who wor k  wit h 
hardwa re . Such a proje c t  would not have t o  ride 
on a mi llo n-dol lar budg e t , but wou l d  p r e f e r a b l y  
b e  a consiste n t ,  l ong - t ime e f f or t  b y  one , or  a 
f e w ,  in t e r e s t ed people wor king on a very , very  mo­
de s t  basis . The only pr oblem is t h a t  t he r e  is no 
pe r s on(s ) (that we know of ! )  in Swede n who h a s  the 
capacit y ,  compe t e n c e  a nd ince ntive f o r  such a de ­
t ailed st udy and f o liow-up of a r c hive s whic h are , 
in pa r t , a l re ady availab le . The proje c t  would r e ­
quire many y e a r s  of  c a r e f u l  sampling , int e rviews 
a nd ana l ysls unde r the  aegis o f  a n  a c a demic insti­
t u t ion , and it  wil l pr oba bly not  lead t o  e a s y  
answe rs.  W h o  pic k s  u p  t h a t  ba l l ?  ( I f  t his re view 
gives  someone t h e  pu sh f o r  a work that  wil l  b l oom 
in 10 or  1 5  ye a r s  t ime l wou ld be very proudl )

To 
quote John Kee l i n  a n  a rticle f r om the 60s : "An 
ade quate gene r a l  i ndex system has be e n  notably 
absent i n  the ufological f ie l d and publish ed d ata 
is often l o st be c a u s e of  this l a ck . "  

Gerre spondents have a s ked me wheth e r  the r e  wa s 
any kind o f  " c opyr ight" attached  to the i d e a  - of  
cou r s e  not! You are we lcome to u s e  Ufocode for  
your persona l f i l e s  a s  much a s  you l i ke ! Othe r  
questions have co ncerned the f utu r e  deve l opment 
of  Ufoc ode s i nce I ( more or  l e s s  d e l ibe rate l y )  h a d  
d e s i gnated t h e  code a s  " ve r s i o n  1 " .  Frankly, I 
don't have a n y  i mme d i ate p l a n s  f o r  a new v e r s i on, 
s i nce v e r s i o n  l was developed for f i nd i ng d ata i n  
AFU's stock of  boo k s , and that p r o j e c t  i s  now c om­
p leted . I have, however, deve l oped a n  a l phabeti­
cal A-Z cro s s - r e f e rence l i sting o f  about 1 . 000 
subj ect hea d i ngs c overed by the code, p l u s  a sy s ­
temåti c a l  cro s s -ref e re nce l i st wh e r e, u n d e r  each 
heading, you ' l l f i nd the re levant books or  book 
chapte r s  on that particu l a r  subj ect .

Ufology- non-funded . . •  

Feeling the pressure of many urgent projects wai­
ting and an economy situation ... well, we're not 
funded by anyone hut ourselves . . •  AFU distributed 
- in February 1984 - requests to ten ehosen Swe­
dish research faundatlons for information. Our 
letter listed six subject areas where we felt an 
interest and where we thought there was a modest 
chance of support. The costs of each project 
would be very, very modest - between 2.000 and 
20.000 SEK each. 
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The five answers were mainly negative: Founda­
tions usually pour money into glant academic 
(that is: university) works only. One small foun­
dation, funding works on "north-Swedish cultural 
history and philology" sent a nice reply, hut 
each work is Supported by an average of 1.000-
1.500 SEK only. (That particular foundation was, 
in fact, instituted by one of the most dillgent 
debaters in the Swedish parliament on the 1930s 
ghost flier reports). Anyway, we've learned a 
lesson from this experiment - we will have to 
find ways of our own to finance the AFU founda­
tion ... 

AFU "centralized" in one place • • •  

In May 1984 Håkan Blomqvist, chairman of the AFU 
foundation,decided to flee the big city of Stock­
holm and take up a living in Norrköping, where 
(as you may know) the AFU library is located since 
1980. Håkan's migration mean� that we are now 
three people working actively (at least once each 
week) in the AFU library & archives. This has al­
so sped up discussions on future plans & policies, 
including the terminatlon of AFU Newsletter and 
a more pronounced concentration on long-term pro­
jects. 

Håkan now works as a free-lance journalist specia­
lizing in UFOs and "borderline" occult subjects. 
Håkan's articles have mainly been in a new much­
debated newsstand magazine, Det Okända (The Un­
identified, circulation reported abt 20.000), edi-
ted by Jan-Ove Sundberg, the journalist who is 
internatlonally "famed" for his Loch Ness UFO sigh­
ting (or whatever-it-was, se AFU 22 & FSR artic­
les). Jan-Ove and Håkan both feel that their work 
hasn't been treated in the way they bad been pro­
mised by the publishers, and Håka� is now spread­
ing his wings to other - more serious - media. 
Among other projects he has started a regular UFO 
commentary column in the Swedish occult magazine 
Sökaren (circulation 3.000), where he will contri­
bue critical reviews on current ufological th1nk-
1ng & prejudices. Look out! Håkan's follow-up on 
the rather fantastic Swedish Helge contactee case 
is his contributton to this Newsletter. 

New editorial members 

In the summer of 1984, before a certaln discovery 
(see be1ow), we had every intention to continue 
the Newsletter. Therefore we asked a few of our 
colleagues & previous contributors to join AFU 
Newsletter as contributing editors. In this short 
era of thinking (things change very fast!) we 
visioned a thick AFU issue once each year ... 

Clas Svahn, an old-time associate of AFU, now work­
ing as a journalist with a north-Swedish newspaper, 
was one of our recruits. Clas writes book reviews 
and case follow-ups in his newspaper and contribu­
tes articles to several other magazines in "our" 
field. Clas shares the critical outlook on Swedish 
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ufology that AFU has long had. His contributlons 
to this issue are a review of Fortean Times' anni­
versary issue & a reinvestigation of a 1946 ghost­
rocket crash, probably the most well-investigated 
of all the more than 1.000 reports that year! 

Dan Mattsson, our seeond new contributing member, 
has pioneered the analysis work of Swedish UFO ca­
ses. His "UFOs in time and space" is a main contri­
butlon to this issue, and readers remember his pre­
vious study of the Kolmården "window" area (AFU 25). 
Dan specializes in the study of theories & data 
pointing to geophysical solutions to the UFO enigma. 
You might call him "Sweden's Devereux", or "Sweden's 
Persinger". Dan also takes an active interest in 
the Norwegian Hesadalen project. (Unfortunately we 
have not bad the resources to follow this project 
as much as we would have liked, but we can refer 
interested people to the exchange magazine Nordie 
UFO Newsletter (edited by M.Kaarb�, Strandg� 
221, N-5000 Bergen, Norway), and to a recent tech­
nical report available from Project Hessdalen, PO 
Box 14, N-3133 Duken, Norway.) 

I am sorry that - with such eminent co-workers and 
other contemplated recruits in Seandinavia - we 
were not able to continue AFU Newsletter! 

New copier increases AFU efficien� 

In September 1984 I asked my bank for a loan of 
12.000 Sw.kr. To increase efficiency as a library 
& documentation, and to aid our own research pro­
jects, we had found that what we needed most was 
a plain and simple copier. We finally decided on 
a Japanese Mita DC-111 new copier. This is now at 
heavy work in our library! It is, thus, possible 
to have copies made from our huge collection of 
1.200 books, 5-6.000 magazine issues with hundreds 
of thousands of articles & from more than 20.000 
Swedish and international clippings. An invitation 
to use this facility is directed to Scandinavian 
researchers in a Swedish-language advertisement in 
this issue, hut we are more than willing to help 
anyone, anywhere with serious intentions who has 
problems to locate copies of, say, an old article 
in FSR, APRO Bulletin or Round Robin. We have an 
extensive collection of uforalla which we think 
has few counterparts in the world! Previous and 
new donors of materials for our library will find 
this new service as yet another sign of our wil­
lingness to keep the AFU collection as "open" as 
possible! 

The copier is used by AFU to build and supplement 
our files of Swedish news clippings. We are build­
ing a chronological "master file" of every news 
story & article we can find in the Swedish press. 
If you have an old collection of Swedish news­
clips please notify us! We would possibly like to 
borrow it, especially if it concentrates on the 
pre-1967 period! 

Håkan and I are also using the copier as a too! 
for building our personal research files related 
to our special interests (contactee cases and

Entry on AFU in t h e  new 1 984 d i rectory "Library 
and informat ion services in Sweden" . Archives 
for UFO Research i s  one out of 534 l ibrari es and 
i nformat i on cen t e rs i ntroduced in the new e d i t ion . 

As pdrt of t h i s  policy Håkan has t r i e d  to in flu­
ence several o f f icial, or sem i -of f icial, inst i t u­
t ions t o  accept us as a specialized l ibrary, and 
t o  list us i n  the ir respect ive d irectories. It now 
seems that this long-t erm work has f i nally succeed ­
ed.In March 1 984 we comple t e d  a quest ionna i re from 
the governmental DF I (The Delegat ion f or Sc i ent i ­
f ic and Technical Inf ormat i on) and we und e rs t and 
that AFU will be l i s t e d  and introduced in t he i r  
next issue of "L i brary and in format ion services 
in Swe den", due soon . We have also comple t e d  a s i ­
milar quest ionnaire from TLS (The Techn i c al L i t e ­
rat ure Assoca i t ion ) and expect a sim ilar recogni ­
t i on in their next e d i t ion of "Swe d i sh special i ­
zed libraries and documentat ion cen t e rs", probah­
ly in 1 98 5 . 

"Ghost racke t s "  f iles f inally loca t e d ! 

For decades researchers all over the world have 
pondered over the very early UFO waves - several 
of them had an odd t e ndency to occur over Sweden ! 
(John Keel, in one of his art icle s, claimed that 
a wave in 1 9 0 9  forced the Swed ish government t o  
establish the world's f irst "saucer bure au" i n  
1 9 1 0, I wonder where he got those data, can any­
one help ? ? ) I am thinking, of course, of t he 
"gho s t  f l i e rs" in the 1930s and t he ''ghost roc � ­
e t s" in 1 946 . I have d escr ibed, in AFU 24, how I 
found the core of f ilea on the 1934/37 period in-
trusions of uni d ent i f i ed a ircraf t  over the north­
ern parts of Swe den. Work on the d ocumentat l on 
of t his area has pragressed a lot, but every new 
p i ece in the puzzle seems to raise dozens of ot ­
her leads and the wor k  is very t ime -consuming . I 
am having a very bad conscience about the data 
I am "wi thhold ing" (not intent ional ly, though ! ) .  

In the spring of 1 984 I rece ived from Clas Svahn 
his valuable art icle on t he Kölm j a rv ghost racke t 
crash, wh!ch he had re invest i ga t ed ( se e  this is-
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sue ) .  One bright summer day, i nspired by this new 
informat ion, I decided t o  put all avai lable pie ­
ces tagether conce rning the 1 946 wave . Read ing 
all availab l e  data in t he AFU arch ives i t  sudden­
ly occurred to me that Swe d i sh researchers, who 
had previous l y  reques t e d  the 1 946 government f ile, 
had und erestima t e d  t he weal t h  of data. I f  - as 
the o f f i c i al summary in October 1 946 stat e d  - the­
re were 1.000 reports this would be much more than 
what could possible be contalne d  in the small f ile 
once phot ographed i n  1 96 5  by a Swe d ish wee kly maga­
zine. That f i le has s i nce myst eriously disappea­
red, it is claimed. Besides that, Swe d i sh resear ­
che r s  had long overlaoked an important 1 9 76 ar­
t i cle by aviat ion hist or l an Don Berli ner where he 
quot es a mult i t ude of so- far unknown facts, ob ­
v i ously derived from a d e t ailed summary of the 
1 946 invest igat ions he had rece i ve d  from the Swe ­
d ish government in t he mi d - 7 0s .  Berliner s t a t e d  
that t h e  d e t a l l f i l es w e r e  st ill unde r  secr ecy. 

Immed iately, I wro t e  t he De f ence Staff, s t at ing 
the fac t s  as I knew t hem. Soon I rece ived word 
t hat t he f iles had, in fact, been loca t e d  and 
were avai lable for inspect ion. In Se ptember (84 ) 
I spent t wo days in St ockho lm skimm i ng through 
the huge 1 946 invest igat i ve f iles t hat comprises 
some 1 5 0 0  or 2 000 pages . I ord ered cop i e s  of abt 
650 pages - the core of the mat erial - and t hese 
caple s are now available at AFU .  

The� size and del icacy of this material, 
available for t he f i rst t ime t o  ufologists, earn­
bined w i th the 1 930s "ghost flier" data loca t e d  
be fore, makes i t  obvious t hat a very, ve r y  serious 
e f fort has to be made to get t h i s  " t o  the prin­
t e rs", pre f e r ably in an inteeligen t ,  organ i z e d  
and sensible form ! ! This i s  now bec oming my one 
and only goal in uf ology, and this is also the 
reason why AFU Newsle t t e r w i ll be pos t poned ! I t  
i s  s imply impossible t o  work on book-length manu­
scr i p t a  at t he same t ime as you e d i t  a UFOz ine 
(and have a full - t ime j ob t o  a t t end to . . . ) .  

I am not able t o  even summarize t he D e f ence Staf f 
ghost racke t f iles at present , but plans are t ha t  
I wi ll concentra t e  o n  furt he r research and e d l ­
t i ng of t h e  mat e rial while Clas Svahn, who w i ll 
co-opera t e  w i t h  me in this proj ect, w i ll t ry t o  
reinvest i ga t e  t h e  b e s t  cases, locat ing and inter­
viewing old w i t nesses and invest igat ors . He has 
already found some very int e rest ing p ieces of in­
format i on .  Do we have t o  say that we are bo th 
very enthus i a t i c  over the proj ect and the break­
t hrough that has come in this area? ? 

Compu t e r  acquisi t ion planne d  

Available d a t a  in the AFU f iles are now so wealthy 
that - to have even a remo t e  chance of organizing 
and present i ng t hem - I plan to buy a PC (perso ­
nal compu t e r )  w i th word p rocessing . I see this as 
a basic requi s i t e  i f  this gigant ic mat erial is 
ever t o  be pre se n t e d  t o  fellow ufolog ista and the ­
public-at -large. The comb ined t exts from Swed i sh 
government f iles, cont emporary newspaper accounts, 
historical & ufology works plus our re invest iga­
t ions today w i ll be much mor e  easy t o  organ ize 
into an i n t e ll igent p i c t ure of what act ually hap ­
pened. A i d e d  by t h e  comput e r  indexes and biblio­
graphical lists are easily produced & sorted, re­
port catalogues for s t a t i s t i cal purposes can be 
built and the result would be ( relat i vely ) easy 
to publish since the t exts can be t ranspor t e d  t o  
the publ isher / pr i n t e r  o n  floppy d i scs . 

To help f i nance the coming PC I have taken on 
a t emporary consult ancy, in my spare t i me, t hat 
gives me a good extra income . (This i s  yet anot ­
her r eason why t h i s  issue is belat e d ! )  In 1 984 
I dona t e d  a fa irly l arge sum to an " AFU research 
fund" and a sim ilar donat ion w i ll come during 
1 985 . Thi s  money will form a m i nor ownershl p  for 
AFU of the PC while I, myself, w i ll invest and 
t ak e  up loans for the rest of the machine. 

The new sta.!_�AFU 

Thi s  long explanat ion of developme nts during 1 984 
was nece ssay in or der to bring you an unders t an ­
d i ng of why I had t o  t ake t he very sad dec ision 



to postpone the Newsletter. Although the A F U  News­
letter will seize for the moment , A F U's other work 
will continue as before! 

We will continue to ac cept donations from anyone 
who want to see their mater ial come to use and 
kept availab l e  in an organized fashion. We will 
continue , as before , the len d i ng -library service. 
Por a minimum yea r ly donation of 5 0  sw.kr. anyone 
in Sveden can borrov books , via postal service , 
for a fee of 1 0  sw. kr per book .

Some further 
notes from 
the Helge file

In A F U  Newsletter nr. 20 I presented the basic con­
t�nts of one of the most amazing contactee cases 
I have ever come ac ross - known in Sweden as the 
Helge case . In my original article I classified 
this as a men- i n -blac k ( M I B )  case , because of the 
threats involved. Today I think it is more appro­
priate to regard this as a physical contact of the 
Adamski kind. 

l have collected data for my Helge file for over 
ten years. Unfortunately very few Swedish ufolo ­
gists have a serious interest in the doc umentation 
of contactee cases , and some of my colleagues have 
even claimed the He l ge case to be a hoax without 
investigating the data . I have now uneovered so 
many details , from d i fferent sourc es , details 
which have convinced me that this is a genuine , 
but very rare , physical contact . 

Helge died of a heart attac k on October 23 , 1 9 7 7 .  
During the spring of 1 98 4  I fina1ly suc c eeded in 
loc ating his widow Anna (also a nom de plume ) ,  and 
this gave the case a whole new dimension . 

Resume for new readers 

Helge was born in Stoc kholm in 1 9 13 ,  roc kblaster 
by professi on ,  and a very down-to-earth man . I n  
1 9 6 5  h e  lived with his wife , Anna , i n  U ddevalla , 
a town not far from Gothenburg . Several stones in 
the kidneys eaused him severe pain and , in Dec em­
ber 1 965, he was to undergo a surgical operation. 

On December 9 ,  he fe 1 t  a strong urge to take his 
dog for a walk on a frozen lake , Grindhultsj ö n ,  
j ust outside U ddeval la. There h e  observed a sau­
cer-shaped obj ect land and four entities emerge , 

three men and one woman. Exc ept for a translucent 
overall they were totally naked. 

The humane i ds were of normal height , had very large 
dark , slanted eyes and perfeet teeth. There was no 
hair on their bodies. Their ears were large and 
pointed , cat-l i ke in appearance. 

The humsnoids engaged Helge in a sign conversation . 
One of the men fetehed a c ylinderlike ob j ect from 
the craft and let this ob j ect slide along Helge ' s  
back. After about one hour of " conversation" the 
humaneids entered the � =aft and took off . When 
Helge was again x-rayed by his doctor there were 
no stones in his ki dneys and the pain was gone. 

Helge was , again , contacted by the same humaneids 
on August 24, 1 9 6 6 . After his d aily work he felt 
a strong urge to visit another lake in the viei­
nity of Uddevalla. There he encountered the same 
craft and was given a metal plate by one of the 
entities. He was ordered to go to the Bahamas on 
a special mission and to always wear the plate . 
Th is metall i c  plate was engraved with unknown mar­
k i ngs that strongl y  reserobled the Adamski hiero-

· glyphs . 

Despite misgivings Helge and Anna went to Little 
Exuma , one of the Bahama I slands on March 5 ,  1 96 7 .  
Nothing happened on this i sland and they were for­
c ed to leave. At home Helge was contacted by a man 
with priestly garb who c alled himself father Ra Paz . 
This man crit i c i zed He l ge for having gone to the 
Bahamas without h i s  metallic plate. That was the 
reason no c entact was mad e .  Helge received a new 
or der to vis i t  the Bahamas . 

Helge and his w i fe again went to the Bahamas 
around around new year 1 96 7-68 . They stayed at 
the Columbus Hote l i n  Nassau. This time Helge was 
taken by boat to a small island , under which the 
"brothers "  had the i r  base. From this time on he 
was only contacted by Adamski-type entities , enti­
rely human w i th a slightly oriental look . On the 
base he was shown the ear th's evolution in a three­
dimensional pietut e  and was given the mission of 
starting a peace movement in Sweden. 

Helge was to l d  not to appear in public himself . He 
gave the mission of starti ng the peace movement to 
a school-teacher in Nykö p i ng. The movement , called 
" The New Gene t at i on" was a failure because of in­
terna! conflicts , and the i dea was abandoned. 

During 1 9 6 8 ,  ac cor d i ng to Helge , the C IA found out 
about the Bahamas base bec ause of a leak from an­
other c ontactee. Headquarters were then moved to 
a place outside Mex i c o  C i ty. The man who had in ­
formed the C l A was a negro c alled Loftin . He was 
presurnab ly killed by the spac epeople . 

He l ge ' s  sk etch Of �nLity-type he saw in 
1 96 5 - 1 9 6 6 .  



In October 1 968 , during the Olympic games in Mexic o 
City , Helge visited the base outside the city . He 
bec ame very upset as the "brothers" didn ' t  a l l ow 
him to visit the Olympic s .  

Obviously the ''brothers" sti l l  had some connections 
to the Bahamas , as He l ge and his wife went to Nas­
sau , again , during new year 1968-69 . This time Anna , 
too , met one o f  the aliens . 

The story from Anna 

On June l ,  1 984 , I me t Hel ges widow Anna , f or a 
several hours long interview . She is now a lady in 
her fifties. Like her former husband she is very 
down to earth and practic al . She contirmed a lmost 
all the detai ls of the c ontact and added several 
interesting pieces of inf ormation . What startled me 
samewhat was her almost total lack of interest in 
the subject of UFOs . 

When Anna first heard of her husbands experience 
in 1965 she was stunned , but " I  believed him , be­
cause He lge never lied to me . He was a lmost cynical , 
didn ' t  believe in neither God nor the devi l " . Anna 
and He lge had even ridic u led the subject o f  f lying 
sauc ers bef ore the incident . They regarded the who le 
subject as nonsense . 

After the seeond c ontact , when He l ge had received 
the plate and had been ordered to go to the Bahamas , 
Anna becarne very upset . " In the autumn o f  1966 he 
began talking o f  going to the Bahamas . But I said 
I wi l l  neve r  leave the home we have bui lt up" . 

But Helge insisted that it was an order and showed 
Anna the pl ate . She held it in her hand but felt 
only a certain warmth emanating from the metal . 

Not bing happened on the first trip to the Bahamas 
in Harch 1967 , but on the seeond trip , during new 
year 1967-68 ,  Helge had brou ght the plate . 

They stayed at the Columbus Hotel in Nassau . When 
notbing happened d uring the first days Hel ge lost 
his temper . He through the metall ic plate on the 
f l oor and shouted he didn ' t  want anything more to 
do with this who l e  business . That same evening so­
me of the "brothers" paid him a visit and gave him 
a sharp warning not to a ct like that again . 

It was during the third visit to the Bahamas , around 
new year 1968-69 , that Anna for the first time met 
one o f  the brothers . On this particular night He l ge 
to ld her she was a l lowed to c ome too . They went to 
a disc oteque in Nassau . Anna protested that she 
didn ' t  feel like visiting such a place but He lge 
insisted . 

They f ound a tab le at the see ond f l oor and Helge 
started l ooking for "the brother" he insisted 
would be samewhere around . Hel ge left the tab le 
and c ame back with a man dressed in an i l l fitting 
brown c o stume . The man just nodded his head in a 
short greeting to Anna . 

The man was rather short , and his skin had a pecu­
liar suntan . He had a slight mediterranean or ori­
ental look . The c l othes were too large for his rat­
her thin body . 

The man went back to his tab le . He lge expl ained that 
he ias one of "them " . When He l ge and Anna started 
dancing , the man carne up and watched very c l ose ly . 
He l ooked straight into the eyes o f  Anna . There was 
a sort of hypnotic power in his eyes . " I  wil l  never 
f orget those eyes" , said Anna . 

This alien had showed He lge a photograph o f  his fa­
mily from another p lanet . He had a wife , children 
and a house . They l i ve d ,  he c laimed , on a p l anet in 
our so lar system . Anna be lieved He l ge said Venus or 
Saturn . 

Working for the spacepeople 

Anna f o l lowed Hel ge three times to the Bahamas . Af­
ter 1969 , however , he went al one on his missions . 
Helge was away f rom home for about a month many ti­
mes . He came back with a deep suntan . O ften the 
"space people" came to their home outside Stockho l m .  
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Anna always knew when a visit was c oming up . He lge 
became rest less and went up very early and dressed . 
She never insisted on staying at home but went qui­
te ly to her work . 

He lge acted as a sort o f  c ourier for the space peop­
le . Sametimes he trans lated manuscripta with pecu­
liar c odes . They also wanted in formation on milita­
ry bases and instal latio�s in Sweden . This , of c our­
se , c omes very c l ose to espionage . 

Like Adamski , He lge c laimed he had travel ied in the 
spaceships . When a mission was c oming up he went in 
his ear to a lonely p lace in the woods and a space 
ship came and picked him up . On his first trip he 
became very ill but later adjusted to these experi­
ences . He worked f o r  the spacepeople until his death 
in 1977 . 

A doctor ' s  opinion 

An important source o f  information is Dr . E . , a 
doc tor of med i c ine from Stockho lm . Helge c onsulted 
Dr . E f our or five times between 1 968 and 197 2 .  On 
January 7 ,  198 5 , I interviewed Dr . E ,  who has now 
retired from his pro fession . 

Helge c onsulted Dr . E the first time because o f  a 
bad c o ld . Later c onsu ltations were check ups on his 
state of health . Dr . E ordered a l l  x-ray pl ates 
from the hospital in Uddevala taken both bef ore and 
after the reported healing by the humanoids . Ac cor­
ding to Dr . E the stones in the kidney c ould have 
passed through in a natural way , but this was unli­
ke ly . 

He lge mentioned his U FO c ontacts to Dr . E ,  but only 
fragmentari l y .  Dr . E listened with an open mind be­
ing himse l f  interested in parapsycho l ogy and a member 
of the Swedish Society f o r  Psychica l  Research . 

Dr . E remembers very few detai ls o f  Helge ' s  sto�y , 
but he said He l g e  spoke o f  visits to Latin America 
where he was taken to a large hangar outside a big 
city . I n  this hangar there were cigar-shaped ships , 
used by the humanoids . 

Dr . E f ound nothing to indicate mental aberation 
or psychopathol ogy in He lge . He did , however , get 
the impression that He lge was a frightened man . Ex­
cept for this state of fear he dif fered in no way 
from the ordinary man in the street . 

Who are theJ2 

Admittedly this case is spectacu lar , to say the 
!east . I f  severa l o f  the people invo l ved in the af­
fair hadn ' t  been very c lose fri ends o f  mine , whom I 
have no reason to daoubt , I guess I would never have 
started an investi gation in the first plac e ,  but 
there are just too many witnesses inv o l ved to dis­
miss the case . 

There are some c onf licting inf ormation as to what 
the spacepeople real ly wanted and were up to . They 
healed He l ge from his stones in the kidneys . They 
gave him a ear and enough money to pay expenses . 
They ordered him to start a peace movement . Stil l  
Helge wasn ' t  sure they told him the truth . 

He didn ' t  rea l ly want to work for them . He felt 
they used him . "They are total ly without fee lings 
and can witness the most brutal torture . It means 
notbing to them" , Hel ge once said to a friend . He 
felt like an anima l in their c ompany . He l ge also 
specu lated whether their real objective was to 
take us over from the inside by inf i ltatring eve­
rywhere . 

These people moved around in our society without 
detection , exactly like Adamskis "brothers" . But 
both Adamski and Henger c l aimed there were "others" 
working f o r  a c onspiracy againat the "brothers" 
and the i r  plan . He lge once c ommented on an Adamski­
type case in Sweden: "What a pity I wasn't c ontac­
ted by those people" . 

These notes are only a f ew o f  the additional facts 
that I have une overed during my investigations . 
There is sti l l  much to do on this case , several in­
dividu a ls to interview and many sources of inf orma­
tion not yet available .

I have st udled 1 53 r egistered Swedish ear t hquakes 
and 494 pub l i shed UFO observat ions , a l l  f rom t he 
years 1 9 63- 1 978 . The UFO sigh t inga are f rom t he 
Swed i s h  C a t a logue (SweCat ) comp i led by Anders L i l ­
j egren ( l )  and ear t hquake reports a r e  f rom t he 
seismolog i c a l  stat ist les pub l i shed by t he Uni ver­
s i t y  of Uppsa l a  ( 2 ) , 

Dr. Michae l Persi nger (3) has developed a t heor y  
t hat anomalous l u minos i t ies (UFOs ) cou l d  o r i gina­
te f rom t ectonic s t r ess. According t o  Persinger an 
increase in t he nu mber of UFO repo r t s  cou ld , in 
cer t aln areas , be f o l l owed by an increase in ear t h­
qua kes. The per i od between t hese events cou ld be as 
long as two years i f  larger ear t hquakes are inval­
ved , but is nor ma l l y  about six mon t hs or less . The 
seismic areas inval ved cou ld be several hundred 
ki lorne t r es wide. 

Of great interest is t he uneven dist r ibut ion o f  
UFO sight inga i n  t i me and space. A per iod w i t h  an 
increase of sight logs in a geographica l l y  l i m i t ed 
area I w i l l  c a l l  f lap . Wor ld�ide f laps I w i l l  ca l l  
UFO waves and areas-which disp lay a cons t an t l y  
h i gher-nurober o f  ob ser vat ions t han expected I w i l l  
ca l l  UFO-_!!ind� . 

There have been sugges t i ons ( J.B.Delai r e ,  4) t hat

we have UFO waves abo u t  once i n  t en years and t hat 
t his should co incide w i t h  h igher numbers of sunspot s .  
Fia. l shows t he sunspot cyc le ( cu r ve)  and UFO waves 
(dark f i e l d s ) .  The wave of 1 947 began in Sweden 
t he previ ous year ( ghost racke t s ) .  The wave of 1 9 57 
was not not iced much of in Sweden . The wave of 1 977 
began in Sweden in t h e  aut umn of 1 97 6 . 

Cou ld t he r e  be a relat ions h i p  between ear t h  quakes 
and t he sunspot cyc l e ?  I campared t h is in � ­
The spot ted l ine shows f requency o f  sunspo t s  whi le 
t he hea vy drawn l ine measu res ear t hquakes in Sweden. 
The resemb lance between t he two cu r ves is r ea l l y  
st r i k ing ! 

At f i rst i t  seeros di f f icu l t  to understand what s un 
spot act i v i t y  has to do w i t h  ear t hquakes bu t t he 
posi t i ve ear relat ion cou ld be due to t he fact t hat 
t he rotat iona l speed of t he ear t h  is a f f ec t e d ,  or 
t hat sun spots a f f ect t he movement s  of grea t a i r ­
masses which cou l d  h a v e  some " t r igger ef fect" on 
ea r t hquakes. 

We wi l l  now take a l ook at t he geographical dist r i­
but ion of 494 UFO obse r vat ions f rom 1 9 63 - 1 978, � 
3. The dist r ibut ion is par t l y  exp l a ined by popula­
ti on densi t y. There are except ions , t hough. The !ar­
ger c i t ies Stockho l m ,  Got henb u r g ,  Mal mö , Uppsala and 
Nor rköping have , in general , fewer observat i ons t han 
expected . Th is cou l d  be exp l a ined by poorer observa­
t ion cond i t ions , l i ghter nigh t  skies. 

The who l e  nor t hern part of  Sweden has t wice as many 
sightlogs as excpected ,  except for t he western moun­
t a inous p a r t  w i t h  l ow popu lat ion dens i t y .  

Loca l a reas w i t h  h i g h numbers o f  sight logs are : 
( I  ref e r  you t o  numbers on f ig. 3) 

l .  Gislaved and Gnosjö district . 3,6 t i mes t h e  ex­
pected-number of-observat ions. This a rea has had an 
average of one sight l og per year dur ing t he 70s. 
There were no ear t hquakes in t he v i c i ni t y  unt i l  
Sept .  6 ,  1 977 , when a s t r ong quake occu red. (3,0 
on t he Richter sca l e  which i s  more t han usual for 
Sweden ) .  The very same night t here were several ob­
servat ions o f  UFOs. One woman , l iv i ng 20 km f rom 
t he epicent r e ,  even t hought she saw whi t e-dressed 
beings on t he f l ying ob j ect she obser ved. A f t e r  
t he quake t here have been ver y  few sight ings-fram 
t h is dist r ict . 

2 .  !Jköp ing an� Oxe lösund dis t r ict. 4 t imes t he ex­
pec t ed number of obs . Th is d i s t r ict has had , since 
1 97 6 , an act i ve UFO-Sweden group , but despi t e  t h is 
t he area has had a � onstan t l y  h igh rate of sight inga 
for t he last 20 yea r s .  A l most a l l  UFO sight i nga are 
made in areas w i t h  st r ong magnet ic f ie lds , close to 
t he large B r å v i ken f a u l t  l i ne. You w i l l  f ind a close 
s t u d y  of t h i s  a rea in AFU News let t e r  vo l .  2 5 .  No 
ea r t hquakes r egistered in t h is area , except for one 
in 1 970 , 40 km a p a r t . 

3 .  Köp i� Arbo� and Kungsor ( KAK) Dist r ic t . 8 t i­
mes-che e�pected numbe r .  This is par t l y exp lained 
by t he existence of an a c t i ve UFO-Sweden grou p ,  but 
not total l y .  The group is s t i l l  act i ve but t he obser­
vat ions have near l y  c eased a f t e r  1 978 . No ear t hqua­
kes r eg i s t re red , except for one 40 km apart  in 1 973 . 

4 .  Val len t una. 4 t j mes t he expected rate of sigh t ­
ing a . Near l y  a l l  of  t he Val lentuna observat i ons 
(t hey are about one hundred , mos t l y  unpub l ished ) 
are f rom t he f l ap in 1 973-74 . This is t he most i n t en­
se f lap yet in Sweden and some of t he observat i ons 
a r e  very i n t eres t i ng .  l wi l l  l ist some of t hem here: 

Oc t ober 1 9 73 :  Three p i l lars of l ight searching f rom

the edges moving across a fLeld . L i ght -beams from 
the object against the ground on different occa­
si ons . Object leaves but ret u rns aft e r  five m inu­
t e s .  Then t here are beams from the ground towards 
the object . 

March 24 , 1974 : 10- 30 me t ers wide U FO of a yellow­
whi t e  colour descends to an alt i t ude of 4-5 meters. 
Suddenly there comes , w i t h  f i ve seeond inter vals , a 
beam_from th�round against t he ob j ect. Thi s  is 
repeated three t i mes . 

Hay 2 6 ,  1974 : An int ense red light in t he woods . The 
observers r u n  towards the light . When they arr ive 
about lO met ers from i t , it  goes o u t .  

Sept . 27 , 1974 : Beams o f  light coming from the 
�round. One me ter wide and 25 met ers t all. 

In this region , nor t h  of S t ockholm (count y  of Upp­
land ) ,  ·t here has never been a ny ear t hquake . That ' s  
why i t  came as a great surpr ise t hat this area , on 
Dec. 23 , 1979 , exper i enced one of the most powerful 
quakes ever to occ u r  in Sweden . This i ndicates that 
there can be very powerful s t resses bu ilt up in 
areas where there has never been any ear t hquake re­
gist ered . The quake had i t s  epicen t r e  35 km from 
Vallent una . 

Is this the explanat ion why w i ndow areas like Nykö­
ping and Vallent una are out of the ear thquake belt ? 
(fig . 4 )  Is the bedrock and t he faults more stable 
here and the t ectonic stress higher ? 

5 .  County of Dalarna. Two t i mes t he expect ed numb e r  
o f  observat ions . The sight inga follow , exactly , t he 
mining dis t r ict of Dalarna w i t h  a wealth of di ffe­
rent mi nerals , but this is also a more populated 
area . There are also ear t hquakes in Dalarna . (The 
most recent flap of sigh t i nga in Dalarna occured 
in January ,  1 985 . Edi t or ) .  

� .  Sundsvall and H a rnösand a r ea .  2 , 5 t imes t he ex­
pected number of sight ings . This makes qu i t e a lot 
of observat i ons becuase Sundsvall has a large popu­
lat ion . I t  also has an act i ve UFO-Sweden grou p ,  but  
t here are reasons t o  bel ieve that UFO groups some­
t i mes are products of an increased rate of U FOs . 
Because of t he UFO group , the repo r t s  from the 
Sundsvall area have a higher qual i t y ,  less number 
of misident ifica t i ons. Sundsvall i s ,  also , an 
ear t hquake cen t re and t here are remalns of an old 
volcano here. This makes Sundsvall very interest i ng 
and we w i ll r e t u rn to this area later on . 

7 .  K i r una and Gall i vare . Pou r t imes t he expect ed 
rate-OfiSigh t ings . Ki runa-Gälli vare is the mai n  m i ­
ning dist r ict of Sweden . I t  is also a n  area w i t h  
many ear thquakes . 

The geographical d ist r ibut ion of 1 5 3  ear thquakea 
is shown in fi��nd 5 .  There is a helt of 
quake act i vi ty from the nor t heast to the sou t hwest , 
across Sweden . Sweden is put under pressure at a 
r i ght angle t o  this belt as indicated by t he l i nea 
in fig . 5. 

�ersinger , i n  his st udy , got t he st rongest cor rela­
t ion bet ween UFO repo r t s  and ear t hquakes using six 
month incremen t s . � shows number of U FO reports 
(heavy line )  and ear t hquakes (broken line )  for s i x  
month per i ods from 196 3 t o  1978 , in Sweden . The U FO 
peaks of -67 , -7 1 and -73 are followed by peaks in 
the ear thquake act i v i t y  d u r i ng t he following per iod . 
The high UFO peak of 1976 has a quake peak in the 
same per i od.

Next , l t r i ed t o  find all "flaps" i n  SweCat . When 
such a local flap was located I then looked at t hat 
area t o  see if t here were any ear thquakes after t he 
f l ap. Chances ought to be greater for a posi t i ve 
ear relat i on bet ween flaps and ear thquakes s i nce i t  
i s  more probable t hat we have " t r ue" UFOs d u r ing 
a flap than among s i ngle sight i ngs . The f laps I 
found are :

Du r i ng the au t u mn of 1 97 6  there was an i ncrease in 
observat i ons over the whole of Sweden but I was un­
able t o  detect any local flaps du r ing t h i s  per i od . 
l t  is very interest ing that we have no flaps from 
the sou t hern par t  of Sweden (sou t h  of the St ockholm 
area ) , desp i t e  t he fact that a major i ty of t he po­
pulat i on li ves her e . The flaps from the nor t he r o­
most count i es (Nor rbot t en ,  Vaste rbot t en )  are more 
wi despread and not very local . The very local flaps 
we find in mid -Sweden (Värmland , Dalarna and t he 
Sundsvall area ). 

Figu res 7- 1 2  show f l aps and the following ear t hqua­
kes . The maps show U FO observat ions and ear thquakes 
occu r ing du r i ng the respect ive per i ods. 

The most interest ing area which , on t wo occas ions , 
has shown a ear relat ion is Sundsvall-H a r nösand . I 
took a closer look at this dis t r ict. From the lo ­
cal group I have got t en more obser vat ion data (not 
pub l i shed before ) .  There are a total of 54 sigh t i ng a  
from a 20 -years-per i od .  From t h e  seismic depa r t ment 
of t he Uppsala uni vers i t y  I receiveå dat a  on a t o t al 
of 14 qu akes from the area ( 6 2 - 6 3' N ,  1 7 - 1 9 ' E ) .  !� 
1 3  shows t hat the ear relat ion is very st rong . Only 
two ear thqu akes ( 1 970 , 197 3 )  were not preceded by 
UFO repo r ts . 

F igu res 1 4 - 1 6  shows t he same comparison for three 
other areas . The accordance is not as clear as i n  
the Sundsva l l  a r ea ,  but here w e  also have much lar­
ge r areas . 

I am aware t hat , al though some fact s  i n  this st udy 
suggest a cor relat i on UFOs/earthquakes , i t  is not 
proven yet . Maybe t h i s  ar t i c le can g i ve some ideas 
on how t o  proceed . 

From now on the se i smograph is act u ally a t ool for 
t he ufologist . In Norway , the "Project Hessdalen" ,  
on my suggest ion ,  have had a seismograph i n  use for 
six months. It d i d  not , however , record any move­
men ts in the bedrock of t he valley . The Hessdalen 
flap is now i n t o  i t s fou r t h  year . In November 1984 
sight ings have s t a r t ed up agai n .

A review of 
For t ean Times' 
10th anniversary 
issue by 
Clas Svahn 

This year it is 1 10 years since Char les For t was 
born in A l bany , New York . His mission in life be­
came t o  collect and cata log "damned" fac t s  - occu­
rencea men of science would not even have a look 
a t . 

Since his deat h  in 1 932 his work has been car ried 
on by different organizations and j ournals ( l ) .  
One of them is the British For t ean Times which re­
cent l y  brought out an anniversary issue t o  ce le­
brate their lO-years-old existence . An issue t ha t  
covers t h e  vast for t ean field , inc luding mons t ­
ers , UFOs and parapsychological phenomena. 
A big part of this anniversary issue is concent ra­
ted on the question how one should take care of , 
and investigate , the great number of c ases avail ­
able i n  the For t ean fields . 
The magazine ' s  editor , Bob Rickard , feels that 
the feed -back from the cent ral organizations to 
t he loc al leve! groups and individuals mus t be 
improved - othervise there is a great risk that 
many repo r t s  wil l never come in . A phenomenon 
wel l -known to UFO - Sweden , the national Swedish UFO 
group . 

Rickard proposes a medel where one or several local 
groups col lec t ively buy a c qmput er , which is t hen 
connec ted to the cen t ral group ' s  data base. When 
the number of computers rise at t he local leve! , 
the information flow to the data base wil l  increa­
se , but this wil l  also occur in t he reverse direc­
tion . Everyone should - at any time - have ac cess 
to the archives . This , says R i c kard , wi l l  give an 
inc reased feeling of 1mp l 1 c a t 1on and an inc reased 
wil lingness to repo r t  cases . 
Char les For t himself was not so much i n terested 
in the quantity of data as in the relationship 
between different incident s ,  incidents often se­
parated in time and spac e .  But how is one then t o  
find these correlations ? H e r e  B o b  Rickrad has no 
solutions , his computers are only meant for info r ­
mation input , a s  a prima r y  working t oo l . 
UFO author , and one of t he founders of AS SAP (2) , 
Hilary Evans , sees a danger in a t t emp ting to make 
rigid systems where phenomena are later to be c las­
sified . He thinks that this line of work wi l l  
eventua l l y  exc lude certaln impo r t an t  aspec ts which 
happen t o  fa l l  near any of t he ex t reme poin ts. Odd 
details , where ansvers may hide , are forgo t t en .  
Evans warns against a b lind fai t h  in computeriza­
tion of UFO and for t ean phenomena . 

" • .  if there are going to be any breakthroughs , i t ' s  
not going t o  be the data-col le c t ors who wil l do 
it , but the da ta-jugglers - a Michel ! ,  a Kee l , a 
Holiday , a Persinger" , writes Evans . A message un­
doubtedly applauded by Car l-Axel Jonzon (3),  among 
others . 

Even Jacques Va l l � e .  the great forerunner in UFO 
da ta processing , and one who has also specialized 
in the ext reme points of UFO phenomena , finds dan­
gers in a superstic tous belief in the capac i t y  of 
computers ( 4 ) : I t  s definitely a fa l lac y t hat 
the group of us here , or any other group of people 
anywhere , is going t o  find t he answer to the UFO 
problem , computer or no computer l " .  
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Va l l 6 e  thinks that the most impor tant task for 
the UFO groups mua t  be a fast publi shing of a l l  
caaes received , thereby giving more people a chan­
ce t o  analyze t hem . And it is t he wit ness ' own 
t e a timony that should be the focus , not data coded 
for use by computers . When it comes �the compi­
lation of listings , making camparisona and speedy 
updates to an exist ing dat a  base compu t ors are su­
perior to the human mind . But , says Val l � e :  " . • •  

if you ' re t r ying t o  eneode or produce s t atist l e s  
in a domain where you litera l l y  don' t know what 
it is you ' re studying , it's a different ba l l  game ! 
. . .  it ' s  litera l ly gar bage in and gar bage out . "  

I n  spite of t his , Swedish ufology has a l ready eho­
sen t his "nar row path" . At !east for t he momen t .  
The data procesaing current l y  performed in coope­
ration between UFO- Sweden and Projec t U . R . D .  wi l l ,  
a t  a n  ear l y  stage , sift out al l ext reme aspec ts 
auch as c ontac tee cases , ufonaut repo r t s  and para­
physic a l - t ype phenomena connec ted t o  t he sighting . 
These aspects wil l never be loaded into t he compu­
ter . Why , t hen ? Wel l ,  because a ehosen group of 
scientists once said t ha t  they wouldn ' t  t ake part 
in an analysis of the final figures if these par­
ticular phenomena were taken into t he-scheme . 
Thus the UFO movemen t  makes the same mistake as 
they have always ac c used scientis t s  of : the dele­
tian of too s t range and too d1ff 1 c u l t - t o -expla1n 
phenomena . 

This is not t he polic y of For t ean Times . "Monst er" 
specialist Loren Coleman , for example c laims t ha t  
it is ful l y  possbile t hat UFOs , monster and pol­
t ergeist s  are manifestations of the same basic 
phenomenon ,  or generated by the same st imulus. 

Jerome C lar k , associate editor of Fate Magazine , 
honaurs t he same met hodology as H i l a r y  Evans in 
his very interesting cont ribution "Confessions of 
a For tean sceptic " ,  where he emphasizes t he impo­
r tance of t r ea ting each UFO case as if it was 
unique before making a comparison with other c a ­
ses .  

Clark warns a l l  t hose who investigate mysteries : 
"The prob lem is that some of us , even after a l l  
t his time , even af ter w e  have n o  excuse for not 
knowing bet t e r , seem more interested i n  pursuing 
myater les t han in securing answers . "  Unfortuhate­
l y  t his is too much of a t ruth . 

One of t he c l assical myst er les touched upon in the 
anniversary issue is "the Cot t ingley fairies" of 
1 9 1 7 . Several authors ehoase to write about this 
case , which is delicat e  to bot h  camps . Those who 
believed in the pie t urea were left with the shame 
when they were disc losed as forgeries , while t hose 
who had a t t empted to explain t h e m  found t hemselves 
t rapped with a series of excuses even more stran­
ge ( 5 ) .  What many seem t o  have forgotten is that 
the gir ls s t i l l  maintain they saw the fairies , 
a l t hough the photos were only a joke aimed at the 
adu l t s .  
The d1ff1 c u l t 1es science meets i n  handling prob­
lems which t hey cannot fit into t heir paradigm s ; 
frauds and c redulit y ,  are t he sub j e c t s  for the 
cont ribu t lon by I r ish authour Peter Cos t e l l o .  As 
a det e r ring sample he t e l ls about anatomis t 
A r t hur Keit h  who dismiased the Loch Ness monster 
since he himse lf had never seen it , but swallowed 
- and helped propsga t e  - the Piltdown hoax ( 6 ) , 
a l t hough he had 1nves t 1 gated the s ku l l  himself . 
The Pil t down sku l l  was accep ted by several genera­
tions of anthropologists because it fit ted a pat ­
tern many of t hem hoped t hey would find . A monst ­
er , on the o t her hand , fit ted no ps t tern at a l l . 
Therefore , it isn ' t  s t r ange that A r t hur Keit h  ne­
ver bot hered to go to Loch Ness t o  talk t o  t he 
wit nesses before condemning them in a Dai l y  Mail 
a rt ic le in 1 934 . What scientist would come t o  
think o f  c r 1 t 1 c 1zing a col league f o r  a mis take 
of that kind? 

Unfo r t unate l y  it has t ur ned out that scien t is t s  
a r e  n o t  v e r y  keen on checking each others resu l t s .  
Monetary gain , honour and career are fac tors 
t hat affec t them too (7) . 
In o t her words , there is a tendency to accept 
resu l t s  that seem c r edible , without con t rol , unt i l  
t he opposite has been proved . Many app laud t he 



princ i p l e  "much rather a thaory that proves false 
than no the ory at a l l" (since such a the ory crea­
tes quest i ons and objecti ons, and will eventual ly 
lead to better theories) . 
In Portean study the situation is another. Here 
it is a question o f  taking she lter instead of 
trying to disprove theories that m ight be wrong . 
A sad fact for scientists as we l l  as mystery re ­
searchers. 
Charles Fort himse l f  was (naturally) very sce pt i ­
ca l about the scienti sts 1nab 1 1 1ty t o  s e e  the 
world from his viewpoint . He l o o ked u pon them as 
a fraternity with sma l l  possibi l ities to put 
the ir noses over the wal l  they had bui lt f or 
the i r  own proteetlon (8). 

These are some i f  the thoughts that l inger on you 
after reading the 75 pages thick anniversary is­
sue. An issue crammed with facts and interesting 
thoughts from a wide area. Qual i ty o f  the texts 
is high and the authors - 2 3  of them - all we l l ­
known . 

Charles Forts work, which resu lted in f our 
books, is now examined and the sources are dusted 
o f f . The end result w i l l  be a new, revised and 
i l lustrated edition of "The comp l ete books o f  
Char les Port", where there wi l l  b e  an exhaustive 
section o f  source notes appended. A glant work 
we w i l l  have to wait for yet a few years .

T wo 
im portant 
UFO books 
in French

Jean- Claude Bourret continues his series of UFO 
books with a f ourth, OVN I: L ' arm� e  par l e  (UFO: 
the army speaks) . As the ti t l e  indicates, thi s  
is a study o f  army documents bearing on UFO phe ­
nomena. I n  the chapter devoted t o  U.S. m i l itary 
authorit ies, he cites s ome very interesting WW I I  
and post-war documents, hitherto k e pt secret, 
that incontestably show that the UFO phenomenon 
was t aken very seriously by high ranking o f f i ­
cers. A l etter was sent by General Marshal l in­
f orming the President as early as 1 942. 

Thcre is also a chapter where Bourret interviews 
the C h i l ean army corporal, Armando Valdes, who 
was "dematerial ized" by a UFO in the sight o f  
h i s  tro o p .  Natural l y ,  the greater part o f  the 
book is devoted to French army and p o l ice docu­
ments. For the f irst time , the chi e f  of the Natio­
nal Gendarmery and the president o f  the Nat i onal 
Centre of Space Studies, who both supervised the 
f i rst o f f icial inqu iry on UFOs in France, have 
admitted UFO: s are a phenomenon unknown to our 
science . 

A somewhat sensati onal book, La Chine et l e s  
Extraterrestres (China and the Extraterrestrials) 
by Shi Bo (born in Pek ing, 1 94 1 )  f i l ls u p  a big 
hol�odern UFO literature. As Aim� Miche l 
po ints out in his preface, thi s  wi l l  be the end 
o f  the typical obj ection sometimes heard, that 
UFO : s  are a Western phenomenon (implying it to

be pure l y  psychological, some sort of c o l l ective 
hyst e r i a  in af flu ent soci eties), since you never 
heard about them from , say, China. 

But what do we f ind ? The observati ons gathered 
by Mr Shi Bo f rom the entire country tally very 
well with the character istics of the phenomenon 
as we are used to them . The observers were, in 
most cases, simple p e o p l e ,  workers, peasants, 
soldiets (one chapter is devoted to army docu­
ments), who had never heard o f  UFO: s be f ore. 

The book is very we ll written, in per f e e t  French 
by a Ch inese who has never l e ft his country. Edu­
cated di plomat and journalist, Mr Shi Bo was in­
trigued by UFO re ports in China and started c o l­
lect ing inf ormation, thereby setting u p  a pri ­
vate inf ormation network . I n  a totalitarlan com­
munist state! Surprisingly, however, he was given 
great fre edom by the auth ori ti es. Army o f f icers 
discussed the i r  observati ons with him free ly. 
Sc i entists showed their interest without f ear 
of be ing redicu l ed. 

It could be that , in the h i ghest government, 
military and sci e nt i f ic circ l e s  in China, they 
are as curious as Shi Bo and secretly encourage 
UFO studies, whoever does them. Alm� Miche l sur­
mises that the Chinese authorities may have dec i ­
ded that t o  choose a conspiracy o f  si l ence, as 
the authorities have done in the West and in the 
U. S.S.R., may be the worst policy, l e ading even­
tua l l y  to l oosing one's face when the true facts 
f inally come out, and thus they may have decided, 
one -sidedly, to break the silence at last. 

Whatever the exp lanat i on may be, the fact is that 
Shi Bo has succeeded in c o llecting a wealth o f  
inf ormati on re l ating t o  the antiqu ity o f  the p h e ­
nomenon in China, modern reports be f ore 1 9 80, the 
UFO flap in 1 9 8 1 ,  humanold and contact stor ies, 
and answers given by Ch inese scientists . There 
are also some interesting photos.

The dcep-brown , orient a l  eyes meassure you for 
ages , it seems . You have a feeling that t hose 
eyes are trained t o  send shivers down t he spine 
of anyone a t t empt ing to do somet hing unfrriend l y  
to the Empire ! You might , for a moment , bel ieve 
you are in the midst o f  a f anc i f u l  American-s t i le 
M I B  story , but in rea l i t y  you are at the passport 
c entra l at Tal l inn seaport , wai t ing a mong 2 . 00 0  
Finns to enter Estoni a ,  one of the Ba l t i c  s t a t e s  
that Russia ensl aved during WW I I .  M i l i t ray and 
c u s toms o f f icers here - obviou s l y  imported from 
far-of f  par t s  of the gigant i c  Union - govern the 
borders of E s tonia l ike sameene who wat ches over 
a gold treasure .  Your l uggage i s  searched for any­
thing "subversive" : fru i t s ,  Bibles , pornography • • •  

UFO l i terature . When you leave i t  seems interes t  
concentrates o n  your personal ident i t y ,  that you 
are not a Soviet c i t i zen attempt ing an escape , 
your ident i t y  wi l l  be checked t hree t imes by bru­
t e ,  s t aring eyes before you are al lowed to board 
the m/s "George Ots" , t he l ink to Helsinki , and 
the Wes t . 

During t he s t a y  in Tal l i nn you a lways have the odd 
feeling o f  being wat ched . When you try to s t art a 
conversat i an w i t h  fel low t rave l lers , who are old 
Estenian ref ugees s ince t he war years now v i s i t ing 
Estenian relat i ves , you'l l f ind that they won ' t  
talk in the hot e l  rest a u rant or lobby or hot e l  
room , b u t  t ha t  they s udden l y  become very o u t spaken 
in the open s t reet , or in a Hel s inki lobby on your 
wa y home . . .  You hear from t hem stories of lacking 
suppl ies of even t he most basic human needs in a 
modern soc iety such as veget ab les , toi let paper , 
or appart ments for a decent l iving . 

Of cours e ,  a tourist voyage to E s t onia (as I made 
in May 1984) c an never t e l l  a We s terner of the 
pains endured by ordinary people-in-the-street un­
der a total i t arlan s ystem . JUri Lina , a young E s t o­
n i an a u t hor and c u l tural worker , has grown up in 
t his at mosphere and is one of the few people who 
has managed an escape to the Wes t , to t e l l t he sto­
ry . Mr. Lina , interviewed by Håkan B lomqvist in one 
of our previou s issues (AFU 2 3) ,  has wri t ten a book 
on "the Soviet t hreat on Sweden" whi c h  seems far 
from fantasy in view of repea t ed Soviet vio l a t i an s  
o f  Swedish terr i t ory su ch a s  a "Whi skey-on - t he­
Rocks" , repeated hun t s  for unknown submarines and 
skin-divers along the coast , p l u s  many espi onage 
a f fairs & rumaura of lat e .  

Now Juri Lina's book on UFO research in the Soviet 
Union ("UFO-forskning i Sovjetunionen") has recent ­
l y  been translated inta Swedish . I t  i s  a revised & 
enl a rged version of an earl ier 1 9 7 9  F inni sh book . 

Private UFO researchers in Ru ssia and i t s  more or 
less ens laved Union & Sat e l l i t e  s tates have no eas y  
task since UFO invest igation i s  regarded as a sus ­
piclous ac t iv i t y  (at least i f  done by private c i t i ­
zens who try t o  uni t e  their energies ) on par w i t h  
other "supers t i t ions" l i ke parapsychology and rel i ­
gious thought s .  In - the Soviet Union , however , 
there has grown up an unof f i c ial chain of pri vate 
researchers who do a good j ob of col lec t ing , check­
ing and report ing rumaura of UFO inc ident s .  They 
keep a mu t ua l  c entac t via l e t t ers and telephone 
since l ang voyages wi thin t he s t ate are govern­
ment-contro l l ed . Campared to Swedi sh u fo logi s t a  
they seem to do a fairly good job in view of the 
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c i rc u mstances . I have a feeling t hat our West ern 
style of l iving makes us a l i t t le lazy and unpro­
du c t i ve c ampared to what we cou ld achieve i f  we 
made use of a l l  possib i l i t ies avai lable . 

C u t  o f f , however , f rom t he rich f low of (most ly) 
usefu l inform a t ion in t he West , Soviet UFO resear­
chers have a lways displayed a certain nai vi t y  to­
wards UFO cases & t heories . As James Oberg has poin­
ted out many t imes in his tex t s  Soviet c i t izens 
have large l y  been unknowing about the Union ' s  own 
m i l i t ary experi ments in a ir & space . I f  a sigh t i ng 
is c laimed by . hundreds - or even thousands - of 
spec tators i t  is much more l ike l y  that i t  stems 
from an advanced and secret Russsin space experi ­
ment than from an extraterrestrial visit by in­
t e l l igent space beings ! This naivi t y ,  or more: 
lack of knowledge - is ref lected in Lina ' s  work 
too . Qu i t e  many of the cases he refer to obvious -
ly have a down- to-earth explanal ion , which i s  evi­

dent to anyone who has st udied t he t echnical & 
c ri t i c a l  works f rom Hendry ,  Oberg , or Klas s .  

L ina , on t he other side o f  the coin , est ima tes 
that roughly 50 % of Soviet UFO cases publ ished 
in the West (by obsc ure sources such as t he N a ­
t ional Enqu irer ) are more o r  less f akes l (page 9 ) .  
One of t hese "cases" t hat has migrated through 
UFO l i terat ure i s  t he giant c igar , reportedly 
seen over Voronezj in 1 9 6 1 .  Sovlet u fo logist VIa­
dimir Rubt sov went to Voronez j  b u t  found no w i t ­
nesses to t a lk to (page 4 8 ) . Despite this,  Sovlet 
researchers have t housands of genu ine reports on 
f i le and Estenian u f ologis t s ,  alone , have gathered 
a l most 2 0 0  cases from their sma l l  part of the 
Union . 

A l t hough Lina's work on t he whole is a most inte­
res t ing expos �  on Soviet u fology I f ind , in i t , 
a few other f laws that -- I adm i t  this -- another 
less cri t ic a l  reviewer might c a l l  i t's s t rengths : 

Firat of a l l , Lina tends to place UFO's in a sem i ­
re l igious context where UFO ' s  u l t imately become 
the f inal l i fe l ine to hold on t o .  And - of course 
- they are extrat tere s t rial! No doubt about that

Lina b e l l eve s t ha t  UFOs have t he task of 
drawing ou r a t t ention to " t he t r agic condit lons 
of t hings on our plane t " . We l l ,  maybe t he wat c h f u l  
Adamski- t ype ange lic being o n  page 2 4 0  is at work 
se c r e t l y  (maybe that ' s  why we ' ve bad the unbe lie­
vab l e  l u ck of not having ent e re å  a nuc l ear war , 
so far . . .  ? ? ) ,  but neithe r Lina nor anyone e l s e  
ha s proven it , s o  l wil l r emaln among t h e  s c ep­
tics . 

Lina make s a ve c y  f rank s t at ement camparing Sovl e t  
and non-Sov l e t  r e searche rs : "The int e r esting 
t hing is t hat whi l e  the r e s t  of t he wor ld disc us­
s e s  what UFOs may be (ha l l u cinations, nat u ra l  at­
mospheric phenomena, e t c ) t he Sovlet r esearche r s  
have a l r eady accepted t hat t h e  phenomenon is ext ra­
t e r restria l " . In t he next sentenc e ,  be admit s ,  how­
eve r :  " This is why Sovie t  gove rnment doesn ' t  want 
any mat t e r -of-fact r e s u l t s  f rom t heir r esearch to 
be published" . 

A second, ve ry pe t t y  de tail, is J Uri's knowl edge 
of Swedish , which is far f rom pe r f e c t ,  a l t hough 
1t c e r tain l y  give s the book an o r i gina l, foreign 
f lavou r ! !  Anyway, l th ink the book wou ld have fa­
red we l l  f rom a cautious cor r e c t ing proc ess by a 
native Swede ! 

Apa r t  f rom the s e  minor de tails, Lina's book is a 
most we lcome newcome r among the Swedish l i t e r a t u r e  
o n  "al l en aeroforms " .  O f  spe cial int e r e s t a r e  
Lina's chap t e r s  o n  KOns t an t in Tsiolkov skij, t he 
Russian rocket pioneer , who died in 1 93 5  but s t i l l  
bad v e r y  advanced t houghts o n  ET int e l ligence s  and 
their possible mot ivation s ; and another chapt e r  
on the his tory o f  UFO r e search in t he Sov l e t  Union 
- which dat e s  back to t he 1 940s . Today there a r e  
t hr e e , or f o u r ,  of ficia l , semi-of ficial or ama­
t e u rish Moscow groups t rying to r esearch UFO phe­
nomena . In May 1 984 ye t another gove rnment commis­
sion was announced , headed by cosmonaut Popovitj. 

The r e  are many his t oric a l  repor t s  f rom the Russian 
empire . Mys t e riou s light phenomena are an int egra­
t ed pa r t  of Estonian folklor e , which Lina doc ument s 
thoraugbl y  in a chap t e r . Mys t e rio u s  ae rial pheno­
mena w e r e  seen during Wor ld War I ,  in t he 20s and 
30s, during " the Great Fat riotic War ", and in 
1 94 6 .  It's a pity that no de t a l l s  are availab l e  on 
Russian repor t s  of the gho s �  f lie r kind and f r om 
the gho s t  racket summe r o f  1 9 4 6 . Hobana & Weve r ­
be rgh , in their book, ment lon sight ings in Ru ssia 
in May 1 9 4 6 . I am extr eme l y  int e r e st e d  in s e c u ring 
more dat a  on this pe riod for my work on Swedish 
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var f ör vande rake t e n ?  UFO-Sve r ige Akt u e l l t, 
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The abduc t ed ve t and the f rayed b r l e f case . 
For t e an Tim e s  3 3  (aut umn 1 980 ) , f rom National 
Enquirer, 1 980-04 - 2 9  and 1 980-05-0 6 .

The book o f f e r s  many s t a r t ling, even absurd, c a s e s  
f rom a l l  corners of Soviet t e rritor y .  Nine geolo­
gis t s  in the Ural mount ains repo r t e d l y  died f rom 
EM radiation exposu r e , in 1 9 60, when they obse rved 
a disc-shaped obje c t . Their t en t h  c o l leagu e was, 
so the v e r y  shor t story says, the so l e  su rvivor 
to t e l l  the wor ld (page 28 ) .  A st range cigar - sha­
ped obje c t  that e rashed on the Baltic i s l and of 
öse l  in 1 933 or -34 (pages 6 9- 7 1). 

A me t a l lic obje c t  landed near Moscow in 1 9 7 7  and 
l e f t  a 18 me t e r  wide force-fie ld t hat could be 
f e l t  with your hands . Inside this zone e le c t rical 
as we l l  as mechanical c locks r e t arded, and the r e  
was abso l ut e l y  n o  background radiation a t  a l l  t o  
measu r e  (page s 1 6 1-62). The continued experienc e s  
o f  V ladimir Pa l t sev ( s e e  For t ean Times , i s s u e  33 ) :  
In June 1 982 Pa l tsev's son A l exander was, r e por ­
tedly , "zapped" by a lighbeam f rom a UFO and s eve­
r e l y  bu rned . The boy was t re a t ed at a milit a r y  
hospi t a l  n e a r  Moscow (pag e s  1 8 5 -8 6 ) .  

Lina ' s  book prove s that Ru ssia has exac t ly the sa­
me spe c t r um of s t range inc idents as t he W e s t . UFO 
incident s cause medical & psychological e f f e c t s, 
st range ground t rac e s ,  ear stoppage s and similar 
e f f e c t s .  Humanaids are seen - Lina r epor t s  dozens 
of such c a s e s ,  inc l uding a f ew weird cont ac t e e  ca­
se s .  

This book ought to b e  t ranslated into English sin­
ce it wou ld provide a good deal of new info to an 
int e rnational audienc e ,  but f irst, I think, t he 
text should be che c ked agains t  othe r We s t e rn sour­
c e s  to exc l ude t he v e r y  weak cases and a l so provide 
c ritical Rus sian asse s sments of t he s e emingl y  many 
faked Russian case s pub lished by American & south 
Eu ropean sou r c e s .  The bibliography on Russian UFOs 
& u fo logy in t his issue, continued f rom AFU 23, 
wou ld provide quit e  many pie c e s  for such a puzz l e l 

Anyway , thank you J U ri for a we l l -done job !  l sug­
g e s t  that eve r yone who has t he s lightest int e r e s t  
i n  u fo logy b u y  t his book to h e l p  support J U ri's 
initiative .

t he A . Popov Soc i e t y  i n  Hoscow . The Moscow g r o u p  i s  
headed by Vladiml r Azha zha ( oc e a n o g r a phe r ,  c h a i r ­
man ) ,  L e v  G i nd i l l s ( v i c e  c h a i r ma n )  a nd N i k i t a  A .  
Schne e�secret a r y ,  ph ot ogr aphed i n  t he v i g ne t t e  
t o  t h i s  art i c l e ) .

Schnee has  - r e pe a ­
t e d l y  - be e n  summaned b y  t h e  publ i c  p r o s e c u t o r  
i n  Mos c ow a n d  w a r ned . H i s  l e t t e r s  a nd c a r d s  
t o  the  West  n e v e r  reach  t h e i r  a d d r e s s e e . 

From what we have see n Ru s s i a n  u f ologi s t a  have s e ­
v e r e  ob s t a c l e s  t o  work a g a l o s t  a n d  i t  i s  a wond e r  
that  so  much i n f orma t ion  f i l t e r s  t hrough . W e  have 
a sked Mr . Schnee a nd hi s c o l l e a g u e s  for t h e i r  e arn­
me n t s  on a few UFO c a s e s  pub l i shed  by European & 
Ame r ic a n  sour c e s . 

o Case  o f  the  f o r e s t  r a nge r s  " b l a s t e d  b y  a b i z a r ­
re ray" ( Na t i on a l  Enqu i r e r ,  1 9 8 2 -04-06 and AFU 24 , 
pp 10- 1 1 ) .  The Azha zha group  ha s a l o c a l  e a r r e ­
spondent  i n  the  Kare l l a  but  he had never heard  o f  
t h i s  c a s e .

The Azha z ha g r o u p  r e l e a s e d , i n  1 984 , t h r e e  l a nd ­
i n g  r e po r t s  which  a ppea r on pages  1 94- 1 9 8 of J U r i  
L i na ' s  new  book i n  Swed i sh .  They o c c u r r e d  on J u ne 
13 a nd 1 4 ,  1 9 80 a nd i n  March 1 9 8 1 . U n f o r t u na t e ly , 
AFU News l e t t e r  h a s  no space f o r  d e t a i led t ra n s l a ­
t l ons o f  t he se a n d  o t h e r  unpubl i s hed Sovlet c a s e s  
a s  much a s  w e  w o u l d  have l i ked t o  spread  t he word .
