En kvdll fir 2-3 ir sedan
blev jag uppringd fran NIVFO och uppsanad att inte sasarbeta
eed de organisationer soe deltog i Projekt Hessdalen, alltsi
UFO-Norge ocb UFO-Sverige.

De exakta ordvalen frén norsk sida sinns jag inte nu (jag blev
ordentligt dverraskad att ndgon vigade sig pd ett sidant
tilltagh, sen jag fick definitivt kinslan av att ett hot
riktades sot eig.

De anvinda killorna &r § stor utstrickeing
andra skeptiska tidskrifter soa jag liser sed stort ndje ocb
behilling (Skeptical Inquirer, Para-Nyt, CENAP Report), men
ocksi danska UFD-Myt och svenska Sikaren spelar en frastridande
roll sos killor. Man publicerar kritiska artiklar os parapsyke-
logi, astrologi, kreationisas, scientologi, Dinikenisa och ett
band av andra ®léror®.

Ofta plockar san dversittningar ur utlandska UFO-tidskrifter
och tillfogar en serie ironiska kossentarer. Dessa kan ibland
vara litet vil nedlitande och pd grinsen till personangrepp -
san kinner igen stilen frin storebror i USA. Nan drar sig inte
fir att antyda att vititnen (sos i t.ex. Cash-Landrua-affiren)
skulle vara skojare och bluffsakare. Ibland kan san undra hur
det dr sed den etiska kinslan. Stilen r generellt att firsika
*psykologisera® UFO-fenosenet, men detta sker pi ett grivre och
ser vulgirt sitt dn i t.ex. engelska tidskriften Magonia.

Fraaférallt gbr man narr av trosvissheten hos sina forma.
UF0-kollegor. Ibland traffar man sitt i prick, andra ginger
triffas san nog sjilv av buserangen soa vinder tillbaka... Dea
egna trosvissheten ir tyvirr ibland minst lika stor. Modigt ir
det i alla fall - ocb lasvirt. Sjilv firedrar jag nog att std
pd aeutralt territorius nigonstans i sitten.

Inca svensk ufologi skulle vi nog beblva nigra °“djivuless
advokater® sos kritiskt granskade UFO-rirelsen och UFO-fallen
pd nira hdll och frin insidan, inte bara frin ett skrivbord
lingt borta. BUFORA { England har sin Steuart Caspbell soes
retar gallfeber pi kollegorna i branschen. (Caspbell drog bl.a.

I en dalsinka stir ett bligritt fireail,
liknande tva grytlock klistrade mot varandra och cirka 3-4 a |
diaseter. HMannen klattrar in { “tallriken® soe stiger till
viders och férsvinner sed ett 1itt susande 1jud.

Flickorna kosser dverens os att inte tala oa hindelsen. Astas
san adrker dock att nigot ir galet och fir till slut veta vad
soa hint. Ryktet sprids och nir en journalist. Smart beldgras
Mosjlen av virldspressen. Systrarna gbrs till itlije i minga
tideingar, men stir fast vid vad de férst berittat.



Den yttre rasen fir bistorien pdsinner vildigt amycket oa den
svenska Dosstenshindelsen, som vickte sinst lika stort rabalder
har i Sverige, 1959. Tvd unga, ensassa vittnen ser nigot soa de
inte kan bevisa ir sant och sos ingen annan sett. Den allainna
seningen i Morge tycks ha varit att systrarna (dd 24 resp. 32
dr gasla) list os George Adasskis kontakt och piverkats av
denna.

Adaeskis firsta bok hade publicerats i Norge nigot ir tidigare.
Ep lokalredaktdr skrev till Adasski och fick hans kossentarer i
ett lingt brev, dir ban gav flickorna sitt fulla stid. Kanske
hade de bittre behdvt stid frin annat hill...!!

AFU har pibdrjat kopiering av det rapportsaterial sos finns hos
laborator Sture Wickerts pi FOA, sektion 263. Hittills har
firsvarets rapportsaterial frin tiden 1946-1951 kopierats
(totalt oskr 750 sidor), men avsikten dr att, i adn av edjlig-
het att hasta/lina pirsar i Stockhols, och inte sinst ekonoai,
fortsatta inlinet av férsvarsrapporterna.

Frin den 1/10 1946 och fras till 1961 skittes férsvarets
UFD-rapportering av Farsvarsstabens flyg- och luftfirsvarsav-
delaing (Fst/FL). Till avdelningens huvuduppgifter hirde att
sasordna Sveriges luftbevakning och luftforsvar, bl.a. utveck-
lingen av Stril-systeset.  Man skitte ocksd centralt alla
fragor betr. krdnkningar och det var hir UFO-rapporterna, eller
ryedfenonen® sos san féredrog att kalla fireteelsen, koa in i
bilden.

1961 organiserades Firsvarsstaben o varvid Fst/FL firsvann,
sen fdrst 1963 fordes arkiveringen av °1jud- och 1jusfencsen®
dver till FDA 2. Pad 19 ér hade san di saslat in cirka 900

rappocter. Allt sedan 1948, di en sarskilt instruktion gick ut
till alla eilitira forband, hade man anvint stencilerade
rapportforsular for att strukturera den inforsatios sce
saslades in oa fallen. Forauliren kospletteras ofta av brey,
ailitara rapporter och telegras sast kartor och skisser.

Ea genoegang av de forsta fea dren ger vid handen att san
skotte verksasheten ganska noggrant. Man var ®pd bettet®’. 0O
nigon eilitar weyndighet °gléade bort® att rapportera in ett
fall, fick san piminnelser frin Fst/FL. Stockholas observato-
riua och Naturhistoriska rikssuseet konsulterades ofta. Nir man
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hittat ldsningen pd ett fall skrev Fst/FL biade till rapporte-
rande firband och till sjilva observatoren fir att seddela
resultatet. De vanligaste férklaringarna de fes firsta aren var
flygplan pa hog hdjd, seteorer och radiosonder. Ett antal fall
firblev ofdrklarade.

Man kan fundera
dver vilka resultat sos uppnitts oa UFO-Sverige fir 15 ir sedan
hade isriktat sig pi sidana visentliga projekt istillet fir att
léra senigheten seditera Sver bananer!

In Noveaber 1985 I eet, for the first and only tise, Niss Edith
C.M. Nicolaisen - known as °"Nic" among her friends - in her
apartaent in Helsingborg. She was then an old, sick and very
frail wosan bound to her bed, surrounded by thousands of UFD
beoks, magazines, clippings and correspondence, indicating her
thirty years of involvesent in Swedish ufology as the founder
and director of the publishing house Parthenon.

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Wr. Carl-Anton Mattsson, chairsan of UFO-Nykiping, had convin-
ced Hiss Nicolaisen that his group could continue her publis-
hing venture. This also seant that Parthenon’s buge collectim
of UFD saterial was donated to Archives for UFD Research (AFU)
in Norrkdping. An important contribution to UFO-research in
Swveden.
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Wile Carl-Anton and I crassed large boxes with UFD literature,
Edith constantly resinded us of the isportance of our sission
to continue working for the new age and to reach as sany as
possible of the Swedish youth with the sessage of the space
brothers. A little sore than three sonths later, on February
28, 1986, Niss Micolaisen died. By a peculiar and sad coinci-
dence this was the sase day that the Swedish primse ainister
Olof Palee was assasinated in Stockhola.

Ne single person has had such an enorsous influence in foste-
ring the UFO-syth in Sweden as Edith Nicolaisen. Without her,
Seedish ufology would probably have taken quite a different
course.

This resarkable lady was born on March 19, 1911 in Farnua,
Densark. When very young a clairvoyant lady told her tbat an
feportant mission for God lay in her future. As a young woman
she spent eight years at various universities in Europe,
studying language and philosophy. After the war she had plans
to sarry an Aserican soldier and aove to USA, but the young man
died and she felt that this was part of her heavy karsa.

In 1949, she found a book by Rudolf Steiner and in the years to
come read everything on subjects like anthroposophy, theosophy
and various rosicrucian teachings. The great turning poiat in
her life occured in the susser of 1954 when she read °Flying
saucers have landed® by Leslie/Adasski. For years she had
longed for a asission in life. Finally the doors had opened.
She decided to walk the path of the lonesose pioneer for the
UFD and the new age cause, and to chose Sweden as her field of
work. Because of her career as a saleswoman she had aany
contactg in Sweden.

She corresponded with George Adasski from August 1954, and
after two years received the translation and publishing rights
for his books. By working 14-16 hours every day she saved
enough soney to start her own publishing house.

Hiss Nicolaisen was always very reluctanct to tell of her own
UFO experience. She never gave an interview and there are very
few photographs of her. However, in a letter to the Cosaic
Brotherhood Association (CBA) in 1987, she revealed:

*In Novesber 1955 on a soonlit evening between 22-23 p.as. about
15 ke south of Lioképing whils waiting in my car for a train to
pass, 1 suddenly caught sight of a beautiful green light far
above the railway-line’s green signal-light. In order to see
better I rolled down th car-pane on the left side and put out
ay head - and there a few hundred seters above ground a big
bell-shaped °Flying saucer® with portholes and landing gears
was suspended in the air.

*In the clear econlight it looked like a magnificient silhouet-
te of the world-fascas Venusian scout-design. Froa one side of
the portholes shone a shaft of green light and from the other
side a shaft of orange light. (The colours and the intensity
resinded ouch about our sost beautiful neon-light advertise-
sents.) As I had tise to watch this °silhouette® suspended in
the air for 2 or 3 minutes before it disappeared of sight, I
noticed the details as above described. The next day a local
newspaper reported that five people south of Linkdping had
observed a °flying saucer®. The description of the observers
tallied with sy own observation.® (1)

This and a few other observations convinced her that the
erperiences of George Adasski were true. Oddly enough she never
sentioned this observation in her correspondence with Adasski.
I have been unable to find the sentioned newspaper article or
other witnesses to her sighting. Because of this sighting,
and similar experiences, Miss Nicolaisen was convinced to be
under constant observation and protection fros "our Vesusia
friends®.

The UFD cult can in many respects be regarded as an offshot of
the theosophical sovesest. Before her UFD interest Edith

Nicolaisen was active in anthroposophical and theosophical

groups in Denmark. She was a close friend of Mr. Dtto Viking,

Liberal Catholic bishop of Densark, who also wrote a contactee-

like novel, °En klode griber ind® (A planetary intervention).

When she started her publishing house on October 14, 1957, Miss
Nicolaisen chose tbree theosophical wosen as board sesbers:
Brita Rodosi, Rut Lindberg and Sonja Lilienthal. Miss Nicoai-
sen soved to Helsingborg, Sweden, and in October 1957 °Flying
saucers have landed® by Leslie/Adaaski was published. This
first book received very unfavourable coasents in the Svedish
press. HNost reviewers regarded it as science fiction and
pseudo-philosophical noosense.

With this classic tose, UFD cultiss sade its début in Sweden.
Only two books had been presented earlier to the Swedish
public: °Behind the flying saucers® by Frank Scully and °Flying
saucers fros outer space® by Donald Keyhoe. Mot until 1966 did
a scientifically oriented UFD-book by a Swedish author appear
with “De flygande tefaten - dokusent och teori® by K.Gista
Rehn, ;

The day Edith Nicolaisen officially started Pathenoa Inc. im
Sweden, was to becose a sesorable day for her in sany respects.
She gave this version of what happened in a letter to Daniel
Frys °

"The day 1 started, on the 24th October, I got a direct and
visible greeting fros our interplanetarian friends' 1 wole w
earlier than usual with joy and anticipactiom at heart... at
08.00 o’clock I had placed myself at tbe writing table. Shortly
after sosething made se look out of the window and I saw a
silver disc passing. Wearing no glasses {1 am short-sighted) at
the soeent, 1 could not see it clearly and I felt a great
disappointaent afterwards. But abouut 20 minutes later another
disc case rolling along an invisible line at a distance of
about 200 seters and in the seantise I had found my glasses.
When I appeared on the balcoay and sent sy greetings of welcose
waving sy hands to tbes, it stopped and lingered a while before
it shot off in the far distance. It was spheric of fors and
such larger than the full sooo and shone like silver ia the
October sushine...® (3) ]

This observation even wmore convinced her that she was under
divine guidance and soon would be taken up for a ride is the
saucers to aeet the wonderful space people.

Fros a psychological point of view all the experiences of Edith
Nicolaisen sust be taken with a grain of salt. She worked 14-16
hours every day, sosetises even sore, lived on vegstables and
raw fruit juices, and constantly pushed herself to the point of

breakdown, physically and psychologically. 1In a letter to one
of the board seabers she once cosplained: °...sy whole nervous
systea has been severely dasaged because of overstrain so 1 aa
living in a state of intoxication®. (4)

She pushed herself with a fanaticise and intensity that few
co-sorkers could cope with. And she desanded total dedication
to the UFO and new age work. Consequently sost co-workers left
Parthenon sooner or later, which sade Edith even sore bitter
and heargworking. She was essentially a very lonely and
frustrated wosan. A type often found in various esoteric and
new age cults.

Her best friend in Sweden was a wellknown wosan - Evgenia
Reinfeld. Born in Russia before the revolution this fasous
psychic - also known as Babusjka - claised telepathic cossuni-
cation with Venusians. Edith Nicolaisen had cosplete trust in
this psychics® revelations and consulted with Evgenia on every
sove she was to take with the publishing house: which books to
translate, who should do the translation and even the colour of
the book covers.

Re important activity for Miss Nicolaisen was to inspire the
forsation of as many UFO- and new age groups in Sweden as
possible, especially asong the youth. During the late fifties
and sixties several local groups forsed as the result of
Parthenon’s sponsoring. Naturally they were heavily influenced
by the cultist literature available.

Edith Micolaisen’s greatest project in 1958-59 was the transla-
tion and publishing of George Adamski’s classic "On board the
space ships®. This endeavour initiated, however, a conflict
whicb alsost ruined the newly started cospany. Mrs Rut
Lindberg, one of the board sembers, agreed to do the translati-
on but gave up because of lack of tise after finishing two
chapters. Instead the work was handed over to Mrs Brita Rodosi,
another board sesber, who had the translation ready by May
1938.

The sanuscript was then sent to the journalist and author Mr.
Allan Lundin for perusal. Mr. Lundin found the translation too

literal and heavy, and revised it considerably, e.g. changing
the past tense to present tense. This revised manuscript was
theo sent to the printer.

Wen the book was published, Mrs Rodosi - the original transla-
tor - becase furious when she found out that ber translation
had been revised.  She isaediately wrote a letter to George
Adasski and claised that his book had been sade to look like a
science  fiction story.  Adasski, naturally, forbade all
distribution of the book.

Now followed a stors of accusations, personal intrigues and
heated discussions about who had been translating what. On
Deceaber 5, 1958, Lindberg and Rodosi resigned froa the board
of Parthenon. They accused Miss Nicolaisen of being a fanatic
aad ispossible to cooperate with. S

Hiss Nicolaisen didn’t take any notice of the Adasski veto aad
distributed the book herself to various book-sellers around tbe
country. She did this with the police in her heals as Lindberg
and Rodosi had shown the Adasski letter to local police in
Stockhola. By the end of January 1959 enougb books had been
sold to cover the book printer’s costs. Without this sove
Parthenon would have gone bankrupt. Later, Adasski gave his
peraission to distribute the Swedish book.

During the years 1938 to 1944 Miss Nicolaisen visited all major
schools in Sweden froa the north to the south, all pubdlic,
research & specialist libraries to infors about the new age and
to sell Parthenon books. Her work was like a one-san or rather
one-wosan crusade for the new age philosophy of the spacebrot-
hers. In spite of all her efforts Parthenon’s literature didn’t
sell very well. Without idealistic and enthusiastic dosators
many books would never have been published.

Frea 1970 Parthenon began a steady decline. Donations were
reduced and the great age of UFD cultise had passad away.
During the 70°s only saall booklets were published, e.4.
translations of °Light on the coseic path® by Mthmy Brook and
*Naturespirits® by Ogilvie Crosbje.

The new age that Miss Nicolaisen so intensely worked and hoped
for, would, judging by the Parthenon literature, be aa age of
confusion and superstition. In spite of her acadesic education
she never understood the psychological dangers sor the large
contradictioos in the cult literature publisbed.  She freely
aixed psychic revelations with UFO-contactee philosophy.

To build your life and worldview on the flissy and pseudophilo-
scphical nonsense of the "space brothers®, or sose spirits, can
be a very bitter esperience, as many cultists have found out at
great cost.  Miss Nicolaisen also believed in all sorts of
prophecies of catastophes soon to coee, which she used as an
argusent to raice soney froa idealistic donators.

George Adzaski was always very careful to explain that his
experiences were physical, the saucers technological products
and the brothers °no goddam spooks®. But Miss Nicolaisen,
being essentially a Christian systic, had a slightly different
point of view: "Cnly the few understand that UFDs/IFDs are the
forerunners of the return of Christ. But this we cannot preach
hecause people will not listen to us then® {5); she wrote to
ore of her friends in 19862. The saucers were from the etheric
dimensicn where alse the angelc originated, and negative space
pecple caee fros the inner earth, she believed.

1 have spoken to several of the early co-workers of Parthenon
ard generally they have been very harsh in their criticise of
£dilh Nicolaisen: fanatic, slave driver, urreliable, hysterical
are sose of the comeents.

It ctands very clear that the work and activities of Parthenon
held back serious and scientific WFD research in Sweden at
least ten years.  From 1957 to 1966 the only UFD literature
found in bcokshops was of the cultist variety: Adasski, Fry,
Stanford, Telano, etc. Educated people with a natural scepti-
cice thus shunned the subject. But, of course, nothing is
estirely black or white: Parthenon’s enorsous collection of UFO
eaterial: books, magazines, correspondence and newsclippings -

ratalogued and registered in the AFU collection - is now of
great value for further research. So when all is said: the old
lady still deserves soae credit and good words in the history
of Swedish ufology.

The seall creature had
two dark holes for eyes and a black downturning line of a
south. Then it was gone.

The story of Whitley Stieber and his experiences surpasses
everything 1've read before. Strieber’s encounters are not only
strange but frightening. They could be taken fros a book of
Stephen King.

Strieber tells a story so astounding that it is very hard to
believe. If it is true - which the author alleges - our world
is not in our own hands but may just be a cosaic playground of
uncertain purposes. I really hope that Strieber is wrong. The
way the strange visitors are using Strieber, for a purpose he
does not understand, makes se consider thes as a threat.

Usder hypnosis, Strieber recalls a frightening experience. The
creatures bring his aboard a mysterious craft, where he neets
an old visitor, with skin-like leather, who puts a long
instrusent into his body. Terrified he screass and begs the
cld visitor not to do so, but she just answers: "we do have a
right®.

A couple of minutes later it is all over and Strieber hears a
voice: "You are our chosen one®.

*I don’t believe that for a minute®, writes Strieber. "It’s
rediculous.®

Maybe it isn>t. The rest of the book indicates that Strieber
say well be a chosen, even if he is not alone. In the last
chapters he seets other contactees with sisilar experiences.
Their stories sake the reader wonder how cosaon these kinds of
confrontations really are.

The events of the 26th of December was only the beginning. The
visitors continued to cose ‘and Strieber got sore and sore
worried about his state of sind. He tries hypnosis and sore
details cose through.
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Though dubious in the beginming, he soon realizes that tbe
visitors bad followed hia during bis shole life. Froa tise to
tise they had taspered witb his life in ways beyond our
cosprehension. Mesories, which at first didn’t seea isportant,
eaevge, and with thes an understanding that a power auch
greater than anytbing he had set was keeping a close eye
Strieber and his fasily.

One particular visitor, portrayed on the book cover, becoses,
sore or less, Striebers contact with °the other side®. Looting
like a giant bug with bald bead, slanted big eyes and horison-
tal lips, Strieber decides to call the visitor “she®.

This is, by all eeans, the sost horrifying book on UFD’s 1’ve
ever read. Striebers confrontations with these °"beings® (this
is not an accurate description but 1 can’t find a asore proper
word) are aeiles away froa Adasski, Fry, Klarer and other
{in)faaous contactee stories. These appearances are evil and
frigbtening, and tbey are treating people like we were all
anisals. They gain access to our minds without asking anybody
for permission.

But saybe they aren’t evil. Haybe they do think of us as
anisals in the sase way as we do with cows and sheep. Maybe
they are just trying to help us...

Dne day in Marchb 1986 Whitley Striebers nose blgin to bleed.
The sase happened to his son and wife. After a while they all
found ssall knots im their nostrils. Later Whitley found two
seall triangles inscribed on his left forears.  Sosebody,
sosething, sessed with their hodies. And with their sinds.

*Coaeunion® is a very good reading. When you have started it is
inpossibfe to stop. Every now and then you pause, thiaking:
®can this really be true?®. It is indeed a frightening book
with visitors overtaking peoples minds. An invasion fros
within, turning people to sonetbing we are not able to foresee.
This is just the beginning. How will it look in the end?

Witley, hiaself, is not afraid. Mayhe because he really has
changed.  His aind say have adapted to the visitors way of
thinking. If there are any visitors. Strieber:

°If sine is a real experience of visitors, it is asong the
deepest and sost extensive as yet recorded, and 1 hope it sill
be of value if they eserge. If it is an experience of sosething
else, then I wara you: This °sosetbing else® is a power withia
us, saybe sose cemtral power of the soul, and we bad best try
to understand it before it overcoses objective efforts to
centrol it.®

If Whitley Striebers account is correct it sure is tise for a
warning. Is sosgbody listening?

A contactee of quite another kind is the Swiss citizen Edeard
Meier. His story has been told many times during the years.
This tise the tura has cose to Gary Kinder, who after three
years of investigation, brings us his book °Light years®
(Atlantic Monthly Press 1987).

Kinder writes in favour of Meier. Witness after witness is
brought forward to tell that they put trust in his. #s a
recult the skeptical reader begins to wonder if, after all,
Meier may be telling the truth.

The case of Eduard Meier is slowly biding is the past. His best
years are over and Meier hisself has becose a silent and
iatroverted man,
visitors froa tbe stars have ceased to cose.

But it has been different. To prove his case Weier bas produced
a never ending flow of very good pictures. Several tises, each
week, he was °called for® by the space-people, and went out in
the woods to speak witb thea.  The pictures be took were
crystal-clear close-ups, so good that sost people think they
are to good to be true.

In his book Gary Kinder interviems Robert Post, head of the
photo lab at NASA’s Jet Propulsion Laboratory. 1 quote: “From
a photography standpoint, you couldn’t see aaytbing that was
fake about tbe Meier photos. That’s what struck se®, be says.

But here is a problem and Kinder is very aware of it. No
origiral negatives have been put under analysis. Meier’s
pictures have been duplicated so sany tises that no one can
tell which generation they are. MNeier kept the pictures in
boxes or albums in bis house ia Scbaidruti, where 'occasional
visitors - and there were hundreds - put thes in tbeir om
pockets for souvenirs.

Wat Post analyzed could have beem a copy of a copy. Or even

wor se.

And there are other probless too. The unusual setal sasples
that Meier allegedly fousd during cae of his contacts are also
gene. All that is left to analyze are the stories, sotes aad
tape recordings froa Beier hiaself, or froa people living mear
his.

One must also resesber that Meier has never been caught in the
act. If he is a fraud and illusionist he is one of the Dest
tbis world has seen. His stories are fantastic and includes
teleportation, telepathy and tiss travel, hesides traveling
space with the vonderful Sesjase froa the Pleiades. So fantas-
tic, indeed, that sost pecple dispatch thes without smy
investigation at all.

Nobody bas ever seen Meier fake the pictures. And os the other
band: notody has ever sees Meier being teleported either. (Eves
it Kinder prezents one story where Neier was allegedly observed
seconds after a telepartation).

Haybe the oaly way to handle Meier’s stories is to wait for the
big breakthrough and see if everything will fit together. After
three years of investigation, Gary Kinder sussarizes the case
on the last lines of bis books °Finally I realized...that the
truth of the Meier contacts will never he known.®

This conclusion say be the only one we possibly can sake of the
Eduard Neier case.

The booklet addresses
the probless of violence used by society as a tool of revenge,
and of overpopulation in the world. Meier’s sisplified reaso-
ning prohibits the use of brutal punishasents but proclaias
rigid systess for sarriage and birth control. Sterilization,
castration, or seizure of the children unwanted by Heier’s
future society seea to be ideas in conflict with HNeier’s
general wish for a sore husan society.

A "pioneer story”?

In betéeen docusested reports of UFO:s (and other phenosenal,
and science fiction, exists a “gray zone® of stories and
fantasies that sost critical people judge to be cock-and-bull
stories. In the late, previous century there were ®pioneer
stories®, strange but untrue stories told in front of the
log-fire. We have seen several "airship reports® transfors into
such "pidneer stories®, notably the Aurora crash and the
Alexander Hamilton calf-napping.

The Swedisb publisher Edista, beaded by Bertil Kuhlemann, has
recently published the Swedish translation of one story of this
type: Willias George Emerson’s The Seoky God. The booklet tells
the story of a Norwegian, Dlaf Jansen, who with his father
travel to the North pole where they find a strange inner world.
The story was first published in 1908 by an author best known
for his popular Western stories. 1t was republished by Ray
Paleer in the series "Inspired Novels®.

Personally, 1 think that the publication of a story like this
reflects rather badly the lack of criticisa and seriousness by
it’s publisher, who also bappens to be tbe now past chairaas of
ICUR, tbe wsuch publicized international cossittee for co-
operation in UFD research.

Moreover, this also give se a reason to say that, fros having
read Hr. Kublesana’s prelisinary script for his presentatioa of
Suedish ufology at the Masbington MUFON International conferen-
ce, this susmer, AFU co-workers have an unanisous ispression
that Mr. Kuhlesann is out-of-toucb with the history of Swedish
ufology, as well as it’s present status. As far as 1 know, HMr.
Kuhlesann bas no vote of confidence fros any Swedish organiza-
tion except his own Project U.R.D., which has now ceased active
operation.

"UFO glasnost”™ in Russia?

The local Esthonian UFD research group, which has existed for
many years, was officialy approved by the governsent on May 28,
1987. The group can now work openly, and sore actively, as *The
Coseission for Registration and Analysis of Anosalistic
Environsental Phenoaena®. The cossission is led by Jaan Saar
ard Igor Volke.

The first official Russian-produced UFO book bas been published -
in 1987, another sign of the wsore open Saviet society. A
translation of Donald Henzel’s very first book appeared in the
1950’s, but this is the first authored by a Russian (excepting
Samisdat, the unofficial, type-written and copied literature).

The transcribed nase of the book is °Tesna voda vo oblatseh...®
and it’s authored by Vladimir 6akov. The book, welcosed by
Russian ufologists, takes a mildly sceptical stand on the UFD
these. The pocket sized work bas been printed in no less than
200.000 copies by "Politizdat®, an editorial bouse for peliti-
cal literature. f

Now and then a eeaber of “the UFD coasunity® produces a work
that eakes you proud of being a proponent of ufological study.
This does not happea very often, however, because UFD literatu-
re abounds with nonsensical or trivial pieces that asakes you
hlush. A few high quality books fros the past would be Allan
Hendry’s bidle for field investigators, The UFD Handbook (1779,
Boubleday, MNew York) and Ronald D.Story’s The Encyclopedia of
UF0s (1980, Doubleday, New York).

Fer several years 1 have thought that acadeaic libraries and
students would very soon be “on the market® for collections of
UFD literature, even of the trivial kind, to supplesent for
their disinterest during four decades that have passed. Now
George M. Eberhart, sakes a similar prediction in his sonusen-
tal work UFOs and the Extraterrestriral Contact Movesent: a

bibl oy aphy:

*..as popular culture collections increase in iaportance and as
the isplications of the Extraterrestrial Contact MNovesent
becoae recognized by sociologists, 1 predict that sore acadeeic
libraries will seek to preserve this wnique cultural resource.
Special collections in science fiction and radical Aeerican
politiu‘ were at one tise considered too frivolous for preser-
vation, but mow tbeir relevance is well established®.

Tbus Eberbart sakes the point that ufology is, in it’s omn
right, a worthy field of study. You don’t have to believe in
any of the Hynek’s, Klass’s or Adasski’s. UFOs have become a
powerful sociological fact. As such, it can’t be denied and you
can sake a science of it at that level -- quite apart froa the
issues of whether UFDs are “new phenosena®, “extraterrestrial

spaceships®, “psychic®, or aaything else.

By collecting no less than 15.413 references to books, mon-UFD
periodicals, scientific journals, governsent docusents, files,
TV shous, etc. Eberhart proves the powerful wave of public
interest tbese strange signs in the sky have produced since
sedieval tises and, particwlarly, since 1947. Eberhart has
provided the interested acadeaic librarian with a sost aseful
list, to help his pick up the pieces lost.

This reviever has been involved in coapiling and/or producing a
just few of tbese 15.000 references, particularly tbe biblio-
graphies Eberhart lists as nosber | (the AFU library catal ogue)
and 28 (Kjell Jonsson’s Swedisb bibliography). Froa these
erperieces 1 have sose jdea of the hardships behind such a
work, Still Eberhart’s work is more than ten or twenty tises as
coaprehensive as any of sy projects and what’s more - it seeas

For coverage of the Rnglo-Aserican scene tbis work is so
complete that, by far, it outdates every previous effort: Lynn
Catoe’s (1969), Martin Sable’s (1967 & 1978) and Toa Lind’s
(1982). Eberhart, who is a professional librarian and biblio-
graphic consultant for the Center for UFD Studies, fousd no

less than $5.500 sonographs (books, booklets) in English that '
had at least sose sention of the UFD or ET Contact theses. I
found another 2.200 sonographs froa 35 foreign sations. Bid you
know that UFD literature was that extensive?

To thusd through Eberhart’s 158 chapters, each representing a
sub-theae and each one starting with an inforsed overvies by
the author (or sosetises by contactee specialist J.Gordon
_____ is like travelling through known, and unknown,
territories. You recognize obscure book titles aad articles you
had long ago forgotten, but sore often you are asazed by
references that you’d never heard of.

Ederhart even references the Scientific journals Charles Fort

used for bis Books, and forgottea sources for the stories of

century-old ®astral contactees® like Esanuel Swedenborg. bhen

you have started tbis journey is Eberbart’s cospany, it’s
difficult to stop, and you discover tbat time bas passed way
beyond sidnight, night after night!

Ederhart’s bibliography is divided into two voluses: 2

The first voluse centers on Unidentified Flying Objects. Here
you will find asong General Morks: previous Bibliographies, as
well as Encyclopedias and Sourcebooks, UFO Material in Non-UFD
Books, plus references on UF0 Propulsiom. A large section
focuses on Case Studies devided into 17 chapters, ranging froa
IFOs/Hoazes, Ball Lightning, Earthguake Lights, UFOs on Radar
and The Tunguska Event, to Abductions and Crash/Retrisvals.

Other sections include: UFDs in the Sea and in Space (six
chapters), Historical UFDs {(two cbapters), UFDs and Sociology
{siz), UFO lnvestigation (two), Foreign-Language UFO Monographs
{36 chapters, one for each country), UFD periodicals (frea 39
countries), Special Materials (governsent docusents, conferen-
ces, unpublished papers, dissertations and theses (no less than
22 of that kind), books for children, cosic books) and Related
Phenoaena (Sonic Anosalies, UFDs and Monsters and HNysterious
Disappearances and the Bersuda Triangle).

Voluse two covers the Extraterrestrial Contact Navesent:
in Black), Ancient Contact (three chapters on the *von Diniken
type® of literature), Prehistoric Cultures (eight cbapters),
The Hollow Earth (three chapters), Science Fiction (including
UFD or Contact-Related Fila and UFOs on Television) and,
finally, Extraterrestrial Intelligence (two chapters).

Periodicals referenced for UFD-related articles range fros
occult magazines, via Fate and Fortean Tises, to newsstasd
publications and scientific journals. Specialized UFO journals
are referenced only once, as periodicals - not for their

individual articles.
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In fact, an article index to UFD sagazines would be a foraidab-
le task: I once started a card index of FSR (Flying Saucer
Review). After about ten voluees I ended with 2.000 entries,
and there are now another twenty voluses. Eberbart’s decision
to exclude UFD sagazine articles is quite understandable and,
at least, it leaves something for future bibliographers to do.

Personally, 1 sust adeit that I as overwhelsed by the diversity
and asbition behind Eberhart’s books. He is not only a referen-
ce librarian, but he {is also an active ufologist and field
investigator so he knows the amovesent froa the inside. If
aayone should clais to be an “expert on UFOs® this ought to be
Eberhart. Since he has personally seen sost of his 15.000
references at libraries and private collections throughout the
US, he eust bave gotten a unique insigt into the subject.

For our work here at the AFU library Eberhart’s bibliography is
probably tbe sost indispensable tool we have yet received. For
iastance, "before Eberhart®, I had a project to go through our
collection of Fate Magazine’s to check for any articles on
UFO’s in the WNII era to coaplete our picture of “pre-ghost

rocket® years (for Project 1948). 1 had spent 10 or 15 hours
thusbing through sose 130 of the early issues up to 1964.
Eberhart’s chapter 33, "UFD cases 1651-1945°, saved se days of
patient search through the resaining 22 voluses of our Fate
collection. Thank you!

I doubt that anyone will ever attespt to repeat, or beat, this
resarkable work on the Anglo-Aserican pre-1985 period. It will
be an epic; a classic. Costly as it is, it will be well worth
your investaent if you have a serious interest in finding the
sources behind any UFD these. You’ll never find a better
bibliography.

“““““““ born in 1933, is one of few ufologists who,
seuingly, prefer to work in silence. He is a dedicated
historian on UFD satters, who has worked biaself forward,
through sfology’s different chapters: fros the 1896 airship,
the history of Charles Fort and his fonoun, to the 1946
Scandinavian ghost rockets.

Gross continues his docusentary on post-Arnold UFD history. So
far six voluses have cose froa his pen: the first and second
{published by Arcturus Book Service) cover 1947-1949, while
four subsequent editions (privately published by Gross)
continue with 1950-1951. All in all, the chronology of the
*first® five years span 700 pages. Hultlply this with a factor
of eight (8 x 3 = 40 years) and you arrive at, at least, 5.600
pages for a °cosplete® history of UF0s. Mr. Gross is not very
inforsative on his future plans, but 1 feel sure he will
continue. One wonders how many volumes it will take to cover
the wave year of 1952 with sore than 1500 reports to USAF..?

The G6ross history is a sonuaental job that builds a coherent,
strictly chronological picture of the developsent of Aaserican
UF0D studies. Gross picks up pieces fros a wide selectios of
ssurces (governaent docusents, the better books and newspaper/
sagazine articles). In particular the study references sany
obscure data pieces froa the files of Project Blue Book.

Eacb piece of inforsation is carefully referenced to tbe
original source, which makes Gross’s history checkable and
trustworthy. The repetition of sightings does not becose
tedious when it is broken by sore general insights into the
*UF0 environaent® and the formation of governsental °UFD
policy®, plus the author’s very sensible commentaries. ' Voluaes
3-6 include helpful indexes. All voluses are illustrated by
witness drawings, sasple docuaents, etc.

The Loren Gross history is applauded by us at AFU and recossen-
ded, as such as we recoasend Eberhart’s cosplete bibliography.
It is a sodel for a nusber of sisilar works that we predict
will be produced in the future, in many countries. e will
slowly learn sore and sore.

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The Hessdalen lights

Since 1981 the small Norwegian comsunity Hessdalen, south of
the 63rd parallel, has been plagued by strange, ghostly lights
that navigate the sountain valleys. First reported by the 130
persons living at Hessdalen, the phenosenon becase a natiomal,
and later international, subject of controversy in 1982-1983.

docusented his own efforts and experiences fros °the hunt® in a
welcose new book, "UFD-fenosenet® - kan det usulige vaere
sulig? (*The UFO phenosenon® - can the ispossible yet Dbe
pessible?). The book is roughly divided into four parts: 1) a
personal description of the area, tbe phenoaenom, the witnesses
and the conmtroversy, 2) the technical reports fros "Project
Hessdalen®, 3) sisilar phenosena in other areas of the western
world, and 4) photo docusentation in colour.

The 1984 technical report (pp. 67-113) has been published in
English (Erling Strand: Project Hessdalen 1984. Final Technical
Report, part Owe. 1984, Project Hessdalen), while the rest is
fairly new saterial. The Norwegian language say be hard to
follow even for us neighbouring Swedes.

Havik bas spent such of his free tise in a cabin on the
seuntain side with caseras, radar, spectral analyzers, seisso-
graph, laser and other equipsent. He was joined, for different
periods, by 40 Scandinavian colleagues who defied the bitter
northern cold of January and February nights to he on the
lookout for UFOs.

Asong research expeditions, finanzed out of the researchers®
own pockets, this sust be one of the sajor ones. In UFD history
it is unprecedented. The investigators took care in eliminating
natural explanations. Havik relates, for instance, that he
visited the Vaernes airport to study the navigation lights of
airplanes that crossed the Hessdalen area.

At tises, however, Havik becoses quite esotional in his
cossents on the sceptical theories offered by self-proclaised
experts, who did not even bother to visit the scene. Havik
takes the part of the Hessdalen population, who have bem
accused of heing stupid and ®an inbred people®.

The author states, in his preface, that the book was not
written for those who already know the solution, but for those
with an open sind. He proposes basic research into the UFD
aystery: °It was once thought that if you waved to the northern
lights, they would wave back. There was soasething magical or
aysterious to these lights. Today Norway is in the forefront of
such research®.

Haviks critique is directed in eany directions, even at
Journalist Arne Wisth, who hastily produced another book on the
aystery (Arne Wisth: UFO-aysteriet i Hessdalen. 1983, Bladkoa-
paniet A/S, Oslo). Wisth is accused of being unreliable.
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To produce lasting results Project Hessdalen should have
continued for a longer period. At present the researchers fros
UF0-Norway and UF0-Sweden have ran out of somey, and there is
also an uncertainty whether the Hessdalen lights continue. The
Hessdalen people, wise hy experiece, have becose tight-lipped.

The 1984 and -85 project periods were essentially learning
experiences. Nayhe cosbined efforts of ufologists froa the fow
Scandinavian countries could produce a ®stand-by organization®
on alert to travel to any part of Scandinavia with their
eguipaent?

1785 and -B6 produced many reports fros the Swedish county of
Dalarna and io Janmary 1987 a "Project Dalarna® was organized
{resulting mainly im such UFD activity in the Stockbola area!).
The early 1970°s saw sinilar waves of local activity in Finland
and nortbern Sweden, so there say be sose chance of interesting
results.

Returning to the few negative sides of Havik’s book, it is
sceewhat disorganized with repetitions here and there. An isde
would have been aa isprovesent. Still, this book is heartily
recoasended. It is down-to-earth, short and comcise and, adove
all, ‘near® to tbe phenosena we study. A definite sust for any
serious private or iostitution library tbat aiss to cover UFOs.

The Norwegian NIVFO group (affiliated with the Aserican CSICOP
sceptics gqroup) produced, in 1984, an English report on the
Hessdalen phenosena. The NIVFD group operates fros Trondheis, a
toun near Hessdalen, and had early contacts with the phenose-
non, in its first phases. In April 1984 they arranged seteorc-
logical observations at Hessdalen. Based on these they conclu-
de, in a report, that the Hessdalen lights sust be plassa
phenosena (ball lightning) seen under conditions of optical
inversions.

This report is little convincing.  Variances of tesperature
occur between sany nearby places on this earth, without
generating Hessdalen-like globes and cigars of light. The
regular existence of ball lightning in polar weather resains to
be proven. 1 belong to the 5 I of the population who have seen



a hall lightning. That was om a hot suaser day after a violent
thunderstora. The pecple who have watched the Hessdalen lights
have seen no thunder and lightaing. The phencaenom occurs at
tesperatures near 2ero (Centigrade) and below. MWithout further
docusentation, the NIVFO ezplanation is to replace one uaknown
with another.

The faulting English of tbis report sakes it even less convin-
cing.

UFD-Sweden’s report centre has published it’s second yearly
report on UFD cases in Sweden, which covers cases reported in
1986. The association saintains a coason report centre at
Eskilstusa (in sid-Sweden), sanaged by Ulf Ebstedt and Stig
Aggestad. This centre attespts to coordinate the activities of
local groups and field jsvestigators.

Sose 275 Swedish cases wers reported during 1986. 94,9 1 of
thes were identified as ordinary phenonesa -  mainly Russian
rocket launchings, airplanes, eeteors, planets, stars, etc.
After careful analysis only 14 cases resain as “genuine UFOs®,
The 14 cases are detailed in the report, unfortunately osly ia
Swedish.

Fros 1942 until 1957 Sesitjov published his own SF cartoons,
uith the leading character "Allan Kimpe® (Allan, the Fighter).
Fros 1947 and until his death be pioneered as space journalist’
in the Swedish press, and developed an international, unique
centact network in both the U.S. and Soviet Union spece
cossunities.

In 1932 Sesitjov pablished °Fyra filarutor® (Four squares of
fils). This short youth book novel featured a few young
schoolboys who, by accident, capture a flying saucer on file
while on a skiing trip in the Swedish mountains. The aysterious
*gang” behind the saucer tries to steal the camera and the
fila, but the boys finally manage to call in the Suedish
Defence Staff.

Too late, though, because the saucer takes off shortly hefore
the expeditionary force’s arrival at the secret saucer hase,
which has beea carved into the hard rock of a Swedish mountain.
The base is blow to pieces and Sesitjov leaves his young
readers (and ae) wondering who the “saucerians® really were.
You can read hetween the lines that Sesitjov saw the saucers as
soae secret, earthly constructions of a super power.

Sesitjov mas “the artist om duty® with the Swedish daily
Aftonhladet on the morning of Dec. 18, 1953, when news broke of
one of the better Swedish UFD cases. A comaercial plane crew

flying newspapers to south Sweden had aleost collided with a
polished saucer on an opposite course. The leading theory in
Sueden was still that the saucers were Soviet sissiles. Decades
later a spokessan for the Defence Research Institute told
Sesitjov the truth (?) hehind this sighting: a weather halloon
sent up funknowingly to any authority) by tuo adventure-loving
silitary service-sen.

Although “earthly® space technology was his sain dosain,
Seaitjov published, between 1959 and 1973, at least three dozen
sijor articles on UFDs and related phenosena (such as ancient
astronauts), sainly in the Swedish weekly Allers. Seaitjov
visited Pentagon and viewed the Blue Book files, interviewed
J.Allen Hynek and Jacques Vallde, Coral and Jis Lorenzes,
Stuart Nixon, Carl Sagan, Philip Klass and other Aserican
researchers.

He also wrote about classics such as the Hill abduction and he
interviewed astroncaer Clyde Tosbaugh on his UFD sighting.
*Tosbaugh could have given se a sensation, hut instead I got
the truth. That felt good, such sore cosforting than if he had
claised having seen a giant cigar over his rooftop®. Toabaugh
had denied seeing the cigar descrihed in masy hooks, hut he had
nat denied the sighting of a foraation of 4-8 points of light.

Since he spoke a fluent Russian he also visited and interviewed
Ressian UFO and space researchers. Sesitjov obviously enjoyed
teing photographed with Aserican astronauts - sose of thea he
considered as friends.

Sesitjov was a sharp intellect and a good technical reporter
and writer, but his insight into UFD’s was shallow. His



articles were nearly always accospanied by imaginative dnuings‘
froa his own hand. In 1959, Sesitjov sosewhat reluctastly ,
supplied the cover design for one of the first Swedish UFD
bcoks - Max B.Miller’s Flying sacuers - fact or fiction.

His UFD articles were gathered in a book, "De otroliga tefaten®
{The unbelievable saucers). This was the sase year as Sesitjov
received the Swedish °Great Price of Journalisa®, 1972, but the
price was not prisarily for bis °UFD work®. As the title
isplies Sesitjov’s cospilation was the first book in Sweden to
take a skeptical stance on tbe UFD issue.

Seaitjov was so serious that a reputable south Swedish indu-
strialist, Gosta Carlsson, decided to tell at least parts of
his saucer experience to his. In 1946, Carlsson bad seen a
landed, dosed disc with crew near Angelhola, but kept the
incident to hisself until 1971. (See FSR, vol. 18, no. 2, pp.
15-17).

The open position inbetween ufologists and tbe sceptic scien-
tists brought Eugen Semitjov sucb criticisas, at least from the
ufological comsunity. Ufologists thougbt he ought to be more
outspoken and positive on the UFD issue, but Sesitjov never had
a deep, investigative interest in the subject, such as Aaerican
sceptics like Klass, Sheaffer and Oberg. Still Sesitjov’s book
is the only Swedish book on UFD’s recossended by CSICOP’S
Swedish representative Sven-Ove Hansson, who bas witten a
*Sock orientation® leaflet, which is now spread through Swedisb
cosaunity libraries.
