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Project URD - a "scientific cult• 

ThE ufologi c al path between science and 
cultism/occultism is often very winding 
and narrow. In this issue Håkan Blomqvist 
repor t s on Eten Lindgren and the 
Interyalactical Feder at i o n <ISF>, a group 
tha t meets all the cr i teria of a cult. 

In 1973 IGF ffi etamorpho sed into Project 
U.R.D. <UFO Reporting and Data System>, 
that a imed

-
to find a statistical, 

"scientific" answer to the rather strange 
question "Is there something ? " .  By 
fe�dlng r epor t s into a computer, it was 
expected that leads to a solution of the 
UrO problem would eventually be found • • •  

Proj�ct leaders were Sten Lindgren (as 
the or gani z ing genius>, Bjarne Håkansson 
{as computer exp ert> and Bertil Kuhlemann 
(is PR man and chairman). 

By 1979 the Project was ready for it�s 
international debut. Kuhlemann tried to 
g et URD ac c ept ed as a standard at 
· nternational conferences <BUFORA, MUFON, 

CUFOS>, and through participation in 
ICUR, the International Committee for UFO 
Rese�rch. Kuhlem a n n was ICUR�s first 
pr·esident and th e man who probably first 
<?> nurtured the idea of such a committee 
!Nhich has seen no pr actical results in 
it•5 twelwe years of existence>. 

URt f ai l ed . Only same 10 X of the reports 
in the final database <1985) met the 
anticipdted "qualitative" criteria. The 
tedious URD 8-page questionnaire was 
con.:.truc�ed to record as m a n y parameters 
as p o ssible (almost 200) from each 
sighting, unfortunately without much 
regard for the psychological uncertainti­
es in witr.ess te::,timony. This failure was 
ind lLate d by s c i ent i sts consulted in the 
�a�l; years� but largely neglected. 

URD failed to find the desired number of 
cases and field investigators. To finally 
achie�e the required 1.000 reports for a 
"reliable" analysis, UFO-Sweden report 
fo-ms were culled <in 1982-84> for 
��cond-hand information, and hundreds of 
very poor cases from defence files were 
"�odified" inta the computer . 

Re�ults were far less impressive than 
simllar , p r evi ous studies performed by 
Vall�e, Poher, Hendry, Saunders, and 
oth:rs. On March 3, 1985, raw diagrams 
from the database were sent to the King, 



the Prime Minister, the 
Defence Sub-Committee of 
parlia•ent and the Royal 
Academy of Sciences. "lt is 
only no w that the analysis can 
be done with sufficient 
scientific quality", Lindgren 
wrote in his cover.ing letter. 

With no respanses from such 
prestigious S wedish instituti­
ons the project finally faded. 
4.600 man hours <probably 
much, •uch more> had been 
spent with no result.

URD had the support of 
hundreds of ufologists through 
it•s 12 years of active 
existence. They were easily 

fooled by the scientific 
facade of the project. But, as 
Bjarne Håkansson tald me in 
1974, "This project is for the 
scientists, not a service to 
ufologists... URD became a 

ciased file, inaccesible to 
ufologists who would have been 
almost ��!-��!�--�!�!9��� who 
would have had same <prelimi-
nary> ideas on hÖw--

to handie 
the UFO statistics and 

earrelation studies that would 
finally be judged by 
professtonal scientists. 

Project URD grew out of a 
dream to beat the nasty 
skeptical scientists in their 
own field, with one of their 
o wn weapons - statistics. But 
how could a group with such 
deep-rooted backgrounds in ET/ 
contactee belief, occultism, 
the 111 A•.. self-improvement 
cult, psi research and 

spiritualism, suddenly revert 
their thinking and modus 
operandi to become open-minded 
and 11scientific" • •  ?

URD never managed to enlist 
the help of true scientists. 
One crucial factor was 
probably the backgrounds of 
those invalved at the care of 
the group. When you write, or 
talk to, a scientist, sooner 
or later your own preconceived 
ideas become far too obvious. 

Kuhlemann and Lindgren have, 
once again, converted to open 
support for contactees. Both 
of them leeture befara larga 
audiences on "new age .. 
subjects. In 1986, Kuhl•••nn 
revived his publishing ventura 
to put out trash material like 
Emerson•s early fiction novel 
.. The Smoky God", or the Anna 
K.Ed wards channeled massages 
from a Siberian labour camp. 

In a recent book <Perspecti­
ves, 1990, pp. 106-131> British 
author John Spencer applauds 
�<uhlemann <whose "approach• 
Spencer "had Iong admirad") 
and his group, particularly in 
connection with the follåw-up 
of the Vallentuna abduction. 

Spencer views the case as a 
good example of European uwit­
nessdr i ven " u f o l og y. I have 
grave doubts about what the 
case would have leoked like if 
Lindgren and Kuhlemann had 
ccntinued on it. Can Spencer 
truthfully state that the 
witness was never infected by 
Arne Groth�s esoteric mind and 
theories ? What did Spencer 

learn in three days in Sweden 
that we haven�t learned in 15 
years ? 

It is strange that Kuhlemann 
finally ccnsented to the 
publicaticn of Vallentuna on 
an international level, after 
more than 15 years of silence 
on the case here in S weden. 

As I read Spencer•s book I 
the started worrying about 

author 's own e�����! views, 
relegated to his back closet, 
and not pr fnted in his 
official biography. 

Anders Liljegren 
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St•n Lindgr•n and the brothers fra• space 

Dn "arth 23, 1989 tht Swedi sh TY-progralll •svepet • 
brought up the tontroversi al i ssue of flying saucers and 
contacts wi th spatt people. The response fro1 vie.ers .as 
overMhel 1ing, with thousands of phonetal l s  registred. 
Intervie.ed on the s�ow was sten Lindgren and Daaiel 
Glantz who told of their contacts with vi sitors fro1 
space. In tbe studi o was also eagineer Bertil kuhle1an. 

Sten Li ndgren continued to rel ate his UFO-observations 
and contacts at the new age center Caff Pan in Stockholl 
on loveiber 16, 1990. His lecture, tit led ""'etings with 
an extraterrestrial civilisation" ,  received a feM 
i ronital co11ents by journalist Bi rgitta Hedlan in the 
Swedish dai l y  Svenska Dagbl adet 111 . Several l isteners 
taped the l eeture but i t  took s011 1onths before I could 
listen to a tape-recordi ng. sten forbade that copi es of 
tapes were sent to 11, or to AfU. Probably  he f eared a 
cri titil exposition of bis clai1s. 

Sten Lindgren is not alone in hi s bel i ef in help fro1 
friendly spice people. In Till 1agazi ne,  Detaber 20, 
1996, Syria's president Hafez Assad dettared hi s bel ief 
in saucers. Journalists probably got quite a surpr i se to 
hear Assad state that onl y an extraterrestr ial po.er 
coul d create peace on our planet . 12l 

The 1yth of beneval ent brothers fro1 space has i very 
strong e1oti onal appeal . But i s  there any real ity behind 
t he ayth? 

During 1970-1972 I MOrked cl ostly wi th the Intergalacti ­
cal Federatioa I I&Fl , headed b y  Sten Lindgren and Bjarne 
Håkaasson. As an enthusiastic teenager I bel i eved in six 
i apossi�l e things before breakfast and l i ved coapl etely 
in the 1ythworld of spattbrothers fro1 Venus and saucer 
tontacts represenled by I&F. 

Another aelber was Anders Dahl . In 1987 hi s autobiography 
•uppståndel sen från tefatssetten• !Resurrecti on fro1 tbe 
saucer cul t l  was publ ished. 13l Thi s book gave 11 a deja 
vu feel ing. It  hurl ed ae back to the world  of 1ysti cal 
into1icati on and absurdities Mhich was the bal laark of 
I&F. 

Anders Dahl was a 1elber of the Intergal actical 
Federati on during 1968-1969, but couldn't handie everyday 
r eality afterwards and .as by his own request hospital i ­
zed in a psychiatric clinic. His autobi ography i s  tbe 
i nside story of psychological deteriorisation in a saucer 
cult .  The book i s  .ritten as fiction/fact with noae de 
p luaes. In i review 1988 of Dahl 's book I revealed that

the real na1es behind the cul t  were sten Lindgren aad 
Bjarne Håkansson. A couple of days after the review .as 
publ ished, Bjarne Håkansson cal led and was extreaely 
annoted. He threatened with legal acti on for slander . 

sten Lindgren i s  a wei l  known f igure in the UFO and ntN 

age 1oveaent i n  Sweden. His interest began in 1957 when 
he observered a gl obe shaped object. Dn Decliber 7, 1968, 
Sten partitipated in the TY progra11e "Tiaaen• and showtd 
UFO f i las. In a 1eeting with the editorial staff ,  saae 
days bef ore, he had pro1i sed producer Al l an Schulaan that 
saucers would appear during the progra111. A l i ght Mil 

reporled over stockholt before the prograaae us on the 
air . 14l "The contents of Ti alin l ast nitht Mil 

control i ed  by space people" ,  sten decl ared in the daily 
kväll sposten. 15l

The space peoples albassador and contact 1an in Sweden -
Sten Lindgren - becate 1y first teacher and guru in tbe 
incredible world of flying saucers. In a letter dated 
Novelber 15, 1970, I was •elco1ed to a leeting in his 
apartetent on Lidingö, a suburb island of Stockhol1. On 
Novelber 21 ,  1970, 11 and 1y friend Kjell Jonsson were 
initialed in the Yenusians secret operations in Sweden 
and the spiritual philosophy of the space people. Sten 
and Bjarne turned of the light in the aparte�ent and we 
listened to •cos1ic IUsic• fro1 an organ. The sound was 
c01bined with a display of coloured lights on the wall. 

Everytbing was secret, spiritual and 1ystical. M! .ere 
told tbere .as a higher purpose in our lttting. T•o 
neurotic teenagers were hooked and literally sa• tbe 
light. Life suddenly bad a higher 1eaning. I felt like I 
•as in soee Shangri-La. Scores of people have goae 
through the sa1e procedun and later stood on the 
1ouintains waiting for the Yenusians or Jooking for 
erasbed saucers in the SMedish MOods - following the 
space peoples instructions. 

Where did all these bizarre ideas coee fr01? lhat was 
fantasy and reality in the IGF group? I have spett 
several years trying to sort out this tangle of fantastic 
clai1s; interviewing 1itnesses and 111bers of IGF 
including the contactees which are sten Lindgrens'sour­
ces. 

Sten was born in 1940 and has worked 1ost of his lift as 
a technician with co1puters as specializatien. His 
interest in saucers began, as I said before, in 1957. In 
1 958 he observed a large cigar shaped craft and later 
heard of flying saucers fro1 his father who was an 
atateur astronoter. Sten betalt an avid reader of saucer 
books and 1959 or 1960 joined Ifologista Sållskapet 16 1 ,  
a stockholt based group 1hich had starled in "arch 1958. 

sten claits 1ore than 200 saucer sightings. Five or six 
of these have been the classic bell shaped Adatski type 
crafts. Very early Sten wondered why he saw all the 
saucers, what was the ttaning. The answer to this 
question ca1e in 1962 lor 19631 Mhen he �et a beautiful 
wotan 1hile waiting for a tra• in Stockholt. T1o 
lightbeaiS, like laser, ca1e fro1 the 1o1an•s eyes, 
directed at sten. 

The beats had a tindexpanding effect on sten and he 
suddenly realized who he was, where he ca.e fro1, and his 
aission on earth. The experience worked like a catalyst. 
About two years later, after he had seen a science 

fiction 10vie in Stockhol1, a beatiful w01an sent a 
telepathic transtission indicating that sten was an 
extraterrestrial. The woaan disappeared tysteriously. 

The Intergalactical Federation IISFl was founded in 1965 
by Sten Lindgren and Kristian lpseudonyl). The gr01p 
built up a correspondence network with sililar cult­
oriented UFO organizations and individuals around t�e 
globe. Shortly after the faunding of ISF, sten �et a 
beautiful young wo1an who• he has always kept very 1uch 
secret and regarded as a representative of CBH lthe 
Cosaic Brotherhood). She was an extraterrestriai 1g11t 
for the brothers, stationed on earth. In spite of a Iot 
of detective work I have not been able to tratt �e 
identity of this woaan. She was always referred to under 
the codenaae BEA, but she bad a SMedish na�e. Sten has 
always refused to reveal her true identity. 

Sten was in contact with BEA for a few years in tbe 
sixties. She was exceptionally beautiful IBEAutiful?l, 
either an extraterrestrial herself or in contact •ith �e 
space people. She knew the Atericao albassador in 
stockbola and warked with the e1bassy staff. She once 
deeonstrated to Sten that she could bend her fingerjoints 
as auch forewards as backwards. Sten ca�e frDI the planet 
Saturn, according to BEA, and she drew a scetch of the 
planet Saturn with two scales - a sy1bol so1e space 
people carry on the shoulder. 

She also clai1ed there was a saucer base 5011 200 
kilotetres south of Stockholt. A secret phone nulber was 
used by agents of the Brothers. If you dialied this 
nUiber the call was directed to the saucer tiosest in 
operation. In 1966 BEA claiaed a public contact was 
planned 30 years ahead - i.e. 1996. sten was allowed to 
photograph BEA once but the photo disappeared. 

During a ear trip to Nyköping in the liddie of the 
sixties sten, Bjarne Håkansson and a wo1an naaed Ritta 
öberg observered a cigar shaped craft. Sten received a 
telepathic signal that BEA was aboard. I interviewed 
Ritwa öberg regarding this observation but she had only a 
faint 1e1ory of the event. They had seen an oblong objett 
frot the ear but the observation had not 1ade a lasting 
iapression. The object was far away. 17) 



Thi s was a short su11ary of �at sten says of BEA. other 
aeabers of h is  group present a soaewhat differe.t 
picture, however . Kri st ian,  one of the founders of ISF, 
reatabered that Sten interpreted every saall  event as a 

sign froa the space people. If soaeone unkno�n Jooked or 
nodded at hia in the street, it could be a spaceaan. 1\e 
brothers bad inf i l trated everyMbere. Kristian has thi s 
ironic co11ent on BEA: "Mel l ,  the girl in the local 
ail kshop could al so be a "art ian,  of course. Thi s  woaan 
was very nice and very cute and friendly but I aust 
c on fess there are one or tw pff'sons I know who woul d 
stand a better chance as extraterrestri als. • 18) 

Accordin
'
g to Kri stian BEA was a rather ordinary girl 

interesled in UFOs . sten and Kri stian soaetiaes pai d  
visits t o  ber aparteaent in Stockhola. Another IGF 
aeaber, "aj-Britt Gustavsson, saw the photograph Sten had 
of IEA. It showed a woaan in her thirties, b lond, 
beauti ful i n  a conventi onal , neutral way. She was slender 
and of nordie type. 19) 

Bjarne Håkansson is the on l y aeaber who sti 11 thinks 
there was soaething odd about BEA. According to Bjarne 
she worked at the Aaerican elbassy. He saw l etters to 
Sten froa BEA aailed froa the etbassy. Bjarne speculates 
t hat BEA was involved with i ntel ligente gathering. 

Then who was thi s  aysterious BEA • •  ? I have not been abl e 
to trace her ident ity, but everytbing indicates she was 
an ordinary woaan interesled in UFOs who siaply  happened 
to wort at the Aaerican eabassy. The probable answer i s  
that Sten projected his saucer fantasies on BEA because, 
i n  the aythworld of I&F, the space peopl e l ived and 
worted everyMbere in our society. 

The i deas of IGF basical l y  caae froa three Aaerican 
contactees: George Adaaski , Howard "enger and George Huat 
Nil liaason. Keabers used codes and neologi sas, especial ly  
on  the phone, as  the security pol i ce or evi l space people 
could bug the tal ls.  Soae of the neolagi sas used by IGF 
were: tp= tel epathy, neo-brothers= evi l  space people froa 
Ori on, inkas= people incarnated on earth froa other 
pl anets, alb= aental carrierwave sent out froa crafts to 
stiaul ate  inkas and aake thea consci ous of their 
extraterrestri al identity,

.
CBH= cosaic brotherhood. 

I f  you accepted the brothers phil osophy you Wff'e 
autoaatical l y  regarded as a space incarnate. Your 
obl i gation was to work bard on your 010 spiri tual 
devel opaent and f or the brothers plan for earth.  In 
practi ce it was a fora of neognostici sa; no aeat eating 
or alcohol , no black or red clothes and a pure aad 
spiritual aind. Al l basic and earthl y vibrat i ons were to 
be eliainated. Instead of The Rol l ing Stones, whi ch was 
evi l ,  novices were told to l i sten to the aonotonous 
pianoausic "Song of Saturn• by Howard Kenger. This ausic 
ori ginated froa Saturn and consequently had high 
spiritual vibrati ons. 

sten warked for the space peopl e with a fanatical 
ideali sa. One of his fantastic proJects was tal led the 
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"Green egg• and inval ved various c lai rvoajants. They were 
to study the auras of parl i aaentary aelbers. Those with 
high spi ritual devel opaent woul d be contacted and 
infor 1ed about the space brothers. 

The I ntergalacti cal Federation was never a l arge 
organization .  The core was a handful of aeabers orga1ized 
i n  sub groups with a strong hierarchy. Every sub group 
had a leader who reporled to sten Lindgren - the spider 
i n  the •eb. The groups were given various assigneaents. 
Secrecy and paranoia was the reigned. So1e revolted atd 
l eft .  Others obeyed the orders which Sten received by 
telepathy froa the space people. 

IGF never publ i shed a aagazine but sent out saal l 
bul letins "Inforaati on over CONETS". Soae of these 
bul let ins were pub l i shed in Daniel Frys• aagiZine 
Understanding during 1969-1971 . 1 10) CONETS .a1 an 
aeronya for "Coordinat i on network Shan • ,  i.e.  the space 
brothers networt of agents on earth. The wrd Shan till 

f roa Alerican contactee George van Tassel Mbo in the 
1950i es received telepathic aessages froa space people 

l ike Ashta:, Lutbunn, Hul da and Lata. The purpose of IGF 
i s  presenled in  an inforaati on sheet: 

"Cosai t contact to develop huaanity on earth. Cosaic 
contact entai l s  a great responsibi l ity for us t01ards 
huaani ty and our brothers and si sters froa others worlds. 
Thi s  i nvolves cosaic devel opaent, the developaent already 
passed by our brothers and si sters. 

"Devel opaent cancerns: Systeas fel lowship 
Galactical fell owship 
Gal actical area fel lawship 

"The gentie  brothers who constantl y  work on their own 

perfecti on and for the progress and happiness of IDCiety 
are al l around us. If you are spiritual l y  relattd to  
thea, you wi l l  recognize thea. I f  they appeal for belp, 
l isten to thei r prayer. Try to be l i ke the brothers in 
sel fforgetful l ness and huable service. They are the 

strong and si lent benefattors of our species and the 
l ight of the future in this dark night. • 



IGF aeabers al so received "Uuotati ons and i nstructi ons 
froa the Brothers•.  The quotati ons were priaar i l y  fro1 
George Hunt Mi l l i aasons book "Other tongues - other 
f l esh" .  1 1 1 )  " Inkas• -an i aportant el eaent in the I&F 
•ythworl d was taken froa thi s  book . Inkas .eant 
i ndividual s incarnated froa other pl anets. 

As I sai d ear l ier the phi l osophy of JGF was basical ly  a 
synthesi s of i deas froa a few Aaerican contactees. "ost 
i 1portant of these was George Adaaski with his  book 
" Insi de the space shi ps".  1 12) But also Howard Kenger s  
book "Fr01 outer space t o  you• 1 13) was regarded as a 
rel i able source by Sten. 

The sub groups were involved wi th d ifferent types of 
projects. One was to •awaken" peopl e of i nf luence aod 
posi ti on in soci ety. In "Project Gateway• saucer 
photographs were distributed to sci enti sts, pi lots, 
elbassy staf f ,  journal i sts, pol it ic ians and various 
ai l i tar ies. "Stricly  confidenti al "  was a tera often used 
f or  these projects. They were si gned "Mith eosti c 
greeti ngs. Swedi sh secti on. sten Lindgren. President IGf• 
and bel ow a sylbol , an encircled cross. The sylbol used 
by the saturnian Kadar Lacu - al l fr01 the aythworl d  of 
George Hunt Mi l l i aason. 

Associ ati on B.C. 

Bjarne Håkansson f irst .et sten Lindgren at a aeeti ng of 
I fologiska Säl l skapet. He was fascinated by Sten and soon 
becaae his cl osest co-worker. In 1967 Bjarne founded a 
paral lel l  organizat i on to IGF til l ed A. B.C. - probably in 
aeronya for Association Brothers i n  Cosaos. It was to 
functi on as a ca-operation group between various UFO 
societies and i ndividual s in Sweden. In thi s respect i t  
was a aodest forerunner to the nation-vide organizat i on  
UFO-Sweden, founded i n  1969. 

In a bul letin  for Septeaber 1 967 the purpose of ABC vas 
foriUl ated: "For all  aeabers to understand the purpose of 
the appearance of the saucers we recoaaend that you r eid 
as auch as possi ble of the exi sting l itterature, 
espec ial l y  contactee books. ABC is a part of t hi s  
operition. Dur goal i s  to spread thi s advanced knowl edge 
and in that way prepare f or a closer relation with t�e 
other pl anets in our solar systea. • 
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In 1973 Håkansson publ i shed his book "UFO-gåtan• .  One 
chapter was devoted to UFO contacts. He says: " Instead of 
iaaediatel y rejecti ng contact reports we should rather 
see thea for what they are and closel y i nvesti gate the 
cases to deteraine thei r authenticity . •  1 14) 

Two Lontact cases are presented whi ch Bjarne has 
i nvesti gated hiasel f .  In Sveden they have been referred 
to as "the Dick case" and "the Helge case". The probiet 
was that Bjarne never d i d  any "close i nvest igati on "  of 
these reports. Careful analysi s of contactee cases was 
not in Ii ne with IGF pol i cy which rather soug�t 
to-operati on with the wi se Yenusi ans. 

sten Lindgren' s pr iaary contact experience occurred in  
the  aiddle of  Septeaber 1965 at a l ate caJled Nivsjil, 
not far froa Nyköping. In Bjarne Håkansson' s  book this 
event i s  referred to as the Dick case. Dick i s  a noae �e 
p lu.e for Dani el Gl antz froa the TY-prograalt Svepet, 
tentioned at the start of thi s arti cl e. He i s  01e Df 
stens aain channel s to the space people. Here i s  a short 
suaaary of Sten's versi on of the event: 

sten and his fri end Kr i stian are offered by Daniel !Di ck )  
a participati on i n  a contact. Five people gathered in  
Nyk öping before the contact: Daniel , Karin  lpseud . )  wi fe 
of  Daniel , Sten, Kri stian and Roger lpseud. ) .  The grotp 
travel ied by ear to Hävsj ön on a late Saturday evening. 

As they arr ive at the lake a bel l shaped craft is resting 
on the ground. Two shi ps of the sa.e type hover over the 
l ake. The group leave the ear and stop about 60 aeters 
f roa the landed craft , whi ch i s  surrounded by a 
greeni sh-yel l ow glow. A aan i n  ski type unif ora coats 
f roa the shi p .  Daniel si gnal s three t i.es with a 
fl ashl i ght . The aan froa the craft answers the si gnal 
with a l aser-type l i ght and starts wal k ing towards the 
group. Daniel, Karin  and Roger go to aeet hia hal fway. 
sten and Kri sti an reaain standing on a f l at rock. Sten 
can hear the group converse for about f i ve ainutes. �e 
t hr ee peopll! returr1 and the llbole group return to the ear 
and leave. No one is al lowed to ask any questions. 1 15) 

I hi�e intervi ewed al l f i ve i ndividuals  i nvalved in thi s 
contact and their stiteaents do not tally.  sten aad

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Daniel are of the opinion that a contact real l y  occurred. 
Kri stian observered no 1an l eaving a craft but only 
noticed a l i ght . Regarding thi s l i ght he says: 

• •• • i t  Mas not a natural l i ght but rather soae fora o f  
searchli ght o r  l antern lhich could have been pl aced on a 
vehicle  or so1ething. But to 11 i t  light as Mel l have 
been a boat, or a ear ,  or anything . lt Masn't necessari l y  
a UFO. That i s  1ore of a reconstructi on based on tbe

Karin, foraer Mife of Daniel , i s  totally  convi nced t hat 
no  saucer contact occurred. She observered no craft,  
possibly only  a l i ght.  She has no  recol l ecti on of  1eet iag 
a aan . She specul ales they 1ay have just passed a feM 
Mords to so1eone f i shing by the l ate. She is very 
surpri sed of the claias of the others.  Neither has she 
heard her husband ever 1tntion leeting a spaceaaa at 
Nivsjiin. 1171 

The f ifth Mi tness, Roger , Mho according to sten i s  al so 
an agent for the brothers, observered a l i ght i n  tbe 
Noods but he cannot deter1i ne Mhether it  caae froa soae 
type of obiect .  He has a faint aeaory of seeing two 
persons 1ove i n  front of the l i ght but re1e1bers no 
leeti ng Mi th anyone. The event has 1ade no l ast ing 
i ap res si on on hi a. U81 

sten lindgren's very detai led description of the 
occurence is not confir1ed by the others, except Dani el . 
"y interpretati on i s  that the tMO IDSt fanti ful1 Sten and 
Daniel , si aply projected their fantaci es on an ordinary 
searchl i ght.  lt  is i aportant to reaeaber that thi s group 
l i ved in  a very overheated cul t i sh at1osphere and Nere 
psy,bologi cal l y  recepti ve to si aple ai si nterpretati ons. 

Tbe witness stor i es differ on cruc i al points and stens 
v er si on of the event l acks credibi l ity.  None of the 
participanis could  have fai led to observe such a cl ear 
and detai l ed saucer contact .  An interest ing point i s  that 
Sten in 1985 specul ated that the Nivsjii contact could 
have been a f ake arranged by Daniel , possibly  with soae 
aodel or bal loon. 

Daniel 6l antz - contactee 

Daniel is one of sten lindgrens 1ai n channel s to the 
brothers. He clai as to have co-operated Mith space peopl e 
since 1 964 Mhen his  fi rst contact occurred - also at 
Nivsjiin. 1191 To detai l his  experi ences and contacts 
Nould require a separate article. Al l evi dente i ndi cates 
they are si aply fantasies. They are also 1uch aore 
b i zarre and involve several of the intel l igente agenti es 
of the Mest. Daniel i s  a very rel i gi ous 1an and claias 
t hat Jesus is boss 1an for the space brothers. Only pure 
people vi l l  be picked up at the coaing Morld  catastraphe. 

Dani el d idn't want 11 to intervi eM h is  forter Mi fe Mho 
according to bil Mas very i l l  Mith steleton cancer. In 
spi te of thi s Marning l contacted Karin.  She Mas not si ck 
and got qui te a shock froa thi s  bizarre cl ai1. She does 
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nct bel i eve the stories of Daniel but regard thea as 
psychol cgi cal co1pensati on and Mi shful thinking. None of · 

Dani el's 1any claias are confir1ed by Karin .

In 1972-1973 sten began, at least publ icly ,  to adopt a 

1ore sc ient i f ic  atti tude to UFOs. Actually,  the reason 
for thi s  was that a person close to hil1 Roger, had 
suggesled thi s.  Sten bel i eved then, and i s  sti l l  
convinced, that Roger i s  ei ther a spaceaan or an ageat 
for the brothers. But Roger , Mho is actual l y  a good 
friend of 1i ne, is a very ordinary SMedi sh businessaaa . 
He Mas one of the Mi lnesses at Nävsjin i n  1965. 

Roger has been a favouri te target of fantaises far St11. 
At a UFO 1eeting in the 60' i es he observered Roger shrint  
and di sappear in  a fog. At  that tiae Sten speculated that 
Roger bel onged to the dangerous snakepeople that 
infi l trates soci ety. sten got these i deas froa tbe 
Aaerican occultist "auri ce Doreal . 1201 

In 1985 I told Sten that I pl anned to intervi ew  Roger. 
sten warned ae to be on guard as Roger could have devices 
hi dden that would affect 1y lind. 

In  January 1988 l confronted Roger with al l the fantasti c  
c l aias o f  hi s space contacts. He was surprised and also 
soaewhat shocked of al l these ruaours.  According to Roger 
sten siaply projected his fantasies on hi1. He has never 
c lai aed to be an agent for space peopl e. But he MiS�Mare 
that sten wanted hi1 to f i l l  that role. Sten always 
Nanted confi r1ati on froa the space peopl e before any 
activi ty.  Roger had si 1pl y been a fri endly consultaat to 
sten, tryi ng to 1ake hi1 adopt a 10re scient i f i c  and 
rational approach to UFOs. 

One exa�ple of  Sten's cl ai 1s regarding Roger i s  a v isit  
to a aine i n  Vistlanland i n  the autuan of  1964. Thi s  i s  
Nhat happened according t o  sten: 

Roger asks Sten i f  he Mants to participale in a saucer 
c ontact. They travel by ear to a deserted 1i ne. A couple 
of  Swedi sh ai les south of  the ai ne they stop on a saal l 
dirt r oad and wal k  i nto a aeadoM. Four or f i ve Adaasti 
type craft and a aother shi p  appear r i ght above the ear. 

Dne of the crafts land and sten and Roger go aboard and 
are br ought to the aothership .  They aeet a group of f ive 
or si x people, aaong thea two Moten. sten is aade to 
forget thi s experience but it coaes up l ater during  a 

hypnotic session with an unnaaed doctor . 

Roger denies all knoMledge of thi s event. The reason for 
the tri p Mas to l ook for aineral s.  There was no saucer 
observations or contact and Roger had never proaised sten 
any contact.  

Project U.R.D.  -------------

In the spring of 1973 Sten Lindgren initialed Project URD 
- UFO reporting and datasyste1. The purpose Mas to 
gather , process and code UFO-reports to f i nd an answer to 
the question • i s  there soaething•? The project MiS l ed  •y 
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Sten Li ndgren, Bjarne Håkansson and Berti l  Kuhl etan. The 
•order• to tork in a 1ore sci ent i f ic  lanner sten recei ved 
f ro1 tbe •agent • Roger. 

The real reason for Project URD Mas not an honest 
sci ent i f i c  i nterest but the resull of a supposed order 
f ro1 the space peopl e - del i vered by thei r agent Roger. 
sten continual ly  bri ef ed Roger on the devel op1ent of t�e 
project. He bel i eved that Roger, as an agent for the 
brothers, bad to keep a "si l ent prof i l e  approach" but he 
c on tinual ly  Manted the opi nion of the brothers, sendi ng 
al l papers to Roger for spec ial del i very upNards. ln a 
l etter dated Decelber 271 1 990, Roger says regarding 
this: • • • •  it never helped that l denied the Nhole thi nt, 
t hat there Mas no forNarding of the .ateri al ".  

The URD project received no response frDI authorities to 
the great di s1ay of Sten. In  June 1985 be consi dered to 
end all UFO •ork . He was angry with the brothers and f el t  
t hat they bad si 1ply pl ayed Ni th bil for 1any years and 
never gi ven cl ear cut i 1f1r1ati on.  

The URD project bas been severl y critic ized by botb 
sci entists and ufologi sts as a pseudoscient i f i c  venture 
b ut very feM kneM of thi s background. l a1 sure i t  Mi l l  
co1e as qui te a surprise t o  the i nternati onal UFO 
tDIIUnity  tbat Sten Li ndgren , Bjarne Håkansson and Berti l  
Kuhl e•an are actual l y  culti sts. Botb sten and Berti l use 
t he UFO lOVelent to lake propaganda for vari ous 
theosophical cults wi th strong total itarlan and fascist 
overtones. Thi s  of course i s  a serious accusati on but 
sbould be knoNn by our col l egues i n  other countries. 
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Berti l  Kuhlaann 
freqMent guest at 
i nternati ona l 
conhrences and 
pas t presi den t 
of ICUR. 

In the 1iddle of the BO' ies sten for a Mbi l e  l eft  ufology 
f or traditi onal occulti s1. He led a tbeosophi cal /esoteri c 
course clai ted to resull i n  the •second initiation " .  The 
1yth of space brothers f ils  weil i nto theosopby. �ch of 
the UFO 1yth i s  actual ly  a vari ati on  of the theosophi cal 
tradition of tasters fro1 Venus. The saucer cl11sic 
•fl ying saucers have landed", publi shed in  1953, 11s 
parti ally Nritten by Bri tish theosophi st Destond Lesl ie. 
In thi s book the Adatski contact is l inked to the 
theosophi t/esoteric tradi ti on. !21 l

The S•edi sb UFO lOVelent was initialed by act i ve 
theosophi sts. The board of the Parthenon publ i sh i1g 
house, starled in 1957, consisled of three MDI!ft act i ve 
i n  the Theosophi cal Soc iety. That this ideology sbould 
b ec a1e part of the IGF teachings Mas onl y  natural . In  
1972 I partici pated in  a course i n  parapsychology, 
arranged by sten. It Mas a lixture of parapsychological 
tests, contactee phi l osophy and theosophy. "aterial f ra• 
t he Nel l known theosophital writer Charles Leadbeater 11s 
used. Dne of the texts read, •ways to recognize a 

laster •. 

I n  spite  o f  al l the bizarre turns and Mi l d  storits l can 
sti l l  look back Mith a sense of hu10ur on certlin 
epi sodes during the IGF period in 1y Ii fe. l never forget 
one winter' s day in 1971 Mhen Me, on orders fr01 Stea, 
Nas to look f or a erashed saucer south of Sidertil je. 
lnfortation on the downed craft cate fr01 Daniel &lantz 
but thi s I di dn't knDM at the ti1e.  l f inal l y  persuaded 
•Y father to take us i n  h is  ear. We Malked for several 
hours in the snDM but never f ound any saucer, of course. 
"y f ather stayed in the ear in a sol l en IOOd. He refused 
to look for the saucer and regarded the Nhole thing as 
stupid. 

IGF is a c l ear and rather patheti cal exa�ple of the 
resull of accepting clai 1s fro1 lystics and occul tists. 
lt ' s a tragedy that bistory repeals i tel f today Mith new 
cults and sects. ldeal i stic  teenagers are getting l ost in  
a p sychologi cal ly  unhealthy at10sphere, scorning sci ence, 
reason and co11on sense.

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lnter Galactical Federation of Sweden

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Drea•• ar alten cantacts?

F or  1ore than si x years Ante Jonsson, 47, resi dent of the 
s1al l to.n of Tingsryd in the SMedish county of Slåland, 
hiS had contacts Mith al iens fro1 another Mor ld.  Ante 
Jonsson has produced hundreds of pages f i l l ed Mi th nates 
f ro1 al leged travel s to other pl anets, eni g1ati c  
prophecies, Marnings and an i nnocent loveaffair.  

starti ng out as a rather ordi nary observat ion of  an UFO 
at 1 a .1. on February 3, 1984, the encounter soon 
developed i nto soeething that Mas to change Ante 
Jonsson' s  I i f e  co1pletel y .  Thi s  encounter Mi l l  be 
descri bed, in detai l ,  later in thi s arti cl e. 

To lake a brief su11ary of thi s highly co1pli cated ciSe 
creates soae proble1s. Espec i al l y  since the contacts 
conti nue even as I Mr i te this art icle.  Ante, hi1sel f, is 
not sure of Mhat i s  going on around and inside of hi1. It 
could be drea1s, he says, but doubts hi s oMn conclusion. 

Although AFU is onl y at the beginning of investi gating 
thi s  case, there can be no question that so1ethi ng r eal  
tri ggers the events, i . e. journeys to other 'pl anets•  and 
so1e kind of al tered states co••uni cati on , Mhi ch have 
f ol ioNed on the fi rst encounter . 

The 1ain question, hoMever , 1ust be to f ind out i f  Ante 
J onsson's contacts and travel s to di stant pl aces are to 
be considered as •real' in a nuts-and-bol ts-sense or i f  
i t  sboul d be vi eMed as a part of soae hi ghly  co1plex 
inner tr au1a. 

Several articles have been publ i shed on the case in 
Swedi sh newspapers,  local radio stations have interviewed 
hi1,  and in 1 989 Ante publi shed a book about hi s 
experi ences in cc-operation with a retired teacher f ro• 
Sundsval l ,  Sune Hjorth. The book lpubl i shed in Swedi sh 
onl yl was Hjorth ' s  f i rst invol ve�ent Mith the UFO 
proble1. In spite of al l thi s publ i c ity, the encounters 
are as 1ysteri ous and unexplained as they Mere in 1984. 

What 1akes thi s case co1pl i cated i s  not onl y the 
recurrent 'drea•s• ,  where Ante is abl e  to 1eet his  woaan 
contact 'Jenny• ,  and to travel to other places in the 
uni verse. Even the very f i rst ,  and 1ost concrete, 
encounter , see1s to be as bard to gr ip as any 'drea1'. 

To l abel Ante Jonssons experi ences 'drea1s' i s  not real l y  
f ai r. A drea1 is  so1ething everyone can l ook for•ard to 
having in  bed and in  the ni ght , but Ante experi ences his , 
"drea1s' outside of his ho1e. He can feel •hen a new 
contact i s  co1ing up, several days ahead, and Mhen the 
t i1e has co1e he usual l y  dr ives his ear to a nearby l ake 
l:here the c ontact i s 1ade. 

There see1s, ho•ever , to be ci rcu1stanti al evidence that 

he i s  going through so1e kind of allered states1 enteri1g 

a " drea1land" or another di 1ension, where hi s contacts 

can be aade.

Nith the help of Antes own account of h is  experi ences, a 

Mritten pol i cereport,  and a case record froa the hospi tal 

i n  Växjö ,  AFU can now give a conci se pi cture of lhat 

real l y  happened on the ni ght of the 3 february 1984.

Thi s  "ight Ante Jonsson •as driving south on Road 30 fro• 

I ngel stad to his  h01e in Ti ngsryd. It •as sn01ing and the 

road was sl ippery.  Ante sloMed his  ear down as �� 

approached an area •here be kntw there coul d be 1oose. 

Soon be caught a gl i 1pse of a s1al l f i gure by the lift 

side of the road. Further out on a 1eadow he could see a 

huge, bl ack object haveri ng i n  the air.  Astonished ild 

curious, Ante stopped the ear to watch for the sul l 

f i gure, but couldn't see hi1.

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"Y f irst thought •as to go and get •Y callfa, lhich l 
kept at boll, and return to take a picture of the craft 

out in the f iel d, Ante tol d AFU researchers during an 

i nterview in "arch 1990. I stepped on the accelerator ild 

headed h01e. 

Nhen Ante returned to the site the t i�e was around 1 .30 

a . 1  • •  The craft,  •hi ch bad I aoted l i ke •a f l yi 1g 

sub1ar ine" , •as gone so Ante decided to drive another 

k i loleter and then turn at a roadcrossing. 



Rea�bi ng the erossing he suddenly  spotted the obj ect 
again. It was now blocting the road. He brates to avoi d a 
c ol l i sion with the black craft but the ear skids and 
stops with the head l i ghts on the aysteri ous craft. In an 
atteapt to f l ee, the ear got stuck i n  the snow on the 
roadside. 

- Wben I opened the door and tried to get out I was 
caught by a treature that grabbed ay ara and nearly 
l if ted ae out of the ear. l screaaed as auch as l coul d .  

Ante aanaged to  str i ke b iasel f free and started to  run, 
b ut was soon caught once again.  Thi s t iae his struggl e  
was t o  n o  avai l and he lost consciousness. Before 
f ai nti ng be caught a g l iapse of hi s body bei ng dragged 
towards the craft. He could al so spot a truck passing  by . 

- As l woke up l found aysel f si tting in the ear again;  
col d, wet and with a stinging feel ing in ay hands. l a lso 
have a bri ef aeaory of tal t ing to soaeone, whoa l l ater 
found out was a pol i ce off i cer. After that , all I 
r eaeaber i s  waking up at the hospi tal in Yäxji .  

The pol iceaan, whi ch Ante referred to ,  was tal l ed to  the 
scene in the coapany of a col l eague, after a aysterious 
phone cal l bad been received at the pol i ce station. The 
cal l  was froa a aan cal l ing biasel f •sengt Johansson froa 
Kri st ianstad• .  Thi s •Bengt Johansson• stated, according 
to the f i l ed pol ice  report ,  that he had seen a ear with 
i ts l i ghts turned off standing on the road and, quoting 
t he teat , •wi th a blac k  object havering over i t • .  

•Bengt Johansson• was driving southwards froa Yix ji ,  
heading for Ti ngsryd ,  when he spotted the ear and the 
object. According to the report •Johansson• got scared 
and headed back north unt i l  he found a phone booth froa 
where he aade h is  cal l .  

But the pol i ce patrol froa Yixji  never found •Bengt 
Johansson• and in spi te of a quite tborougb search 
nei tber has AFU researcbers. Thi s iapl i es that the naae 
i s  faked. But who did  the tal l ?  Mas it the truck dri ver 
t hat Ante reaeaber s  passing by? Or was i t  so1ebody el se? 
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Whoever i t  was ,  the scene bad changed as the two 
pol i ce1en arr ived at Ante' s ear . The object bad vanish ed .  
In the e ar Ante was sitting, fri ghtened and confused . He 
was treabl ing and the pol i ce1en couldn' t  get in contact 
111ith bia. 

The report also states tbat •the 1uscl es in hi s araes and 
hands were very tense and the f ingers bent l i ke c la.s• . 
The pol i ce1en deci ded to take Ante to the Yäx ji aedi cal 
e l ini t  where they arri ved ten ainutes to three i n  t•e 

•orni ng. 

At the hospi tal , the doctor proaptl y  concl uded that Ante 
suf fered froa a severe chock ,  hyperventi lated and had a 

staring look. The dottor al so noti ced, as the pol iceaen 
bad, that Ante's fingers were bent in craap. He gave Ante 
an inject ion of val i u1, a sedati ve and tried to aake 
contact with the pati ent. 

Ante bad great d i f f i culties to coaaunicate and spoke only 
brief ly to the doctor . In response to the question if •e 
had experi enced soaethi ng terrible  Ante answered with a 
short • yes• . 

When the doctar considered Ante f i t  for aoving, he .as 
transfered by aabul ance to the psychiatr i c  ward at Santt 
Sigfrid ' s hospi tal in Växjö where he had to reaain for a 
couple of days - a stay whi ch Ante destribes as one l Dig 
scene fro1 the aovie •fl ying over the cuckoo ' s  nest•: 

Thi s  far the vi tal parts of Antes story can be val idate� 
with dccu1ents fro1 the pol ice and the hospital . lt i s  
wi thout question that Ante Jonsson has been exposed to 
so1ething very frightening near the road where he .as 
fcund. To si1ul ate the aedi cal si gns, the craaps and t•e 
shock, both acknowl edged by the pol ice and doctor , woul d  
b e  near l y  i apossi ble. The craaps i aply that Ante held on 
t o  so1ething very hard, 1ost probabl y  the steering Nheel . 

But the aain question re1ains unsol ved: what did Ante 
Jonsson encounter en the road in the aiddle of the night 
seven years ago? And what 1ade hia so afrai d? 

Ante hi asel f asserts that he was abducted and taken on 
board the l arge craft by soae al i ens. Thi s i nforaation 
wa2 g iven to hia in the su11er of 1986, t� and a half 
years after the scary aeet ing .  

I n  a conversatian with Jenny !hi s contact and •supervi­
sor • froa another wor l d ! , ainutely recorded by Ante, •e 

was tol d how he was in  such a deep shock that he was 
carried aboard the subaari ne-l i ke vehicle.  For a 101e1t 
t he a l iens feared he was going to die  si nce his  heart 
nearl y  stopped. 

To save his  I i fe, Jenny tol d hia, he was placed i nside 
soae sort of pressure chaaber wi th bands tovering his 
wai st and breast . The rescue operation was succesful and 
Ante rel eased. 



- According to Jenny the creM took so1e saaples of Ante' s 
hair to "1easure his total l i fespan • ;  previous reincir na­
t ions i ncluded. They also took a sa1p l e  fro1 his  skin to 
deter1ine his  physi cal and 1ental condi tion. Mhen al l 
t hi s  Mas co1pl eted Ante was rel eased and taken back to 
h i s  ear ,  since another dri ver near l y  di stovered the1. 

So far Ante' s  o�n account of Mhat happened aboard the 
craft. But this Mas only the beginning of a series of 
strange encounters, leeti ngs and travel s that Mhere to 
change the I i fe of Ante Jonsson coapletel y .  Thi s  Me shal l 
l ook further into, l ater on. 

Strangel y enough , i t  i s  not only the travels  and "drea1s" 
that are hard to coaprehend and expl ain.  Even the very 
f ir st ,  and 1ost tangible, parts of the story such as the 
act i ons reported by the pol i ce on the ni ght of t•e 
February 3, cause probl e1s for a researcher. 

For so1e unknown reason the tMo pol i ceaen al lered thei r 
story as ti1e Ment by. They state that they found a 
lenscase outside the ear IAnte says that he never DMned 
such a case) , and that they l ot ked up the ear as they 
l eft the site to bri ng Ante to hospi tal !Ante says t hat 
t he ear Mas i 1possibl e to l ock due to a 1al functionl . Nhy 

these detai l s, i nsi gni f i cant as they see1, are di storted, 
i s  hard to under stand. 

laterest fr01 the pol i ce d i d  not stop Mith thi s f i rst 
intervention. The sa1e day as Ante Jonsson was abl e  to 
l eave the hospital of Sankt Si gfr i d  he Mas approached by 
the Cr i ti nal Investi gat i on Depart1ent of the pol i ce i n  
Våx ji. For over a n  hour h e  was i nterrogated on the scene, 
and every detai l was aeasured and draMn by the pol i ce. 

Since the observat ion occured near a sensi t i ve 1i l i tary 
i nstal l at i on this i nterest is understandable.  Thi s  aay 
a lso explain •hy the pol i ce reaoved the f i l t  fro1 Antes 
ca1era and tept it for a Iong whi l e. 

Tbi s  far everytbing i ndi cates that Ante has experi enced 
sotething real and fri ghten i ng .  But Nbat did he real l y  
see? 

Nett conhets 

A coupl e of Meeks after the f irst encounter Ante " feel s" 
a voi ce cal l i ng upon hi1, trying to 1ake contact. He 
keeps thi s feel ing to hi1sel f .  It i s  not unti l the ni ght 
of the Karch 6, 1984, that he gels to 1eet with t•e 
a l i ens again.  Ante •ri tes: 

"This ni ght J •as a•akened by soaebody touching 1y 
shoulder and I got up fr01 1y bed. There •as nobody i n  
t h e  roo1 except f or  1y sleepi ng Mi fe. I f el t  t hat 
sotebody Mas cal l i ng 11 and Ment to the kitchen, no• 
ful l y  dressed, and l ater out i nto the street.

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After a short wal k  Ante f i nd s  hi 1sel f at a nearby 1ead01 
where a black craft i s  hover ing. The pale aan i s  st�ndiag 
i n  front of i t  and then he di sappear s. Ante can see the 
craft aoving toMards hi1 unt i l  it  is right above bi a. 

" lt hovers for a Mhi l e  and then soaethi ng incredible 
takes pl ace. I feel ayself f l oati ng i n  the air b1t I 
c an ' t  f eel any sensat i ons. A aoaent l at er I a1 back i n  

the garden outside 1 y  house. • 

First UFO ri de? 

His next leet ing was not unt i l  nearl y  two aontbs l ater , 
on Apr i l  26, 1984. On thi s  occasi on be i s  taken on boar• . 

" l  f i nd aysel f in a rooa that l ooks l i ke a big crystal 
bal l .  I can feel soaeone el se in the roo1 but as J l DDk 
around there i s  noone to be seen. Outsi de the trystal I 
can see the ground far belo•. • 

Ante f inds a bench on Nhith he si ts down. The bench i s  
soft and feels  l i ke be' s si tting i n  a bathtub. After t10 
hours the black  fi gure froa the previ ous aeet i ng 111rges. 
Ante esti aates his l ength to 160 centiaeters, of nartal 
pbysi cal strutture but with I ong aras, bis  bai r growing 
a l l  over his  face. Ante can see no ears nor thin.  T1o 
black  eyes, a f l at •nose• and thi c k ,  proai nent l ips aakes 

up the face. 

Thi s " aan• gi ves Ante soae greyish J ooking fluid  to drink 
and turns to a board on the wal l •here a text,  in 
SMedish, e1erges. Ante gels to know that tbeir conversa­
t i on Mi l l  be aade by soae k i nd of aagneti c  tbougbts on 
the boird.  



During this first tri p, Ante is told the usual contactee 
aessage: that we are not al one i n  the uni verse, and that 
there are other solar systeas with inhabitants of h i gher 
intelligente than ours. He is also Marned of a coai1g 
catastrophe if we keep using atoai c energy. 

Tbi s tiae be didn't aeet Jenny. But later on Jenny Mill 
be bis aain contact. 

Duri1g h is trips be has Iong conversations Mith Jenny. 
Subjects differ, froa talking about everyday I i fe to 
nuchar ..ar - of Mhich Ante is not only .arned but also 
given a specific date of when it is going to start . A 
d ate he does not •ant to reveal. He is also taken to a 
planet devastated by a nuclear holocaust. 

He s.ias, eats and tingles •ith Jennys friends in a .ay 
that is far aMay froa the often technically coaplex 
Aaerican abduction scenarios, and seeas aore like a 
postcard froa a trip to a foreign country. 

Since the first event Ante has .ritten several hundred 
pages about his experiences. Mhen asked where he thinls 
t hese travels have taken hit  be says that be is not sure, 
but thints be has been outsi de our solar systea. He has 
visited three or four different places but refuses to 
speculale where these aay be situated. 

I n  his trips he has coae to aeet aany di fferent huaanlike 
creatures. One of Mhich be refers to as "the half-ape•, 
another is called the "fir-eater• and a third one Mhich 
has a thin body and I ong aras. And then, of course, 
Jenny, 

love affair 

lt i s  Jenny everytbing focuses on. She i s  the cause of 
all the contacts. Jenny is beautiful, •ise and easy to 
l ike. Soaetiaes it is hard for Ante to di stinguish her 
froa another girl, on earth, that he once fell in love 
Nith. A love affair Ante cannot forget . Jenny i s, Mi thaut 
any doubt, · the key to h i s  "dreaa-.orld" .

The journeys •ith Jenny to other Morids are filled •ith 
questi ons. But the answers are often evasive and unclear . 
Dur ing their aany conversati ans he feels that Jenny is 
avoiding ansMers, and instead gi ves hit her vie•s an• htr 
thoughts. Th i s  fact di sturbs hit .  Nevertheless he 
exper i ences th eir conversati ans as aeaningful and very 
i apor tant. 

Jenny is as •real " as any l i vi ng person - at least to 
Ante. He finds her attractive and strong. 

Nhen Me di scuss h i s  experiences and journeys to other 
Mori ds Ante hesitates. He states that be does not tno. 
h DM  real h i s  experi ences are. Of course, they are real to 
h i tself but he cannot say for certain if they art real in 
a aore objective sense. There is no definite .ay to 
disti nguish thet froa dreaas. 

- lt can all be a dreaa. I can ' t  stop thinting that, says 
Ante. Neither can I stop knowi ng that it all happtts in 
the real •orld. Soaetiaes l don•t kno. •hat to tbint . 

CS: In what May has your fati l y  reacted to all this? 
AJ: l tri ed not to tell thea and kept it a secret as loag 
as I could. But eventual ly they learned about it. After 
finisbing the book lpublished in Swedish only: "fantastic 
j ourneys Mith UFO - visi ts to other ci vilizations•, 1989) 
l had to tell thet. "Y wife real ly  don•t •ant to tnDN 
that auch and there are tany things I haven•t told her. 
Ne don't talk that tuch about it.  

CS: Her si tuation aust be rather odd, living •ith soteone 
who li ves th i s  kind of double Iife. 
AJ: Yes. I have thought about hoN l MDuld have reacted if 
the sate thing Mas happening to her.  l MDUld h ave 
consi dered her nuts ! That l NOuld have told her. But she 
lakes it all right, which surprises te very auch even 
though h er  initial reacti on was that I was going crazy.  
She never said that out loud. No, she just told te that 
taybe it all  •as a vivid fort of dreaa. 

CS: And that was your own opinion for a Mhile • • • ? 
AJ: Yes - and it sti l l  i s. l tean, l at not really sure 
Nhat i s  happening to te. "aybe it is a dreat, aaybe not. 

• But l th ink not. 
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ANOTHER SWED ISH LAN D I N G  R EPORT 
AC.X.:OKDINO to a report under banner head li nes, " U FO 

LAN D S  . . .  OFFICIAL" in the London ncwspaper 
Su11day Sport Uuly 1 2, 1 987), Swedish authorities were 
investigating the case of a tough truck -dl"iver who had 
been found in such a state of gibbering terror that the 
Police thought at first that he was an eseapee from a 
mental institution, and earled h i m  off to hospital in a 
strait-jacket. 

But the driver, Dan Johnson, was j udged to be 
totally sane, and the report goes on to say that the 
Swedes are now having to face the fact that his story is 
true, particularly since a seeond truck-d river has come 
forward to corroborate it. 

Johnson, aged 4 1 ,  of Tingsryd, Sweden, claims t hat 
he saw the huge U FO, about 250 ft. wide and 30 ft. 
high, hovering just above the road as he drove home­
wards i n  his ear at 1 .00 a.m. He reached his home and 
got h is camera, and then telephoned fmm a cal l -box 
to alert the Police. 

Suddenly the U FO made a seeond appearance over 
the road, and this time it landed. H is engine stalled 
and he almost erashed into the craft. I le was frozen 
with terror. 

"Suddcnly, alicns came out from the rnach ine and 
approached the ear. They were man-sized, with bodies 
l ike the ba1·k of trees and hcads l i ke onions. One 
opcncd the ear door, and I serearned as l've never 
screamcd before. They pulled mc out, kicking and 
struggling." 

Dan says he was saved by the approach of a lorry 
carrying a load of ti mber. l ts headlights picked out the 
UFO, and the aliens took off. 

Dan Johnson collapsed, to be discovered later by 
police who were out looking for him, having received 
a 'phone call from the driver of the t imber-lony. 

The Swedish mil itary authol"ities gave Danjohnson 
lie-detector tests, and he passed them. The psyeho 
-analysts stated that in their view he was tel t ing the 
truth. And a spokesman for the hospital said : "We set 
u·aps, to see w hether he was lying,.. bu t he was not. It 
seems that his sto1·y is true. A UFO did land". 

The British press report (exclusive fmm Charles 
Renf1·ew) conducles with the statement that Dan john­
son had volunteered to come to Britain to takc any lie 
detceto1· 01· lt"uth-d rug tests here.

CS: Tal king t o  you i n  1986 you cal led everytbing 
•dreaas• .  
AJ: S01e of these things I experi ence I sti l l  consi der 
dreaas. But J rather keep i t  all  an open questi on. J 
r eal l y  don 't  know .bat i s  going on. You know, when thi s 
thing happens notbing else ex i sts iround ae. Jt i s  a 

aixed feel ing between real ity and so1ething el se. 

CS: Your percept i on of the wor ld  around you changes? 
AJ : Yes, in sol! way. And this can happen anytiae, diy or 

n ight. But 1ost of the t iae i t  happens at dusk . 

CS: Can you describe your reacti on when you are •eing 
• contatted•? 
AJ: I feel restl ess and al l •Y body gets a creeping 
sensation .  I can 't  f ind the words to expl ain it . 
S01ething starts to 1ove insi de of ae. In •Y body and i n  
ay head. And when thi s  i s  hippening l know that s01ethi1g 
i s  going on. One to three days l iter l have a contact . 

CS: Does thi s  creeping sensation stiy unt i l  you get the 
c on  het? 
AJ: No, i t  passes away. I onl y  feel i t  for a day or so. 
Then, suddenly,  after another day without the feel ing, i t  
a l l  happens. There i s  n o  such feel ing duri ng the contact,  
nor aftenards. 

CS: Does thi s change of real ity hit  you gradual l y  or i s  
i t  i n  i11ediate sensati on? 
AJ: lt c01es very quickly, often when l a1 J ooking at the 
TY. Jt al ways begins between ay toes and 1oves upwards, 
as i f  soaebody was stroking your l eg gently with a hand. 
Vhen thi s  feel i ng reaches ay breast l real l y  know t hat 
s01ething is going to happen . But i t  always begins 
between the toes. Jt sounds stringe but thi s is true. 

In this way Ante is always warned in  advance that a 
centact i s  going to be 1ade. Mhen be feel s that the rig•t 
t i1e has coae be tel l s  his fa1i l y  that he is going for a 
r ide in the ear ,  but never reveals his  true desti nati DI: 
a lake ten 1i l es to the north. At thi s  l ake 10st of the 
contacts have been 1ade. 

T i1e di storti ons 

Reaching this lake be sits by the shore, wait i ng .  A 
couple of hundred aeters behind bil cars pass by on �e 
busy road between Ti ngsryd and Yåx ji  lthe salt road where 
be 1ade his f irst contact ) .  Noone seeas to pay aay 
attention to the egy-shaped craft hanging over the l ake. 
Except for Ante hi1sel f .  

The craft , hovering i n  front of Ante, descends and Ante 
is taken on board. After a short trip they return to  t•e 
l ak e  but thi s  t i1e everytbing has changed. On one 
occasi on Ante tol d 1e that i t  was as if he had been taken 
bac k  i n  t i 1e.  The road and the busy cars were gone, the 
f i el ds and trees J ooked d ifferent . On another occasion •e 
l ef t  a wi nter l andscape for a hot su11er ' s  day. But never 
has be travel i ed to the future. 

The fi rst year or so, he was taken to other places as 
wei l .  Pl aces far away, at l east Ante thi nks so, aaybe to 
other pl anets as we have seen before. Insi de the shi p  he 
has 1et other hu1an beings, fr01 other countries, al l 
t ravel l i ng to di stant l ocati ons by their own free wi l l .  

Today Ante keeps three di fferent f i les on what is 
h appening to hi1. Hundreds of  pages are f i l l td  with his  
notes. l have onl y  read a part of  thet since be chooses 
to keep 1ost of it hi dden in a safe-deposit box at a 
bank.  



The fi rst f i l e  concerns his journeys and conversati ans 
with Jenny. The seeond i s  inforaation on previ ous l i f es ,  
r eveal ed to hia  through autoaatic writ ing. And the third 
i s  al l  about hi asel f ,  aeaor ies froa his I i fe as a 
t eenager . And these aetori es are often very bri ght, 
soaetiaes painful . 

When I ask Ante about his  feel ings when Mrit ing ahout his  
youth i t  i s  cl ear that thi s i s  very i aportant to h ia. 
T here are aeaori es that he rather not tel l about . Mri ting 
thea down i s  a rel i ef to h ia, soae kind of therapy and he 
destr i bes the inforaation he gets as "aeaor i es eaerging 
frot within, surfating for hit  to write down" .  

CS: Do you feel that th is  i s  soae sort of  therapy gi ven 
to you by Jenny? 
AJ: Yes, it seeas so. Here I aa confronted wi th things 
haven ' t  been aware of for a Iong tiae. 

Can it be that thi s is what i t ' s  all  about? That this 
therapy is the c l i aax and purpose of the whol e experi ea­
c e? "aybe al l that has transpired is a aere fraaework 
l eading to Ante' s inner sel f ,  giving hia a chance to deal 
with his trauaas and hi dden aeaor ies? Thi s is not an easy 
questi oo. 

As with any other contact story, Ante' s has two faces. 
Soae of thea auch aore tangi ble than soae obscure 
aeaor i es froa days past. 

Arti facts 

DYr ing one of our conversatians Ante showed ae a stone 
that he once found in  his pocket after one of the tr ips 
f roa tbe l ate. It wasn't  big  and not very unusua l .  When I 
held it in ay hand i t  fel t saooth and nice to toucb. An 
ordiaary stone as far as I could  tel l .  

Ante says i t  reselbles the stones he had seen on the 
short during one trip to the •suaaer l ate• .  He and Jenny 
hade been taken a swi a and afterwards they had been 
sitting on soae stones by the si de of the lake. 

"aybe Jenny put it in  his pocket , aaybe it just f el l  i n  
t here - or aaybe i t  i s  just an ordi nary stone froa thi s 
world .  As always Ante hesilates and draws no siaple 
c onclusions. 

The stone has never been analysed and I doubt that such 
an i nspection would  shed any l i ght on i ts origin.  
Arti facts froa UFO encounters tends to be no better proof 
than the wi tnesses own stor ies. 

A greyi sb1 ai l k-l i ke, drink was gi ven h ia  on yet another 
occasion. Thi s t i ae he found a plasti c Iaoking bot tie  
standing near his  hoae. The botti e  contal ned the saae 
substance. He was supposed to drink it for a couple  of 
d ays, preparing ,  as he had been tol d 1  for another , l onger 
journey. It seeas that the drink was i aportant for Ante' s 
body before aating thi s l onger trip. The bottie was l ater 
destroyed by Ante and throwa away. 
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Underwater base 

Ante states that he has vi si ted an underwater bast where 
he saw huge doors in a c l i ff .  The doors were nuabered 
Nith ordinary arabian nulber s  but the nulbers had saal l 
books aaking thea l ook l i ke the astrol ogy signs. l!ver 
has he reporled seeing any unusual writ ings that he has 
not been abl e  to read . 

There have been soae signs on board the sbips1 however, 
whi ch he has not been able to decipher. Ont of thea, 
f requent ly used on soae boxes, l oot.s l i ke the sign of 
Pi sces but wi th i ts two arehes i ntersected. It IGU�S 
strange but i t  i s  true, states Ante.

One evening, the 20th of Ottober 19861 he i s  taken to a 
b ig  c ity where he later aeets a girl  and eats a aeal with 
her . The "contact•  began as a coloured cloud suddenly 
f i l l ed the rooa where Ante was resti ng on a bed . For a 

short whi l e  everytbing turned black . Stconds later he 
found biasel f sitting on a bench i n  a park. Around hi• 
b i g  houses point to the sky and he presuaes that this  
aust be  New York.  

There i s  no rooa for di stussing thi s aysterious event i n  
detai l here but one i nterest ing thing aust b e  not ... 
Ret urning hoae agai n !Ante found biasel f standing on the 
lawn outside his house at 04. 16 in the aorning, sevtn 

hours after the c loud caae into the rooa) , ht recei ves a 
postcard froa New York, addressed to "Ante Johansson• , 
posttarked 20th Ottober 1986. The aessage on the postcard 
is iapossible to read. The aeaning behind the postcard i s  
obscure1 t o  say the l east. 

The New York episode is but another strange coinci •eace 
of whi ch thi s case is f i l l ed .

One of the aost recent epi sodes happened i nsi de Antes 
hoae when he was l ooking at a videoretording ear l ier this 
y ear :  

- I was looking at thi s ol d b lack and wh i t e  f i l a  whtn 
suddenly  J got the feel ing of being s01eplace I couldn't 
r ecognize, says Ante. The TY set l ooked coapletel y  
d i fferent. I got worried and started to  wal t dowa �e 
stairs  to the ki tchen. On ay way down l passed by a 
airror and caught a g l i apse of ayself.  

- Nhat I saw scared ae. There I was, leoti ng at  ayself 
prec i sel y as I l ooked l i ke when I was 1� ! � clothes 

• 
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, l ooked d ifferent and l •as young again.  l .ent to the 
ki tchen, •hich l di dn ' t  recogniz!, and had soae •ater. 

As aany other rontactees Ante• s  experiences are onl y  for 
hiasel f .  There are no  •i tnesses. l kno• of  one ocassion 
Nhen Ante brought t•o fri ends wi th hia to the l ak e  after 
getting the " feel i ng• in his body. Thi s  ti1e notbing 
happened .  

A s  Ante ••oke up • h e  reali sed that •hat h e  had seen •as 

hitself not onl y  being young again, but also in h is  old 
house where he had gro.n up. The TY set and the ki tchen 
all l ooked l i ke the things he reaeabered froa 30 years 
ago. 

And this is only  one of aany exatples of connecti ons to 
Ante ' s  boyhood. The notes he aakes al l deal •i th hia 
bei ng 15, 16  or 17 years old .  Here a trauaa, not yet 
unearthed, aay be hidden. 

Our research into the rase conti nues. Thi s  su .. ary above 
i s  onl y  a saal l part of the story this far. In our 
i nvest igati on we aust be very cauti ous and open ainded. 
"any of i ts aspetts are sti l l  hidden i n  a saft deposit 
box by Ante hi asel f .  Soae other aateri al are not yet to 
be publ i shed . Unti l  we have seen all  the aateri al I w i l l  
postpone any concl usive judgeaent .

standard. But, as J shal l poi nt out, there is pl enty of 
r oo1 for di sappoint1ent. 

T�i s encyc l opedia  should have repl aced Ronal d storys "The 
Encycl opedia  of UFOs" INeM Engl i sh Library 1 9801 a1d 
"argaret Sachs "The UFO Encyc l opedia"  IPerigee 19801 
since 1any new sightings and a I ot of fresh infor1at ion 
have c01e through during the l ast decade. But Speneers 
effort fal l s  short, and hi s encyclopedia Mi l l  have very 
l i1ited use. 

Finished readi ng i t ,  I can only  describe the book as 1ore 
l i ke a ga1e of Alfapet - Mhere one 1ust knoM every 
strange and sel do1 used MOrd to Min - than an encyclopdia 
where help i s  to be found. 

For i nstance: If you care to l ook for a descripti on of 
the al l eged UFO-crash at Roswei l 1947, you have to l ook 
up 28 di fferent entri es - liny of thet hidden under na11s 
of l i tt le  tnown persons - Mithout cross references. Ald 
thi s i s  not a singl e case. 

The crash of Captain Th01as "antel l and the " l andi n, •  at 
Rendl eshat Forest are yet other exatpl es. Yal uabl e 
inforaation i s  buried deep under d ifferent na1es of 
witnesses Mho are on l y  to be found by readi ng the entire 
eocyclopedia fro1 A to Z. 

If soaebody Manted to f ind out the ori gi n  of the Mord 
•flyiog Siucer• and turned to page 116 be Mould get to 
know about Arnol d ' s  sighti ng in 1947, and a short su11ary 
of the first knoMn use of the Mord in a Texas neMspaper 
i n  Jinuiry 1878. But there are no hints that can hel p the 
reader f ind the 10re detii l ed desciption of the 1 878 
observati on on page 206, Mhere i t  i s  bur i ed under the 
entry of John �rtin,  the witness. A na1e that not 1any 
of us teep fresh in li nd. The only  cross references gi ven 
bnder the entry " f lyi ng saucer • are •aedia"  and •aUFDRA" .  

Even 1 or e  ser i ous i s  the fact that 1any, liny na11s of 
pro1inent UFO researchers and other people conntcted to 
t he phen01enon cannot been found. Mhy, for instaace, are 
Charl es Fort, Frank EdMards, Mendel i e  Stevens, Carl  
Sagan, Jenny Randles, John Keel , and 1any otbers, not 
i nc luded? : 

John Spencer has ehosen another MaY of Mriting this book. 
About hal f of the entri es are na1es of people Mho have 
•ade si ghtings, espec ial ly  abducti ons. Thi s creates a 
proble1 s ince 1ost of the naaes are l i tt l e  known a1d 
c on seqbent ly  al lost i1possib le  to f ind .  

The aost i 1portant thing an  encycl opedia  lUst ful f i l l  is  
to be  easy to use. John Spencer has not created such an 
encycl opedia. 

Lac k of sources 

Spencer i s  very sparse Mith sources, although he 
frequently borroMs fro1 books Mritten by other researc­
hers.

Nhen i t  co1es to pictures, Spencer see15 to have had very 
l i ttle  control over the selecti on aade in  the book. "ost 

of thea depict Milnesses and only a feM "the real thing• . 

One of the UFO pirtures i s  stated to be the fa.Dis 
"cKinnvi l l e  object as photographed by farler Paul Trent 
1950. The Trent photo can be f ound in nearly  every 

ser ious book on the subject.  



� The pi cture shown by Spencer , however , i s  a co�pletel y  
d i f fer ent story. Jt i s  not only i n  color in  spi te of 
bei ng taken in b lack and whi te, but also c learl y  a fake. 
The •saucer•  is 1oved cl oser to the ground coapared to 
the original photo and a plant, so1e sort of tree, has 
been inserted to the left of the pol e seen in the 
origi nal .

The 1yth about "Hi l l  60", lbere a regitent of  the Br i t i sh 
ar1y al l egedly vanished i n  a "1ysteri ous c l oud" dur iag 
Nor ld Mar One, i s  read i ly  descri bed. 

So i s  also another, 1ore 10dern case of disappearance : 
t he so cal l ed Vi dal case where two persons, "r and Krs 
Vidal , l eft Buenos Ai res in  Argentina by ear but got l ost 
in a dense fog. lhen the fog vani shed they found the1sel f 
i n  ftexi co. An extraordi nary eveat by al l aeans. 

The Vi dal case is duly noted by Spencer but he fai l s  to 
i nfor1 the reader that the case aost probably aever 
happened but i s  just a ayth. Thi s i s  the conclusi on of 
Jacques Val l ee in his  latest book •confrontations• 
I Ba l l antine Books, 1990, page 961 .  Al though Spencer uses 
other infor1at ian fro1 this book in the encycl opedi a, aad 
therefore aust have read i t ,  he fai l s  to 1enti on  thi s 
concl usi on 1ade by Yal l ee.  
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Val l ee hi1sel f i s  not to be found in  the  encyclopedia.  

Another case, endorsed by  Spencer as  "thought-provoti� , 
t o  say the l east • ,  i s  the "Aapleforth aanuscri pt• .  An 
early  description of f lying saucers Idated 12901 lade by 
1onks near Dyl and Abbey in Yorkshire. Spencer presents 
this as a genuine 1anuscri pt but fai l s  to 1enti on  t�t 
the 1anuscri pt never exi sted but ori gi nated as a letter 
to the edi tor in the Tiaes. The l etter was written by tJO 
school boys who l ater confessed. 

BUFORA, the very organi sat i on Spencer hi1self i s  Yice 
Chair1an of and the organi sat i on  that has put its nalt on 
hi s book, aade publ i c  an i nvesti gati on  by thtir forlir 
c hair1an John Cl eary-Baker IBUFORA Bul l et in  winter 70/71 1  
Mhere h e  �ade i t  clear that the 1onk Mi l l i ii  of .,..ur1h 
(who was the all eged author of the 1anuscriptl had ditd 
near l y  100 years before the 1anuscript was al ltgid to 
have been wri tten.  

To su11ari z e: The "UFO Encyclopedia" can not be 
reco11ended. Besides bei ng d i ff icult  to l ocate inforaati ­
on in, it contains too 1any errors and too l ittle  
i nfor1ation to 1ate i t  a useful tool f or  the UFO 
r eseareher .

AFU i s  now taking an i ncreased interest in ,  and 
responsibi l ity for, S1eden' s  nati onal UFO research 
organi zation, UFO-S.eden !UFO-Sveri ge! . UFO-S.eden has 15 
l ocal groups, 1 . 500 1elbers and a chain of active fi eld 
i nvestigators. 

For 1ore than ten year s, UFO-S.eden ind AFU have shared a 
c l i pping service, and in the l atter part of the 19805, 
AFU board 111bers have written an i nertasing nUiber of 
articles and edi lurials  far UFO-Sweden' s  quarterly 
" UFO-Aktuel l t • .  In 1989, AFU took on the UFO-Sweden 
report archives; in 19901 AFU' s chai r1an Clas Sv .. n 
beca1e a 1e1ber of the UFO-Sweden board; and in Apri l  
1991 he was elected chair1an o f  thi s nati onal group. 

AFU is activel y i nteresled in the i deol ogi tal transfor.a­
t i on of UFO-Sweden inta a �are research-ori ented gr 01p 
free of al l old-style culti s1. Me bel i evt that .e wi l l  be 
abl e  to create new opini ons and push Swedi sh ufol ogy 
t o.ards a 1ore diseriiinati ng and sci ent i f ic  attitude. 

On an h istori cal note, AFU was created in  19731 when 
several 1elbers l eft UFO-Sweden lfounded i n  19701 
di ssati sf ied with the national group' s  one-si ded 
pol iti cal , publ i c  rel ati ons-oriented i deol ogy. Since 
19801 when the faunder and f irst chair1an chose to leave 
UFO-Sweden, AFU has bad a renewed, growing cooperat i on  
with the nati onal organizat i on. 

Plans are to create a joi nt nati onal report seetian 
within UFO-Sweden to care for a research-oriented progra• 
t hat Mi l l  cover 1any aspects: fr01 the training of f iel d  
investigators, 1ajar investi gati on and research projects, 
to co1puterizat i on ,  the publ ication of research fi lts and 
i ncreased contacts 1ith the scientific  co11unity.  

The AFU tea11 particular l y  Clas Svahn, initialed a nulber 
of i nvest igati ons i nta old, as wei l as recent , cases. Df  
particul ar i nterest was the 1 952 Kora photo l unexplai ned 
by top sci ent i sts! , the 1985 Ante Jonsson abducti on/cDI­
t ac tee case, several 1990 vi deo cases lthat produced no 
def ini te resul tsl , several cases of bol i des and satel l i te 
l a�nches, and a 1990 hu1anoi d case at Orrefors. 
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Håkan Bl o•q�i st conti nued his  i nvesti gat i on and crit i ca l  • 

�xaminot i on ,  through pub l i shed articles, of the S.edi sh 
"new age " and contactee scene. Sven-Dlov Svensson 
i ni ti ated a nulber of internati onal enquiries on the 
present status of publ i shed contactee/abducttt cases. 
Anders L i l jegren and Clas Svahn continued archival ind 
f i el d  research on the 1946 ghost racket phen0111on. 

"ore than 100 .agaz ines, organi zations ind private 
researchers are on our exchange 1ai l ing l i st .  !are t han 
f ifty exchange journal s and newsl etters reach us frDI al l 
over the globe. Thanks to a l l  edilors and publ i shers af 
t hese per i odicals  who show us thei r faith by continuing 
thi s exchange on a regul ar basis. Each i ssue received is 
added to the AFU archi ves after il has bttn careful l y  
read and referenced for our Swedish audienct. ltws f ra• 
exchinge 1agaz ines - and fr01 s01e f iftttn other, 
substripled journal s - are used for Anders lil jegren's 
r egular col u1n on  international ufology in  "UFO­
Aktuel l t • .

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The AFU Newsl etter i s  1ai l ed to a nulber of pr01inent 
individual researchers as a prolot ion of Swedi sh  ufology.
