fiying object). Included in thet number
is no less a lpersonage than Jimmy Car-
ter, who filed two forma! reports to
that effect in 1873 when he was governor
of Georgia. If you're looking for a genu-
ine ' mass experience in the *70s, the
baffling but insistent UFO phenomenon
.is undoubtedly the most extraordinary.
That’s what makes Steven Spielberg’s
new movie, CLOSE ENCOUNTERS OF TiE
'ragm KIND, a genuine wark of the popu-
lar imagination. It’s the first true pufist
science-fiction film, a blend of the most
startling, far-out special effects with the
most ordinary human material of the
rican heartland. If there really are
alién beings buzzing us hesitantly in

their interstellar whizbangs, “Close En-
counters” may finally persuade them to
come down and rast a spell.

It's a shame that a 8lm as wide-eyed
and sweet-tempered as this had to getall
fouled up with the money-media miasma
that currently afflicts the movie busi-
ness. Blockbusters like Spielberg’s own
“YJaws,” which has grossed a staggering
$400 million, and his friend George Lu-
cas’s “Star Wars,” which is threatening
that record, have brought a kind of fiscal
pornography into the film world. Still
only 29, Spielberg has the financial fate
of Columbia Pictures riding on his flying
saucers, and the $19 million film was
made in an atmosphere of secrecy and
internecine studic warfare.

Bright, aggressive co-producer (with
her estranged husband Michael) Julia
Phillips was sidelined just before the
film’s release. The chief of Columbia
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Pictures, David Begelman, was com-
pelled to resign for alleged financial ir-
regularities. When the jittery studio tried
to sneak-preview the film in Dallas, the'
media infiltration produced a negative
“review” by a financial writer in New
York and New West magazines that
caused a mini-ganic on the floor of the
New York Stock Exchange. Worried in-
vestors began jangling the phones of
movie critics, begging for personal cri-
tiques to guide their maneuvers in Co-
lumbia stock. Come to think of it, why
would any respectable alien want a close
encounter with such creatures? .
On the other hand, it's no wonder so
many millions of ordinary tgtmple wan!
desperately to believe in the reali
other worlds and cther beings, free from
the hype and heartlessness that increas-
ingly afflict this parancid planet. The
power of “Close Encounters” comes not

so much from its careful extrapolation of v
the most re Eectable UFO data, but rath-

from the human reality that underlies
the whole saucer phenomenon. Astron-
omer J. Allen Hynek, who worked with
Spielberg on “Close Encounters,” is one
of the many scientists who've been
forced by the data to suspend their innate
skepticism about UFQ’s {(page 97). And
Hynek’s colleague, French astrophysi-
scist Jacques Vallee, raises the hypothesm
that "the UFO phenomenon is purely
human,” the result of a “defense mech-
anism that reveals itself only in times
of extreme social stress.” “Close En-
counters” works because of this purely
human element; it's not about the para-
normal, it’s about people.

In this respect “Close Encounters”
is the antithesis of Stanley Kubrick’s
“2001: A Space Qdyssey,” whose frosty
brilliance clothed an ei{mst nihilism, a
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metaphysical disgust with
the huwman species whose
only chance was to hurl itself
into the furthest reaches of
outer space to be reborn as
some Nietzschean super-
mind sailing among the stars.

Neary
wants a flying saucer in his life about as
much as he wants a massive power black-
out in his area. But that’s exactly what he
gets—hoth of them.

Roy's experience with the UFQ’s
turns his life inside out and leads him
through a series of adventures—coamic
and catastrophic-—to an ultimate rendez-
vous with' creatures from beyond the
stars. Spielberg, a basically traditionalist
filmmaker, starts with the classic genre
of the 1950s “It Came From Outer
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Space” SF flick, but stretches its scale
and resonance with brilliant special ef-
fects until the film flares up into some-
thing approaching awe. Despite a few
missteps and gaucheries, “Close En-
counters” is the friendliest, warmest SF
epic you've ever seen. It brings. the
heavens down to earth.

ubrick’s “2001” began with: a
prehistoric ape man who's cata-
pulted onto the road of evelution
by an intelligence beamed from outer
space. In “Close Encounters” the first
sign of an alien presence is again regis-
tered by an ape—a child’s toy monkey
that's activated as the ‘flying saucers
beam their energy into the sleeping
rural house where Jillian Guiler (Melin-
da Dillon) lives with her 3-year-old son,
Barry (Cary Guffey). Kubrick's image
was apocal tic, magniﬁcently pretéen-
tious. Spielberg’s is also full of portent
but it’s friendly, domestic and touchi
ly whimsical. As the monkey slowly
claps its tiny cymbals together, it seems
applauding this new prospect of
evolution—a feeling reinforced by little
Barry, who wakes up at the noise and
toddles around the house, smiling de-
lightedly at all the crazy things that gre
going on.

It’s the grownups who are scared. RO)'.
sent out to investigate the power failure
caused by the UFQ’s, is terrified as the
dashboard of his truck suddenly
haywire. Inside Jillian’s house al]
breaks loose—an unseen hand punches
open Cokes, an electric mixer starts mix-
ing nothing, a late-night TV show goes
on, a toy police car scoots through the
rooms, its siren sounding in miniature
parody of adult violence and crisis.

his metamorphic genius, sentimental
idealism and his feeling for the technical
magic of movies as a paradigm for a
technological utopia. Spielberg even
uses a classic Disney device—a little red
UFO that comes skittering along after
the bigger ships is the old Disney gag of
the last little dwarf or chipmunk stum-
bling ‘after his dignified elders.

But Spielberg is a child of a less opti-
mistic time than Disney’s: as we watch
the plastic paraphernalia of middle-class
affluence going wild under some phan-
tom impulse, we're watching
Spielberg’s quasi-comic vision of
the emptiness and absurdity of
our techno-pop society. Roy and
Jillian are’ normal, apparently
nonalienated Middle Americans,
but after their brush with the
UFQ’s they become baffied out-
siders. Jillian, to the dishelief of
all, insists her son has been ab-
ducted by the saucers. Roy loses
his job, then loses his family
when he reports seeing the
UFQ’s and becomes obsessed
with the vision of & mysterious
mountain that they have implant-
ed in his mind, which he tries to
sculpt in everything around the
house from shaving cream to food
to the dirt in his nice suburban
garden.

The family begins to sense
something is horribly wrong
when they sit down to dinner.

to Devils Tower.

This encounter-—the product of an in-
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timate collaboration between Spielberg,
the brilliant special-effects wizard Doug-
fas Trumbull (page 99), cinematographer
Vilmos Zsigmond, composer John Wil-
liams and & huge crew of technical magi-
cians-~cccupies the entire last 40 min-
utes of the film. It’s this last section that
gives “Close Encounters” its historic
place in movie entertainment. There are
many surprises detonated during this
film-within-a-film, but more important is
the feeling generated by the impact of
the unprecedented upon the familiar, a
kind OP cushioned trauma that’s close, 1

think, to that grandiose old idea of the
sublime. Sophisticates will gaze upon
Spielberg’s wonders and cry “Kitsch!”

them as a powerful but delicate armada
of lights, as if these creatures have found
that the best place to exist is that
exquisite pivet peoint between matter
and energy.

Never ﬁyas a movie produced such an
overwhelming, ever-changing rhapsody
of light-——so much so that you realize thata
movie is, in fact, nothing but light project-
ed onto a surface. Moreover, ﬁght is
where the ultimate truths of matter and
spirit reside and may one day meet; inan
exciting new bock, “The First Three
Minutes,” Harvard physicist Steven
Weinberg describes the unimaginable
flood of pure light that was the essence of
the universe in its moment of genesis.

Dreyfuss sculpts his vision: A mysterious case of mental implants

but'the sublime was always a kitschy

- concept, a kind of technical mysticism
for the 89.9 per cent of us who can’t be
real mystics.

n the rendezvous between earthlings

and extraterrestrials you get the cli-

max of Spielberg’s optimism and his
insistence that the best people are those
who retain a childlike receptivity to the
unknown. The movies Eave always
been great at confrontations-—show-
downs, shoot-outs, reunions, partings—
and this epic episode is a complex
confrontation on a grand scale. There’s
high wit in the difference between the
tremendous display of hardware assem-
bled on the mountaintop by the earth-
lings—computers, cameras, synthesiz-
ers, portable toilets—and the infinitely
more complex machinery of the visitors,
sc complex that human senses monitor

The climax of “Close Encounters” is
another moment of genesis, with light
pouring back upon a planet trapped——in
more than one sense——in an energy cri-
sis. Second to light is sound. The UFO
tracing team has decoded a five-note
theme that’s the alien mother ship’s mes-
sage of contact for human ears. It scunds,
appropriately, like a cross between the
introductory theme in the last movement
of Brahms's First § ph(my and a cos-
mic door chime. As ﬁ»’ team's computers
and synthesizers exchange varations on
this theme with the mother ship, one
technician says happily to another: “It's
trying to teach us a basic tonal vocabu-
lary. It's the first day of school, fellas!”
Just as Max Steiner's score for “King
Kong” was a pop “Rite of Spring,” John
Williams's almost omnipresent score is a
kind of nonsectarian space cantata. As
with Willlams’s music for “Star Wars,"”
it's a sonic storyboard to underscore the
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simplest feeling latent in the images.

First and foremost, “Close Encoun-
ters” is an entertainment movie. But the
paradox and indeed the point of the hest
entértainment movies has always been
the power of meaning that breaks
through. Anyone who thinks that Fred
Astaire is “just” dancing is missing most
of the fun. Many people who like “Star
Wars” think—wrongly-—that it's mind-
less. And science fiction as a genre has
long been deprecated by most literary
intellectuals. But writers like Thomas
Pynchon and Italo Calvino have brought
many of the strategies of SF into
“straight” writing. “Star Wars” and
“Close Encounters” are popular SF ro-
mances by young artist-enter-
tainers who have their own
feelings ahout society, truth and
all that; the big difference is
that “Close Encounters” strikes
deeper and broader. Spielberg’s
utopian view of a transcendent
technology is just about as naive
as Bernardo Bertolucei’s roman-
tic Marxism.in “1800.” The dif-
ference between them, talent
aside, is the difference between
their cultures.

pielberg at 29 has plenty
of talent. He was peeved
that no one noticed the
social comment in “The Sugar-
land Express™ and so he showed
in “Jaws” that he could jangle
an audience’s nervous system as
well as anybody. Now in “Close
Encounters” he’s brought the
two together.

“Close Encounters” has its
faults. The story line sometimes
jounces into potholes and disap-
pears momentarily into ellinses
as Spielberg tries te
the mysterv while at the same
time telling & good story. Or
maybe there is a slight strain of
pretentiousness in him that
makes him leave certain detsils
unnecessarily obscure: we never know
quite who's who on the UFO tracking
team, and we have to guess that the
UFO’s are in fact trying to communicate
with Earth to set up a rendezvous. Truf-
faut’s dialogue, crucial to the exposition,
switches from English to French (trangs-
lated by Bob Balaban as his interpreter),
which gives the film an international
aura but can be irritating. Some of the
overlapping dialogue, inspired by Orson
Welles and Rohert Altman, also gets
blurry. Spielberg loves technicians’ jar-
gon, which he treats with a kind of ironic
respect, but sometimes it gets just ba-
thetic: “Welcome back, Captain. This
way to debriefing.” F

As with most SF epics, the acting has fo
be of the trapped-in-immense-forces
kind. This is a despised genre but it’s not
easy to do, and Spielberg knows how to
get the right kind of emblematic energy
from his cast. Dreyfuss is very appealing,

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the guy you see in the McDonald’s com-
mercials, the working daddy whe's mare
than half a kid himself and who wants
things to be simple so that he can enjoy
them. At the very end he becomes one
of a dozen or so citizen-astronauts who
set out on a new space adventure—the
first real Joe, with his kid’s grin and
schlumpy walk, to get.into that line of
chiseled jaws, stainless-steel minds and
neat clipboards. As Truffaut says, it's the
“ordinary people in extraordinary cir-
cumstances who are important, not the
technicians. That grin is Spielberg’s po-
litical message, in case anyone is lock-
ing. Truffaut’s smile is beautiful as he
greets the aliens, his face iluminated by
a yearning and hopeful intelligence. {As
it happens, Truffaut himself has no inter-
est in UFQ’s.)

f there’s a powerful sense of scientific

know-how about “Close Encounters,”
the man most responsible is J. Allen
Hynek, its technical consultant. As
founder-director of the Center for UFO
Studies in Evanston, Ill., the 67-vear-old
astronomer is probably the world’s rank-
ing expert on the science—or art—of
UFOlogy. His advice to the movie-
makers was to base incidents on actual
UFO reports. “The difference between
‘2001,” ‘Star Wars’ and ‘Close Encoun-
ters’,” he says, “is that people coming out
from the first two wouldn’t say, “This
could happen to me,” but people coming
home from ‘Close Encounters’ could.”

Today, there are as many UFO spotters
as ever. “When 1 lecture around the
country, I frequently ask how many in
the audience &ink they have had a UFO
experience,” says Hynek. “Ten to twen-
ty per cent raise their hands. But when I
ask how many reported it, I %et very few
hands. I hope the movie will reduce the
threat of ridicule—that it will make peo-
ple feel it's safe to report a UFO.”

Hynek, a2 onetime UFO consultant to
the Air Force, finally stopped dismissing
UFO reports a decade ago because there
were just too many of them from respon-
sible citizens-and too many similarities
in reports from all over the world. For
example, he says, reported sightings of-
ten occur near power lines, near small
bodies of water and near schoolhouses
and military installations. (The high inci-
dence of military sightings, he says, may
be partially explained by the fact that
they occur in places guarded around the
clock by people who are trained to ob-
serve.) Still, Hynek admits that the vast
majorixaof the several sightings reported
every day to his center are readily ex-
plainable—as planets, weather balloons,
rocket launchings and the like.

It's Truffaut who exchanges the final
gesture of hail and farewell with the
creature from another world. When he
made “2001” ten years ago, Kubrick also
filmed extraterrestrial beings, but he de-
cided they were unconvincing and cut
them out. Here again Spielberg is a
simpler and more open artist. The moth-
er ship disgorges a swarm of spacetykes,
possibly kids from Alpha Centauri on a
field trip to Earth, the South Bronx of
space. Spielberg shot them in-detail but
has made them into luminous little
charmers.

He takes a chance with the chief alien,

The Evanston center is not alone in
investigating UFQ’s. In response to a
White House request, NASA is setting
up a committee to stuéy reports of sight-
ings during the past decade. The French
Government already has a similar organ-
ization (whose director, coincidentally,
bears a distinct resemblance to Frangois
Truffaut, who plays the expert in the
movie). Privately financed teams are go-
ing after UFQ’s even more aggressively.
In Phoenix, Ariz., William Spaulding of
Ground Saucer Watch is using comput-
ers to analyze photographs of alleged
UFQ’s. In Austin, Texas, Ray Stanford of
Project Starlight International has de-
vised a computerized tracking system to
monitor any UFQO’s that might appear in
the neighborhood. One refinement: a
laser system to communicate with aliens
in a UFO in case they knock out conven-
tional radio equipment.

Visible Symbol: Such enterprises—as
well as the stories of “contactees” who
claim to be front people for extraterres-
trials on earth—bring scorn on UFQlogy
from established scientists. But Hynek is
undismayed. “It’s no longer possible to
sweep away the whole subject,” he says.
“It reminds me of the days of Galileo,
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consensus of reports from those who've
claimed close encounters of the third
kind. Out of the layers of light appears
this androgynous doll, ideally bald, with
an oasis of features in the center of its
space-face. Truffaut smiles, Hesitantly,
the alien produces a cockeyved little
smile as if smiling is something they've
gone way beyond out there in the galaxy.
It’s a grace note, a gesture of interspecies
goodwill. STOP AND BE FRIENDLY, reads
a sign held up by one of the UFQO-watch-
ers early in the film, Spielberg’s message
is that homely sentiment enlarged to
cosmic proportions.

“That really intrigues me,”
says Hynek, “but I've no evidence. /
they say on ‘Dragnet,’ all we want are
the facts, ma’am. I will speculate that a
very advanced civilization might know
something about the connection be-
tween mind and matter that we don't.
But I don’t give theories because I don’t
know what to believe.” .

league of Steven Spielberg after din-
ner with the 28-year-old director. Spiel-

-berg’s eager, open manner does make
him seem even younger than his years.
He’s unimpressed by the fact that his
second fikm, “Jaws,” is the all-time box-
office winner or that his third film,
“Close Encounters,” is a huge, expen-
sive movie that may determine the

. fate of a major studio. “In half a
decade movies have become out-
landishly overpriced,” he says. “It
makes it really hard to do a smali
film.”

Frangois Truffaut was impressed
by the size of the “Close Encoun-
ters” ' production and by Spiel-
berg’s ability to control it during
the five months of shooting he
spent with him in Alasbama, Wyo-
ming and India. “We had 250 peo-
ple on the crew in Alabama,” mar-
vels Truffaut. “When I direct a film
1 have a maximum of 30 people on
the set.” But Spielberg’s a demon
for work with a strong sense of
play. “My father brought home a
transistor one day, when I was 15,”
he recalls. “He said, “This is the
new age.” I put it into my mouth
and I swallowed it. My parents
called the police to get it out.”

Maybe Spielberg swallowed the

‘I remember a movie on television wi
a Martian who kept a severed head in a
fish bowl. It scared them so much they
couldn’t watch it. So I locked them in a
closet with a fish bowl, I can still-hear
the terror breaking in their voices.”

All this was in Phoenix, Ariz., where
he grew up in a suburban atmvsphere
very. similar to Roy Neary’s neighbor-

hood in “Close Encoun-
ters.” “Socially, I wasn’t part
vof the crowd,” says Spiel-
‘berg. “I was never really into
sports or cars. But I'll never
forget the time 1 discovered
giris. I was in the fifth grade.
My father took me to a drive-
in movie with a-little girl-
friend of mine. This girl had
her head on my arm, and the
next day my parents lectured
me about being promiscuous
at an early age. My growing
up was like a sitcom. ABC
buys for a season before they
drop it.”

After the family moved
near San Francisco, Spiel-
berg’s parents finally were
divorced. He left home and
went to Los Angeles where
he enrolled for a while at
California State College at
Long Beach, But he began to
hang around movie studios,
especially Universal, where
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Lester Sican—Newsweek

he managed to crash the gate. He even
found an empty office which he occu-
pied for months while he watched them
make movies for TV. “The editors loved
having me around,” says Spielberg, “I'd
sit with them and they'd show me how
and why they were making a cut.” ~

Spielberg began to make his.own mov-
ies with an 8-mm camera. “I made a film
about a man being chased by someone
trying to kill him. But running be-
comes such a spiritual pleasure for
him that he forgets who is after him.
I did a picture about dreams—how
disjointed they are. I made one
about what happens to rain when it
hits dirt. They were personal little
films that represented who I was.
And then I made a slick, very pro-
fessional-looking film, althou@ it
had as much soul and content as a
piece of driftwood. And that was the
film that got Universal to sign me to
a seven-year contract.”

s pielberg began to direct seg-
ments of television series
such as “Marcus Welby, M.D.,”
“The Name of the Game " and “Co-
lumbo.” “I was'21 when I was
directing Joan Crawford on ‘Night
Gallery’,” says Spielberg. %xe
treated me like I had been direct-
ing 50 years. She was great. But I
did an awful job.” But then he got
to direct “Duel,” a television film
about a mysterious truck that pur-
sues a man in his car. The kid who
swallowed transistors and scared
his sisters had become anear-mas-
ter of machines and terror. The
success of “Duel” got him his fixst’
theatrical film, “The -Sugarland Ex-
press,” with Goldie Hawn.and William
Atherton as petty crooks on the lam, It
was an amazingly assured and stylish -
first film by a kid director, and it earned
him the assignment to do “Jaws.”
“The technology that made ‘Jaws’
work was like pulling a rabbit out of a
hat,” says Spiel%erg. “Making movies is
an illusion, a technical illusion that peo-
ple fall for, and my job is to take that
technique and hide it so well that never
once are you taken out of your chair and
reminded of where you are.” It bothered
him very much not to receive an Oscar
nomination for “Jaws.” “It hurt me be-
cause [ felt it was a director’s movie,” he
says. “But there was a ‘Jaws’ backlash.
The same people who had raved about it
began to doubt its artistic value as soon as
it began to bring in so much money.”
According to Richard Dreyfuss, who
stasred for him in both “Jaws” and
“Close Encounters,” “Steven used to'be
enamored of movies as that mechanical
device that can do such magical things.
But he is becoming much more interest-
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ed in how people behave.” Spielberg
says that if he had directed “All the
President’s Men,” he wouldn’t have
done the story of the big shots. “I'd do
the definitive story about the secretaries
at the White House and the Pentagon
who know more about the bosses than
the bosses know about themselves. And
I'd call it ‘Selectric Secretaries’.”’

His next film, in fact, will be about the
quixotic Japanese submarine that at-
tacked the coast of California in 1842, “I
wanted John Wayne to play General Stil-
well, who commanded the coastal de-
fenses,” says Spielberg. “But when I
discussed the part with him and told him
that two of our airplanes were shot down,

nouglhs Trumbull is one of the true
geniuses of film, a wizard who can
create new worlds. Ten years ago, at
25, he created the awesome special
effects for Stanley Kubrick’s “2001: A
Space Odyssey,” and in many ways
he's surpassed that achievement in
“Close Encounters.” “The hardest
thing about this picture was that we
didn’t have the advantage of being out
in space creating a fantasy,” he says,
sniping at “Star Wars.” “We had to
down on earth with totally believable
illusions. Putting a UFO on screen is
like photographing God. So the gen-
eral lock we went for was one o
i motion, velocity, luminosity and bril-
¥ liance. We used very sophisticated
fiber optics and light-scanning tech-
ni(%]ues to modulate, control and color
light on film to create the appearance
of a shape when in fact no shape
existed.”
Aside from these marvelous kinetic
8 light sculptures, Trumbull and his
& crew did build miniature solid UFQ’s.
Powered by electronic motors that
produced up to twelve simultaneous
motions, they moved en horizontal
B and vertical tracks in a blacked-out
¢ room filled with smoke. Another bril-
§ liant effect is the cloud turbulences
% caused by theflight of the UFO’s over
§ Indiana. Trumbull produced the look
of roiling clouds by injecting pig-
ments into a large water tank. “I'd
compare one scene in the picture to
the impact made by the tornado in
* “The Wizard of Oz’,”” he says. “You
§ come away from the film looking at
the sky with new eyes.”

Black Velvet: The climactic ending
of “Close Encounters” that sup-
posedly takes place on a Wyoming
mountain was shot in the biggest
interior set ever built for movies, a
huge former blimp hangar in Mobile,
Ala. The walls of the set were draped
in black velvet and an enormous 100-
foot-wide, 38-foot-high screen--hig-
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he said, ‘I don’t want to be in this mov-
ie’.” One reason Spielberg is drawn to a
war he never saw is that “there was areal
upanimity in the community.” This re-
lates to the idea of friendship, which is
very important to him. Most of his friends
are young flmmakers such as George
Lucas, Brian De Palma, Martin Scorsese
and John Milius. They exchange sugges-
tions, show each other rough cuts of their
films, even give each other “points”
(percentages) in each other’s ilms—Lu-
cas has some points in “Close Encoun-
ters.” “I've always been drawn to cama-
raderie among men and women,” says
Spielberg. “I have old-fashioned stand-
ards of honor and loyalty among friends.”

er than the 90-footer Trumbull built
or “2001"”—was used for the projec-
tion of the background and herizon.
Some frames of the final film are
actually composed of 30 or more indi-
vidual exposures—the UFO, the dis-
tant horizon, the terrain, animation-
drawn stars, lighting effects and other
matte shots.

The self-confident Trumbull, son of
an artist and an engineer, entirely
self-educated in his craft after one
year in a California junior college, is
so proud of his work on “Close En-
counters” that he vows never to work
for others simply doing special effects
again. Trumbull directed as well as
created the robots and special effects
for “Silent Running,” a good space
movie with Bruce Dem, and he fig-
ures he’s earned another shot at total
filmmaking. His first-venture will be
“Brainstorm,” a drama involving the
brain and human body.

Event-Creating: But Trumbull’s real
ambition is to go beyond movies, be-
vond storytelling, into event-creating.
“ “‘Close Encounters’ is one of the last
big-time features as far as I'm con-
cerned,” says Trumbull. “It's become
too expensive to make movies. One of
the things I've always been interested
in is amusement parks. An amuse-
ment park is fun, it’'s upbeat, it's not
trying to tell you about the slums of
New York. And the amusement-park
business is bigger than the theatrical-
film business and growing by leaps
and bounds, while the movie busi-
ness is dying a horrible death.”

Trumbull has formed a new com-
pany, Future General, with Para-
mount, the purpose of which is to
“develop new ways to entertain peo-
ple.” Trumbull’s new motion-picture
process, he says, “is going to blow
everybody out. We discovered some
principles of how to project movies
that will make &ll movies that people
see today seem obsolete.” Trumbull
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Spielberg doesn’t drink or use drugs:
“I always think the drugs will control me
and I won’t be able to direct myself.” He
lives with the younf actress Amy Irving
in a new Beverly Hills mansion, a combi-
nation home and penny arcade that's
filled with pool tables; pinball' machines,
computer games and other devices to
delight the heart of a gadget freak. “kt
turns me on,” says Spielberg, “to think
that when we die we don’t go to heaven
but to space, to Alpha Centauri, and
there we're given a laser blaster and an
air-cushion car.” It will be interesting to
watch this brilliant kid grow up right
before our eyes on movie screens. A

has even commissioned psychologi-
cal studies “to demonstrate to the pat-
ent attorney that this new system hasa
tremendous impact on the human
nervous system. What weuld it be like
to go into & theater where the picture
is a giant 3-D hologram and you're a
part of it? That's very much like what
we're working with right now.”

“I feel like I've paid my dues,” says
Trumbull. “I don’t want to be known
as a special-effects man because I look
on all moviemaking as a special effect.
So I'm going to write, produce and
direct my own work.” Trumbull's
main anxiety is to avoid “the close
encounter of the fourth kind-—that's
when they land and tell you you're
$10 million over budget.”
