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A DECEMBER OAV in 1953 cheif pilot Ulf Christiersson and his mechanixian Olle Johansson 
was on an ordinary routinefligh t from Malmö to Stockholm, when they shortly after taks­
off close to Hässleholm encountered a f lying saucero The pilots - employed by Transair, 
was in their DC-3 airliner an 2.150 metres, when they suddenly spotted the object which 
was about 600 metres bolow dthem. They could observe it for 7-8 secondso And, they bot h 
mads tha same observa t ions af the object, as in the sunreflections was "glittering like 
a silversaucer". Mr. Christiersson could see the saucer in profileo They both was seri­
ous shocked of the incident, and captain Christiersson reported immedeatly ta the Malmö 
Airport that they had encountered a "very strange object"o Their report caused terrific 
attention, not to say in the newspapers where editors generously was spending headlines 
and space for the mystery with the flying saucer chase over ours south Province Sköne!o

IT WAS CHEIFPILOT Christiersson who first spotted the saucer. When he did tha, weather, 
in the area was good with clear si.ght, and he could see the saucer immedeatly since the 
sun was reflecting it's surface. "It was glittering like a silversaucer", he la t er est­
ablished. Also t he mecl'lanician Olle Johansson could for several seconds follo\u the UF Os 
flight: the frightening object was directly straight below the airliner and gavs pilots 
the impression ta be perfectly circle shaped.

- I had the impression that the surface was compleatly smooth and shining, Mr Johansso n 
pointed out. It was either white or silver coloured, but I couldn't notice any de ta ils.

IT WA S IN THE EVENING, March 12, 1969 that Mr. Näslund went up ta the linkstation ta s­
tart his duty at 1 s.00. - When I came up to the station I made my ordinary routin crecks 
and found that everything was in order . I than sat down in my penthouse to read my news 
paper I had with me ••• Suddenly came them alarms , the one after the other. I thought at 
f irst it was fading on so I "receipted" them . The alarms came back 3-4 times mayb e more.

NOTICE: If something happens which mnkes the station work unusual, releases: electrical 
relays a beeping alarms. "Fading" is a branchexpression for unusual syrong vibratione's 
in the power for a transmitter. "Receipted'' means ta disconnect the alarm-arrangernents, 
and replace the station inta normal function. 



QUESTION: Was everything out of order, ar was it only the TV-links? ANSWER: No, we have 
both telephone and TV, and every t hing was totally red. I went out~ide for a while - a nd 
noticed that the weather was clear and cold (20-25 degrees below) with Northern Lights. 
Than I went back ~nside again and reported to the transmitter guard on the Sundsvall HQ 
station that I ha~ disturbances. QUESTION: Had they disturbances in Sundsvall, a s well? 
ANSWER: Yes, with certain intervals. I don't know for sure haw long these alarmswen t an 
but around 18.:30 it was like someone told me to "Co out!" It was same sort of feeling ••

MR. NÄSLUND WENT TD the door, opend it and looked outside •• and stared! His eye~ met Lhe 
"thing" he will never forget in his life. About 15 me t res from the station, in ·n, bn r e 
dip in the ground with only same lonely threes and vegetation, was a gigantic cigarsh ci ­
ped object. Mr. Näslund estimated the diametres to 150 me tres! The object filled up t he 
entire dip in the ground below the station house. The front par t of the object, wa s , i n 
the same level as the ground level outside the station. In thi s part of the obj e ct, Mr. 
Näslund could see a tunnel inside it. In the tunnel was a bright grey-blue lght, whil e , 
the rest af the object was shining with a grey, dimlike light.

THE TUNNEL IN THE OBJECT resamb l ed, a ccording ta Mro Näslund, a thre e -dime n si o n~ l movic 
screen. "It WClS a depth in it ono couldn't see hrough". In t he tunnel op1 rn in g 3 ar rir; r 
haps 4 crea tu res was "f loa ting a round". The f irs t thing t ha t s t ruck l'lr. N;· s lund was r.n a ': 
he had to get ta tho phone nnd call tho po l ico nbou whn t w0 s hrq1pc nin g . H . w.l s nli ou L o 
return inside when he discovered hat he couldn't walk! Mro Njs lund r e la t ed: 

- I got this eerie feeling again, that there was a job for me ••• I should hold t he door 
open for them. I couldn't move an inch from where I was. I could only wa t ch Lhe c c en e •• 
It was 7 ar 8 creatures who "floated" inta the linkstation, and they passed me an only, 
only •• a few decimetres! I tried ta touch them, but I couldn t '. Same fo~ce held me ba ck! 
I got same strange feeling that there was creat~res in the square-shaped wrap he y h~d , 

and that they wanted ta protect themselfs against a closer look. At the same t irne, came 
a feeling over me that I should be calm, since they was not harmful. QUESTI ON : ~as t ha t 
a feeling, or did you hear tha t in your head? ANSWER: I can't explain it in ano t he r way, 
than a feeling •• but it was no voice inside my head •••

THE BOX-SHAPED CPEATURES didn't move very fast. They floated ahead in the same spee d a s 
when a human is walking. They didn't move otherwise, and they had nor arms·nei t her l eg . 
Mr. Näslund could not hear any sound from them when they moved, neither he felt a ny sm­
ell af any kind from them. He e s imates the crafts height ta 5-6 me t res. The lower ar t 
of tho crnft he could not see, s in ce it was covered by the dip in the ground outsideth8 
station. The contours of the craft was as dimlike as the boxshaped creatures. Rel Gates, 
Mr. Näslund: 

- There was lights from the object, and the light looked like tremble in the air which, 
releases from heat when it's could outside.

BEFORE THE OBJECT took off, the tunnel closed in the front after the boxshaped creatur-
es had been "sucked" inta the tunnel itself. Shortly after that the object murmured aw­
ay in north direction against Vännes City.
