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HOW MANY IMAGES? 

The film "Starcrossed", seen recently on T.V., had some 
interesting elements from our point of view. It was about a. contact 
between a rather brash American and an extraterrestrial lady - it had 
tbe necessary element of ··adventure" of course in that the lady was 
being pursued by enemies, but basically it was about the rather gentle 
love affair between her and the Earthman who befriended her. One 
piece of dialogue was a very apt piece of philosophy. The contactor 
was talking to a friend of his: 

''But she can't be from another planet - she looks just 1 ike us! " 

"You believe in God, don't you? " 

"You know I do!" 

"Well, doesn't the Bible say we were made in God's image?" 

"So what?" 

"How many images do you think he's got?" 

Such films could be influenced by extraterrestrials to introduce 
new concepts to us - this idea is not new, of course, and was put 
forward as far back as the making of "The Day the Earth Stood Still ". 

"Star Trek" and "E.T." could be other examples. But there is evidence 
of an opposition that are trying to introduce opposite ideas, and a 
case in point could be the horrifying series "V" which involved 
lizard-like flesh-eating extraterrestrials disguised as humans. "V" 
seemed to be a call sign used by the.extraterrestrials in the radio 
communications described by George Hunt Williamson in "The Saucers 
Speak" and may well continue to be with others in secret. The use of 

it in the film seems a direct attempt to discredit, as the choice of 
the swastika by the Nazis may have been an attempt by hidden powers to 
discredit an originally holy symbol. Similarly, the current crop of 
"abduction" stories may have a similar purpose with regard to the 
extraterrestrials. The source seems to be hinted at in an article I 
read recently entitled "Ufonauts - Imps from the Astral?" 

In this article, two examples are given of abductees apparently 
being in a trance-like state when having their experiences 
suggesting a subjective, if externally induced, source for abduction 
accounts. The author suggests imps from the astral plane inducing 
out-of-the-body experiences to be the source of abduction stories, but 
makes the same mistake as Paul Devereux seems to have done with his 
earth lights, in assuming exclusivity to the phenomenon. This 
explanation would not be mutually exclusive with the idea of real 
extraterrestrials - in fact, it would explain the differences between 
the early contact stories and the abduction accounts.

Same 20 years ago, there sprang up a small organization 
devoted to contact with flying saucers. It has no� existed now r�� many 
years ar.d yet an a�:!cle in a journal such as this is Justified in 
terms of the indi�ect effect which it had on the geomantic movement. It 
was known as the STAR fellowship. 

flying Saucerology was at a rather low ebb at the beginning or 
the 1960s. Kenneth Arnold had made hi� famous sighting from which the 
ne�e was coined some 13 yaers previously and students or the subject 
had been eagerly cataloguing the s��res of thousands of sightings that 
had subsequently been repnrted without any major breakthrough in 
understa�ding being apparent. The�� Review had started up 
in Brita�n i� 1955 and by 1960 had e�tablishad itself as the leading 
journal in this field. 

. Scma were begJ�"fno to feel, however, that the only real 
�dvanca was likely to come through the possibility of contact. By 

contact• I mean the various stories that had bean coming to public 
attention during the previous tan years or so of claims that beings 
from �ther planets had came down and met individuals from Earth and 
had imparted informatic�. Those claiming contact came to be known as 
•contacteas•, the most famous or Wh0m was Ge�rga Adamski rr�m Calif­
ornia, though there ware dozens of other stories being published, in 
Britain as well a3 in America and other parts of the world. 

Now, 'contact' waG rather a dirty word amongst most •serious' 
saucer researchera of the time and there developed quite a split in the 
ranks or enthusiasts between those who wore content to ·quantify and 
analyze and those who were prepared to accept that contact had occurred 
Brinsley le Peer Trench ha�:rasigned the ed1torship nf the Review in 

• 

1959 and it seemed to be taking up an anti-contactee stanca-.-----
It was in response to this that an ex-RAf pilot, J.A. Ounkin 

(Tony) Wedd, decided to submit an article to the Review to redress this 
balance. Tony had seen his first flying saucer during the war, at· 
Thorney Island in Chicha�ter Harbour, and, after hearing a �ectura 
about George Adamski in Tunb�idge Walla, became convinced or the real­
ity a� other beings visit!ng the Earth. His training as an artist and 
designer, coupled with a creative and fertile mind, saw the potential 
which could result from mora widespread contact, in spiritual, social 
and physical fields, including an understanding of their technology and 
of the �nergias used to power the saucers • 

tony's article 1Diffusionist Theory and the STAR fellowship', 
appeared in the January/february 1S61 issue of the � Saucer Review. 
In it, ha put forward the idea, very popular nowadays, but�s�, 
that we had been colonized from other planets.·Ha suggested that the 
Earth could be lik.ened to a penal colony frnm which we are only now 
slowly emerging. The implications of this ware that ours is not the 
only inhabited planet and th�t ottL' v.i.Ril:o1·s r'·out �paca are in a very 
l.'O:�l 111uy our hl:ut'.ltuJ:s :11111 �tilltf.lL'So 
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In the second part or the article T�ny took this idea a 
stage further, and, after expr.essing the feeling that we must welcome 
these people, ar.nounr.ed the format.ton of the STAR Fellowship. It had 
three aims: to buil d a tiavelling ���lbition o f  the evidence for fly­
ing saucer:J; to �ssist st: t ,� ;Jnt s C"., [ :!:·lh to learn more ahout the 
spacq people; and to dec:are a welc��o f�r our friendly v�s itors from 
space by m3ans �f the STAR badge. 

So�e time prGvi�uslv, Tony had received telepathically the 
image of a small seuer-�ni ·t9d star and he put forward the idea o f  
ad�ut:!ng a l!ttl� �tEt bao�� R e  a s:gn o f  welcome. The badges which were 
pror.ucfl� '"lad a :o:na.:.l wh.t.te �tar on i3 mid!1Jght-blue gro'Jnd. Mer.:bership of 
the r�ll��3�!p �an i.,fo�mal - no one was put on a l!s� - and tha badge 
it�elf acted as R re�oipt. It was h�pn� �hat those who wanted to spread 
the id�a uould o��e· t�em tn qup�tity for distribution at a shilling a 
time in o s imilar WA! to tho PRstatozzi ladybi�d badges. 

Implicit in the idRa of wel�ome wLs that of education and so 
arose the idea of the Travelling Ex�:ibition. This was intended to travel 
all round the world !n due course a,d it wag hoped that a trailer would 
be acquired to fit out with exhibit�. The E x� ! �ition material CIJUld be 
lent out to groups of members to help thorn put on a Space W�ek in aid 
of the reilow�hip. It wa e hoped that the Exhibition would encourag� 
people who visited it to come f�rward with their own contact stories. 

The educational �ims of the fellowship were to be accomplished 
in a variety of ways. Whilst Tony Wedd was secretary, the chairmanship 
of the Fellowship was taken by Phillp Rodgers of Grindlefordi near 
Sheffield. I hope tnat at some time the story of this remarkable man 
can be gi11en the space it deserves. Suffice it to �ay here that 

. · 

Philip claimed to '"lava received com�uni�attons from space being� , boeh 
telepathically and vi� the medium �f his tape recorder. Some of the 
messages received were very detailed and gave instructions for the 
making of device� to utilize what wao referred to as 'free energy', 
which soem� to be idonticcl to �hat W!lhelm Reich nalled 'orgone energy'. 

. The root-warming 'Wonr.eslo� Boots' certainly worked and development was 
well ·in hand with the 'Coffoostyn' corrae pot. There were hopes of the 
STAR Fellow�hip manufactu�i�g thase devices for �ale to members. 

I 

Bernard Byrcn was also involved in the formation of the 
fellow3hip. He claimed to bg able to rec;ive !�ng� from the space·· 
peo�la in their own language and it was intended that records of these 
could be produced for sale. 

Another project was the production by members of a book of 
co�tact stories to be called �El� Me�, Space Men. Tony had received 

·the idea for the book in a thnught communication. forty contacts were 
cov�rod, !�eluding some which were not �idely k�own. The approach was 
clear: they were all to be taken at their face value for, as Tony �.aid, 
"who on earth can Judgg. them with proper authority?" 

The book was never publishgd. �he records, tapes, free 
energy machines were never produced. The Travelling Exhibit!ori n�ver 
materialized. So, was the.STA R  Fellowship a·failure7 This would be an 
understandable conclusion were it n�t for two aspectss the STAR rallies 
and the booklet Skyways �LandmarK�. 

· 

The response to the Flving Saucer ·Review article wa� 
encouraging, with letters and donations from many countries wishing 
the endeavours well. A noti ce was therefore placed in the May/June 
1961 issue inr·,�·mi;lg t·eader� that there was to be a picnic on Saturday 
:7th nu)'' r�61 at Tony's �ome at Chiddingstone in Kent. It requested that 
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spades �nd sandwich lunches be brought as they were hoping to dig up a 
field where an old track was supposed to run, "in connection with a 
theory that the old straight t�acks were aligned on the same markers 
that the flying saucers use." As far as I am aware, this was the first 
time t�at a suggested connexl9n�etwogn UfOs and lays had appeared in 
print. 

Tha picnic was th� 'first STAR rally, and it was a modest enough 
affair, with abou�!� dozen members turnin� up. After ah 6our or two's hard 
digging, we cert�ihly foc�d a �urface which could have.been a track, but 
the contact witri o�hers wtis far more important to me as I had-met very few 
other sallcer enthusiasts up to that.time. The outstanding chRracter, how­
aver, ·was Tony W�dd · , I remember sitting for hours on the patio outside the 
bungalow in his walled garden, drinkihg cup after cup of extremely strong 
Lapsang Sauchong tea, symbolic perhaps of the new ideas which I, as a 15-
year old, found fascinating. I hea�d talk of free-energy devices, plans or 
which had been obtained from the space people, of Wilhelm Raich and his 
orgone anergy accumulator, of � elopathic and tape rocordod contact, and, 
for the first time, of Alfred w�tkins and lh! Q11 Str a igh t  �· 

Tony Wedd had first read The Old St raioht Tra-:k in 1949 and, 
after reading. it, took a walk acros-;Ha�taad Heath�sp'ott'ad a 
solitary Scot3 Pine among.the beaches and immediately recognized it as a 
mark as it . stood .. at lea s� 10 feet above the other trees. Ha felt intuit­
ively that the m�r� was intended to be seen from near where he was � 
standing. On loo�1ng arou�d, he saw that only 50 yards to his left was 
a tumulus, topped with Scots Pines and encircled by a crown of thorns� 
Plotting this line lator on the map, he found they fall on a direct line 
through Westminster Abbey. This, for him, was immediate confirmation of 
Watkins's theories. 

It was not until 1960 that he first suspected the connecting 
link between the·old straight tracks and the flying saucers. After �oving 
to Kent in the 1950s, ·Tony �tartad to plot the positions of prominent 
tree cluw.ps and other ma=k-points in the countryside around his ho�e. Ha 
wa3 also at t'le time reading contact stories and Aime f1ichel 's � 
�� � !h£ Str�ig� � Myst�, and was investigating loca: 
si�1tings. The revelation came in August 1960 when he inve�tigate� a 

sightir.g of a saucer over Mark Bee=h, a clump of beeches and pinea sit­
uat£d i� a vary prominent position not far from where he lived. I: was 
the rAport of sightings at Keston �ark, further to the north, ln the 
same mc�th that provided the conjunction of the two place-names and the 
clue that the saucers� crews kn•w about the lays. The statement by Buck 
Nelson, one of the contactees, that 11the places where tha· magnet!: - · 
currants cross i� comparable to a crossroads sign11 also took on a �aw 
significance far him. Could the crossroads signs· referred to be the mark 
points for the old straight tracks? 

And so, Skyways � �arks was born. It w.as issued as a 
simple duplicated booklet at the first STAR Rally in 1961

. and was 
intended as one of a series of Information Leaflets to be produced by 
the STAR Felowship, though it was· the only ana to appear. The booklet 
described many or the clumps and prominent landmarks in the West Kent 
area and the parallel lay system which Tony had uncovered . It tied in 
several saucer sightiAgs with this system. The conclusion reached was 
that the saucers use certain landmarks to navigate by, that alignment of 
these marks would follow r.rom ·Aime Michel1s theory that the saucers 
travel along straight lines even··'•t,en they make a change in direction, 
and that further investigation may reveal the magnetic currents and 
centres which would be common to both the lay system and saucer 
o1·n.r••.l11inf•. Skyways and Landmarks hillS roprinb=�d, .with the addition of 
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photographs and a new introduction and historical po�tscript , in 1972, 
·and _copies are �till available (see details below). 

The STAR rallies. continued to be h�ld, o� the first Saturday 
after Whitsun, until 1 966. The lest Rally was the one recorded by Eileen 
Suckle in her beak The .�.2..r_�l£rl .. .!"l�l:!.Y..,when contactee Arthur Bryant 
came to talk and impressed those present very much with his story. After 
1 966 the ralli� were discontinued. As Tony pointed out to me later, 
"The few people who come would probably come c:11d see us anyhow, which is 
probably the arrangement which suits all parties equally." Membersh�p 
was scattered and one rally a year was pr.obably not enough to'maintain 
interest. Individual energies were moving in other directio�s and, in 
1970, Tony Wedd emigrated to Australia. The formal end or the Fellowship 
came in 1972 when the last of the funds were withdrawn to help pay for 
the reprinting of Skyways � Landmarks. 

So, was the STAR Fellowship anything more than an ephemeral 
organization such as often springs up in mov&mants like ours, only to fade 
away again? Perhaps the very fact that this article is being written 
suggests that there might be something more. If the STAR Fellowship still 
has any �ignificance, I suggest that it is to be found in the folJ�wing: 

1. I see the broad approach which was taken by the Fellowship to the 
�ubject o� Flying Saucers as being a particularly fruitful one. It 

_was not interested in proving or disproving anything, but rather 
·finding .':bat which was of -vslue··in �- pnrt·icular--st·o'I'y ... Tt' ·a·ccept"ad··· ... 
the reality" of con.ta.ct,. took th-e :.:onta·ct"ees' !ltories"at''r"ace vafu"e � 
and loo�ed· a� �he· practical results to emerge from them: phfloso��y, 
social and spiritu�l sciences; music end technology. That this 
approach had practical results can bo seen not only in the prom­
inence given in the Fellowship to the development of machines and 
equipment which would demonstrate the reality of 'Free energy' as 
a useful force, but also in ·the many olues to geomantic discoveries 
which we�e rsceived through contact, either directly through 
thought communication or indirectly via the writings or contactees 
l�ke Buck Nelson, who gave the first indication that the earth and 
s�y networks may b� functlon�lly identical. It �eems of eecondary 
importance in such a case to try and 'prove' or 1disprovQ1 his · 

story if information of value can bs obtained from it. 
2. We are becoming increasingly aware of the Earth as a living being 

and that all of us, people, animals, plants and the stones them- . 
s�lves, are bound together in one sy�tem. A universal consciou�ness 
is beginning to emerge that even world awareness is not enough and 
that we must look beyond .. at our place in the universe. It is hare 

·that the little STAR badge has shown the way. As Tony Wedd put it 
it wa� "a small but significant gestura to make amendi� for our 
attitudes of destruction. It shows the way rorward, snd the right 
epproech to contact is important, rot· it may well prove to be 
vital for the survivSl of our planet. 

3. The most obvious significance of the STAR fellowship was to 
channel the searchers of the skies into a new awareness of the 
landscape. Both Jimmy Goddard and myself, for example,
