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ABDUCTIONS EVERYWHERE 

stayed up later than I would normally to watch a discussion programme on UFOs in the "Stories in the Night" series broadcast in the small hours of the morning. It was more than a little disturbing to note the tacit assumption that UFOs and abduction necessarily go together this even with Tim Good in the discussion, the well-known 
researcher who was a member of Tony Wedd's original STAR Fellowship 
and co-author of the thought-provoking book "George Adamski - the 
Untold Story". The discussion centred around whether UFOs were 
psychological or objective phenomena - their "abducting" nature was 
taken for granted, and a claimed abductee t.old her story, the usual 
medical examination scenario, with a twist that all her egg cells were 
found to have disappeared! (I would have thought it would be rather 
difficult to determine this even if true). 

It is strange how the perception of flying saucers has changed so 
drastically since the fifties and sixties - especially to one such as 
myself who has practised thought communication with extraterrestrials 
for many years and received nothing but friendship from so doing. 

There are two articles in this issue from a 1969 issue of 
"Awareness", a magazine concerned with contact at the time. One is by 
Tony Wedd, the other by Paul Screeton, former editor of "The Ley 
Hunter". I have no doubt that if Paul were asked to write such an 
article today it would be very different; it is thus of great 
historical interest showing how thoughts have changed.

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0� COVETING:- THE TENTH COMMANDME�T 
by Tony W e-dd. 

The following discourse- was made from a tape- recording made by me bet�een 
four and five- o'clock in the morning of 29th Octobe-r, 1961. 

Blessing� It was rather di f ficult/hard for you to understand JUSt 
what is meant by coveting. We think you can help us to bnng ne-\o· kno\o·le-d�e 
to the- Earth at a time- of neeo. Her way�; are- not our \>'ays. There IS i .. uc .. 
to reprove. Conditions are hostile to the- development of real spiritual 
values. Lacking these, you feel a sense of lacking something you need. 
You look around, but your eyes are not opened. What you see a�e material 
goods not the spiritual growth to which they arE' able to contribute: You 
seek no further than th1s. You ask for more of these th1ngs, but ti>ere 
never 1s a point at which you havE' enough. The more you have, the more 
you want. This is true o f  an individual as well as of a nation. It is 
like a sort of hunger, a lacll of basic ingredients in the diet. You crave 
for more and more food, whereas wiiat your body is really in search of 1s 
a very small amount o f  the product you specif1cally lack. What you require 
is a proper balance. When thE' scales tip, it is useless to conti�u� to 
pile things on to that s1de which has descended. You must stop plling on, 
and find some equivalent, balanc1ng commodity wh1ch will restore the 
balance. So with material goods. You will find a point of balance 
beyond which you will become covetous. What is needE'd then is a suitable 
increase of spiritual power wi1ici1 can restore the balance, and the 
evidence of the proper balance is a restorat1on of Cfntentment1 the removal 
of one's covetousness. 

Spiritual power too can be coveted by others, and they may wish for 
more physical power as 1f that were a suitable equivalent. Talk to these 
people, and you will see they lack contentment. They a�so have an 
insatiable need. Nothing satisfies them, and they cont1nually seek more 
power, str1ving to conquer more "territory''. This is the motive whiCh IS 
imputed to us. We do not come to conquer and destroy. We have found 
contentment - such contentment as is possible when our lives are threatened 
by new discoveries on the Earth. When the basis of the ceaseless changes 
is that of a people who have not found inner satisfaction, we can only sPt 
th1ngs right by restoring the proper- balance o f  things on the Earth. 

We come in peace and brotherhood to try and show Earth men the way of Truth. 

Blind to all inner calls1 your leaders drive you on towards more 
dangerous conflict. You are not to heed them, for they lead you only to 
destruction. For the measure of their power is only the amount o f  
destruct1on they can obtain. Material goods are a challenge t o  destroy: 
they do not covet them as men ord1narily do; but their behaviour is such as 
to take away possessions from men around them. Into the vacuum they pour 
more goods, far more than are really requiredi they create wealth for those 
that serve them, and they invite covetousness from those that do not serve. 
Here again they map out the area of future conquests, since another man's 
wants can be turned to their ga1n. But they are never satisfied, and 
though the whole world were to come under the one power, still there would 
be no contentment, and you would look into space for future territories 
to conquer, 

Already these people suppose that the coming of the space ships 
means someone else is covet 1ng ti1e Earth a& a horae, and preparing to 
invade. This 1s far from the truth, and one of the reasons we make 
no spectacular appearances, preferring to rema1n something of a mystery. 
So we challenge man to expand his spiritual powers: to explore and to 
seek for the godlike side of himself in others. Having discovered it in 
others, he w1ll learn to recognise it 1n himself. 

We do not lack plenty of material goods; but all that we have is 
for you to share if you care to make us welcome. We are rich beyond 
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your dreams, but we do not depend on riches. We are content with simple 
things, and the discover1es we are loo�Jng for are all the ways in which 
we can bring help to you. So it is with various free energy machines. 
They can bE' usE-ful to you. T:teir usefulness to us is the possibility 
that you will learn more about us and more about our ways. There is 
no strife, to drive 111; on blindly to new discover1es. We keep a control 
on our work, kno�o·uw .-rl.at we are seei<ing for an finding out a way to do 
something we have alrea�y conceived 1n prtnciple. 

You have observed som� doubt as to whether the formula we are 
communicating to you 1s for co�uunication purposes or for physical 
utility. And the type of machinE' we are trying to give you has this 
double function. We know you will understand the advantages of them 
in a lll&terial way. We hope you will discover ho�o· to use them in a 
spiritual way. 

That is all for tonight. (0415-0504) 

The foregoing discourse seems complete in itself, and I only wis� 
to add a comment on the form and on the content. It purports to come 

from space people. but this I cannot fully substantiate. I have no ph�·sical 
proof to support the claim that it is anything more than a �o·riting from my 
unconscious mind: subliminal writing. It was not cr,.mposed or in any �o·ay 
deliberated. I just allowed the ideas to come, and some of them formed 
themselves in pairs of synonyms, which is unusual for me, but typical of 
many of these communications. 

What it seems to me to ciescrioe is what in Canada is called a potlatc:. 
by the red Indians, w:1o, when they reached a point of affli.lence, called all 
their friends together and distributed all their material goods, so t:.at t:.e;> 
were paupers dependeut on their own labours and the next potlatch for eve;: t;. e 
minimum of goods. The white man1 knowing not the reason, made the potlatch 
illegal. This communication on coveting therefore offers a reasonahle 
explanatior.; wealth must not allow the owner to neglect to develop his 
spiritual potential. So, the next time you find yourself expressing sei·,tir .• e •• ts 
of discontent, asti. :fOUTself w;.at you ougi1t to give away to worthy causes� L.e 
local jumble sale or the treasurer of "Contact". Make a penance of it, i;' yo.: 
like, to punish yourself for ingratitude, for how ungrateful of you �ot to 
get more satisfaction out oi owning ti1ese things than he who has the••· i·,ot 
"Unhappy lies the i.eaci t;-,at wears a crown''. Yet the remedy seems all too si;·.ple. 
Put off the crown: such a riciiculous piece of headgear, and uncomfortatle at 
that: just a symbol of afflue11t status, and no guarantee whatever of spiritual 
contentment.

YPt it was 11 s.T.C. Jr.ember, Major F.C. Tyler, �o·ho postulated that many Sltes 

were also located on important sites such as Stonehenge, and found the 

radii of these circles were all multiples of a prehistoric unit of length 

discovered by fellow S. T .c. member Arthur La�o·ton. 
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It was Lawton, it seems, wi1o in "Mysteries of Ancient Man", first 
related leys to a grid of "power" emanating from the earth these radiations 
being the clue to ti1e real purpose of ti.e ley system. 

This 1938 publication saw the beginning, oddly enough, of a demise 
in interest in the subject, and it was not until another brief publication 
appeared in 1961 that interest was re-kindled, 

Kent artist/designer Tony liedd1s booklet "SkY"·ays and Landmarks" 
connected the subject of leys witil UFOs. This apparent first attempt to 
link leys and orthoteny introduced a whole new line of research and wi1ole ne�o· 
sector of the public to the subject. 

Orthoteny, as most ufologists are aware, is the theory that UFOs fly 
in straight lines, and Aime Micnel's book "Flying Saucers and the Straight 
line Mystery" propounded the theory that one days sightings of different 
UFOs travelling in different directions can be plotted on a straight line. 
Many ufologists, however, including Dr. John Cleary-Baker and Stephen Smith, 
both of BUFORA, have researched the subject of orthoteny and come up wit:1 
either no evidence or their findings were inconclusive. Yet others suc:1 as 
Tony Wedd believe there is a definite link. 

Jo:·.n Michell 1 who promoted the connection between leys and flying 
saucers in his books "The Flying Saucer Vision" and "The V� Over Atlantis", 
and also wrote articles in "underground" publications, wrot-e in a letter to 
The Ley Hunter: "I think most of us realise that the phenomena of (jFOs and 
prehistoric alignments are in some way related. After all it was the reports 
of UFO sighting& that led to the present re-examination of the ley system. 
Alfred Watkins was years ahead of his time, and had it not been for Jim�y 
Goddard and a few others, who some years ago first suggested an association 
between leys and UFO paths, his work would have remained neglected. But 
unfortunately the association is very hard to prove. The ley system stretches 
all across the country, set out with the accuracy of a modern surveyor. 

ThP precision of alignment�; bet�o"l:.'en indh·idual standing stone� can onl�· rPally 
b, apprPciatPd on map� of the 6 in<:h scalp. On thf' other hand, ver�· fe�t; tFO 
rf'port� contain any exac� information �n the location and dire�tion of sighted 
ObJPCi.s. In gE'ner·al, rFOs, and also migrating birds, do appear to follO\o" 
certain linP� �f ex�eptional magnPtic properties such as geological fault�.

The legends of 
dragono. ae maniJestation>. of cosm1c energy indicate that the phenomenon 
of tFOs �o·as kno"·n to thf' prehistoric astronomers as it still is to primithe 
people, and that its nature was once far better understood than it is no"· 
That is why 1 belien· that the most re�o·arding approach to the problt>m of 
tFOs may bt> througi1 the study of prehistoric sciPnce and philosophy".

"blind" as if hom1·d �n the line, rather than looking and na,·igat.ing along 
them. This is �o·holl�· speculation as the nature of tht:' "po�o·pr" is not kno"·n -
and nl:.'ither is tht- method of pre>pulsion used by t"FOs. Yet \iarminster is a 
remarkable le;y centre and, of course1 a t:FO c.entrP.
