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There would see� to be two possibilities regarding the universe, 
�nd no-one knows for sure which is correct as yet. One is that it iE 
a completely random , chaotic occurrence in which everything is the 
reEult of blind causes and effects. In other words, there is no 
intelligent design to the universe, and our existence on this planet 
is a one-off million billion to one chance which is unlikely to have 
ever occurred before or is ever likely to again . 

This is quite possible , but would preclude anything like the Gaia 
hypothesis or reincarnation or things of that nature, which would seem 
to depend on the existence of i ntelligence , design and order in the 
universe. There would be no point in studying earth myste�ies, UFOE 
or reinc�rnation for it would all be i lluso� y - in fact , there would 
be no point in doing anything because life is just a freakish anom�iy 
with no purpose whatsoever . 

The other view is that the universe does have intelligence and 
pu�pose behind it, even if most attempts at finding out the nature o� 
this have been dismal failures . The Gaia mechani sms, reincarnation 
and all the t hings we study are a result of this ordered nature of the 
universe . 

We don't know which of these is true - we can onl y hope it is the 
second' What d oes seem quite impossible, however, is for both to be 
true because they are mutually ex clusive. If the laws behind the 
Gaia mechanisms and reincarnation e>:ist on Earth , those laws elsQ 
exist everywhere else. All planets should have self-regulatory 

mech an1sms which would adjust for different distances from the Sun, 
etc . Reincarnation would be universal and would presumably a l low fo� 
people to be born on different planets in d i fferent lives. 

But, of course, we have all the scientif i c evidence for tte 
lifeless universe which conflicts with the evidence we have for Gaia, 
reincarnation , earth mysteries etc. on the Earth. Most people seem to 
have tried to get round this by trying to forget the rist of the 
universe exists - in other words, a n� geocentrism has emerged. Even 
astronomy and astrology have been seen as applying to the Earth and 
its people alone. <We evtm have the term NEarth Mysteries" a 
parochial term which I have never liked - although I use it because it 
is the current term in use). But this is a false attitude - the rest 
of the universe does exist, whatever its nature. We must accept all 
the implications of whichever •odel of the universe we choose. 

NEW LIGHT ON ORTHOTENY 

A lecture by To n y Uedd on Saturaay, June 9th 1962. 

This account is taken �ro• notes �hich I took at the tiae, but wh�:h 

have not been written up until no�. This involves an interval o� 
nearly 28 years - 1 �onder i� this is a r�cord! Hy father and Phil1p 
H�selton �ere also pres•nt at this •��ting. 

The meeting started at 7.40 p.m. Tony began by saying that th1� 
is not a time for action , but for taking stock . (J have put the woros 
ubo•bs, buildingsN Jn brackets here, but cannot r�•e•b�r exactly �hat 
�as said}. In the past there may have been a great culture, of which 
only a vestige is left. Scientists seem to be out on a limb, and not 
making true progress. The saucer people say they never had the whee l 

so the main "tree trunk" is their magnetic science, and our l i mb we 
are travelling along is that of the wheel. We should look back to 
folk memor� to find information on higher culture from past lives. 

There have been changes in scientific thought reg arding life. I+ 
one planet has space travel, all can. Charles Gibbs-Smlt�, an 
aeronautical eng1neer, says 95X of UFO sightings are mistakes, but 
tn1s impli es some are real. Aime Mi che l has p l otte d straight lines 
from sight ings - sometimes as many as six - which cannot be due to 
ch ance . Somet1mes the lines focussed on one point wherp a 
ci gar -shape d object was seen <which supports Adamski) and at others 

objects did fall ing-leaf manoevres at cross1ng po1n��. 
Pub:icity-seeking and mass hallucination does not usually occur in 
str aigh t l1 nes. 

Tony then showed his slides - f irst a m ap of south-east Englan�. 
There was a chalk bridge between England and France, but tnis was 
eroded awa y, as was the chalk dome over the Weald of Kent . We sa�1 
sever�l pictures of clumps in the Chiddingstone area and maps show:�; 
tneir alignment. The stri king clump at Mark Beech was the scene of a 
sight1ng by Mrs. Everest of an egg-shaped silent Ru l sat1ng white l1g�� 
tre<velling north-westwards. The word "mark" is s i gni fic an t ar.c 
denotes a landmar k, as mentioned by Alfred Watkins of Hereford in hls 

discovery of alignments of ancient sites. We also saw a section of 
one of the lines show i n� five marks, many on h igh po i nts. W1nosor 
Castle and Stonehenge are also ley centres. 

Tony said it was his aim to bring the discoveries of Aime Michel 

and Alfred Wat k 1n s together - along with Adamski 's mention of magnet i c 
currents. Another contactee, Buck Nelson, al so said that the magnet1c 
currents were named and numbered, and that these were comparable to a 
cross-roads sign. The last word there aee�s to i ndicate that there 
are visible signs on the land.

Chr 1 sti anity wiped o�t earlier re l igions, of which the w1t=he� 
may have been the priestesses. Legend says witches dancea rounc 
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stones at mark points and the Lord changed them to stone. Circuit� c� 
stone are reminiscent of the copper circuits used by Eem�n for heall,� 

purposes, and could imply the circles were some kind of machine. 
Certai nly stones with quartz were carried to circle sites from io�g 
distances - why? Did they amplify the power? Brother Philip has said 
that it is important to gather knowledge of the golden age - it is GJr 

birthright. 

In Sanskrit Hvimana" means "wheel", but this is also the Indian 
word for aeroplane, suggesting earlier knowledge of round flying 
craft. Other indications of earlier knowledge include the Piri Re1� 
map, which has an accurate map of Antarctica - the shape of the 
coastline was only found recently with modern instruments. Other lost 
knowledge could include that of a "pattern body H which still expects a 
leg to be there after an amputation, and can give sensations if a hand 
is placed where the leg was.

GEORGE VAN TASSEL 

G�orge Van Tass�l was an A•�rican contact�e who' iiv�d at Giant Rock 
Airport� Yucca Vall�y, California. Th� rock aft�r w�ich the airport 
was naa�d was ind��d larg�, a hug� natural bould�r which had had a 
rooa carv�d into its bas� and which, according to Van Tass�l � was v�ry 
pow�rful and an aid to ••ntal coaaunication. Th� following is a� 
account of a broadcast Van Tass�l •ad• on an A•�rican T.V. progra•�E 
call�d NContactw during th� 1960s, and of which an Aa�rican friend 
s�nt •� a tap�. Of th� •v•ntual outco•� of th� • Jnt�gr�ton n I have no 
id�•-

In this programme George Van Tassel and Laurence Blazey <of the 
Cleveland UFO Society> were interviewed by "Harvey" (surname not 
given>. He was introduced as Georg@ Van T assel of Giant Rock Airport , 

Yucca Valley, California, author of Th� Council of th� S�ve� Lights. 

During the course of the programme Mr. Van Tassel gave an account 

of his first contact. It w as his custom and that of many in the area 
to take their bed outside to sleep, for it was far too hot inside and 
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they did not have air conditioning. One night he was awoken by a m�� 
standing at the foot of his bed. This was not unusual as he w�� 
fifteen mile� from the nearest other house and people with car trouble 
of�en �t op ped there. But this man introduced him�elf as "Sclvano�··· 
(or a s1milar name - the tape was rather blurred here) and i nv 1 ted hlm 

abo aro a craft that was standing nearby. He did not see it land en 
this or subsequent contacts. 

He was unable to wake his wife, which he thought unusual as she 
was usually a light sleeper, but accepted the invitation and found 
himself inside a cabin which looked similar to the one in the film The 
Pay the Earth Stood Still, except that this had a column in the centre 
from the floor to the ceiling. He w as ahown instruments which emerged 
from the walls and chairs which came out of the floor, and a wardrobe 
containing the people's clothes <there were three others aboard the 
ship). Then he was taken down through a "manhole" in the floor to see 
the working of the ship; he saw two rotors turning in opposite 
directions, and was told this was a magnetic motor . He likened it �o 
Ezekiel 's description of "wheels within wheels" in the Bible. H1!:' 
g<rJde, who wa� wearing a grey-blue roll-neck sweatshirt type g a r ment 
and "ski" tr oLtsers, responded to questions in his mind be-fore he :peke 
th em . After the contact the man returned with him to his bed, the� 
went back to the craft, which took off and was gone within seve� 
seconds. 

He ment ioned another occasion on which he had seen a saucer over 
Giant Rock � i rport, but another man had been pinned to the ground by 
the forcefield and so did not see it, though he heard it. He could 

not move till it had gone. 

In answer to a question as to whether saucers come from another 
" ti me zone" he said no, he was sure they came from other planets in 

this solar system, as they are familiar with us and our ways and have 
beer fo- thousands of years. Laurenc:e Blazey said here that he was 
sure there was a way station on the Moon used for close observation oL 
Earth, fro� telescopic evidence and communication 

.
with saucer peopl e . 

When asked about electricity blackouts, Hr . Van Ta�sel said he 
thought they were caused by the forcefield of craft if they cam@ cl8se 
to power lines. He implied this was not deliberate. 

Later, when asked by the interviewer (in a rather agressive way> 
to give evidence of his claims, he said that he had, from contacts 
with space people, known that the buzzing of Washington in 1952 wou ld 
occur, and had in fact told the officials there, but had been ignored.

MAY 22ND - LONDON EARTH MYSTERIES CIRCLE MEETING - HYPNOTIC REGRESSION 
AND PAST LIVES - PAUL BEW 

Paul Bew is conducting an ongoing pr-oject into hypnoti c 
r-egression and past lives under the auspices of the Association for 
th e Scientific Study of Anomalous Phenomena. A number- of find ings 
have come to light, one being that spontaneous attempts at r-egression 
a�e

.
usually more successful than those run on a r-igor-ous scientif1c 

bas1s. Ther-e was a case in which the same scene was describe� fro� 
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different v1ewpo1nts in two d;fferent h ypnot1c sessions - the sackin; 
of a monastery. One was from an outside observer, the ether f�cn E 
man� in the house. Often things not known are more sign1f1cant th�� 
ttu ngs kr.own. 

Subjects do not always take on the persona lity of the life sought 
sometimes they talk to the character, or even speak as if reading 

from a book. Sometimes images brought through are seemingly 
embroidered, and some information given is contradicted in subse quent 
sessions. Sometimes, when the subject does take on the personality, 
he incorporates the hypnot i st into the scene. In one case the 

hypnot1st was asked "Are you a spirit ?" The past life individual can 
"disappear" if the hypnot ist says something out of character for the 

time. 

Only one subject in f orty give s distinct reincarnation-typ e 
lives, <which fits with my communication that in trying to comply with 
the hypnotist's wishes the person tries to reach past l ives , but wi ll 
only do so if ps ych i cally able otherwise he will search his 

subconscious just as a computer will first search the floppy d1sc 
dri ve for its operating system , then 1f it fails will look for a haro 
d1sc. Thus the practice is made very difficult). 

One of the most s1gnificant things to come out of the pro j ect was 
an astrological study 1n the one case where dates of birth we� e 

forthcom1ng. These startl ing ly fitted the app arent natures of the 
1ncividuals de scr i bed, and there al�o seemed to be an astrological 

thread running through all the lives. 

In one case the group faked a newspaper c onfirmation of the lif� 

orought through, with minor changes, but this did not make the suoject 
change his story under hypnosis. No genuine documentary evidence fa� 
any of the lives has been found, however - for the distant ones th1s 
would not be expected though. In judging authenticity , thi�gs are 
made more diff1cult by the fact that for distant lives there can be 
rot much chance of confirmation, while details of more recent scenes 
could have been subconsciously remembered from a �oak or other source 
in t:hlS life. 

Paul feels that the conscious mind c an often not cope with the 
1nformation coming thr ough , and thinks information from dreams might 

give better information than that from hypnotic sessions.
