Gordon Millington and mysclf) are significant and intended o
show that the space people are real and sull with us, despite the horror stories that
seem o have overtahen the study ol Mving saucers at the present time.

our davs atter my sighung. there was one i Croatia, reported in Pegasus, Vol 8, No. 4.
On Wednesday, Aprid 16, 1997, at 5:15 p.m., the Croatian national TV aired a strange
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report during the show Ziva Istina (The Living Truth). According 1o the announcer, a 1110)
appeared over the town of Zagorje in northern Croatia. e said. "It seemed hke a giant
cigar.”

Finally. in the September 1ssue of Fortean Times there was an article by Janet Bord, who
strongly suggested that the vast majority of TIFO) pictures are fakes or misidentifications. The
only exception seemed to be one she had taken herself? This was interesting to me as it was
very similar to the one in the video I took over the M25 - exeept that that one was orange in
an orange skv. and the other was blue in a blue skv. The picture was taken on Julv dth 1983
over the Worcester and Birmingham Canal. [t was not seen by the photographer. but this 1s
not suprising as the contrast s not great and the viewtinder reduces the size of the seene
But the shadow underneath is very similar. and increasing the contrast of the picture revealed
smaller objecets underneath which make it look similar to one of the pictures taken by George
Adamski.

Mercury

George Hunt Williamson. in 7he Saucers Speak, claimed this is the communications centre
of the Solar Svstem.

Venus

The upper atmosphere of Venus is a firmament. This cloudy formation is not a sohd blanket
n any atmospheric level or zone. The firmament does not block the sun's clectromagnetic
spectrum that manifests as visible light, but 1t does block the harmful cosmic ravs more
cflectively than the Farth's atmosphere. Closest to the planet's surface 1s the life-supporting
troposphere. Ninetv pereent ol the Venusian air mass is contained in this region, with the same
atmospheric content of oxygen and nitrogen that is found in the Earth's troposphere. Carbon
dioxide 1s a verv minor constituent in the Venusian troposphere. Normal weather clouds and
winds are active in this region, providing an carth-like climate. The surface temperatures and
atmospheric pressure are also carth-lke. Oceans and numerons lakes exist on the surface The
planet Venus has a rotation period similar to the Farth's, making the Venusian dav 26 hours
in length. Anvone living on [arth could go to Venus and step out of a spaceship - the
conditions are that similar between the two plancets.

The Asteroid Belt

Mercury. Venus. Iarth and Mars are close enough to the sun to get good radiation. With the
planets iwyund Mars it is a different situation. At these distances the sun's radiation has
started to diminish. At this time it comes under the influence of the tremendous attracting foree
generated by the first asteroid belt which totally envelopes the central position of our solar
svstem. The negative charge of the asteroid belt is great cnough to attract the particles from
the sun and pull them back up to their original speed. Because this belt 1s grid-like 1n
construction, with thousands of openings and paths, similar to a window sereen with air going
through. the particles dash on through and enter the influence of the planets bevond.  Thesc.
being negative in themselves, as are all planets, attract from space the positive particles they
need for light and heat. At the same time infinite numbers of similar particles rush on past and
are attracted by a second asteroid belt between Neptune and Pluto. where the process 15
repeated all over again. This furnishes Pluto and the last three planets with normal light and
heat. (Twelve planets in all exist in our system, according to the space travelers.)

A third asteroid belt is bevond the twelfth planet. serving a dual purpose of blending space
within our system with that of neighboring systems. At the same time it serves as a protective
flter, cmnp;w]'ahlc to the ionosphere encompassing a planet. We might summarize by saving
The two inner asteroid belts gather ravs from the sun and speed them on through space. Thev
equalize, so to speak, conditions within the system from the arca of Mercury right on to the
outer reaches of our solar system, while the third keeps our system. as a unit, in balance with
those bevond. Because of this cosmic activity, of which we on Earth have not previously been
aware, we could go to any of our planets and enjoy a climate and atmosphere similar to our
own.

Certain forces come from the Sun and when they enter the earth’'s magnetic
field this resonating ficld causes friction. And from friction you get heat. There are other facts
about the Sun 1 cannot tell vou now. In outer space the Sun does not appearas bright as it
does to vou on Earth!’

NATIONAL SKY WATCH: 21st June 1997
Pewley Downs post, above GUILDFORD, Surrey
(Time: BST) - Site Report
by Lionel Beer, TEMS Co-ordinator

W.hcn I'left Hampton at 7.45 pm. the castern sky was filled with the most luminescent double
rainbow, which remained for some while.

I 'went for a site inspection on Pewley Downs at 9 pm, saw two rabbits and noted that the wind
and rain had abated.

Our group consisted of members of TEMS (the Travel & Larth Mysteries Society) and SEMG
(Surrey Earth Mysteries Group): Eileen Roche allowed us to use her house as ‘base-camp',
myself (Lionel Beer), Jimmy Goddard (SEMG co-ordinator), Richard Colbome (a former
BUFORA NIC), Hugh, Robert Haining, and Charles Retfoy.

We jointly went on site at 10 pm and set up a portable picnic table on the Downs. and had our
record photo taken at 10.15 pm. At this time there was almost 100% cloud cover. Shortly atier.
Richard Beet joined us, and we were pleased to see him as he was one of the original SIGADP
(Surey investigation Group on A.P.) oflicers (and editor of PLEGASUS) who were present at
the famous sKky-watches in the sixties.

‘The first atrcraft were not noticed unttl 10.35 pm. One flying trom south to north overhead at
cloud level appeared to resemble a flying triangle, but there was nothing to suggest that 1t was
other than a conventional aircraft. Later on, aircraft hights were noted to the ESE and were
assumed to be associated with Gatwick air tratlic.

At 11 pm there appeared to be two bright flashes in the clouds slightly to the south. It was
deduced that these might be reflections from electric train pick-ups, as we could see the railway
and trains to the SSW of us. However at 11.05 pm, we realised that a major tirework display
was taking place approx. to the west of our site, which included some colourtul and expensive
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mortar shells. The sound delay of several seconds, suggested that they must have been near
I-arnham. Although we noted the direction of moonrise, cloud-cover was such that we saw
it brietly, plus a couple of stars overhead also brieflv. Richard Colbome announced that he
had seen a 'glow-worm'. which seemed unlikely i view of the weather and temperature, but
all our team confirmed the sighting inthe wet grass! After nidnight we returned to base-camp
due to the detenorating weather. Three of us retumed at 4 am to sce the cloud-obscured
sunrise. but there was nothing of note to add.

George Adamski

I he most famous contactee of all was George Adamski, a Polish American whose adventures
with the "space people’ were chronicled in several books beginning with 'Ilving Saucers
IHave Landed'. This self-made man, whohad an interestinastronomy andoriental philosophies,
was out with some friends on 20th November 1952. They were picnicking in the Mohave
Desert in California when they noticed a cigar-shaped object which was chased away by
military jets - but not before it had ejected a silver dise which landed some distance away.

Adamski drove out near to where the saucer lay and was approached by a man dressed in
a one-peree sutt. They communicated using telepathy, and Adamski learned that the being
was from Venus. He said his race was concerned about the radiation from Atomic Bombs
reaching into space and harming other worlds. The alien also intormed Adamski that Earth
was beng visited by races from other planets in the solar system and beyond.

The witnesses to this encounter, observed through binoculars. signed atlidavits. Mectings
with other humanoids ensued. who took him on (lights into space and around the dark side
of the moon. But his description of wooded valleys was not borne out by subsequent space
mussions from arth.

Adamskr's photographs of cigar-shaped ‘'mother-ships' and close-ups of the smaller disc-
<haped ‘scout craft’ caused a lot of controversy. Critics compared the latter variously to part
ol a vacuum cleaner. a chicken feeder and a bottle cooling machine made m Wigan,
[ ancashire. This tumed out to have been designed afler the photographs were released, and
purposely engineered by a fan of Adamski's to look like the scout cralt. lowever, none ol
these items exactly matched the 1image captured on film.

In s defence. even seepties were impressed with Adamski's apparent sincerity. Science
journahist Robert Chapman wrote in 'UFO - Flving Saucers Over Britain”: "Adamski was so
damnabh normal and this was the overall impression I carried away. He helieved he had
made contact with - a man from Venus. and he did not see why anvone should disbelieve
lim L told myself that ifhe was deluded he was the most lucid and intelligent man I had met'
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Others around the world who had never heard of Adamski had sighted 1dentical abjects to
the scout cratt. One of them was a schoolboy named Stephen Darbishire, who with his
cousin took two photographs in Coniston one day i Februarv 1954, Leonard Cramp. an
acronautical engineer used a system called orthographic projection to prove that the object
depicted in Darbishire's and Adamski's photographs were proportionally identical

On his first trip into space Adamski observed "mamifestations taking place all around us.
as though billions upon bilhons of fireflies were thekernng evernvwhere”. This 1s not
something that would readily emerge liom the imagination to be included in a space vam
When astronaut John Glenn orbited Larth on 20th FFebruary 19602, he commented that a lot
of the httle things [ thought were stars were actually a bright yellowish green about the size
and ntensity as looking at a firefly on a real dark might. .there were hterally thousands of
them". Russian cosmonauts reported the same phenomenon, which turned out to be caused
by billions of retlective dust particles. How could George Adamski have guessed that?

ThissonofaPolish immigrant generated a world-wide following. By the mid-sixties how ever
his popularity was on the wane as his claims becamemore and more outlandish. Just months
before he died, on 26th February 1965, he was staying with a couple at their house m Silver
Spring, Maryland. That aftemoon Adamski and Madeleine Rodetter saw something
hovering through some trees. A car drew up and three men told Adamski: "Get vour cameras
- they're here!', before driving oft. Adamski grabbed the Rodetters' cine camera and produced
some 8mm colour footage of a scout ship which appeared to be suttering a distortion eftect
down one side. Was this meant to revive public interest in Adamski. or was it evidence that
the contacts, on some level at least, were real ?

Flying Saucer on Air Force Memorial?

The Royal Air Force Memorial on
Cooper's Hill overlooking Runnymede
Meadow in Surrey, which contains the
namesof all the wartime airmen who died
with no known graves, strangely has a
structure on top which very much
resembles a tlying saucer! This is not the
only saucer lookalike in Runnymede
however - the Magna Carta memorial
itself seems to have a very similar shape
and somewhat resembles the ship
featured in Forbidden Planet. 'The Air
Force Mermorial was designed by Maufe, the same architect who designed  Guildtord
Cathedral - though in the latter case 1t s an angel which surmounts the building!

The booklet is concluded with an account of the discovery of leys by Alfred
Watkins.

In 1961, Tony Wedd produced a manuscript Farth Men, Space Men, detalling many
claims ol extraterrestrial contact. It was never pubhshed. and the MS s presumably
lost. To trv to make up lor the loss in a much more modest size, this booklet has been
prepared. As well as giving details of some of the more prominent contact claims,
there are articles on the history of the STAR Fellowship and some of its personalities,
cvidence for hfe i the Solar System and investigation into extraterrestrial language.
