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CIGAR TALLY
Since the publication of the last Amskava, | have again scen the cigar-shaped object (or
onc like it), and there have been others who have scen them too, so it scems appropriate

to give an outline of the sightings, which scem to support Adamski's description of cigar-
shaped crafi:

Saturday April 12th 1997

Returning froma ficld trip at Limpsficld,
Eilecen Roche and Jimmy Goddard were
travelling along the M235 approximatcly
tcn minutes away from the Chertsey in-
tersection viewing a rather spectacular
sunsct. Away to the right there was a
small group ofcloudsand what sccmed to
beabright object underncathiit. This was
scen for about a minute before it disap-
pcaredbehind obstructions. Onapproach-
ing the intersection, however, it still ap-
peared to be in the same position under

the same picce of cloud and vidco was taken of it at this point, with a JVC digital video
camera.

Leaving the motorway just after 8.00 p.m. they pulled up in a lay-by in St. Peter's Way,
the motonway link road. and looked for the object again. By this time the clouds had drified
to the west and the object was in a clear patch of sky and vidco was taken of it from then
until the time it disappcarcd. Although on the video it was clcar that it was moving, this
was not immediately apparcnt at the time and it was thought that it might be the Hale-
Bopp comet which had been in the sky for some weeks. 1t moved across the sky crossing
anaircraft's vapour trail and this is the best section of the vidco as in somc others it went
out of focus at times. By the time it had crossed the trail it came to a point where street
lamps wcre in shot and by this time ft was clcar that it was moving.

Examination of the vidco. cspecially magnified on the playback zoom, indicated that the
object appearcd cigar-shaped from the start. though this had not been apparent duce o it
distance - the magnification revealed it. The best pictures were around the time it crossed
the vapour trail, and towards the end of the time it was visible. when it scemed to show
a shadowed sidc. 1t did not change shape or length as a vapour trail would do. although
it was the same colour, presumably because it was reflecting the sunsct. The sun had
completely sct by the time the main picce of video was taken. The video also captured the
voices of the two people watching the object.
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After the April sighting a numbcerofother cigar sightings were made. Richard Colborne,
another member of my carth mysterics group, saw onc shortly afterwards. and Gordon
Millington. who runs the Surrcy Investigation Group on Acrial Phenomena, saw onc on
tclevision! On a news broadcast from Northern Ircland. a reporter was giving an outside
report, and suddenly a cigar-shaped object appcared from behind his head and travelled

across the ficld of vision! No relerence to it was madc on the programme, as onc might
cxpect.

Monday, September 1st 1997

A19.40 a.m. I saw another very similar object, though for a shorter time. I was sitting in
the conscrvatory of our housc in Somersct with my wifc when I saw what I first thought
was a vapour trail, then saw that, like the other object. it was not changing size or shapc
as it moved across my ficld of vision then disappeared behind trees. This time it was in
a normal daylight sky so it did not have the orangc sunsct colour of the previous object.
It could not have been in view for more than half a minute, and by the time I had realised
its probablc nature it had gonc, somy wifc did not scc it. Shortly afterwards a vapour trail
was scen which contrasted with it. as with the previous onc. Unfortunately T did not have
my camera with me this time. [ have now become "vapour trail conscious" and scrutinisc
cvery onc | sce.

Four days after my sighting, there was onc in Croatia, reported in Pegasus, Vol.8, No.4.
(magazine of the Surrcy Investigation Group on Acrial Phcnomena):

"On Wednesday, April 16,1997, at 8:15 p. m., the Croatian national TV aircd a strange
rcport during the show Ziva Istina (The Living Truth). According to the announcer, a

UFO appcarcd over the town of Zagorjc in northern Croatia. He said, /1 seemed like agiant
cigar."

In the September 1997 issue of Fortean Times there was an article by Janet Bord. who
strongly suggested that the vast majority of UFO picturcs arc fakes or misidentifications.
The only exception secmed to be one she had taken herself! This was interesting to me
asitwasvery similartothcone in the video I took over the M25 - except that that one was
orange in an orange sky. and the other wasblue in a bluc sky. The picture was taken on
July 4th 1983 over the Worcester and Birmingham Canal. It was not sccn by the
photographcr, but this is not surprising as the contrast is not grcat and the viewfinder
reduces the size of the scene. But the shadow underncath is very similar. and increasing
the contrast of the picture revealed smaller objects underncath which make it look similar
to onc of the pictures taken by George Adamski.

July 11th, 1999

At 530 a.m. 1 was travelling with my wifc Doris between Wells and Croscombe in
Somerscet. when I saw a shadowed cigar as at Addlestone. 1 did not have a camera with
mc and by the time | realised what I was sceing we had entered Croscombe gorge and the
objcct was hidden by the high hillsides - so Doris did not scc it. By the time we emerged,
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it had gone. Bult there were also vapour trails in the sky and once again the difTerence
wasclear. When we passed the Micheldever arca | saw a crop circle ina ficld there, three

circles which turned out to be quite complex patterns when [ saw the picturc of it on the
web site later.

November 11th 1999
At 5.36 p.m., just before sunset | was again travelling with Doris through Wiltshire on
the way to Somersct and we had just passed Stonchenge. | had my
video camera with me this time as I had just taken some picturcs of
Rox Hill clump on the skyline for usc in the CD-ROM The Legacy
of Tony Wedd. as he had investigated that clump in his Stonchenge
rescarch. 1 saw a very similar cigar-shaped object 1o the 1998 onc,
although again it was not scen for so long - probably lcss than a
minute - and there was again nol

cnough time to alert Doris so she
could scc it (she was driving). But |
did geta few frames which look very
similar to the other Addlestone ci-
gar. It was also lower in the sky, so

there arc some trees o give an idea of
its apparent size.

Sunday 26th March 2000

at 7.00 a.m. we were returning from Somerset, when we came to the point where Cley Hill,
near Warminster, is visible in the distance from a hill. [ saw two small, bright reflective
objects (not long). Doris also saw them, but thought they were detached pieces of cloud.
Then Cley Hill went out of sight as we went lower, and the objects had gone by the time
it appeared again.

13th May 2000

1 was in the front garden of our housc when 1 saw what
secmed tobe atravelling cigar very similar to the 1997 onc.
Ittravelled without changing shapcin the same way, so was
clearly not a vapour trail. [ had adigital camcra with me
and took two shots, one distant and onc zoomed in. The
sighting did not last longer thana minute, but theobject was |3
scen to disappear by fading in exactly the same manncr as
the 1997 cigar vidco shows. Doris was in the garden at the
back and did not arrive in time (o scc it.

Cigar scen by pilot

From News North West (daily paper), report sent by Norman Darwen:

MY CLOSE ENCOUNTER OF THE BLURRED KIND

[t may scem like pic in the sky. But a pilot is convinced that this blurred image is a UFO
that ncarly crashed into his light aircrafl. David Hastings, 67. and his co-pilot David
Paticrson said they thought they were going to dic when a mysterious black shape headed
straight for them and then veered overhead.

Seconds later they became aware of
anobject moving on the port sidc of
their six scater aircraft. Mr Hasl-
ings from Salhousc. Norflolk.
grabbed his camcra and took two
picturcs out of the window of his
twin-cngined Cessna Skymaster.
When he got the film developed he
was astonished to scc the cigar
shaped objcct hovering clearly in
onc of the snaps.

Mr Haslings. who has been flying
for 40 vears. said "Thercis no doubt
in my mind that we had an cncoun-
ter with a UFO and I have got the
picturc to prove it. It appcars to have heat coming out of it becausc it was crecating an air
flux in the same way that you get a distorted wavy vicw on a hot day".

The incident happencd as Mr. Hastings and Mr. Patterson, a foriner World War 11 pilot,
were {lying at 10,500 feet over the Mojave Descrt in California. The pair wercon the way
from New York to Mr. Patterson's home in San Francisco after attending a convention for
veterans of the US Army Air Force Sccond Air Division.

Mr. Hastings. chairman of the divison's memorial library in
Norwich, Norfolk. said: "Wc realiscd there was something
heading straight for us. All of a sudden the cockpit went
black as the object appeared to {ly overhead. blocking out the
sun".

Hc showed the print to US Navy officers and said: "They
asked to keep the picture for a while and when I picked it up
a few days ago I asked them what they thought it was. They
rcfused to say anything and simply answered 'no comment'

Iy it a sline panaselial’”
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Mr. Hastings took the picture in June 1998 but only allowed it to be published when he
was intcrviewed for this month's edition of Pilot magazine. He said "Quitc a few airline

pilots see UFOs while they are flying - but I have never heard of one being photographed
like this".

A CONTACT FROM GERMANY

It was at the end of April 1957. Saturday aficrnoon, about 4 o'clock in the aficrnoon, |
made my way to the Steilkuste. I intended to visit my hiding placc and prove whether
still everything like that was, as I lefl it last year. 1 was on the way toward old Baucrnkaltc
Kosdorf. At this scason was it still light. Seawind biew in my facc. Now and then the
sun peeped by the cloud curtain. Ihad internal unrest. 1began to observe my surrounding
ficld most thoroughly. [ discovered nothing, in addition, nothing atall! When I looked
at the sky, however, | saw 2 cnormous disks. They were only there for a few scconds. |
had rubbed my eyces only bricfly, because | remembered its position. When I looked up
however again, everything was gone, | was possibly somewhat mixed up.

[ thought, 1 have a scrious illness! To react in such a way, is not unusual. [ had not
experienced anything like this before! T was at that time only 14 and in November 1937
Ibecame 15. Altogether | expericnced 6 such sightings, before it came to the mecting
with the extraterrestial human being on 18 July 1957 - which today I assume, was
preparation for me.

It required 2 steps [rom shrubs to come on to them - and took place in such a way. And
as | was contacted with my name and in my language , 1 was confused. Although my fear
came again and again, I wentnevertheless with them. Often I asked myself the question,
did they force me to go with them or not? Because they controlled suggestive influence!

Today I think it was force. But gentle force, not to harm humans. If these beings had
wanted do essentially scrious force, they would batten me and take me without returning
mc. And they would not also bother themselves to instruct me.

When I became aware where I was, [ had adjusted already to this strange environment in
that spaceship or shuttle alrcady used. Which happened to me there, was ingenious! An

intelligently co-ordinated instruction plan, which was apparcntly structured on my age
and undcrstanding,

(notes of the cditorship: On board the spaceship an instruction and a presentation took
place morc about our planets inseveral scctions, which took several days up. M. W. reports
about these expericnces in his manuscript. Belore he reccived the contact a proof of his
mecting on the way).

"Thisis the metallic cmblem, which all the
beings carricd on the right breast pocket.
This symbol could be their signature or
only one letter. Anyhow the emblem was
attached both at the flying object and also
at the shuttle" quotation, M.W,

Again at home, I thought again, why I had
to bc contacted. Again and always again!
My conclusion was that it was a coincidence! I had the appropriatcage and was also cven
in this arca. So they did not have to look for a long timc.

Many questions remain nevertheless unanswered: Why do they do that? What do they
aim at thercby?

Some pcople say, I do not believe it.  No-onc forces them!  Who is too putrid to think,
never will find ananswer to any problem. On a clear night we can sce the starsin the sky.
Therc are hundreds of millions of suns in our galaxy, around which more or less plancts
circle on which there may be life - high or low lifc. Then arrogant people say, we arc the

only cxisting intelligent beings in this system. There one can say only, foolishness before
stupidity! M.W. (alias)

Epiloguc of the editorship: Decide, dear reader, whether you give Mr. M.\W. credence.
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His full report appears anyhow very convincing. Interesting in thiscasc is thatMr. M.W.
gives certaincharacters. whichwe recognized from George Adamskiand other contactees.
although hcknows thesc only from what he has scen. Also the descriptionof the spaceship
aswell as the extraterrestial visitors is correct to a large extent with thosc the well-known
contact cases. The contact indicated to us that he camc into contact with the same
extraterrestial people as Adamski, Menger, clc.

up to date. Pleasc scnd us your opinions and questions. so that we pass these on (o Mr.
M.W.

Also we intend to publish the expericnces of M. W. on board the spaccship in book form.

Rivington has of course been somcthing of a Ufocal over the ycars! The most recent
sightingsI canrecall were in 1993, when anobject was followed from Wigan toRivington
- it was investigated by the Northern Anomalics Rescarch Organisation and written up
in their journal.

Silpho Moor Disc being sought

Thereisarcportfound on the Internetat http:/www.quin.net/~geibdan/newsd/rnd | . html,
rcported via the Fortcan Times On-linc Reporting scrviccat http:/www.fortcantimes.com,
that a rescarcher is sccking the lost Silpho Moor Disc. which crashed on the moor in 1957
and which was investigated and on onc occasion held by Tony Wedd:

Ufologist Stephen Balon, 44, of Pinnington, Lancashire is trying to unlock a ncarly 40-
year-old UFO mystery--the Silpho saucer. In December 1957, Fred Taylor and Frank
Dickenson, both of Scarborough, a coastal city in North Yorkshire. were on a stroll
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through the moors cast of town when they spotted "a red glowing object” in the night sky.
The two men hurricd back to Scarboroughto pick up somc torches (flashlights). Then they
returncd (o Silpho Moor.

Shortly before midnight, Taylor and Dickenson found a smoking crater on the moor.
Inside was a saucer. When the object finally cooled, the men dug it out and pried it open
with a knifc. Rolled up inside they found 17 pages of an unusual parchment or paper
covered with indecipherable hieroglyphics.

The Ministry of Defence and RAF dismissed the "Silpho saucer” as a "hoax." Metallic
analysis revealed the saucer to be madc of "copper or some unusual alloy of copper."

When the furor dicd down. the saucer and the 17 pages came into the possession of
Anthony Parker, a Scarborough solicitor (lawycr). Parker passed away recently, and now
Stephen Balon wants to find the long- filed-away artifacts.

"I think itmay have becn mislaid after Mr. Parkerdicd. but I am sure it is still somewhere
in Scarborough," said Balon, a member of the Dircct Investigations Group of Acrial
Phenomena. "Lknow that this is the sort of subject that will attracta few nutters and cranks,
but somebody must know where it is, and I would appeal to them to contact me."

PHILIP RODGERS
by Tony Wedd
Atonc timce | was closcly associated with a remarkable (riend called Philip Rodgers.
As avictim of retinitis pigmentosa he was handicapped by ncar-blindness, and did some
uscful work for blind people in gencral; asa fine musician he had music specially written
for him and his performances werc somectimes sought after by radio stations. These
twocame together when he helped sort outa method of interpreting the pattern of sounds
given out by a reading machine scanning musical notation. His interest in flying saucers
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brought me into contact with him in 1959,

In an article in Flying Sauccr Review Philip described how. when his friends saw ufos.
he would pick up a musical notc of a dcfinitc pitch. When he tried (o record these notes
on magnelic tape, he began to receive spoken messages: "Ship is rcal people” was the
first of them. Over the years he made several hundreds: fragments in the middle of
an hour-long sound track, which he cxcerpted for compactness. 1t scemed to me that
here was a stepahcad: the tape's minor role was (o prove that ufos were objective
facts, not hallucinations: their major role was to tell us something about the crews that
manned them and what they were up to.

It was obvious that Philip's musical ability was a grcat attraction for the spacc peoplc.
My spiel on Mcdicine and Music, Howard Menger's spontancous piano playing and
Bernard Byron's songs all support the idca that music forms an important link between
us and the spacce pcoplc.

In fact, Ulo and his girl, who dropped the Silpho Moor disc, said explicitly that our good
music belicd the claims of their authoritics that we were wholly bad: wherefore we were
worth contacting. provided they arranged a vehicle to destroy its propulsive mechanism
on landing.

One oftheclearest and mostinformative of Philip's tapes shows that the space pcople were
keen to listen to the BBC's first broadcast performance of An Overture by Lennox
Berkeley. A few days carlicr his tapes had picked up the fragment: "n'overture. he only
wrotc onc", so he tuncd inon his radio and sct the microphone to take the recording the
round-about way. Throughout the overture thercis not a murinur, but in the religious
talk preceding it there is a lot of intrusive comment, cnding up with "Quict now, it's on!"
Then, in the item following, onc hears two fascinating orders going out to listencrs
unseen, in @ mixture of English and some other lingo: "Use short wave. Change to 1.2
siddybolarius" and "Take part inair arm yava nyanna donava ionosphere". Chcers lor
the Spatial Navy!

That's very like some of the words occurring in Bernard Byron's song Ms. Anya Rav. In
fact mee-sce-mar occurs on some of Philip's other tapes; he said it was a greeting in
solexmar. Hc also had tapes on which thesc solexmar words followed an interlingual
word like sputnik... anya pardoo.

When I got to know about Philip morc intimately [ heard of an aspect of his work that
was more subjective: his telepathic contact, chiefly with a spacc person called Sclina:
though he had messages [rom scveral others as Sclina was not a very musical person
herself; but Bronya was. From the very start, he encouraged me to do "sessions” in which
he played the piano and 1 tricd to do tclepathy: onc of his favourite picces for this was
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Hunt the Squirrel. an old English folk song.

To assist him in these communications, he built a little gadget he called a yonskaler,
which mcant "carth-sky". It was an incredible achicvement for a ncar-blind person, with
over a hundred little parts of brass, aluminium, copper and stainless steel, including
two crystals he picked up on the Yorkshire Moors (where he got galena, pyrites, calcite
and quartz). He bolted cverything together, using no cheap solders, and hammered the
partsinto shapc. Theresult was anobject the sisc of anorange with a central, projecting
spindle ending in a thumb piccc. He noticed (wo special properties; it would flip over
on to its side, and it was warm to liold. By modifying the circuit onc way, he built his
SI, alittle flying disc; another way he got the formula for the roswinga, a pair of shoe
solcs about an inch thick on which he simply rested his fcet, as there seemed no point in
building on the lcather uppers (o make complclte boots. Theeflect was as good assitting
by a kilowatt bar firc. This design was particularly mcant to benefit his mother, who
suffered from arthritis and poor circulation. He would not let me use them, as he said
they had to be personaliscd. (o be tuned to their proper owner: cchoes of Henry Kecely's

In 1961, Tony Wedd produced a manuscript Farth Aen, Space Alen. detailing many
claims of extraterrestrial contact. It was never published, and the MS is presumably lost.
To try to make up for the loss in a much morc modest size. thisbooklet has been prepared.
Aswell as giving details of some of the more prominent contact claims. there are articles
on the history of the STAR Fellowship and some of its personalitics, cvidence for lifc in
the Solar System and investigation into extraterresirial languagc.
