In the two part series UFOS - The Secret Evidence, recently televised, the
presenter Nick Cook, adefence journalist, goes back to the days of the contactees
after discussing abduction experiences.

"Thereporteven indicated interviewing contactees to gather dataand ifthey were
thinking that over 25 years ago, what advances might be on the horizontoday?":

Cook then went to visit Tim Ventura, an inventor in Seattle, who seems to have
created a lifting device, which was shown to work. It was a trellis work of balsa
wood covered inaluminium foil with a corona wire above and a 3-4 centimetre air
gap between, and a high-voltage electric field.
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He concluded the programme by saying that although he had come to the
conclusion that UFOs were largely a CIA cover for cold waractivities, he still found
the sightings of UFOs over Capitol Hill in 1952 baffling.

He said "One of the witnesses had a camcorder. Two Lynx helicopters had been
scrambled from the naval base at Portland over the hill. By this time the UFO had
ascended to about 60,000 feet in the blink ofan eye. We looked at the film frame
by frame and saw things that couldn't be seen when it was run - small spheres
dropping down out of the craft".

Sometimes, some children are born with quite fascinating talents, unusualabilities.

I wastold the story ofanunusual boy named Boriska from
members of an expedition to the anomaly zone located in
the north of the Volgograd region, most commonly re-
ferred to as "Medvedetskaya gryada".

Logs were cracking, night's fog enveloped the area and the immense dark sky with
myriads of brightly lit stars seemed to conceal some sort of a mystery. His story
lasted for about an hour and a half. One guy was smart enough to tape the entire
narration.

Many were stunned by the two distinctive factors. First of all, the boy possessed
exceptionally profound knowledge. His intellect was obviously far from that ofa
typical 7-year-old. Notevery professor iscapable of narrating the entire history of
Lemuria and Lemurians and its inhabitants in such details.

He was born
in Volzhskii town in a suburban hospital, even though officially, based on the
paperwork, his birthplace is the town of Zhirnovsk of Volgograd region. His
birthday is January 1 Ith, 1996. (Perhaps it will be helpful for astrologers).

His parents seem to be wonderful people. Nadezhda, Boriska's mother, is a
dermatologistinapublicclinic. She graduated from Volgogradmedicalinstitute not
so long ago in 1991. The boy's father is a retired officer. Both of them would be
happy if someone could shed the light onto the mystery behind their child. In the
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meantime, they simply observe him and watch him grow.

After Boriska was born, I noticed he was able to hold his head in 15 days, recalls
Nadezhda. His firstword "baba" he uttered whenhe was4 monthsoldand verysoon
afterward started talking. Atage 7 months, he constructed his first sentence, "l want
anail." He said this particular phrase after noticing a nail stuck in the wall. Most
notably, his intellectual abilities surpassed his physical ones. How did those abilities
manifest themselves?

WhenBoriswas just one year old, I started giving him letters (based onthe Nikitin's
system) and guess what, at 1.5 he was able to read large newspaper print. It didn't
take long for him to get acquainted with colorsandtheirshades.He beganto paint
at2. Then, soon after he turned 2, we took him to the children day care center.
Teachers were all stunned by his talents and his unusual way of thinking. The boy
possesses exceptionalmemoryand an unbelievable ability to graspnew information.
However, his parents soon noticed that their child had been acquiring information
in his own unique way, from some place else.

No one has ever taught him that, recalls Nadya. But sometimes, he would sit in a
lotus position and start all these talks. He would talk about Mars, about planetary
systems, distantcivilizations.wecouldn'tbelieve our ownears. How can akid know
all this? Cosmos, never-ending stories of other worlds and the immense skies, are
like daily mantras for him since he was 2.

It was then that Boriska told us about his previous life on Mars, about the fact that
the planet wasin factinhabited, but asaresult ofthe most powerful and destructive
catastrophehad lost its atmosphere and thatnowadaysallits inhabitantshave to live
inundergroundcities. Back then, he usedto fly toearth quite often fortrade and other
research purposes. It seems that Boriska piloted his spaceship himself. This was
during the times of the Lemurian civilizations. He had a Lemurian friend who had
beenkilled right before his own eyes.

A major catastrophe took place on earth. A gigantic continent was consumed by
stormywaters. Thensuddenly, amassive rock fell ona friend who wasthere, tells
Boriska. I could not save him. We are destined to meet some time in this life. The
boy envisions the entire picture of the fall of Lemuria as though it happened
yesterday. He grieves the death of his best friend as though it was his fault.

One day, he noticed a book in his mother"s bag entitled Where do we come from?
by Ernst Muldashev. One should have seen the kind of happiness and fascination
thisdiscoverytriggered inthelittleboy. He"sbeenflippingthrough pages for hours,
looking at sketches of Lemurians, photos of Tibet. He then started talking about
high intellect of the Lemurians. But Lemuria ceased to exist minimum 800 000
years ago, | uttered in response to his statements. Lemurians were 9 meters tall!
Is that so? How can you remember all this? I do remember, replied the boy.

Later, he beganrecalling another book by Muldashev entitled /n Search ofthe City
of Gods. The book is mainly devoted to ancient tombs and pyramids. Boriska
firmly stated that people will find knowledge under one of the pyramids (not the
pyramid of Cheops). It hasn't been discovered yet. "Life will change once the
Sphinx will be opened," said he and added that the great Sphinx has an opening
mechanism somewhere behind his ear (but he does not remember where exactly).
The boy alsotalks with great passion and enthusiasm aboutthe Mayancivilization.
Accordingto him, we know very little about this great civilization and its people.

Mostinterestingly, Boriska thinks that nowadays the time has finally come for the
"specialones"tobe born onearth. Planet'srebirthisapproaching. New knowledge
will be in great demand, a different mentality of earthlings. "How do you know
about these gifted kids and why this is happening? Are you aware that they are
called "indigo"kids?"

"I know that they are being born. However,  haven't met anyone in my town yet.
Perhapsmaybe this one girlnamed Y ulia Petrova. She is the only one who believes
me. Otherssimply laughat my stories. Something is going to happen on earth; that
is why these kids are of importance. They will be able to help people. The Poles
willshift. The first major catastrophe withoneofthe continents willhappenin2009.
Next one will take place in 2013; it will be even more devastating."

"Aren't you scared that your life may also going to end as a result of that
catastrophe?"

"No. I'm not afraid. I have lived through one catastrophe on Mars already. There
still live people like us out there. But after the nuclear war, everything has burnt
down. Some of those people managed to survive. They built shelters, new
weaponry. There was also a shift of continents there, although the continent was
not as large. Martians breathe gas. In case they arrived to our planet, they would
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have been all standing next to pipes and breathing in fumes."
"Do you prefer breathing oxygen?"

"Onceyou are in thisbody, you have to breatheoxygen.However, Martians dislike
this air, earth's air, because it causes aging. Martians are all relatively young, about
30-35 years old. The amount of such Martian children will increase annually."

"Boris, why do our space stations crash before they reach Mars?"

"Mars transmits special signals aimed at destroying them. Those stations contain
harmfulradiation."

[ wasamazed by his knowledge of this sort of radiation "Fabos". This is absolutely
true. Backin 1988 resident of Volzhsky Yuri Lushnichenko, aman with extrasen-
sory powersattempted to warn Soviet leadersabout the inevitable crash of the first
Soviet space stations "Fobos 1" and "Fobos-2". He also mentioned this sort of an

Continuing flap in Mexico

Since 1991 events taking place in Mexico have had extraordinary implications for exopolitics.

Strange lights and potato-shaped objects gliding across the skyline are more typical of the
Mojave Desert and Roswell, New Mexico but suburban Mitcham has had its share of
unexplained sightings. While it has never exactly been a UFO hotspot a number of unusual
sights have been made above the town, according to James Clark in his book called Strange
Mitcham. In 1963 a strange object was seen gliding across the sky on the evening of August
15. Thepolice received several telephone calls from alarmed people who had seen the object
as the skies were darkening. One explanation given at the time was shooting stars but these
zip across the sky and rarely resemble vegetables. Two months later on October 14 a pair
of unusual lights, swaying across the sky from left to right from the direction of London,
was seen between 7.50 p.m. and 8.00 p.m.

The excitement died down until 1997 when a wave of sightings occurred throughout
September and October all across Merton. The first sighting was made on September 6 near
Morden Hall Park when a large bright white light apparently hovered and danced over a tree
in the park near Morden Lodge before finally disappearing at terrific speed. The light
returned the following morning and danced for a while before it shot off sideways, followed
by a second light. The sightings interested the Travel and Earth Mysteries Society a month
later and a further 20 sightings were reported in a fortnight, including orange lights crossing
the centre of Mitcham Common, a crimson light hovering above trees in Wimbledon and
a bright white light hovering over King's College School, Wimbledon. By November 1997
there were 27 reports of UFOs seen in Morden, Wimbledon and Mitcham. People had seen
unidentified red lights, green lights and white lights, some held together and some had bits
break off them and fall to earth, some witnesses even gave descriptions of structured craft.
One man claimed to have seen a craft "the size of a house" hovering over a Wimbledon
recreation ground. 11
