Duloe stone circle

In the last issue of Touchstone, the magazine of
the Surrey Earth Mysteries Group and Amskaya's
sister magazine, there was areport of a stone circle
at Duloe in Cornwall, south of Lundy Island in the
Bristol Channel and forming another triangle of the
same proportions as the Stonehenge Lunation
Triangle found by Robin Heath and John Michell.
The Cornwall UFO Research Group, on their web
site, reported a very interesting sighting over this
circlein2006:

The other picture on the web site

In the early hours of Tuesday morning, 18 July
2006, time 12.20am two witness were just arriving at their house in Duloe, near Looe in
Cornwall. After parking their car outside their house, one of the witnesses took a quick
look at the sky, as it was a lovely morning with a clear sky, suddenly something caught
the witness's eye, he then focused his eyes on some objects that were in the sky just across
Jfrom the road were they were both standing, the witness then decided to go indoors to wake
his son up, so now there were 3 witnesses. They then observed 7 disk shaped objects which
were illumating a very bright yellow/white light,which were interacting with each other,
they were going around in circles and criss crossing each other in the sky, they were also
making a clicking sound/noise. Just below the disks were 7 standing stones in a circle,
after a period of 20 minutes all the disks just disappeared, the 3 witness were amazed at
what they had just seen, they had never seen anything like this before. They then contacted
me though my web site and ask me if [ could put out an appeal for any other witness to this
sighting, in the Cornish Tmes. Later that week there was a story about a mini tornado in
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the same village which happened on the same day of the sighting.

On the page was also a picture of one of the Duloe stones with a strange effect on the picture
(not taken at the same time as the sighting as far as I know). The sighting, with its
accompanying sounds, is evidence for the idea, put forward by Tony, that the leys represent
energy currents on the earth which the flying saucers can interact with. He also pointed
to a statement by contactee Buck Nelson who was apparently told that "there are magnetic
currents, each of which is named and numbered, and where these cross is comparable to
a cross-roads sign". He noted the word "sign" in particular and felt that it indicated that
the currents were marked with physical markers on the earth, thus leading to the connection
with Watkins' ley alignments. This also led to the finding of these energy currents by many
people in the 1960s and later, detecting them with dowsing and other means, including my
sandjar ley power detector.

THE FRENCH UFO FILES
This cutting, from "Le Courrier Picard" of 26th March 2007 (sent to me by Chantal Bailly
of Hermes, and translated by Google Language Tools), indicates that France has put its
official UFO files on line, the first country to do so:
UFOtransparency

France became the first country in the world has to put on line its official files on unidentified
flying objects, in a new exercise of transparency which aims has to dissipate the charges
of disinformation launched by some enthusiasts. The curiosity of the Net surfers was such
that the site (http://www.cnes-geipan.fr/geipan) was blocked all day Thursday. "It is the
first in the world" underlines Jacques Patenet, the person in charge of the Group of Studies
and of Information on the Aerospace Phenomena not Identified (GEIPAN) and the National
Centre of Space Studies (CNES).

"Yes, it is true, that in the United States, one can require this information on a case-by-case
basis. But we on the contrary have placed at the disposal of the public the whole of the
information", says Mr. Patenet. These files contain approximately 400 cases for the time
being, that is to say a quarter of the some 1600 cases observed in France since the Fifties
(some older cases are added to it). "We employ a full-time person to have the totality of
our files on line by the end of the year", he assures. The GEIPAN also hopes to integrate
photographs and videos gradually. "The principle which animates us, is that there is none
we will not put on line, with only one reserve: the protection of privacy". There are not any
documents classed Defence in the files of the CNS and I did not receive any particular
instruction in that field " affirms Mr. Patenet.

Documents without personal data
Essentially, the documents put on line are official reports of gendarmerie, without personal
data on the witnesses. "UFOlogists (enthusiasts of flying saucers) will not find scoops of
unknown cases in this database " he said. The principal problem encountered by the
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scientists is the vagueness of the majority of testimonies. A witness will be able to thus
ensure to have seen an object flying "in shape of a toilet paper roller" but they will be much
less precise when they must consider its azimuth angle.

Whereas the preceding person in charge of these phenomena within the CNES mentioned
the quarrels surrounding the UFOs, Mr. Patenet ensures that the organization would leave
it from now on so that it has a purely scientific approach. "We do not have the least
beginning of proof that extraterrestrials are behind the unexplained demonstrations - or that
they are not".

The site, easy to use, makes it possible to make research by area (or department), by date
or keywords. It is also possible to select by category of case: "A" (elucidates and shows)
"B" (probable explanation without formal proof) "C" (insufficiency of information) and "D"
(unexplained in spite of solid testimonies, approximately a quarter of the files).

Two sightings reported on the site, both from Brittany, seem to indicate smaller objects
in conjunction with a larger cigar-shaped one, as described by George Adamski:

TRINITY PORHOUET Brittanyarea Morbihan department

Detailed description on May 25, 1985 about 10'clock in the morning, several witnesses in
a car saw in the sky many flashes of different colors. These lights ignite alternatively and
at various places. Two white points of light drew their attention more particularly: they are
seemed to approach and disappear behind a curtain of trees from their property. The
witnesses then distinguished between two trees a rectangular form of a sharp red which
seemed to be posed on the opposite hill . Frightened they returned to their premises and
a few moments later heard a deafening noise. When they arose the object had disappeared.
Excluding the flashes which could be demonstrations of local storms, no explanation could
be brought .

PLOERMEL Brittany area Morbihandepartment

On July 22, 1985 observing at his place a particular light, a witness decided to go to the
supposed place of the light. On the spot not seeing anything and after having discussed
with another person, these witnesses were suddenly surprised to see within approximately
200 meters of them, large a20 meters lengthoval form and 5 meters in height emitting arather
pale gleam. A flashing light seemed to follow the circumference of this form. There was
another more brilliant source of light, changing intensity, with greater dimensions. The
witnesses then saw this phenomenon appearing and disappearing without hearing noise.
Later and at another place, other people as well as the principal witness saw a luminous
phenomenon having the shape of a cylinder to the variable light intensity and whose back
seems to sweep the sky like projectors. The observation was done between 23h15 and 3h30
in the morning before a sudden and final disappearance. No other information could be
collected on this phenomenon which remains unexplained.
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SIGHTINGS AT STRATFORD-ON-AVON IN JULY

UFOsightings bringtown to a standstill

A crowd of 100 stunned stargazers brought a town centre to a standstill when five
mysterious UFOs were spotted hovering in the sky. Drinkers spilled out of pubs, motorists
stopped to gawp and camera phones were aimed upwards as the five orbs, in a seeming
formation, hovered above Stratford-Upon-Avon for half an hour. The unidentified flying
objects lit up the otherwise clear night sky above Shakespeare's birthplace in Warwickshire
on Saturday. Although Air Traffic Control reported no unusual activity, some witnesses
were convinced they were witnessing an extra-terrestrial spectacle. Crowds gathered to
gawp at the strange lights that hovered silently over Stratford for 30 minutes.

The strange episode started just after 10.30pm, when the lights were seen hovering slowly
over the town before three of them formed a triangular shape with one positioned just to
the right. A few minutes later a fifth came into
view travelling towards the others at break-
neck speed before slowing down and stop-
ping a short distance away.

Sceptics dismissed the UFOs as nothing more
than hot air balloons, fireworks or even lan-
terns which had broken loose from a local
rugby club. Others, however, claimed the
speed and agility of the objects was unlike any
known aircraft and said the odd movement,
lack of noise and the length of time in the air
discounted any man-made explanation.

Sighting at Stratford-on-Avon

Tom Hawkes, who captured these amazing

images, spotted the lights during his girlfriend Kate Lyall's birthday at the One Elm pub.
He and the 15 other revellers were in the bar when they spotted some commotion outside.
Tom, 30, said: "We walked outside and there was at that time a growing crowd of about
60 people looking up at something in the sky.

"I saw this light appear, then three others. They came over our heads in formation but then
manouvered into different positions. Three had formed a triangular shape and one was
to the right. Then another one came hurtling towards the rest at what looked like a very
fast speed. But as it neared them it suddenly slowed and stopped altogether. "By this time
more people had poured out onto the street. Two pubs had emptied, some people had come
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out of their houses and drivers slowed their cars. The objects were there for about half an
hour. It was very eerie because they didn't make any sound and they stayed still before
moving slowly beyond the horizon. There were no stars in the sky, just them. It was the
most extraordinary thing I've ever seen and the way in which everyone gathered in the street
to watch them reminded me of a scene from Independence Day."

The extraordinary scenes were also witnessed by some of the staff of the One Elm pub. Chef
Kern Griffiths, 26, said: "I saw five lights, we all thought they were hot air balloons at first
because the glowing spheres looked like a burst of flames. But I couldn't see any outline of
the balloon itself and they were travelling far too fast. Suddenly someone shouted 'look’
and there were these bright dots fizzing across the sky. It was weird, the way they moved
did look alien. Some people reckon they're fireworks but they were lit up in the sky for far
too long, the local rugby club say they were lanterns that blew loose over the weekend but
these objects were far too fast and too high up. They were unlike any aircraft I've seen. It's
a mystery."

Hillary Potter from The British Earth Aerial Mystery Society (BEAMS) said they were being
inundated with similar calls from across the country but said it was rare for such phenomena
to be witnessed by so many people. She said: "Such incidents have been on the increase
recently. There are reports at the moment coming in from all over the country. We've had
many reports of people seeing quite large unidentified objects in the skies. It's not going
away, [t seems these incidents are becoming more bold. People don't know what to do when
they witness such sights and that's what we're here for. We take the reports very seriously."

A Mod Spokesman said: "The MoD does not have any expertise or role in respect of UFOs
or flying saucer matters or to the question of the existence of extra terrestrial life forms, about
which we remain totally open minded. I should add that to date the MoD knows of no
evidence which substantiates the existence of these alleged phenomena. The MoD
examines any reports of unidentified flying objects it receives solely to establish whether
what was seen might have some defence significance. Namely whether there is any evidence
that the UK air space might have been compromised by hostile or unauthorised foreign
military activity. Unless there is evidence of a potential threat to the United Kingdom from
an external military source, and to date no UFO report has revealed such evidence, we do
not attempt to identify the precise nature of each sighting reported to us. We believe that
rational explanations such as aircraft lights or natural phenomena could be found for them
if resources were diverted for this purpose but its not the function of the MoD to provide
this kind of aerial identification service."

Frankie Spray, from Wellesbourne Airfield, just outside Stratford, added: "The lights were
nothing to do with us. None of our aircraft fly at night at this time of year. It's very bizarre
but I've got no explanation as to what the lights were." Birmingham Air Space which covers
the skies over the town said they had not heard of any unusual activity showing up on the
radar. 6

THE BATTLE OF LOS ANGELES

Five years before Roswell, five years before pilot Kenneth Arnold's landmark sightings of
"flying saucers" in the Pacific Northwest, 3 years before the Battle of the Bulge, two years
before D-Day, and years before the so-called "modern UFO era" had officially begun, there
was the Battle of Los Angeles, arguably the most sensational, dramatic UFO mass
encounter on record.

Have you ever heard of the Battle of Los Angeles? Few have. Imagine a visiting spacecraft
from another world, or dimension, hovering over a panicked and blacked-out LA in the
middle of the night just weeks after Pearl Harbor at the height of WWII fear and paranoia.
Imagine how this huge ship, assumed to be some unknown Japanese aircraft, was then
attacked as it hung, nearly stationary, over Culver City and Santa Monica by dozens of
Army anti-aircraft batteries firing nearly 2,000 rounds of 12 pound, high explosive shells
in full view of hundreds of thousands of residents. Imagine all of that and you have an idea
of what was the Battle of Los Angeles.

The sudden appearance of the enormous round object triggered all of LA and most of
Southern California into an immediate wartime blackout with thousands of Air Raid
Wardens scurrying all over the darkened city while the drama unfolded in the skies above...
a drama which would result in the deaths of six people and the raining of shell fragments
on homes, streets, and buildings for miles around.

Dozens of gun crews and searchlights of the Army's 37th Coast Artillery Brigade easily
targeted the huge ship which hung like a surreal magic lantern in the clear, dark winter sky
over the City of the Angels. Few in the city were left asleep after the Coastal Defense gunners
commenced firing hundreds and hundreds of rounds up toward the glowing ship which was
apparently first sighted as it hov-
ered above such west side land-
marks as the MGM studios in
Culver City. The thump of the
batteries and the ignition of the
aerialshells reverberated fromone |
end of LA to the other as the gun
crews easily landed scores of what
many termed "direct hits"....all to
no avail. Here now, is what the
night skies of LA looked like atthe
height of the firing.... Pay close
attention to the convergence of &
the searchlights and you will
clearly see the shape of the visitor




visitor within the illuminated target area. It's a BIG item and seemed completely oblivious to
the hundreds of AA shells bursting on and adjacent to it which caused it no evident dismay.
There were casualties, however...on the ground. At least 6 people died as a direct result of
the Army's attack on the UFO which slowly and leisurely made its way down to and then over
Long Beach before finally moving off and disappearing.

Witness to the battle

In February, 1942, Katie was a young, beautiful, and highly-successful interior decorator and
artist who worked with many of Hollywood's most glamorous celebrities and film industry
luminaries. She lived on the west side of Los Angeles, not far from Santa Monica. With the
outbreak of the war with Japan and the rising fear of a Japanese air attack, or even invasion
of the West Coast, thousands of residents volunteered for wartime duties on the home front.
Katie volunteered to become an Air Raid Warden as did 12,000 other residents in the
sprawling city of Los Angeles and surrounding communities.

In the early morning hours of February 25th, Katie's phone rang. It was the Air Raid supervisor
in her district notifying her of an alert and asking if she had seen the object in the sky very
close to her home. She immediately walked to a window and looked up. "It was huge! It was
just enormous! And it was practically right over my house. I had never seen anything like
it in my life!" she said. "It was just hovering there in the sky and hardly moving at all." With
the city blacked out, Katie, and hundreds of thousands of others, were able to see the eerie
visitor with spectacular clarity. "It was a lovely pale orange and about the most beautiful thing
you've ever seen. | could see it perfectly because it was very close. It was big!"

The U.S. Army anti-aircraft searchlights by this time had the object completely covered.
"They sent fighter planes up (the Army denied any of its fighters were in action) and I watched
them in groups approach it and then turn away. There were shooting at it but it didn't seem
to matter." Katie is insistent about the use of planes in the attack on the object. The planes
were apparently called off after several minutes and then the ground cannon opened up. "It
was like the Fourth of July but much louder. They were firing like crazy but they couldn't touch
it." The attack on the object lasted over half an hour before the visitor eventually disappeared
from sight. Many eyewitnesses talked of numerous "direct hits" on the big craft but no
damage was seen done to it. "I'll never forget what a magnificent sight it was. Just marvelous.
And what a georgeous color!", said Katie.
