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UFO SIGHTINGS FLOOD SKY AT NIGHT MAGAZINE 

The number of UFO sightings recently seems to have impacted on Sky at Night Magazine, 
as the editor, in the editorial, says it is the subject of more letters and emails to them than 
any other. He begins by casting doubt on the guality of the observations and the reporting 
of them, then says that although odd things do occur in space, nobody will convince him 
that aliens have visited Earth (a very definite-and fmal statement). He hopes that those 
reporting them are not disappointed �hen. triid they are defmitely misinterpretations of 
known objects, and then goes on_ to say li� hopes they are still curious (even though, 
apparently, he is not). 

There is a two-page spread further on in the magazine "So you thought you saw a UFO? 
What you saw was probably ... ". It gives pictures of various things that can be seen in the 
sky, such as military aircraft, meteor fireballs, the International Space Station etc., well laced 
with witness disparaging, such as "a newbie might mistake them for an unworldly space­
craft .. , uover-anxious witnesses might run screaming to the media", and "sometimes all 
rational thought seems to go out of the window". There is a good picture of a lenticular cloud, 
though - one of which I saw shortly after the total eclipse in Turkey. 

Patrick Moore's regular article "The Universe according to Patrick 
Moore" in this issue is somewhat better, and he even goes so far 
as to say that some UFO sightings cannot be easily dismissed, and 
that the possibility of alien visitors is not impossible, but still insists 
that it is safe to say no advanced life exists in the Solar System. He 
thinks it is not impossible as other civilisations could have solved 
the problem of interstellar travel, though he thinks anything like 
space warps are completely unrealistic .. �evertheless, he thinks 
that something may rule out interstellal:' travel, or that we may be 
completely alone in the Universe after a11. An� he insists there is 
no evidence for any visits so fen:, even though he-mentions Roswell.

There are two things co�ected with Sky at Ntgh( Magazine that 
seem to contradict this- "no evidence": stance, and both have been 
published in previou� issues of Amskaya. On� was the cigar­
shaped object travelling across Saturn's rings, in a movie clip on 

Cassini Saturn one of the magazine's CD-ROMs. (It was made from pictures from 
cigar the Cassini probe). The other is the erratically-moving object that

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MORE ORANGE LIGHTS 

A BBC comments page has generated a number of recent reports of orange-light UFOs 
- many of them over Wales: 

Brian, Old Colwyn Tue Oct 20 2009 
Last Wednesday evening (14th Oct 09) at about 1845hrs I had just arrived home ( 0 Id Colwyn 
on theN Wales coast) and was unloading my car. It was a very still evening with no wind 
and little cloud but with large clear patches out over theN Wales coast about 2-3miles to 
the North. My wife came out to help, next thing she said - 'oh, what's that up there?' I looked 
up and saw what I first thought was the locally based police helicopter which frequents the 
are� it is based a few miles down the coast from me. It was about 1 OOOft and heading slowly 
inland from the coast heading in a south direction. It had a large single orange light (non­
flashing) on the front so at this point was not properly visible. Also, it was completely 
noiseless, (if it had been the police helicopter or indeed a plane I would have heard it by 
now.) 

At this point I thought it was an airliner as we are close to a major route (BRAVO 1 ), but 
soon realised that this craft(?) was way off route and was far too low. I rushed into the house 
to get my binoculars. By this time the object appeared to be climbing at a steady rate, but 
very slow and the orange light began to fade. I focused my binoculars and saw the light 
fade out. I expected to see the fuselage of either a helicopter or airliner or small plane - not 
so! To my amazement it was a black featureless object, estimated at least the size of a family 
car (probably much larger) which seemed to be oscillating or spinning and still completely 
noiseless. It had no wings, rotors or tailplane and no lights - I can describe it as a large cube 
shape with the sides distorting or slowly oscillating. I passed the binoculars to my wife who 
confirmed the same· 'a black not quite square object'. At this point it was difficult to see 
with the naked eye as the daylight was fading fast, however the object began to turn to the 
left parallel to the coast still travelling slowly at about 1 000-1500 ft (estimated). At this point 
I lost it in the accumulating cloud and I went into the house. 

About 10 m ins later (about 1900hrs) I came out again and to my amazement saw the object 
again in the same position and height speed etc and with a single non-flashing orange light. 
As it got closer the light faded to reveal the same black object(no wings, rotors or tailplane). 
It again then turned to the left and disappeared into cloud. I again waited about 1 0 mins to 
see if it would return however by this time it was getting too dark and also the clouds were 
increasing. I have lived on the North Wales coast for 52 years and am used to seeing airliners 
and military jets (the area is used by the RAF for low level training) and also BAE Warton 
is located across Irish sea near Blackpool, however I am an experienced 'planespotter' and 
I know what I saw! - this object was no (conventional!) plane or helicopter and was 
completely noiseless with no wings, rotors or tailplane. It couldn't have been a weather 
balloon because it changed direction and did 2 circuits I orbits in windless conditions. I 
doubt if it was a hang glider flying in near darkness (they don't have large orange lights on 
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them do they?). It was not the local police helicopter or plane. It was not the ISS 
(international space station) or space debris or satellite becaue it was too low (not in earth 
orbit). It was not a meteor because they are fast moving when returning to earth. Whatever 
this was (Black triangle, Military UA V or indeed alien craft!!) I do not know, however, it 
was my first sighting and I am convinced that it was 'intelligently controlled' and not 

artificial. 

Sandra Taylor, Kinmel Bay, Wed Oct 14 2009 
At 11.45pm Saturday 1Oth Oct 2009 I was about to go to bed. I opened my back door to let 
my two dogs out. As I stood at the doorway I saw a bright orange light in the sky above 
Towyn. My first thought was a fireball. The object kept moving and as it got opposite to 
me its shape had altered to an oblong shape,but still bright orange. There was no noise 
whatsoever. I stood there fascinated by this object, trying to figure out what it was. It 

hovered for about one minute, still no noise so I knew it wasn't an aircraft. It then moved 
towards the east over Rhyl and then seemed to pick up speed, changing direction, then 
disappeared. I have never seen anything like this before. It was definitely not a helicopter 
or any other aircraft. It was approx 4 miles up and when it was opposite to me it looked like 
a street light spinning round. 

Barry, Wrexham, Mon Oct 5 2009 
My friend and I were in his garden burning logs on his burner, it was between 11.30pm and 
11.45pm. We saw two white lights in the distance coming over. At first we thought they 
were Chinese lanterns but as they got closer we knew different. They came right over us 

slow then sped off there was no sound. I could see like a circle underneath with segments 
around it then within seconds two more appeared and followed. My friend and I thought 
we'd better not tell anyone in case they thought we were mad and ribbed us over it. 

Kun Moo Sep 21 2009 
Saturday 19/09/09, 19:57. With four workmates we saw about8 orange objects flying over 
Whitby park in Ellesmere Port. They glided over the park very slowly and made no sound 
at all. They were not very high in the sky. In a flash they disappeared. Can the RAF at least 

say something concerning these events. Maybe it's the new aircrafts the RAF are yet to 
inform us about... 

Soocee, Wirral Mon Sep 14 2009 
1Oth Sept 2009 Time: 20.3 8-20.45. Eight orange lights travelling slowly along Dee Estuary 
North to South, 2 were together followed at regular intervals by 6 others travelling singly. 
No noise. Lights seemed to turn towards Welsh hills then faded away. One aircraft was 
travelling south-west to north-east and appeared to pass between 2 of them (unknown 

height.) 
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Richard, Chester Mon Sep 7 2009 
Saturday 5th September 2009 20:50pm. I was walking along Hereford Road in Great 
Boughton, in CHESTER. I looked up and saw what looked like an orange ball offrre flying 

across the sky. At frrst I thought it was a plane on frre about to crash, but it stayed at the 
same height, went extremely fast into the horizon, didn't make any noise, or have any trail 
of smoke behind it. Another witness near me said it could've been a comet going over the 
earth, but we are usually told when comets will be visible to us by astronomers on the news 
etc. I have had three UFO experiences now, but this one is the best as I wasn't alone seeing 
it. My brother described the same object and experience a few months ago, now I have seen 
it and believe him. 

Jamie, Southampton Mon Sep 7 2009 
What looked like balls of fire in the sky rising, at first there was just one, then two then as 
one went out another was sent into the sky so there was always two. This was about 3: 1 0 
- 4 am last night (Sunday early morning) seemed to be coming from Southampton city centre. 

These things were huge. 

Wayne, Hemsworth, West Yorkshire Mon Sep 7 2009 

Sat. 5th Sept. at around 23.00 my partner and I were startled by a very bright red/orange 
glow through the window (we have a loft bedroom). We got up and opened the window 
to have a better look, it was travelling in a northerly direction towards our house and then 
turned and headed east going quite slowly. I had by this time got out my binoculars and 
observed it through them to see that there were no flashing under lights like aircraft have. 

There was no sound coming from it ie. jet or rotary engine noise and I would say that it was 
only a few hundred feet up! I would say that it appeared to be about 4 or 5 times the size 
of the brightest stars in the sky. It took a few minutes before it was too dim to see it in the 

distance .I then got my camera and went back to the window to look out again, just as I had 
done so another one appeared from the west heading east. This second one was a lot closer 

and much brighter, it flew much like the same speed as the other and this time I got it on 
camera. The brightness of it was quite intense and was caught on camera due to this, if it 
had been a normal aircraft my camera would have not picked it up as it would have been 

too dim. This also made no sound which made it very spooky. 

J, S & K,Lancashire Tue Sep 1 2009 
Sunday 30thAugust2009.We were driving homefrom Chester at approx 11.30pm (3 of us) 
approaching the roundabout before M53 junction. We noticed a lot of orange glowing 
lights in the sky, quite low. Probably 50 or more in two large groups. From a South/West 
Wales direction moving towards the Warrington area. Stopped the car & got out to have 
a closer look. All of the objects appeared the same. Vivid orange circle types with a clear 
fire/flame in the middle. All moving at the same constant speed, at the same constant height, 
no noise at all, more of them continued to come for a few minutes the the last 2 or 3 
disappeared into the distance. Not sure what speed, but was a bit like watching a passenger 
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plane going overhead in terms of how long they were visible. Took a photo & video of last 
few on mobile, not too clear. We could only think of hot air balloons due to the flame/no 
noise? Very odd, can anyone confirm if they saw same or explain what these are? 

Mr & Mrs Cooper, West Midlands Tue Sep 1 2009 

We have just seen [Sunday, 10:30pm] two bright lights in the sky -looked like 2 fireballs 
coming in from the North moving at an extremely fast pace in complete silence. Time we got 

our camera out the lights vanished into the clouds. I know some people are saying these 
are Chinese lanterns but we have seen Chinese lanternes before and they do not resemble 

the sight we saw tonight. Definitely something strange happening in our skies.

My husband and I were driving through Willaston Saturday at about 9.30 when we saw 
approx 20 orange globes/lanterns in the sky. They were so bright and unusual that we 
stopped the car to look closely. They travelled upwards moving in sync and then vanished 

into the sky slowly. It was very strange we have been racking our brains to think logically 
what it could have been.

I saw 5 orange lights in the sky and I filmed it on 
my camera. Weird stuff. They were travelling north, totally silent, moving steady and quite 
fast.

Just finishing a walk when a procession of about 15 orange lights was visible coming over 

the town. They travelled south to north silently and twinkled line astern and then 
disappeared.

by side and the rear one veered off a little and then continued. I rang Huntingdon police but 
no one else seems to have noticed - fortunately my wife was with me and we called our 
daughter out to see too.

Amazed to see other reports of orange ligh(i in the sky. Just walked home from the pub 

following Liverpool's humiliating home defeat to As ton Villa. It was I Opm when my girlfriend 
and me were walking along the road towards our house, we both saw an orange light 
travelling from south to north (left to right as we looked at it), no sound and moving in a 
constant straight line, too fast to be a plane, far too slow to be a satellite & too bright to

It 
was up in the sky to my right. The sky was just turning from dusk to dark and the sheer 
brightness was brilliant, and very noticeable. The brightness was such that it looked like a 
ball of flame in the sky. It would be between 100 and 200 metres above rooftop level travelling 
in a direction south east. I could actually see what I took to be flames burning up in a vertical 
maner. The flames did not tail out behind it as you would get with a comet or shooting star.

Electronic Voice Phenomena communication with extraterrestrials. 

The phenomenon of EVP has been reported quite a lot in connection with communication 
with spirits, but since the time of Tony Wedd's friend Philip Rodgers and his amazing tape 

communications, there have been no reports of extraterrestrial communication- until now.

Thais Campos, in an article on Instrumental Transcommunication on 
http://ufo.suitelOl.com/artide.cfm/instrumental_transcommunicationwritesthatBra­

zilian researcher Sonia Rinaldi, founder of the Instrumental Transcommtmication Advanced 
Research Institute (IP ATI), (www.ipati.org) has used an empty TV channel and a CD with 
random recorded phonemes to receive messages from the dead. The photons from the TV 
channel are apparently manipulated to create images, and the random phonemes from the 
CD become sentences. 

Some communications, however, seemed to have different patterns. They claimed to come 
from other planets, and said the originators were working to communicate with humans via 
electronic equipment The images captured did not look human. 

They can apparently use any language as they have stations in strategic positions on E� 
each of which operates with a particular language. Portuguese, English and Italian have 
been received so far. Rinaldi apparently believes they will eventually use the intemet to 
communicate, and research is continuing into spirit and extraterrestrial communication in-­
parallel. 

Thais Campos has been studying paranormal phenomena for over 5 years, working as an 
assistant for independent researchers who aimed to prove scientifically the existence of life 
after death. He also took part in a project of Instrumental Transcommunication with great 
results having collaborated for articles that were published both in Brazil and abroad. 

He has given lectures in Brazil about many subjects related to life after death research. He 
has studied Past Lives Therapy with a group of independent researchers who have been 
studying to develop new techniques of therapy, helping people improve their lives through 
self knowledge.

Possible contact revealed in MOD files 

A boomerang-shaped object seen from an airport control tower and a woman's encounter 
with an "alien" ·are among the secrets revealed in official UFO files. 

The woman reported seeing a glowing, spherical object rise into the air in Norwich after 
meeting a man who said he came from a ptanet similar to Earth. In another sighting, a 
triangular craft hovered then "shot off at 500mph". 

The third set ofUFO documents to be released by the Ministry of Defence covers the period 
from 1987 to 1993. 

In November 1989 a "completely terrified" woman contacted RAF Wattisham in Suffolk to 
report her close encounter with a man claiming to be an alien. 

She said she met the fair-haired man with a Scandinavian-type accent as she walked her dog 
on a sports field. 

He told her crop circles were caused by others like him who had travelled to Earth and that 
the purpose of his visit was friendly. 

He then said he had spoken to her because he felt it was important to have contact with 
humans even though he was told not to. 

As the. unidentified woman ran home she heard a loud buzzing noise and turned to see a 
large, spherical object, glowing orange-white, rise steadily until out of sight. 

A letter from RAF Wattisham to the MoD and Norfolk police described it as "one of our more 
unusual UFO reports". 

Three years later two air traffic controllers at London's Heathrow Airport reported seeing 
a black, inverted boomerang-shaped UFO from their control tower. It was stationary then 
moved steadily in the morning sun, the files say.

The files, which can be downloaded from the National Archives website, are being released 
as part of a three-year project. These latest documents are the first containing information 
written by defence intelligence staff to be made public.

In 1961, Tony Wedd produced a manuscript Earth Men, Space Men, detailing many 
claims of extraterrestrial contact. It was never published, and I had thought it was lost, 
though it has recently been located- Tony had given it to Timothy Good. To try to make 
up for the loss in a much more modest size, this booklet was prepared. As well as giving 
details of some of the more prominent contact claims, there are articles on the history of the 
STAR Fellowship and some of its personalities, evidence for life in the Solar System and 
investigation into extraterrestrial language.
