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If you can send me back �?ese forms regular! then I will be fully 
aware of what is happening everywhere and will, in turn, _be able to co­
ordinate this material and pass on all vital information to all member 
countries. I am sure that you will agree that this is all-important and 
will only take up a few minutes of your time every month. If there is 
something of great importance which cannot be condensed on to the form 
then please feel free to use additional sheets of paper, but these forms 
have been devised for you to give information with the minimum of work 
on your part. Thank you for your anticipated co-operation. 

The next point I want to refer to in this news letter is INTER­
NATIONAL FLYING SAUCER SIGHTING DAY on_ J:une 24th, 1967. This 
day has been consistently celebrated during the last few years but this 
coming date is particularly important as it is the twentieth anniversary 
of Kenneth Arnold' s famous sighting
