I agree w ith that 
completely out these cri tics have missed the point. \Ve do 
not order the '3auc.jr s to appear • We invite the Sky Pe_ople 
to visit us. Cu.ite a difference! 

Six U .l.l)' s W'lich flew over Paraguay at great speed 
disrupted commu�caticns at the International Airport, 
Asnncion, for sE.varal minutes according to the director 
of the airport t s conti ol tower. People gazed from the 
st,reets and -4"'oof t.:>ps as the space ships flying in 
formation sped ov�r the city at 27500 ft. 

Profe'3sor 3.icardo A. Frondizi, Committee member 
in the ArgAntinE. (one of his younger brothers was actually 
President ol t:1e Argentine Republic a few years ago) sent 
me a most r��kahle despatch. He reported that a month 
before June 24th a yo·ung man of about 19 years visited him . 
The bo� 1 ·:i1:.�.0 refussd to give his name, stated that on June 
24th the space ships Viould come in large numbers 1 some from 
the North-East and some fr an the North_..V/est. Those that 
came fra:: the North-E�.st would emanate fran a UFO base in 
the Mat to Grosso in BI azil and "WOuld fly over the Argentine 
Provinc�s cf �lisiones, Cor rientes, Chaco (an Indian territory) 
and Se.n.ce Fe. 
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Those that came from the North-West would start from 
a UFO base at Nazca, Peru, and come through the Andes and 
fly over the Argentine Provinces of Salta, Tucuman, 
Santiago del Estero and Cordoba. This is interesting when 
we recall that some years ago tw:> Peruvian airmen saw from 
the air thousand$ of straight lines radiating in all 
directions over Nazca. These lines had not been noticed 
on the ground for hundreds of years. In fact, the Incas 
built their great . coastal roa4 right through that area.

Professor Frondizi·asked the boy how he knew all this 
would happen.

She looked out 
of a windo"''" .and saw what she took to be a flashing aircraft 
light ii1 tne direction of Woking. Then it stopped , then moved ., 
towards h3r. As it came closer she could see that it was a 
brilliant orange Uisc. When it had reached the apparent 
size ol: "twice the size of a dinner plate" it suddenly speeded 
up and vanished in the direction of Chobham Common and Bagshot. 
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Warminster Sighting: A cigar shaped craft was sighted near 
Warminster in January this year. At 9.45 pm Sky Scouts 
:Ma.rgaret_ Clayton and her fiance · Wiliiam Selby stopped their 
car mid-way between V'Janninster ani Westbury to observe the 
cigar which was grey in colour and surrounded by a red glow 
as it hovered 45 degrees above the hor izon. The object, 
which made no sound, was visible fo r 15 minutes. Mi ss Clayton 
estimated it as being lOO ft in length and about three miles 
away. Eventually it moved away to th e north-west, gradually 
becoming dimmer and finally, fading fran sigh�. 

Saucer follows Vi scount: Timothy Gardiner and his frimd 
saw a Viscount cross the sky as they watched frcm their school 
at SolihuJJ. on the morning of Febrmry 21st. It was followed 
by an object "of a kind we had never seen before" they said. 
The object, dark gr:ey and semi-circular in shape, vJas 
soundless. It then reversed direction, coming back.part-way 
along the course it had· ju st taken, hovered for about 30 
seconds arrl thm rose straight up ani out of sight • 

Cigar Shaped craft over Cardiff: Brian /{right, a zoology 
student, was admiring the view fran the window of a University 
building in Cardiff at 5.20 pm on the 14th March, v.hen he 
not iced "an elongated brilliant -white craft" in the sky. The 
colour 1 he said, "was similar to that of burning magnesium. 11 

The �igar-shaped object was approximatel y tw o miles away; he 
was rml::-Je to estimate its trre si ze. After five minutes it 
began to move away, gradually fading and eventually disappear­
ing over the television masts at Wenvoe. The object was in 
view f or a total of eight minutes. 

�osy' U .F .0. Over Iviiddlesex: Mr. J .R. Will son B .Se. and his 
wife saw tv..o independently moving objects travelling over 
'Whit ton in Middlesex in a South-westerly direction on May 4th. 
Mr. Willson described the objects as sl ightly rose pink in 

colou r, eJJiptical in shape and quite silent in the zig-
zag course.

T:1e result of the research by the Chinese arcmeologist 
v.ras so shv.tterin� that the Peking Academy of Pre-Histor y 
banned puhlication of his work.

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· The caves high up in the Bayan-Ka.ra-Ula Mountains 
are inhabited by the Ham and Dropa tribes - frail, stunted 
men averaging four .feet tw:> inches in height. So far 
they have defied ethnic classification. In fact, any 
detailed information about the tribes is extremely scarce. 

When deciphered, one of the hieroglyphs presumably 
set do-wn by an ancient member o f  the Ham tribe read: 
11The Dropas came dovm from the clouds in their gliders • 
Our men, women and children hid inthe caves ten times 
before the sunrise. When at last they understood the 
sign language of the Dropas,. they realised that the 
newcomers had peaceful intentions ••• " 

Another Ham hieroglyph expresses regret over the 
loss of the tribe1s own space-ships during a dangerous 
landing in high mountains, and the failure to build new 
ones. 

In the opinion of Chinese archaeologists, the Bayan­
Ka.ro.-Ula hieroglyphs are so mysterious tmt their inter­
pretation �nd use for scientific research require the 
utmost care. 

To obtain further infonnation , the discs were scraped 
free of adhe�ing rock particl�s and sent to Moscow for study. 
Scientists there made two important discoveries. The discs 
were found to contain a large amount of cobalt and other 
metals - a sliaking discovery. Further' investigation revealed 
that the discs vibrate in an unusual rhythm, as if they 
carried an electric charge or were part of an electric circuit. 
The 12,000 year-old discs remain a Challenge to sc ience. 

Legends of ancient China say that small, gaunt, yellO'w­
faced men came down from the clouds. But earthly tribesmen 
felt a revulsion for the visitors, whose enormous heads and 
extremely thin weak bodies made than look ugly, and some 
people on fast horses beat them. Reality seems to confjrm 
the legends. 
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In some of the BE.yan-Kara-Ula caves archaeologists and 
speleologists have found 12,000 year-old vestiges of graves 
and skeletona. The Chinese expeditions which discovered 
the burial &rot.mds rei ort_ed they had found 11 an extinct 
species of ape11• 

But so 1-.J.it ?S is known apes do not bury each other in 
graves or write :td.eroelyphic symbols on stone discs� 

v\h.J.t mc.J�es the i� sue doubly involved is that the inner 
wcills of the ca.ves arE covered in many. places wit h pictures 
of the rising sun, thE moon, and the stars, spaced by a 
multitui.e of p0a-sizec dots (possibly tiny pictures) which 
seem to be approa.chin€ the earth in a mountain area.
