TAKE HIGHili GROUND

Recently, there has been a considerable tendency in some of 
the more prominent A�erican and English flying saucer magazines to 
label the Sky People as hostile. 

What is the truth? Are our visitors fr1e�y or hostile? 

Let us take a look at the record and, als� at the evidence 
for hostility put forward by those writers who maintain that view­
point. 

Flying objects have been observed in our skies all through 
recorded history. Since the end of the last world war there has 
been a tremendous increase in these sightings. Hundreds of thousands 
have been reported from all over the W)rld during the last, two 
decades. 

Some writers on the subj ect. have taken the viev.r that this 
intensification of sightings over the last twDnty years means that 
an imminent invasion of this planet by the space people is on the 
cards. 

It seems .odd tha t any civilisation so highly advanced would 
require twenty yGars to conduct a military reconnaissance of the 
Earth. If they had desired to do so the visitors could have des­
troyed us in the twinkling of an eye with their super-technology. 
They have not done so. 

So much for the long term record. ��at is the result? You and 
I are still here breathing God's fresh air. 

Now, let us turn to some of the lX>ints that vJriters have put 
forward as evidence that the saucers are nos -l e. f The oldest one that comes to rJind is the tragic death of Captai 
Thomas F. Iviantell. This has frequently been put doVJn to hostile 
action by the visitors. 

A huge glowing object was seen over the state of Kentucky by 
thousands o f  people on the afternoon of January 71 1948. State 
police notified Godrnan Air Force Base and soon aftcrv.mrds the UFO 
was spotted from the control tower. The C.O. radioed Captain 
Mantell who was then airborne with his squadron on a routine· 
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training flight. Mantell reported back that he had sighted the 
object and his squadron was going after it. After some t�ne the 
three other pilots gradually dropped out of the chase due to lack 
of oxygen, leaving I·1antell climbing after the UFO in his F-51 Mustang 
fighter. 

After about half an hour Mantell1s voice suddenly came over the 
radio, "Its directly ahead of me and moving at a tout half my speed. 
I 1 m closing in now to take a good look. The thing looks Betallic 
and its tremendous in size." 

Then silence. About an hour later the wreckage of his plane 
was found scattered over a very �fide area. 

The official view of the U.S. Air Force was that Mantell had 
be n chasing one of the huge Skyhook balloons sent up by the U .S. 
Navy for research into the tipper atmosphere. Whether it vm.s a UFO 
or a Skyhook balloon the u.s. Air Force in their official report 
cleared the object I"lc:mtell was chasing from any blame. The report 
states: "The UFO vvas in no way directly* responsible for this acci­
dent. H011'/evor, it is probable that the excitement caused by the 
object vJas responsible for this experienced pilot conducting a high 
altitude flig ht without the necessar:r oxygen equipr.1ent • • • • • • •  11 (Note r­
Ynderlining by U.S. Air Force) 

W�hnve it then directly from the U.S. Air Force that the UFO 
was not res o�ible for Mantell1s death·�------

How many people have suffered burns from rays emanating from_ 
UFOs when they have got too close to t e - ft. The answer to 1 
this is quite s�nple. It is a matter of pure ignorance on the port 
of those unfortunate human beings. Incidenta]J_y, this lack of know­
ledge on the part of mankind may well be one: more reason why the 
saucers do not larrl more frequently and -�.hy they tend to keep away. 

No reasonable humaD being would stand close to an aeroplane1s 
propeller or near the jets of a modern aircraft. It is equally 
dangerous for anyone �2.... stand under a UFO that is hovering at a low_ 
altitude or to attern t to cro near one that has landed. There is a 
danger of cortncting radiation sickness and burns from being L'1 the 
close proximity of UFOs. Hovvever, let me emphasize this is not 
hostility on their part. It is the duty of us all to spread this 
nnportant information around. 

There have been many well-authenticated cases o f  landed saucers 
where the occupants have got out to take a look at the scenery. 
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uddenly, they have been surprised by the unexpected arrival in the 
area of earth people. The space pilots have used some �ind of ray 
gun to temporarily :iJmnobilise the nm-.Jcoiners . This has owecr-tbe 
crew to- re-enter their craft and take off into the blue. No harm 
has come to those immobilised. They have undergone a tempor£3!Y 
para1ysis which after a short tL�e disappears . 

Some of us may not think that this is very nice behaviour on 
the part of some of the visitors. We must realise, however , that 
the saucer occupants are coming from many a.reas. The more advanced 
ones would not need to use such tactics. 

f\ V'Je should remember, too, that earth people have been knovm. to

If·any people deserve to be called hostile it is the human race 
on·Barth Ta�e a look at the long terrible record of savage wars 
waged ip the sacred names of religion, nationalism, greed and de�pot­
lsm. Look at the Spanish Inquisition Nith its ghastly tortures. 
In·more modern tL�es look at Belsen &id Hiroshima. 

Look at the v·m.y crir:te and skulduggery flourish ever�here. Look 
at the murders, sexual assaults, bestiality to children and racial 
hatred. Look too at mankindts cruelty to animals. 

I fully appreciate that there are thousands of wonderfully 
evolved, spiritually-minded people vrrth us today, but unfortQ�ately 
there arc many who are not in that happy state. 

Let us remember mankind 1 s built-iu tendency to regard anything 
that he does not understand as something to be feared. Therefore, · 

he is apt to consider anyone coming from off this planet as a 
probable enemy. The spate of horrific science fiction films shown 
on both television and the cinema has only added fuel to the bonfire 
of fear and suspicion in people ' s minds. 

I am not so stupid as to categorically state that all flying 
saucers are necessarily friendly. There may be a few undesirable 
ones around. This universe and.the inter-penetrating invisible ones 
are very large indeed. However those· Skv P eo_ple that have been 

intimately associated vdth us since time immemorial are keeping 
over us and it is th�m that we hope to contact before very ----
anger. 
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T�e �ower of thought i§ a marvellous force, used correctly. It 
was Shakespeare who wrote "thinking makes it so." How right he was . 
Have you noticed how in everyday life this operates? If you think 
little petty thoughts you will get back the same sort of things. If 
you think big positive thoughts you will achi�ve a great deal. 

I would like to suggest that if you think tha saucers are hostile 
then you may vJell conjure that kind up for yourself one fine day.

Have you noticed how many air disasters all seem to happen over a 
short period? The same with train disasters. Recently, v.Je have 
had a whole lot of accidents at rail'ltvay crossings. I have a hunch 

I that this is something due to the power of mass negative thought 
lingering over the first accident. This tremendous neg�tive force 
may cause the rest. 

This is the damage th�t newspapers do today in presenting atgreaL 
lEngth the most sensational news on the front page. Vlars, crime, sex, 
aeroplane and train disasters.

It's a great game and 
exciting for those little-minded people who play. it. 

However there are others who believe in the existence of the 
Sky People that take a more positive view and are aware of the 
deeper aspects of this subject. We are not all playing silly games

IS THERE LIFE ·aN OTHER PL��ETS?

Scientists seem to be of the opinion· th at life could a--cist on 
other planets. Some scientists have suggested that only planets_ 
simil-ar ·to Earth can support life, whilst others t hink this is_ not:­
the case. In these d a·ys of. bug-eyed T!lo.nsters, and �ver increasingly 
i111probable fantasies, as to the appearance of the inhabitants. of 
other· planets, this, the best of our scientific articles, shovm �d 
develops the theories of how and why other peoples must look, in 
relation to ourselvGs. Based upon historical, and modern establish�d 
scientific thought, this article is a 1must1 for anyone even pre­
.tt?nding to a knowledge of the scientific �ide of this impo!_'tant 
subject. 

Life, · despite the myriad forms in wh ich it occurs on this planet 
has a fundamental unity. All life, ·as we · kn0\'1/ it, is base9. on the 
same ·systenls; -the building-up ·of ·complex.· living beings from -sim e 

���������ba�s�i� c�t� o�th==i=s� the . se�f-re�lication of 

DNA ·occurs in cell nuclei, and is fow.'1d in nearly ev

But, in general, life, and certainly 
intelligent ·life on this planet cannot exist vdthout DNf\.._ . 

Vfuat then, ·is this roiraculous substan�-? There is no room in 
this art.i�le to go into the structure an'i· properties of ·D��A in any 
detail, so bri.::fly, it is a long-ch?j.n sr:j_T'"�i. molecule that occurs · 

iil,.. c-eil .nu le· The complete molecule· consi�-t� of two strands which 
are wound together like the sides of a spiraJ. staircase. · The steps, 
which hold the two sides together, are hydrogen �onds, bonds that 
are only about 10% as· effect ive as the ordinary chanical bonds that 
hold the two long chains together; yet it .is the ir very we�ess 
that is important in'the reproduction of the molecule. Under cer­
tain conditions,· ·these bonds can part, and the two separate .. halve� 
can combine only with a. very specific type of molecule - in fact, 
one identical.to.the other· half- to reform the bonds and the spiral 
structure. So, the original molecule becomes two, rising half· of 

.... 
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itself as a template, and it is 1self-replicating.' 

If this substance is the basis of life on this planet, we hav? 
to ask the question, 'Could such a couplex molecule arise by sliuple 
chemical processes?' The answer, so far as modern chemical and 
biological research can tell us is aJ.mo st certainly 1 Yes. 1 

Throughout history, there have been many ideas on the origin 
of life, ranging.from acceptance �f the book of Gen�sis, to the 
11Life" theory of Preyer in the last century. The ancient Greeks · 

were the first to give the prob�em serious consideration, and, �n 
gener�, they. r.egarded life as an inci.lienable p roperty of matter� 
Later, Anax.agorus was the fi rst to propose the 11parispermic" ·· do�trine. 

Later in the Middle Ages, this smne 1panspermic1 doctrine of 
Anax.agorus was taken up· again ··by_ the chemist Svente .Arr11enius. He 

believed that life took so long to develop th�t there would not . 
have been eno .. Ugh tilne for all the necessary ·chemical reactions to · · 
have occurred on Earth�. He sugge�ted _that life had thorefore been· 
brought to Earth from ariother., but nnspecified, planet. He envis..:. 
aged t spores I of a diameter of 0.0002-0 .OOOl5 · rrrrn, vhich could 
rapidly be expelled from the sun, under · radiation press.ure 1 which 
might take about 9,000 years to reach the nearest of. the stars .• 

If these spores bec�':le attached to dust particles an ·order of_ 
magnitude larger :in size; they would be pulled in by .gravitational 
pressure. SporGs, however, although they might survive the intense·· 
cold and vacuum of sp�ce, seem unlikely to survive the ultra violet 
radiation which they would surely be subjected to (not ·to ment ion- -
r9rliation .of higher .energies),: so that, although this idea is cer­
tainly interesting, it cannot have much support within the confines 
of modern scie�tific kn9w�edge. 

But the main viewpoint, hc;ld until the t:ir.le of Pasteur 7 was 
that of spontaneous generation. It wa$ believed that many of the 
smaller animals, and even man himself (in the beginning) originated 
spontaneously from dirt, humus or even sea-water. A Brussels 
physician, ,van Helmont, recorded a recipe for producing_mic� from 
wheat kernals and dirty shirts - try keeping these in a dry place 
for several weeks - and the experiment is almost certain to work� 

. I 

When Pasteur proved the existence of. micro-organisms, the idea· 
that spontaneous generations was o ccwririg continually was disc�ded 
yet, today we believe that 'spontaneous generation• did occur in 
the product ion of life, probably in �he primJ.e.val oceans of our 
planet. 

9 
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So, the fonnation of life first involved the synthesis of hydro­
carbons inorganically. This can h2-ppen tod::1.y, c.'�.d ·c�;_� processes 
which produce acetylenes and paraffin h}"'li�·ocarbo�-:,;; are well-known. 

'rhe second step, requiring mre specific coi�t'�Litions, is the 
conversion of these H-C compounds into more complex substances. · 
This could have occurred, when the free hydrogen in the Earth's 
atmosphere was lost into space and the ultra-violet rays from the 
sun caused the oxidation of the simple hydrocarbon compounds and 
the ammoniacal compounds that existed in the Earth's atmosphere. 
Experiments have been carried out with ultra-violet light and 
mixtures of simple hydrocarbons, and the products have been the 
compleK amino acids that are the basis of life. 

It is generally supposed that these· complex substances passed 
into the Earth 1 s oceans; that they then separated int,o multi­

·m olecular protein complexes that were separated from the nutrient 
solutio"n - these "systems" are knov.m as coacervate drops. Some of 
these drops will be stable 1 will grow and divide to retain their 
stability. 'rhe less Voiell organised ones will disintegrate and 
disappear. From these beginnings, life grev.;. 

The first organisms, directly descended from the first coacer­
vate drops, had to be capable of feeding on the ready-made organic 
compounds in the nutrient broth around them. These compounds had 
been produced biogenically, but, as life developed, this source of 
food-stlufs became depleted so adaptation of the living organisms 
was necessary, so that they could produce their own food. A 
1nnjority developed photosynthesis, Which, as it is a series of 
complex reactions, could only have arisen when life was quite highly 
organised. Free oxygen \vas produced as a result 1 and animals 1 now 
defined as those organisms vJhich ate the biogenically-produced 
hydrocarbons, and did not manufacture their own, passed to direct 
oxygen .respiration. (I should :r::;erhaps point out that the use of 
the v.D:cd iifeeding11 in this paragraph means simply using the organic 
compov_nd to produce energy and matter to continue the existence of 
the living organism. ) 

So, life arose as a result of complex chemical reactions, over 
a long period of time, about 2.5 aeons, and, given the sm�e con­
ditions on any other planet, it.is almost inevitable that life, as 
we know it, will have developed. (t b t• d) o e con lllue

Nothing of a positive nature will ever be added to UFO research 
if one is lL�ted �o the study of sightings and photographs 
Which are more or less authentic, and to the analysis of those cases 
of persons who have had ( as they say) the privilege of talking with 
extra-terrestrials • • • • • •  then NOTHING conclusive will ever be 
attained by an��ne follo�ing these paths. 

However one oust not be led to believe that the union of 
various aspects, so different each fromthe other, in order to 
fonn an idea of the -whole subject, that is, in its entirety, is 
going to be easy; let us not forget that the majority of "research­
ers" are limited only to. the study of their own chosen material, 
leaving to one side all that vhich does not fall 'vvithin their own 
range of subj oct matt�r. 

The causes of tl1is abslird .situation are our own pride and our 
v..r:i.lfully one-sided attitudes, which prevent us from admitting that 
the 1adversary1 may also be right, even when, within ourselves, we 
feel that vJe may be mistaken. 

It is not impossible to remedy this state of things. We feel 
that it is necessary to form this union in research, in the inter­
ests of everyone. 

More than once, it has been demonstrated th3t, in order to 
arrive at any truth whatever it may be, it is not sufficient to 
base one's reasoning on only one aspect, but, often the solution 
of a problem is obtained from the fusion of various concepts which. 
at first sight .appear to be in discord \ilth each other. 

The entire world has a clear example of this in oriental and 
Western civilisation. The first are spiritually evolved, the second, 
technologically. , 

But, as everyone has been able to observe in recent years, the 
union of these two groura has been notably strengthened, with great 
advantages for both. And it is certain that v.hen this synthesis is 
truly obtained, humanity will have made one more step forward in 
its unceasing evolution. 

Let us take the example, and attempt this "fusion" between the 
various sciences. We have opened the door, who will come to visit 
us?

And we are alm0st certain t hat this is the reason why the Space 
PE;!ople maintain our curiosity by their continual i'light s above our 
cities, but do not make contact wit h us.

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SCIENCE AND THE, U oF .0. - - - - - - - - - - - -

At as b €Come res ectable and is now the 
subject of serious scientific research. The transition from music 
hall jo�e 1 to serious study 1 has taken over 20 years • For two 
decades, the subject has annoyed Governments, produced �kssianic 
cults and end of the VPrld predictions, 1 given many unscrupulous peo­
ple fortunes, and generally raised havoc and speculation amongst the 
Earth1s millions. 

After sifting through thousands of reports, eliminating the 
obvious hoaxes, and disregarding natu:r:-ai and man-made phenomena; just 
how much d.o we �now:tbout the subjt:ct? Let us novv examine the_ physical 
aspects of the average U .F .0. 

Firstly, in order of size, we have the large cigar shaped craft, 
"Which are usuall.y devoid of wings or protusions, and can reach over 
1,000 ft in length. Occasionally, a very large craft has been re­
ported. An American tracking network reported sighting the "Daddy" 
of them all . It was simultaneously tracked on radar, and was approx­
imai;Bly three miles long, and travelling at 18,000 mph. 

Secondly, the most commonly seen U .F .o. is the celebrated "fly­
ing saucer 1J a c ircu�ar disc-shaped object, "Which averages 30 to 50 
feet in diameter. These craft ar.e usually carried in the giant 
mother ships 1 discussed above. 

Lastly, and perhaps, most interesting of a.ll1 are the ·small, 
remotely-controlle:l discs, vhich are uninanned, a nd average one to 
two feet in diameter. These have full sensory perception of the 
whole electromagnetic and visual spectrum. On a command from a 
scout or mother craft, the observation disc will send full stereo, 
colour TV and audio pictur'es, plus information on atmospheric tem­
perature, pressure, humidity etc . Apart from physical information, 
the disc can also radio back amplified thought patterns of persons 
within range 1 and also colour readings . on the aura. 

Very rarely do mother ships enter the Earth1s as 
the secon ar m netic effects fromthe force field can cause extreme 
ionization of the air and disrupt radio communication over a large 
ar igh flux fields rirl.ght. also create tanporary stable --
plasmas, Which could float to Eart h as potentially dangerous fire 
balls. 
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The c ircular �cout cr aft , on the other hand , are relatively safe, 
becaus e th eir mild force f 1el s ,  are incapable o f  generating danger­
out plasmas . However , tpe . scout ' � magnetic f ield is still quite _ 
strong , and may create ionised · fields �ns e enough to d isturb radio 
and TV reception . Of co_ur $e:, . . the flelds from the observation discs 
ar e  q uite negligible and it is po s sibl e for them to fly qUl 
to p�o ple and installations wi thout .betra�ng th �ir _ pr esence .

Any human on bo ard V\Ould .be instantly crushed 
to pulp • 

How, then , do the occupants of_ P .F .O s  Inanage to ·protec t  th em­
selves against heat, from frict ion and ver . lar@ "G" forces? 

·r he answer is very simple . �ey . don 1 t have to . 
In a no rmal j et pl ane , the engine supplie s  thrust by sucking in 

air , heating it , and .. · en 'fo rcing this super-heated air at great 
speed from the re ar of the engine . rhis terrific expulsion of air 
moving back:tJIJards pro dun-es an equal and appos ite thrust ; and th e  
plane is propelled forward . However , t.his thrusting force acts only 
on the inside of th e  j et  engin e .  rh e rest - of th e  aircraft is subject 
to inertia . We all know wh at hapfE ns if vJe are standing m a bus 
and th e driver s uddenly accelerates . 

Our feet ( b eing attach ed to the floo r) move fo rward , but , our 
bodies are at rest relat ive to th e Earth , so , we fall b::tckwards . 
Thi s thrust is the "G " force I h ave been dis cus sing . Of co urse , in 
a bus it i s  ve"r'J small, but m a j et aircr aft do ing a rapid turn 
it can be many times the force o f  gr avity. 

In a U .F .o . the dri vi pg energx acts on every atom simultan-
�ously . Thus , i f  th e pilo t turns left , the craft turns with no 11G 1 1  

force , bocause eve ry atom is being tu rned at th e same instant . The 
s ame principle applies in an up and down , or , in fact , in any direc­
tion . 

This ac counts for the zero 11G" effect , but what abo ut the 
extreme heat due to friction?- · 

The ant i-gravity thrust no t only act s on all atoms in the 
cr aft , , but also in the air surrounding it . In f act , the layer of 
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air in L�edi ate contact with the U . F .0 1 s sur fac e , is ac c elerated at 
the s ame rate as th e cr aft . Th e next layer is ac c elerated at a slight­
ly slo"WSr r ate , and so on, until , some distanc e from t he craft , the 
forc e  fi eld is so d�ninishe d , that the dir is pract ically at r est . 
So , th e resultant frict ional ratio of su:cf ac e to air is very small , 
and dangerous h ee.ting is avoided . 

k1other pecularity of the U .F .O . is its ability toy instantan­
eously 1 sapp ear , not orily from sight , but also from th e radar 
screens . 

Invi sibility may be creat ed by changing the phase of it s force 

field, s o  that light and radar \'Javes Will be r efr acted or bent around 
the out er hull . Of cour s e ,  thi s explanat ion is rrer ely speculation . 
r. ayb e, by c J.anging th eir bas ic fr equency rate 1 they tr ar:slate to

. 
another sp ac e  time continuum , and dis app ear from our Umver se qu1te 

lit er ally. 
Serious in�e stigato rs ar e rapidly coming to the conclus ion , 

th at a phys ic al axplanation of the UFOs is entirely inadequat e . 

Unl es s · a major spiritual awakening t akes plac e m mankind , 
the greatest enigma o f  our age will r emain insoluble .

U}IDOUBTEDLY NOT A LIGPT

Altho ugh this sighting o ccurred some years ago it is still 
vivid in ny meJaory. At the time I was employed as an Air line pilot 
and one evening in early DeceDber 1953 I was operating the evening 
Belfast-London service , via the recognised airway, v..rith reporting 
points at Portaferry, N .  Ireland, Isle of' Man and Liverpool . The 
weather forec ast gave complete cloud cover , 8/8ths at about 11 , 000 
ft ��th good vi sibility below and a strong s/w wind . v�e flight 
planned and received clearance to operate the service at 7 , 500 � 

Take off and climb , on course to Portaferry, were normal , the 
met forecast proving accurate , so that on reaching Portaferry and 
altering course for I .0 .M. now level at 7 ,  500 , we were \"Jell below . 
cloud . It was a very dark evening , no stars whatever being vis.i ble 
through the unbroken overcast , but the visibility below was very 
good indeed so that the soft glow of the town of Douglas , I .O .M .  
could b e  seen from the Irish coast . 

It was at this point , Portaferry, that I first noticed a light 
in the sky dead ahead ,  vhich wg.s at 'fir st tho ught to be the occult­
ing navigation light of  another aircraft . However on inquiry via 
R/r we were assured by Airway Control that there was no other · 
traffic on th e airway at that tine, at any height . It was then 
realised that the light was not occulting but irregularly changing 
its brillBnce and colo ur .  

B y  this  time both the Fir st Officer and the radio officer had 
joined me in watching this light , V\hich seeri1ed to be somewhere on 
the airl.t'Jay dead ahead and at abo ut the same height as ourselves . 1 To ensure that it could not be any form of reflection inthe wind­
screen I had all the cockpit lights extinguished, so that the cock-

. f pitwas in total darkness , but the light ahead remained, irregularly 
changing from a deep purplish red to yellow. On reaching the I .0 .M . 
repo rting point we again asked control if the air1t1ay ahead v.Jas : 
clear and were reassured that we were the only traffic at that time . 

During the twenty minutes or more that we had this mystery 
obj ect under observation it did not change its position,  remaining 
virtually dead ahead of us . I di scuss eel this tviththe Flight crew 
and we were unanimous that the obj ect could not be a balloon of 
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any sort , s inc e the strong -wind would have blo-wn it at least 10 

miles N-E in this time , nor was it a r eflection on the cloud cover , 
"Which was well above us . At no time i.ll]as I able to distinguish a 
shape of any so rt b ehind the light , 1'1bi ch steadily incre ased in 
average b:r.illiance as we appr oached , still changing colour irregu­
larly, and by now being five or six tlines as bright �s any star r _  
have ever seen , and brighter and 1 1Bigger" than any alrcraft ' s  navl-
gation light s .  

Airway c o ntrol r epo rt ed something unusual and unident ifiable 
on th eir searc h r adar screen at about the obs erved po s it ion of this 
light . It was thought that it could hav e been some sort of inter-
fer enc e .  

He appear ed t o  be o n  a co lli sion cour se withthi s  obj ect ,  so , 
pas s enger safety be ing o f  paramount :iL1po rtanc e I was about to alter 
cour s e  when the light sujdenly ro s e  straight up perhaps a hundred 
feet above us , and then acc elerated away to the S-W at incredible 

� sneed so that it was gone in a second or two , ru1d as thi s  sudden , 11 
\n�vement took plcc e  the glow changed to a deep vivid green . A few 

· seconds later , as I judged we were flying through the �rspace 
occupied by the light , ooth en ines lo st power momentarll as 
though the hot air supply to the c arburetto�s had �udder:J-y been 
switched on , r esuming th eir r egular r'l-lythm a.lmo st l.rnmedlately .. 
Nothing further was seen , but on r epo rting thi s  incident to C ivil 
Avi ation Mini strp I was assured that the obj ect must have been a 
WEATHER. BALlOON . 

.Although I had h eard o f  many sightings of UFOs by my airline 
colleagues , I had been very sceptical, up until the tbne of this 
personal exp er ienc e .

During 1967 , and th e  first fev-1 weeks of this  year , there have 
been many repo rts of strange objects s een in this isolated area . 
Some o f  the reports have come fr an men on duck shoots in the early 
mornings . They have seen ball shaped ob jects glow:ing deep red­
orange hovering over th e bog-lands , particularl�r during the early 
part o f  1967 . 

Late 1967 , especially fr om November onwards , Tr evor Lundy 
has reported s e eing strange cone-shaped objects in the area . Some 
of th ese ob jects were seen two at a t:bne , and he also saw them 
take o ff .  As I (Roy White) am in contact with th e Royal Air Force 
at Ballykelly, I asked them V\h at  these objects could have been ­
and th ey confi rmed th at th er e had be en no aircraft in the area . 

As these sightings have been seriously increasing in DU�ber 
we decided to keep watch . The t �es covered by our watches have 
included vJeekend and nightly visits to the areas . 

I (Ray 'White) serious ly believe that th e:;e objects are due to 
vis itors fr an anoth er world and I beli(."Ve th at ,  in the near future , 
I shall be meeting th cm in this area face to fac e .  

On Friday, 26th , I and Trevor Lundy were startled when we saw 
anobject rise above the trees on th e  opposite side of th e river 
Bann . The object was a quarter o f  a mile from us and coming in our 
direct ion about twenty feet atove th e gr ound , with four spotlights 
itkl.ich ir-Jere switched on , below the ob ject . It was about 35 feet in 
diameter and , vvh. en  th e obj ect was half way towards us, it clinbed 
into the night sky at an- angle o f  180° . The colour changed from 
orange-green-yellow and th en became invisible to us . 

Ten minutes later Trevor Lundy1 s radio went dead which 
SU'prised him as the set was new. We both remarked that the whole 
thing was a bit unnatural, and we had th e fe eling that we were 
be :ing observed at that moment . We heard at th e  same time a lo t 
of strange voices talking in a strange manner above us . The point 
is we saw no body else and we c ould not explain \Alhere the noises 
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were coming froin . 

Vve then walked further on fr om this spot , and about a quarter 
of a mile in front of us we saw three coloured flashes move acr o s s  
the sky in a straight line , abo ut 350 feet above the ground . 

All these strange exper i enc es happened within half an hour 
and after them we decided to . set out for home . 

I honestly b elieve th at ,  if v�e had gone further into the bog­
lands , we would have seen something out o f  this world .

These well- authentic ated reports - one dir ectly from 
the pen of an airline pilot , and th e  other , Wh i ch was fir st r eported 
in · 1 1Enquirer11 are i.rnportant , if only for the concrete evidence they 
undoubtedly supply, as to the physical existence of UFOs and the 
effects they have .

230 feet in diameter at th e  top .  .After an hour of controlled , 
but seemingly vvild, manoeuvring about the flying aircraft ,  the UFO 
suddenly disappeared from s ight , the ' plane lights c ame up to full 
trightn es s , and the radio cleared .

Sanvit ti was just aoout to c ontact Lima airpo rt , W'len the UFO 
zoomed back in again - this time accompanied by another craft . 

Again , the lights dimmed, and the radio was put out of action . The 
two craft mo ved at a fixed distanc e ,  with the ' plnne fo r a short 
time , and then disappeared from view, �uth an almo st incredible 
burst o f  acc eleratio n .  

Sho rtly after thi s experienc e,  th e  aircr aft landed at Lima , 
and the passengers comp<3..red not es . They all agr eed as to Vlhat they 
had seen ,  and the other details tallied . C aptain Sanvitti had not

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WHAT IS THE SIGNIFICANCE BET1NEEN LEYS & ORTHOTENY?

I suggest that many of the ley points are 1 beacons 1 strate-­
gically pl �ed by Sky Peo ple , maybe thousands of y�ars ago as a 
guide to visiting craft , much the same way as we use landing lights 
for aircraft .

George Hunt Williamson i n  his book 1 Road in the Sky' tells 
of the following inter esting c ase : TV Channels 10 and 12(625 lines) 
were having great difficulty with interference s everal years ago 
in their equipment on top of South.�ountain near Phoenix, Arizona . 
Channel 12 was having the most diff:tculty. A new ehC¥IDel began 
to set up its equipment dircctl�?· ��l top of �he same mountain . 

At that rr�ment the ��0 intelligence went into action - and 
removed the driver-mechanism or 1 beacon 1 buried a few feet under­
ground that had been giving all the �ouble . 

"Before the mechanism was removed fromthe mountain there were 
many sightings of 1 glowing light s '  and 1 strange objects • hovering 
over South Mountain and the reports filled the Phoenix and other 
Arizona nev\Tspapers . 11 
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The vort created by that little disc-shaped mechanism caused all 
kinds of things to happen to th e TV-radio eq uipment . When three TV 
stations tried to sharB the same mountain the UFO intelligences 
decided that it was time t o  remove their centuries old navigat ion

· ' Kazan astronomers ,  Who carried out their observations from 
two points sioultaneously, set the diameter of the crescent-shaped 
UFOs at 500-600 metres and th eir speed at s ·ane five · kilometres a 
second . Assuming. that the ·crescent is a · luminous shcck wave , the 
UFOs -mus� .fly at altitudes bet'llvcen 30 and 6 5  miles· . · Such objects 
could not have been made by man . They are definitely not sputniks 
or space rockets . 

On July 26 , 196 5 astronomer s Ro bert Vitolniek , Jan Nelderis 
anj Esneralda Vitolniek wer e stud)i.ng silvery clouds from the ob­
servation station of Ogra in Latvia . At 9 . 35pm inthe gathering 
dusk , they spotted an unusually bright star slowiy flying west . 
Viewed through XB binoculars ,  the star appeared ns � smill ball in 
the centre of the lens-shaped disc . The astronomers set the disc 
diamet6r at abo � 100 metres . Around the disc , at a distance of 
two dia.'Tieters , there \f\jere three ballS similar to the one in the 
centre of th e disc . 

The balls slov,zly rotated· around .the disc and th e whole systern 
dwinlled as it receded from th e earth . Some 15-20 minut es later , 
the balls began to depart fro6 the - disc in :iifferent Jirections . 
The ball in the centre also left its plac e and flew asiJe . Finally 
at lOpm all these bodies , which eni tted a greenish�pearly glow, 
faded into the Jistance . 

The crew of an IL-l8 airliner (Corrm1and.
.
er Petrov) had a similar 

experi ence in daytime at an altitude of 25 ,000 ft near Tiksi Bay.  
1 ' The materi al collected, to say nothing of the numerous reports 

from abro ad , su5gests that the UFO ph eno�enon is real and cannot 
be identified with any known . naturai phenomenon - with the anomalous 
optical phenomena in the earth ' s atmo sphere for instance§ , claims 
Professor L.igel . 11The mnin requirement at the present is to 
organise systematic instrunental study of UFOs from astronomic �

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The Mystery of th e Gr een Children .

From the East Anglian magazine , in an is sue publis hed in the 
latter part of 1966 , comes a very int eresting sto ry . It is in an 
article about th e  village of Woolpit : 

"With no mo re preci s e  date than that it was during King 
Stephen • s reign, William of Newburgh s et s  down how during one 
harvest day, reapers s aw a boy and girl 1 complete:cy green in their 
p er sons • emerge fr an the ancient excavations which gave th e village 
its name . 

"Months later , wh en  the c olour o f  no nnal human beings , and 
eating and drinking lik e th an, th ey told a fairy-tale story; of a 
far-off St . Martin 1 s land where ther e  vias perpetual twilight ; of a 
'considerable river ' beyond which was br ightnes s and daylight ; o f  
hear ing church bells and than r emembering n o  more until they were 
amongst the harvesters . 

"Lodged in th e house of Sir Richard de C alne at Wyke , they 
were eventually baptis ed .  Alas , the little fellow, the yo unger 
of the two children ,  died shortly afterwards . His sist er , 
however , eventually married a man in Lynne . 

UHonest , tho ughtful William ended hi s plain unembellished 
narrative wi th  th e res igned remark that everyone could think and 
s ay what they pleased but that he had no r egret at having r ecorded 
the ' prodigious and miraculous •  event s . 

" But if you look at the map they wer e  not so r emarkable after 
all . 

"Eight miles west of �'loolpit , and two north of Bury, within 
the sound of St . Edrrund 1 s bells is F ordham .St . Mart in and, clo s e  
by, the River Lark .  

"The real conundrum i s  no t t h e  childr en' s odd green hue o r  
their long silence , thes e two things probably came from days and 
days o f  wandering in th e terrifying , twilight solitude of the 
fore st - but why their parents never claimed them? Or had they 
been deliberately abandoned in th e v·lOOds ? n  

Thi s explanat ion co uld probably be acc epted as being the 
c orrect one , i f  i t  were not for the amazingly similar story, but 
this time fr an Spain , whic h appeared in Dr -. · Daniel Fry' s 
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..ll!lderstand.ing magazin e fo r August 1967 : 

"On an Augus t afternoon jn 1887 , two childr en walked hand in 
hand fr an a 9ave in th e cliffside r1ear the Spanish village of 
Banjo s  and into a field where farm workers wer e reaping . It was 
nearly 80 years ago , but th ere are people alive who knew thos e  who 
remember ed the day. 

" There has been exagger ation undoubtedly, distort ion too , but 
the basic facts s e em  to be indisputable : Th e children who waJked 
fearfully fr an th e  c ave spoke a strange and incoherent language 
and th e ir  clothes wer e  made of a subst�nc e  never s een before . And 
their skins wer e  gre en �  

" I t  i s  a bizarre st ory, c ontaining no logic , no explanation . 1 
Yet psychic researcher s  pinpoint it as perhaps t he  mo st valuable 
evidenc e  they have of t he  existe nc e  of a fourth dimension - a 
world existing side by side with ours , a twilight vJorld from which 
the children had in s om e  way escaped . 

"The theory i s  th at they had faJJ.en into a space vortex -
like a man who f alls through a hole in th e  ice and c annot 
r ediscover his point of entry - had entered our third dimentional 
place fr an a fo urth ,  and c ould not get bac k .  

"Ridiculous? Pos sibly, but of a ll  the throries put forward 
to account fo r the appearanc e o f  the gr een children, it i s  the 
only one which bears even a sec ond glanc e . 

11Soon after the phenomenon ,  a priest c ame fr an Barcelona to 
inves tigat e .

The only po int · �hich s eems to cast doubt on the stories is the

But each case s eems to be well doc­
umented , which seems to show that both de C alne and da C alno 
actu�y ��stcd . This is perhaps the . greatest enigma of the

His schoo l, Holmesdale County Primary, is the only one in the 
comtr y to have its own clo sed-circuit television . This was 
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reported in t he  Natio nal Pres s and in the T/V Times last November . 
/vith the kind support of his Headmaster , ·  Mr .  c ·.I . Price , Neville 
arranged for a UFO programme t o  be shown on the T/V and invited me 
t o  appear on it . The c onsequence was the c onvers ion o f  the UFO 

· Club into a Junior Branch· of Contact .

It is just poss ible th at scientists at C ambr idge have stumbled 
on t he first evi�cnce of  anothe r civilisation trying to contact 
us from outer space . 

Tho scientists have picked up a signal coming regularly every 
1�337 sec onds fr om a mo st peculiar star . They have nickn-2TJted the 
star "ffiM" - for Li ttl e  Gr een Men . 

Said Sir IJiart in Ryle , Professor of Radio-Astronomy at C ambridge 
"Our first thought was that this was another intelligence trying 
to contact us . We cannot complc;tely rule that out" . 

Th e star does no t confo rm to any traditional theory of how a 
star should behave and the scientific community is abuzz with 
speculation . One astronomer dc;scribcd it as "like a great heart 
throbbing out in s pacen . It vvas discover ed accidentally by 
Dr . .i·mthony Hev.rish and ��::r .  ;;ocelyn Bell of the MuJlru.--d Radio 
.l�stronomy Obs ervator y  1·inile searching the heavens v.Jith an array 
o f  aerials covering fcur-and-a-half acres of Cambridgeshire fields. 

"They v.Jer c mC;asur ing the scintillation of 1 quasar s '  ( highly 
energet ic objects believed to lie far out in the universe) when 
they noticed some fUD.ny fluctuatine signals " said Sir Martin . 

Dr . Heit-lish and Iv1r . Bell joined by Dr . J . D . Pilkington , Dr . P .F . 
Scott and Mr .  R . A.  Collins - pin pointad the pos ition of the star 
as outs ide our sol ar system but within the Hilky Hay (the galaxy 
of stars  of · ·\-.hi eh the ea..rth is a part) • 

The c �wr idge tGarn. have just lo cated three other "heart-throbs" 
in differ0nt parts of the sky. Now radio-telescopes all over the 
world have s-wung into action hunting for mo re ffiMs . 
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
