Iet Us Learn Humility

In my understanding the Sky People have a great humility. This does not
mean that they are humble or subservient.

often happens decide he is "the only one" to have received such an experience,
and as a result his ego swells with a vengeance.

1964 Affpuddle Landing

Observed landings on home ground are few and far between, and after the
story has been told there is generally no more than the witness's statement as
evidence. Affpuddle,(Dorset),however presented the Bristol Branch with some
exceptional opportunities to adduce evidence in support of the testimony of
a witnesss: it provided circumstantial, field and experimental evidence that
the activity of an unidentified flying object was the most likely cause of the
observed ground effects.

The witnesses, of which there were two, saw on three consecutive nights in
the exact same position an object the description of which was similar in many
respects to the frequently reported "saucer". The object was never seen during
the day, which aroused their suspicions, and classifies the event as a “landing".
The witnesses had given no more than a cursary glance at the frequent news-—
-paper reports of such things and had not read U.F.O. literature. Evenso they
could not have known.of the circumstances which surrounded the landing nor could
they have guessed at their significance. Furthermore they could not have
anticipated the experimental results which revealed unseen changes in the site
following the landing.

(1) The following points lend credibility to the witness's statement since
many of them are known to have been associated with sightings and landings:

(a) The area is thinly populated and remote from large centres of pop-
-ulation. It is in the centre of a wood in the angle of a little used cross
roads. From the air the landing site is conspicuous by virtue of the fact that
the Forestry Commission have ploughed a fire-break along the East and South-
eastern margins while the remainder is marked off by the roads. From the ground
however it is secluded as conifers have been planted on all sides. The exact
location is not given here as work on the site is still in progress.

(b). 4 National Grid Power Line erected between 1960 and 1964 passes from
East to West within 4 mile of the site and to the South of it.

(c) A ley-line passes through the site from N.E. to S.W. and runs for
over 15 miles through no less than 9 churches.
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(d) Five miles distant and visible from the landing site is The Dragon
Reactor of The Winfrith Heath Atomic Energy Establishment., Allowing for the
growth of the plantation trees to the South of the site, in 1964 this would
have been clearly visible from the top of the alledged landing craft.

(e) Three and a half miles distant and likewise visible from the site is
Bovington Army Camp with its extensive ranges and training areas.

(f) The 1960 Ordnance Survey Aerial Photographic Survey of the area reveals
a dark circular ring marking close to the position of the 1964 landing and of
the same diameter,(50'). Examination of the ground in 1968 reveals no evidence
for the existence of such a ring marking now. Hence the effect may be transient
and suggests that landlngs have occurred from time to time at the site prior
to 1960 and up to 1964.

(2) Field Evidence._The theoretical location and ground plan of the U.F.0. werc
determined with the cooperation of one of the witnesses. From this point on the
witness wgs not involved in the investigation. Field measurements of a number
of paraméters were made to ascertain the effects of the landing. Anomalies in
soil and vegetation characteristics were sought.

(a) A measured quadrat of 60'x 65' was laid out to enclose the theoret-
-ically circular outline of the 50' diameter craft. The vegetation was
estimated on a Percentage cover basis in 5'x 5' squares withir the quadrat. The
results are shown in Fig.2 as a block histogram. An unshaded 5' square is devoid
of vegetation, a shaded square has 100 % cover. In practice the squares within
the alledged circular landing area were almost all entirely devoid of vegetation,
outside of the circular area the normal mosaic of grassland with intermadiate
percentages is found..

(b) Using a portable contamination meter the radiocactivity at ground
level was determined for each of the 5' squares within the quadrat. The results
are presented in Fig.3, and show that the levels within the theoretical landing
area were vastly in excess of the background when all other sources of the
background radiation were taken into account.

(¢) The electrical soil resistance was measured along the northern edges
of each of the 5' squares. The absence of irregularities in the distribution of
the readings confirmed that soil water alone could not account for the vegetation
anomaly, and buried objects could not account for the elevated radioactivity .

(d) A vertical radiation profile was determined for the centre of the
theoretical landing area for 7' above the ground and for 1' below it. The results,
as shown in the graph of Fig.4, demonstrate that the radioactivity is confined to
the upper #" or so of the soil, and that it consists for the most part of
electron emission to a height of 1' above ground. This is damped very rapidly
below ground but significant levels are seen at 7' above the surface. This is
consistent with the view that the surface is contaminated to a depth of only %
or so and that the contamination is spread evenly over the affected area..

(3) Experimental Evidence. The compactness of the soil in the affected area
suggested that changes had taken place in the soil consequent upon the landing.
S0il samples revealed marked differences in humus content and hydrogen ion
concentration between the soils of the landing area and those outside it.

An East-West transect across the midline of the survey area provided samples
which were flash heated to dull redness and then compared with untreated
samples for changes in hydrogen ion concentration. Hydrogen ion concentration
was used as it is a good indicator of base status and of humus content of soils.

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As shown in Fig. 5 all of the variation in hydrogen ion concentration in the
field samples could be accounted for by the experimentally incuced heating
effect, i.e., heating depresses the hydrogen ion concentration of ncrmal soil
to those levels found in the landing area.( In terms of pH this is an increase
in value and shows that without its humus the soil is actually slightly basic,
.pH 8.0 - 8.5). Be this as it may the most likely explanation for the observed

changes in the soil over the landing area is that a craft produced a heating
effect. -

(4) Summary. Evidence is produced to show that the witness's location of the
object agrees with a number of marked anomalies in soil and vegetation
characteristics. The craft was accompanied by high and lasting levels of
radioactivity and produced a heating effect. The choice of landing site conforms
to the established picture of U.F.O. activity.

Our thanks are due to Teter Jakiro, ( Birmingham Contact ), for his
assistance with the field work. A full account of these investigations together
with a more detailed description of what the witnesses saw will appear at a

later date when our investigations are completed.

The Unidentified Flying Oujects: 4 digest of Possibilities.

Most , if not all, readers of this publication will be aware of the facts
and theories which purpcrt to substantiale or explain the origin of theU.F.O's.
We are bowmbarded with stories of obscrvation and contact, while having no way of
determining which ones to disbelieve - except the most wildly improbable.ones,
such as the tales of George Adauski; or the ones which have been disproved by
time, such as the story of the Brazilian who was taken to another(unidentified)
planet and told of an invasion plan for 1966.
There seems little doubt, however, that from’'the vast aggregate of reports
a distinct pattern emcrges. This can, I believe, be suumarized as follows:-
(i) Space vehicles from one or more extraterrestrial cultures have been observing
us for at least twenty years, and probably from as far back as the Middle Ages.
(ii) These vehicles take great interest in military installations, nuclear tests,
power lines and other aspects of human technology.
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(iii) Their vehicles are usually disc-shaped or oval, with flashing red,
green and orange lights and a ratating dome on top. They generate a field which
stalls car engines and leave burnt , radioactive patches where they have landed.

(iv)The occupants of the vehicles are usually described as man-like creatures
about four feect in height, with large helmets or heads, in grey or silver dress.

(v) 4nd this is the most important common factor of all - they do not appear
to humanity en masse or announce their purpose, while treating the lone humans
who do encounter them with casual indifference. If the humans cause trouble, they
are paralised, gassed unconscious, or driven from the area by heat beams. In no
case up to now, however, have any humans been deliberately harmed as far as we
can tell, and nonc have been killed inn the presence of witnesses, (though some
oneih Brazil 'disappeared' on a cloud of smoke exuded by a globe-shaped object
which also vanished).

Statistically, our type of sun is the commonest in the galaxy, a yellow
GO star. It is highly probable, therefore, that life on planets orbiting these
stars may have evolved in ways very similer to our own; despite the enormous
size of the universe, we are a very common factor in it. This similarity scems
to be born out by point(iv) in my suamary.

In that case, what is so important about this planet? Is it us and our ¢
culture? Or some purpose as incomprehensible to us as the purpose - if it has a
purpose - of the huge light beam emanating from the planet of the galaxy M87 in
Virgo, a jet of light energy hundreds of light-years in length?

As I write this, my cat is curled asleep on my bed. When I want to sleep
I shall push it off and perhaps put it outside. If it jogs the gramophone - a
highly complex apparatus emanating sounds which are meaningless to a cat, but
beautiful to us -~ I will be angry and push it aside. The cat observcs cars and

eeroplanes and other products of our technology and understands not one whit
of their purpose or construction. Thus perhaps, we observe U.F.O.'s and cannot
understand them, or the purposes of the minds that construct them. They may
have been around us as long as we have existed, and appeare¢d in our lives only
as often as men appear to the deer or the ape, in the hazardous jungle. The
space travellers may study us only as incidentally as we might study animals
while driving down & road through new territory; after all, the vast amounts
of money and research spent on - say - biology are mere curiosities to the great
mass of 'civilised' men who know or care little about sciencée, even the affluent
and well educated ocnes. Only a tiny amount of the activity surrounding our
planet may be concerned with usj the rest of it may be concerned with as abstract
and incomprehensible a purpose as making mcney(when concidered rationally).

Yet this analogy between men and animals is false in one vital respect;
we have a technology and we are conscioés and able to perform far more complex
mental operations than any animal. We are also capable or further evolution
(at least on a mental plane) wherc the other mammals do not seem to be and the
insects and reptiles patently not.

To the aliens, therefore, we are more likely to be of the order of
importance of the primitive tribesmen of New Guinea or South America. We are
warlike, strong and clever enough to do a good deal of damage and ferociously
xenophobis and resentful of outside interference. It would be a great deal easier
and less dangerous for the aliens to allow us to grow up of our own accord, while
carrying on with whatever they are doing. If we should reach the stage of being
civilise@ enough to be contacted on a large scale, and the aliens are a bit
more responsible than the colonialists of the 19th century, they will no doubt
set up e ' welfare programme' here.
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But one thing seems to be certain. We must make the effort ourselves.
Nobody is going to step in at the last moment and save the race, stop the wars
by super-scientific magic. Until we can cure the sickness in the human Lrain, we
are for all practical purposes alone in the universe .

My own attempt to live in harrony with other human beings is governed by
the three principles set down in the Brihadarnanyaka Upanishad, and used by T.S.
Eliot in his great poem 'The Waste Land'. These are DATTA,DAYADHVAM,DAMYATA;
which is to say; GIVE,SY#PATHISE, CONTROL. Give what others need from you,
materially and psychologically; Sympathise by doing your best to share and
comprehend their ewotions; and Control your own inner force and channel it toward
good. Until these principles, or principles like them, are followed by all men,
the graph of our ethical progress will remain a wobbly horizontal with a sharp
downward jerk at monotonous intervals - St. Bartholomews Night, Buchenwald,
Hiroshima, Vietnam. Our tribal loyalties must be dissolved and a loyalty to all
of life substituted or we will poison our world and other worlds with our war
and pestilence and sterility.

I find this contribution full of interest. The Zodiac, which is
found all over the world, surely offers food for investigation? Mrs. Maltwood's
"huge Glastonbury Zodiac", referred to by Mr. Michell, said to cover a 10 mile
diameter, has been photographed from 10,000 ft. up, and copies may be obtained
from The Chalice Well Estate, Glastonbury, Somerset. Another Zodiac may be seen
in the famous Astronomical Clock at Hampton Court.

Before written Scripture, or Prophets, God ordalned teaching in the stars,
Genisis I,14.Thisg forecast the coming of the Saviour, His struggle, death and
final triumph. The teaching was corrupted by the Evil Power, resulting in the
Myths of Egypt, Babylon, Greece etc.; and pagan worship began of mythical beings
based on the Zodiac story.

The origin of stone circles is in the Zodiac, and in the Celtic Cross in
churchyards, signifying Eternity...no beginning nor ending. The Zodiac story
itself begins with Virgo (the Virgin) and climaxes with Leo (the Conquering Lion).
The Sphinx gives the clue...Head of a Woman, body of a Lion. In two nearby temples
(Denderah and Esnah) the Zodiac is shown in pictures, with the Sphinx inserted
between Virgo and leo, facing Virgo.

Israel was composed of twelve tribes, each one given one Sign as its standard;
in camping or marching each tribe had its definite appointed position (Numbers II,
2,3 & 9); Judah (Leo) always “Towards the rising of the Sun®; and the Zodiac
message culminates with the coming Conquering Lion.,Sun worship stems from this,
as does the orientation of Christian Churches..."The Sun of Righteousness shall
arise with healing in his wings"(Malachi IV,2). On the march Judah led the way.

The meaning of the 12 Signs is of great interest. Each Sign is composed of
three Constellations with stars all significantly named. The Signs themselves do
not picture, say, -a woman or a Lion; but are arbitrarily selected to represent
something, as notes on clef of musical score represent certain sounds with no
visible relationship between signs and sounds. The meaning was taught to early
man (Romans I,19-21; Psalms XIX).

It vis not, of course, possible in a short article to give details, but each

Virgo: 3 Constellations...Coma, The Infant; Centaurus, with dart piercing
victim and BoBtes (or Arcturus) Shepherd with flocks.

Leo: 3 Constellations...Hydra, the Fleeing Serpent; Crater, the Cup of Wrath
on Serpent and Corvus, the Bird of Doom tearing Serpent.

The meaning of the stars in these Constellations have all the same note as
many Bible verses:- "The Lion of the Tribe of Judah hath prevailed" (Isaiah XXVII,
1). The whole teaching of this Sign is that the Lion of Judah (Christ) will
finally conguer Satan and deliver his people.

Are the UFOs bringing the message again which is so clearly stated in the
Bible and the Zodiac of a nearing crisis in which they will play their part?
Compare World News today with Bible warnings. I believe Christ's words (Mark XIII,

A Question Of Measurement

I think it is true to say that those of us who have watched the develope-
ment of the flying saucer movement have become increasingly aware of the fact that,
in recent years, the amount of progress made has been very small indsed, to the
point that little scientifically verifiable information exists today that did not
exist ten years ago. The purpose of this article, therefore, is to make some effort
to see to it that this situation is not prolonged for the next ten years.

We live in an age of scientific instrumentation and yet it is strange,almost
paradoxical, that so little electronics has been epplied to UFOlogy. While a
certain organization, (which shall be nameless!), continues to promote a form of
detector which, while excellent in‘:its way, must surely now belong to the era of
the hansom cab, the hope for progress is but slight. It is not diffiecult to see why
so many intelligent people have rejected the scientific approach, and gone over
to more etheric methodd of gaining their information, when the fabuleusypotential
of modern science has been so ill-applied. Of course I realise that I am setting
myself up as the proverbial Aunt Sally so if people want tc throw things at me I
hope they will make it electronic equipment for this is not easy to come by!

Now to get down to the business of flying saucer effects. These I will
outline briefly before indicating some of the possible ways of measurement. Also
I should like to keep this description on a largely theoretical basis as I hope to
describe. one or two practical systems in a further article. The reader will
observe that Fig. 1 is the familiar femily tree of U.F.O. effects. There follows a
list, (items A to B), of the possible ways of measuring these effects:

A: This can be measured by means of a simple pendulum with an automatic timer.
If, as predicted by L. Gramp(l), g varations take place, then the time perlod et
w1ll vary as T=2M.(1/g)%, allowing easy measurement; this might prove the
verification of a superlative theory.

B: Sound, specifically ultrasonics, appears to be important as animals are
often hypersensitive to the approach cf U.F.Os. A wide-band ultrasonic receiver is
called for.

C: Radio is ideally monitored with panoranic receivers, covering the spectrum
‘from VLF to far-red,( A tall order!).

Fig.l, overleaf
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D: Light effects can be seen all right but what would be. more useful are
_spectrographic records of U.F.0Os. under varying conditions. :

E: X- and Gamma rays can be measured'in a multiplicity of ways, but probably
the best way is by proportional -counter with facilities for differentiating the
energy levels of the incident radiation and thereby the frequency ranges.

F: Electrostatic measurements present quite a problem as extreme impedances
are called for. The best methods would appear to be electrostatic, (CRT display),
deflection systems or clectrometer valves. Before anyone shouts IGFETs, (they can't
touch you for it!), it should be recalled that these devices are easily damaged
by static overloads such as are bound to occur in this application.

G: Ionisation can easily be determined from atmospheric conductivity.

H: Magnetic fields can be either AC or DC, and we know very little about the
fields. of the saucers. AC fields can be measured in frequency from the currents
which they induce in sensing coils, while DC ones can be measured with either a
magnctometer or an atomic resonance device,(2). My thanks are due to Roger Black~
-well for this latter suggestlon.

While this list is in no way complete,for it probably does not describe
‘one tenth of the possible methods, what I hope it will do is to show that the
"nuts and bolts" approach to the problem has in fact yet to bs tried.

In point of fact most of these devices together with many others are to
be installed in The Bedford U.F.0. Society's Project Mobile Laboratory. I can
only express my sincere hope that the few points I have raised may encourage
others to take up the same idea: to design and build their own systems and
equipment. In this way I believe we stand a good chance of getting somewhere,

I know not where, The stars perhaps?

E.S.P. Turn About

It is a fact of personal experience that contact of one kind or another
may take place in such a way that orthodox physical means are ruled out. The kind
of contact with which our movement is particularly concerned may only be possible
under these special conditions, and it is for this reason that we need to consider
forms of contact which may stem from our latent powers of E.S.P. and telekinesis.

Neither the hard core of E.S.P. researchers nor the amateur investigator
have ever adduced evidence which would stand up t o indefinite repetition.
Occasionally exceptionally gifted individuals have been discovered but a characte
—eristic of their performance is that it eventually deteriorates.

Such a man is Pavel Stenpanek, (Nature,Vol.220,p.89), who since 1961 has
been the subject of an investigation by Dr. Milan Ryzl of Prague in a long series
of unspectacular tests in which he had to guess which coloured surface of a
concealed green/white card was uppermost. In the early years he scored consist-
—ently 55-60% success, but. by 1964 his performance had become erratic and had
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declined.

Analysis of the data by Ryzl and his collegue Dr. J.S.Pratt revealed a
curious anomalys: that inspite of shuffling and randomly coding the cards, and
changing the types of covers used to conceal the cards Stenpanek's hits were
concentrated on certain cards and certain covers. His sensitivity to variation
in the target materials was dubbed the "focussing effect". On further invest-
-igation it was shown that he would consistently call say "green" for a specific
target-card regardless of whether its green or white surface was uppermost.

In one series it was discovered that there was a very close association between
one of the covers and one of the two choice words. This cover, indistinguishable
from all of the others of the set and concealed from his view, was used in 18
experiments. Regardless of which card it contained or ghich coloured surface of
the card was uppermost it was shown statistically,(Chi<), that there was less
than one chance in 10° that the association was due to chancc alone.

This focussing effect was attributed by Ryzl to Ymental impregnation" and
by Pratt to "paranormal association". Both statements however fall far short of
a practical explanation. For the first time we have a convincing demonstration
that E.S5.P. rests on the special circumstances surrounding the event: in this
case the special relationship between Stenpanek and some peculiarity in the
materials of which the cards and their covers are made. Telekinesis between the
experimenters and Stenpanek is ruled out since the cards were shuffled and re-
—coded at the beginning of each run. Only after a run could the true identity
of the cards be ascertained.

It would appear that the stumbling block in E.S.P. research has been the
universal assumption that a choice has to be made, and that the test of E.S5.P.
is whether the subject can make the right choice between the contrived differ-
—ences,i.e.,arbitrary qualities such as "green" and "white" have been alloted
to the target in the hope that a suitably sensitive person will distinguish
between the "greenness" and the "whiteness". It is not therefore surprising that
the focussing effect has been for so long overlooked and is now consigned to a
class of special "effects" while the riddle of E.S.P. supposedly remains
unsolved. One would not after all expect a paranormal association between one
of an arbitrarily assigned choice such as "green" and a peculiarly elusive
feature of a specific target—-card or cover if in the design of the experiment
the experimenter has relied on normal processes of intellection.

Yet this 1s the very essence of E.S.P. It is a far simpler hypothesis which
postulates that there is one special relationship between one special object and
one evoked response than an hypothesis which postulates that there are as many
discreet responses as there are types of concealed objects. Failure to grasp
this opens the door to innumerable experiments with cards and to a fruitless
search for the responsible sense organ.

Clearly the accidental discovery of the “effect" has nothing to do with the
design of the experiments or the actual choice of cards offered. That a stimulus
has evoked a response is certain from the specificity of the Meffect" and from
its reproducability. The peculiarity of the "effect" is that it operates at the
unconscious level since the subject was never aware that he had made a para-
-normal association; he was preoccupied by making a choice between "green" and
Ywhite", Secondly the response is in the form of a label taken from a language
of only two words: this label has been spontaneously attached to one specific
target at an unconscious level and by virtue of a mechanism as yet undeterunined.

Surely the time has come to put away the packs of cards, and to investigate
situations where E.S.P. can be expanded and tested for its ability to provide
a language for contact. JR.,(Bristol Branch).

The fact that they have not done so. is surely evidence in their favour
but apart from this our Space Visitors have established a number of di. ferent
means of contact with us in recent years, and so we have our own statements of
what they are doing here. Amongst these means of communication are:; wireless
telegraphy; tapping of telephone wires; mental telepathy; and face to face
conversation. It is even claimed by some that Space Visitors who are )
indistinguishable from ourselves(for there are many different types) have landed
and are mixing with us unknown.

There are good reasons for believing at least some of these claims of
contact, and the point is there is a surprising conscnsus of opinion amongst
those claiming contact that our Visitors - wish us well and have come for our good.
They cannot land openly yet for a variety of reasons, they maintain, amongst
which are:=-

Firstly,the shock to humanity as a whole their landing might cause. Most
pcople still believe we are-alone in space.

Sccclidly, their superior tcchnology might cause such industrial and
econoimic repercussions that widespread trade collapse and financial ruin might
take place.

Tuirely, the military, who by their very nature think mainly in terms
of defence and attack , would not casily be persuaded to lay aside their
armaments.

"Fourthly, the significance of other, more advanced bcings in thé Universe
"would have.a disasterous effect on the World's religions. _ ..

So the approach of our S=uce Braticrs - which is how they term themselves
maintaining as they do they worship the same Eternal Father as we do - is being
achieved very slowly and cautiously. The modern UFQ 'flap' coumenced in 1946,

a year after we started exploding the atom boimb. In fact, this appears to have been
the cause of their coming. They have taken more than 20 years over it, so far,
but the visitation has increascd in: intensity since we entered the 'space race'.

It is up to us to oppose those who cry'foe'. It is up to us to extend a
hand of welcome, and to let these Space People know in no uncertain manner,
we will mcet friendliness with friendliness.
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A gspectre at Epping

Re:ently I received a very interesting report from Richard Barton, a member
of Contact in Dagenham who is also. the secretary of the Dagenham Ariel Phenom-
ena Research Organisation.It seems to tie together, to a certain extent, UFOQ's
ghost-hauntings, spirit communications and leys and also adds weight to the
theory that there is significance in the fact that haunted houses often occur
on leys.

On the evening of Sunday,July 21st, Mr. Barton &nd some other members
of his group went to Copped Hall in Epping, Essex,to hold a seance.The hall,
which is now ruined, is famous for the royalty which once stayed there.

There were about fifteen members of the group and they went to the
deepest cellar they could find and there set up an ouilja board.After about a
minute they seemed to contact an entity which introduced itself as 'Jinni
Haschi',which for a while spoke of nothing in particular, then told all the
people present to leave as 'spectres' were coming at eleven-o'clock. Seeing
that the time was four minutes past eleven, they hurriedly made their exit.

When about three of the party weee left, one of them suddenly shouted
that he could see a spectre coming. At this there was some confusion and some
equipment was dropped, but all of them eventually got out, which entailed a
climb of six-foot over a wall and out through a window. As they left they saw
several white lights floating across a nearby field towards the ruin,.

The 'spectre' was described by its witness as shaped like a cigarette
vending machine with what looked like two magnifying glasses near the top, in
the position one would expect eyes.It was about three feet high and two feet
wide and floated about six inches from the floor. The shape was not distinct,
but was a misty grey, seeming less dense in the centre than at the outside. It
seemed to approach in jerks. The entity seems to bear some relationship or
similarity to other strange beings which have been seen - Flatwoods,Winterfold,
and especially the recent Whitmoor Common sighting, described as being
rectangular, '

Both the Winterfold and Whitmoor Common encounters were cxperienced
in areas connected with leys, so after receiving the information on this
sighting I checked to see if any leys passed through Copped Hall ‘and found
three quite good ones. One runs roughly eastward through Waltham Abbey, Copped
Hall, Epping Church, Dodd's Farm (note the significant name 'dodd'), and
Writtle Church, near CTheImsford. Another comes south-east through Stanstead
Bury Church, Nazeing Church, Copped Hall, several cross-roads and a strctch
of straight track south of Dartford, Kent. The third goes through Copped Hall,
Coleman's Farm(note the significant name ‘'cole'), near Theydon Mount, a church
near Navestock Hall, two cross-roads, both containing parish boundaries, and
a church north of Crays Hill, near Billericay. Mr. Barton has found other leys
passing through Cppped Hall.

Epping has been the site of several strange encounters in the past, but
this seems the most spectacular to date. The moving white lights seem to show
that there is a conection with UFOs though it is the first case to my knowledge
where the witnesses were warned of a 'monster' in advance by an ouija board
message.

A blazing star that disrupted the visible movement
of the sun and caused a world conflagration and became the¢ dorning-Evening
Star. Details can be found in the astonomical booxs of the ancient peoples
of both hemispheres.

The Chalcdeans called it "4 stupendous prodigy in the sky". The Vedas say
the star Venus looxs like tire with smoke, dark in the daytime and luainous
at night. The Talmud says “Fire is hanging down from the planet Venus®". The
