neare In the Rodney Chapel here both Doris and ad strong lumming in our heads
as we do at some_ley centres (though by no meanc all)e As expected, I found this
to be a good_le centres It is aligned slightly north of east, to align with
two tumuli ﬁE??%agf—ﬂglls. Strangely enough, the Rodney Chapel was only added in
the 15th centurye From herc wc continued to Nyland Eill, a main ley-orthotenic
centre, but found it inaccessible; both Wedmore Church and the Tor were visible
from the base thoughe

Mre AeSe Rattroy, BeSec saw 3
large luminous dises gliding along in cquilateral triangle formatione One was
leadingy with the other two to the rear in perfeect formatione Coliour stendy and
golden; objecects visible about 20-30 scconds, cestimated height 750 feet, est. spced
150 mepehe The witness spent seven years in the ReAeFeo as a metcorological officen
so it was fairly simple for him to work out height nnd specd.

April 15the Warrington, 930 peme Mr, Holbroak saw a glowing red object, going
fasty, estimated height of aireraft landinge It was visible for about 15 minutes.
April 15the Cumnor, Oxford, 910 peme OBjcect like a big yellowish-white star
secn by myself and Mre Ae Turncre It wes the size of a silver 3d piecey stationary
but. ehanged shape ond brightnesse We watched through Tx50 binoculars, and were
certain this was not a star covered by cloude Visible for 5 mimutesy did not
