Once 
a physical phenqmenon becomes a recognised fact9 and therefore accepted and 
r�spe.ctaple? and the question nHow?" has been nnswqred9 all thinking people 
will ·theh ask "Why?" ; 

How do we find out why? E.S.P. is being investigated in our universi�ies 
and in Oxford a Professor of Zoology is beginning a project to compare the 
workings of human E .s .P. with bird migration. Here the bogey-word "consci<Yus­
ness" once again rears its head - this time group consciousness. Does this 
release any flight formation of thoughts9 applying the idea to UFO control? 

Should members wish to explore the Time-Space theories 9 they mey wislr to 
consider the following inferences? conjectures offered by Air Chief Marshal 
Sir Victor Goddard at the conclusion of a lecture entitled "Towards a Science 
of Consciousness".

A SIGHTING AT GL.tl.STONBURY 

During the week when tbr·ee r:1en of extr ... ,ordinary cour age set off for . the·. 
Moon in th eir f rail craft, there was an unusual sighting over Glastonbury Tor 
in Somerset. · On Thursday 9 July 17th, the day after Apollo 11 lifted off 9 

four night shif t workers at Morlands in Glastonbriry :saw· a glow ing ball .of 
fire making complicated manouevre s over Glastonbmy 'ror at 2.30 a.m.* The 
sighting lasted about twenty minutes. Two of the observers had ... also seen the

same or a similar object the previous Sundqy9 first white then turning to 
bright red os ' i t carried out its TJ.ano·auvres. 

It is unusual that those two sightings should have occurred just at 
the.t_ime of the I�fo,on flight 9 for these arc the only t"ro sightings I have 
over heard of reported from Glo.stonbury. I had c:llwEJYs wor1dered wh;y there 
had boon no sightings there before, for as well as the area abounding in 
leys9 Glastonbury is si gnificunt -J.n' other W"'YSo It is within the ten-mile­
wide circle of effigies of the sie;ns of the Zodiac discovered by Tvlrs. 
Mal twood9 and is steeped in legend which indic at os that it has been revered 
for thousands of years. At other ley cant r 2s (e.g. Stone·hmgc) the re had 
been usually a fow sightings now and again9 but at the place one might 
exp8ct theu1 most there had be en none reported.

It is· inturcsting to spc ctllat e as to -vi:ly this should be so. The ex- · 

planati on which readily springs to nind is that perhaps landing on another 
• world affects the Em-th or the Earth-Moon system in sor.1e way, and this had 
�to be .adjusted at what is perhaps the major power-centre for this planet. 

There nust be a greo.t deo.l of knowledge we have yet to gain about tho Earth 
and the planets and the mighty yet perhaps also delicately balonced forces 
that b .. :(.:p them in equilibrium. We rray well o\>P a. lot to thos� who do know.

Did Pnlm ·trees once grow at the South Pole? By Robert Chapman. 

Cm. you imn,gine pal m trees ruld othe r lush tropical vcgetati on ever having 
flourished at the South Pole?. Crm you imagine exotic birds and ·animals having 
thrived there? Millions of ye_ffi's ago it is just possible that they did. 

At 8Yl.Y rato America's N�'vtioriai Science Foundation rvckons there is enough 
evidence to make the notion worth looking; into. 

The foundation is, in fact, preparing to s1�nd %7 oillion (about 
£29900,.000) on sending a tec:m of 17 sci·:mtists · to look for moro evidence 
early next Yl30.T. 

The scientists, froE1 New York's Mureun of Nttural History and the uni­
. versi ti <-3S of Ohio and \'liichi ta9 arc to be :0. own with t bo ir equipment to a 
mountainous cent ral area of t.ntarctic·a v, 1.i.ch �s largely free from snow and­
ice during the south polar summer. 

There th ey will make camp and star·i excavati ng. Wba t they hope to find 
are fossilised remains of ancient rcpti·:_c s which fl ourishcd before the Ice Age 
when it is believed Antarctica may have --;o cm located much nearer the earth 1 s 
equator. 

The search has been prompted by a 1pectacular find near the United 
S-Lates 1 permanent base in lintarctica of part of a jawbone of an ancient fresh-
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water amphibian (rather like a huge l i z ard) colled a labyrinthodont. 
The .. f ind suggests that .Antart-ic:a was onc·e joined to South America or 

Africa 1-rhere similar fossils have be·eh found·.· The discovery of more fos sils 
of this. kind 'l.<rould g reat ly st rengthen the notion snd support the general theory 
that the great lard T.I1;'1�300S of the worid belong to a kind of global jig-sa w 
puzzle and once all fitted togethe::r· •.

-Research and Enlightenment) 9 Virgi ni a Bc.;o.ch. They exceed 499000 pages of manu­
script re corded ver batin while the "sleeping" Cayco spoke. L.gnin it is claimed, 
on his behalf 9 that .his diagnose:s wero 100 percent co rr0ct 9 as were his cures 
wherever his pre·sc ripti ons were followed. Ho became known on a world-wi de 
scale · as the ":Miracle Mon of Virginia Bench." . . . . 

Mr. Hersche ll point ed out the high percentage of success scored by Mr. 
Cayce9 in itself., caused onJ to t8l<:e careful note of his st atemont s9 but apart 
f rom this .were other favnu rCLble faCt:)r S • /nnongst the SO were the consistency 
of his revelations which st retched fro m .. tho beginning of tho world to the end 
of the p resent age 9 th e extent to vvbich they are supported by revelations 
coming to us f rom other sources? our intuitive response to them;;· and the fact 
thc::tt· Cayce· himself was not .only a rG n.c;J .. ut e Christ i8Yl thro-ugh out h�s, 1ife9 b ut 
re,ad the bible from beginning to ,en d .. rio fewel!- than 6 7 times. 

REINCARNATION 
On thousand s. of occasions Cayc�� awakened from his sleep to f ind he had 
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gone back to the .previous lives on Earth of the people who had sought his help 
and he was eo mpell ed to  conclude thcJ.t the doctrine of Reincnrna ti on Dnd Chri.st­
ian theology were not irroconcileablo. It wo.s during such c]<icursi ons into the 
past .. that he was able to th row such illuoinntion upon.tho worldfs histo:r:y. 

In Genesis it was written that "The Spirit of God noved over .the fact 
of the waters 9" and Cayce addod to  this g "L .. s he moved Souls 9 poTtions of hin­
self9 came into being." Regarding the Foll, he said� "There was an initial 
full of the Angel s 9 a f�.l-. in SJ2iri_t by numerous enti ties  who came within the 
Earth sphere •. These Spirit Entitios9 or Soul s, catJ.e and oogan playlng at 
creation, projecting thomsolves into .the ·Dat erial Earth as "thought foros', 
mineral 9 vogot(l,ble ond animal. They bec."nJe so enmeshed and hardened in the 
material divisions ru1d cro--,tions of their own making that they ultimatcly lost 
thei r concious identity tJ.s creatures of God. Other Souls 9 no-\t, trapped in the 
mterial Earth, were '1Ware of this situation c:md cho se to ent er the Earth 
plane in order to aid t he en ti ties thus ent ro.pped.. This second wave of Soul s 
was led into the earth by the entity we know as  Jesus. 

Thus9 according t o  Cayce9 Jesus ha s carried on his mission of Salvation 
from th e beginning of time. Cayce states He has been reincarnat ed on Earth 
30 tiTres . 

]lh·. Herschell went on to describe two revel at ions which he believed to 
be completely new. 

Firstly, when Cayce was asked to state the source of the informati on 
which poured out of him9 he gave a threefold answer .. He got it primarily9 
he said, ;fror1 his own subconcious9 on which was recorded everything that had 
happened to him during his life. If this-failed9 he could tap the sub­
concious of everyone on ��rth. Thirdly, he could go to the Akhashic re­
cords, on which were recorded everything that had happenE:d fro m the beginning 
of time . 

Thus 7 Mr. Horscholl observod9 if this were true, a wonde1·ful unity at 1 
SUb-conCiOUS l evel Ori sted botwoon everyone on earth 9 m1d if this WuS more 
wi dely understood� all forms of war would surely bo brotght to an end . 

Socondl y9 as it was noted that CaYco, frequently used astro-logical 
allusions, he was a sked whether there.w�s any trutp in astrology. His reply 
was an emphat ic affirmative, alth ough he added a rider that modern astrologers 
were only in possession of part of tho truth and could not be reliod upon in 
all they s rod. Ho cils o added tha t the ploo et s were only emblenatic of planes 
of conciousnes s  and there was·no l ife on the m  in our 3-dinensional sense. 

But9 he said7 t� Solar Systeu was created by God as a colossal school 
for :NL-m' s developnent and that we "sojourned" on them in between our Earth 
lives 9 inhabiting bodies applicable to those planes. It was what we learnt 
and experienced during such planetary "sojourns" tbat incl ined us to act in 
certain ways indi cated by the positi ons of the planets in our birth char t s? 
Cayce emphasized, however, that these were only "inclinations" and that our 
"will" was supreme in all cases..

He picked out the 40 year period 1958�19'982 as the time of the "great 
testi:ng" of the wor�d upon the resul t s  of which. d epended the· ti rm when our 
Lord would eo ne� an event whlch, he emphasized, was most certainl

.
Y to take 

place.

Edgar Cayce w.'S a very ordinary middle-cJ,as s Americnn, not very in­
telligent and not particularly l iterate. He longed for nothing· else them 
to l ive a nornal life, and to look after his wif e and chil dren, a�d never 
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used the power that worked through him for gffin9 or for his own advantage 9 
but only to help others� 

\Nha.t was this mysterious power9 Mr.P Herschell asked9 that it. took hold 
of a man against his inclinati on and compelied. him to utter throughout his 
life more p:r:ophecies cmd ·revelations than the wor ld h.:.s seen since the deys 
our Lord walked the earth? 

Surely9 we must take note) and at least mt�t watch,carofully to see 
vJhether the rest of his predictio.ns would be fulfilledo
