THE INTERNATIONAL SCENE

Contact is now operating in twenty-two countries. A full list is given 
at the end o f  this article. 

We have had our teething troubles in the international sphere , too , and 
they are to some extent still, with us. Some good people have given up through 
illness or lack o f  time , and others because they couldn ' t  arouse enough 
interest. Nevertheless , despite these setbacks Contact is growing steadily 
around the world and new enthusiasts appear to take on the job o f  organising 
our movement in fresh countries and in those where others have made no pro­
gress. Shortly , we will have Contact established in Israel , Australia , and 
I hope , once again in Yugoslavia. 

Countries with the largest number of  members are the United Kingdom , 
South A frica and Pakistan , followed by Norway and Puerto Rico . Most o f  the 
others have less than fifty members each and some less than a dozen. However , 
this is due chiefly to many o f  them being new or comparatively new. 

Contact ( U . K . ) has about 400 members. At one time they had many more. 
Then , for a time they descended into the 'dark ages' and the membership slumped 
to a figure well below the present one. However , I am happy to report that 
they are now climbing again. They recently elected a new national chairman , 
Mr. F . W .  passey who has introduced-some beneficial ideas , and new blood has 
been brought into their committee which has also proved stimulating. Jimmy 
Goddard continues to play a fine part as Hon. Secretary and al so ful fils an 
able role on the editorial board of this excellent magazine "Awareness" . 
Derek Mansell is building up Contact (U . K.) 's reputation on the UFO research 
aspect and confidently expects that before long it will be the finest in 
Europ� He has a team of scientists assisting him , including a geologist from 
Oxford University. Derek is also the hard working membership secretary. He 
al so tells me that he is confident now that "Awareness" is publishing more 
regularly again that the membership will continue to climb steadily. 

Miss Anne Patterson is doing sterling work organising London meetings ,  
a s  well as building up the London groups.  Finally , tribute should be paid to 
all the hard work put in by committee members ,  Doris Cropper , David Lloyd and 
Adrian Turner. 

We are all sorry that Silvia Staples , who has served diligently on the 
Committee , finds that her hours of  work at the B.B. C .  are too unpredictable 
to allow her to attend meetings.  Although she has resigned , she is continuing 
to give a great deal o f  help on the correspondence side , and we are very 
grateful to her. 
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I know something of the problems that have beset Contact (U . K . )  during 
the last year or so , but they are buil ding on firmer foundations and are now 
the largest and most progressive UFO organisation in the U .K .  

Contact ( South Afri ca ) has four branches , a t  Durban , East London , 
Johannesburg and Pretoria. This is a splendid part of Contact and they maintain 
a fine liaison with your international chairman. They hold regular meetings , 
skywatches and publish their own magazine called "Skywatch" which contains 
very interesting material . 

The National Chairman o f  Contact ( S .A . ) is Mr. J .H .  Elliot , and his 
address is  P .O .  Box 51 , "Hill crest" , Natal . Both Mr. Elliot and his wife have 
not been able to take on as much activity as they would have liked in the 
affairs o f  Contact ( S .A . ) for health reasons and we send our best wishes to 
them both for the future. The Hon.  Secretary of Contact ( S .A . )  is the charming 
Mrs .  Evelyn von Vloten. I had the pleasure of  meeting Evelyn when she· visited 
this country a few years ago . She is a wonderful worker for Contact and that 
is why they now have between 300-4oO members , as well as a working arrangement 
with the South A frican Air.Force for the exchange of UFO information. 

At the time of writing the number.o f members that Pakistan has is not 
known to me , but I have reason to believe that they are a well-knit organisation 
spread all over that large country. Contact (Paki stan) owes its formation 
largely to the efforts of M. Habibullah Bahar, a businessman. 

Contact has three very good friends in Norway. I call them "The Three 
Musketeers" , because they work ' one for all and all for one ' .  They are _ 
Nil s Jacob Jacobsen our international committee member , Knut Aasheim and 
Sverre Wiseth. I met Sverre when he paid a visit to London recently.  A very 
likeable young man of great ability.  These three rnn a group called UFO­
INFORMASJON in Norway but are participating in Contact . 

Contact  ( Puerto Rico ) is  actually one of our new member countries. Strictly 
speaking Puerto Ri co is part of the U . S .A . , but as it is an island on its own 
in the West Indies we are letting them have their own autonomy! Our man in 
Puerto Ri co is Noel E .  Rigau. When I first got in touch with Noel there were 
three separate UFO groups on the island ( amazing isn ' t  it how the flying 
saucer story has spread around the world? ) , but now he has managed to incorporate 
them all into Contact ( Puerto Rico ) and in a recent letter advised that they 
now have over 100 members.  Noel has been very active participating in TV and 
Radio programmes on the UFO subject. 

Incidentally , Jimmy Goddard and also , the editor of "The Ley Hunter" , 
Mr . Paul Screeton , will be interested to know how Noel and some of his members • 
recently flew to Mona Island for our world-wide skywatch last June and dis-
covered some interesting lines on its surface whi ch may have something to do 
with Leys. He has promi·sed aerial photos.  For the record , Noel is a member 
of  the Aero Club of  Puerto Rico and a keen pilot .  

I n  Argentina Professor Richard A.  Frondizi is our international committee 
member. He is a brother o f  a former President of the Argentine Republic.  
Professor Frondizi is hoping to send me soon information about possible UFO 
bases in the Salta area of  his country , as well as similar data concerning 
Lake Titi caca whi ch is 1 2 , 000 feet up in the high Andes on the borders o f  Peru 
and Boliva.

We have very much pleasure in welcoming Mrso Carol Hal ford-Watkins as our 
new international committee member for Canadao This very charming lady re­
cently gave a talk to Contact (U . K . ) at the Caxton Hall , London , during a visit 
to England last year. 

Carol has now taken over Contact (Canada ) from Jim Deacoveo Jim , who runs 
a school community , is  a very fine person but has found it increasingly 
difficul t to combine the two interests , especially as he had recently to move 
his community from one area to anothero Here was a problem of priorities and 
obviously Jim had to look after his community. I would like to thank Jim for 
carrying on in difficult circumstances for so long and we all wish him well in 
his activities , and know that he will remain a member of Contact . 

Carol is  already well-known to many UFO researchers as Hon Secretary of 
the Ottawa New Sciences Club and editor of that excellent UFO magazine 
"Topside". She tells me that the name of her club will now add the words 
" • •  and Contact ( Canada ) " ,  and that Contact will have considerable publicity 
through her magazine. This is wonderful . 

In the Fi ji Islands we have another young enthusiast , Yugeshwar Prakash , 
who has collected a fair number of  members ,  that is about twenty-five at the 
last counto Now that Yugeshwar has passed a pretty difficul t examination 
there is more promise of building up Contact ( Fiji ) .  Like many other Contact 
countries they are short of useful material - books , magazines and UFO photo­
graphs for distribution to memberso This certainly is a problem but as regards 
magazines , I do hope that the U .K . , South Africa, and now Canada , will be most 
kind and send at least.one copy of their respective magazines to each of the 
international committee members of countries in Contact listed at the end of 
this article , free and gratis.  This would be wonderful and give our member 
countries a real feeling that they are not alone.  Another thing that Yugeshwar 
has suggested �s a UFO course for members. This has also been proposed to me 
by school teachers in the United Kingdom who.have gone so far as to propose 
that the sub ject of the UFOs shoul d be introduced into their school curriculumso 
The proposed course that Yugeshwar and school teachers interested in the sub­
ject have in mind woul d include the historical aspect of UFOs , their pro­
pulsion , where.they come from , why they are here , and of course , many other 
interesting pointso Well , what are we going to do about this? As always , 
it is  a question of time and money. I think something should certainly be 
done about it but at this stage would like to have readers' ideas. There are 
so many books and magazines on the sub ject already that the question ari ses 
"Is it really necessary?". On the other hand there are people throughout the 
world who are not able to afford to buy books and magazines , and perhaps in 
some countries there are no public libraries like we have in England. This is 
something worth thinking about . 

Another new member country is Italy . Dr . Alberta Perego who has just 
finished a five year term as Italian Consul in Bela Horizonte , Brazil , is 
going to organise Contact ( Italy ) .  He .i s the author of several UFO books in 
Italian and recently wrote a paper entitled "Forty Flying Saucers in a Cross 
over the Vatican City" which is published ·in thi s issue of "Awareness" . We 
are very pleased to ·welcome such an interesting and distinguished man to 
Contact.

S .A . ) o It is a 
myst ery to me why it is that we should find difficul ty getting off the ground 
in the United States o f  all places , where so much UFO activity has been reported � 
and where there are so many UFO groups.  Possibly , the last point may be the 
answer. Anyway , first o f  all , Timothy Green Beckl ey ,  a well-known UFO researcher 
tried. This did not work out as he already had hi s own group and magazineso 
Then Don.Karr who works for the famous Keystone Studios tried but had to give 
up because of a serious illness involving several operations and now Mrs.  
Madoline Teagle is going to try her hando We wish her all the best . Maybe 
it is third time lucky. 

In the Philippines 28-year old Mro N .A .  Villarruz has recently started 
Contact.  He has had previous experience of running clubs outside the UFO 
field and is very keen to get Contact going. At the moment he is choosing his 
colleagues to work with very carefully in order to secure good foundations upon 
whi ch to build his organisationo He has already made a ·good start. 

A rec ent new member country is New Zealand. Actually , we did have some 
friends there who made an attempt some time ago but did not get the necessary 
supporto However , Mr. P .R .  Austin is confident of forming a success ful group 
and has a number o f  friends interestedo We offer him our best wishes for 
success. 

Another new member country in Contact is Tasmania whi ch is being organised 
by Mr . Alwyn Bird. He has already got in touch with Contact ( U .K . ) 's research 
officer , Mr . Derek Mansell , and has started to exchange information. This is 
fine and what we should all doo After all , our name is Contacto At this point 
I would like to stress the importance of all member countri es keeping in close 
contact . The research o fficers for each country should exchange UFO information 
with other research offi cers and in this way will contribute to making us the 
finest UFO research organisation in the world. Additionally , international 
committee members should maintain constant contact with me so that I in turn , 
am fully in the picture and can pass the material on to you all, The President 
of Contact ( Tasmania ) is Mr .

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In Ceylon , Holland and Sweden , we have representatives who have our 
interests at heart but not a great deal of progress has been made, This is no 
refl ection on those concerned but. is due to the lack of interest in those 
countrieso 

Our newest member country is Cypruso vmile extending a very warm wel come 
to Mro Coudounaris ,  we wish him and his friends every success in their enter­
prise. 

You will see from this  report that it has been an uphill struggl e but we 
are making good progress , and spreading our wings. 

What is really needed to stimulate interest in member countries is an 
international magazine for Contact . I have plans for this but it means that 
your international chairman must have the necessary financial support to 
impl ement this pro j ec t .  Some member countries are aware of this situation and 
Contact ( South Africa ) has very kindly undertaken to find some satisfactory 
solution. At the present juncture an international magazine is an ambitious 
and costly pro j ect .  However, I am hoping to circulate an international news­
letter to international committee members of Contact countries . This will 
assist to link us all together more closely. 

In this article  lack of  space has not permitted me to give as much detail 
about member countri es as I woul d have liked. However , I hope it has been of  
interest. I would like to conclude by thanking all member countri es for their 
hard work and to wish them a steady growth in membership and plenty of saucery 
in the Seventies.

-FORTY FLYING SAUCERS IN A "CROSS" FORMATION OVER THE VATICAN CITY 

A l etter to all UFO researchers 7. . By Dr . Al�tQ_Pere o ,  Direc�r of the Italian Centre for El ectromagnetic ? 
v1a 1on of  Rome , ( Vialo Pasteur , 46 (EUR ) Rome ) ,  Chairman of Contact ( Italy ) .  

After the riduculous conclusions (January· 1969 ) o f  the so- called "scientific" 
Condon Commission (two years of work, 1465 pages, cost half a million dollars), 
to demonstrate that flying saucers do not exist and to suggest a shut-down 
o f  the Bluebook Information Office of  the U .S. Air Force , I think the time has 
come to consider what happened in Rome on 6th and 7th November 1 4. This 
extremely interesting case is still ignored by eminent students of  this 
matter 1 because my report and my three books were written in Italian • This 
case alone is suffi cient to demonstrate the extraterrestrial origin and non­
hostility o f  these craft . _ 

Qn November 6th, 1954 I saw about one hundred flying saucers in the sky 
in Rome, for more than two hours ( 1 1  a.m. to 1 . 30 p . m. ) .  Exactly at noon 
fo t o f. them formed an enorous "cross" over the Vatican City. The next day 
about fifty UFOs were again seen over Rome for 2f hours ( 1 1:-30 a.m. to 2 p . m. ) . 

I reported thi s to the Italian autho�ities and later to the American 
Embassy and to General Grunter, Supreme Commander of  NATO in Paris. I received 
l etters of thanks from the Italian Minister for Foreign Affairs , Martino·, and 
from General Grunter. 
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But nobody told me to whom these powerful squadrons belonged! I started an 
enquiry , travelling all over Italy, Europe ,  North and South America, North 
and South Africa, India and Australia. I met hundreds of witnesses of sightings 
and landings and during my travel s again saw UFOs seventy-six times. ( These 
were over Italy, the Suez Canal , Australia, the Panama Canal and Brazil ).  I 
read all the books written on this subj ect. 

I founded in Rome the "Italian Cen:tre for El ectromagnetic Aviation" and I 
wrote three books �1957 , 1958 and 1963). As you all know , on 17th- 18th- 19th 
March 1950, not only one hundred , but five hundred UFOs appeared in the sky 
o f  Farmington , U . S . , in fact over the atomi c plants o f  New Mexico and Ari zona , 
three months before the beginning of the Korean War! So I was not the first 
to see those squadrons� 

Until August 1954, I thought "flying saucers" exist but were secret ex­
periments o f  th8 Great Powers . I shared the common opinion o f  the astronomers 
who considered ·.absurd any hypothesis of an interplanetary aviation. During 
August and September ' 54 ,  the new� ers reported from France a real "wave" 

� of sightings and landings of  UFOs . On Se�tember 17th, 1954, a mysterious 
/ "cigar- shaped· craft" stopped some minutes over Rome and was perfectly visibl e 

by thousands of peopl e. In October ' 54, we had a "wave" over Italy. Only in 
this month the Italian newspapers reported about 200 sightings and 19 landings 
all over the Italian territory. In Rome thousands of peopl e declared seeing 
UFOs and tel ephoned their experiences to newspapers. But the newspap ers were 
bored to death! A lot of  peopl e who had seen UFOs preferred not to talk about 
them any more. 

At 1 p • .m. on October 30th. ' 54, in Rome, passing in my car· near the Church 
of  Santa Maria Maggiore, I saw about one hundred people looking at the sky: 
I stopped and I noti ced two little  "white spots" moving southward. After a 
whil e, I saw them disappearing in opposit e directions; later on they reappeared 
moving northwardso  

I had the cl ear impression they were "aircraft", flying at  a height o f  
about 2000 metres. I was deeply impressed, especially by the total absence o f  
any noise.  A new kind of  aircraft? But to  whom did it  belong? and why over 
Rome? ( this sighting o f  30 . 10.54 was reported·by Roman newspapers of 31 . 10. 54 ) . 
Ort November 6th at about 10.45 p.m. I was in the Tuscolano di strict, when I 
saw those "whit e  spots" again. A lot of people around me noti ced themo 
Immediately I went to the terrace of a factory in order to observe the sky more 
carefullyo I stayed on this terrace , with many other people , until 1 pomo, 
dominated by what I do not hesitate to call the most stirring sp ectacl e in my 
l i fe .  These are my notes written at the timeo 

6 th November 1954 - "Today, from 1 1  a . m. to 1 p . mo the sky of Rome has been 
crossed by several do zens of flying machines at the height of about 7-8000 
metres; they were flying at a variabl e speed, whi ch appeared to attain some­
times 1 200- 1 400 kilometres per hour. 

The machines appeared like "white spots"; sometimes with a short, white trail . 
At first, I cal culated there were about fifty; later on, I realised there were 
at l east one hundred. Sometimes isolated, at other times two by two or in 
threes, · fours , sevens, twelves; often forming a regular "lozenge" of 4 or 
a "V" of 7 . · 
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Sometimes they app.eared in "Indian file" and executed large curves. At other 
times they advanced on a front line, forming "an obtuse angle" • 

. At 12.00 I saw a big formation of exactly 20 machines, forming a "V", the 
biggest I had seen until that moment, proceeding East (towards Ostia). Almost 
immediately after, I noticed an identical one, of 20 machines, coming from the 
opposite direction (from Ostia). The two squadrons approached rapidly; and 
converging the vertexes of the two enlarged "Vs" formed a perfect "Greek 
cross", of 40 machines, with 10 machines at each bar. This happened on the 
Trastevere-Monte Mario district just over the Vatican City at an altitude of 
about 7-8000 metres. The "cross" remained in that formation for less than a 
minute; breaking up afterwards in two curves, in oposite directions. This � 
manoeuvre impressed me enormously; since the idea of the "cross" reminded me 
of the Vatican, which lies in that direction. A big bluish shadow had been 
forming, in this zone of the sky, soon dispersed by the wind. But a new 
shadow was formed ten minutes later, when I saw several objects coming from 
all sides, concentrating in another place in the sky. Like before, they were 
forming squadrons of 4,7, 12. It was this second "concentration" which in-
duced me to calculate that the "objects" in the sky of Rome were about one 
hundred ..:.(and not only 40, as seen in the "formation" over the Vatican). I 
was dominated by a feeling of joyous surprise mixed with anguish: conscious 
of assisting at something new and of a supreme grandeur. These great squadrons 
had a new and revolutionary strength, which could not be affected either by 
the air-artillery or by conventional Air-Forces; owing to their speed • • • • • • •  
to whom did they belong. 

At a certain moment I saw, coming down from the sky, a strange filamentous 
shining material. I was able to seize a little bundle of it: it looked like 
the filaments of Christmas tree, but thinner, and very long. Not like the 
filaments used during the war by American airmen on their bombing actions in 
order to disturb the radar. This material was not ti!l; but rather a "glassy" 
substance which after some hours had completely evapoi�ated. � 

7th November 1954 - "Today, a Sunday, feeling surprised that the newspapers had 
not written about what I had seen the day before. I went to the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs and spoke with an old friend, A�bassader Magistrati, Director 
of Political Affairs. Nobody had·been informed; nobody knew anything. I 
phoned to other high officials; but it was Sunday and all Government offices 
were deserted. At 1 1.30 a.m. I went again to the Tuscolano district and 
climbed on the same terrace of the day before. With astonishment I saw that 
those machines were again over Rome! They stayed there for two hours and a half, 
and I did not move from the terrace during all that time. 

Today, (7,11.54), the objects were no more than fifty; their formations were 
smaller: the largest I noticed numbered 12 machines. their favourite formation 
was the "lozenge" in !Pura· there were seven machines in the "V" position.· I 
perceived that they were performing some kind of systematic reconnaissance. 
They assembled five times over different sections of Rome, at intervals of 
about 10 minutes. The first "concentration" took place over the Nomentano­
Flaminio district; the second over the Centre of the town (Terminal Station); 
the third over the Church of San Giovanni; the fourth over the Tuscolano 
district, right over my head; the fifth over the Tiburtino District. 



The squadrons arrived from d�fferent parts, always in regular formation 
and were flying over an established zone. Underneath, little  by littl e ,  a 
bluish cloud was forming, concealing the obj ects. Afterwards they traversed 
the sides of this  cloud and always in "Indian file" made a flight over the 
Latium, coming back in formation a fter 10-12 minutes for the next concentration. 
As I said before, . the machines entered always in formation in the zones of  
the "concentrations" and went out always in Indian fil e.  The concentrations 
of the day before had taken place over the western section on Rome (Monte Mario; 
Trastevere; Ostiense ) .  Therefore, between the 6th and 7th November, the re­
connaissanc e  o f  Rome ought to nave been systemati cally completed. I again 
noti ced the shining filaments falling from the sky. 

8th November, 1954 - No news in da�ly press o f  Rome . But the newspaper "Il 
Messaggero" reported that in England the Radar had reveal ed the passing o f  
mysterious squadrons • • • • •  "during the preceding days, even in London these 
"white spots" had been noti ced. But on Sunday the 7th, many people were 
waiting for the rep etition of the phenomenon. However, the sky in London was 
cloudy. "At the War Office  peopl e  are concerned'� concluded the ne�spaper. . 
Another item o f  news in "ll Messaggero" o f  8.1:1.1954: "On 4th November, 1954 , 
a "flying saucer" had landed at Nuoro, ( Sardinia ) ,  and departed with a light 
hiss". 

The Chief of  the Cabinet of  the Defence  Ministry., . General Pezzi of  the 
Air Force , received me very courteously. He said he knew nothing about the 
events. I read my notes to him and asked him to report to the Minister of 
Defence. 

10th November, 1954 - Received by the Chief of Cabinet of the Minister for 
Foreign Affairs. He did not know anything and he is surprised that the 
Military Authorities did not inform. I ask him to present the Minister· a 
report of my observations. 

1 1th November 1954 � Received by General de Vincenti, in Command of the 
Territorial Air Defence .  I heard that radar is  usually in action only on the 
zones o f  the customary only in a radius of 6-7000 metres. 

Everything is now cl ear : the "objects" I had seen on the 6th and 7th 
coul d  not have been captured by the radar, because the radar was not in 
operation on these days, 

12th November, 1954 - About 1 1 . 30 a . m. I noticed that the machines were again 
over Rome , I call ed on the phone General De Vincenti , who told me that he had 
given instructions for convenient observations to be made. 

The press report that "flying saucers" had been seen on 9th , 10th, 1 1 th 
and 1 2th November 1955 in Chile ,  Peru , Brazil, Malaya and Yugoslavia. Why 
had the press been silent about those flying machine-s over Rome?. 
- To whome did they belong? - · 

I can answer the first question : I ascertained that many Romans had .· 

seen "groups" of  flying saucers in the sky on the 6th and 7th; but who would 
have dared to 'phone the newspapers?. Nearly every day during October, the 
press had written about flying sauc ers. The answer of the newsmen would have 
been : "Yes , we know about it: The eternal flying saucersJ". To follow the 
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evo�utions.o f  UFOs and especially for the cal culation of  their number, I had 
spent two hours o f  continuous observation each time. Many persons , who were 
around me , after some time went away with sore eyes. Some peopl e thought 
they were ordinary planes and did not realise the important revelation. The 
formation of  4o machines designing a "cross" lasted less than one minute and 
during only a few minutes I had been able to count the machines. It was under­
standable that few peopl e were abl e to count them. 

Furthermore , the 7th of  November was a Sunday and the newspaper o ffices 
were closed. It is easy to understand that , without any "offi cial communi­
cations , the press did not receive news o f  the appearance in its totality. 
Whilst as small groups, the flying saucers were no more a news item and would 
not attract the attention of  the newsmen. (Witnesses of  the "cross formation" 
over the Vatican are Countessa Maria Teresa Rasponi , Dr. Giarcarlo Barattini 
and many others ) .  

I l earned that o n  July 20th, 1952 , seven flying saucers followed by Radar 
during their whol e flight , stayed over Washington from midnight till 5 a.m. , 
flying over the prohibited zones the White House and Capitol. The population 
did not see them. (The same day General Eisenhower had been nominated for 
President by the Convention of the Republi can Party at Philadelphia ) .  Again 
on July 26 th 1952 flying sa�cers over Washington were picked up on the Radar 
at 9 a . m. But the population did not observe them. Probably the same happened 
in Rome , on 6th.and.7th November. 

An
. 

answer to the second question : ( to whom those machines belonged? ) is 
more diffi cult. 

At first, I believed they were American aircraft of a new type : the "cross" 
designed over the Vatican had l ed me to think of a kind of  "homage" o f  the 
U . S .  Air Force to the Catholic Church. Later on , an enquiry led me to pay more 
attention to the dates of the appearances and to the cities which had been 
chosen : Rome and London : 6 th and 7th November , the anniversari es of  the 
Russian Revolution. Maybe they were Russian? ( I  was in error , but these were 
my first suppositions ) .

TAKING A LOOK AT CONTACT

In the view of most UFOlogists contact in some form or other is made with 
outer space beings.  The general opinion is that they are more advanced 
so cially and technologi cally - that may be so. Contact seems to mo st of  us to 
be an organised and planned issue - it may well be so - but not necessarily 
so 0 0 0  

For instance ,  what about the man behind the newspaper who l eans against 
the lamp-post on a cold winter ' s  morning - you're late for work , but do es he 
know? All he wants is a light for his pip e - or is that his excuse? Are you 
tol erant? He will find out • • •  And the old lady at the bus stop who finds it 
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a trifl e  difficult to board the bus - but does she? And have you noticed? 
Are you going to help her? Are you willing? She will find out 0 0 0  so will 
the littl e  boy who tugs at your trousers on the train - are you patient? Do 
you bl ess him anyway? Is that in your mind - or is it "I do wish that woman 
would keep her kid under control"? Don 't. speak please - you may use a four­
l etter word! Your answer and your actions could be your contact - does it all 
seem too "fairly" to you? "Watch! For ye know not when the son of man cometh". 

Over years gone by , claimed contactees have come forward with their 
stories and their books .  There have been interviews and lectures - few and 
far b etween. Mr. George Adamski is one of the most famous of the claimed 
contact ees - his authentic  photograph of the Venusian scout ship - better 
known in the Condon Report .. as the 1937 Vacuum Cl eaner - has been reviewed by 
UFOlogists all over the world.  I 'm confident that if I was given a photo of  
a 91  bus whil e strolling through the Kalahari Dessert - and after 9 years of  
searching all over the globe - I would be just bound to  find some obj ect with 
similar characteristi cs! 

George Adamski was a philospher, also he was a student in telepathy and 
later devised his own courses o f  study. He �roved to be a very tol erant mano 
For many nights he would study the Universe - it was plain to see that his 
interests, were up there and not common to that of his fellowso His T .V. set 
seldom shone from within - its doors firmly closed. But his eyes were wide 
open! 

His claimed contact  with a Venusian in 1952 put him on the flying saucer 
bandwaggon - where he held the reins for some years. His contact story is 
available in three books - the first and most well-known is co-authored with 
Desmond Lesl i e  and is entitl ed "Flying Saucers Have Landed"o This book is 
certainly well named - and the story could well be genuine • • •  

Adamski made very littl e  money from his space ventures - and what he did 
earn cost him his life - I prefer to call it an ordeal . George Adamski died in 
1965 whil e l e cturing in Washington D . C. He died from a heart attack - which is 
not surprising o • •  His philosophies were so revolutionary that not many p eopl e 
could conceive them, and if  the contactee story was genuine o o• Can you imagine 
the strain on a man with such an understanding of  life as it should be , and 
then to attempt to convince others? Quite a job I would say. 

When one considers the odds, if  Adamski had been entirely successful in 
convincing the public  of his contact story, the extraterrestrials in so ci ety 
would have been in a very dangerous position indeed. It is possibl e there­
fore that Adamski ' s  contact was not really with Martians or Venusians at all ­
perhaps this was just his way or their way of  answering a question bound to be 
asked. 

If Adamski was not one of the genuine contactees - assuming that we know 
what a contactee is - it is possibl e that there was more truth in his 
philosophies than.he himsel f real ised - who knows? The contactee cannot always 
have the last laugh - I wonder who does?

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HARMFUL ASPECTS OF SOLAR RADIATION

It is well-known of course that without the light and heat we receive 
from the Sun , life on Earth would be impossibl e .  But it is also a fact that 
the Sun emits radiations of many kinds , and that many of these are highly 
dangerous and harmful. It is thought that the atmosphere filters out most of 
these rays and that only the benefi cial rays reach. the surface of the Earth , 
but there is much evidence ,  if  only of a vague and circumstantial kind , that 
harmful radiation does get through and that it affects everyone adversely. 

Perhaps I am parti cularly interested in this because I am particularly 
susceptibl e to such radiation. At l east , this is the conclusion I have 
reached , for my feelings of health and well-being seem to vary with the 
seasons , and with the time of day ( although there are other variations due to 
other·causes , naturally ) .  At mid-summer I feel tension in my head, I usually 
have a raging headache and feel nervous depression (though this last has been 
almost eliminated by a small device I seemed to receive mental impressions to 
build ,  which is used in conjunction with Chalice Well water ). The nights are 
too short to counteract it and the result is continuing pain for a short time 
around the zenith point for these latitudes . In mid-winter I feel the opposite 
- relaxed and calm. Around the equinoxes I feel tension in the day but this 
recedes as the sun gets lower in the sky and night falls .  At times in between 
my health varies accordingly. The only exceptions to summer solstice pain are 
the times I have visited Glastonbury , usually in the summer; the strange 
influence of the place seems in some way to alleviate the pain. 

However , al though I seem to be parti cularly susceptible ,  it would seem 
that the radiation affects others too. For instance ,  the "season of goodwill"  
- i . e . , the happiest time of  the year - is always around the winter solsti ce . 
This was so before the arrival of Christianity in Britain, and has survived as 
the happy or jolly season in spite of the fact that, according to theology , 
Easter should be the happiest season. It is also considered a happy time 
because the year is once more on the turn again towards summer , but it seems 
this is only a rationalisation. People in previous centuries , without the 
modern heating systems and prot ection against cold that we have today , would 
have naturally preferred summer at the conscious level , as.we do , ·because it is 
more physically comfortabl e .  Their relief from tension in the winter would 
not be understood , perhaps not even consciously realised , and they would have to 
rationalise.  But there are evidences to support the radiation theory, one 
being the tradition of North American Indians not to speak of deep subj ects in 
summer ( see He Walked the Americas , by L.  Taylor Hansen ) .  

To take another exampl e: The Latin races , who all inhabit hot countries 
and who have colonised similar territories , are generally known to be "hot­
blodded", and this is now a hereditary factor , of course. Yet it seems likely 
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to have been originally due to excessive solar radiation in the parts o f  the 
world in which they live . 

With longevity , there is no t so much evidence .  As far as I know , peopl e 
in temp erate  countries do not live longer than peopl e in hot countries , yet 
there have been some occasions of extreme longevity in people who have been 
confined behind thi ck walls for long periods in their life. The evidence is 
vague , but there was an item in a T .V.  programme some years ago of  a man con­
fined to a c ell in a monastery in Tibet , who reached a great ageo Also , there 
is the case of the Monster of Glamis Castl e - a hideously deformed child who was 
kept lo cked in a cell in the castl e ,  and who apparently lived for about 150 
year so 

Although once again it is difficult to provide proof , as no statisti cal 
work has been done , it is  generally thought that peopl e from temperate climates 
who suddenly emigrate to places nearer the equator have a greater chance of 
getting canc ero I have noted a number of cases from conversations at various 
times , and my mother has al so , but without definite statistics it is di fficul t 
to be certaino It coul d  well be , however , that this is a case of  "no smoke 
without fire"o 

Another generally accepted idea is that negroes are particularly resistant 
to cancer; this would seem to be · due to skin pigm�ntation if true , for thi s is 
the only basic di fference between negroes and the white raceso Cancer is not 
composed o f  abnormal cells , but normal cell s which reproduce wrongly to form 
harmful structureso It is known that radiation from nucl ear bombs affe cts 
living tissue even if not power ful enough to directly kill ito On Bikini 
Island , where there was a nuclear test , the natural instincts o f  the turtl es to 
go back to .the· -sea after laying their eggs were affected so that instead they 
went inland and died. Therefore it do es no t seem inconceivabl e that solar 
radiation coul d  cause body cell s to · reproduce wrongly. 

There are , of course , other sources of radiation apart from the Sun , and 
one of them is the ordinary domestic television seto Again , I seem to be more 
sensitive to this than most - I cannot watch television for more than a short 
period without becoming di zzy or drowsyo It would seem that others are affected 
al so , but to a lesser degreeo Television has only been in general use for a 
relatively short time; it remains to be seen if it has any long-term e ffects. 

With tel evision , it  is possibl e that something may be abl e to be done 
about ito There may be some kind o f  transparent protection , perhaps a 
specially treated screen , whi ch research might- revealo Rinsing my face and 
drinking a glass of water before viewing always helps me· when wat ching tele­
vision , so it may be  there is a vital clue here.  As to solar radiation , there 
may be littl e  to be done , · although it would se.em advisabl e that the harmful 
effects are known if  they are indeed true , so that·we can work within them and 
adjust our l ives accordingly. ,

One obj ect , si ze 25-30 metres was seen at a distance of 40-50 metres. The 
ob ject travelled at a speed of 10- 15 Km/p er hour and was aluminium coloured. 
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NOVEMBER 1957 TIME not KNOWN 
WITNESS Dag Hundvin 

PLACE BERGEN 

One object  travell ed over houses and in arch over "Wrikken" (hill) . It 
was seen at a distance of 4o-50 metres for 15 seconds. Apparent size of  ob ject 
was about 7 metres across; it was massive . Blue-white-green colourshades was 
seen as flames. 

" SEPTEMBER 1966 TIME 12 p.m. PLACE GOTEBORG 
One obj ect seen through 2" refractor telescope for 10 minutes. The obj ect 

had during the whole observing time, its nose pointing downwards. It disappeared 
towards west in the constellation of the Great Bear. The sky was clear, but 
the rear part o f  the obj ect was hidden by a mist . 

NOVEMBER 12th 1966 TIME 10 p . m. PLACE HOLLAND 
One(possibly two) orange coloured obj ects dropped in falling-leaf motion 

to ground. Similar ob ject rising from same place, stopping for 20 seconds, and 
d�sappearing towards the south. Weather was cl ear. 

" APRIL 25th 1967 TIME 9 . 30 p . m. PLACE GOTEBORG 
One obj ect changing colour in red and moving slowly while blinking : 2+ 

pause + 2 and so on. The obj ect proved to be of the so call ed Adamski type, as 
seen through several tel escopes 2" - 4" simultaneously . 

NOVEMBER 25 & 27th 1968 TIME 7 . 37 a . m. to 8.20 a.m. PLACE EIDSVOLL. 
One obj ect moved slowly from East to West , from time to time stopping 

and hovering. Object was soundless and believed to be somewhat larger than 
an airliner. Weather was clear. 

DECEMBER 26th 1968 TIME 6 . 10 a . m. to 8.25 a.m. PLACE OSLO 
WITNESS Mrs. Dagmar Fjeld.  

One ob je ct moved with dancing action and �hanged shape .  Was seen through 
8 x 4 bino culars. First grumbling sound was heard , then sharp flashes o f  light 
were seen and cigar shaped obj ect · 4 - 5 metres long ascended, stopped and dis­
appeared. Obj ect seemed to consist o f  shiny rods and five luminous spheres. 

JANUARY 10th 1969 TIME 5. 10 p . m. to 5.30 p.m. PLACE EIDSVOLL
