he my ery; however� I hink it must certainly be true o say that most 
p ople who ar drawn to an interest in flying saucers are so drawn, because 
in he main� they expect them to be extra- errestrial spa ecrafte 

A question frequently asked when one is speaking to 'non-saucer' 
ocie ie i �- "Since there is a world=wid 24-hour radar coverage, how 

is it tha no UFOs9 no flying saucers are ever plotted entering the Earth's 
a mosphere?".. To whi h my first reply is always9 "How do you know they are 
not?"� Howeve , some ufologists have, I know, taken the question so seriously, 

ha to al intents and purposes the EoTo hypo hesis has been thrown out of 
he window in order tha th apparent con radiction may be explained. 

Consider one moment9 hough� How many repor s of any description of 
object detected due to our WblanketQ radar can you remember reading about?� 
I an remember one, - the Moon! Yet are we o assume this has been the only 
ob' c ever detected? Of ou se not! Surely too9 we have the very cogent 
poin tha of all thing picked up, UFOs are the least likely ones about 
which report will be releasede Remember the famed April 25th� meteorite?e 
Though his certainly came from outside the Ear hVs atmosphere I cannot 
recal i being reported radar�wise9 and if a meteorite can arrive unheralded 
and unsung9 why not a flying saucer?o 

Further, how can we be certain that saucers, by virtue either of their 
ons ruction9 heir me hod of propulsion, their defensive or offensive 

equipment� Vscreensn of any kind used for repelling space debris or possibly 



even by their very nature� w i l l  appear on this much�vaunt ed radar at all?o Agreed, 
from our present scient i fic knowl edge one expects obj ects to do so , but this 
doesn9t mean to say they w illg 

Of the numerous other poss ib l e  solut ions to the UFO enigma , t�e rt ime­
trave l l inge concept comes h igh up my persona l liste On almost every occasi on� 
though� when this concept is brought up9 it is taken for gra nt ed that9 for one 
r eason or another 9 our descendents are coming back from the future to have a 
good l ook at the stat e o f  affairs on our present�day Earthe May it n�t quit e 
a s  eas i ly b e ,  that our ant ecedents are travel l ing from the past?e It seems 
very logical t o  me that c ivil isat i ons of which we have pract ically no definit e 
know l edge 9 but neverthel ess civil isat ions of great t echnologica l ,  and for that 
matter , spir itual attainment should have exist ed mil l enia agoo Might it not be� 
therefore9 that we are witness ing an at t empt on th e part of one or another of 
these to find a method of escape from a natural or sel f=infl ict ed cataclysm 
wh ich they knew t o  be inevitabl e?. And 9 in either case9 past or futur e 9  not a 
bl ip to b e  s een radar=w ise in a l l  probab i l ity9 as the t ime�travel lers 0 vehicles 
would a lmost certainly mat er ial ise and de=mat er ial ise on the spots 

To take the point j ust one stage further9 = might it not also be that 
time trave l l ers and trave l l ers from distant star syst ems would both use a 
simi lar medium for their j ourneyings?. And that 9 by 0mat er ial is ingc well 
ins ide our atmosphere 9  the latt er would evade the 0int ercont inental 
bal l ist ic miss i l eu radar watch in any case� o e • a s o � e e e • THAT IS THE QUESTION�

SHADES OF CONDON?

I n  the Unit ed Stat es offic ial de=bunking of the UoF�Oo quest ion has 
ent a i l ed great expenditur e  of man/hours and capitals *1 

In Britain o ffic ialdom ( Ministry of Defence and RoA o Fo )  has made no 
great effort t o  assure the publ ic that UeFoO. s are non=exist ento There are 
a number o f  possib l e  r easons for this � 

(1) The Br it ish pub l ic s it around their televisions and c l ose their 
m inds to anything which exh ib its a pot ent ial threat to their comfort 
whereas the Amer ican pub l ic9 in their perpetua l mot ion9 st i l l  retain 
something of their or iginal pioneering spirit and are more ready to 
list en t o  talk o f  0flying saucersoe 

(2) UGFGOo - assoc iat ed occuranc es in Amer ica ( espec ial l y  South 
America) t end to be of a more b i zarre na ure than their Br it ish 
count erparts ( although this has b een regarded as a product of the 
American imaginat ion = always b i gger than anyone elseVs ) s  

( 3 )  Mass communicat ions in Br itain play a ·wonder ful part i n  the 
condit i oning processz every UoFoOo news item conc ludes with an inane 
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bu reassuring) remark such as, "I wonder if the little green men have to 
put up wi h mothers-in-law. *2 

(4) By continually Vproving' that there is no evidence for the existence 
of he U�F.Oe he UaS. authorities have enabled the Ministry of Defence 
to keep a discreet silencee 

While there is no public announcement equivalent to the Condon Report 
h Min·st y of Defence (Department S4f Air) does pursue a subtle de-bunking 

s ratagem. It is hoped tha the following supports this statements 

On March 3 1st of this year I observed what I thought was a satellite 
which raversed the sky in a straight line and at a steady pace. The light 
pulsated with a regular rhythm presumably because it was tumbling as it went 
alonge I elephoned the Ministry of Defence (ol-930-7033 Ext o  7035) and 
reported what I has seen along with fairly accurate details of its 
elevation and bearing etc� On the 20th April the accompanying letter was 
sen o me. Fair enough, the Ministry had taken my report seriously, had 
made investigations9 and had produced a plausible explanation. However, 
short y after Vphoning the Ministry I had also 'phoned Slough Radio and 
Space Research Station. They were able to tell me, within minutes, that I 
had seen a Russian device9 'Cosmos 1970 14B USSR ' launched on the 27th9 
February 1970. Now re-read the line from the Ministry0s letter commencing, 
"We have been unable • • •  ., Q • e"� Are Mr. LaW. Akhurst and friends just 
inefficien or is there some other explanation?c 

Copy of Ministry of Defence letter�-

20th April 1970 
Dear Mr. Matson 

Thank you or your report about a satellite-like light you saw crossing 
he sky from he NNW o the SSE at 2044 BST on 31 March 1970. 

We have been unable to link this report with any satellite or satellite 
debris. Howeverg the directions you have given agree reasonably well 
with the line of airways Amber 2 and Blue 3o Aircraft were overflying the 
London area to the cont·nent at the time and it seems possible that you 
were observing a light on an aircraft in circumstances outside your 
previous experience. 

I should mention that we received no other reports either from aircraft in 
the area or people on the ground and our checking has revealed no 
unauthorised. activity.

I would seem, in fact, that the Ministry supplied me with an 
easily�found but plausible solution with no attempt to establish the true 
nature of the object I had seen.

UoF.Oe woul d  I st i l l  have r eceived a 0convenient0 explanat ion?. I imagine 
ha I would have done. P erhaps S4f ( Air ) has a ready pile of explanat ions 

rather l ike the echance0 and v commun ity Ches 0 cards in a monopoly set , the 
op card being read and then replaced a the bo t om of the pile. 

By paying lit t l e  or no heed t o  UoF.Oo repor s and by providing the 
publ·c w i  h easy explana ions he Minis ry is 9 I suggest , act ing in a manner 
l it l e  di fferen · from the C ondon committ eeo 

On another occas ion I sent Mr .. Akhurs a l ist of deta iled U.FoOo 
s i gh ings from the Wal ham Forest area of north�east London and asked for some 
explana ·onso I was in for:]ed hat 9 " It is not the normal pract ice of the 
Mi is y of Defence o invest1gat e reports of UoFoO e s  collect ed by a third 
parr', (I negl ec ed to ask M • Akhurst if he knew of many th ird part ies 
whose pas ime is the col l ect ion o f  U.FeO.s ) . What the Ministry is saying 
here is that hey will  no give ass is ance o UoFoO� r esearchers (while 

hey wi l l  give reassur ing explanat ions to individual members of the pub l ic 
who repor seeing unusual ob j ect s ) .  Presumab ly the Ministry is not prepared 
to a t emp to pul l he wool over the eyes of wel l-informed researchers. 

The Ministry is pl eased o send a l ist of s at ist ics to anyone 
reques ng hemo *3 At firs sight this l·st is impressive because it 
wou l d  seem t o  show that the Ministry of Defenc e does undertake a detailed 
analys is of reportso I n  he l i ght of he fore=go ing9 however, can we 
bel i eve in t h e  accuracy of these figures ?. They would seem t o  be complet ely 
meaningl ess, apart from the last column (which I will come to in a moment ) .  
Was h e  obj ect which I repor ed t o  he Minist y on the 31st March regarded 
as being an a · rcraf ( he Ministry sa id it was possib l e )  or was it placed 
in the column headed 0Unexpla inea0? 

Probabl y  he las column, which gives the totals of reports 
ec eived each year , is correct and it · s  poss ib l e  that the preceeding 

column is a lso worthy of notee This column coul d be labelled 'Unident i fied 
Flying Obj ectsa al hough whether or not they do in fact represent extra­
t errestr ial v hicles · s  another matter . This col umn is not label led 
' U.F.O . s0 b ecause here · s  Uinsuffic ient informa ion°. Th is is a 
con radic ion in t erms unl ess we are us ing the more popular definit ion of 
0U.F .. 0. 0• It is an int eres ing quest ion to ask j ust how much informat ion 

Mr .. Akhurst r equires before he is prepared to in roduce a new column headed 
VOf extra�t errestrial ori gin ( space-cra ft ) 0• Woul d he require in his office 
an o�j e  t labell ed 'SAUCER MKoiii � MADE ON VENUSC?e 

T o  conclude I will , at the risk o f  cr it.c ism 9 go against all I have 
jus sa·d by asking whe her there is perhaps something in these stat ist ics 
af er a lo In 1967 ther was a total of 362 reports . This would seem 
s i gnifican when compared wi h he previous year0s tot a l  o f  95.. Certainly 
thjs was th e year of h 'fl ying crosses0 and the pub l i c  were expect ing to 
s ee things bu why 9  I ask , was there not an equal ly large number of reports 
fo he year 196 5  ( only 56) he year of the Warminster pub l ic ity?. 
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ihy was there a large number o f  eports for he period 19G7-9?jj) Despite its 
shades o f  C ondon perhaps the Ministry of Defenc e has given us something aft er 
a l l .

Several peO!Jle have asked me whe her I th ·nk the sky visitors are 
evangelist missi onari es from elsewhere oming here o put us on the 
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�stra ight and narrow patha� 

My dict ionary stat es that an evangel ist is a person who preaches the 
four gospels o f  the Chr ist ian Faitho I woul d not go so far as to affirm that 
our sky vis itors are here e ither as evangel ists or miss ionar ies� They are not 
com ing here to ram anything down anyone's throats or to force their ideas upon 
us� The i dea would be abhorrent to them. 

It is my personal opinion that their long standing int erest in us 
st ems from the fact that they eco lonised0 us thousands of years ago. When I 
use the word ucoloniseo I do not think that they had quit e the same idea as 
we have when we use that wordo 

I s  there any evi dence for this start l ing theory?. Yes, there is. 
Firs o f  a l l9 there are l egends all  over the world tell ing of sky peopl e

c oming down t o  Earth and m ingl ing with us mortals . The Maya , Azt ecs , 
I nca people9 Etruscans, anc i ent Egypt ians and Greeks , North Amer ican 
I ndians� Hawa i ians� Scandinavians , Japanese ,  Chinese , Indians and the Irish , 
all relat e s imilar accounts o f  sky visitat ions� 

Admitt edly9 this all  st ems from mythology ,  l egend and folk-lore,  but 
when so many diverse peoples recount s imilar tale& it ·s surely s igni ficant . 

Then, there are the famous verses in Genes is .  "That the Sons of God 
saw the daught ers of men that they were fair and they took them wives of 
all which they chose"o ( Vlo2 ) And , "There were giants in the earth in those 
days; and also aft er that , when the Sons o f  God came in unto the daught ers 
of men� and they bare chi l dren to them , the same became mighty men which were 
of o l d, men o f  renown". ( Vl . 4) 

I f  he sky peopl e have per iodica l ly mat ed with earth people t o  
hast en mankindas evolut ion, t h e  bra in capac ity o f  sky people must be far 
super i or t o  that o f  earth men. The sky people must have a brain capacity 
of at least 3,000 C o c� compared with a humanfs 1,300 c.c . today. A 
breed·ng programme between sky peopl e and ear l i er ape-men with about 800 c.c .

Therefo e, as I stat ed ear l i er ,  the vis itors have a very great 
int erest in our developmento They have been abl e  to inj ect an idea or two 
unobtrus ively at different t imes throughout our hist ory without our being 
actual ly aware o f  it� I think it is a Cosmic Law for them not to int erfere 
unduly in our growtho We have t o  l earn the �hard way', and as Rex Dutta has

so apt ly put it 'on our own flat feet' . 

However, they have s een so many civilizations on Ea�th wiped out through 
he errors o f  humanity and they are now watching us most closely since we have

one day in a galact ic c ivil izat ion . I am sure that they are yearning for us 
t o  do just that but it is t ime we showed that humanity is out o f  the

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Orb) used by the Kings on their Coronation , reproduce the CROSS et co 

Coul d we marvel at the c:1oice of this synbol , by this aviat ion, 
t o  r.:.ake Br it ish authorit ies underst and the extreme gravity o f  the int ernat ional 
s ituat i on? . In fact , only Great Br itain could have tae prest ige t o  try a �eace 
act in the Middle East and in Vietnam . 

Aga in we must remember the SIGN ( and it was a cross!) made by these 
cra ft on the 3rd July, 1947 , over Boise ( Idaho-U . S . A a ) .  From this event 
came the name o f  Project S ign , the first office creat ed by the Amer ican A i� 
Forc e ,  in 1948 to study the prob l em of UFOs� 

In the last month o f  1968 , two Russian spacecraft , Zond 5 and Zond 6 
( 1 5ol l . 68) t el eguided , had b een permitted to make orbit around the Moon and 
come back : A few weeks a ft er , 23/12/6 8 o  three Amer ican astronauts in Apollo 
8 ,  had been permitt ed to make t en orhits around the Moon and come back .

U . F.O o PROPULSION

To all , the propuls ion o f  UFO's is a real enigma . Witnesses of 
UFOs always fai l  t o  note any k ind o f  j ets or exhausts., 

What then c ould it b e  that dr ives a UFO at such tremendous speeds 
and defy gravity by just fl oat ing in our atmosphere. The poss ibl e  answer 
could be anti-gravity and the control o f  grav it y power . High Radiat ion , 
heat , electr ical int erference all  assoc iat e with UFOs and could be s ide 
effects of gravit y control devices . Einst ein ' s  general theory o f  
relat ivity proves t hat i t  is poss ib le t o  part ial ly nul l i fy t h e  earth ' s  
gravit at ional fiel d .

It has never ceased to be a source of amazement, and not a little 
amusement9 for me to read or listen to ill=informed protreptic on the 
subject of UFOso �hat is evidently required in the discussion of this 
emotive subject is a dispassionate appraisal to dispel some of this naive 
theorisingo 

I cannot see any clear correlation between the psychic sciences 
and serious UFO investigation� and it seems to me that the wrong end of 
the metaphysical stick has been grasped by a lot of wooly minded and semi­
articulate psuedo-mystics. 
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Cont inu ing in a more parochial vein , may I draw your att ent ion t o  some 
rather fac ile.and amb ival ent misconcept ions in S ir V ictor Goddard ' s  speech of 
May 14th 196 8 ,  a synopses o f  which was pub l ished in ' Awareness ' o f  November 
1969 o In his inference No . 3 ,  he stat es that precognit ion and postcognit ion 
have a common ground with memory. Surely cognit ion is the formulat ion of 
i deas , and construct ion o f  original thoughts; a process relying on logic and 
sub j ec ive emper1C1Sm. Memory'is necessary only for the aquisit ion and 
r et ent ion o f  knowledge , and is9 therefore 9 only tenuously l inked.with the 
cognit ive process . Post and precognit ion are two aspects of the same process , 
but the data feeding it has b een displaced in t ime , by virtue of a certain 
se of c ircumstances coinc iding to place the brain in a recept ive stat e .  
( Wh ether or not this state i s  acheived b y  some sort o f  real-t ime.anal ogue 
comput ion in the 8�fo of brain t issue that is apparent l y  not used, or as 
the result of attunement with the ' Cosmic conc iousness' can be the sub j ect 
of a subsequent art icle) . Memory is the retrospect ion of impress ions and 
ideas9 and as such must surely be subj ect to and rel iant upon the cognit ive 
processes . 

A rather presumt ive inference is No . 4 9  in which he says that memory 
is assoc iabl e  with electri c it y .  T o  t h i s  I can only ask why? , and refer him 
t o  the exper iments o f  Dr .• Br ian T iplady o f  the 90pen Univers ity ' ,  Walton , 
Bucks . 9  whom has demonstrat ed the purely b io-chemical nature o f  memory.  

Inference No . l4 ,  quest ions the compat ib i l it y  of Einst ein ' s  
0Termina l  veloc ity '  ( i . e .  186 , 400 m . p . s . in vacuum , approx. ) with the 
apparent t ime parity violat ion observabl e  in certain E. S . P . phenomena . 
Inferences 15 t o  17 ,  and conj ectures 5 t o  8 are relat ed quest ions � but 
t o  my mind such relat ivist ic laws apply only to the tangibl e  and 
exper imentally repro ducib l e  univers e ,  for in the Dn 

dimens ional cosmogony, 
Cosmic thought and knowl edge is analogous to the synapt ic communicat ion 
between adjacent brai n  cel ls. 

Al low me t o  make a recommendat ion . That is for prospect ive 
aut hors , and cr it ical readers of s imilar art icles to imbue themselves 
with a fairly broad knowledge of the phys ical and philosophical sciences 
r elat ed t o  their sub j ect , b efore embarking on such thorn l ined and 
rock-strewn ventures . 

I am a frai d  that such confused and i l l - informed reasoning w i l l  
s erve only to cloud the real issues to wh ich w e  seek answers; and in 
do ing so will prejudice the int erest and w i l l ingness t o  help of the 
people whose special ised know ledge and invent iveness we should seek to 
enj o in.

CANCER PLANEr MISSION by Ludwig F .  Pal lmann . (The Fost er Press , 31-32 
Cock Lane , London E . C . l . ) 1970. I llustrat ed� 30/-do 

This is one o f  the most fasc inat ing contactee st or ies I have 
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ever reado The author describes how he first met.the Christ-like Satu Ra 
and his sister Xiti, ·visitors from another planet, in the heart of India. 
They are vegetarians, but do enjoy a drink in moderationQ 

Later, the action shifts to the South American jungle - the region 
where famed Colonel Falvcett was lost.. Mr e Pallmann travels in one of the 
spacecraft and learns many things about the visitors' way of life, which he 
terms Cosmophilosophy� 

This is an extremely readable book. The author is a fine story­
teller. However, I was left at the end with one nagging question. Did the 
space visitors really appear to Mr. Pallmann?. Or, was the whole thing some 
kind of psychic experience?. You must judge for yourselves. 

The book is beautifully produced and contains some interesting 
photographs. 

NOT OF THIS WORLD by Peter Kolosimo. (Souvenir Press Ltd, 95 Mortimer 
Street, London, W81. ) 1970. Illustrated. 35s. 

This book sold 100, 000 copies in the original Italian edition 
and won the Bancarella prize - the top Italian literary award. 

The author highlights the many archaeological remains that lie 
around the world and which could be the relics of extra-terrestrial beings. 

It will be of interest to Contact (U. K.) readers that their 
National Secretary, Jimmy Goddard, gets several mentions. Some of the 
material in this book will not be new to UFO fans. For instance, 
references to the Nazca Lines in Peru, Tiahuanaca9 and the Japanese Dogu. 
However, there is a mass of new information. The account of the Bison 
skull from prehistoric times which had a hole clearly made by a gun is 
particularly interesting. 

It is a pity though that a reference work of such length has no 
index. 

UFOs - OPERATION TROJAN HORSE by John Ao Keele (G. Pe Putnam's Sons, 
200 Madison Avenue, New York, N. Y .. 10016) 1970e $6. 95 

The author is an American journalist who is one of the leading 
Ufologists in the world today. Many articles from his pen have appeared 
in the �Flying Saucer Review'. 

Mr .. Keel's conclusions about the origin and motives of the 
Ufonauts or 0Ultra-terrestrials� as he calls them, will possibly shock, 
disturb and maybe, even antagonize, some of his readers� For instance, 
he takes the controversial view that the 'Ultra-terrestrials' are 
manipulating the minds of us humans. He also considers that the 
contactees have been manipulated and used by the visitors for their own 
nefarious purposes. It is not the contactees that are liars, writes 
Mr. Keel, but the 'Ultra-terrestrials'. 
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Nevertheless, I feel that UFO fans should read all points of view 
and make up t�1eir own minds. TI:e author · has written a 1ascinating book which 
should be on every Ufologist 's bookshelf, provided he or she can afford t:.�.e 
pricel
