Perhaps experience of castle-building is not essential for 

an Editor of'Awareness'- but it helps, believe it or not. There 
was I, on Christmas Day, showing Number one son how to put toge­
ther his do-it-yourself Spru1ish castle ( and that's the story I'm 
sticking tot) when the realisation struck me.

��ilst we shall continue to aim for a high quality magazine, we 
can only produce the best that your subscriptions allow us to af­
ford meanwhile. This particular edition was especially designed 
to give some indication of potential, to try out ideas which may 
encourage comment and to encourage more subscriptions; it is not 
necessarily typical. Neither are we short of material; well­
known writers are now submitting articles and series' for inclus­
ion in 'AWARID�ESS'. More details of future content will appear 
in the March issue. The UFO REGISTER, undeniably a unique publi­
cation supplied to official bodies as well as Contact members, 
will henceforth constitute an annual report from Data Research. 
But, to really tell it like it is, we emphasise that Contact·is 
not just a publisher - more is happening than can be reported he­
re. For example: top level discussions are going on concerning 
our International involvement, which will benefit all member cou­
ntries; a quite separate and exciting venture, which will interest 
everyone concerned with UFOs, is on the drawing board. Further 
details will be made available later. lnoidently, we'll be recei­
ving publicity in four books, written by Brinsley Le Poer Trench, 
about to be published. All considered, I think we may well have 
a few more experienced castle-builders around Contaot ( UK ) soon!tt

As CONTACT expands, introducing new ideas and projects, it 
becomes more and more important that we become more widely 
accepted by the general public, both at home and overseas. 
Whilst the organisation is now really moving forward in so many 
ways, it is astounding to me, from just asking around, tha�·so 
many people are so genuine�y interested in the subject of UFOs 
- and, indeed, the number of people who have seen something which 
they thought was perhaps a UFO - and yet are unaware of our 
existance. When one mentions that there is an organisation in 
this country which is deeply involved with a study of the subject 
it transpires that very few people have heard of CONTACT or the 
Data Research Division, despite that fact that this is the most 
efficient research group in the United Kingdom and the advances 
it has made during the past few years. 

Because of this, efforts are now being made to ensure that 
CONTACT becomes known about more widely • .  Two radio programmes, 
produced and presented by Rick Roebuck proved to be of 
interest to the public and more recently an interview with the 
International Data Research team on BBC Radio Oxford had some 
impact. However, we need more than the occaisional radio 
programme to arouse greater· :ntercst. With a lecture unit now

In any event further infcrr.��ticn wil l  be 
made available in the next edition of 'AwarFn����

blood' to augment a team which is prepared to keer pace with the 
growing public awareness of the UFO phenomena and the research 
being carried out.

The Daily Telegraph colour magazine for 3rd March 1972, 
carried an articl e  by Kenneth Gatland on the search for life jn 
the Universe, entitled - 'Is There Anyone Up There Like Us ?' 
In this feature he reffered to Professor Zdenek Kopal of the 
University of Manchester. 

On the front cover of the magazine is-quoted a statement 
from the Professor, not contained in Gatland's interesting art­
icle. It reads as foll ows: 

"A thousand, or ten thousand, years of evolutionary differ­
ence is just nothing on cosmic scales; and the chances that we 
could come across another civil isation in the Universe at approx­
imately the same level of development - and with which we could 
effect some kind of intel lectual un�erstanding- are,therefore, 
vanishingly small. And such being the case, what gain - I 
repeat - coul d we derive from contacts with hypothetical civil­
isations which are likely to be removed, not thousands, but mil­
l ions, or hundreds of mil lions, of years from our l evel ? 
Certainly the risks entailed in such an encounter would vastl y  
exceed any possible interest- l et al one benefit; and could easily 
prove fatal . Therefore, should we ever hear that 'space-phone' 
ringing in the form of observational evidence which may admit of 
no other expl anation, for God's sake let us not answer; but 
rather make ourselves as inconspicuous as we can to avoid attract­
ing attention • • • • • • • • • •  " 

Gatland, in his articl e, quotes another scientist, Dr.Krafft 
A. Ehricke, Space Division, North American Rockwel l Corporation, 
who puts the possibility of contact differentl y: 

"I believe encounter with an alien civilisation will be an 
elevating or a dangerous experience, stimul ating and interesting 
in any case, but not degrading on the grounds that it refutes the 
cherished, but not very pl ausible, postulate that we are of a 
unique quality. There are, of course, those who say we as mere 
mortals have no business questioning the secrets of the Universe. 

I cannot imagine a more foreboding, apocalyptic vision than 
the fate of a mankind possessed with cosmic powers and condemned 
to solitary confinement on one smal l pl anet." 

That is certainl y a more courageous and enlightened 
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viewpoint. However, the purpose of this article is to reply to 
Dr. Kopal. The gist of his argument is that i t  would be wise 
not to answer any signals ( though he did not state that, this 
must be implied also ) or follow up evidential observat ions of a 
galactic civilisat ion, as they would be so advanced compared wi th 
us. In short, he is saying that, our mankind would be like 
primi tive savages to them. 

We, of course, mus t  look like savages to any advanced race 
out there. You have only to look in your daily newspapers for 
full confirmation of thi s; wars, violence, crime and moral 
decadence are our regular breakfast-t ime reading. Nevertheless, 
despite our obvious drawbacks, I would cont end that the Sky 
People are friendly towards us and this derives from a parental 
associati on going back to aeons ago. Although I would agree 
wi th some UFO researchers that there have been some hostile re­
ports - these come from an area around our planet - the Sky 
People, in my personal vi ew, are predominat ely fri endly and 
understand our situation. 

Now, I will present some evidence to show that not only di d 
they put us here originally, but have been gi ving us 'shots in 
the arm' over a very long period and that they have been keeping 
a careful eye on us, educating us up as i t  were, wi thin the 
limits of Cosmic Law, to the time when we will be able to take 
our place in a galactic civilisat ion. 

I have noticed that some UFO wri ters have complained about 
this situation and said that the Sky People are ��king an unholy 
mess of things and, if they are all that friendly, why do they 
not come down now and give us all the ir secrets? In short, sort 
out the t errible messes we have made for ours elves. I have just 
mentioned Cosmic Law. In my vi ew - you may no t agre e  - they 
canno t do that. They are very advanced and we are not. We 
have got to make the grade ourselves. Wi thin certain limi ts 
they can gi ve us certain 'assi sts• when we are ready for them. 
however, I think that if a really cri tical state was to arrive on 
this planet, for instance a nuclear war, they might possibly 
intervene, but, of course, I don't really know; they might no t do 
so. After all, we have had catas tophi es in the pas t. They 
have all th e time in the Univers e. It is more than likely that 
they may have overcome death and be immortals; remember, Dr.Kopal 
spoke of them possibly be ing millions of years ahead of us. On 
thi s planet our medical men are working on the poss ibili ty of 
ext ending life far beyond the usual seventy years or so. Thus 
if they are immortal and this planet goes through another catas­
trophe, then why should thi s affect their experiment here. No 
doubt it will all come right in the end.

Incidently, our famed Bri tish astronomer, Fred H9yle, wrote in 
his book- 'Of Men and Galaxies'- as follows:1 

"You are all familiar wi th an ordinary t elephone directory. 
You want to spe�� to someone, you look up his number and you dial 
the appropri ate code. My speculation is that a similar situation 
exists and ahs existed for billions of years, in the Galaxy. 
My speculation is that an interchange of messages is goi ng on, on 
a vast scale, all the time and that we are as unaware of it as a 
pygmy in the African forests i s  unar.are of the radio messages 
that flash, at the speed of light, aroQ�d the earth. My guess 
i a  that there might be a million or more subscri bers to the 
Galactic directory. Our problem is to get our narr.e i nto that 
directory·." 

'l.'P.ll, there you have Bri tains' most famous 2�tr:1nomcr 
striking out on a different line to Dr. Kopal. 

It is my contention that we are seeded out here from outer 
space; man is universal. Darwin's theory of evolutio is wide ly 
accepted as regards life in general, but in the case of mankind 
i t  has one drawback. The emergence of the brain of m2.rJ:ind on 
thi s  planet was too qui ck. Even Darwin was worried on this score 
and realised that natural selecti on might not be the cor�ect 
answer in respect of mankind. It has long been accErte� th�t 
there i s  a hypothetical 'mi ssi ng link'. 

A contemporary American writer, Otto O. Binder quotes r.:ax H. 
Flindt, as follows:2 

" • • • • •  Namely that mankind appeared so suddenly· on the scene 
because he was a planned hybrid, a cross betwe,en super-intelliger4t 
sta:rmen and sub-i ntelli gent two-legged creatures on &.rth." 

Bind�r goes on to quote li1lindt further to prove that man 
could not have evolved by hi mself in the brief tiTle alloted for 
him in the traditi onal evolutionary scale. Flindt wrote: 

"Except for man, the best that nature could do on land wa� 

to develop three great ape families. This meant tHat it tool: 
1 nature 500,000,000 years to develop one billion neurons (the 

maximum capacity of an anthropo id brain) . At this rate one 
neuron was developed every six months. • • • • • •  man, with his ten 
billi on neurons, should have taken ten times as long as the apes 
in order to develop hi s fantastic brain. 

Ten times 500 million is 5 billion years." 

Bender comments: "Yet man and his superb thinking organ, 
they would have us beli eve, came out of the evolutionary pot in a 
mere two million years. Obviously, nature did not create man's 
brain .  The �ymen did, in an ancient breeding experiment, or a. 
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series of them." 

I wholeheartedly agree with Otto Binder. In fact, in my 
first book- 'The Sky People'3- published in 1960, I advanced 
the same sort of idea; that a race of people from a far-off 
planet had bred with us. This idea was further advanced in my 
third tome, 'Forgotten Heritage'. There are, of course, the 
famous verses in Genesis about the Sons of God coming down and 
mingling with the daughters of men. · Other countries throughout 
the world have similar stories in their scri pt�res, legends and 
folk-lore, telling of god-like beings coming dc..-;n from the skies 
and fraternising with us mortals. 

I Lavr:: rp ferred to 1."shots in the arrr.' , g1 v�n by the Sky 
People. Let me amplify this a bit. There a�� incidents in 
early. history - one in particular about tL.e leg€!'11c:.IJ· St. Germain 
'the man who never died' - which I have referTEd to in my forth­
coming book, 'The Eternal Subject•4. 

In more modern times, as most u fologi sts know, there was a 
big'flap' of UFO sightings in 1897, over the U.S.A; th9se took 
the form of' dirigibles'. Now, this is very intere�ting; it was 
not until tr�ee years later that Count Von Zeppelin fle� his 
craft at a speed of only 18 m.p.h., but the UFO'dirigitles' seen 
over the U.S.A., in 1897 flew at 1,000 m.p.h.� It seems td me 
that the Sky People were shewing us something we could de. 

In 1909, a large number of UFOs - rr.ostly cigar-sh�ped - were 
seen over the U.K. and over New Zealand; earlier in th� year over 
Britain and later over New Zealand according to records. Many 
of these were flying at speeds beyond our capabilities at that ·'· 
time. Here, once again, I suggest that the ufonauts y;erG she"rl­
ing us the way. 

In 1932 a number of 'winged aircraft' were seen over Scan­
dinavia, often flying in blizzarns, seemingly quite irr.pervious to 
the effect of the storms. They have been described by the v:ell 
known A�erican writer, John A. Keel.5 

In 1946 we had the 'ghost rockets' �:which appeared over Fin­
land and Sweden. They were, surely, telling us then- 'imrrove 
on this and you can achieve space-flight'. 

So it seems to me that there has been some kind of progres­
sion and that the Sky People have all along been trying to lead 
us to the stars, to join them. 

.1 · · I �would .postulate that they are capable of using ESP powers, 

a 

telepathy, travelling in the invisible universes, as described in 

my last article, but manifest from areas in our own physical 
universe. I appreciate that this is a hell of a lot to swallow, 

but, at any rate, it may give you some food for thought. 

Dr. Kopal has not taken into account the possibility that we 
may have been '•planted' here in the first instance, Neither, 
do I see why we should fear people thousands of years in advance 
of ourselves, especially if they put us here. If these people 
were only two hundred years in advance of us ( which is most 
unlikely) I would agree with Dr. Kopal. We know from our 
history that on this planet more advanced civilisations have 
conquered and wiped out lesser ones. However, I am naive enough 
to think that a galactic civilisation, thousands - or even mil­
lions of years, as Dr. Kopal suggests - in advance of us would 
have got to the stage where fighting,wars and skullduggery, would 
long ago have been eliminated.

In terms of UFOs 1971 proved to be a hectic year and there 
is every indication that 1972 will go down on record as one of 
equal activity. It is perhaps appropriate that at the time when 
Data Research took on International status the bulk of the most 
intriguing reports have not originated on the home front, but 
from overseas. 

Last year we had the 'flap' in Yugoslavia and to a lesser 

degree in Norway and Sweden, whilst 1972 has so far produced 

reports of large 'flaps' in Australia, South Africa and Puerto 

Rico. This seems to put 'paid' to the idea that concentrations 

of UFO activity recur every five years, since the last big 'flap' 

took place in 1967; taking into account the events in Yugoslavia 

this indicates a four year cycle. One interesting factor emerges 

from all this in that most of the sightings involved, including 

those recorded for 1967, occured between the months of September 

and January. No doubt this will give rise to a few new theories 

as to the reasons for such occurences. 

As you may know already Data Research is workjng to a five 
year plan, analysing all reports of UFO sightings which occur 
within the years 1967 to 1971. We have yet to produce the 
results compiled for 1968, which will in fact be included in the 
December edition of 'THE UFO REGISTER'. Once the complete ana­
lysis for these five years has been compiled then we expect some 
very interesting patterns to emerge - especially since this per- � 
iod includes at least seven remarkable 'flaps'. 

May I remind all CONTACT members - and anyone else who may 
read this magazine - that you can be of immense help to us by 
advising a Research Officer, without delay, of any UFO sighting 
or incident. Immediate action is often essential to an 
investigation and subsequent research. Also, when sending 
Press clippings containing UFO reports please annotate them with 
the name of the newspaper from which they are taken and date of 
publication.

This is the first article written for 'Awareness' by 
John Williams. ��ilst it does not directly relate 
to the UFO phenomena the article does give rise to 
specuJation of common interest to both Ufologists 
and those who study the author's subject. The 
author, a solicitor living in South Wales, has been 
involved in the study of Standing Stones and o ther 
such ancient monuments for over 20 years. n.R. 

Whatever is the motive force and centre of energy connected with 
UFOs, T think there is no doubt tha t these have existed since 
the creation of the World and could have been used by human 
beings at any time; if they had the knowledge of these powers 
and knew how to use them. Until recently it was tho ught 
impossible for any man to land o n  the Moon and when we look back 
we realise that the powers and ma terial were always available, 
although the knowledge was no t present. 

It is recognised by many people that ancient races had 
certain specialised knowledge, sufficient to erect huge and 
mysterious monuments like the Great Pyramids of Egypt, and that 
a lo t of this knowledge has been lost. If some of this lost 
knowledge was to be regained it might assist in solvin� -sour.! of 
the problems relating to UFOs. 

During the past 20 years I, along with various associates, 
have been investigating prehistoric sto ne monumP.nts in the 
British Isles and recent results of this work are proving as 
unacceptable to the present-day orthodox scientists as those 
related to UFOs. The first major discovery was that every pre­
historic standing stone was positioned in direct alignment with 
two or more other prehistoric sites which come under the heading 
of Standing Stones, Stone Circles, Cairns, Camps, Earthworks, 
Moats, Mounds or Tumuli and Burial Barrows or Do1mens. ( These 
I have abbreviated to name the alignments, SCEMB Lines) When 
the angles between the SCEMB Lines, which in some cases stretch 
for up to 20 miles, are measured the angle of 23�0 or its 
multiples, 47°, 70!0 and 94° are found to recur in more than 
half of the cases; according to the law of averages they �hou�d 
o nly occur 4 times out of 360, wherP. one is taking �0 angles j� 
an arc describing 0 to 180 degreE s . 



These vast and compl ex lay-outs suggest a pract i cal purpose , 
but , al though the large number of Arthurian s i tes suggested some 
pol ar connection ( Arthur translated into the Wel sh language i s  
' Arth Fawr' , meaning ' The Great Bear' ) ,  no thing help ful was tri ed 
unti l  dowsing was tri ed .  Then i t  was dis covered that each 
Standing Stone was si tuated over the po int where two und erground 
s treams cross each o ther . Thi s  seemed mos t  unusual . Further 
to this we found that Standing Stones o f  a he i ght greater than 
5 fe et were conne cted wi th s even unknown Power Bands , of whi ch 
three are below ground and four are above . The fi fth one , 
usual l y  l o cated at about 5 fe e t  above ground l evel , i s  the one 
mos t  easily e xperi enced ; if a s ensi tive person places the palms 
o f  bo th hands on the s tone he wi l l  feel a strong, spi ral -l ike 
power in his body whi ch caus es him to b e  pushed away from i t .  
B y  inumerabl e e xperiments i t  was found that this forc e changes 
dire ct i on ,  from l eft to ri ght and vice-versa , s i x  days after a 
New Moon. 

Very l it t l e  i s  known about the Power Bands , exc ept that the 
seventh s eems to be connected with ultra-viol et l i ght and that , 
when touched by the fingers o f  bo th hands , i t  can cause viol ent 
cont ract i on of the muscl es . 

We have found that thi s s eptenary power, at pres ent unknown , 
was re cogni s ed in anci ent Egypt toge ther wi th two o ther s eptets 
and is depi cted in the 2 1  divisions o f  the TAT CQ LUMN , ( an anci ent 
Egyptian styl ised s i gn )  surmounted by a circl e .  ( Se e  Page 73 o f  
" THE BOOK O F  THE DEAD; b y  S i r  E. A .  Wal l i s  Budge ) Thi s  knowl e dge 
was al so pre sent in early India, where a fi gure o f  Buddha , in the 
Narlanda Museum at Patna , shows 21 verti cal divi s i ons in the 
fol ds of his rob e , surmounted by a circl e ;  again in ancient 
Abyssinia i s  shewn, in "The Li fe and Miracl es o f  Takla Haymano t "  
( pl . xc. ) ,  �a� tri pl e column w i th 2 1  dots surmounted b y  a s emi ­
circl e .  

The s e cond divi s i o n  up i n  the 2nd s eptet ( o r the 9 th up from 
the bas e ) o f  the Tat Column apparently relates to an anti-gravity 
power and the ir are i ndi cations in various early Egypt ian wo rks 
o f  art in i ts former use . Knowl e dge of the mechanics of thi s 
power coul d wel l provide some answers to the mys t eri es o f  UFO 
propul sion,  al though the unravell ing of thi s knowl edge is onl y 
l ikely to be achi eve d by a radical change in our present thought 
pat terns. 

It woul d b e  premature of us , of course , to assert that our 
o ri ginal researches on prehi s tori c stone monuments wil l l ead to 
an early solution to the great UFO Riddl e ,  but we do bel i eve that 
far wider cons ideration should be given hencefo rth to these 

d i s coveri e s ; part i cul arl y to the question o f  how so many l arge 
s tones c oul d b e  ere c t e d w i th such pre c i s i o n  ove r immense d i s t an c e s  

during an era whe n ,  a c c o rd i n g  to ortho dox conc e pt s , m e n  were 

s t i l l  i l l i t e rat e and semi -barbari ans . In ·our submi s s ions thes e  

di s c overi e s  need to b e  ass e ss e d  i n  c onjunc t ion wi th the hypo the s e s  

o f  V o n  Danik en , Drake and o thers who s e  wri tings sugge s t  that the re 

o n c e  exi s t e d  more than a sunerfi c i al cor� e c t i o n  b e tween the 
fo rgo t t en creato rs o f  th e s e

Several exc e l l ent books have b 9 en wri tten about the UFO 
s c ene bv s ci en ti s ts .  Readers wi l l  no doub t re cal l t ho s e  by the (" o .,... < v ' ' l a t e  Dr . M . K . Jes sup, Jacque s Val l e e , Aime Mi chel , Ivan T .  Sander-
s on ,  and Dr. Wi l l i am Go rdon Al i en .  You can probabl y think o f  a 
few others . All these wri ters were genuin e s ci ent i s ts . 

We can al so co njure up the memory o f  o ne book by the 
d i s t in gui shed Ameri can as tronomer, Dr. Donal d H .  Menzel , en t i tl ed 
' FLYI NG SAUCERS ' , pub l i shed in 1 9 5 3 ; thi s wan anti -U:FO , put t i ng 
the phenomena down to met eorol o gi cal opti cal effe c t s  - mirages , 
re flec t i o ns i n  mi s t ,  re frac t ions . and refl e c t i ons by i c e  c rys tal s .  

Now comes a new UFO bo ol� by ano ther d i s ti nguished s c ient i s t ,  
Dr . J .  Al l en Hynek , currentl y the Direc tor o f  the L i ndheimer 
A s tro n8mi cal Re s earch C e nter a t  Northwe s t e rn Univers i t y  and ehair­
m2.n of Northwes t e rn ' s A !:: t ronomy Departmen t . He has s e rved as an 
A c s o c iate Di rec t o r o f  the Smi thson i an As tro phys i cal Ob s ervatory 
in C �mb ri n ge ,  N�s s . , a s  wel l as he adi ng i ts NA SA-spons o re d

Hyn2k ' s book - 'fHE UFO EXPERI ENCE' (Ab e l ard -Schuman , 

Lo ndon . 2 7 6pp . £2. 50 ) - has now been publ i shed here, after 
firs t appearing i n  the Uni t e d  Stat e s . Thi s  i s  the firs t book by 
a maj or s c i enti s t , who reco gni s e s  that the sub ject shoul d be l ooked 
i nto furthe r ,  d e spi te the Condon Report deci s i o ns . He acknow­
l e dges that there is , what he terms , ' no is e '  and is o penl y curious 
as to wha t  it is all about . 

Mo s t  readers wil l  recal l that Dr . Hynek has served as a 
civil ian consul tant to the U . S .  Air Forces ' Pro ject Blue Book (and 
previous UFO pro j e cts } , since 1 947 - the body whi ch . supposedly 

investi gated UFO sightings and whi ch ano ther d i s t inguished 
sc i entis t , the late Dr , James McDo nald , before hi s untimel y 
death , expo sed as b e ing highly ineffi c i e nt . Pro j e c t  Blue Book 
was c l o s ed down by the U . S .  Air Force immmediately after the 
Condo n Report was publ i shed . Dr . Hynek, however, is now busy, 
wi th o ther s c i enti s t s ,  organis i ng a s c i ent i fi c  i nve s t i gat i o n  o f  
UFOs as oppo sed t o  a mil i tary o ne .

There are many goo d  things i n  the f i rs t part o f  the book , 
but i t  i s  in the s e cond o f  the thre e parts tha t Hynek ge ts down 
to s e ri ous bus iness . Here he has an extremely i nteres t i ng 
chapter on radar-visual re ports and d evo t e s  thre e further chap­
t e rs to thre e d i fferent k i nds of ' cl os e  en counter ' .  In hi s own 
words " the Clo s e  Encounter per s e , in whi ch the obs e rvers repo rt 
a c l o s e -at-hand- experi ence w i thout tangi bl e phys i cal effe c ts ; the 
C l o s e  Encounter in whi ch measurabl e phys i cal e ffe c t� o n the lan d  
and o n  animate and inanimate obj e c t s  are report e d ; an 1 the C l o s e  
Encoun t er i n  whi ch animated enti t i e s  ( o f ten c a1 l e c  ' HJmano i ds , 
' O c cupants ' o r ,  sometimes , ' UFOnauts ' ) have b e e n  re po rte d . We 
have already mad e  a d i s tinc tion b e twe en the l a t t e r  catego ry and 
the ' contac t e e ' category . " The autho r gives us a v e ry s c i enti fi c 
apprai s al o f  al l thre e categori es and i t  mak e s  very i ntere s ting 
read ing. 

The final s e c tion of the book - ' Where do we gc fro� here ? ' 
i s , perhaps , the mos t  abs o rb i ng. Thi s  forms a bi g po rt i on o f  
the book and i s  o f  the greate s t  importanc e .  Hynek , i n  thi s end 
part , t ears the Condon Repo rt apart , but rec o gn i s e s  that in that 
Report there are po ints o f  s t e rl ing worth buri ed b eneath the 
overal l s tatement by Dr . Condon that ' Care ful c on s i d e ra t io n  o f  
the re cord a s  i s  avai l abl e t o  us l eads � �  to con c l u d e  tha t 
further extens i ve s tudy o f  UFOs probab l y  c anno t be jus t i fi e d i n  
the exp e c tation that s c i ence wi l l  be advan c e d  there by . '  '11rd s 
was the s tatement feature d earl y in the Condon R e po rt tha t hi t 
the worl d Pre s s  and cons equently caus e d  i t  to l ay o ff re po r t ing 
of the sub j e c t  for s ome years .
