A PRELIMINARY ACCOUNT OF RECENT UFO ACTIVITY OVER 
-- - - ---- -- --·-- --

TEESSIDFd, 

by 
Brian Straight and David McGroary. 

The following article consti tute8 a preliminary accou�rl:; cf the ufo 
activity monitored during 1974 over the Teesside region of Northern England (see 
Fig.l) by :rviessrs Straight and J.VIcGroary. Not only is the account an. important.re­
cord of the many events described, but it als o serves as an excellent example of 
the kind of valuabJe research that it is possible for serious investigators tn 
conduct within a comparatively limited geoeraphical area. It is, indeed, greatly 
to be hoped that the present paper will encourage others elsewhere to undertake 
similar local researches, especially as it is abundantly clear that there exists 
an almost unlimited scope everywhere for developing meaningful ufo studies at this 
level: Ed. 

Introduction: 

This article summarizes much of the recorded ufo activity reported during.l974 
over the Teesside region, and is set against a background review of some of the 
more significant ufo events occurring in the same general +egion during 1973. 

The writers have personally investigated as many of these 1974 reports as circum­
stances have pP.rmi tted, al tb·::mgh no·:� always, it must be admitted, with ·loo% suc­
ceso --- at least not by our standards. Nonetheless, despite such shortcomings, a 
sufficiently large body of m2:terial has now been assembled to show that ( a ) an un­
usually high amount of ufo activity occurred during 1974 over the general Teesside 
region and (b) that this activity was observJd by individuals of every social le­
vel· and academic standing. 
The reports are �:rresenteci chronologically; and, -W.here relevant, are furnished 
with references to published accounts of them. Certain reports are still 1mder 
investigation, a fact mentioned wherever applicable. 

The 1973 BackgTound: 

As will be instantly appreciated; ufo manifestations over Teesside did not begin 
suddenly in 1974, for a considerable amount of such aptivity has been recorded 
for the area over many years. In 1973 considerable ufo activity occurred through­
out Teesside and in adjacent Co .. Durham and northern Yorkshire. The 1974 activity 
forming the principal object of this paper .appears to have been an extension of 
the 1973 activity and, as such, should be considered directly in relation to it. 
We begin, therefore, by summarizing some of these earlier (1973) events. 

One of the earliest sightings of any significance in 1973, occurred at 2 . 10am on 
Saturday, March 24th. ·, when, for a period of 2 -3 minutes, 17-years-old Alan Blad­
es, a g�eengrocer fr0m Hawes, saw a glowing red oval shape at low altitude between 
the .summit of nearby ·stags Fell and the car he '"as then driving over the lonely 
Buttertubs Pass road leading from \ITensleydale to Swaledale. Mr Blades first notic­
ed the object as he approached the downhill run into Hawes from the pass, and in­
itially thought that his· car headlights were shining on something, although he 
afterwards quickly realised that the object was self-luminous. The object assumed 
an upright position at first, but then seemed to cant to one side and,. according� 
an account of the sighting published two days later (1), it suddenly accelerated 
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4-
away at high speed to the sonth-·east. During the ·later stages of Mr Blades's ob­
servation, the object's underside was se.en to be spinning • . 

In our interview with this witness on May 12th., the impression was received that 
Mr Blades was a most dependable person not usually prone to flights of fancy or a 
seeker after publicity. Indeed, by that date he was becoming very tired of the 
numerous enquiries that had been made of him since his sighting had been public­
ized, and admitted 'that, were he to see another ufo, he would probably not report 
it to avoid the subsequent publicity and disruption of his normal life. 

The same night as Mr Blades's observationm an unnamed female member of the staff 
of the "Punch Bowl"� a residential hotel on the hillside overlooking Swaledale at 
Low Row, saw a very bright red light flying across the valley towards the hotel. 
It was u.ccompanied by an intense, hut otherwise undescribed, sound ( 2 ) . 

Sometime around April 15th ( exact date not ascertained ), something --- believed 
in some quarters to have been a ui'o -·-- caused three perfectly circular scorch 
marks, arranged in a triangular pattern, to appear on the surface of a field some 
200 yards from Neasham Springs farmhouse, which is situated between Hurworth and 
Neasham, near Darlington, MT Normah Miller, who owns the farm said that his da­
ughter Jean first found the circular markings, and initially thought they had 
been·made by chemicals. But the field in question had been used for sheep-grazing 
and no chemicals had been useu on the grass growing there. The grass itself had 
not been burnt, just scorched "as if a hot pipe had been laid on it". The geomet­
rically perfec� shapes, however, were extremely puzzling to all viewers ( 3 ) . A 
part�time worker at the farm,"Mr Peter Foster, added that nobody there had.seen 
or heard what had caused these marka, or knew precisely when they had been cre­
ated. 

These ground marks are included here as being possibly connected with ufo activ­
ity in view of the essentiall�r similar scorch marks described below from Low Row, 
and their· general similarity with ground marks studied at numerous other ufo land­
ing sites around the �orlde 

On or about April 24th, Mr3 Joy Roughton, landlady of the "Punch Bowl" Inn, was 
woken up in the small ho1rrs by a red light outside her bedroom window and which 
lit up the entire room. Visible for only a brief period, it then suddenly depart­
ed with a hissing noise ( 2 ). The next morning,· three previously unnoticed scorch 
marks were found on the strip of lawn separating the carpark in front of the ho­
tel from main road passing it. Some individuals interpreted these as evidence of 
a ufo landing, but while inconclusive, it is also a fact that n·o other i'ully ac­
ceptable explanation of these marks has yet been formulated. The relative ·sizes 
and dispositions of these marks, examined during a visit on May 12th., are given 
in Fig . 2. 

Also found beside these scorch marks was a piece of white rubber partly buried in 
the ground, and variously reported as being 9"· long ( ib.) and l foot long ( 4 ) . 
This, because it was conceivably associated with the mysterious scorch marks, was 
sent to a police forensic laboratory at Harrowgate for analysis (j..J� . .!_) . The labor­
atory subsequently informed Mrs Roughton that there was apparently nothing unusu­
al about the piece of rubber, and did not believe that it was of alien origin.·

Interestingly, when interviewed in May, Mrs Roughton mentioned that, a few nights 
after the alleged landing, she was disturbed about 4.30am (exact date unremember­
ed) by a "scrabble· of sound" and a vivid.white light shinning outside her window. 
This occurrence has not be reported in print before, and should be compared with 
the following accounts of strange noises and lights centred on Baldersdale and 
dating from the same period. 

At 11.30pm, on a cloudy night in the second half of April (exact date unremember­
ed), Mr and Mrs Calvert, whp ,own a chemist's shop in Middleton-in-Teesdale, heard 
a rumbling or throbbing sound, and observed a "sort of light" over a nearby farm­
house. When interviewed1 Mrs CalveTt described the noise as unlike anything that 
either she or her husband· had pr·e

.
viously heard, and its pitch as "unvarying". The 

light was \vhi te and "bright .like, a searchlight", and seems to have been beam-like 
and directed towards or over :Barnard ·castle. Mrs c·arvert added that it was just 
as though "someone had switched a· .searchlight on, then off". A neighbour, Mrs 
Lavinia Thwaites, also heard.the noise at exactly the same time, and originally 
concluded it vJas caused by .her gTandchildren who, · at the time, were occupying one 
of her ·upstairs bec:lrooms ( 4) . On checking, hmvever, Mrs Thwai tes discovered the 
children fast asleep, although they did in fact wake up shortly afterwards. Ac­
cording to Mrs Thwaites, v;ho was later interviewed. telephonically, the noise was 
"rather frightening", and unlike anything that she had previously heard. She est­
imated its duration as somewhat longer than 10 seconds. 

Late in the evening of May 15th, two teachers and eleven pupils from Whickham 
Comprehensive School, Tyneside, saw and photogTaphed a silver disc-shaped object, 
which they v;atched for approximately 15 minutes as they walked back to their mini­
bus from a badger-watching nature class outing to a field just outside Rothbury; 
Northumberlandw The object, which was stationary, .gradulaay changed to an oval 
shape. One of the teachers, Michael Hall, took a photograph of the object which 
was reproduced by a local newspaper (5) on June 5th. Mr Hall used HP4 film at 
10 seconds at f2&8.

At precisely the same time on the same evening, at least three further observat­
ions of this object 'l.vere med.e by different ii1dividuals at different vantage points. 
Mr John O'Neill, of Kirkheaton Place, Fenham, Newcnstle-upon-Tyne, watched it 
from l0. 45pm to ll. 30p�n. ,  while shortly after ll.Opm 14-years old Keith Oates and 
his mother, of Whitecroft Road, West Moor, Newcastle-upon-Tyne, watched the ob­
ject, which appeared to them more like a luminous greyish-white cloud, brightest 
in the centre and dimming towards the edges. They noticed that it was moving to­
wards the �orth-west (ib. ) .  

Confirmation of this north-westerly movement was made by Mrs J. H. B.Roberts, of 
Whitworth Park, Spennymoor, Co. Durham, who saw the object about ll.Opmo while 
travelling up the Al trunk-road (ib. ). The same object, or another like it, was 
observed at ll.l5pm from the Routh?Wawne road near Hull, by Mr Eric Coultas and 
a lady friend, and at ll.30pm by two further witnesses at Cottingham. (6) . 

At B. Opm on Tuesday, July 3rd� Mr W. Taylor of Etherly Lodge, High Etherly, Bishop 
Auckland, was at a cricket field in High Etherly, when he saw, in clear weather, 
and for only a few.seconds duration, an object or a phenomenon in the sky that· 
could only be likened to a "slow moving flash of lightning" (see.Fig. 3). This was 
observed in the western part of the sky and was seen to move rapidly_from south

to north . The nearest item that the witness could conceive of that might have 
produced a similar· effect was a strip of foil· reflecting the Sun's rays. However, 
not--only did the o"bject's (or phenomenon' s) prodigious speed preclude the likeli­
hood .. of it ·.having been such a strip of foil, but checks made shortly afterwards 
with local ·air authorities disclosed that no aeroplanes, such as might have drop­
ped foil, were flying over the area at the time� 

It should be noted that Vtr Taylor's observation occurred a bare l� hours before 
the· next event, which, as described, took place over Jarrow. 

While sitting on a courtyard seat adjacent to Beverly Court, Jarrow, Co. Durham, 
16-years old Michael Halliwell looked up into a nearly clear sky at 9.45pm . and 
saw a round object travelling towards Newcastle-upon-r:I'Jn:e, at an altitude esti­
mated a� between 400 and 500 feet, and at a speed thought to be in the order of 
2, 000 miles per hour . �he object, apparently 20-30 feet in actual diameter, was 
coloured yellow, except for its circumference or border, where it was white. This 
coloration was undoubtedly the basis for the facetious caption ("Michael spots a 
flying fried egg") heading the short newspaper accou..YJ.t of this sighting published 
two days later (7). A rather more sober account of this sighting had, however, ap­
peared in another local newspaper the day before (8). During a subsequent tele­
phone interview with this witness, it 1vas learnt that the object left behind it 
a lor.6 blue-coloured trail 4 or 5 times its own diameter. The object was visible 
for approximately 5 seconds only as it disappeared into or behind a cloud from 
which �t did not emerge. 

At the time, Mlchael was acco1npanied by two friends, one of whom saw nothing, and 
the other only a "flash of light" in the sky . Almost immediately after this inci­
dent, .the brother of a girl who was one of Michael's companions came running from 
another part of Beverly Court and asked if they had seen an aerial object, which, 
after comparing descriptions, 1-1as identical to that observed by Michael . The ol;>­
ject had, in fact7 been seen by a third witness, councillor Stan Smith. Mr Smith 
had watched the object divide into two parts which appeared to fall or "land" in 
a barley field on Sunnyside Farm, located on the border of South Shields and Cle­
adon (9 ) . An intended search of the field in question was frustrated by the farm­
er owning it as he, quite understandably, did not want his barley crop trampled 
under foot --- even by well intentioned ufo investigators . Viewed from its peri­
meter, however, the field showed no-signs of having received aerial visitors. 

The next event of any consequence in this area dated from July 31st. , lvhen, at 
ll.30pm . ,  at least six people. in Stockton saw a rocket- or zeppelin-shaped object 
in the sky emitting a bright orange glow . One observer estimated the object's 
length as about 25 feet, and said that it hung motionless over an area east of 
Stockton for a good 10 minutes before suddenly shrinking down to the apparent 
size of the Moon prior to disappearing altogether (10) . 

The same published account of the Stockton "zeppelin" also referred t<;> mysterious 
unidentified aerial lights seen earlier in the summer over or near Reeth, in Swa­
ledale. So far it has not prov�possible to obtain further details of this other­
wise unchronicled event, or to establish the date of its occurrence. 

At l. 30pm on August l6thQ, while it was raining, 16-years old Albert Fry of.Ack­
lam, Middlesborough, saw a stationary object of indefinite shape in the sky for

5 or 6 seconds from his bedroom window• An unnamed·friend with him at the time 
managed to snap a photograph of the object.with his.camera before whatever-it­
was "faded a-way". This photograph, together with ·a few details, was published in 
the.local press on September 5th (11). The object's outlined, traced from the 
photograph, is given in Fig. 4. 

The last incident of any note from this area during 1973, occurred at 9. 23pm. on 
August 30th.; when an amatear astronomer, Mr G.E. Ollis of Redcar, watched, with 
three other percipients� two white star�like objects moving in the sky at an alti­
tude estimated 8 .. t 22, 000 feet� close to and just north of the planet Jupiter. Al­
though certain these were not satellites or meteors, Mr Ollis nevertheless tele­
phoned Teess�de (civil) and Lever (military) airports to enquire about aircraft 
·flights at that time. Authorities at both these centres stated that no scheduled 
air flights 1vere known for that area at that time. These two objects· thus still 
remain unidentified.

The_l97 4. Activ .L ty: 

As previously mentioned, ufo activity over Tee.sside continued from 1973 into 197 4 
unabated, and the following information summarizes much of what may justifiably 
be regarded as the best docuffiented portion o."':. that ac�ivi ty. 

At l.Oam on February 24th., a silent� slow-moving, . ·bluish-white object was seen 
travelling above the cloud base from west to east, from a vantage point near the 
British Steel works at Redcar. The object, which was visible for some 3 minutes, 
initially held a steady course but, while in midflight, afterwards made a 45° 
turn to the west. 

From her home in Yor1<: Road, Redcar, Mrs McCallum saw, at 10. 15pm. , on June 14th. , 
a glowing saucer·-shaped object in outline against the sur1set to the north-west. 
It was completely silent. Mro McCallum's observations were duplicated by her 18-
years old daughter, \.Jho confirmed that the object was a golden-pink colour, that 
it "t-Jias moving \·Then first noticed, and that it then became stationary. It changed 
shape several times · ·-· · from a saucer shape to an eye shape and back again --­
while its outline occasionally became hazy or fuzzy. No reliable estimates could 
be formed as to its actual height or speed (when it moved) during the 30 minutes 
these witnesses had it in view before it became obscured by drifting clouds. In­
itially observed through house ·windows, the object was later watched outside 
·through binoculars of moderate magnification. These, however, produced little or 
no improvement on the original naked-eye observations. 

About mid-night the same day, an employee at the local ICI Works in Redcar, saw, 
whilst crossing the "Sacr8d Heart" playing fields .on his way home from work, a 
noiseless, golden-silver starlike object passing from east to west. The witness, 
who is about 30 years of age ·, requests anonymity. Nonetheless, he reported that 
the object "got bigger" rather than came closer, because it then became station-

ary, upon which it then increased in apparent size to that of tP· held at arm's 
lenerth. After a short -.. �bile, it revel.·ted to its origi'nal size and shot off across 
the. sky towards Guisborough, that is,. at right angles to its original course. The 
entire performance last. approximately 5 minutes, and so upset the witness --- who 
insists that he had not been drinkin5 that evening --- that he ran the remainder 
of his way home. 
s.om� time betvreen 11 .. 0 and ll-l5pm, seven days later, Mr Edwin Ollis, an amateur 

· astronomer of c·otswold ::Ori ve,. Hedcar, SB-vl a bright diffuse object in the sky that 
he described as "astigmatic". It increased in brightness from what could be call­
ed starlike to a magnitude greater than that of Venus at her brightest. The colour 
of thj_s object ·hras a rusty r·ed, perhaps, as Mr Ollis suggested, because it was 
catching the last rays of the sunset. The. object came from the direction of the 
local ICI Wo:::·�cs, and at first seemed to be hovering; afterwards it moved away in 
the direction of Ne1v Iviarske. vlhen the object brightened to its greatest brilli­
ance, it assumed a disc shape, although \vhen this was viewed through binoculars 
no further details could be made out. 
Ian ·schuber··c, an 18-years old apprentice electrician, was walking home at . approx­
imately ll.Opm on June 21st., when he noticed what he later described as a moving 

·"star". Eecaus8.he was Halking, he initially took little notice of this object's 
m?vement, attributing �s motion to. the effect of his own, but when he stopped to 
view it more thoroughly the object was seen to continue moving of its own volit­
ion. It then increased in apparent size and took on an eye-like shape. Silvery in 
colotrr, the obJect first approached from the direction of the local ICI Works in 
Redcar and passed over Nev Maske: where Mr Schubert then was, at such a l-ow alti­
tude that it seemed as though the object was preparing to land. At all times, it 

was totaily silent. When first noticed1 the object was at a high altitude, but then 
it swept dovTnHards to the low altitude just mentioned, which it maintained as it 
passed over some nearby woods as it headed away towards Saltburn. At all times 
the object. moved very-- slo1t1ly., The \vitness was sure that at one point he could 
discern some dark· markings on the upper part of the object, although these were 
never very distinct. 
This sighting, which lasted about 5 minutes, was almost of the same object re­

.. parted b�r Mr .. ?llis from Re.dcar (see above). 
Phe following report is reproduced from the Northern Echo (12), and refers to an 
event that occurred on July lst. 

A couple claimed yesterday that they saw a huge flying saucer from their 
bedroom vlindmv. 11It was· a dull yeilow-orange thing 1vi th black markings, 
high in the sky" said Mr Michael L'A:rison, a 30 year old warehouse director 
of Coneythorpe, Malton. He spotted the object early yesterday after being 
woken by the. sound of furniture being· moved into a �ouse. "I looked out to 
see what vTas happening and then I ·saw this flying saucer", he said. ·"I cal­
led my wife Lorraine, and we stood watching it. We were both awestruck. It 
vras a terrific 'thing - flat, dome-shaped on top and dish-shaped underneath". 

Regrettably it has not so f�r been possible to obtain further details of this 
interesting sighting� 
The followi�g account of a sighting over Hartburn, Stockton, on July 19th., is 
here taken direct from the _§_to�kton Evening Gazette ( 13) which published it. To

date .it has not been possible to obtain additional information on this sighting, 
even though several letters have been written and sent to the two witnesses.

1\Y.o Hartburn .. :teenagers have spent the weekend wondering if they really did 
se'e a flying saucer. 
Wendy Abercrombie, of. 33 S.il ton Grove, and Julie Griffi ths, of 21 Laneside 
Road, both pupils of Grange School, Stockton, were on the common near their 
home with two younger girls at 8.15pm on Friday, when they spotted some­
thing approaching in the sky. 

· 

"At first, we thought it was a helicopter" said Wendy, a keen plane spotter. 
"But after we looked again we realised. that it had no blades or tail". 
The girls �ook a second look and saw "an object shaped rather like a rugby 
ball topped by a bubble"·. 

· . 

· "It was a brilliant ·.1hi te: but it seemed to have some grey dots as 1vell", 
said Julie. 
As they watched, the object disappeared behind some nearby trees before Wen-
. dy could fetch a camera from her hou.se. 
'rwe are sure it 1-vas a UFO - a flying saucer", said Wendy. "We saw it from 
several different angles and there was definitely no tail·. It was absolutely 
silept as it flew as well. We cannot think of any aircraft that is shaped 
like that and makes no noise". 
The girls' theory was backed up by Wendy's father, Mr Tony Abercrombie, who 
is head of physics at the Laurence Jackson School, Guisborough. He immedi­
ately rang �eesside airport to find out if anything had been seen on r?dar. 
"But they had noticed nothing", he said. ''I believe the girls did see some-
thing". 

· · 

"Neither of them is the fanciful sort and as we live on the glide path for 
the airport, we are used to recognizing ·al� the different types of planes. 
This was like nothing · we ha:ve ever seen before". 
Now Julie and Wendy have only the brief drawings they made immediately after 
the sighting to remind them of what may have been Hartburn's strangest visi-
tor. · 

Virtually no critical details are contained in the following report of an alleged 
sighting by Mr Michael Batty of the Green, Norton, on Saturday, July 20th., of an 
object travelling due east' from Norton towards Hartlepool, just before midnight 
on that date� Mr Batty is -said. to have notified the police of his observation, 
although no further ac·tion or investigation of h�s claim seems to have· been made. 

We may. now conveniently pass on to the following items noted from a programme 
about ufos bro.adcast by Radio Cleveland on July 22nd. It should be remembered 
that, by its very nature, such a programme cannot be expected to provide very 
detailed accounts,· and those below, most of which are decidedly insufficiently 
d(:3tailed, are included here largely to furnish, as complete a picture of Teesside 
ufo activity· in 1974 as possible. 

At 3�25pm, on July 26th., the local bus pulled to a stop at Scorton village green. 
In the 50 yards walk from the bus-stop to the nearby hospital, a child of 8 Or 9 
years drew its mother's attention to a silent, metallic-silver object of indefin­
ite outline in the sky. The weather was overcast at .the ·time, the object being 
below cloud base. It travelled fairly rapidly towards Darlington, and was seen 
by- a third witness in addition to the aforementioned�. mother· and child. All these 
pe-rci-pients·have requested anonymity" Again,-. at. the 'time of writing, it has not 
been possible to gather additional information on this incident.

Of possible· relev�ce. is the fact · that Scorton itself lies in a military are·Ei. 

At this .. poi�t Radio Cleveland then.invited listeners to telephone in their own 
ufo experiences. Numerous reports were received� most of them easily explainable. 
Several much more perplexing reports were, however, received and the principal 
details of each are recorded below, agp..in for ·the sake of .completeness. 

An:ll-years old girl, Carol (surname' not �iven), from Norton, saw a silver ob­
ject moving rapidly through the sky at approximately B.Opm on Sunday, July 21st. 
Carol added that, despite her observation, she does not believe in ufos. 

Anne Hepburn saw, at ll�45 pm (?) some two or three weeks previously (exact date 
not given) a-:- H.utton Rudby, an very bright, circular, spinning object travelling 
across the sky from north-west to south-east. It then "faded away". Apparently 
this object \'/as sighteC: on t-v10 separate evenings at the same time, and Anne said 
she wondered if the object was a satellite. 

Subsequent checks of satellite trajectories and flight paths for these dates have 
revealed that no known satellite -vrould have been on the course described at that 
time .. The. "fading away!! process also precludes it having been a conventional air­
craft, and the object remains unidentified. 

In add.ition to the above reports, there were also several more concerning myster­
ious aerial lights over the Cleveland Hills on numerous occasions. These are now 
being investigated, and it _.is hoped in due course to produce ·a full report about 
them" 

On August 16th., Mr Fi tzpatrick of Stai thes Road, Redcar, sa-1rv an aerial object 
that he initially identified as the planet Jupiter. Further observation, however, 
showed that the object was moving -·-- due ea8t at "a fair rate", and consisted of 
a bright wlii te light. The object seemed to be moving along vrha t the percipient 
described as a "slo� . .., arc", anc. was at an apparent altitude of 35 degrees above 
the nearest ·(southern) horizcn. It was visible Sor 7 or 8 �econds before it dis­
ap'peared behind ne.arby houses. Visibility at the time vvas excellent. 

Not improbably, the same otject was watched by Mrs Moore and her husband from 
West Dyke Road, Redcar, the s21Ile evening. The Moores run an off-licence at Salt­
burn and, at the time·, had just returned home. The object, described as "brighter 
then a star", and red in. colour, appea+ed to be stationary. Mrs Moore thought it 
featu�ed some dark markings on its uppeL part, but could not be sure of this. She 
later vie1.\7ed the same object from her bedroom window. Mrs Moore took the sensible 
course of looking at precisely the same area of sky again the next night, when 
no object of. any description was to be seen there, and was thereby convinced of 
the aberrant ,nature of the body sighted the preceding evening. 

· 

At 9. 30pm this same Fri.day evening, a flashing object, coming from the <;lirection 
of 3kelton, was spotted by the Keighleys and some neighbours at Coastguard Cot­
tages, Saltburn. Their report was published thr�e days later and is reproduced 
b .... low. 

It l'ooked like something out of Star Trek • • . • a flashing object soaring high 
in the sky at Saltburn, according to residents. 
They spotted the Unidentified Flying Object on Friday at 9.30, coming from 
the direction o.f Skeltone It interrupted ·the viewing_ of Mrs Joyce Keighley, 
of Coastguard Cottages, .Sal tburn,, who saw a "bright 'light'' through the cur-
tains. ··

"It .. came · �G:W�pds the cottages Over the hills towards Brotton ·Ro&d". , ' she . said 
today. -.".It: �eemed to· hover over the fields for about 5 iriifiutes before swinging 
across a straight line towards Brotton, where it hung over the Warsett·h:llls 
for about .another ten minutes. 11 

"Then ··::[t . . ,shot o.ff into the sky at a . terrific speed". 
Mrs Keighley and her husband 'alerted. two neighbours, and w�nt. outside. to watch 
the £'light.

But apparently the flying saucer made oni:- a fleeting trip to ·Cleveland. A spo­
kesman for air traffic control at Teesside airport said: "We didn't see it", 
and neither �h·e ·airport' nor Clevela�d Police had received any reports of it (14). 

The writers E:ubs.equent1y interviewed the Keighleys at the home, located on a rise 
above �he. "Ship Inn", Sal tburn. Their cottage thus commands an excellent v'iew of 
the surrou..�ding hills._ To the south the lights of Skel ton are clearly visiole, 
v1hile to the. ivest the ·nearby vlarsett Hills form the immediate horizon. 

It may also be worth mentioning that, initially, the '\vri ters experienced some 
slight difficulty in perouading the Keighleys to agree to an interview, as it 
transpires that, shortly before our arrival, they had already received a copy*** 
of "Aquarius Vi_ewpoint''1, a ma..gazine edited by Mr Rex Dutta, and had concluded 
that v.fologists were ·"crackpOts" and their publicat�ons lunatic creations.· It 
was only after _earnest· assuranc_es to the contrary that we were able to convince 
them that we had no connections with "Aqu�rius Viewpoint� and were admitted to 
their residence and made most welcomeo The following items were gathered by us 
as additions to the information already published i? the newspaper just quoted. 

Firstly, MrsKeighley herself is employed by the "Evening Gazette", and it was 
her almost casual mentioning of the sighting in the·office that lead to the news­
paper account. She was, moreover, t:J,t some pains to point out that the article 
was .. itself somewhat hazy on the facts, and that she had n0t even talked personal­
ly \vi th its writer. 

The light ·Has first seen through the living-room window, which faces almost due 
south towards Skelton. At the time t'he curtains were open, not closed as the 
newspaper account averredo Several neighbours observed the object as well, while 
a Skelton woman wrote to Mrs Keighley stating that she too had seen the object. 
(We-hope to investigate this additional sighting in th� near future). 

Both Mrs Keighley's son and her husband have exceptional eyesight, a fa�t com­
mented upon by the family optician; and �x Keighley has had considerable naval 
experience calling :for the d2velopment of good observational faculties. The com­
bined testimony of so many widely scattered and individually well fitted observ­
ers lends :particular importance to· this sighting� 

Interestingly, the Keighl2ys informed us that they had sighted ufos on two· ·previ­
ous occasions, once fifteen ye�rs before (1959) when on the beach with her hus­
band. Then·a metallic object ttgoing like tne clappersn(!), but emitting abso­
lutely no sound, was seen. At the time this eerie event greatly disquieted both 
witnesses, neither of whom have previously reported tbe incident. The second 
sighting occ�rred about five years ago (circa 1969), when a cigar-shaped object 
was tjeen over: No:rton by Mrs Keighley and her son whi}.e waiting at a bus-stop. No 
published record of this sighting has appeared before.,

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Further confirmat ion of these mys terious aerial l ight s  and luminous objects 
ove� Clev.eland about this t ime was given in a lo cal newspaper ( 1 5 ) account · 
de tailing the following s ighting by Nr Derek King .

The mys tery of the flashing wh ite l ight over Eas t Cl eve land thickened 
t o day when a s e c ond witne s s  steppe d forwar d .  
Y e t  t h e  l ight , s een a t  9 . 30pm o n  Fri da�r , was n o t  s po tted b y  Tee s s ide 
A irport air traffic c ontro l l ers . 
Mr Derek King , of 41 Lime Road , who is a keen as tronomer , confirme d an 
earl ier report of· an ob j ec t  flying from Ske l ton towards Bro t ton . 
He said·� " I  was s tanding out s ide my home when I s aw it . It \vas moving 
q_uit e  fas t and l o oked to be out s ide the Ear th ' s atmo s phere . I t  gave an 
o ccas i onal flas h ,  but didn ' t look to be an aircraft or a me teori te " .  
An aircraft tral'fic spoke sman said : ' 'We have no record of i t  s o  we have 
no idea what i t  was . But at that tim� it is only hal f light and di s tances 
and s peeds can be extremely dAceptive " . 

Two days later the same news paper reporte d : 

"De s pi te numerous s i ght i_ngs of a mys t ery ob j ec t  which was reported t� be 
over Cleve land on Fri day and Saturday night las t we.ek , there has - s till 
been no offic ial confirmation of · explanat ion of them . 
S inc e the fir s t  report appeared in the Even ing Gazette earl ier this week , 
there have been more than 20 tel ephone calls t o  the newspaper ' s  o ffice s  
report ing s ightings of the ob j e c t . - - - i n  mos t  cas e s  reported a s  a s ingle 
bright l ight in the sky .  
One man said that he telephone d Tee s s i de A irport when h e  saw the obj e c t  
hovering and was t o l d  by the man on the other end of the l ine that h e  had 
s een it himself through a pair of binoculars • 

. But no one at Te e s s ide A irport could confirm that there had been any re­
ports t o  them about Unident ified Flying Ob j e c t s . 
The Me teoro logi cal Office has said that there are currently no condit ions 
in t he atmo s phere which · could caus e such phenomenon . 
A l though mo s t  reports have been in s outh and eas t Cleve land , referring 
to an ob j e c t  vis ible on the Friday night , there has als o  been a reported 

· s i ghting in Middlesbn rough , near We st Lane , on the Saturday night " ( 16 ) . 

And two days later st ill , the same new spaper publ ished ano ther s i gh t ing , which 
give b e low . 

F ive G--reat Ayton resident s claimed to have seen a mys terious "white l ight " 
moving acro s s  the sky las t night . 
One of them , who di d no t wish to be name d , t o l d  the Evening Gaz e t te : "At 
9 . 2 3 pm pre c i sely two l ight s  cros s e d  the sky from north-we s t  to south-eas t .  
There was no sound - - - they were too far up , well ab ove the cl oud leve l . 
" I t  was defini tely no t a plane be caus e the l ights were no t b linking. A 
group of us here were s t anding out s i de wat ching" ( 17 ) . · 

Finally , on Augus t 24th � , the day after the ab ove obs ervat ion , Mis s  Paul ine 
Lowe was , with her parent s , driving her car along the Al9 trunkroad· at around 
4 . 0am , when near Tr imdon , she saw in the sky a very large red-crimson egg- shaped 
o b j e c t  the s i ze of a s ix inch ob j e c t  he ld at arm ' s length . The o b j e c t  move d 
s ilently and very quickly t owards her ( she was driving at about 60 m . p . h . at the

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t ime , and at tribute s part o f  the ob j e c t ' s  apparently fas t  speed t o  her own 
vehic le ' s  mo tion ) . There were patche s of l·ow cloud in the sky , and this ob­
j e c t  was above the c l o uds , eventually disappearing into them . At 4 . 0am . on 
t hi s  date , it was dawn , but de spite this factor , Mis s Lowe ins i s ts that the 
o b j e c t  was a s e l f  luminous red and was in no way reflec ting red rays from an 
e ar ly ris ing Sun .  The ob j ec t  was trave l l ing s outhwards from Trimdon towards 
R e dcar , it ' s  c ours e more or l e s s  parall e l ing the Al9 trunkroad . Mi s s  Lowe 
e s t imat e d  that , if it maintained the course on which she observe d i t , the ob­
j e c t  would probably have pas s e d  out over the sea at S e dgefield . The durat ion 
of her s i�.t ing , however , was only in t he region of 5 sec onds , s o , as the ob­
j ec t  al s o  disappear e d  into some of the aforement ioned c l ouds , the re is no way 
o f  e s tab l i s hing whe ther or not it did reac h the coas t . 

The above compl e t e s  our pre s entat ion of s i ght ing report s of which we have re­
c e ived de tai l s  or have been abl e to inve s t igate . A s previ ous ly ment ioned ,  a 
go o dly number of o ther report s of " l ight s " , e t c . , have accumulated for the 
C l eve land Hill s  region , but as our res earche s  int o the s e  inc idents are no t ye t 
c ompl e te d , we are omitt ing them from the pre sent survey . It is hoped that , in 
due cours e ,  c ircums tanc e s  will enable the satisfactory comple tion of the s e  
s tudi e s  in t h e  Tee s s ide area and , s ub s equently , the publ ication of our s pe c ial 
report on tho s e  event s .

vJHIRLWINDS ASSOCI.l' .. TED WI TH ANCIEN T "CELES TIAL SHIPS " 

AND MO DERN U . F o O s .

Ancient C as e s : 

From numero us myths and legends , and the te s t imony of early literature , one 
gains the impre s s ion that , in fo rmer age s , men flew from the Ear th into the 
heavens ( Vyache s lav Zaitsev ) , as al s o  did several bibl ical charac ters . S ome of 
the latter ( e . g . ,  I s aiah , Davi d ,  and Ezekiel ) af terwards re turne d to Erth , but 
o thers ( e . g. , Eno c h , Mo s e s , and El ij ah ) did not . 

E s pec ially intere s t ing to us is t he Old Te s tament figure of Enoch , who , ac ­
c ording to surviving records , led a highly unusual l ife . Little is said about 
Eno c h  in the O l d  Te s tament , o ther than he was the s on of Jared and the father 
o f  long-l ived Me thus aleh e In the 77 gene rat ions from Adam to Jesus C hris t ,  Eno ch 

· o c cupie s  the s eventh place ( " the seventh from Adam " ) .  He is usually de s cribed 
as a per s on " pleas ing" t o  Go d .  The Bible indicat e s  that on at leas t two o c cas­
ions Eno ch flew into or was somehow " carried up " int o the sky :  

"And Eno ch walked w i t h  Go d" ( Grne s i s  V ,  22 . ) ,  
and 
"And Enoc h  vlalked with Go d :  and he was no t ;  for Go d took him" ( Gene s i s  V ,  24 ) , 
and 
"By faith Eno ch was trans lat e d  that he should no t see death ; and .,Jas no t fo­
und , be cause Go d had trans late d him ; for before his trans lation he had this 
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testimony , that - he ple?-sed God" ( Hebre_!ls XI ; 5 ) . 
Two further references  exis.t de scribing the trans lation of Enoch in the "Book 

. o f  Sir,ac-n·n_ ( XLIV ; . 1"6- ;· ·al'id XLIX ; 14 ) , a work ab sent from the English version of 
the Bible . There i s , however , a work ab out Enoch . .  "\vhich , for our purposes , i s  
po s s ibly the mo s t  important o f  all the s e  anc ient apocalyptic texts --- "The · 
Book -er Eno ch " . Thi s  exi s t s  only in the Etl--tiopian version which was trans lated 
from an earl ier Gre ek original , of which only fragments now remain . There is 
als o  an English trans lat ion of this remarkab.le work available . 

Trench says of this (l: pp . 58-9 ) . 
" In this • • • book , �no ch • • .  i s  de scribed as a ' righte ous man , who se eyes were 

o pene d  by God '  • • •  " 
1 1 1.L1he re are many .1.·2markab le things in the Book of Enoch , but outs tanding are 

at leas t two oc cas ions on which Enoch is carried off in a whirlwind ( italics 
mine : K . T . ) .  On tho se j ournie s  he was accompanied by an ange l who showed him 
many things . Y� u will hear this word whirlwind again be ing us ed as some kind 
of vehic le , when we c ome to discus s  El ij ah , wh6 l ive d at a later period in Bi­
b l ical history . He , too , was taken up in a whirlwind . This seems a more intel­
l igent way of describing the spaceships seen in our skie s that we - call today 
flying saucers " .  

In the Old Testament the word "whirlwind" i s - ment ioned several times in connect­
i on with the pro phe t El ijah . The whirlwind is not separated , but is associated 
with "flying" , i . e . , with ' ' carrying off" . One thus gains the impression that 
such a whirlwind is an effect pro duced by a flying machine or device , described 
in the language of the day as "horses and cLario t s  of fire " -� 

" • • •  and ,  behold , the mountain was full of hors es and char i o t s  of fire round 
about Elisha" . ( II . Kings VI ; 17 ) 

And again : 

" • • •  behold , the Lord passed by , and a great and strong wind rent the mount­
ains , . and brake in piec e s  the r o cks before the Lord ; but the Lord was not in the 
wind : and after the wind an earthquake ; but the Lord was not in the earthquake ; 
and after the earthquake a fire ; but the Lord was not in the fire ; and after the 
fire a s till small voice" .  ( I . Kings XIX ; 11 , 12 ) 

It 1s worth mentioning that in the latest  version of  the yugoslavian version of 
the Bible ( "Biblija',' Stavnorst , Zagreb , 1 96 9 ) , the word "wind" has been substi­
tuted for "whirlwind" in these verses . 

"And it came to pas s , when the Lord would take up Elijah into heaven by a 
whirlwind , that Elijah went with Elisha from Gilgal " .  (II .Kings . II ;  1 )  
I t  is intere s t ing tr9.t El ijah was prepared for the "taking up" , and that others 
knew in advance that he would be " taken up " .  Thi s  is seemingly confirmed by the 
fact that Elisha , Elijah ' s pupil , cautioned "the sons of the prophets " of two 
towns (Beth-el .· and Jericho ) through which Elijah and Elisha pas sed , for he told 
them · to "hold ye • • •  peace" · · before · the " taking up" had occurred .  

"Elijah said unto Elisha , Ask what I shall do for thee , before I b e  taken 
away from thee . And Elisha said , I pray the e , let a double portion . of thy spirit 
be upon me . And he said , thou hast asked a hard thing : nevertheless , if thou see 

. me when I am taken from thee , i t  shall be so unto thee ; but if not , it shall not 
· · · be s o  • . And it  came to pass , as they s till went on , and talked , that , behold ,  

there appeared a cpario t  of  fire , and horses of  fire , and parted them both ass-
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under ; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven" . ( II. Kings II; 9-11) . 

The "taking up" · of Elija� is also dealt with in the r ;Boo� of Sirach ' '. (XLVIII ; 
12) a�d in the "First_ Book _?f Maccabees" ( II; 58 ) ,  both '6mi tted frOni -the Eng­
lish versions of the Bible at my disposal. 

The word "whirlwind" appears in tHo more places in the Bible , both connected 
specifically with the idea of "flying" . 

"For, behold , The Lord will come 1vi th fire, and with his chariots like 
a whirlwind . • •  " (�s�a� LXVI ; 15) ·' 

and, 

"And I looked, and, behold , a whirlwind came out of the north , a great 
cloud, and a fire infoldine itself, and a brightness was about it ; and 
out of the midst thereof as the colour of amber, out of the midst of the 
fire" . (Ezekiel I ;  4 ) . 

In the latter case ( which I hope to discuss i� a separate article in the fut­
ure) , the whirlvJind is clearly associated vJi th some form of flying device or 
machine, i . e . ,  it is an effect of that machine . This is an important point , 
which I have also tried to ac

.�urately portray in the reconstructions I have 
made of the aerial jolrrnies of Ezekiel and Elisha published as plates 2 to 5 
in Brinsley Le Poer Trench 1 s  book , "Th� Eternal Subject" ( London : 1973) . 

The ancient Sanskrit work known as the Samarangana Sutradhara contains other 
descriptiohs of whirlwind-like effects associated with flying 6raft therein 
called "vimanas" .  Tile se early texts also describe how the vimanas �.Nere to be 
built and how they illorked . 

"Iv1anufacturing details of tho vimanas are witheld for the sake of sec­
re cy ,  not out of ignorance . The details of construction are not mention­
ed for it should be kno1vn that • • .  were they publically disclosed the ma­
chines would be wrongly used ".

From the beginning of the modern ufo era ( i . e . , from 1947 onwards ) ufos have 
quite often been descri�ed as having produced whirlwinds or whirlwind-like ef­
fects . Examples have included the raising of dust , sand, water, objects, ani­
mals, and even human beings located under hovering or low-flying ufos.

Uf o re s e archers do n J t  as cribe the s e  whirlwind- l ike effec t s  t o  ac tual whirl­
winds , but at tribute them to s o me force or forces that apparently at trac t s  nb­
j ec t s  upwards t owards ufo s , and expJ �in them a s  cons eque nces of some anti-
grav i tat i c ndl princ iple o perate d  by ufr s . · 

B e l ow i s  a s c l c c tiGn c f  cas e s  in which whirlwind-l ike e ffects a�e rec o rded in 
d ir e c t  as s o c iation with ufo s . The ufo l i terature undo ubte dly c ontains many 
more s imilar cas es .

BOOK REVIEWS ,

The avalanche of b o o ks ab out ufo s  or having conne c t i ons -vl ith the ufo eni gma 
t hat beg:1n some two year s  0r so ago , s ho-v;s no s ign s  of abating. Among the new­
e s t  crop of the s e  is  Jame G N. E() Campbe ll ' s exc o l lent b o o:k "Ufology" , whic h has 
a s ub t i t l e  reading "New Ins ights from S c ienc e  �nd C ommon S ens e " . 

Any b ook on t his part i cular riddl e whic h  b ears s uch a s ub t i t l e  has always 
been highly suspe c t  to this reviewer before he has read. i t , and in almo s t  every 
c a s o  this s us pi c i on has been amply re inforced by the contents of such o fferings ; 
but � in this ce.s 2 .  Here , at las t , i s  a really vle l l  res earc hed , and carefully 
balanc.e d  apprai s al of many of the mo s t  perplexing behavioural pat terns di s playe d 
by ufo s o Hr McC::I!lpb e l l  i s  an engine er and has brought to bear on an admi t te dly 
very compl icate d s ub j e c t  hi s wealth of technical knc�Jle dge . The r, e s ul t s  are out ­
s tanding . Logical and s c ient ifically s ound answers to many of the s e  hi therto 
o b s cure behavioural trends are pre sente d ,  wi th an enormous amount o f  background 
r e ferenc e s . 

No doub t  tho formulation · .-,f rea s o ns.b le ansVlers and explanations of this type 
1vi l l  denude the sub j e c t  for me,ny of i t s  " magical " or · " s-upernormal "  qual i t ie s ,  
even t hough all int ere s te d  in ufo s  we l l  know that one · day suc h  an op2ration is 
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inevit ab le . That day may already have arr ive d with the publ icat ion of "Ufo logy" 
- - - a s l im but highly -important c ontribut ion to t he ufo l i terature . 

But if t hi s  �o o k  tends to deglamour i z e  ufo s , i t  more than replace s that remov­
e d  veneer w lth abundant evidenc e  support ing the c o ntent ion t ha t  ufo s  are real , 
and , be tter than any o ther book known to thi8 reviewer , come s to grips with 
t he more t e c hnical aspe c t s  of the ufo problem . The chapters devo te d to ufo oc­
c upant s  and t he ir re c orde d a c t ivit i e s  on Earth are a l s o  mas terly , and set new 
s t andards in pre sent ing unusually difficul t  mater ial . 

If any cri + :::_ c i s m  c an be a l l owed , i i i s  that "Ufology "  i s  t o o  s hort . If ever a 
s ec ond e di t ion appears , it i s  t o  be earne s tly hope d that a much enlarge d  ver s ­
i o n  .: f i t  i s  pro duc e d .  Eminent ly readable , the unusual ly taut text - - - '.·Jhich 
is appa:ceLtly devo i d  o f  t;:,-po graphicr l o r  o ther errors --- i s  enl ivene d by s ev­
eral w e l l  cho s en l ine il lus trations . 

" Ufology" , whi c h  o ught t o  be mandatory reading f or every ufo l o gi s t , i s  obtain­
abl e  from the J aymac Company , 12  Bryce Court , Be lmont , Cal ifornia 94002 , USA , 
for yr'3 . 9 5 c . or t he s terl ing equivalent , or dire c t  from Hi s s  Sus anne S tebb ing 
who advert i s e s  in this j o urnal . 

Pr obab ly few ufo l c g:i_ s ts w i l l  bo ther t o  read "Mys tery o f  the Anc ient s "  by Eric 
and C raig "Jmland , fo r no t only is the book l i t tered with fac tual inacc urac i e s , 
but i t s  main the ory - - -· that the anc i ent l'Iaya race are of extraterr e s trial o ri­
gin , who once dwe l t  on a d� s integrat ed plane t ( �lane t X) now repre s ented by the 
a s tero ids , and ivho mine d ore s on the Mo on - - - i s  patently ab surd . Thi s  reviewer 
was no t impre s s e d  to read ( p . l 34 ) that , at 3 2 , 450 fee t , Mt . Erebus i s  ·higher 
t han Evere s t , that ( p . l 38 ) C o l . Jame s Churc�ward had be c ome ordaine d as the Rev . 
C hurc hward s ince he had las t heard of him and his hypo the s e s  about the l o s t  
c o n t j nent of · Hu ,  o r  t hat Me s sr s  Haeckel and Blandford s ome t ime s spe l l  their 
name s ( p . l 4 3 ) as Hae cken and Blandfort r e s pe c t ive ly . Particularly exasperat ing 
are t he crypt ic referenc e s  in t he t ext to o ther authors who s e  works are omi t t e d  
f r o m  the s ho r t  bib l i o graphy , w h i c h  it s e lf l i s t s autho r s  no t ment ioned i n  the 
text . O ne could s pend hours demons trat ing the falacy of numerous s tatements put 
forwar d  in this volume , but s inc e the s e  are often transparently obvious , there 
s eem8 l i t t l e  po int enlarging upon the s e  here . The book , pub l i shed by S ouvenir 
Pre s s , c o s t s  £ 3 . 2 5 p .  

If t he ab ove book i s  one o f  S ouvenir Pre s s 1 R  l e s s  acceptable pub l i s hing vent­
ure s , " The Bermuda Triangl e " 8y C harle s  Berl i t z , \tJhich t he s ame company has 
r e c e nt ly pub l i s hed at £3 . 2 5p . , more t han make s up for i t , for this is a highly 
r eadable account of the many inexplicable disappearanc e s  of ships and aircraft 
t hat have o c curr e d  down t he years in and over the general area of the S argas s o  
S e a �  Exc e l le ntly do cumented , Berl i t z ' s b o ok pro c e e ds at a s panking pac e  and is 
al t o ge ther very abs orb ing reading . Re ple te with many fine pho t o graphs and l ine 
drawings , and a us eful b iblir ,graphy , the only serious cri t i c i s m  of this book 
c entre s around i t s  lack of an index . This omis s ion , however , i s far ou·cwe ighe d 
by the general e xc e l l ence o f  t he text and the unb ias e d  manner in w hich Ber2 i t z  
pre sents i t . Inde e d , Berl i t z  i s  out s tanding i n  t his r e s pe c t .  

Among the various explana t ions advance d  from t ime t o  t ime t o  account for the se 
we ird disappearanc e s  i s  that involving ufo s , and that s e c t ion o f  the book will 
undoub t e dly b e  part icular ly intere s ting t o  all tho s e  who pro fe s s  an intere s t  in 
s uc h  mat ters . The only erro� �f no te found by thi s reviewer occurs in the b ib­
l iography t1here H . T. Wilkins is v-Trongly credited wi �h hav ing wri tten "Strange 

· Mys t e r i e s  o f  Time and Space " �  that b o o k  was author . by H e P . Wilkins . �e s pite thi s 
b l e mi s h , " The�muda Triangl e "  is s trongly r e c o mmended .
