It �ill also no doubt be of inte�est to readers tq learn 
that this ·mat:;azine v1ill in due eo,_ ·�se cary other articl.es by Mr Terziev exploring 
biblical texts dealing al�ost ce�tainly with ufo activity.

T HE CASE OF PROPHEl' EZEKIEL

Most ufologi s t s  and scient i st s  who have considered bib lical account s of eel� 
est ial port ent s and st range aerial phenomena are agreed t hat the descript ions of 
t he ob ject s seen by t he prophet Ezekie1 Here , in all probability, craft of ext ra­
t errestrial origi n , and exact ly analogous to the ufos of modern t imes . T he orig­
i nal b iblical t ext referring t o  Ez ekiers experiences cont ain element s that permit 
such suppos it i ons , element s t hat to the deeply informed leave lit t le or no doubt 
that such craft �� involved . 

Modern advocates of Ez ekiel's case t hink t hat there i s  only one craft or ufo 
described in t h e  original narrat ive. I believe that five craf t are recorded , one 
l arge one , and four small ones. I s hould , therefore , like t o  di scuss below my re­
asons for making this ass ert ion. 

T he larges t craft , which Ezekiel refers to as "the glory of the Lord" , seems 
in my opinion t o  be a thorough-going spaceship. T he four smal ler craft � which are 
called "wheels" by Ez ekiel , are either component part s of t he l arger craft , much 
as lifeboat s are relat ive t o  a big liner , or are separat a object s  that accompanied 
the l arger craft . I believe that t he first int erpret at ion is correct . In th� ufo 
lit erat ure , such small craft have not infrequently be called 11scout ships" . 

T he biblical descript ion makes it clear that Ez ekiel s aw five st range craf t ,  
in several posit ions or sit uations - -- flying, at land ing , on the ground, and 
t aking off . 

Let us now consi der thes e s ep arat e craft individually and in great er det ai l. 

T E:E LARGER OBJECT , which Ez ekiel called the "glory of t he Lord" , was shaped 
like a sphere or half-s.phere , or possibly it was lens -shaped, as it is described 
a s  being liko a "firmament ". In Ez ekiel's imaginat ion , of cours e ,  the firmament is 
concei ve.d of as being like a s olid cryst al sphere , i.e. , half a sphere. T he surface 
of the ob j ect was smooth, as indicated by the descript ion: "And over the head s of 
the livin� creatures was the likenes s of t he firmament , as t he appearance of crys­
t al • • • .  " (I ; 22) 

Ezekiel also describes the cab in from v.�here the ob j ect is controlled . This cabin 
is in a cupola upon t he spherical body of the object , upon? in fact , the "firma­
ment ''· Ez ekiel could see inside the cab in as it s v2lls were transparent , and also 
a pilot or occupant : "And above t he firmament .... was the likenes s of a throne , as 
t he appearance of the sapphire st one , and upon the likeness of a throne was a 
likenes s as of t he appearance of a man above it" (I; 26) ( s ee also X;l ) . 

Ez ekiel omit s  t c  say whcthe� the ob j ect pos sessed landing equipment , but , since 
he ment ioned other recogniz able features of similar ob j ect s we know as ufos , it is 
not unreas onable t o  s uppose that hP. would have done so had landing gear been VlSl­
b le t o  him. In that connect ion , however, it is important t o  note that the obj ect 
created a "whirlwind" , which indicat es that flows of air or energy creat ing this 
effect would ent er the propuls ion syst em through t he bottom of t hn ob ject � If a 
f lying craft like that apparent ly described by EzekieJ were land on it s underside , 
t hen t he holes or appert ures through which such air or energy would flow would be 
blocked by immediat e , cont act with t he surface of the ground; thus it would be 
normal to expect that a craft effect ing such a landing would in fact posses s "legs" 
or leg-like device s  on which t o  act ually land . T hese would be equal ly protract ab le 
and retract ab le. The aforement ioned whirlwind , if part icularly st rong , might well 
h ave ob scured t hese "legs", so that t hey were not not iced by Ez ekiel.

The flow of the air or energy just mentioned produced a noise that Ezekiel des­

cribed as "like the noise of many waters", something comparable in sound to the 
noise of water falling over stones in a waterfall. In other words, this object 
made a kind of swishing sound. 

It is impossible to decided whether Ezekiel actually heard the noise of the 
object's engines or merely the discharge of air or energy flows such as we have 
just discussed, and it may well be that, from his position relative to the object, 
he heard one or more possible shock waves. Consider these possibilities in. the 
light of how Ezekiel reported matters� "And there was a. voice from the firmament 
that was over their heads . . . •  " (I; 25) "Then the spirit took me up, and I heard 
behind me a voice of great rushing • . • •  " (III; 12) 

The object atso produced light effects: "And I looked, and, behold, a whirlwind .., · 

came out of the north, a great cloud, and a fire infolding itself, and a brightness 
was about it, and out of the midst thereof as the colour of amber, out of the midst 
of the fire". (I� 4) "And I sa\v as the colour of amber, as the appearance of fire 
round about within it, from the appearance of his loins even upward, and from the 
appearance of his loins even downward, I saw as it were the appearance of fire, and 
it had brightness round about. As the appearance of the bow that is in the cloud in 
the day of rain, so was the appearance of the brightness round about". (I; 27, 28) 

This brightness or glowing is no fire, but only an effect that gives the "appear­
ance of fire''. In brief it is n halo effect, which, because we believe that the ob­
ject was spherical or in the form or a half-sphere, nssumes a "bow11 shaped envelope. 
of energy. On the reasonable assumption that the ve1ocities of these air or energy 
flows are very great it may further be assumed, cgain not without reason, that the 
atoms naturally eJ�isting in the air will be much excited or ionised because of the 
collisions they make one with another through such disturbanceo vfuen these particles 
recombine and become stable again or less agitated, especially at the openings via 
which the air or energy flows pass, [L glowing effect will result. This is precisely 
what Ezekiel describes: "as the appearance of fire round within it". The use of the 
singular "it" suggests that there was only one such opening. Interestingly, this 
deduction is in direct accord with observations made of several modern ufos (for 
example, see the illustration in ''Awareness", vol.3, no:4, 1974, p.5, pl.l, fig.3). 

Obviously the colour produced by agitated particles of this type depends upon the 
degree to which they are excited. In Ezekiel's account the glowing colour was "of 
amber". Many modern ufos have been reported o..s having amber glows. 

The FOUR SMALLER OBJECTS, which Ezekiel calls "wheels". From this we must assume 
that these were of circular or of a generally discoidal configuration, and that 
they were all the same or closely similar to each other. Ezekiel confirms this: 
"And as to their appearance, all four were alike: as a wheel were in the midst of 
a wheel" (I;· 16) (see also X; 10). 

Ezekiel also tells us that "The wheels also had a size, and a height" (I; 18), 
al].d " • • . •  the appearance of the wheels was to the sight like the crysolite stone" 
(I; 16) (see also X; 9). From this vle can deduce with fair confidence that these 
objects possessed smooth surfaces, from which we can further deduce that the ob­
jects resembled discs. Ezekiel also mentioned details on the surfaces of these 
"wheels" which he called "eyes", for he said " • . . .  and the whole body was full of 
eyes round about all .J"'our" (I; 18). These "eyes" could have been either . peripheral 
lights or lamps, or openings along the edges. Here again we have features repeated­
ly recorded in modern ufo reports. 

These "wheels" are controlled so that they turned round their vertical axes. 
Ezekiel described this� "And when they 1.vent, they went by four ways: and they

turned not when they went; but to the place whither they first turned, the rest 
also followed, and did not turn back" (X; li ) (see also I; 17; X; 16; and X;l7) . 
Ezekiel seems to be saying that these "wheels" or discs did not fly by turning in 
the air as would a plate or discus thrown by hand, but maintained a steady motion. 
Again, this type of flight has been reported by modern ufo observers. 

The four small craft are controlled by four "livinG' creatures", which Ezekiel 
later calls "cherubims". Every "living cr�ature" flies in one craft: " • • • •  one 
wheel by one cherub, and another wheel by another cherub • • . •  " (X; 9) ( see also 
I; 15). . 

vfe must now discuss these "cherubim" in great er deta i.l. 

THE FOUR I·IVING CRF:ATURES, which Ezekiel also refers to as "cherubims". These 
are surely coc:cmonauts in their spa�"8-suit-s, or cybernetical creations --- robots. 
On analysis, the second alternative is the more probable, and is in close�·�1armony 
with Ezekiel's description: " . • • .  their feet were straight feet, and the sole of 
their foot was like the sole of a calf's foot, and they sparkled like the appear­
ance of glowing brass" (I; 9) (see also I; 12). Ezekiel also tells us that "They 
turned not when they 1vent; but every one went straight forward". (I; 9) (see also 
I; 12). 

That the "living creatu:-es" were really robots seems to be confirmed by Ezeki-
' 

els 0wn attempt to differentiate between "living creatures" and "men" in his ac-
count, for in describing these beings he refers to them specifically as "living 
creatures", whereas elsewhere he uses the vvord "men" or "man" in reference to the 
being that had the "inkhorn" and to tile "man that was cJ0thed with linen" (IX; 2)� 
He thus clearly distinguishes betwoen two different forms of mobile entities. 
His reference to the feet of the "cherub:j.ms" bei:rg "straight" suggests that they 
did not rotate with the res-: of the being when it t.urneci. Such an effect was seen 
at Swatooth Bay, at Steep Rock Lake, in Ontar�o, Cap2da, on July 2nd., 1950, when 
tiny figures that moved l�ke automatons were observed Hith a landed ufo (see Jim 
and Coral Lorenzen: ."Flx_ing Saucer .QCC?.£.1?�3.nts", 1967, pp.23-25 ) . Other similar 
cases are also l:nown. 

Ezekiel also appears to have seen some of the equ�pment or apparatus used by 
these "cherubim11, w·hich he l�_kened to "wings". According to him the "wheels" fly 
because the "spirit of life was in the wheel" (X; 17), that is, each wheel was 
controlled by its occupant --- a "living creature" or "che:l.:ubii:!l". Ezekiel added: 
11And .when the cherubirns went, the wheels also :rGnt by them: and when the cheru­
bims lifted up their :rings to mount up from the earth, the wheels stayed not be­
hind but were with them" (I; 21) (also see I; 19; and X; 16). Apparently Ezekiel 
here replaces the consequen0e with the cause. Elsewhere Ezekiel appears to ident-

. ify the "1vheels" vli th the "•flings". On.J can assume that, because of a common pro­
pulsion, they produced or appeared to produce the same sound effects as the larger 
craft discussed earJier ( sGe I; 24; and III; 13 ) , and, perhaps, the same types of 
light effects (VIII; 2). 

In Ezekiel' s narrative there are many deta::.:::_s -vrhich it is difficult for us to 
comprehend clearly. This is no doubt because he was trying to describe effects and 
apparatus that were not only alien to Earth but also totally new to him. The "ink­
horn" used by on9 of the entities may have been a loud-hailer or a microphone, al­
though we shall prohably never know for certain. Despite these ."loose ends", so to 
speak, there seems a:most no doubt �t all that Ezekiel witnessed a landed ufo and 
its OCCUpants at close quarters, and that his description COn$titutes the earliest 
detailed account we possess of such an event. As such it is an important record.

The fo�lowing t rue advent ure , relat ed by a ca pt ain in the Slovak Upris ing of 
World War II, o ccurred duri ng Octobe r · 1944 . D r  Ant o nin T.Horak --- now a linguis t  
--- has .at t empt ed for years t o  persuade speleologis t s  t o  inve st igat e what .he con­
siders one of t he underworld's st rangest myst erie s --- an ancient art ificially 
const ruct ed shaft -like st ructure in a dismal Cz echoslovakian cave . The st ory is 
t aken from a diary writ t en.on the scene at the t ime and is reprint ed from t he 
March 1965 iss ue of the liS� ( Nat ional Spele ological Societ y) News by permis sion 
of.the.author. The cave in ques t ion is locat ed near the villages of Plavince and 
Lubocna, at approx imately 49.2 degrees N . , 20 . 7 degrees E .  (Ronald Calai s ) .

Oct ober 23, 1944� Early ye st erday, Sunday·, Oct ober 22nd. , Slav ek found us a 

t rench and hid us 
·
in this gro t 't o .  T oday, at night fall, he and his daughter Hanka 

came with food and medicine . We had not eat en s ince Friday, and all we had had 
before, during the last t wo bat tles, was me.iz e bread and no t enough of t hat . Our 
commi s sary had been on it s la st legs anyway; the s upply carriers had be en di spers­
ed by.confusion and t he e nemyo 

Sat urday aft erno on, the remnant s of our bat t alion ( 184 men and officers, a quar­
ter wounded, 16 stret cher cases ) were r et reat ing through t he snow of t he nort h 
slope . •  My company was the rear guard. At dnwn S unda y, t wo 70mm guns opened-up at 
us. fr om c lo se range --··· ab out 300 met res . Having held our posit ion f or 12 hours, 
I ordered a gradual breakup of the skirmish and a s lip-off . But in ou� left. tren.ch 
s omeone became careless, and that dre w t wo direct hit s --- shells, two wo unded . 
Arriving there I bumped int o the enemy, caught a bayonet and bullet with my left . 
palm, and a blow on my head, which put me out .  Without my fur cap it might have 
been fractured . 

I came t o  when someone was pulling me from t he t rench, a tall peas ant . He packed 
snow on my hand and head and grinned . Then t his rough and ready Samat itan grabbed 
Jurek, st ripped off his pant s, yanked a long slivver of st eel from his t high, and 
plant ed him bare-bott omed and gasping int o a heap of snow. Mart in , with � slash 
acros s and int o his belly was t enderly· bandaged . Building a st ret cher, the p eas ant 
int roduced hims elf as Slavek, a she epman, owner of the pas t ures hereabout s . With 
Slavek hauling and guiding, it t o ok us f our hours to reach this cranny . 

Slavek moved rocks in the cranny and opene d a low cleft, the entrance t o  this 
roomy grot t o . Placing Mart in in a niche, we were ast onished t o  see Slavek become 
ceremonious : he cros sed himself, each of us, the grot t o9 and, with a deep bow, it s 
(the gro t t o's : Ed. ) back vTall, where a hole came to my at t e�t ion. 

About t o  leave us, Slavek�ent through the same holy +it es, and be gged me not t o  
go further int o his cave . I accompanied h im t o  fet ch pine boughs, and he t o ld tne 

that only once, with his fat her and grandfather, nad he bee n in t his cave; that it 
was a huge maz e, full of pit s  which t hey never wanted t o  fathom, pocket s of pois on­
ous air, and "cert ainly haunted" . I was back in the grot t o  with my men at about 
midnight , exhaust ed, he ad v ery painful, soothed it with snow. Mart in- wns unconsci­
ous, Jure k feverish. For breakfast -lunch-dinner, he and ! had hot wat er, nnd, thank 
God, I had my p ip e . I plac ed warm st one s around Mart in, and Jurek got the first 

·wat ch . 

Miserable night . Mart in at t imes conscio us-. I gave him t hree aspirins and ho t 



water to sip with drop� of Slivovitz. Jurek hobbled hungrily around the two German 
helmets in ·which he boiled water, to which I added 10 drops of Slivovitz, our 
breakfast. With this .deluge of ·snow, avalanche imminent, and enemy skiers roaming, 
Slavek may not be able to get through to us with food for days to come. And neither 
should I try hunti�g and track up the landscape while I have two immobilized men 
on my hands. But here we have this cave, which Slavek knows only partially; it may 
have more .than this known entrance, and it may contain hibernating animals. These 
possibilities I mulled over while Jurek was chewing pine bark, nnd, as expected, 
he implored ·me to go

. 
poaching into Slavek's cave and promised to keep 11mum". And 

I was not only starved but equally eager to find out what makes self�assured men 
like.Slavek scared enough to invoke the Deities. I started my cave tour with r±fle, 
lantern, torches, pick. After a not too dangerous or devious walk, and soLie sqeez­
ings, alw-ays taking the easiest, and marking side passages, I came, after about 
1-t hours, into ·a iong, level passage and at its end upon a barrel-siz.ed hole, 

Crawling through and still kneeling, I froze in amazement --- there· stands so­
mething like a large black silo, framed in white. Regaining breath I ;thought that 
this·is a bizarre, natural uall, or curtain of·black salt, or ice, or lava. But I 
became perplexed, thc·n awestruck w·hen I saw that it is a glass-smooth flank of a 

·seemingly man-made structure w hich reaches into tpe rocks on all sides. Beauti­
fully, cylindrically curved it indicates a huge bqdy with a diameter of about 25 
metres·. \'There this· structure and the rocks meet, large. stalagmites and�· stalcti tes 
form that glittering ·1vhite frame. The wall is uniformly b�e-blackish, it,s materi­
al seems to combine properties of steel, flint, rubber --- the pick made no marks 
and bounced off vigorously. Rven the thought of a tower-sized artifact, embedded 
in rock.in the middle of an obscure mountain, in a wild region where not even le­
gend kn'ow.s about ruins, mining, industry, and overgrovrn 1·ri th age-old cave deposits, 
is bewildering. The fact is appalling. 

Not immediately discernible, a crack in the wall appears from below, about 20 
to 25 cm. wide, tapers off, and disappears into the cave's ceiling, 2 to 5 cm. 
wide. Its insides, right and left, are pitch black and have fist-.sized sharp val­
leys and-crests. The crack's bottom is a rather smooth trough of yellow sandstone, 
and drops very steeply (about 60 degrees ) into the wall. I threw a lighted torch 
through;: it· fell and extinguished with loud cracklings and hissings as if a white­
hot ploughshare were dropped into a bucket.

Driven to explore, and believing me thin onough to get through .this upside-down 
keyhole, I went in. Wriggling sideways, injured hand and head below m�, an d steeply 
downward, nearly standing on my head, cramped though my right arm with the lamp 
could move i'ri the extended crack above me, the crush got the better of me and I had 
to get out, .. back, quickly. And that .becc..me n struggle. When out and breath regained, 
I was too-·fnscinnted by the whole ridQle and determined to get at it. For the day 
I had had enough, and had � o think about tactics. 

I was in cnr:tp about 4. 0 p.m. Jurek had washed Mnrtin, kept 'him between warm 
stones, and I gave him hot water and three a spirins with Silvovitz to sip. I ex­
plained �o Jurek that the hunt in the cave requires much sr:toke, poles, and a rope. 
Thank: 9od, Slavek and IIanka did ·come vli th provisions. When they left I accompanied 
them to ·:fetch torch boughs. I was back in co.mp about 2. 0  a.m., dead tired. Fine..lly 
we had enten --- Jurek too much --- and I got the second watch. 

October 24� 1944: Peaceful night; Martin sipped fever-ten with honey; hope we 
can pull him through. I cut our belts, and braided 8 metres of solid rope. At 10. 0 
a.m. was at the wall; anchored the rope over a stick across the crack, and, keeping 
it slung over my shoulder, forced myself ngnin into the grim maw. Like yesterday, 
the lamp, this time carbide, was on n stick ahead within the jaw above. �llien it

came through and down, it swung freely over some void into which I could·not see, 
and there was again rushing as if from agitated waters. And, unable to turn, I 
feared a water-filled pit ahead and to end in it --- literally --- in a headstand. 

I wriggled upwards, back again� my clothes caught on the proirusions, fell 
forward onto my head and shoulders and formed as it were a plug. The resulting 
struggle nearly caused me to be burned alive. vllien out and on my feet, I was shak­
ing from exhaustion, and had lurid visions. 

There were no loose stones about the wall, and so I hacked stalagmites into 
short rolls and bowled them down through the crack. They rolled on, cnusing enor­
mous echoes, and knocked to a standstill, indicating a solid floor and room to 
turn. I launched the unlit torches after the stones, undressed, keeping the shirt 
only, and went after the stones a nd torches. Already aquainted with the meanest 
fang in the crack, I came through with only a few cuts, dropped a little, rolled 
down an incline and w as stopped by a wall which felt familiar, satiny smooth like 
the first wall. 

My l�mp was still burning next to me, but there were confusing sounds. Lighting 
some torches, I saw that I was in a spacious, curved, black shaft formed by cliff­
like walls which intersect and form a crescent-shaped, nearly vertical tunnel, ra­
ther, shnft. I cannot describe t.he somberness and the endless wisperings, rustlings, 
and roaring sounds, abnormal echoes from oy breathing and movements. The floor is 
the incline over which I rolled in, a solid lime "pavement". 

All the torches together did not reach the ceiling or· where these walls end or 
meet. The horizontal distance between the apexes of the concave rear or back side. 
of the front wall and t he convex back wall is about 8 metres; along the curve, the 
back wall is about 25 metres. To explore further I needed more light and my pick, 
which does not fit t�rough the crack and must be taken apart. 

· 

I. left jubilent, in a sort of enchantment mixed with determination to explore 
this large structure, which I believe is unique, singular. 

This time, with my head up and with no clothes to ensnare and burn me, I was 
through th e crack fairly unscathed . .J I then dressed, smoked a pipe, and was under 

·way to my men. I tried to catch some bats, but caught none. Jurek was boiling 
potatoes and mutton, end therefore inclined to excuse my bad huntsmanship; he 
even appreciated its hardships when he hQd to grease the scratches on my back, 
and mend my shirt • 

· · 

Martin had a crumb of bread with honeyed fever-tea. After 6.0 p.m. I went for 
a .new load of torches; was back about 10.0 p.m. Jurek got both watches. 

October 25, 1944: We hnd a good night. Martin seems to mend. Am glad that Ju­
rek's thigh is not yot well enough for him to want to go with me poaching for 
bats. It is better that he knows nothing about the cave's secret. 

I went·directly to the wall, undressed like yesterday, smeared muttonfat over 
me, slid my things through the crack and went in, feet first. Extending the car9-
ide lamp u pon a double pole, with four torches burning, still the upper ends of 
the cliffs remained in the dark. I fired two. bullets up, parallel to the walls. 
The reports ca used roars as from an express train, but no impact was heard or vi­
sible. Then I fired a bullet on each wall, aiming some 15 metres upwards from me, 
got large green-blue sparks and such n sound that I had to hold my ears between 
tny knees. T'he flames danced wildly. . 

Assembling th� pick caused more uproars. I probed the "pavement", and started 
digging where the lime is thin, in the �orns of the crescent. At. right is dry 
loam; at left I came, in about half a metre, upon a pocket of enamel from the 



teeth of some large animal; took one canine and one molar, replaced the rest. 
Digging on nearby, the back wall has, at about 1t metres below the pavement, a 
vertical, finely fluted, undulating pattern. It seemer warmer than the smooth sur­
face. I tried with lip and ear, and believe the impression is correct. In the mid­
dle, the pavement is too thick for a trenchpick. 

When the torches were extinguished, and I was in a freezing sweat, I left the 
"moon-shaft", dressed, and went where the bats are, and bagged seven. Jurek stuff­
ed them with bread and herbs ---- self-heal and stonecrop --- and seeds from the 
Iris, and they became exquisite "pidgeons". 

Slavek and Olga, his other daughter, came about dusk with hay, straw, a sheep's 
fleece, more medical herbs, and seeds from the Iris --- an excellent coffee sub­
stitute. I accompanied them homewards, fetched pine torches, two long poles, and 
was back at midnight. Martin g ot t�e last aspirin and honey-water, and Jurek both 
watches. 

October 26th., 1944: It was a good night. In the morning I went to the "moon­
shaft" to continue experimenting. On my longest assembly of poles the carbide lamp 
did not light the upper ends of these cliffs. I fired above the lighted areas; the 
bullets struck huge sparks and made deafening echoes. Then horizontally at the 
back wall with similar effects --- sparks, roaring, no splinters, but a half­
finger long welt which gave off a pungent smell. After that I continued my digging 
in the left moon horn and saw that the wavy pattern extends downwards; but in the 
right horn I found no such pattern. 

I left the "moon-shaft" to probe the front vlall and its surroundings. Next to 
the stalactites are some enamel-like flecks which, when scraped, yield a powder 
too fine to be collected without glue, which I will try to boil from our "pidgeon" 
claws. I wished to obtain a sample of the peculiar material of the walls, but even 
firing two bullets into the crack� upon the protrusions and hitting them, I recei­
ved only ricochets, a blast of thunder, welts, and the same pungent smell. 

Returning to camp I caught some bats, and -r.ve again had "pidgeons". I ordered 
Jurek to carefully remove any trace of them, and kept the claws. The Slaveks ar­
rived as usual at nightfall, bringing this time a quarter of a deer, t kilogram 
of salt, and a tin of carbide. Jurek took both watches. 

October 27th., 1944: Martin died; slept into death. Jurek knows his kin, took 
charge of his belongings, �ncluding his wallet with 643 crowns, watch with chain, 
and my certificate (presumably a formal note confixming death: Ed. ) . We are now 
free and ready to leave and rejoin our battalion, which is somewhere east of Kos­
ice. With his stick, Jurek can march some 10 kilometres daily, and we have to move 
carefully anyway. We will start tomorrow. 

At 10.0 a.m. I was back in the cave probing passages for a way around behind 
the "moon-shaft"; looked also for ice and poisonous air about which Slavek had 
spoken, and found none, though there may be some. Then I slipped into the "moon­
shaft" to sketch, dig, and ponder. I returned to camp at about 4.0 p.m. I ordered 
Jurek to prepare our pncks, clean the weapons, boil food for seven days, and have 
ready what we will not need to be returned to the Slaveks. He and both girls, as 
if the family had sensed that Martin had died, came, and we carried him into the 
dwarf pines to the trench where he had received his mortal wound, took turns to 
dig his grave, prayed, and buried him in a blanket. 

October 28th., 1944: Restful night; good breakfast. Cut my name, etc., on a 

leather strip, and together with the golden back of my watch rollled and inserted 
both engravings into a glass bottle, plugged it with a pebble and a ball of clay 
mixed with charcoal, and deposited this record in the "moon-shaft", on top of the 

9. 
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ashes of my torches. I t  may stay there for a long times possibly until the struct­
ure is .co.mpletely hidden behind its curtain of stactites and stalagmites. Slave1� 
has no son to tell about . his cave-mystery; his womenfolk don't know about it, and, 
anyway, daughters usually ma·rry to other villages. In a few decades nobody will 
know, if I do riot come back and have the structure explored. 

I sat there by my fire speculating. What is this structure9 with walls two 
met

.
res thick and a shape that I cannot imagine of any purpose known nowadays? How 

far does it reach into the rocks? Is there more behind the "moon-shaft"? 1Alhich 
incident, or who put it into this mountain? Is it a fossilized man-made object? 
Is there truth in legends, like Plato's, about long· lost civilizations with magic 
technologies which our rationale cannot grasp or believe? 

I am a sober, academically trained person, but must admit that there, between 
those black, satiny, mathematically curved cliffs, I did feel as if in the grip 
of an exceedingly strange and grim power. I can understand that simple but intel­
ligent and practical men like Slavek and his forebears sense . here witchery, con­
ceal it, ancl also fear th2t if t he existence oi' this "moon...,.shaft1' is ever made 
known, it would attract armies of tourists, hotels, and all the commotion of tun­
neling, blasting, and commercialization which would probably ruin their nature­
bound trade and honest life. 

· · 

On my way back to camp I burrowed .and hid the.crawl holes .which lead towards 

11. 

the w�ll; the cave may have entrances which Slavek does not know, and some chnnce 
discoverer may start blasting "for treasure" before a scientific team can get the­
re. I was back in camp after 3.0 p.m., and about 5.0 p.m. all three Slaveks arrived 
bringing some hard-boiled eggs� 

With the hearty Slovnk handshakes, \·re shouldered our weapons a:rid packs and went. 
When we entered the pines and turned, we saw Slavek concealing his cave, and the 
girls sweeping mqay our tracks. The moon was bright and the snow glittered. 

* * * * * * * * * 

In the very last days of t he war, on my \vay towards Bohemia, I revisited the· 
place. The Slaveks lived temporarily in Zdar. I visited Hartin's grave,. ·and looked 
at the cave entrance. I had taken the animal teeth I had collected to the curator 
of palaeontology at Uzhorod, �nd he classified them as belonging to an adult cave 
bear (Ursus spelaeus ) . Thereupon I speculatGd: the crack is too smally the lump of 
limestone and the stalagmi-tes in front of the crack would not let any debris thro­
ugh; this bear seems to have.fallen into the "moon-shaft", which may have had a 

connection to the surface. 

On my last visit to the place, I ex;amined the mountainside above the cave andt� 
found no sink-holes Ol" pits, the assurred connections toward the "moon-shaft"; but 
on. these steep slopes in the Tatra Mountains, rockslides could have obliterated or 
filled-in any such connections.

05 p . m . , on 'Wedne sday , Oct ober 9th . , 1974 , two 13 -year old boys came int o 
the St at i on Office of t he Mini st ry of Defens e  Police at th e Headquar t e rs of the 
C e nt ra l  Ordnance D epot , Bic est er . B oth b oys we re in a st at e of nervous sh ock . They 
ha d ,  they c laimed , been badly fright ened by what they de s cribed as a " THING" . A s  
f a r  as can b e  a s c e rtained , this "THING "  generally re semb led a man . I t  was , however , 
la rge and hunched . T he "THING" had f ollowed the boys n long t he Pl oughly Road , from 
the vi l lage of Amb ro sden (whi ch inco rpo rates an Army Depar t ment Housing Est at e ) 
t owards Lower Arnc ott , a di st ance of ab out one quarter of a mil e .
