nNOTES ANTI OBSERVATION§. ON THE UFO-PRONE WOKING 
FAMILY'', 

by 
J. Do ])elair, 

On pages 19 to 21 of issue number 2 of volume 5 of HAwareness", an interesting 
account of a u:fo-prone household at Woking, Surrey� was given by C.C.Warren. 
Although this family is still Q�der observation and the experiences they have 
had are being subjected to further investiga·cion by I'1r Warren, certain features 
of these experiences are of considerable li1terest and merit commentary. These 
notes provide this. 

One of the most startling items in Mr Warren's report concerns the existence of 
headless or faceless entities having h�nds termiilating in six-fingers. At first 
hearing this detail may seem unique9 a�d just the kind of bizarre physical devel­
opment in an alien being. This, howeve�1 is far from the case1 as.the following 
information reveals. 

The occurrence of supernumerary fingers and toes in human beings has been known 
for centuries, and in some instances appears to be hereditary. Probably the earl­
iest recorded example concerns a giant having 6 toes and.6 fingers on each limb, 
as related in the Old Testament (II Samuel, ch.xxi, ver.20, and I Chronicles, eh. 
xx, ver.6)o This case was discussed at some length by Baron Haller, who also men­
tioned numerous other cases from various histo:rical periods (see nElementa Physio­
logiae", vol.viii, p.98)� 

The classical Roman writer Pliny also recorded similar instances of polydactyly, 
hyperdactyly, or hyperphalangy --- terms that describe this condition. He noted, 
for example, that the poet Volcatius possessed 6 fi�gers on each hand and was, in 
consequence, named Sedigitus9 and that a noble Roman named M.Curiatius had two 
daughters both possessing b fingers on their hands. (see Plinyg Bk.II, ch.xliii). 

Nearer our own time, Anthony Carlisle reported in detail upon a family character­
ised by supernumerary digits ("An Account of a Family having Hands and Feet with 
Supernumerary Fingers and Toes" 9 Philosophical Magazine and Journal, vol.44, July­
December� 1814, pp.l7-21). 

T�e late Harold T.Wilkins mentioned the existence of six-toed giants in pre­
Columbian California, although does not quote his source ("Secret Cities of Old 
South America", 1950, Rider & Co., Po419). The same writer, in the May 1955 issue 
of "Fate" magazine, recorded the discovery, about 1810, of 6-toed human footprints 
of immense age impressed in solid rock ne�r Braystown, at the headwaters of the 
Tennessee River. One of the impressions of a heel mark measured 13 inches in width 
and was 2 inches deep (loc.cit., p.25)o 1810 was also the year when the aforemen­
tioned Californian 6-toed giant was unearthed (loc�citft9 p.27). More recently, in 
1891 to be precise, hotel excavations at Crittenden revealed a giant sarcophagus 
like structure of general Egyptian appearance, but, of course, not of ancient Eg­
yptian origino It lay inside a granite tomb made of skillfully worked blocks ce­
mented together o The sarcophagus took the form of a giant man and was made of a 
strange material not unlike clay9 it was coloured brightly in blue. Apart from 
the fact that this being was shown wearing a girdle round its waist,·close-fitting 
s�dles, and headgear shaped like a mitre topped by either a hawk's or an eagle's 
head, its small, almost feminine hands, were crossed on its chest. Both they and 
the feet were 6-toed. Crittenden, by the way, is in Arizonao (loc.cit., pp.26-27). 
The fate of these highly interesting remains is ur.Jcnown. 

So far as it has been possible to check� no verifiable reports are known in which 
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/ 
ufo occupants have been ob��rved with six fingers and toes, or at least not accor-
ding to one of the most detailed �ecent�alyses made of ufo occupants (see Jader 
U .Pereirag 1974, "Les 'Extra-Terrestres n� � Phenoll':l�� §;patiaux, special publicat-
ion nog 2). · -

Facelessness in ufo occupants and alien beings has been recorded on a few earlier 
occasions, for example in the Argent�n.:.an case ·')f Ca::-los Diaz (see C.Lorenzen and 
J.Lorenzeng 1976, �iEncm.mters witl� .!:!f2Q Occu E .. n-'�s" � Berkley-Medallion Books, New 
York, pp. 230-234). Such facelessnGsR me.�r derive f�·om the wearing of opaque visors 
or similar apparel masking the cc;cul?::urc' 1 faci::1-l _·eat-u.res, as much_as from eye­
witness inability to observe suc�1. fc�tu.r.es \·rhi1& undergoing obviously stressful 
experiences. 

Finally, it is of some interest to note th�t the �hape of the ufo observed during 
March 1974 (see "A,vareness", vo1.5, nog2, 1976:- p.2111 fig.4) is markedly similar 
to that photographed by farmer rlich�el Berra.ett over his property at Elthorpe, New 
Zealand, on Ja .. 1uacy l4tho !I 1):69 (see l'II.1:Jer·-o.f� 1975" nlDDG Over -:;he Sotlthern Hemi-
sphere" (Robert Hale, London) � lc":cr :plate c:pp.)si t2 · p.l6lf.-- --

- --

The significance of these obse��a-t�on2 is un_c�=+.ain, but they do show that the 
Waking episodes contain ele::nC}lts directly co!!'perable to others in the known ufo 
record and with certain aspeccs of early human evolution and history. The presence 
of supernumerary digits in the \·laking e"lti ty e.nd as probable nthrowbackn (?) abnor­
malities in human beings (see p.3 sup�a)� suggests that the claims of Kolosimo, Le 
Poer Trench, and von Daniken, no-c to men-cion othGrs, respecting the possible inter­
breeding between early huma..'Yl bei_rgs 'l?Jcl alien visitors, may well be founded upon a 
substratum of real fact. 

The experiences of the ufo-prone Woking household9 therefore, may well include 
important clues to the origin of �fum aD� the ufonauts.

TWO EARLY UFO CASES �'ROM THE MIDDJ1E EAST --.-- � �- �-- ---------

(The two following cases, never px-evlously recordeC. in the English language to our 
knowledge, occurred in 1942 �'YlS 19�5 resp3ctivelyo Tney were communicated to the 
Earl of Clancarty (Brinsley Le ?oe::- ':':l:e.Llch) � who fon1arded them to Data Research 
headquarters at Cumnor, by a retired ".·iing commander, GoRo Leatherbarrow, Esq. The 
details were in the =orm of a lett0r, dated May 31st., 1976, and are reproduced 
below verbatimg Ed.) 

"Dear Lord Clancarty, 

As I mentioned to you last night, I have two personal experiences of sightings 
made in the sky which I am unable to explal..."lo 

First of all I should explain tha � I was a R'2gular Officer in the Royal Air 
Force General DUties Branch, a piJ o'G with mar.Ly thousands of flying hours, and 
that amongst my qualifications I E�� o� was, a·qualified Meteorologist able to 
make forecasts, 2�d a General R�corillaissance Pilot fully trained to observe ac­
curately. 

The first occasion was in thG �ir over Cairo, date about mid-1942. A brilliant 
white light was sighted in the sl�J, stationvry, at an unknown height. ·As far 
as I can remember, it appeared without w�ning, i.e., it did not make its way 



over Cairo and then stop, but just flashed on. It remained in the sky for a long 
time, I should say about 15 minutes, and then went out. It was thought at first 
to be a new German or Italian reconnaissance aircraft taking night photographs, 
but it did not appear on the radar screeno It was reported to Air Headquarters9 
Egypt7 but was never explained . It was also reported in the Arab Press at the 
time.

The second occasion was in Istanbul in 1946o I was dancing at Taxim's Night Club, 
on the roof. People started to point into the sky towards the East. The b�d stoP­
ped playing and everyone watched as four reddish lights, in �ne abreast crossed 
the sky very quickly a.."Yld disappeared in the Westo Each light was square. There 
was a faint trace of Cirrus cloud, and the lights were reflected from the cloud, 
so I would put their height at about 509000 feeto They crossed from horizon to 
horizon in under a minute, far too fast for any form of aircrafto There was a 
lot of shouting from the people around, who were clearly frightened� and I was 
told next day that the incident had been reported in the Turkish Presso

(Editorial Commentg These two cases are valuable additions to the growing dossier 
on ufo sightings made during the 1940'so The object over Cairo is of special in" 
terest in that it did not regj_ster on radar, while that over Istanbul, although 
loosely dated 1946, would appear to tie in '\rli th the spate of vvghost rocketsn, 
"flare-like objects�' and other unexplained aerial phenomena seen over southern 
Hungary, northern Greece, and KashmiY iuring the Autumn of 1946 (see Loren E. 
Grossg 1974.nThe MYstery of the Ghost �ocketsn, pp.25-26i 50-52 ), the greatest 
concentration of which occurred in the first few days of September. The fact that 
both sightings were recorded in contemporary local newspapers also points up the 
problem of tracking down all newspaper accounts of events of this kind. How many 
ufo researchers read Arabic or Turkish? There must surely have been other reports 
printed then in Middle East newspapers9 perhaps/all the way to India, for �he 
Kashmir sighting, made on September 11th . ,  concerned a squash-racket shaped ob­
ject that moved towards the West. One therefore suspects that it may have been 
seen beforehand further East, and that its western route may have been noticed 
by residents of Afghanistan, Russia, and Persia . Yet how many searches have yet 
been made of newspapers printed then in tnose countries for ufo reports dating 
from 1946. Here, indeed, is � fertile field of enquiry for any ufologists able 
to read and translate Middle East texts. ) 

SOME LITTLE-KNOWN UFO REPORTS FROM FINLAND -� �-- --- �-�-
by

Below, are some little-known Finnish ufo sightings, not, so far as is known, pre­
viously published in the English ufological literature. Unfortunately, in a few 
instances important detail is missing . The sightings are given chronologically. 

Case l=· July 9, 1946g Turku �' 60°27'North - 22°15 �East, Finland. 
Many people saw, at 15.35 local hours a rocket-like object 

flying at great speed from South to North. It was so bright and red that it cast 
shadows on the ground. There was a short trail behind it. The \vea ther at the time 
was sunny and no clouds were visible. 

Case Ilg July l948g Alajarvi9 63°00'North � 23°50'East, Finlando 
One night in mid-July� a Finnish Army officer, Major Vaino 

Porri, and his wife� saw a large cigar shaped object . T.he time was between 9.00

and lO.OOpm local time, but it was still bright, the sun being just on the hori­
zon. T.he object passed over the Porris at moderate speed, and was seen to be like 
a thick cigar with shiny metallic sides and enveloped by a reddish-bluish glow. 
It was as larger as an airliner, but had no wings, and made no noise. It was tra­
vellin on a West to East course across 130-145 degrees of sky, and remained visi­
ble for 25-35 seconds. 

Case III: July 19, 1952: Helsinki, 60°10'North - 24°57'East, Finland. 
Guardsman Arthur Ahrenberg and another guardsman saw a 

large lens-shaped disc (see fig.l ) flying from North to the Olympic Stadium, at 
approximately 5,000 feet altitude. It suddenly stopped in midair, and hovered mo­
tionless for a few minutes, and then lost altitude in a vertical dive for some 
2,000 feet. This dive was performed very quickly. It then hovered at about 3,000 
feet altitude for one minute, and then climbed rapidly back to the original alti­
tude. Almost instantly it shot like a bullet towards the South-south-east and 
stopped in midair near Suomenlinna (Finnish Castle ) Island, above the Helsinki 
waves and some miles away from the observers. By this time it had begun to wobble 
like a pendulum. After a short while it shot at very great speed toward the South 
over the Gulf of Finland and disappeared. The object's diameter was about 50 feet, 
or about half the wingspan of a DC-3 aeroplane.

Case IV: May 10, 1962: Pihlava, 61°33'North - 21°38'East, Finland. 
At 21.00 local hours, a housewife observed an object flying 

from the South at a low altitude. It resembled a thick cigar-shape, and was as big 
as a DC-3. It was wingless and noiseless, was of a metallic aluminium colour, and 
emitted a narrow flame-jet behind it. The object passed through the bright cloud­
less evening sky at moderate speed and disappeared towards the North. At the time, 
the sun was just below the horizon. 

Case V: August 31, 1965: Helsinki, 60°10'North - 24°57'East, Finland. 
Three female adults sighted an object like two washbasins 

with their rims pressed together at 20.20 local hours over Makkyla, a suburb of 
Espoo district on the western side of Helsinki. The women were on a hill-top, and 
watched the object pass just over the tops of nearby trees. Its diameter appeared 
to be about 20 feet, had a translucent upper portion, carried a yellow light in 
the middle of its side and a white light at the rear end. It was silent. The wit­
nesses were able to see something moving inside the translucent portion, but were 
unable to make out what it was. At the time, the sun had just set and it was gett­
ing dark. Under these conditions the object appeared to be grey in colour. 

Case VI: July 1, 1966: Lieksa, 63°17'North - 30°0l'East, Finland. 
This is an excellent sighting made by the Turunen family, 

and was investigated by the Finnish Border Army Forces. 
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Mr and M:rs Eino Turunen were, at 4.10a.m , woken up by their son 11atti, who told 
them he had just seen an object coming from the North-west and stop in midair by 
the water tower of this little town (population 3, 000). All of them rushed to an 
open window to view the object. It was still to be seen hovering close to the 
upper bulge of the tower, approximately 100 feet above ground level at that point. 
It was disc-like, shiny, like steel or some metal, and had a dome on the top. 
Rays of the rising Sun cast a reddish tint on the eastern side of the object (i.e. 
its side nearest the rising Sun). It remained motionless for seven minutes, dur­
ing which period local birds were singing as if agitated. The object then started 
to move slowly North-east, accelerated rapidly, and soon disappeared over the hor­
izon. It was in view for a total of 9 minutes. 

Case VII: March 3, 1971: Helsinki, 60°10'North - 24°57'East, Finland. 
A flat disc-like object was seen by two operators at the 

Seutula International Airport control tower and one ex-pilot, while designer J. 
Hyvonen, who is also an ex-pilot, also saw it at 7.30am. It hovered, with a wob­
bling motion, in the mid-sky above Myllypuro in the north-eastern section of Hel­
sinki, for half an hour. At about S.Oa.m it suddenly shot away at great speed hor­
izontally over the Gulf of Finland and disappeared within a few seconds. In hue, 
the object seemed to be aluminium-coloured and appeared to change its shape while 
rocked from side to side. All the observers agreed that this was a "very interes:t­
ing sighting". 

It is of interest to compare this sighting with the one made by pilot Waldo Har­
ris over Salt Lake City, Utah, on October 2nd., 1961. 

Case VIII: March 13, 1974: Mikkeli, 61°43'North - 27°14'East, Finland. 
A Douglas DC-9 air1iner belonging to FINNAIR was £lying 

between Setula Airport in Helsinki and Rissala Airport in Kuopio, when the pilots 
saw two circular white glowing objects with yellow rings encircling them, flying 
horizontally on a South to North course near the town of Mikkeli. Observers on the 
ground saw these objects as well. The sighting occurred at 20.15 local hours. No 
other details were released by the Finnish aviation officials to whom the sighting 
was reported. Hopefully, further details will become available.

"ANOTHER SUB!1A.Rllffi UFO?"

From time to time over the past hundred or so years mariners have reported seeing 
strange lines and circles of light rotating under the surface of the World's seas, 
or, more accurately, below the surfaces of certain seas. The following map shows 
more precisely where the vast majority of these sightings have occurred.

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The indefatigable Charles Fort (!) seems to have been the first writer to have 

collected reports of these strange marine phenomena systematically, and he even­
tually concluded that, dQe to their apparently purposeful manoeuverings, they 
were artificial "constructions91 of some kind (ibido, pp.272, 275, 276). This 
conclusion seemingly found a certain measure of confirmation in January 1964, 
when a compass suddenly went "haywire" simultaneously with the appearance of 
large rotating lights under the surface of the sea North-east of Groote Eylandt, 
Western Australia (£, p.ll9). 

Various other writers have devoted attention to these mysterious luminous effects 
but although Sanderson has suggested that they are the products of an otherwise 
unknown submarine civilization (ibid.9 p.l9lf) and others have suggested that they 
are of biological origin, a fully acceptable explanation of their nature and sig­
nificance still awaits formulation. Nonetheless, the fact that luminous globes 
and other unidentifiable objects (not meteors or fireballs) have for decades been 
seen entering and leaving the World's oceans, major lakes, and larger rivers (l; 
and especially £, pp.230-233), does suggest that Sanderson's interpretation at 
least deserves careful consideration. 

Great interest therefore attaches to the much more recent observation of a lum­
inous wheel-like body below the surface of the sea off south-western coast of 
Tagula Island in the Louisiade Archipelago, which lies East-south-east of Papua. 
So far as is known, the event has not previously been published in ufological 
literature, even though the original observer --- Colin Isles --- recorded it in 
his interesting book i'Rahuin(3, p.l87). The main details of this event, amplified 
a little by the author in cor�espondence with the present writer, are as follows. 

Dateg about November lst., 1969o -- 0 0 Location� 10 28'South - 151 OO'East. 
Timeg approximately 22.00 hours (local time). 
Duration of observation� �bout 30 minutes. 

Neither Mr Isles nor the present writer offer any explanation of this phenomenon 
which is marked on the map overleaf by an asterisk. It may, however, be worth 
recalling the spate of ufo sightings reported from this general area and from 
south-eastern Papua in particular during 1958 and 1959 (,4) 9 and the mystery iisub­
marine" sighted off Rabaraba, also in Pa.pua, by Albert Robins and others in April 
1970 (2). The relative proximity in time of Mr Isles's 11sea-vTheel" and Mr Robins's 
nsubmarinen is certainly most interesting. 

The writer is particularly indebted to Mr Rupert Drew of Abergavenny for drawing 
his attention to Mr Isles's book, and to Mr Isles himself for additional details 
and recollections of the nsea-vTheel" sighted by him.

UFO ACTIVITY IN NORTHERN BRITAIN� -
sUMMER l976,

After a rather quiescent period, the Suwmer of 1976 has brought some intriguing 
ufo cases to light, particularly in the field of acontacteen experiences. Because 
such cases are so fBw and far between, I shall concentrate this article on these 
latest examples. 

Recent publicity in the Bolton area brought attention to a report dating from 
1964. The witness, a lady who was aged 65 at the time, resided in a residential 
area of Bolton known as Little Lever. Her nam.e was Mrs Lainchbury, Although the 
exact date remains unremembered, Mrs Lainchbury does Tecall that she had retired 
to bed, and that at 01.,30 hours she was awakened by a \vh:.·�ring rioise and a brilli­
ant orange glcw that filled her bedroom" Goi�g to tre window.she saw a glowing 
ball of light glide past �he window and burst s�lently into a thousand pieces, 
Strange chattering noises now sounde� outside, although there was no discernible 
source for them, The following morning the window frame, door, and drain-pipe 
closest to where the glowing ball had passed. were found to be burnt or scorched, 
Although repainted, the wood and metal constituting those structures appeared to 
"rejectn the paint at those places, and the paint fell off in lumps. Recent site 
investigations conducted by DIGAP and. }rrf.FORA show that, even af�er all these years, 
the paint is still severely blotched in those particular places, although nowhere 
else on the house or on adjacent ho�ses, 

Approximately three months later, Mrs LainchbUl� was awoken by a small figure in 
her room. She propped herself up on her elbow and observed a humanoid being about 
5 feet in height, and totally covered by a suit made of tiny grey rings (Fig.l ) , 
The beings explained that he was an occupant of the exploded ball and vanished, 

Some while later, three similarly dressed beings appeared in the room and told 
Mrs Lainchbury that they were visiting her because she had not been afraid. She 
asked where they came from7 and the letters P L U T 0 appeared mysteriously in the 
air before her. She claims that she did not know that this was the name of a plan­
et until she looked it up later. 

Several years later (exact date unremembered ) , the witness was "willed" to go to 
her window, past which she sa\or a:..1 orange ball float, She feels certain that this 
was the stranded humanoids being rascued aild sayine goodbye to her, 

}trs Lainchbury has remained very calm and insistant, and says that it is a burden 
off her mind to have at last divulged her story to others (!)., 

The second series of incidents concerns a Mrs Hamilton, from the centre of strife 
torn Belfast. She claims that, since 1972, she has heen visited by ufonauts in her 
home, and to have been aboard their craft, Thes8 claims have been excellently re­
searched by Miles Johnston and John Hind of BUFOR\' s No1 them Irelanc. branch. 

: Mrs-Hamilton describes the beings as being nperfect19 humans of both sexes, with 
long hair, and flowing gay clothe�� Their craft are white and large, and cleaner 
than any hospital, being of a circular shape. Several inconsistencies occur in the 

= statements allegedly made by the aliens, For example, they claim that some of them 
live quite freely on the dark side of the Moon. She has been given "predictions" 
by these entities. They are mostly of a personal nature, but others are that twins 
will be born to Princess Anne anQ that a new country --- probably Canada --- will 
join the EEC in 1977 or 1978, Mrs Hamil�on is being urged by the entities to write 
a book to "stop the tr'Jubles in Ireland';, though she is wary of doing so for fear 
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of reprisals. The aliens_, however, supposedly "protect" her and are said to 
have issed retributiona: actions against those who do her wrong. This case is 
still under observation (g).· . 
A more recent event relates to happenings tr2nspiring in West Yorkshire during 

the period 1974 to the present time. The witness� a male recorded here merely 
as nLu owing to his req_uest for anonymity, is a prominent official and is very 
wary about speaking o� his experiences. He claims to have been visited by alien 
beings in his bedroom on three occasions. On the last visit, which occurred ab­
out February 1976, tuo beings helped him to �ravel to their craft by a method 
seemingly akin to astral projection (incidentally, the same method as Mrs Hamil� 
ton describes) . n1n claims the,t he simply floated off h ·.s bed and into the under 
side of a golden glowing nbathtub" shaped ufo outside his residence. 

The beings are described as between 6•()n and 7' in height, dressed in one-piece 
white suits with a high collar. Their faces were long and ashen grey, with long 
noses and wide thin lips. The eyes were narrow m1d had pupils like those of a 
cat. Each hand was eq_uipped with only four digits (Fig.2 ) . 

Inside the u.fos "Lu was placed upon a table a.-r:td examined by a huge purple-red 
eye-like machine. He felt anaesthetised. He asked various q_uestions, but was 

chastised like a child ior his pains, being told that nan insignificant being 
such as a worm should not ask q_uestions. A thousand of your years are but a day 
to us". 

He was then returned to his bed ,.rhere he remained immobilized for several min­
utes, while the aliens rn.eanwhile disappeared (3). 

One could be tempted to dismiss these instances as halucinatory. Indeed, it 
must be recorded that the last case, which was discovered and investigated by 
the West Yorkshire UFO Research group --- 2.- nevily formed organization -- has 
been carefully evaluated by experienced investigator Trevor \�itaker of BUFORA 
(Yorkshire ) and a psychiatrist who works with his group. The opinion of the doc­
tor is that nL's" experiences are hynogogic halucinations� out then this is very 
similar to the professional conclusion reached about the famo,ls Betty and Barney 
Hill "contact" case in the USA. On the other hand, there ax-e other factors that 
cannot be so lightly dismissed and which should Qe borne in mind when assessing 
re�rkable claims like those detailed above. Fer exa�ple9 both Mrs Hamilton and 
"L" describe an astral projection-like mode of transport. That two out of three 
\vitnesses should the same 2. tem is surely of som3 signifiuenceo Then again, "L's" 
aliens regarded him as virtually insignificant and stated that their time scale 
was totally di.fferent from Ma� 1 s. If t:cue � then these two i·�ems shed a flood of 
light onto the overall ufo problem, whicn is largely concerned with "Why Don't 
they Land Openly" and �'VJhy Don't they Overtly Comnn.micate with Us". The details 
relayed by "L" make it abundantly clear that the aliens either cannot or will 
not do these things, presumably because in their eyes we are so insignificant as 

not to be worth the bother. The time difference repol .. ted by "L" seems to support 
Keel's contentions about time cycles (_1). 

We are also faced with a pr0blemo Bedroom visitations like those just described 
are seemingly on the increase. One thinks of the famous experiences of Mrs Apple­
ton of Birmingham during November 1957 (5) and the amazing incidents at Woking 
recorded in the last issue of ttAwareness" (6). It seems at least possible that 
these cases are part of an overall phenomenon that can manipulate human concious­
ness and project seemingly halucinatory experiences. That phenomenon may be of _ 

alien origin or a part of V�n�s internal physical and psychological design. Eit­
her way it seems to be important that we determine its mechanism. 

-. 
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There is yet another occupant case to record in this report. It occurred at 
06.15 hours on May 11th., 1976, at Higher Fold in Leigh, Greater Manchester. 
At that tim a middle aged lady (name withheld) on her way to work saw a very 

trange figure atop a landscaped slag-heap. Of normal human height, it was 
ttired in a gleaming silver suit with a viking-like helmet, pointed lapels, 

and a cloak. It stood by the side of a silver sphere, that appeared to come up 
to only half the figure's height, an impression due possibly to the sphere act­
ually further away than the figure and partially out of sight beyond the flat 
topped summit of the slag-heap. The witness had to pass the same area again 5 
minutes later, and the figure and the sphere had not moved, although a beam of 
light was now shining down the slope of the slag-heap from the sphere. At 06.40 
hours, when the witness had to pass the site for a third and final time, both 
the sphere and the mysterious figure had vanished (fig. 3 ). 

There were, of course, many other reports received during the Summer of un­
known objects in the sky and other phenomena, some of them seemingly quite im­
portant, but these must be left over until some later time, especially as some 
of the cases are still under review. 

To close I should like to mention that an update of a report already published 
by NUFON on research conducted by the Wirral UFO Society on animal reaction ca­
ses and the sociological aspects of ufo sightings is now being undertaken. All 
those with information on these aspects of the ufo problem are invited to write 
to me at 23 Sunningdale Drive, Irlam, Greater �anchester, M30 6NJ, and the ap­
propriate individuals will be alerted and put in touch.

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"UFO Signs and Symbols"

For many years now people who have been confronted with ufos have been re­
porting markings and meaningful-looking symbols on their exterior surfaces. 
Others have claimed to have received, or to have found, apparent scripts or 
messages from alien beings, "Martians", or ufo occupants. As these signs and 
symbols occur in reports scattered widely in the ufo literature, it seems 
sensible to bring them together here for ease of comparison, in the hope that 
study of them by qualified individuals (i.e., those specializing in codes, 
alphabets, and ancient scripts ) will yield fruitful results.

Although all is gues s�ork concerning the s ignificance of thes e  markings , it i s  
not inconceivable that a t  leas t s ome o f  them are identification marks , having 
no importance except to the creators and operators of the ufos . By this , I mean 
that not all the markings are mes sages or warnings painted on to the exterior 
surface s  of the ufos £or the benefit of human eyewitne s s es o After all ,  we at­
tach number plates to our motor vehicle s , paint names on the prows and s terns 
of ships and boats and on the s ide s of �el ivery vans 9 and advertise the names 
of airline companies on the s ides and tail-fins of our aeroplanes .  It may well 
be , therefore 7 that the markings noticed on the external surfaces of ufos are 
of exactly s imilar import . 

Obviously , repe titive s igns and symbols in s cripts , or alleged s cripts , mus t 
have rather different s ignificance , and 7 as has been sugge s ted bJr certain wri­
ters , the marks probably repres ent le tters , words , whole s entences ,  or ideas . 
But whe ther external regis tr�tion devices , or alphabetical s igns , thes e  marks , 
if only they � ould be dec iphered , might thro�r a flood of l ight upon the origins 
of �os and the 1vay in which the ufonauts think . Hopefully ,  one day i t  will be . 
pos s ible to unravel the meanings of thes e  markings Bnd dis close to all humanity 
s ome of the thought proces s e s  of thes e  alien vis itors . 

MONITORING AND PROCESSING UFO DATA --- ---

�itorial note � this article is e s s ential ly a printed vers ion of a lecture de­
l ivered t o  the ufo conference held in She ffield earl ier this Summer , but deals 
with matters of sufficient importance to oerit permanent re cord here ) . 

Introduction : 

Irrespe ctive of whe ther one conclude s that there is really nothing at all to 
the ufo phenomenon (as per Menzel ( ;_ ) , Kla� s (2 ) 9  etc . ) s or that the phenomenon 
is not only real but relates to matters of extreme importance to the human race 
(as per Keyhoe (2) ,  Michel (�) , Hynek (2) , etc . ) 7 one requires abillldant �-

material upon which to e s tablish such c onclus ions . 

This paper endeavours to define the range and character of that material , and 
reviews me thods by which it can be effec tively monitored and proces se d .  

Some � Inade�uacies : 

All too often , s tudents of the ufo phenomenon have s eemingly been unaware of , 
or have ignore d ,  its limits --- or at leas t those pre s entf dis cernible .  By s tudy­
ing only selected or particular elements in its fabric , they have inevitably 
as ses sed only a part of the whole ,  and therefore arrived at conclusi ons of un­
certain validity . 

Convers ely ,  mos t  authors who have adopted a wider-than-usual approach to the 
ufo problem (e . g. ,  Jes sup (i) , Wilkins (1) , and Kee l  (�) , e tc . ) have , by includ­
ing in their texts e lements that , even by ufological s tandards , are very s trange 
or bizarre or which are not always immediately relatable to i t ,  tended to alien­
ate themselves from large s e gments of the main b ody of ufo nbuffs " - the very 
readers to whom their 1¥-ritings were addre s s ed . Whenever this has occurre d ,  such 
alienation has undoubtedly derived as much from a general unawarenes s  among the 
readers of the true character and magnitude of the ufo phenomenon as from any 
inadequacies of pre sentation on the part of the relevant authors . 

13 . 
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Even a.t this early s tage of our deliberations , therefore , it can be s een that 
many authors on the one hand and a large percentage of ufologists on the o ther 
pos sess no very cl ear idea as to precise:y what the ufo phenomenon embraces . Of 
cours e , every individual intere s ted. in ufos will s tate a pers onal viewpoint of 
s ome kind , although in numerous ins tances it will be a limited one bas ed upon 
ignorance s inadequate 1.mm·rledge , pre 8once ;Lved notions . or a refusal to re cog:rlize 
the actlli�l enormi�J of the ufo enigma itsel f o  

At the out se t , therefore , it will be s ensible to briefly trace what the ufo 
phenomenon is kncwn to embrace , wha.t it Erobab)y embraces , and "�ilhat it pos sibly 
embraces .  Such a review ·will ther;:;by es tablish more exactly the l imits or para­
me ters of the phenomena� � � 8 0  far as the se are pre s ently ide11tifiablG --- and 
will indicate more fully the E_a tegori��� of data to be monitored and proce s s e d .  

Th e  UFO Phenomenon � 

This phenome�on is typified almo� t entirely by obj ects of unknown or�g�n, or 
origins , and by various effects reportedly as s oc�ate d with themo One s chool of 
thought interpre ts ufos as tru1gible physical ob j e cts and tb e as s ociated effects 
as real , while othe�s hav e argueu tha t �ll are halucinatory or mental images in­
duced for 1L�own reas ons in various individual s by agencies of equally unknown 
origin . 

The s e  two concepts �-- the one phys ical , the other paraphys ical --- are at 
firs t glance diame trically oppose d .  Dis c oncertingly � a large amount of iievi­
dence n appears to exi s t  in support of both o  It has been sugge s te d ,  however , that 
thes e  s eemingly al ternative interpre tations are actually linke d ,  and that the 
intelligence believedly underlying the ufo phenomenon may be capable of produc­
ing effects which , althou.gh apparently divergent to us , are in real ity but dif­
ferent aspects of an incrediQle te chnological whole . 

As this paper 1 s  title dictate s that our dis cus s ion b �  as comprehens ive as pos s­
ible , and becaus e there o..ppears to be no inrnediate me thod of de termining jus t  
v1hich pieces in the overc.l� ufo puzzJe are truly phys i cal o r  truly paraphys ical 
or a blend of both ,  it beho\es us to l ook mos t  closely at all the �component 
facets of the enigma . 

Ufos thems elves are knovm from a very large s erie s  of reported shapes --- in­
cluding dis c oidal , hemispherical , b owl- ·like 9 bell-l ike 9 spherical , egg-shaped ,  
football-shaped ,  cigar-shaped ,  cros s-l ike , torpedc-shaped ,  p�Trunidal , triangu­
lar-shaped 9 cres centiform , dumbbell ·shaped ,  c�boid , wheel-like , cylindrical , and 
other configurations . Indee d ,  over lOO different ufo shapes are known (2) . 

S izewise ,  ufos range from small ob j e cts a few inches in diame ter to gigantic 
ob j ects several mile s  in length o S ome ufos are kliov.rn to emerge from or merge 
with others (e . g. , di scs from cigar�shaped or cylindrical ob j ects ) . 

Visually , ·ufos often appear to be s olid or me tallic cons tructions 9 although 
mos t  frequently they appear to be luminous or floure s cent . Luminos ity in ufo 
reports includes every known colour of the spe ctrum9 as -w·ell as black 9 s ilver , 
bronze and white hue s o Some time s a s ingle ob j ect displays two or more colours 
s imul tane ous ly o 

Many eyewitnes s  des criptions mention windows s nozzle s 9 ladders 9 ramps 9 doors , 
rail s 9  antennae 9 mas ts , ,.,rheels , rotating l ights 9 and other artifiool features 
such as rivets ? plate s 9 anc1 various types of il la..Y!ding gearn (thes e  latter usu­
ally cons isting of three or four evenly spaced re tractable or teles c opic n legs "; 
equipped with flat or round te:_"rrlinal " feetv' ) when landed ufos have been observ­
e d .  



Uf9s operate s ingly � in pairs � or in larger groups �-- of which the larges t  con­
s-i s t  of about lOO ob j ects o Such large groups � however � are rare � and groups ex­
ceeding 10 ob j e cts are relat ively uncommon .. Grouped ufos often fly or manoeuver 
in pre cise formations 9 al though on other occas ions s eem to proceed in helter­
ske lter fashion o 

Performancewis e � ufos can attain speeds of at leas t 40 7 000 mph 9 higher speeds 
have allegedly been re corde d 9  al though the ir val idity is s omewhat que s tionable ) .. 
Ufos can als o  s l ow to dead s tops · virtually ins tantane ous ly 11 as \vell as ins tantly 
revers e flight paths and perform high-speed z igzag and ang�ar movements without 
los s of ve'rocity .. They can als o  accelerate at vertiginous speeds from s tationary 
pos i tions .. They can al s o  hover mo tionl e s s  for inde finite periods .. While hovering 
or s tationary 11 1-'.fos can tilt in vari ous ways , and change the ir orientation from 
horiz ontal to ve�tical � and vica versa�  

Ufos are often totally s ileRt 9 although on other occas ions emit noi s e s  ranging 
from almo s t  inaudible hums to thunderous roars � s taccato snorts and bangs to con­
tinuous whines and buzz ings .. 

Ufos have the apparent ability to materialize and dematerialize at will .. Accord­
ing to s ome radar re turns '} certain ufos :!.'emain O)Jtically invi s ible � Equally sur� 
pris ing is the capacity of other ufos to divide � coale s ce � or change shape while ­
under obs ervation .. 
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Temporally , ufos appear at al l time s of the day and night 9 al though more are 
apparently observed between 6 o 00pm a�d 6 . 00am than during other hours (10 ) .. This 
is curious in view of the fact that the vas t  maj ority of potential obs eiVers (i . e . 
humanity ) is asleep b e tween (roughly ) midnight and 5 . 00rurr. 

Climatically � ufo8 have been sighted under every l�own me te orlogical c ondition . 

Geographically � ufos have been obs erve-d over ( or . on ) . every country 11 as wel l  as 
entering or emerging from all the l,·rorld ' s oceans and a high percentage of its 
larger lake s , rivers � and rGs �rvoirs o S ome local itie s  appear to h o s t  more uf o  vi� 
si ta tions than others 9 tho s e  with the rrios t  s ightings _often be ing terme d  17\vindov/S n 
or nurocals "  .. The vas t maj ority of ufos have been obs erved out-of-doors , but in a 
few ins tance s small ufos have bean reported inside buildings (11 9 12 ) �  

As trophys ically , ufos 9 or ob j e c ts closely res embling them 7 haYe been noted in 
space b e twGen -Ghe Earth , Moon 9 and Sun , or betw-een Earth . a...Yld the nearer plane t s � 
by b o th as tronomers and as tronauts '12) . S ome time s veritable fleets or armadas 
of thes e  ob j e cts . have been s een proceeding in definite dire ctions (14) . Not in­
frequently the s e  ob j e cts are of geometric2 l or artificial configuration .  As tro­
nomers have als o  recorded s tationary � mcving9 and ge ome trically grouped ob j e c t s � 
often luminous or flashing9 on the Moon and Mars 9 and which in all dis cernible 
respe c t s  closely re s emble the ufos of Earthly skie s o 

Hi s t orically , ufos , or aerial and celes tial ob j e cts clo s e ly s imil ar to them , 
have been s ighted for at leas t 200 years � and 9 if earl ier reports are at all 
dependable 9 for s everal thousands of years (15 ) c 

· 

Behaviourwis e , airborne ufos perform all manner of movements o S ome have been 
de s cribed above o Many of the s e  are to us inexpl icabl e  and appear to be pointle s s . 
Others , however '} are very specific and are clearly deliberate and purposeful o  
Sometimes two or more ufos c onduct various manoeuvers in concert --- such as ar­
riving from . different dire ctions and al igning in pre cise - formations , or leap­
frogging one another o  The pu�pose and s ignificance of such motions are unknown . 
�lore readily comprehended 9 however 9 are those movements that appear to relate ·to 
surve illance or exami��ti on progra�ne s o  Thes e  are ·usually low-level activities 
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dire cted towards identifiable targe ts ( e . g. , vehicl e s , artificial ins tallations , 
live s tock ,  e tc . ) and are often exe cuted by s ingle ufo s . Le s s  frequently , ufos 
land upon the terres trial surface or upon ( or enter below )  the surface of the 
larger water areas . Collectively , such events are usually termed " landings " , of 
well over 1000 s eparate L�s tances are now on re cord . The underwater activities 
of practically all submerged ufos can only be gue s s e d  at , but thos e  of ufos re­
s t ing upon land or watery surface s are ffilACh be tter documente d ,  and apparently 
relate mos tly to s ome as ye t not unders tood long-range inves tigative programme . 
The s e  activities include sampling of wat.:;r , reeks , s o ils , natural vegetation , 
undomes ticated animals of all phyla ,  dome s ticated plants and animals ,  various 
human artifacts 2nd products , and , it s eems , even of h�1 be ings . On s ome o c­
cas ions the activitie s include a spe cies of pho tography or televisation (16 ) . 

Landed ufos , espe cislly thos e  on land surface s ,  and als o s ome t ime s l ow-level 
ufos , not infre�uently dis gorge nobile entities which ,  al though �isplaying con­
s iderable var_ety , are usually of a general hu.rr.anoid appearance (U) . Colle ct� 
ively 9 thes e  have been chris tened r1 o ccupants 1'  1 nufonauts a ,  Hhumanoids " 9 or 
; saucerians " .  Occas ionally r:on·-·humanoid or very bi zarre entities l1ave been ob­
s erved to emerge from ufos (1 8 ) . Q .ite pos s ibly ?  s ome of thes e  latter forms are 
robots or androids � certain of them having reportedly behav� d in a manner remin­
is cent of such creations . Other entities may be specially trained or subs ervient 
forms progrrumned to undertake par ticular tasks only . 

Entities disgorged from 1 m·r-level ufos often display an ab il ity to i ilevi ta t e 19 
or "walk about in the air'1 arouncl the ufos whence they have emerge d .  This capa­
bili ty is als o  s ome times demons trated by entities accompanying landed ufos . An 
ability to walk on or over water and swampy ground unimp&ded and to manoeuver 
thereon obl ivious to accepted laws of gravity (such a s  walking � vertical 
wall s )  has als o  been obs erved on s everal occas ions o 

By far tl1e greater nlli�ber of obs erved sampling or colle cting activities have 
been conducted by humanoi� en-cities firs t hand , as it were ; but a few ins tances 
are on record of a wide range of items and of hl�n be ings and other living 
creatures being drawn upvrards into or near airborne ufos at various altitude s  
above grom1d level ; als o  o f  aircraft entering cl ouds bu+. fail ing to emerge on 
their far s ides ( 19 ) .  It is worth noting here that quite a large number of cas e s  
are known in whic.:i'i-ufos dis guised or caL1ouflaged thems e lves as n clouds " or as 
;'banks of mis t n  o Usually , ho� .. ,ever , sampling and the collecting of spe cimens pro­
ceeds without the owner ' s  cons ent ; be ing simply taken or , in our parlance ,  s tolen o 
Very occasionally particular reque s ts ( e . e;  .. , for v.rater (_;o ) ,  fer-t il izer (�) , a 
dog (22 ) ,  e t c . ) have been made of nearb-y human onl ookers by ufo entities . 

Such reque s ts reveal that comrnunication is apparently pos s ible be tween human 
beings and at least s ome ufo entities . Several cas e s  are known where eyewitnes s e s  
were addres sed i n  unintell igible languages or s ounds by ufonauts , and a s  many 
more in which the entities communicated in knowr1 Earth languages QDders t ood or 
recognized by the individual s concerne d .  Als o ,  quite a large number of witne s s e s  
have s tated that communication occuxred on a telepathic pl&�e , or by a process 
seemingly akin to i t . Thus , al though e s s entially al ien, the great maj ority of 
ufo occupants do not act in a hos tile manner towards humanity ,  even though they 
frequently display indifference towards eyewitnes s e s  and a s cant disregard for 
who owns what .  Moreover , a very high percentage of their activities 9 both when 
landed as well as aerial , aeem to be conducted in a covert or s e cre t ive manner , 
a tendency related perhaps to their de s ire not to be dis turbed in the ir work 
rather than carry out probes and sampling where 9 or when , human beings wil l not 
obs erve them . S ome support for this suppos ition is s e emingly to hand in thos e  
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reports (now fairly numerous ) in which human beings have acc identally s tumbled 
upon ufo entities engaged in sampling or specimen collecting7 or which describe 
ufo occup�t vis its to orchards and fal�s (as in the GarJr Wilcox (21 ) and the 
Maurice Mas se (II) cas e s ) .  Al though often �ather remotely s i tuated_s_orchards and 
farms are usually hives of hum�� activity . Intere s tingl3r , numerous reports of ac­
cidental encounters between human be ings ��d ufc entities on the s e  occas ions men­
tion the temporary immobil ization or paralys ls of the former by the latter through 
the us e of light-beams or rays (� . 

Physical effects produced by l ow-level and lcndeJ ufos are varied and many , al­
though they naturally tend ·eo be pa� tially co� trolled by local e�vironmenta . Ele c­
tromagne tic effe cts on lights , combQs tion engines 9  outboard motors 9 e lectric clo­
cks 7 radios , television s e ts 9 burglar alarms 9 and other power sys tems have been 
commonly reported (24 ) . :f/Jagnetisa.tion of -vratche s 9  compas s e s , and metal lic road- · 
signs are als o  kno� while partial er comple te vol tage reductions have als o  s ome­
times been experienced in areas hos ting ufo vis itations Indeed , certain large 
s cale "black-outs H  have been dire ctly linked in s ome quarters with ut:os (�) . Very 
probably as s ociat9d wi th these electromagne tic effe cts are the displays of alarm, 
agitation , panic 9 and fear by numerous birds and animals ( especially dogs , cats , 
and other common domes tic pe ts such as hors e s  and rabbits ) at the close approach 
of ufos and/or u£o entities (26 ) . Several ins tancGs are known of localized n s il­
ence" and of the abrupt alt8ration of temperatures (both to freez ingly cold to un­
bearably hot ) in areas immediately adjacent to landed or low-hovering ufo s . 

All the se types o� effects 9 however 9 aTe purely transitory 9 almos t  invariably 
ceas ing when ufos and/or ufo entities depart from the vicinity of the affected 
units . Of much. longer duration -- al tho1.1gh usually not permanent -- are the 
marks left on natural fl'ora and on gro·i.illd surface s  <1 t the s ites of low-hovering 
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or landed ufos (27 ) .  Thes e  concern burning or dehydration of gras s and plant-life , 
the dis c olouration of foliage and the breakage of branch£; s , the promotion of ab­
normally quick or giant botanical growth , and the creation of c ircular or geomet­
rically arranged ground dep�es s ions and holes of various shapes , s iz e s , and numbers . 
Mos t  res earchers relate thes e  ground marks to the aforementioned u.fo " landing gearn . 

Ef.fects that may be regarded as peroanent include thos e  cas e s  where slugs and 
woms have had the ir natural p:hgmenta tion al tcn·ed ( often fa tally ) , where ea ttle , 
horse s  and other domes ticated animals have been re�dered s terile through overclo s e  
proximity to ufo s , and where electri cal fus e  boxes and -vTiring sys tems have been 
melted down or partially des troyed bjr (apparently } suddeL or abnormal overloading 
of current by cl ose approaching ufos o  Also in this category are the adverse ,  and 
s ometimes beneficial , effe cts sUB tained by certain individual s expos ed to close 
approaching ufos or to rays or luminous beams emitted by them o The S teve Michalak 
case (28 ) is typical of the former a..."ld the well-known "alligator biten cas e  i s  a 
good example of the latter (29) o 

Forming an impor tant final element in this portion of our review are the claims 
of various individuals as serting thc.t they have encountered --- s ometimes repeat­
edly --- ufo occupants �) . Thes e  encounters fall into two main groups ; thos e  
which happened acc identa�ly and thos e o f  apparently prior dG s ign .  

In my submi s sion ,  i t  is very important to s egregate thes e  two types o f  encounters , 
particularly as each gr·oup of claiments will probably be found to have entirely 
different motive s for reporting their re s pective experiences . At pres ent , ufolog­
ists tend to bracket all �uch claimant� toge ther , labelling thew as " c ontactees " , 
whereas it s eems fairly clear that only s ome cases involve deliberate c ontacts o 
But deliberate contacts are themse lves apparently subdivis ible into at leas t two 
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further categories ,  i . e o 9 thos e in which ufo entities have purposely s ought-out 
and s ome time s abducted particular individual s (e . g. ,  Be tty and Barney Hill (32 ) , 
and Antonio Villas Boas (31 ) 9 o-chers are lmown too ) 9 and those in which human 
� have attempted deliberate contact with ufo entities ( the Adamski (21�9 
Fry (24 ) , and Be thurum ( 35 )  affairs typify th� s  category ) o The celebrated Vene z­
uelan incident at Petarc;in November 1954 ( 36 )  and the Maurice rlfas se case of 
July 1965 ( 37 ) , are excellent examples of accidental or invol1L�tary confrontat� 
ions . The use of the -word involuntary 9 hm·Tever 9 als o appl ies very aptly to the 
maj ority of cas e s  in which ufo entities have apparently s ought-out particular 
human be ings 9 it is certain that ne ither Be tty or Barney Hill nor Villas Boas 
s ought voluntary contact \vith ufos o::r_- the ir o0 cupants .,  

All the foregoing elements 9 whether palatable or not to ufologi s ts as a whole , 
� re cognizable cons tituen�s of the overall ufo phenomenon , and mus t be thor­
oughly and sys t9matically as s e s s ed if the tr-u.e nature and extent of the ufo pro-=­
blem is ever tr: be dete:t:mined .  Gerta5.nly \le mns t be c:ons tantly aware of all thes e  
factors i f  we are to succeed in re c o�ding the phenomenon. in i t s  entire ty or in 
devis ing · ade�uate s torage sys tems in which the bas e material can be effectively 
lodged and retrieved o 
Peri2heral ufol OJI.Vg 

Additional to the afoTementioned facets of the ufo problem 9  s everal other areas 
of unexplair..ed �:r-e:q_i aerial e,,-ents ��- not improbably a part of the problem 
-- mus t  als o  claim oF::- attention , and 9 indee d ,  sb ould continue to do s o  until 
such time as future res earch e s ta1)l ishe s whe ther any or all of them are irrele­
vant to our �ub j ect . Duo to the; abs ence of a_ more suitable heading under whi ch 
to conveniently group the s e  events _, I sugges t  that henceforth they be colle ctive­
ly referred as Peripheral Ufo�ogL· This is again an opportm1e moment to s tres s  
that the actual limits of the nfo phenomenon are pres ent�y unde termined and that 
it behoves us to cas t our ne t as 1.1idely a 3  pos s ible in our examination of the 
problem. In ord.er to ach:..eve s ome sens e o.f pers1Jective 9 we may regard all items 
under the heading Peripheral Ufolo� as repre s entative of phenomenon ' s  probable 
extensions . 

For our purposes 9 Per.i.:e.hert=�l Qfol� can be taken to include g-

( i )  CKYBLASTS 9 e i ther as s ingle is olated noi s e s  or as groups of s ounds s eparated 
by spe cific intervals ,  thems eJ.ve s s c:me times recurrent , and all of unknown 
caus e o 

( ii ) SKY-FALLS of various items , e i ther -. .vithin unnaturally confined areas or of 
units having undergone unnatu:ral s e�E�ti �o AJ.l s:howers of s tone s , mud , 
or s pecially sha�ed pie ces of me tal and or ice (as if once as s ociated with 
artificial cons tructions ) ,  of gelatinous and fatty subs tances ,  of blood-l ike 
fluids 9 of fleshy matter 9 0f m��y kinds of invertebrates and vertebrates ,  
e tc . s are cons igned to this category .. . 

( iii ) ABNORMAL GROUN� MARKS suddenly appearing ( s ome times overnight ) 9  or other 
abrupt local al terations to lands capes &1d/or property . The celebrated 
nnevil ' s Footpr.:i_nts " at IJ:opsham , Devonshire , in 1855 (�) , and the s ingular 
damage to crops ·at \.Jhippin gham 9 Is le of \·Tight , in July 1 967 (3 9 )  9 are good 
example s  of such events o 

( iv )  ABERRANT BOTANICAL EFFECTS no ticed at or near reputed ufo landing s ite s , or -
in areas hosting low hovering ufos o The s e  pe ouliaT plant growths often re-
semble others found at .lcnown ufo landing s i tes 9 the ir suspe cted origins thus 
be ing inferred .. Items in this category include giant mushrooms , huge spe ci-
mens of otherwis e  well known and normally far smaller plant s pe c ie s � and 
abnormal and even novel types of mos s  and. lichen o 



(v) OBSERVED TSLEPORTA.TIONS OR LEV:LTATIONS by unlmown agencies of various ob­
jects , animals ,  or persoM, on occasions \<Then no ufos were detectable . The 
much dis cus sed Chas coma.s teJ e;portation 9 and thelocalized drawing skyward 
of hay, boats � cars , hors e s , cows , and certain human beings ( such as Oliver 
Larch ) exemplify controlled events undel this heading. It should be noted 
that , although rather varied in their de tails , events in this group are not 
very numerous . Tneir clos e s imi�arity , however, to s imilar effects ;produced 
occas ionally by ufos is sugges tive of the ;pos s ibility that all events of this 
character share a com.1non causal agent , namely ufos . 

SOME POSSIBLE EXTENSIONS . 

In addition to the Inore obvious ingredients of the ufo enigma , and the types 
of phenomenon jus t dis cuss ed under �be heading Peri�heral Ufology9 there exists 
yet a third series of events that 9 while not �bly ass ociated with the ufo 
problem, may �evertheless  be further expres s ions of it.  We should,  therefore , 
not only be aware of them but be pre;pa:t'ed to moni to�c the relevant reports sys­
tematically --- even though some re searchers may find the extensions to be , at 
bes t ,  s omewhat tenuous , and the effort of c o�lecting and filing the resultant 
data com;para ti vely unprori.ucti ve . 

A brief survey shov!S the g.coup to include g -�  

( i )  Sudden appearances and disappearances , often in localized dis tricts , of un­
usual creatures .  Thes e  include "Mothman" (40 ) and the s o-called "Surrey Puma" 
(!h) , to name only �wo .  Their comings and goings frequently coincide with 
local ufo activity . 

(ii ) Inexplicable mutilations or disappearances , s ometimes on an alarmingly large 
s cale , sus tained from time to time by farm and domes ticated animals .  Again, 
many outbreaks of animal mut�lations and disappearances s eemingly occur 
s imultaneously with local ufo activity (42 ) .  Very ;probably, the now notori­
ous cas e of H Sni;p;py" , dating from 1967 (.4,L) , is the bes t  known instance of 
animal mutilation � 

(iii ) Unexplained disappearances of ;pers ons of all ages and both s exe s . It is 
strongl;y: �mphas i_zed that only _genuinely unexplained disappearances merit 
inclus ion here . 
Such disappearances tend to occur s;poradi �ally, s ometimes involving only 
single ;pers ons but at other times whole groups or communities . They are 
almos t  always confined to res tricted geogra:phical areas , and frequently 
coincidE.. with l ocg,lized ufo activity. 
In this connection, it is ;perha:ps pertinent to note that , jus t  as a high 
;percentage of young or teenage female s report s ightings of ufos , so  als o  
do rela tively large nu�bers of young females appear to vanish during the 
;periods when ma�ny individuals Ol all ages s eemingly disappear (ii) . Only 
further enquirie s  will res olve whether or not valid connections exis t be­
·tween these comparativ2 elements . 

(iv) Abrupt disappearances of ships and aeroplanes of all types and vintages ,  
never sa tisfe,cto::cil v explained (45 ) .  Again , only genuinely inelt;plicable 
cases should be a&�itted to this-gToup of data . 
One must UmJediately concede that , at bes t ,  the modus operandi of all thes e  
disappearances l S  only tenuously �inked with the overall ufo problem, even 
thoucih in that respect the aforementioned inexplicable cases of cars and 
other obj ects being <iTawn skyvra:rds by unknown agencies (see above' ) in a 
controlled manner could well be relevant (1£9 47 ). 

(v) Legends and traditj_ons concerning early aerial devices . and airborne travel 9 
and the arrival frvm the sky or celes tial regions of advanced culture-bearing 



entities often pos se s s ing superhuman capabilit�es (�) . 
It is l ikely that s ome , and conce ivably all , of the foregoing categories may 

ultimately prove to have no connection whatsoever with the ufo p�oblem ,  al though 
for the time being we would all be fail ing in our s tudie s  if we omitte d  to moni­
tor thes e  sub j e cts --- at leas t until such time as a universally acceptable in­
terpre_tation can be reached abqut each of them . Such moni taring, of c ours e ,  will 
entail much extra work for everyone , but s ince the sub j ects are themse lves of 
cons iderable interes t  the task may not after all prove too arduous . 

THE HUMAN AND SOCIOLOGICAL ELEMEN'rS g 

19 A .  

Having traced the three main ca.tegories of moni torable materie.l (i . e . , the known, 
the probable , and the �os s ible exp�es s ions of the ufo phenomenon) , we may now di­
rect attention to other important factoTs , such as the human element underlying 
every report ever receive d by any ufologi s t . 

Up to now we have been concerned with material that can be c onveniently called 
"raw datan . Our knowledge of it is bas ed entirely upon obs ervations and oral or 
written accounts of experiences submitted by human beings --- that is , by eye­
witne s s e s , field inve s t igators , and writers . 

To a very large extent the actual importance of anJ[ ufo event , s o  far as it can 
be known to us s depends upon the calibre and rel iability of the eyewitnes s  in the 
firs t ins tance and upon the integrity of the pers on or pers ons who later dis sem­
inate or publish an account of it . When handling the nraw data" reviewed on pre­
vious pages , it will be important to keep a close & cons tant watch on this " re­
liabilityn factor . 

Ins tances are known when s incere and inte lligent eyewitnes s e s  have refused to 
all ow their experience s  t o  be made public (e i ther through the pre s s  or via radio 
and televis ion) be cause j ournalis ts and interviewers in those case s  wished to 
pres ent their s tories in a facetious or trite mrol�er , thereby reducing the credi­
bility of the eventp, . Unfortunately this treatment by the media is s till fairly 
common, and in the pas t was very much wors e . An obs e s sion with " Little Gre en Men 
from !-'fars "  or "Bug-Eyed Mons ters From Space" 9 has l ong been prevalent j ournalis ts 
and cartoonis t s  confronted with ufo reports � and only in re cent years has i t  be­
gun to diminish . 

A further aspe c t , which is exceedingly important , concerns the role played by 
field inves t igators when they interview wi tne s s e s . All too often the calibre of 
field inve s tigators fall s  short of the ideal , and few of them have ever under­
gone expert training in the te chniq�e s of interviewing pers ons , who ,  in the cas e 
of ufo percipient s , are frequently ups e t ,  confus ed , and s ome times just a little 
s cared . Down the years it s e ems as though any old vicar, earne s t  s choolboy, or 
obse s s ed crank interes ted in ufos , has been able to take to the 11fieldn t o  in­
dulge in a " spot of interviewing" . Although mos tly very well-intentione d ,  the 
blundering efforts of such individuals have frequently antagonized p otentially 
co-operative eyewitne s s e s 9 and been the ob j e c t  of often jus tified criticism by 
the loc�l populace and pres s .  Thus , although usually s incere and ardent enough , 
such inve s tigator·s have unwittingly contributed to the general impres s i on aired 
from time t o  time that ufologi s t s  are a weird if harmle s s  l o t  that --- like their 
sub j e ct - are not to be taken too s erious ly .  

Does ufology de serve such treatme�t by the uninformed? We know that i t  does not , 
yet the actions of s ome s o-called ufol ogi s ts unfortunately generate i t . 

A c onsis tently remodelled public image among ufologi s t s  everywhere is l ong over­
due , and it may be that the following obs ervations may prove helpful in achieving 
the de s ired resul t s . 
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An improved public image will undoubtedly come about by attention to bet ter me t­

hods of pres enting ufology to the public , to the cultivation of more respons ible 
attitQdes by field inve s tigators in general , and th_rough the acqui�ition of a mo­
re profe s s ional outl ook by the edi tors of ufol ogical publications . No worthwhile 
improvement can be acl1ieved without corre ct thi�ing be ing applied at eveEY s tage 
by all concerned . 

One of the large s t  areas for i mprovement c oncerns the handling and proces s ing of 
'the aforementioned 0ra:\. .... - da ta1' 9 i o  e � 9 the s ighting report.3 o All too often eyewitnes s  
accounts � o r  inve s tigators ' reports , o r  published descriptions of events , contain 
all kinds of vague and ambiguous exp�e s sions o Sad to s ay, the s e  are c ommon-place . 
How many cf us 9 for exqmpJ.e 9 are ·L;ired of reading that a ufo was reported as hav­
ing been nround" er as· "big as a hous e "  o::::::- that it went very " fas t " ?  Does " round'i 
mean spherical , or dis c oidal s e en full-face 9 or cylindrical viewed end-on , or 
\>!hat? What does "big as a house" really mean? As big aa 1.vb� t type of hous e ?  And 
at what dis tance from the vie'.-ler? Does very ' · fastn s ignify over lOO mph . 9 fas ter 
than a j e t  plane 9 greater than the spGed of a shooting s tar , or what? Such phrase s  
are n o  more th� l o o s e  generalizations . Any profe s s i ohal s cientis t  invited t o  be­
come involved vi th the ufo phenomenon --Jould �ightly be appal led at thes e  inexacti­
tudes and the abysmal laxity on the part of far too many ufol ogis t s  --- the very 
folk who so frequently lambas t  s cience �or not· taking a greater interes t  in the 
ufo phenomenon . Little wonder that few s c ientis ts have op£nly engaged in ufo re­
search . Much of their a�parent ais interc s t  s tems �i so much as from the inherent­
ly -iconoclas tic character of the ufo phenomena� but from a deep dismay at the very 
manner in which the activiti e s  of too many ufo1ogis ts are c onducted o Ne ither can 
the numerous inferior publications full of the aforementioned vaguaries and ambi­
guities that are chr.rnecl_ out by pers ons who lmow l ittle if anything about what 
they are doing promo te much enthus iasm among the s cientific fraternity . 

Regre ttably , one therefore con0ludes �hat ufologi s t s  in general have probably 
been as much to blame by tb.eir shortcoming for turning s cience 11 off" the s tudy of 
ufos as has the perplexing nature of the phenonemon itsgl f .  

Confronted with shortcomings l ike tho s e  jus t di s cus s ed ,  all ui"ologi s ts should 
henceforth ins i s t  that future ufo records be mode l s  of clarity and factual . accur­
acy . But , in s triving to atta.:.n such an ideal , we mus t consider other factors , to 
\vhich we mus t direc t  attenti on o  

Behind every report s ome one � s cmewhere 9 �t s ome time has obviously had to 
have actually experienced an even-� , to have remembered details of it ( e i ther par­
tially or wholly) � and to have tra' 1smi t �ed it orally or in lNri tten formo The ex­
tent t o  which the e\ent interes ted the onlooker wil l  de termine the range and am­
ount of de tail abs orbed and memorized by them . Often 9 the degree of interes t  is 
direc tly governed by the conditj ons surrvQ�di�g the onlooker at the time o Obvi­
ously a s ighting w�de by a man in a cr owded train , for ins tance 9  is occurring 
under conditions largely out s ide his control (he can s carcely jump off or s top 
the train to obtain a be tter or l onger look ) , whereas a s ighting made by a man 
walking al ong a road or acros s  a field would be taking place under conditions he 
can ins tantly adapt to his pers on�l racticns ( i o e o y he can s top or move to a b e t­
ter vantage point ) o  

This fac tor in eyewitnes s  s ·catements is very important , but is s eldom accorded 
the attention it clearly des erve s o One suspe cts that this failure ari s e s  from a 
curious lack of awarenes s  among many ufologi s ts re spe cting what thez, as res earch­
ers , should be l ooking for and che cking iL each report o Fie ld inves tigators should 
e s tablish the degre e  o f  intere s t  evinced by percipients confronted with ufo mani­
fes tations s and recorc it in the ir final field reports .

Eyewitne s s  intere s t  is al s o  large ly generated by whe ther or not the observed ob­
j ec t  or phenomenon is famil iar to the viewer o Cas e s  are eas ily recalled in which 
s ome ob j e ct , later proved to be a ufo , was ini tial ly identified - by obs ervers as 
probably a new-fangled aeroplane 9 an advertis ing bl imp , a satell i te 9 or , inde e d ,  
a s  anything s o  l ong as it was more o r  l e s s  conventional o Some t ime s amus ing re­
sul t s  ari se through attempts to make ob s erved ob j e cts conform to the known and 
the unders tood o By way of illus tration I c i te a case rec e ived s ome months ago now 
by Contac t (UK) from a lady , who , qui te by chance during a conversation ,  casually 
admit ted that , when a young girl out one day with her mother ,  she had s een Sput­
nik cross the sky o  She de s cribed it as a s piky orb about the s-ize of a tennis 
ball at arm ' s length o She al s o  remembered the date --- 1 949 o Apart from noting 
that no orbiting Sputnik or man- �J.ade satell i te ever appears as large as a tennis 
hall at arm ' s l ength , i t  ne ed s ca:rcely be added that the earlies t satel l i te s  were 
not l aunched until seve�al years l ater u In t�is ins tance , the identification of 
the ob j e c t  as S putnik -o�rre d-only �ter the firs t (a�d rather s piky-l ooking) 

· 

Sputnik was s ent al of t , pre sumably be cause the external appearance of both ob j ec­
ts was suffic iently s imilar to permi t a cosy and reas suring explanat ion to be 
found for a s ight ing that mlts t ,  at leas t ini tially , have been perplexing. Con­
verse ly ,  of c ours e ,  many expl icab �e natural and man-made ob j e c t s  are erroneous ly 
identified � ufos by the uninformed o 

Some time s the identification of expl i_ cable airborne ob j e cts and sky phenomena as 
, ufos is undertaken willfully ) with a view to de l iberately mis lead o In as s e s s ing 

our " raw data" this · fac to:!' r�us t be cons tantly kept in mind o Serious ufologi s ts 
ul timately be come very cautious (poss ibly over-cauti ous ) and sus picious as a re­
sul t .  

An inbred des irg in s ome eywitne s s es t o  gain pub l i c i ty ,  notori e ty ,  o r  t o  promote 
self-aggrandisement 7 even hy tho se who have s een a genuine ufo , cons t i tutes ye t 
pitfall for unwary :::-es earc�ers ·., S t i l l  mo:::-e dis trP s s ing are tho s e  cas e s  in which 
formerly accepted ufo report8 are expos e d  as spurious or fraudulent and in which 
the original or prirne advocatE of it is 1mable to accept the dis cl o sur� and re­
fus e s  t o  having -oeen hoodwinke d  or mi s l ead .  :Be ing hood1.·rinked i s  a chas tening ex­
perience , and one sympathi s e s  witll the vic t ims if the di s c l osure s are cruel or 
given wide publ i c i ty :  None the l e s s , under such circun1s tance s , every ufol ogis t s o  
affe cted has a re spons ibi l i ty t o  thems e lves , t o  the ir fe l l ow ufol ogi s ts , and t o  
uf ulogy in general , and shoul d be ac commodating enough t o  openly admit the error 
of their earl ier as s e s sments o �ction of that cal ibre could only enhance the ir 
reputation for integrity among th� ufol ogical fraternity .  

Ye t ins tance s are knov.m where otherwi s e  s inc ere individuals c ontinue t o  adhere 
to outmoded notions or demons trably fallacious bel iefs l ong after dis c l osure s 
have revealed the original mi s interpre tations . The bel ief of at leas t one Mid­
lands vicar (who shall remain anonymous } that green fields exis t on the Moon , 
mere ly be cause Ge orge Adamski once sai.d that they occurred there ( 4 9 ) , was , as 
we all know , expl oded years ago by our as tronauts .  As may be surmis e d �  thi s vi­
car is an ardent supporter of Adamski ' s c laims o :But such bl ind adherence to er­
roneous concepts would be amus ing were it not for the fac t  such individuals of­
ten is sue equally prepo s terous s tatements to newspapers o The p i ty of it is that 
many provincial newspapers ac tual ly print this rubbish ? which ? in turn , can. and 
s ome t imes doe s col our th� accounts of eyewitne s s e s  of o therwis e genuine ufo mani- ­
fe s tations , who se previ o11s aquaintance with the ufo enigma was perhaps confined 
to having read highly embroidered accounts of the type we are condemning. Thus , 
not only · have really quite mundane reports been inve s ted with spurious de tails on 
many occas ions , but the task of unrave ll ing the genuine from the imaginary i s  
s till ano ther task confronting the hone s t  inve s tiga�or o 
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Not the leas t of a ufologi s t ' s  worrie s are the highly varie d  abilities of dif­

£erent individuals to observe things ( �n ) . Take any hypo the tical group of pers ons 
and ask them to submit s e parate accollnts of a s imulated car crash , and no two nar­
ratives wil l  contain identical s e ts of fac t s o The police and insurance compani� s  
are familiar with this . Now ufologi s ts are too . 

In addition to eyewitnes s  obs ervational variability ,  thos e  same eyewitnes s e s  ex­
hibit an equally varied capac ity to coherently s e t  down on paper des criptions of 
what they saw or think they saw . A fairly re cent ins tance of three s chool girls 
who saw a u£o illus trate s this particular point . When asked individually to s e p­
arately draw a picture of what each had s een , each provided a picture different in 
many de tails from the other two . Ye t all three , when interviewed toge ther , were 
apparently in close agreement one with another re spec ting the s ize , shape , c ol our ,  
speed , e tc . , o f  the ob j e c t . On the face o f  things , all three accounts should have 
tallied much more closely --- but they didn ' t .  Are such dis cre pancies to be laid 
at the door oi' eyewitne s s  obs ervational variabi l i ty ,  or did the obj e c t  l i terally 
pre sent itself in different guis e s  to each witne s s ?  Thi s  que s t ion rais e s  a whole 
hos t of queries to which ufologJ does not at pres ent have answers . Ye t case s  � 
known where , for example , s ix out of seven pers ons in a group clear� saw a ufo 
that s tubbornly remained invis ible to the remaining seventh pers on .  That s ome peo­
ple canno t  s e e  ufos while o thers can and that , over a period , s ome can s ee more 
ufos than o thers , now s e ems to be an elilerging fact in ufology. That is tantamount 
to eyewitnes s  s e lectability on the part of ufo s , or points to percipients having 
to b e  in a certain frame of mind --·- which we can call re cep t ivity --- before they 
can s e e  ufos . Sal isbury has dis cus s e d  this mat ter in s ome de tail relative to ufos 
s ighted over Utah ( 51 ) . 

Such pos s ibilities , which no serious ufol ogis t can dis card at this juncture , l ead 
us into the p sychological and psychic fields 9 Hhich in turn lead to further pos s i­
bilities that at leas t s ome ufos operate ( or appear to operate ) on t o tally differ­
ent wavelengths of energy or belong to a different order of. mat ter normal imper­
ceptable to us .  The reference a few noments ago to " s tates of mind" at the times 
of ufo s ightings als o  means that we canno t ignore the idea pos tulated in recent 
years by Bowen and o thers that s ome , if not all , ufo s ightings could be holographs . 
In o ther words , s cenes of ufo s  and ufo occupants , comple te with the impres s i ons of 
s �1nds , odours , and other sensations , could be �eaned to s ele cted human beings at 
all s orts of random ( or apparently random ) times by unknown agencies for unfathom­
ed reas ons . That s ome ufo s ightings could be thus generated is not beyond the bo­
unds of pos s ibili ty ,  al though how holographs could produce s emi-permanent e ffects , 
such as dehydrated vege tation , s c orched ground c ircle s , or electromagne tic dis­
turbances is far from clear . It would s e em that a high percentage of observed ufos 
definitely are phys i cal , are tangible , and are not transmitted picture s . 

Neverthel es s , the fact that s ome s ort of eyewitnes s  selectability occurs in a 
measurable percentage of the known cas e s  reveals that our concepts o� what the ufo 
phenomenon is all about and how it operates in i ts entire ty are extremely defici­
ent . And it is be cause of this very de ficiency and a rather general unawarenes s  
among ufologis ts o f  many o f  the factors dis cus sed in thi s  paper that s o  l ittle ' has 
ye t been attempted in the way of sys tematically monit oring them . 

Now that there is a growing awarene s s  of the pos s ible exis tence of thes e  factors , 
i t  is probable that mos t of the known ufo record will have to undergo careful re­
s crutiny to is olate and extract from it such information (hitherto unnotice d )  as 
relates to thes e  fac tors . S imul taneously , all new ufo reports will have to be s im­
ilarly proces s e d  for the ir pos s ible pres ence . Obviously , if mos t pas t ,  and not a 
few pre sent , ufologi � ts have been unaware of the exis tence of thes e  now emerging 



facets of the ufo enigma , then unders tandably � s earches will ye t have been ma­
de for them o It could wel l  be , therefore , that large and s ignificant mas s es of 
valuable data nec e s sary for unl ocking the ufo riddl e already exis t s  in our arch­
ive s . All that is ne ces sary is for us to re c ognis e  that data and to util i z e  i t  
in elucidating thi s  forL�idable problem ; re cogni t i on of the s e  interwoven s trands 
of " evidence " is what this paper is real]_y al l about a And if by highl ighting the 
s ingularly difficul t probl ems centred on the human and s ociologi cal aspects of 
the probl em it succeeds , then the effort of wri ting it wil l have been very worth­
while o On the as sumption that re c ognition of the s e  fac tors will ul timate ly occur , 
I wish to close by reviewing me thods of pre serving and util i z ing ufo reports in 
bulk o 

PROCES S ING rrlE DATA : 

The coll e c t ing and filing of ufo reports is a meaningles s occupati on unles s  s ome 
sys tematic me thod is empl oye d o  Obvious ly , all collections of ufo reports should 
be arranged in such a way that , at " the drop of a hat "  s o  to speak , specific cas­
e s  can be more or les s ins tantly re trieved for further s tudy o This is e s pe c ially 
important in view of the fac t  that over 100 ,000 s e parate reports are now known . 

Phys ically ,  the actual reports ( i o e a , the "raw data" ) come in the guis e  of b i t s  
o f  paper , o f  which s ome are occas i onal ly augmented b y  films and pho t ographs o 
Leaving as ide the lat ter , which really form a small proporti on of the t o tal am­
ount of material confronting us , i t  seems s ens ible to divide up the bits of pa­
per into (a ) newspaper and magazine cut tings , (b ) books and ufo periodical s , and 
(c ) original eyew�tne s s  l e t ters , c omple ted que s tionaire s , and fie ld inve s t igat­
ors ' reports o 

Of the s e , i t  is sugge s ted that all newspaper and magaz ine cuttings be pas ted 
into scrap-books in s tric t chronol ogical order , with no te s accompanying each 
i tem as to when i t  was pub l i shed and i t s  s ource o It i s  vi tal that every pre s s  
cutting b e  properly documente d o  A l l  t o o  often cuttings are re ceived ( frequently 
many months after publ i cation occurred ) wi thout d�tes and/or the names of the 
publ ications printing them a Ident ifying the correc t  dates and s ources for such 
material can be a l ong, frus trating, and occas i onally ins oluable tas k .  In the 
latter c ircums tances , undocumented pre s s  cutt ings bec ome next to worthl e s s o Ye t 
i t  is as t onishing how often the s e  elementary pre cauti ons are not taken , even by 
s ome ufologi s t s o 

With regard to books and periodicals c ontaining ufo reports unknown from other 
s ource s , thes e  should ideally be arranged alphabetical ly by authors , or , in the 
cas e of periodica l s , by the t i t l e s  of the various s erial s o 

Re s pe c ting the original material compr i s ing group ( c ) above , all cas e s  should 
be filed in s trict date-of-obs ervation order o 

Many ufologi s ts , I unders tand , file the ir material on a continuous numerical 
bas i s , whereby each report is awarded a reference number upon arrival that re­
mains special to it for all time o Such a sys tem is laudable if rep or t s  for a geo­
graphically res tricted area only are col l e c ted , but doe s not operate e ffec tively 
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if wider , national or international coverage is attempted . More over , if different 
ufologis ts working independently happen to c o l l e c t  the same report it does not 
fol l ow that both will �ward i t  an identical regis tra t i on number in the ir respe ctive 
file . Differences of this s ort , while perfe ctly acceptable within each relevant file, 
lead to all kinds of confus ion when two or more such files are amal gamate d  or data 
within them are exchanged @erely by reference to regi s tra t i on numbers awarded con­
s ti tuent entries .  Again ,  the highly uneven rate at which reports arrive from dif­
ferent parts of the world means that a continuous numerical sys tem rapidly get s  
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out of gear if , for example , two further reports for 1963 and five for 1969 are 
received as late as , say ,  1 97 6 .  

Various filing sys tems exis t that provide s olut ions t o  thi s  difficul ty . Of the se 
a punched-card sys tem offers many advantage s , while a c omputeri zed sys tem is bet­
ter s till o But few individual s or groups have access to , or can afford , such faci­
lities , both of which in view of the pre s ent s i ze of the known ufo re c ord would 
al s o  be expens ive to operate o Al though , as previous ly mentioned , at leas t 100 , 000 
separate ufo reports are known to be in exis tence , this total might eas ily be do­
ubled were the various "hidden" s ources for reports to become suddenly available . 
Thes e  source s include police rec ords , me terological and as tronomical regis ters , 
mil itary and defens e archive s ,  and innumerable newspaper file s . The latte r , inci­
dental ly , contain mas ses of l ocal reports of which but a minute fraction is ever 
published o The colle cting t oge ther of all the s e  reports and the trans ference of 
the resulting material to a punched-card sys tem or to a computer would be a truly 
immens e  undertaking and involve financ ial outlays of a magni tude beyond the nor­
mal re s ources of private re s earchers or l ocal s tudy groups o 

In that conne ction it i s  almo s t  certain that the sys tematic acquis ition of all . 
the s e  reports (which one day mus t  be achieved ) will only occur through a concert­
ed effort by several partic ipating groups and individuals , al l working to an ag­
reed plan o In point of fac t , this is now be ginning to happen , s ince bodie s  l ike 
Contact (UK ) and Nufon in Britain , GESAG in Be lgium , and LDLN in France , have al­
ready commenced the regular transmis s ion of reports (both old and new ) to Dr . J . 
Allen Hynek ' s  Centre for UFO Studies in Chicago , w�ich enj oys c omputer facil ities . 
In due cours e , all participat ing groups wil l re ce ive a de tailed computer print-out 
of the final overall catalogue planned to emerge from this internat ional co-oper­
ation .  

Bu t  why , it might b e  asked , bother to c irculate and channe l s o  many ufo reports 
in thi s  way? Do we not already pos s e ss enough reports to prove that ufos exis t? 
Al though one can probably answer YES to the s e c ond que s tion ,  it is als o  a fact 
that the s ignificance of any particular ufo s ighting, no matter how spectacular 
the event may have been , can ever be known unle s s  its relat ionships to other ufo 
activity can be de termined .  It would , for example , be nice to know why 3 dis cs 
were seen on a particular date over , say , Scunthorpe o �fuy weren ' t  they s e en there 
the week before , or on the following day , or a month later? By col lecting reports 
from all quarters and arranging 'them sys t ematically on a chronological bas is , pat­
terns of ufo activity emerge o Under such an arrangement , the reas on why 3 dis cs 
appeared over Scunthorpe when they did might then be c ome readily apparent . 

Such monitoring of reports , by arranging them sys tematically in s ome type of fil­
ing sys tem , enables the gl obal ac tivities of ufos to be more readily comprehended .  
Ufos operate globally without regard t o  man-made international boundaries , hence 
our s tudies of them mus t be e qually world-embracingo Gl obal coverage , of c ourse ,  
is exceedingly difficul t and expens ive to achieve satisfac torily , but through the 
s e tting up and expans ion of the c o-operating s tudy-groups jus t mentioned , whereby 
mas s ive exchange of material from all quarters becomes pos sible , it is hope d that 
numerous in-depth inves tigations of the ufo enigma expe cted to ari s e  from this co­
operation will produce s ome s e t  of reas onable answers to this enormous probl em in 
the fore s e eable future . It should als o  help us to more quickly define the actual 
parame ters of the ufo phenomenon that , as mentioned at the s tart of this paper , 
are s till very uncertainly known . 

But not every individual or s tudy-group will neces sarily want to regularly tran­
smit all the ir reports to the Chicago UFO Centre , or will ever pos s e s s  a punched­
card sys tem or a computer of the ir own . They wi l l , on the o ther hand , require a 



rel iable sys tem for recording and s toring all such ufo reports as c ome the ir way. 
Experience has shown that the be s t  sys tems provide for the s imul taneous l ogging 
of a very comprehensive range of fac ts about each cas e , and that the bes t  and 
mos t  e c onomic me thod to attain this is via a catalogue cQmposed of organized c ol­
umns into whi ch s pe cific de tails can be s e parately entere d .  Le t us examine such a 
catalogue in more de tail . 

Be cause ufos appear at all hours of the day and night over a great varie ty of 
locations in mos t  erratic fashion ,  our catalogue mus t  be capable of re cording al l 
the s e  facts , as we ll as information about numbers , types 9 and sal i ent behavioural 
patterns of ufos , of the ir effe cts on me chanical , or inanimate obj e cts , on plants 
and animals ( all phyla ) ,  and on human be ings , whe ther they land or not and , if 
they do , whe ther occupants are s een . If s o ,  then how many occupants and the ir gen­
eral s tature and numbers al s o  need to be re c orded ,  as al s o  the reactions t o  such 
events by eyewitne s s e s . The catalogue mus t als o  include a column for the ins ertion 
of original reference s  in order that rapid re trieval of all re levant fac ts may be 
effe c ted at any t ime . 

By entering all reports in the catalogue chronologically ,  and , if s everal reports 
are re ceived for the same day (as if often the cas e ) , those are arranged temporal­
ly , a more or l e s s  pre cise order in which the various ufo activities occurred over 
very wide geographical areas can be es tabl ishe d .  Such orderly s equences will in­
evitably ass is t s tudies of orthoteny ,  a la Miche l (� , and of ufocals ,  or why 
ufos appear to haunt or vis it certain lo cali ties more frequently than others . 

Since in due course every report will be accorded a rating --- based upon the ex­
tent of its component de tails or lack there of --- a further column mus t be prov­
ided in the catal ogue for ·a rating sys tem . Such a sys tem might cons i s t  of an "A" 
for firs t clas s reports , a " B" for apparently genuine reports lacking full de t­
ail s , a " C" for unsatisfactory reports that may neverthe les s pertain to genuine 
ufo manifes tations , and a "D" for reports lacking ade quate details to allow de­
finite conclus ions to be reached in any dire ction o  This rating sys tem �hould not 
be c onfused with the clas s ificati on pToposed by Jacques Vallee (22) and later�­
tended by other workers , in which reports are categorized as TYPE I, TYPE I I ,  
TYPE I I I ,  etc . 

In addition to creating and maintaining a catalogue l ike that jus t de s cribe d 
and i t  might be one confined mere ly to a s ingle county , or a definite region , or 
a s ingle c ountry --- further catalogue s might be devel oped along spe c ialized l in­
e s . One might , for example , c ompile a catalogue of l ow-level s ightings and land­
ings , as Pe ter Rogerson (21) , or a catal ogue of elec tro-magne tic effects , or one 
of animal reactions , as Gordon Cre ighton ( 5 5 ) , Dr for type of ufo oc cupants ,  e tc .  
Indeed , catalogue s  of s ome of the s e  and other segments of the ufo phenomenon have 
a�ready been attempted ( 56 ) ,  and o thers are known to be in the p ipe l ine . It is 
thus imperative that as much information be collected and arranged in spe c ialized 
catal ogue s  as pos s ible , in order that individual cas e s  can be accurately c orre l­
ated and put into perspective . At pres ent it is s carce ly pos s ible to achieve 
thiS o 

The creation of such catalogue s , more over , should als o go far towards demons t­
rating that serious ufol ogis ts are trying to pro s e cute the ir res earche s al ong 
re s pons ible s cientific l ine s o That , in turn , should ul timately arous e the much 
needed interes t of the s c ient ific fraternity , which can bring a vas t  amount of 
us eful expertise to bear upon our sub j e c t . Catal ogue s , then serve several highly 
use ful , and in s ome cas e s  vital , func tions s imultane ous ly o . 

But the compilation of catalogues is but a part of the activity s erious ufol o­
gis ts should ideally engage in o A chronologically arranged catal ogue will c ontain 

. .  
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entri e s  for local i ties only in date or tempo�al order . It would be very useful 
to have local ities arranged alphabe tical ly .  How often we want to know if or when � 
in evaluating a new report from 9 say 9  Skipton 9 earl ier ufo s  ware s ighted over 
that town . A card index des igned to re cord every known locality vis ited by ufos · 
(i . e o 9 one card for each local ity ) would 7 if arranged alphabe tically � after a 

while show that ufos h�d perhaps been reported over Skipton in 1951� 1957� 1963 
(4 times ) 9 1967 9 and 1971 . Periodic ufo vis i tations of spe cific l ocal i ties would 
then rapidly become de termined 9 and lead to enquirie s as to what ·exi s ted at the 
affe cted localities to attrac t  so much attenti on .  S tudies of local ins tal lations , 
geological forrnations 7 mineral phenomena 9 or of other features such as res ervoirs 
and cemeterie s ( JeAthat that ufos are intere s ted in both thos e  features ) , might 
reveal patterns that would repeat thems elve s in other areas where the card index 
showed recurrent vis itati ons . Thus 9 it might eventually emerge that 9 so far as 
ufos are c oncerned 9 tl1ere exis t  important common factors b e tween 9 for example ,  
Skipto�, Torquay , Par�s , and Nairobi . Alphabe tically arrange i card indexe s would 
ins tantly highlight all such behavioural trends , and 9 again , al s o  probably prove 
useful to re s earchers s tudying orthoteny and ufocal s . Ufo periodicity at specific 
s ites or in particular regions als o  has a bearing upon the problem of ufo "wave s "  
s o ,  once again , card indexes l ike thos e  jus t dis cus s e d  could p�ove o f  enormous 
value to many different ways s imultane ous ly . 

Mention of ufo wave s leads us to appre ciate that periodicity factors e s tabli shed 
via catalogtle s and card indexe s  might provide additional tools for predicting 
much more pre c i s e ly than hitherto when , and pos s ibly where , future �o waves will 
occur . Indee d 9 I hope to dis cus s this aspe ct of ufo re search much more fully in a 
forthcoming paper .  At pre s ent , the known ufo . record sugge s ts that the next maj or 
"wave " might be in 1977 , or 1978, but exactly where the greates t  c oncentrations 
of vis i t s  will occur remains uncertain . Accurate fore cas ting, of cours e , means 
that we can programme our ru�n-power and J ocate our fie � d  equipment in suitable 
l ocal ities we ll in advance of the "wave " i t self , and thE�reby monit or the whole 
event much more comprehens ively than ever before o The outcome c ould then become 
mos t  exciting for everyone . But only sys tematic re cording of information , such a s  
the alphabetical card index de s cribed 9 will permit us t o  reach this s tage . 

CONCLUSION : 

In summary 9 therefore , I would say that it is really up to all serious ufolog­
ists to " put the ir house in order" . At present it is in a rather chaotic s tate , 
even though all the ingredients for marve lous dis c overies already exis t  (albe it 
in disarray) . Purposeful team-work 9 along the line s already pursued so succe s s­
fully in Britain by NUFON , and the exchange of pertinent �nformation should be 
energetically promoted everywhere . It is no use any l onger " s itting on" li ttle 
known l ocal reports ( that may prove to be of great s ignificance ) as if they were 
pers onal property . S ens ible and co-ordinated efforts are required from everyone . 
Tnat means that everyone in the ufo arena today is equally important and that , 
provided the corre c t  outlook i s  generate d ,  anyone . at any time can make genuinely 
valuable contributions . Such contrib,ltions might take many forms o I have , for ex­
ample , indicated the vas t  number of unpubl i shed ufo reports lying in provincial 
newspaper offic e s  up and down the c ountry . Pol i te approaches to s enior newspaper 
editors usually resul t in co�operation whereby the s erious re s e archer is all owed 
acc e s s  to the relevant files . From then on it i s  a matter of many hours hard s l og 
through piles of old l e t ters , news cut tings , telex tapes , e tc o ; but the rewards 
are often amazingo It ls known that one re s earcher culled 43 previous ly unknown 
reports from the archive s of the Wes tern Evening News in Plymouth 9 and that ano t­
her obtained 106 previous ly unknown reports from the files of the Bournemouth 
Evening Echo o Hm-T �Y. other ufo reports l i e  unknown in archive s e l sewhere ? 



Old books on folkl ore 9 l o cal his t ories 9 parish records 9 defunc t s ociety maga­
zine s , and such l ike often c ontain further ufo reports dating from much earl ier 
time s o Vis its t o  librarie s are required t o  locate and extract such material o Of 
thes e ,  the main county l ibrarie s are the bes t  places for finding such material , 
al though many smaller town libraries pos s e s s  good coll e c t ions of local his toric­
al literature of all s orts a S omeone has to undertake thes e  s earche s o It c ould b e  
you o r  a group o f  you working in concert o On the as sumption that you undertake 
such a s earch 9 be sure to document every item you dis cover as ful ly as pos s ible 9 
and ensure that i t 9 or a copy of i t 9  is s ent to BUFORA 9 CONTACT (UK) 9 or NUFON 9 
the three bodies in Bri tain today dire c tly concerned with such a data collecting 
programme a 

So many things remain t o  be tackled before we can really say we know what the 
ufo phenomenon truly portends o Le t us be among thos e  who unravel the problem and 
who will be re called by pos terity as the pe ople who laid s o l id foundations. for 
the new s c ience of ufology � for make no mi s take , one day it will be accepted as 
such in all quarters o Le t us therefore has ten that day o
