One of the questions which we Qre frequently asked is "Do you believe that there

"THE LATE GEORGE ADAMSKI ON THE ANTONIO APODACA AFFAIRu 
--- --- - �- �--- ---- ___ ....

(Editorial note� when, on the occasion of his visit to London last November, Ted 
Bloecher met:Bernard Delair, and was told by him of the existence of the Antonio 
Apodaca report in Contact (UK)1s archives, he immediately recalled that a mutual 
American colleague, Lucius Farish, possessed a tape recording of a talk delivered 
by the.late George Adamski in Kansas City on November 30th., 1958, and in which 
details of the Apodaca case occurred. Upon his return to America, Mr Bloecher 
obtained a transcript of the tape from Mr Farish, which was then sent on to Bern­
ard Delair for inclusion in "Awareness" together with Ian Norrie's report from 
Mexico on the same case. Although the latter was published in the Spring 1977 is-· 

_ sue of "Awarenessn, the transcript of the Adamski . tape arrived too late for use 
in that issue, and is therefore published below. In view of their co-operation 
in making thi� material available to Contact (UK), we are delighted to present it 
under their joint names. 

All readers who have followed the Apodaca affair todate will, on reading the fol­
lowing, quickly �ppreciate that some of Adamski1s statements are inaccurate 
for example, he gives the date as 1952, whereas we know that it was 1953 -- and 
possibly embroidered. It is known, however, that Adamski visited Mexico and talked 
with several individuals who had been directly involved in investigating Apodaca1s 
claims, so, equally possibly, he drew upon various items gleaned from such sour­
ces but omitted from Apodaca's own story, itself admittedly incomplete. At this 
stage it seems best to present Adamski's version of the case exactly as transcri­
bed from the tape-recording, and to reserve commentary and discussion until the 
results of new investigations being undertaken in Mexico become known. T.he follow­
ing text, therefore, incorporates Adamski's characteristic style of talking, and, 
so far as is known, is a faithful record of what he actually said in Kansas City 
on November 30th., 1958. ) 

" • • •  On this case. When I went to Mexico, some year and a half. �go, I went to Mex­
ico City, although we stayed at Chipaula (spelling!'), and the reporter -- same 
reporter that had me interview the Mexican chauffeur, who had the contact that 
most of you read about �- and I had that chauffeur finally to lecture for the 
Mexican government officials, for whom I also have lectured -- so this reporter 
comes up and briilgs me a script. He reads it to me -- tells me all about it. "What 
do you think about it, George?" "It sounds good -- go ahead". So he read it all 
the way through. What he was doing -- he already had the story -- he wanted to 
confirm i.t by my opinion. Was the story straight or wasn't it? But later I found 
out that was known -- the story was already confirmed by the Mexican government·, 
by the major officials of that g6vernmeht. Of this particular case -- this case 
took place in th� year of '52, the same date, or same year, I mean, that I had 
the contact out in the desert. This fella had the contact same. Out there, about 
60 miles from Guadalajara. His father owned a million acres of land -- very weal­
thy people. He was educated as a high engineer. He was still taking engineering 
lessons then, and also a professor, or a teacher, at the University. Only boy in 
the family, and his father died. So he had to take over that big ranch, on which 
their were many people living and working. He took over this ranch because his 
mother alone could not handle it. 
So, after he had been there for quite some time, one bright morning -- not night, 
in the morning-- a big spacecraft appeared on the land, quite a ways from them. 
All the workmen and himself, they observed the spacecraft as it landed9 and at 



£irst he prepared himself, and he carried two guns, one on each hip, his belt full 
of ammunition. And so, what happened? He had a feeling to grab for the guns, but 
then s?mething sto�ped him, so he

First 
he thought it was some kind of new American ship (aircraft, Ed.), but then later he 
learns who they were.

And 
I've been in a number of 'em-- so, he come back --he come back, and he said the 
people • • •  What was funny, mostly, people in the square would be moving just like 
they do·in the cities here, passing each other by and all o'that, and smiling to 
one another, but never talking. It was kind o'funny to him. Then he was tald they 
didn1t have to talk-- they recognized themselves without words, through the mental 
contact, or the mental telepathy, as we call it. They greeted everybody that way. 
They didn't have to waste time in talkin1o The only time they use their sound, when 
they want to sing or make noise. That's the only time. So that was kind of funny to 
him, at the time, he says, but he learned better. 
But --he didn't want to go at first, but when they wanted to bring him back, then 
he didn't want to come back either. But they brought him back anyway.· And when· they 
brought him back - all around here, he wasn't out in the country anywhere, very 
far, so he didn't see all the things they might have, like chickens, ducks, and so

Those who have followed the previous issues of iiAt.varenessn detailing the Apodaca 
affair will quickly note that, while Adamski (who presumably spoke from memory at 
the Kansas City lecture) was wrong in some of his statements, and seems for no 
good reason to have assumed that Apodaca' s experiences \-Tere connected with Venusi­
ans and the'planet Venus, he nevertheless provides some interesting information 
respecting the alleged Mexic�n governmental investigation of the case. If the Mex­
ican authorities did investigate the affair and interview the many farm-hands ap­
parently involved, then their archives should presumably still contain documents 
relating to the case, while it is not unreasonable to suppose that at least of the 
farm-hands are still alive and available for re-interviewing. It is to be hoped 
that properly conducted investigations designe� expressly to elicit information 
about this case from all such individuals as can still be traced will be put into 
operation at the earliest possible moments and the final results published in due 
course. 

Adamski's reference to Apodaca retreatinG from publicity is most .interesting-­
especially as it seems to have been the reverse of his own personal tendencies -­

and indicates that fipodaca was, as Adamski pointed out!' not interested in financial 
gain through exploitation of his claims. This, while not in any way proving the re­
ality of Apodaca1s experiences, is nevertheless a point in its favour, and, to a 
degre� supports the conclusion reached by Bernard Delair in his separate appraisal 
of the various ingredients comprising Apodaca's narrative (1'Awareness0, Spring 
1977), the conclusion being that a definite substratum of fact underlies :the case 
as a whole. If demonstrably so? then the Apodaca affair could well turn out to be 
the most important document in the entire field of ufology. Time will tell.

The "Ch'u Tz'uu are among the ear�· 
liest known Chinese poems, and have been dated between the fifth and first cent­
uries B.C. It is rather unlikely that either of the translators would have been 
aware of the ufological implications of the material on which they were working.

for many yeexs been direc tly as s oci�ted with the pres tigious j ournal 1 1 Canadian 
UFO Report" . llny book from the pen of s o  eTiinent an authority mus t perforce 
be worth reading. Well � Mr .  Magor has jus t published " OUR UFO VISITORS 11 , and , 
prJ2i�=�bl�� it fully cones up to expectations . Indeed , s o  packed i s  it with 
fascinating details , r��y of theu publisheJ for the very firs t time , that it 
de serves several readings � 

Very wis ely 0 0UR UFO VIS ITO::lS" concentrates on a conpar2.tively linited geo­
graphical area - that encoBpas sed by Brit ish Columbia , the Yukon , and Alberta 
thereby explaining the b �ok ' s sub-title o A quite a s tonishing number of UFO 
i�cidents have occurrJ d in this region down the years , and the se are expertly 
presented by Mr .  �bgor in lucid s tyle . By focus s ing attent ion on this little 
highlighted region , Mr. Magor perforos a very great service to ufology , for it 
must surely transpire , for this ver-J reas on , that a oUR UFO VIS ITORS" will remain 
indispensable to ufologi s t s  for years to co�e . It als o  reveals that aw.es !:,!.:Cly 
large numbers of ufo incidents occur alnos t  everywhere , and that we s till know 
very little of the true number of events that occurglobally . 

Wri tten with remarkable economy , Mr .  �gor ' s  text is logical , un�biguous , 
and very readable & Enl ivened with many photographs ( s ome hitherto little known 
outs ide Canada ) and numerous fir8 t-rate l ine drawings , " OUR UFO VIS ITORS " has 
been produced to an encouragingly high s tandard . The text itself deal s not only 
with the nUQerous incidents just al luded t o , but als o  cons iders such allegedly 
associated topics as c�adia� Indian legends about slcy-gods and early space vis it­
ations , and the oore recent (�nd s till baffling) cattle mutilations that , although 
perhaps better known from various USA local ities ,  h�ve occurred on an alarming 
s cale in s everal Canadian ragions . Particularly intriguing i s  the s e ction dev­
oted to mobile land-wheels producing regular ground marks s trongly s imilar to 
those left in the 1850 ' s by the notorious "Devil "  at Topsham , Devonshire , as 
incidents featuring such devices have been observed in Canada , too . 

Mr .  Magor is . not afraid to dis cus s ufo occupants openly , and even sugges ts 
that there nay be several different groups vis iting earth , not all ,  perhaps , hav- ­
ing the saoe natives .  He al s o  finds tine to dis cus s obs ervations of inexplic­
able lunar l ights and movements , and dis cusses  them in relation to the ttoerbiger 
theory , to Lunan ' s  hypothes i s  of an orbiting alien body ,  and other pertinent it­
ems . All in all a thoroughly wide-ranging but s ober pre sentation of a Bulti­
faceted subj ect , made all the more acceptable by an interes ting though s e le ctive 
bibliography, and a oore than adequate inclPX o " OUR UFO VIS ITORS '' will provide 
many hours of fascinating reading arid should be found a place on every urolog­
i s t ' s  bookshelf . 

If n oUR UFO VISITORS" has any defe cts , other than a s o l i tary t ypographical · 
error , they will no doub t prove to be the lack of precise date s for s ome of the . 
ufo incidents de s cribe d ,  and the cooparatively high price of the volume (alth­
ough thi s  reviewer regards i t  as excellent value ) for s ome pocke ts .  If you can 
afford it , then write to the publishers at 32 1 5  Island View Road , Sa�ichton , B .

The oos t  ioportant s cientific res earch ever conducted on the UFO enigoa 
was .Perfor.oed by an internati onally knovna s cientist who s e  books were officially 
banned and burned by governoent order , and who die,� in a U . s .  federal penitent­
iary in 1957 . That nan was Wilheln Re ich ,  M . D . , a ne..n of enornous perception ,  
whose brilliant dis coverie s i n  p sychology , ,  biopsychiatry, phys ics , nedicine and 
cosnol ogy are abs olutely nind-boggling. To say the leas t ,  Re ich was lOO years 
ahead of his tine . 

As with s o  nany of our greates t  geniuse s , Wilhe lL1 Re ich ' s s cientific find­
ings threatened the e s tablished orthodoxy of his tli1e . It would be inpos s ible , 
in this _article , to dis cus s in depth the entire range of Reich ' s  work. I shall 
therefore confine this dis cus s i on to s one of the highlights of Re ich ' s  UFO re­
search , which r.rus t s tart with his �is c overy (around 1936-40) of a nass-free , 
prioordial , pre-atonic energy exis ting in our Universe .

Re ich was �ble actuE�ly to hook-up this freely available cosnic orgone energy 
to run electric uotors . Re i ch further denonstrated th�t nuclear energy �d or­
gone energy are antithe tical ; that , furthen1ore , nuclear energy explosions and 
use s  set up a reaction wi th the c o snic orgone energy which produces a highly irr­
itating and deadly new forn of energy he terned " oranur" . ( Se e  ny book ORGONE 
ENERGY for de tail s  or-Re ich ' s experli1ental verification . ) 

Today ' s phys icis ts are in a terrible diler�B . They �re coning to under­
s tand that their the ore tical ns sur1ptions regarding nuclear energy are entirely 
inadequate . Men like Prof .H . C .  Dudley , radiation phys i c i s t  of the Illinois 
Medical Center in Chicago , Ill . , realise with increas ing alard that the res�lts 
of nuclear-energy bonbs and " te s ts "  cannot be predicted according to current at­
onic energy theori e s . In an intervie\v given to the National Exchan� (March 
1977 ) Dr .  Dudley s tated " there are entire ly new concepts and new data about nuc­
lear physi c s "  that s c ientis ts refuse to take into cons ideration . " The nos t  inp­
ortant concept is the anc ient notion of the e ther , which was thought to be a gas­
l ike oediur1 filling space throughout the Univers e " .

In the early p�rt of the 1 9�0s , Re ich and his e o-workers spotted a nur�ber of 
UFOs around his re se�ch e s t�te near Rangeley ,  Maine . The high GM c ounts , phys­
ical dis tre s s  of eve�one , plus the darkening of atnosphere , were unois takably 
connec ted with the appearo.nce of the se al ien craft o To alleviate the phys ical 
dis tress , Re ich invented a s cientific apparatus which he called a " Cl oudbus ter" . 
The Cloudbus ter (des cribed in oy b ook PLf�T IN TROUBLE ) enploying the princip­
l e s  of orgone ene�gy , was able to break up the deadly radioac tive cl ouds in the 
atnosphere , and groQ�d then harnl e s s ly into flowing water . Re ich cane to under­
s tand that UFOs actually use the cosr1ic orgone energy as their propuls ive power , 
and produce a type of radioactive exhaus t  which he called "DOR" or Deadly ORgone 
energy . DOR lacl:s oJo..-ygen and water s and will attack rocks , soil ,-a tnosph�e , 
and the l iving o�ganisn in order to acquire needed nois ture . 

As de s c�ibed in ny book PUU�T IN TROUBLE , Wilhe ln Re ich nounted a res earch 
expedition into the de sert of Arizona in order to tes t his the ory that DOR was 
the principal agent behind oux increas ing world-wide drought and gl obal des ert 
developnent � Fo� this expedition ,  Re ich built two powerful Cl oudbus ters which 
he took with hin into the de sert . The Cloudbus ter has the· ability to draw large 
aoounts of cosnic o�gone . fron the atoosphere . On several occas ions s Re ich act­
ually pointed his Cl oudbus ters at s ilent , hovering s tar-like ob jects in the night 
sky which he suspe cted were not s tars at all , but were rather UFOs . The re sults 
were shocki ngo Tne s e  ob j e cts nove d ,  wavering, as if attenpting to flee the influ­
ence of the draining Cloudbus ters 9 they dinrJed ,  wobbled , and even faded out !  
(The se extraordinary events were published by Re ich in his las t book ,  CONTACT 

WITH SPACE ? and are corroborated by his s on ,  Pe ter Re ich ,  in the latter ' s  book ,  
A BOOK OF DREAMS , Harper & Row , N . Y. , 1973 ) o  

Re ich ' s  conclus i ons are grin and fas cinating. He believed that UFOs are 
re sponsibl e  for the terrible DOH-infe s tations currently causing world-wide weather 
chaos and global des ert devel opnent . MY own pers onal re s earch in the North­
wes tern United State s , us ing Re ich ' s inventions , tends fully to corroborate 
Reich ' s  findings e Ufologi s t s  everywhere are coning to the re alisation that 
"Perhaps Re ich wasn 1 t s o  crazy after all ! �t- More cmd nore re searchers are begin­
ning to see the truth regarding Re ich ' s connections be tween UFO ac tivi ty and 
planetary des ert deve lopnent . Any region that has a high incidence of UFO ac t­
ivity , s ooner or later succunbs to de sert deve l opnent , with grave water shortages , 
water-tables dropping9 rivers and s treans drying up , along with chaotic weather 
patte rns , e±c .

Today , Dr .  Baker edits The t[o�a_l__?f _QF_g_�_Epgz_ (Box 565 , Ans onia S tation ,  New � 
York , N . Y. , 10023 ,  USA .) which c ontinues to publish s cientific 'verification of 
Re ich ' s  work by outs tanding c ontenporary s c ientis ts .

Nevertheless , for the nos t part , s o-called s cientific ufol ogis ts refuse to 
take Rei ch 1 s  vi tal dis c overies serious ly .  They wil l not s tudy the s c ientific 
evidence , nuch less dupl icate Re ich ' s  procedures ; and they re fuse to touch the 
contenporary evidence currently be ing published by those few , c ourage ous sc ien­
tis ts who are �rrying out Re ich ' s  work in the United States .

If UFOs are a oaj or caus al fac tor , then it is inper�tive th�t world 
governoents take iooediate concerted action to us e Re ich ' s  dis c overies in rev­
ers ing a trend which will cause Earth to becooe another desert was teland , l ike 
the Moon and Mars .

Acc ording to a top space s c ientis t ,  who is convinced Earth is be ing vis i ted 
daily by intell igently controlled UFOs , the u . s .  Governoent knows oore about the 
vis itations that it is will ing to adoi t. 

Nuclear phys ic i s t  Stan ton To FriefuJan of Redondo Beach , Cal ifornia , s ays he 
has proof that Washington has never ceased in i ts probe of UFOs , al though it has 
tried to nake the public think it has . 

Mr .  Friedoan has nade a s tudy of the sub j e c t  for the pas t twelve years . He · 

is currently engaging in a Public Relations canpaign de s igned to convince as nany 
people as pos s ible that UFOs are real , and c oning here fron s ane dis tant s olar 
sys ten . As part of his work , he has , in the pas t two years , vi s ited nearly lOO 
college s  and univer s i ties t o  s peak on the sub j e c t .  

Mr. Friedoan has reveal e d  that a s  early a s  the late 1 940 ' s ,  the Departnent 
of Defence expre s s ed concern · that the ir then top-se cre t  rocke t te s t ing grounds 
at Alanogordo , New Mexico , were be ing vis i ted alno s t nightly by s trange , glowing 
sphere s .  In fact , s ays Mr . Friednan , several nil itary filos taken of the ac tual 
nis sile te s t  showed illuoinated l ights buzz ing around the jus t-launched flying 
weapons . "Early se cre cy was oa:i,.ntained" according to the proninent nenber of 
the .Anerican Institute of Aeronautics and As tY-'onautics 7 " becaus e it was feared 
that the public would panic at the knowle dge that extra-ter�e s trial vi s i tors 
were in our atno sphere . "  

Mr .  Friedoan naintains that the U S govennr1ent i s  s t ill c�rned with in­
ves tigating the sub ject , in private , behind tightly-barred do ors . " I·�ave been 
inforoed - off the re cord � by reliable s ources ,  that the governoent has curr­
ently under way two pro j e c t s  to inve s tigate UFOs that are not known t o  the Pre s s  
o r  the general pub l ic • Pro j e c t  Bluebook , the official nane given t o  the Air 
Force probe of UFOs until i t  was closed in 1969 , was no nore than a Public Re l­
ati ons cover-up . S ince the early 1 950 ' s ,  the Air Force policy has been one of 
ridiculing then away . But if there are interplane tary trave l lers . c oBing here , 

we shoul d be inforoec . Already we see a new attitude on the part of s ever­
al fore ign na tions . Re cently , the French Minis ter of Defence went on nationwide 
te levis ion in his c ountry and announced that UFOs did indee d  exist , and were nore 
than l ike ly interplane tary voyagers . Als o ,  s everal ·south ABerican nations have 
s oftened their pol icy and news reports appear in both large and snal l  papers on 
a day to day basis te lling about s tartl ing and incredible encounters with thes e  
craft" 

The acadenic s pace prober nade it clear that the lunar landings of the 
pas t several years have influenced very nany people to accept the p o s s ibility 
that vle are not the only inhabitants of the vas t  Universe . " It s e eos t ine 
finally t o  re c ognis e  that no t only is our s olar sys ten not anything really spe c­
ial , ex�ept t o  us , but that the total i ty of Man ' s  h i s t ory on thi s  plane t is , 
in the larger s chene of things , no nore inpre s s ive or s ignifi�� .nt than the 
total his tory of a beehive . n  



SELECTETI UFO REPORTS

The following s eries of British ufo reports have been taken from Data Res earch ' s  
archives for the pres ent year (1977 ) and are , in fact ,  a selection of thos e  amas­
sed duripg the firs t quarter . It should be s tres s ed , however ,  that al though-- cert­
ain correlations can already be detected be tween s ome of thes e  cas es and others 
from overseas localities for the s ame period , s everal of the s ightings are s till 
ur1der inves tigation thereby precluding final as ses sments to be made for s ome ev­
ents . The pres ent reports are pres ented chronologically . 

Jan . ls t . ,  1977 � 01 � 30 hours . (inves tigated by Roy Fisher ) . 

Two eyewitnes s e s  in a car at Chipperfield , Herts . ,  watched a s ilent round white 
object -- the s ize of a football at arm ' s  length -- hover for almos t  an hour be­
fore it moved off with a bobbing motion towards Berkhams tead , over which place it 
suddenly vanished � 

Jan . 9th . , 1977 � evening (exact hour uncertain ) . 

Several pers ons saw an oval shaped ob j ect ? having a large white light and a large 
flashing red light , in the sky over Kiddermins ter ? Worces tershire . It should be 
noted that at 6 . 5 5 p .m.  on this date a deep red oval obj e c t  was als o  s een at Hun­
tington near Cannock , Staffordshi�e , where it was seen to come out of and then 
return to an isolated cloud (see Northern UFO News , 34 , 1977 , p . 5 ) . Temporally 
and geographically thes e  s igl1tings are sufficiently close for the two obj e c ts to 
have perhaps been in real ity one and the same obj ect . 

Jan . 26th . , 1977 � time uncertain .  

Three witnes ses ? including two airmen ? a t  RAF Credenhill , near Hereford , watched 
an oblong obj ect having eight red l ights pas s  at no great height acros s  the sky 
while making a noise like that of a j e t  engine moving slowly and at low altitude . 
All the observers were adamant that no type of conventional airc�aft was involved . 

Jan. 26th . , l97l: time uncertain . 

Ruby Williams and a flat-mate saw a ball of l ight , coloured white and orange , pass 
over Deganwy , Gwynedd , Wales .  

Jan . 26th . , 1 977 ; 08 . 45 hours . 

A lone witnes s  saw a fas t  moving s ilver coloured bulle t· �shaped object race acro s s  
the sky between clouds over Belper , Derbyshire . Compare this s ighting -·- recorded 
in Northern QEQ News , 34 , 1977 , p . 5 --- with the two immediately above . 

Jan . 27th . ,  1 9]7 �  16 . 45 hours . 

Three observers saw a very low altitude ob j ect like a flattened grapefruit ,  having 
encircling windows and a s trange down-turned pipelike apparatus at the rear ( ? ) , 
hover over a woodyard at Bridlington , Humbers ide . While it was in the area , mach­
inery in a nearby factory failed to function and s everal wris t-watches unacc�unt­
ably s topped . The witnesses  als o suffered mild phys ical affec ts (see Northern UFO 
�ews , 3 5-3 6 , 1977 , pp . S-9 ) . 

Feb . 4 th . , 1977 : 02 . 2 5 hours . 

An AA patrolman driving along the A500 at Basford , Staffordshire , saw a fairly low 
flying luminous orange obj ect that apparently caused chronic s tatic on his radio 
as long as it remained in his vicinity . The ob ject was s ighted by a second percip� 
ient independently , and radio interference was s imul taneously experienced at S taf-

ford Police headquarters . 

Feb . 7th .J 1 977 : about 12 . 30 ho�.· 

Pupils at Edenhurs t preparatory s chool � Newcas tle-under-Lyme 7 Staffordshire , saw 
a grey-nued flattened .cigar-like ob j ec t  moving sl owly in a kind of vapour or mis t .  
The obj e.c t then become thinner ?  changed colour t o  orange , and then t o  green , as it 
proceeded ESE over the rooftops . It was vis ible for approximately lS minutes .  

Feb . l3th . , 1977 � 2 1 . 00 hours . 

Two �itne s ses , flee tingly joined by a third , watched an unusually bright " s tar" , 
flanked by two small red lights ? moving slowly from N . to S . , and then stop and re­
trace its cours e ,  after a while turning suddenly due W. It was vis ible for about 
10 minutes , during which period it fluctuated continuous ly be tween a mere pinpoint 
of light to the s ize of a small pea at arm ' s length . The locality was Noak Hill 
village , Brentwood , Es sex .  

( inve stigated by Brian Panter) 

Two yofing ladies observed for a period of 5 minutes at suns e t , a saucer shaped ob­
ject having 2 red lights and a blue-green centre des cend vertically over Corby , 
Northamptonshire . The object ? which then hovered , displayed red ,  blue , and green 
lights rotating round an encircling band . It disappeared jus t as the Sun s e t . 

Mar . 4th . , 1 977 � 20 .QQ_ p.o��- ( inves tigated by Brian Panter ) 

A lone witness at Oxenden , Northamptonshire , saw an elliptical obj ect in the sky 
near her home . It changed colour from white , to red ,  to green , and back to white . 
Vis ible about 1! minutes , the object  was s ilent , slow moving, and an estimated alt­
itude of about 500 fee t .  

Mar . 4 th . ,  1 977 � _between 20 . 40 and 22 . 00 hours . ( investigated by Paul Waine ) 

9-year old Tina Kelly watched a large three-pointed object in the sky near or over 
Lytham St .Anne ' s , Lancashire . It had a yellow l ight at the end of each point , and 
3 red lights clus tered underneath . The obj ect  alternately hovered ,  spun ,  changed 
direction sharply? and pulsated . Tina , who was not unnaturally fearful , es timated 
the speed as about 20 mph . , the neight above ground level as s ome 60 fee t ,  and that 
it approached to within 40 yards of her . 
It is noteworthy that at on the same date , a cigar-shaped ob ject  with triangular 
fins on the upper and lower margins was seen at 20 . 50 hours over Blackpool ? that at 
20 . 00 hours a s ilvery sphere was obs erved at a point between Whaley Bridge and 
Chape l-en-le-Frith , Derbyshire � that at 20 . 45 hours mul ti-coloured l ights were s een 
from Ros sendale , Lancashire ; and that at . l6 . 3 5  hours a cigar-shaped ob j ect was s een 
over Halifax , Wes t  Yorkshire , where three photographs were taken of it . All thes e  
events appear to have been a part of concentrated ufo activi ty o n  this date . 

Mar . 24th . , 1977 � 21 . 32 hours . ( inves tigated by Paul Waine ) 

A prcrfe s sional geologis t (anonymity reque s ted ) saw a fas t moving yellow-white light 
near Pre s ton , Lancashire . Initially moving WSW to ENE it suddenly al tered direction 
to NNE:. It was surrounded by an aura of s teady l ight . It was not a satelli te .
