Ever since 1947, when ufos first burst into public attention, the subject of 
ufos ·has never been far below the surface, although from time to time there 
have been periods when interest in these enigmas appear to have been at low 
ebb,·at.least as far as the media and the public in general have been con­
cerne·d. Currently He are, it seems, at a period of high interest. This new 
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enthusiosm hc:.s undoubtedly been gener2..ted ·by the appearance this year of 
two rr:{qyh-heralded films 9 HStar viars11 and' "Close :Encounters of the Third 
Kind19o Both9 it is understood, have been-box-office hitso But "Star Wars" 
had little to do with ufos proper, and was really an updated and more so­
phisticated version of the old Flash Gordon films 2�d Dan Dare conic 
strips of some years ago. Polished and technically impressive9 the main 

.. theme of the story was essentially one of good.a.��st e.v.-.il and altoget­
her aimed at escapism. Intellectually it \vas i:opoverished and no doubt 
only appreciated by schoolboys or those who have retained a schoolboy men­
talityo 

"Close :Encounters of the Third Kind" is an entirely different type of film 
that relies on cinematic \vizardry only in its closing sequences, where 
they are every bit as awesome as the i'Star 1tlarsH sets o The film explores 
the possibility that ufos �nd some alien intelligence is trying to commun­
icate with earthlingso The story is credible only to those familiar with 
the known ufo recordo }funy parts of the story are based9 sometimes closely 
but sometimes loosely9 on actual ufo events that are alleged to have real­
ly taken place. The manner-by which these are portrayed on the screen is 
seldom really convincing, despite technical and special effects. Certainly 
fe1v people who have -seen this film will really be convinced that ufos or 
alien intelligences truly exist9 only that they m� existo So much more· 
might have been done to make the case-ba·sed episodes in this film more 
credible. A great opportunity losto Box office returns, one supposes, are 
always the priTie considerationso 

It might be thought that the above synopses of these two already very fa­
mous films are a bit hard on their makers and on those who nay have enjoy­
ed theno This editorial, however, does not set out to review either these 
or any other filns, a process which, after all, is inevitably subjectiveo 
It does, however, point firoly to these filus as failures to aquaint the 
nan-in-the-street with the true ufo si��tiono Both filbs rely heavily on 
spectacular sets and hair-raising scenes. As s�ch both are fine entertain­
Dent, but neither properly succeeds in revealing very ouch about the great 
ufo probleu to the general publico Possibly neither was intended to acco:o­
plish that, although the second fil:o publically clains to be directly as­
ociated with ufos .. In that case the filn utterly fails to lay out_ the_real 
ufo saga, despite its references to BerBuda Triangle type activity (itself 
not yet indisputably linked to the ufo phenonenon), one \<rhich9 even if 

·given straight, is replete enough with sufficient spectacle and hair-raising 
ingedients to satisfy the nost box-office r1inded fil:o directoro So, regret� 
tably the public arelittle wiser about ufos than b�fore these filws came 
alongo As has been said, a great opportunity losto 

. Judging, however, fron the public response rnoni tored by Contact (UK) to 
the prefiln press coverage of °Close :Encounters of the Third Kindn, men 
and wonen of all ages and fron all \valks of life continue to sight ufos in 
Earth's skies, and in large nunberso I'Iost of the known British ufo groups 
have been swauped with reports fron the public, who, quite clearly, were 
hitherto unaware of the very existence of many of these groups, and did 
knovr to whon to send in their reports o No\-{ they doo 

Let us9 therefore9 learn soue lessons froD the shortcomings of the various 
events described above9 and9 each of us, help to pronote the cause of ufos 
and ufology ever Qore stronglyo Lessons well learnt are rare, but surely 

· not beyond our capacity. The Editoro 



MYSTERY "HELICOPTERS"

Late in 1973 and throughout.l974, I became very interested in the sightings o£ 
a "mystery helicopter" made in Cheshira, Derbyshire!' �d Staffordshire. What, 
it may be asked, have such things to do with ufos? Well, perhaps they may · hava 
a great deal to do with the.u£o problem, as this article suggests. Here I shall 
present some early thoughts on what the mystery "helicopters" could be, leaving 
it to readers to form their own final conclusions. Suffice to say that there 
are reasonable grounds for supposing a connection to exist between both types. 
of aerial phenomena. 

The first recorded sighting in the above area of a mystery helicopter occurred 
on October 26tho9 1973 (1). This date, incidentally, was a major ufo peak day 
in the USA. The "copter"-(for brevity's sake I shall henceforth refer to these 
unidentif'ied vehicles_as "copters") was seen flying at a low altitude around 
BUxton, in Derbyshire. It is interesting to note that, at first, police .receiv­
ed calls from witnesses reporting a light€d cigar-shaped object streaking over 
the Pennines. One caller said that he had seen the object head out to sea 'near 
Scarborough, Yorkshire. �tr Martin Dale, a civil engineer of Abbey Dale road, 
Sheffield, said "I did not think the missile was a helicopter --- it was more 
like a flying saucer, 40 feet in diameter" (2). Also, Mr Terry Jones, a physics 
student, said "I s�w it at 11.30 pm. It was heading east and looked cigar shaped. 
I would not have said it was a helicopter". The "helicopter" identification came· 
from the Buxton po�ice, and was confirmed in a letter received from .them by 
MA.PIT. 

The . next re corded sighting 1vas on the 14th January, 197 4 9 and centred around 
Goostrey, Cheshire, and the Hope Valley, Derbyshire (3). A full list of the ot­
her sightings made about or just after this date is given at the end of this 
article. On January 14th., however, the copter was landing in or hovering over 
fields, using only a bright searchlight, hovering over houses 9 and flying in and 
out of' pylons, the latter a very dangerous manoeuvre. What possible motive· could 
any official body have fvr this type of behaviour? Indeed, it was so curious 
that the Special Branch was called in to try and solve the mystery. One theory 
raised at the time was that the activity was linked to possible IRA.movements. 
The copter was even featured in the traal of · Donald Neilson (the Black Panther) 
over the· tragic death of Lesley Whittle (1; 2). 
At the time of· the 1974 sightings I was working at Manchester Airport, where 
many civil airline and helicopter pilots told me that no pilot could manoeuvre 
in the manner that the mystery copier could. Captain Richard ("Dick") Hansen, a 
pilot f�r the Ferranti Company, said "The weather has been much too bad for any 
self-respecting pilot. Hellcopters are unstable, and at night, with·no hortzon, 
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there is no possible way of hovering above the ground". He also added that he 
thought the copter was a "large size modeln. One interesting point concerns 
the terrific noise it makes9 and that another concerns the fact that only the 
outline of the object has been reported, everythL�g within it.being dark.(�). 

In Bri :tain, as mystery copters wore sigb.ted almost nightly in January, so in 
Canada reports of "tailles helicopters" and cigar-shaped objects (]_); were be­
ing made virtually simultaneously (8). Previously9 in the October 1973 issue of 
SKYWATCH, I had written the follo-vringg "they (the ufos) could well have instru­
ments capable of giving off solmd effectsH. Another recent writer who has dis­
cussed the possible ufological �onnecti.ons of these mysterious objects 9. has 
wondered� "If none of these mystery 'jets' and ;helicopters' were of terrestr­
ial origin, one begins to pe:r�eive why the reJ..evant authorities persistently 
denied owning or despatching them� &�d why many contemporary ufologists9 upon 
receiving such denial�, concluded that those authorities were being less than 
honest in their disclaimers. If such objects were alien devices that ·purposely 
mimicked equivalent terrestrial air craft, then the authorities were actually 
being totally honest, and were, no doubt, as baffled by the events as the per­
cipientso The true interpretation of such incidents may involve very different 
agencies from those that9 on the surface, could lie behind the presence and op­
eration of these objects in our skies"'� (_2). 
In view of their supposed, and indeed often demonstrated, technical prowess, is 
it not too much to conclude that ufos could assume the external appearance of 
stars, clouds9 helicopters and aircraft, very much as Delair has suggested? In 
an interesting article (10), Johr1 Barkinson has reached similar conclusions, and 
addsg "From my observations of ufos over Kirkby in 1964 and since, I KNOW ufos 
exist beyond a sha,dow of a doub-co 'lna-G light aircraft could well be used for. 
short range reconna:i.ssance wi thcut CGusing suspicion. Our so-called ufos ·look 
like stars in certain cases (see "UFOS OVER KIRKBY", by JaParkinson). When de­
aling with· an alien science9 .we should remember that all things are possible, 
and that ';lE are coY' cerned only with HEN" • 

As to ufo origins I remain open-minded9 these�stery copter sightings, however, 
possess many points of similarity with low�level �fo encounters, and I believe. 
that this aspect of ufo rePearch 3hould be studied in much more detail than 
hitherto. I hope to produce a special report on Br.;_tish mystery helicopters in 
the future9 and lay before interested bodies all relevant information. Anyone:

(Editorial Introductiong the January 1 977  issue of the �Bulletin (see "The 
HUr� Encounteru, vol.49 nogl9 PPc2-5) carried an account of a series of re­
markable events ·concerning a resident of Huron9 Ohio, in which ufq�, unknown 
e�tities, extraordinary animal reactions, and the premature flowering of plants 
featured prominentlyo That resident9 who ·at one stage suffered great discomfort­
ure (including temporary but severe curtailment of vision) due to ufo activity, 
was 44 years-old Miss Vera LaPerryo As a result of following up the incidents 
recorded in the Eden Bulletin1 Miss Perry subsequently divulged a great deal 
more· detail respecting her experiences and those of others resident in her gen­
eral neighbourhoodc F.vent�lly sbe accepted Contact (UK)'s invitation to act'as 
their representative and field investigator in Ohio9 since when she has regular­
ly supplied additional news and reports of what indeed seems to be a veritable 
blizzard o� ufo oriented events in that American state. 
The following pages chronologically record Miss Perry's astonishing experiences, 
together with those of several of her neighbours, up to the present time, and 
constitute almost a micro-overview, as it were, of the entire ufo phenomenon as 
that is. presently understood by the majority of ufologists. The events previously 
described in the Eden Bulletin are republished here with various amplifications 
received from Miss Perry since that journal first printed Miss Perry's account. 
A further advantage of reprinting these details revolves around the fact .that thfr 
Eden Bulletin is not readily available to many readers in the British Isles, their 
inclusion here serving also to create a fuller and more comprehensive account). 
Long resident in the Huron (Ohio) area (see fig.l), where I raise thoroughbred 
dogs and operate a ken:�els, my first experience of the ufo phenomenon occurred 
one evening in the late Spring of 1962 (exact date not recalled). I had taken my 
dog "Brownie" out .for his evening run in the field opposite my house. The time, 
was approximately lO.OOpm., and the weather clear and dry. We had been out about 
5 mLDutes when a glowing red cigar-shaped object was seen moving in the sky . from 
West to East (see fig. 2a). As it approached, the object suddenly turned a searing 
white beam of dazzling light upon me. I was momentarily blinded and stood rooted 
to the spot, while a hot tingling sensation coursed through my face and body. The 
light beam was then extinguished, upon which my first impulse was to run and try 
to hide among the leafy trees and bushes that borded the nearby road �- the clo­
sest cover I could reach before the object would be upon me. A sharp command 
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brought "Brovmie" to my s ide , and we both ran out of the field� acros s  the 
road , and into the bushes. The obje ct steadily approached ,  and began circl­
ing the immediate area in which we were hidingo The light beam was turned on 
again , and seemed to pene trate everything it shone upon . After circling four 
times 9 the objec t  moved off , very low , over an old pencil factory_-:ri�arby .. 

Thinking that the object was leaving, we somewhat imprudently emerged ··from .. 
our hiding-place . Suddenly the ufo turned completely round and hea'a.ed back 
towards our position. Swiftly re treating into the .bushe s_-again,· "Brownie" 
and I watched the object, from underneath the leafy branches I pulled down 
low over us , circle the . lower end of my property , where there was more open 
space and fewer bushes .  Circling at least four times� pene trating everything 
with that brilliant beam of light� the object then returned to the area of 
bushes in which we were hiding, where it again s earched everything with that 
terrible light . Eventually , it moved off· in the direc tion from which it had 
firs t appeared , all the while climbing higher into the sky. After a short 
while it suddenly put on a tremendous burst af speed , and , in seconds , had 
disappeared .  It's velocity was unbelievable .  

Very cautiously , "Brownie" and I emerged once more from our refuge, s crutin­
izing the. sky carefully before making a dash to my driveway and into my house. 
The relief that engulfed me at that point was �utterable 9  while shutting and 
locking do�� induced a feeling of gr�ater security , although in subs e�uent 
years , due· L� some of the later exper1ences I went through ( s ee follow1ng pa­
ges ) , . I realize that the mere bolting and locking of doors and windows would 
not have s topped alien entities from entering my house had they wished to do 
so at the timeo I noticed that the time was then 10 . 50pm . 

"Brownie" was trembling violently , and his eyes had a terrified ,  wild expres­
s ion . Some thirty minutes later, a pain s tarted in my head over my eyes . I 
assumed this to be a headache generated by the s evere nervous s train I had 
just undergone . Ten minutes tater , however , the pain enveloped my whole head 
and began to permeate the res t  of my body . I s tarted to feel s ick , and my eyes 
started to burn and fe el watery . Re tiring to bed , I failed to get much s leep 
due to the intense aching, managing only a few moments of fitful " shuteye" at . 
a time. Morning found me barely able to raise my head off the pillow. I was 
als o blind , in that ·I could scarcely see  more than two fee t in front of my 
face; my eyes fel t like burning c oals . 

Four days later , all thes e  aches and pains , and the nausea , slowly diminished 
and my eyes ight re turned s teadily. After a week I had

.
re tlirned to normality . 

Nonetheles s , while they las ted , thes e  strange affli"ctions added up to one of 
the mos t  unpleasant periods in �y life that I have ever experienced . 

MY next encounter with the ufo phenomenon occurred on June 8tho , 1975, when , 
around 10 . 00 pm. , I noticed brilliant white l{ghts flashing in the sky to the 
southwe s t  of Huron . At the time I was walking my dogs , the evening being clear 
and very beautiful with the stars twinkling brightly. Thinking that a ·s torm 
was brewing, I lis tened intently for the roll of dis tant thunder . As I heard 
none , I concluded that the storm was too far distant to hear. Later , I wond­
ered where the storm went as it never vis ited my district. In the l o cal paper 
the next day I read the following article , evidently a response to enquiries 
made by other local re s idents. 

"BRILLIANT LIGHTS ARE LAID TO MA.NEUVERS . 
Army maneuvers are being conducted at the National Aeronautics and Space 
Adminis tration (NASA ) · fac ility at Plum Brooks , Perkins Township , police 
reported today,. 



The maneuvers, say police, account for the flashing lights observed last 
night by several township residents". 
(Sandusky (OH) Register, Monday, June 9th. , 19759 p.A.ll) 

Interestingly, dirty-looking grey-black clouds hung over the apparent storm 
area all the follovring day. 

November lsto, 1975, was the date of my next experience of the ufo phenomenon. 
It occurred at approximately 6.15 pm., while I was at the South Shore Shopping 
Centre in Vermilion9 Ohio (see fig.l), when, again, the weather was clear and 
dry.. I had loaded my shopping into my ca:c - a 2-door Buick "Skylarkn sedan -­
and was slowly driving towards th0 carpark exit when I noticed a huge reddish­
orange light approaching from the eastern part of the sky. Momentarily stopping 
the car to obtaLn a better view of the object, which now exhibited a small pale 
yellow light beneath the main orang� light, I could begin to make out its sha­
pe, \<rhich re3embled a lozenge 9 it \vas surrounded by a yellowish glow (see: Fig. 
2b) .. So intigued was I at watching this object that I forgot about the traffic 
behind me9 until I was abruptly reminded of the situation by the blaring horns 
of cars quequing behind me, their owners and drivers either ignoring or being 
unaware of the light I was observing. 

After exiting left at the traffic lights onto Cleveland Road West, I began head­
ing towards Huron, and again searched the skies for the object. I soon located 
it, apparently passillg over the carpark I had just vacatedo From my new vantage 
point I had a full side view of the object9 which showed it to be generally wed­
ge shaped and about as large or possibly a little larger than a jet-plane;· it­
featured a row of alternately arrange-red and pale yellow lights along its entire 
length (see fig.2c). The main body of the object was coloured a dark-grey. I 
maintained surveillance of che object as I drove at moderate speed, seeing the 
widest end suddenly tilt upwards at approximately a 45° angle, upon which the: 
object began to climb into the sky .. Momentarily diverted by some congested traf­
fic I found myself approaching, I was, on resuming my search a few moments later9 
unable to relocate the object anywhere in the sky. 

In due course, upon returning home9 I told my sister all that I had seen, at 
which she remarked that my description was closely similar to that of a triang­
ular ufo featured in the Sept�9tho(l975) issue of the National Enquirer magazine� 
which she clearly recollected. I later saw a copy of this issue and located the 
relevant article and illustration. The similarity between the two objects was 
very noticeable. My sister, who works night hours where she is employed, arrived 
home very excited on the morning of November 12tho9 1975, and asked if I had 
heard the Cleveland radio-station (��ME) announcement that a deputy sheriff and 
two or three othe� people at Madison (Ohio) had, on November 11th., watched a 
triangular ufo carrying blue and white lights hover for a few moments over a 
high tension wire and then shoot off out of sighto She suggested that I call the 
radio�station and tell them about my sighting of November lsto After muchswitch­
board delay, I even�qlly spoke with a man who, as soon as mentioned the name 
Vermilion, became quite excited and told me that my sighting "tallys up perfect­
ly with what someone else sa\.r on the other side of town" at the same time. This 
unexpected confirnk�tion by an independent witness was especially reassuring, and 
demonstrated not only the reality of the ·object I observed but its similarity of 
shape to widely separatel witnesses. 

The next episode occurred one night during early April 1976 (exact date unnoted). 
I had been asleep for some while 9 when I was suddenly aroused by the savage gro\.r­
ling of my dogs, becoming almost instantly aware of a heavy stench in the air, 
permeating the entire room. Puzzled, as I could not think what animal gave off 
such an offensive odour, I got out of bed to look out of the bedroom window .. I 



do 
sa\v nothing but the blackness of the night, although could hear something mov­
ing about and snapping twigso The stench9 like that of rotten-eggs, was so 
overpowering that I was forced to back away from the window, and I began to 
feel physically sick. Meanwhile, the dogs kept up their fierce growling, some­
thing they continued· for at least a couple of hours --- the length of time 
the stench persisted. Gradually the dra.edful smell faded away, my dogs settled. 
down, and I finally went back to sleep, albeit a fitful one. The next morning 
I minutely examined the environs of my house for tracks or signs of the intru­
der. I fUlly expected to see an�mal tracks, but the ground was so·dry and har� 
that no sign�. were. visible. Numerous twigs and branches, however, had been 
broken off nearby bus�es� althou�h not in a fashion that enabled me to deter­
min� who or what had been responsible for the damageQ 

Not long after my experience with the nsmell119 and still in April 1976 (exact 
date unremembered ) � I was suddenly and for no apparent reason woken from my 
sleep. My su.bconcious screamed a warning at me that I \'ras not alone. Glancing 
toward the doorway, I was appalled to see standing upright there the figure 
of a manlike being approximately 6 feet tall. He9 or it9 was d�essed in a 
greyish coloured suit having a neckline of rounded shape. The facial colour 
resembled that of a mushroom (a dirty white ) s v1nile brownish tinged areas oc­
cupied the positions where eyes normally area These areas were large and they 
curved roltnd the side of the entity's head9 bu� I couldn't actually detect 
eyes proper9 even though the being seemed to be looking straight at me. Nor 
could. I see any nasal openings. The mouth, however, was a thin straight line 
(�ee fig.2d ) . I w�s terrified, and fcund myself sitting up in bed screaming 
my head off, upon which the entity vanished. Needless to say, I failed to get 
any more sleep that night, for every time I closcJ my eyes I could see the 
strange being staring at me. 

The next episode occurred during the first week of ��y 1976 , at approximately 
10 o'clock, or a li�tle after that, one evening. I was again walking my dogs, 
when suddenly, apparently away over Lake Erie (see figol), an extremely long 
pink oval light flashed in the sky only to disa�pear almost immediately. Al­
though I watched tl_e sky intently thereafter, no further flashes or any other 
anomalous phenomena took place? 

Two nights later .. hm-rever, when I was once more out with my dogs at about the. 
same hour, I saw, moving f�om the north towards the southern sector of the sky, 
a pink coloured disc, similar to the oval that had flashed over Lake Erie two 
nights previouslyo As the disc moved noiselessly on its way, it looked as tho­
ugh steam or vapour was issuing from it. It eventually disappeared from sigh� 
behind a stand of trees. 

Only four nights later, when� again, I was exercising my dogs, being in fact on 
my way in with them, I suddenly saw a brilliant white arc of light shoot out of 
the s�r. The hour was late in the evening, and the arc appeared to be about the 
width of a rainbow. I stopped in my tracks and wondered what I had seen. Than 
another brilliant white flash occurred, shaped as in fig.2e. It was succeeded 
by two more similarly shaped9 which were in turn followed by two sweeping white 
arcs of light in quick succession. Almost instantly I was reminded of the myst­
erious briiht flashes I and others had seen in June 1975, practically one year 
earlier. Tnis time I four1d it most difficult to believe th�t NASA experiments 
were responsible for these latest sky flashes and arcs. Calling my dogs, we all 
hurried homewards, but I only had taken a few steps before another white light, 
that illQminated a portion of the road onto which my house fronts. Also illumin­
ated was a row of rose bushes, some flowers and two mock-orange bushes bordering 
the yard near which I was then standingo At this juncture I saw a most oddly 



shaped light (fig.2f) shinning upon one of ·the --mock-orange bushes. Thinkingthat 
a car was approaching and that the light was cast by its oncoming headlamps,.I 
turned to see who it was. No car, nor indeed anyone, was in sighto Dumbfounded, 
I tried desperately to think of a plausible eXplanation for the extraordinary 
phenomenon. The light continued to illuminate the area and vege.tation just des­
cribe�, for _approximately five minutes, yet it came frQm no visible_ source. 
Thent as if somebody had pulled a switch, the light was gone. Giving the dogs _a 
curt command, and being not a. �ittle unnerved, I hastened in doors. 

Shortly after this, I began to feel· nervous and uneasy, developed a headache,. 
extreme nausea, a sore throat, glandular swellings in my neck, and generally 
felt as-though I was fast succumbing to a particularly virulent cold. Remedies 
usually taken to combat severe colds failed to have any noticeable effeet, and, 
worse stiil, some of ·the dogs also started vomitting and had fevers. Eventuall� 
after some truiy wretched moments, better health returned. 

For the day and a half immediately following the above manifestation of strange 
arcs and lights, the atmosphere was oppressive and hard to breathe, while dirty· 
looking grey clouds hung almost motionless over the area, exactly as had those 
that had formed after- the mystery sky flashes the previous June near Perkins. 
I found it perplexing that virtually identical sets of sky phenomena had been 
observed almost a year apart, and that while the first set had been officially 
attributed to NASA manoeuvres, the second was, upon telephone enquiries I made 
of NASA officials, just as categorically denied as having any military con­
nections whatsoevero Even more puzzling was what happened to the buds on the 
mock-orange trees four days later. These, at that time of the year, still had. 
several weeks to go before flowering coul_d be expected. Yet, four days after 
being mysteriously illuminated from some undiscernible source, they were in 
full bloom. 

Latterly, I have often noticed that when the dogs are being exercised they are 
seeming�y on "pins and needles", acting as though something unseen is nearby 
and they are trying to find.it. Normally, the dogs are exercised for 10 to 15 
minutes each evening, so imagine my surprise when, on the evening after the 
second set of sky flashes detailed ·above (and which-collectively only seemed 
to_occupy a few-minutes of time), I found on re turning to the house that I had 
been absent from it for almost 50 minutes. I have never satisfied myself as to 
how I contrived to lose the better part of half an hour that evening. 

No further abnormalities occurred until February 9th., 1977 , when, at approxi­
mately 8.50 pm.,.the dogs became restless and began pacing through the house, 
stopping every now and then, and raising their heads high as if they were lis­
tening to, or for,·. something. The dogs who were outside were making a half-bark 
ending with a howl. By 9.05 pm. the dogs in the house were going frantic, run­

ning from room to room, and barking-and snarling quite savagely. Glancing out 
of a window, I saw a gigantic white light almost as large as a full moon, and 
as brilliant as a flood-light, hanging in the western part of the sky. Going 
outside for a clearer view, I saw it to be of circular shape and _possessing a 
yellow-white hue9 it also had a flashing red light on top and an-other below 
(see fig.2g). It then suddenly assumed a diamond shape (fig.2h)� the colour 
changed to a deeper yellow, and the lower red light disappeared. _The ·object 
seemed to be stationary, although rocked or wavered � little on its own axis. 
I hurried indoors to fetch my binoculars, and returned to find the .. object once 
more exhibiting a round configuration and a beautifUl golden-orange colour 
(fig.2i). Abruptly it chang�d shape again, this time to .that of an elongated 
pear (fig.2j), while retaining the same golden-orange colour whic�, however, 
now became edged or outlined by-vivid red. The object then began to shrink in

lf\, 
size, finally disappearing completely. All of a sudden the object reappeared 
in the same guise9 remaining a glorious spectacle for about 2 minutes, after 
which period it began to flicker like the flame of a candle and then blinked 
out· altogether. It rematerialized, however, in another few minutes, then sud-
denly altered shape to two plates ·joined rim to rim (fig.·2k ). Two pulsat-
ing red lights were now visible9 one on the top and the other on the bottom 
of the object, the main aolour Of which was now a glowing yellowish-white. At 
this stage a row of sqarish windows or portholes could be seen encircling its 
middle. Without warning, a fiery red beam of light shot out from the upper 
pulsating light towards the south-west quadrant of the sky. Realizing that I 
needed visual confirmation of this extraordinary display, I hurried in doors 
and telephonedthe local police9 desc&bing what I had just seen and enquiring 
if others had reported witnessing similar phenomena. Apparently nobody had, 
so after hanging up the receiver, I hurried outside again to observe the ob­
ject9 only to find that in the interval since I had last had it in view, it 
had completely vanished. I never saw it again, even though I waited outside 
for some while in case it returned. 

Of interest is the fact that for several. hours after watching the above dis­
play I felt ill and unaccountably cold and·the dogs were unusually nervous 
and restless. Indeed, it was not until almost 2�00 am• that they settled 
down and I began to feel in better health again� It had not escaped my no-. 
tice that, whenever I sustained attacks of ill health, so also did the dogs 
or, alternatively, they exhibited every sign 9f extreme nervous tension. 

The morning following the incident described above, I woke to find a rash on 
my skin starting 2 or 3 inches above my collar-bone and extending all the 
way down to my·mid-drifto It covered the whole of the front of my body, and 
part of my sides. Its origin was never established, but it stayed with me 
for a week, after which it slowly disappeared. 

On Thursday, February 17th., 1977, I received a long distance telephone call 
in the afternoon. It was almost twilight --- the time being 5.40 pm. --- and 
I was preparing food for my dogs outside. The call resulted in me arranging 
to go a considerable distance in my car, which would mean that I would not 
return home until late that evening. Hurrying to finish feeding the dogs be­
fore setting out, I became aware of the chopping sound of a helicopter appro­
aching. I paid little heed to it as helicopters quite often pass overhead and 
are a common enough sound in my district. Sudden�y I realized that the heli­
copter had not proceeded past my property on some standard journey, but was 
circling the area in which my house stood. It sounded very low9 and this made 
me curious. Stepping out into my yard I saw a large and very black helicopter 
circling my property at tree top height. It seemed to be paying special at­
tention to the area illuminated by the mystery lights the previous May. It 
circled twice, then headed away over Lake Erie. Although I thought the visit 
a little odd at the time, � put the episode out of my mind as I still had to 
hurry away for the evening in my car. · 

Two days later, on February 19th�, and at approximately 6. 30 pm., I had .to 
go to my local hardware store to buy some replacement batteries for my flash­
lights.· It was about 7.30 pm. before I had acquired these, and I had stopped 
at a nearby grocer's store to purchase a few items I realized· I also needed. 
As I sat in my car at the traffic lights waiting to turn off the main road 
into a parking-lot9 I heard, above the sound of passing traffic, the same 
chopping sound made by the black helicopter. Parking in a spare space, I look­
ed for the mystery helicopter ·and was more than surprised to see. it heading in 
my direction from my property·, whiC·l9 of course, is quite some way down .the 



road from where I _was parked. It was flying very low with its lights on, and 
headed out over�Lake Erie. When I got home shortly afterwards9 my sis ter came 
running out (remember this was a Saturday 9 when s he did not have to go to 
work) all excit.ed, asking if I had s e en the helicopter. She then s aid that i t  
had . c ir.cle.d our property- 2 or 3 times almo s t  at tree top level, very s l owly, 
and with its l ights onu . 

The more I thought about the foregoing event the more c onvinced I be came . that 
s ome thing s trange had be e11, and was� going on. Privately owned properties are 
no t s-q.ddenly exami:ried after be ing ignore d for years previous-ly, and in such a 
me ticulous manner, without . s ome go od underlying reas on. 
On Monday, November 7th o ;  1977) at 1.30 pm., a man nameEi::Millard Faber --­
res ident at 422 Frankliri Stiee t, Apartment 4, Sandusky, Ohio --- had a s ight­
ing of a large hairy humanoid creature that, from the de s cription, taliies. 
closely with the now s tandard Sasquatch or Bigfoot creature. The s ighting was 
made on the Erie County/Huron County l ine at Monroeville (see fig.l) o  Mr Faber 
is an Lnterior de corator, who als o  collects moss and algae to s e ll to l o cal 
fish storPs. He .saw the hairy creature as he was walking along the edge of the 
we st branch of the Huron River. The are a is heavily w ooded, and supports c on­
s iderable undergrowth. The beas t was standing upright, attaining an apparent 
he ight of 8 fe e t. Its posture was sl ightly hunched, and there was almo s t  no 
ne ck. The arms were abnormally l ong, and the entire body was c overed with 
coarse, dark-looking hair, except for i ts face which was hairl e s s  and leatheiY 
lo oking. It had orange-glowing eye s in the normal faci?l pos ition. The beas t 
s tood s till for l ittle more than a s e c ond before abruptly plunging int o  tha 
water under which i t  quickly disappeare d. 

Shaken by his obs ervation, but with a deoire to find s ome tangible evidence 
of what his eyes had co��unicated to his brain, Mr.Faber s earched the area, 
and �ns tantly be ceue aware of a horrible putrid odour. He then found a clear­
ing where all gras s  had been s tomped down over a s even to ten foot wide area . 
Next he found a br�nch with a mark on it l ike that made by a big claw. Look­
ing still further he found huge footprints that were each approximately 24 
inches l ong ar1d about lB inche s wideo By that time, he thought t�e bes t  pro­
cedure wou�d be to have a pol ice officer and s omebody from the local newspaper 
come m1d view the se tracks. Hurrying back to town, Mr Faber called on both 
the Erie County and Huron County s heriffs, on the Sandusky Register in Erie 
County, and on the Refle ctor-Heral d in Huron Cuunty. A deputy from each of the 
two police�departments , plus a staff reporter from each of the newspapers, 
re turned to the s e cene of the s ighting wi th Mr Faber. 

Once there, all pre s ent smelled the s till l ingering putrid odour, except for 
the Huron County deputy s heriff whD all e ged that he couldn ' t smell a thing. 
vfuen Faber s howed the party the trampled down gras s in the clearing, Captain 
Larry Sil c ox of the Huron County s heriff ' s department interpreted it as be ing 
no more than a clearing made by people who come down to that spot t o  fish, 
drink and smoke "po t". The pho tographers took picture s  of everything, and a 
whole serie s o f  the branch with the claw mark on. it. Very.curious ly, Captain 
Silcox comple tely de s troyed the branch immediate ly the las t pho tograph was 
taken of i t . By this time, and from the gis t  of the conversation taking place 
be tween the police-o fficers, Faber realised that a c over-up and debunking pro­
ce s s  was taking place, s o he de cided agains t showing the party the crucial 
evidence of the giant footprints. However, they foll owed the c ourse of the 
winding stream to find thatihe wa ter was c oming from the s ide of a hil l thro­
ugh extremely thick u..Dde rgrowth, and out of which i ssued the overpo:w�ring 
s tench, putrid and suffo cating, they had all (Sil c ox excepted) smelled further 
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down the' river o Nobody . dare d venture further into that thi cke t o  The general 
impre s s ion was formed that perhaps a cave or hiding place of s ome kind ex­
isted in or behind th� bushes into which the beas t had re treatedo 

Toge ther with the news paper reporters , the .hro deputies decide d to inves ti­
gate further ,  claiming that there s j�ply wasn ' t  any tangible evidence (des­
pite the by now des troyed branch exhibi ting a claw mark ) to warrant it o Evi­
dently the s till pervas ive s tench was not regarded as 11 evidence " o  

On Friday 9 November l l th o 9 1977 � the Sandusl� ��gis ter. published a brief and 
factually rather inaccurate accorurt of the s ighting9 and quo ted the deputies 
as s aying that they proposed to forge t · the whole thingo It is po s s ibly of 
s ignificance tha t 9  e-s pe cially .:.n vi8\.r of other factors to be de tailed later , 
tbe Regis ter did._not publish Faber ' s s ighting (which occurred  on the Monday) 
until the follm.v.ing .. FTiday 9 a quite remarkabl e  lapse of time for this daily 
tabloid . Errors in t�e published acco unt incl uded the cons is tent mis-spelling 
of Faber ' s · -surname as Favor9 and the date of the s ightings as Sl.lllday9 Novem­
ber 6 th .  'i whei�eas it was . Monday 9 November 7th o The word County· was also omit-_ 
ted from +he reference to the Hliron co�cinty Sheriff ' s  Department 9 s ince it 
thereby sugges ted thB.t Captain Silcox came from Huron Sher±ff 1 s _Department 9 
an_ entirely dif!erent uni t o  All in all a mos t  unsat isfactory article o 

Following up this case 9 I telephoned the Erie County Sheriff ' s  Department 
dispatcher , who was mos t  he lpful and � over the te1ephone 9 read out to me the . .  
whole of the official report then l odged in their archives o He als o  referred 
to the newspape1: pictu:re s that had been taken 11 that the Huron Sheriff ' s De­
partment intended to - obtain those fo� the ir files 9 and that his department 
planned to revis it the s ite to se cure s eparate pictures of their owno He 
als o  mentioned that Mr Fabe r  was going to take pictures of his own 9 too . A 
very different rea.ction was obtained from the Huron County Sheriff ' s  Depart­
ment when I contacied the ir dispatcher about the cas e o He was unhelpful , and 
evasive and said that �tr Faber mus t  be crazy o The dispatcher denied any in­
teres t  in the cas e  in his office , that he kn.ew of no plans to revisit the al­
leged s ighting s ite for the purpose of obtaining further picture s 9 and . then 
wanted to know who I was 9 where I lived 9 and wh2t my interes t  was in the · cas e o 
I rejoine d by s ta-ting that I w::tnted to wri to up the incident , and naturally 
wished firs t to check certain items of information o  He curtly repl�ed by· say.:... 
ing 11 T.here 1 s  · no thing to i t s nothing out there 9 ·. only people going down to the 
river to fish � - drink 9 and ·smoke pot" ..

\men , shortly after1.vards 9 I spoke with Mr Faber 9 he affirmed his intention 
of pursuing the matter further and of revis iting the s ite to s e cure picture s 
of his own o We agreed that he should try to obtain plas ter cas ts of the large 
footprints he had found but not shown the newspaper reporters and deputies .  
At that time we agreed to maintain liai son on this po tentially important and 
certainly very interes ting iDcident o 

Although the following may no t hava any dire ct connection with Faber ' s s ight­
ing jus t- de scribed, or with my te lephone conversation with the . Huron County 
Sheriff Department ' s dispatcher 9 very s trange events occurred on two differ­
ent ·days shortly after the Sandusky Regis ter article was publisheC o As pre­
viously state d, the article appeared on November l l th o  The foll owing day , be-

- twe en 2 .  30 pm o · and 4 o 45 pmo 9 s ix different helicopters flew over and around 
the area in which I live . Four more helicopters flew " like the previous s ix 9  
at low altitude ove r  and round the same dis trict be twee-n 11 . 0  alll o and 2 o 30 pmo 
·on Monday , November 14 th o Such intens e helicopter activity concentrated upon 
a l ocality neve r before - nor s ince hos ting such vis its was decidedly curious o 



. . All the foregoing de tails concerning the "Bigfoot" s ighting 1vere confirmed to 
me d�ing my ini tial telephone conversation with Mr Faber o But , as .matters 
turned out � Mr Faber telephoned me on t1vo further occas ions·; each time di vul­
ging additional de tails . On the final occa� ion he mentioned �hat his brot�er , 

� who · had previously read quite � bit about ufos . and "Bigfoo�" (a s imple -enough 
procedure .as . s o  many news tand magaz ines have carried article s  about. the $e· sub­
j ects during the pas t few years ) ,  wished to speak with �e . -His brother lived 
at Ris ings�, Ohio , s ome dis tance away from Huron �nd its - environs .

In due · cours e 9 I rec-� i.ved a telephone call from Mr Faber s bro ther , ·the out-
come of· which J ·arranged to mee t  both brothers on Wednes day , November 2 3rd . , 
at a .re s taurant quite near my hous e .  vle met at approxima-tely 11 . 00 am ,  and 
talked until 1 . 45 p . m .  It was during the las t 45 minute s  of our conversation 
!_}J.a:t Robert Fab�r --- the brother of Millard J!,aber who ha� seen "Bigfq ot" -­

confided that initially both had been suspicious of me -and my que s tions , due 
largely ·to �he offhanded and equally suspicious reactions of the authorities 
who liad become involvGd in the cas e at firs t n  It had been for that reas on 
that Millard Faber had revealed additional de tails _on different o c cas ions , 
and becaus e in one ins tance �ther incidents had occurred subsequent to the 
" Bigfoot" s ightingo The s e  are de s cribed below . 

Thirty-s ix hours after Millard Faber 1 s encou...11ter with "Bigfoot" 9 he had re turn­
ed to his apdrtment and had gone to bed o Four chairs were by chance pos itioned 
qui�e close to the bed . Although there was no nois e , Millard suddenly be came 
aware of s omething be ing in the bedro om . Glancing towards the do or that led to 
a hallway , He was as tonished to see five glo-vring pink humanoid forms gliding 
to-v1ards him . Very na tu:rally 9 he found it extremely difficult to believe his 
eyes , s o  continue d . to s tare at the approaching entitie s . This permitted .him to 
obtain a good view of them � although he inevitably began to feel uneas y - when 
they failed to go away . He no ticed that each entity was about 5 fe et tall , and 
s tooped over as though carrying a grea t l oad or burden on their shoulders . 
Each was rather s lenderly proportione d ,  except for -the ir heads 9 which were 
round and relatively large . The ir eye s were s lanted and glow�g. Such facial . 
features as could be dis cerne d were oriental-lo oking. They wor .. · e  s leek suits 
like thos �  of skin-divers , with s ome thing like a belt round the ir wais ts . 
Al though they moved the ir legs as in walking , the ir movement was actually a 
very smooth gliding motion . 

As they 'approached the bed , four of them sat down in the four chairs previous­
ly mentioned , .while the fifth approached to within one foot of the bed s ide .

Als o ,  he had an over­
whelming feeling that they planned to take him with them . At that point he 
abruptly leane d over to the neare s t  light switch and turned on the l ight . 'He 
could s till see them and their angry intent looks ., which ,  he . cl.aims_, made, pim 
shake with fright . But gathering his wits , he yelled_ and swore at them,)�o ge t  
out and s tay out . Amaz ingly they did jus t  that , and MillarQ. Faber nhasn '"t 
s e en or be en bothere d by anything s ince n .

On December 9th . , 1 97 7 , Millard Faber and I again conversed ,over th� tele­
phone , when he told me that nei ther he nor his bro ther had ye t revis ited' ·th� 
s i te , al though they intended to shortly o As by December 13 th .  I h�d s till not· 
received further word from the Faber brothers , I telephqned· Robert Faber in 
Ris ingsun ; I asked him if there had been any devel opments 9 and whe ther . he �x­
pe c te� to .make the cas ts .of the footprints �s previously dis cus sed with his 
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bro ther Millard o He replied that this nov.r s eened s omewhat dubious as he 
and his · brother had indeed driven back to the s ite of the s ighting9 arriv­
ing there late one afterno on 9 but had experienced odd and unaccountable 
feelings 9 als o  that friends had @ade a fre sh dis covery that probably mili­
tated agaJn.s t the . acquts it ion of a foo tprint cas t o  He told me that 9 as i t  
was twilight 9 h e  and h i s  bro ther dec ided to cruis e  around sl owly i n  their 
car 9 s topping every now and then to s e e  if they could s e e  anythingo Coming 
to a bridge that spanned a s��ll s tream cl o s e  to � heavily wooded area 9 
they s topped and 19oked around o Everything s eemed peacefui in the gethering 
dusk o  They had been �t th�t spot approximately three minute s when both began 
to experience extreme· nervousne s s 9 wlli!?reupon Robert Mi1 lard 9 who was driv­
ings. suddenly fl o0red the accr:l erator to speed the car av1ay from the area . 
Both bro thers afterwards admit ted that they had independently fel t  as though 
th�y were . be ing s crutiniz e d  by s ome unse en observer or obs ervers 9 and that 
the feeling became s o  intens e that the - nape s  of the �r necks prickled up o 

On Friday � December 30th o 9 Millard Faber telephoned me with the news that 
s ome friends of his 9 a\-18.re of his ":Bigfoot" s ighting9 had s e parately driven 
out to the re l evant s ite �rith the purpose of further expl oring the denser 
woodland , when they were suddenly conf:rontec1 by deputies from the Erie and 
Huron County Sheriffs : Departments o The sheriffs told them that nobody was 
now a]owod into that area and that they were to leave immediately . On be ing 
given this news 9 Millard Faber drove out to the l o cali ty to s e e  for him­
s e lf o Arriving in his car 9 he , to o 9  me t deputies who ordered him to turn 
around and drive away � 

After hearing this informPvtion � I telephoned the Erie County Sheriff ' s 
Department to enquire about the s i tuation �nd asked if what Millard Faber 
had said was true o Mos t  in tere s tingly 9 the policeDen to whom I spoke cle­
ared his throat and said nwe l l � ah .. ..  o ahemn ( cleared his throat again ) 
"well , ah 9  I ' ll l e t  you s peak to s or.1eone e l s e " a Deputy number two res pond­
ing to my enquiry said "HmP o ':!ell , what do you want to know?" o I repeated 
my enquiry , at which he s aid v'.Ah 9 I ' ll l e t  you talk to s omebody e l s e 9 9 a De­
puty nUDber thre e 9 reacting to my enquiry repeated ye t again 9 said " Oh 9  I 
don ' t know 9 I haven ' t  heard anything and I don ' t know what the Huron County 
Sheriff ' s  DepartiJlent is doing" a  I thanked hiD and hung up o I didn ' t bother 
to telephone the Huron pol ice as it s e eme d fairly obvious to me that I 
would only ge t the saoe 5 or a wo::-s e 9 run-ai'ounCl fron them to o o  Equally ob­
vious was the fact that s ome kind of cover-up was being maintained ( exactly 
as Millard Faber had originally suspe cted ) 9  and that b o th the Erie and Hu­
ron police departments were s till active in the "Bigfoot" s ighting area . 
It took l ittle imagination to conclude that it 1>1as Faber ' s " Bigfoot" that

P�ior to my s e �ie s of De ceBber telephone conversations . de tailed above ? the. 
late s t  of the inexpl i cable events experienced at or near my hone occurred . 
The time was 3 o 4 5  po . 9 and the date Y.."as Nevei!lber 2 5 th o  11 1 977 . My dogs were 
feeding in the kitchen and I v.ras s itting in a chair cl ose to the kitchen 
doorway in my dinning rooc o  Suddenly I heard a very l oud banging noi s e  ---
as if s oncbody had opened the ins ide backdoor and s lamme d i t  shut again as 
hard as they could . Be ing al one at the tiiJle 9 I was naturally s tartl e d o  Look-._" 
ing into the kitchen I s a1-1 ono of my dogs 9 who had been eating her 11eal in 
front of the refrigerator 9 suddenly give a wild , frenz ied leap almos t three 
fee t  s ideways towards the dinning room where I was s till seate d , and turn 
frightened eye s towards the corner of the refrigerator inm1ediately by the

from the back door 9 rolling and tos sing into the kitchen s ome 8 fee t  above 
the floor was s omething blue coloured , 6 inches thick 9 and )� feet wide , . _ 
which reminded me of a s tream bouncing and splashing against rocks � As it 
proceeded s traight into the kitchen from the back door 9 · it suddenly s top­
ped about one foot away from s ome kitchen cabine ts (see  fig. 3 ) ,  almos t as 
though it had I'Un up agains t an invisible wall . At that ju..n.cture the blue. 
subs tance made movements l ike little waves and splashed higher � Then , what­
ever it was 9 turned and R tarted further into the kitchen . It came in front

There is little more to add except that , to me at leas t ,  the remarkable con­
centration of events over such a comparatively short period of time (as des­
cribed in £oregoing paragraphs ) illus t surely J ie outs ide the realms of pure 
coincidence o Probably tiBe alone will tell whe ther a deeper s ignificance 
underlie s the events and their pe culiar concentration . Certainly , as a re­
sult of their occurrence 9  I am mo2 e deeply aware than ever -before of the 
inadequacies of Man ' s knowledge of his envirorunent , and of the lengths that 
various individuals and groups will go to suppre s s  and hide potentially vital 
information . I intend to continue monitoring any further "vis itations " in . 
this l ocali ty and will 9 should such occur 9 sub�it xeports about them for the 
benefit of those bet ter able to comprehena the s eemingly irrational jumble 

___ of events tha t 9  to II1e at pre sent , appear to make l ittle s ense . 

"A SHORT APPRAISAL OF THE HURON ' VISITATIONS ' "

There is relatively little that can be said in a short space respe cting the

One of the firs t realizations concerns the fact that a very high percentage 
of the des cribed events centred on or near to �lis s  Perry hers elf o Several 
earlier researchers in ufological and paranormal fields have commented upon 
the fact that certain individual s , and especially women 9 seemingly act as 
focal points for , or in s ome manner attract 9  phenomena of the kind chronic­
led above o As ye t it has not been es tablished one way or the o ther whether 
such individuals jus t happen to re s ide in localities attrac tive to such 
phenomena , or whe ther they , themselve s 9  attract the phenomena o One immedi­
ately recalls the s erie s  of not wholly incomparable events at Mare sfield , 
Sus sex , in 1 97 3  ( i ) , or those at Keats Island , Vancouver ,  in 1 967 ( ii ) . In 
both those ins tances females were the prime witne s s es and re cipients-or the 
phenomena . However ,  it mus t  not be overlooked that Huron and the locality in 
which Mis s Perry re s ides directly borders the rGgion dubbed the "Great Lakes 
�iangle" , in which innuoerable ins oluable disappearance s of aircraft and 
ships have disappeared , where radio 9 compass 9  and electrical malfunctions 
are unreas onably cor.unon , and whoro even tir1e warps seer.1 to occur (iii ) .  ·m 
this same area l ies  Ann Arbor 9 the scene of the infamous " swaBp gas " expla-
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nation 9 and . a great deal of - the region in which the celebrated , and s till 
unexplaine_d 9 . mys tery uairships n l)f 1897 were s igh-ced ( iv ) . It may thus be· 
that the . HUron . d,is tric t  in which Mis s  Perry ' s re s idences tands forms - part

cas es exhibiting this extraordinary capaci ty o  

The mys tery hel icopter vis i t s  are es pe cially interes ting 9 particularly in view 
of the s imilar unidentified helicopters des crib�d at the beginning of this 
j ournal (v) o Nor mus t  it be forgo tten that s imilar hel icop ters featured in 
s everal cas e s  in Montana where mys terious and grue s ome animal mutilations oc­
curred during 1975 and 1976 (vi ) 9 and where 9 s imul tane ously � ufos were repor­
tedly very active during evening and night hours o 

The nocturnal timing of many of the Huron "vis itations " therefore fits in we ll 
with normal ufo activity the world over , as al s o  did the arrival of the smel l o  
A s  des cribed 9  this odour was cl osely reminis cent o f  that reported by o ther 
witne s se s  at localities hos ting certain ufo landings and various " Sas quatch" 
and " Bigfoot" entities o The nervousne s s  and fear displayed then 9 and on s ome 
o ther o c ca s i ons � by Mis s  Perry r s dogs tie s in particularly we ll with s imilar 
animal exhibitions during cl o s e  ufo approache s and "Bigfo otn vis itations else­
where o Indeed9  such a s tench acc ompanied the ce lebrated n sutton Mons ter" (vii ) o  
The fac t  that T1r Faber repol·ted a s imilar overpowering s tench in c onne ction ­
wi th his nBigfoot" s ighting . is therefore in line with analogous information 
from o ther localitie s . Qui i:;e pos s ibly 9 · the tv Sutt on l\1ons tern 9 never satis fac tor­
ily identified 9  11as an early "Bigfoot" s ighting. ·  ·But of greater intere s t  here

The invas ion of bedrooms by unkno1� humano id be ings 9 as reported by Mis s  Perry 
and Millard Faber 9 als o  se emingly re·flec ts: a growing trend in that parti cular 
direc·tion as noted by spe cialis ts such ·as Blo e cher and Webb . Thus , once more , 
reports 0 f  this type , fantas tic th ough they may ini tially se em 9 are clos ely in 
accord with many reports from els ewhere o 

The "blue whirlpool "  vis itation i s  difficult to as se s s 9 as it may repre s ent no 
more than a spe cie s of ball-l ightning 9 i ts e lf a misunders tood phenomenon o  If 
s o 9 this particular event re s emble s  the mys tery lights de s cribed by Gaddis (ix )  
and · others � The . " intelligence 0 displayed 9  a t  l eas t superficially , by Yris s .Per­
ry 1 s v·i s i  tor is e specially interes ting o 

It is quite clear from the foregoing that a vas t amount of additional res earch 
is ne ce s sa�y before po s i tive conclus ions can ·  safely be reached concerning the 
various recorded events o Certainly thG maj ority of them appear to re s emble , 
often qui te clo s e ly ,  o ther events els ewhere as s ociated wi th the .ufo phenomenon 
and , through repeated comparis ons of innumerable individual cas e s � coll e ctive­
ly reminis cent of the wider world patterns traceable in the overall ufo re cord o 
In that connection 9  the Huron Hvis i t2,t.ions " may cons ti tute a very valuabl e pi­
ece of the . ufo j igsaw 9 even though their repeate d concentration in such a com­
paratively small geographical area is  extremely intere s ting� If � as sugge s ted
