From time to time members and other bodies write to Contact (UK) personnel en­
quiring if they ceJl assist in the running of the organization or if they can 
obtain information about ufos or Contact (UK) itself. Sometimes enquiries are 
received from schoolchildren who have selected ufos as a topic for study; on 
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2. 
other occasions we hear from old people's clubs or women's guilds who feel it 
desirable to learn more about ufos or to invite a me�ber of your committee to 
give a talk about ufology in generalo In too many instances, however, prior 
commitments mean that help is either limited or delayed and some lectures can­
not be given. Nonetheless9 in pr�ctically every case when positive help is gi­
ven and when talks can be delivered, it is revealed th�t the enquirers were 
first prompted to involve themselves in ufology through some personal ufologi­
cal experience of their own. Also, in the great majority of such cases, none 
of the sightings witnessed by these individuals had previously been recorded 
or submitted to an organization concerned with the ufo phenomenon. 

There is little doubt that vast masses of ufological data lie undetected in 
people's memory bcnks, often suppressed for fear of ridicule or embarrassment. 
In former years, v1hen the subject of ufos \vas less Hfashionable�1, and certainly 
less acceptable, than it seems to be now, one could appreciate the reasons for 
such eyewitness reticence. Now, with an· improved general nclimateVV 9 such as has 
followed upon the widespread publicity given ufology earlier this year about 
the tille when nstar Wars19 and nclose Encounters of the Third Kinda \vere relea­
sed in the cinemas, many forHer eyewitnesses came fo:rt.vard with relevant details. 
These latter are frequently of the highest interest and of no little importance. 
One might therefore askg how many individuals are there who have still to come 
fo:rt.'fard '\vi th accounts of their ufological experiences? Perhaps members know of 
friends, even relatives, in such a position. If so, do everything possible- to 
persuade them to disclose their very special (and important) knowledge, and that 
to do so will not subject them to ridicule or renedial psychiatry. 

Although the two aforementioned films have generated no massive ufo nwavea -­

contrary to the earlier predictions of certain cynics and pessimists --- ufos 
as a subject are now being discussed openly and freely by the public at l2�ge, 
so now is indeed a fine time for persuading those with unrecorded sightings to 
divulge their secrets. If past social behaviour is a fair indicator, then the 
present favourable climate of opinion may not last overlong, and the opportun­
ity for garnering �ny additional sightings in this particular category could 
well evaporate. 

All members who can solicit additional genuine cases of this sort should send 
all relevant information to the Senior Research Officer9 whose address occurs 
overleaf. If everyone was to undertake widesprea� enquiries to try and track 
down such reports, not only would each be achieving a valuable piece of detect­
_iv� work but our knowledge of the overall ufo field would expand accordingly. 
Neither is special training required to accomplish thiso Here, then, is an area 
in which every member and every ufologist can make important contributions. 

vfuilst on the above aspect of ufology, I would touch here upon a related one --· 

that of earl·ier newspaper accounts of ufo sightings of long agoo Data Research 
·personnel would, through this column, like to thank all the many members and 
associating ufo groups who have sent in clippings detailing such historical ufo 
manifestations, and which in nearly every instance ,.,ere hitherto lmknown at 
headquarters. Our previous appeal for such material had enjoyed .splendid resp­
onse, everyone concen1ed deserving the fullest con�£atulations. Indeed, so many 
clippings have been received that it has proved physically impossible to acknow­
iedge every example. Some very interesting old reports have come to light via 
this process and one day we hope to republish at least the best of them. Without 
such membership co-operation no orea,nization can surviveo On present evidence., 
Contact (UK) will long survive. _':[he Editor.

The following ufo reports, which cover the period December 1977 to June 1 978, 
are a selection of the more interesting or significant sightings received by 
the Data Research section of C9ntact (UK) over the past few months, and should 
afford readers a small glimpse of the huge range of reports that re·gularly ar­
rive through our mailbox. They are listed chronologically, and in no way con­
stitute anything but a small fraction of the total number of separate reports 
received.

The 
weather was cold and dry and there was extensive broken cloud. At the spot whe­
re the object had hovered there was a >i clearing" in the sky several times the 
diameter of the object.

would normally occur. This latter object v1as yellowi£h with a bluish top. Very· 
interestingly, this object left a zig-zag shaped vapour trail.

reported s eeing an object very s imilar to 08,kie 1 s pass over l1etropoli tan Beach, 
in the Macomb area, while two park rangers at the same locality observed a 
green and yellow cone-s lk�ped object fly past the park a��nistration building 

.at 8.00 pm. One of the rangern s tated that the object was a mere 50 feet above 
the ground9 C?,nd travelled eas t over Lake St.Clair at 40 to 50 uiles an hour. 
Apparently other witnes ses reported the same object as Troy police and offici­
als at Selfridge Air National Guard Base received reports of a s imilar object 
over Lake St.Clair about 8.00 pm. 

Before the above are dismis s ed as meteorological balloons it s hould be noted 
that, als o at 8 . 00 pn. on this date, similar objects were sighted over the 
Canadian cities of Windsor, Barrie, Chathan, etc.9 where they were s een to be 
large, oval-shaped, equipped with briGht lights , and coloured red, yellow, 
green, and blue. They also flew at lo� altitides . 

Jus t as interes ting was the turquoise coloured. light that as cended vertically 
from ground level at New Baltimore, �tichigan, at 8.12 pm., and which was in view 
for s everal s econds . Earlier, at 7.57 pm.9 a green and yellow object was s ight­
ed over Grati�t Road, Mount Clemens, Michigan, by I�ia Merino. This object. was 
coloured yellow and green, left a vapour trail behind it, was visible for at 
leas t three s econds 9 and headed to\Jards Lake StoClair. 

Although unnamed scientists are reported to have s aid that thes e objects may 
have been meteors , that explanation is exceedingly s trained in view of the sha­
pes of several of the objects and the vertical ascent of the one s ighted at New 
Baltimore. Undoubtedly a very interes ting chapter in ufology was enacted over 
the Macomb area and Lake St.Clair area on March 8th o l978 o A fairly detailed 
account of these events was published in the Times-Herald (Port Huron) of 8tho

The hole9  some 
15 fP.et deep, was in an area that had jus t previously been covered by a snow­
fall ,  and was only discovered by Mark Sherlock as he went out to see how much 
snow remained in the field preparatory to commencing Spring planting. There 
had been no hole there or anywhere else on the Sherlock property when the field 
was ploughed the preceding Autumn. The extreme syrnetry of the hole rules out 
the explanation that the land had caved in at that spot or that a meteor had 
landed the ground there. 

Although there is no definite tie-in with ufo activity9 it is worth stressing 
that similar symetrical or artificially induced holes have appeared overnight 
on other farms down the years ---notably the Charlton crater�- are have been 
associated with ufo activity.

Everyon� knows that �hen you cut a worm in half one ends up with two worms 
worms P.�v-ing the near unique zoological charater of pos se s s ing two . heads 9 one 
at either end o It s eems to me that we have a somewhat s imilar problem in pre� 
sent day ufology � as 9 rather than pruning and re fining our meagre f:'es.ou.rces 
pool ; it seems for ever to be spawning spin-off groups . Certainly the CE3 · 

"boom" , where the n inn hobby is ufo s po tting9 is not helping matters • 

No doubt all serious· ufo groups and accre dited private ufo inve s tigators have , 
like me 9 been .re cently bombarded .wi th appeals and reque s ts from eager s chool 
children and the l ike for information on ufos . Requests like � �Pl ease. tell me 
how to spot a ufo�? and n send me all the · information you have on ufos 9 9 o .Very 
clearly thos e  making such reque s t s  haven ' t  the s lighte s t  idea about the com­
lexity of · modern ufology and mus t  be very disappointe d when no quick · answers 
are forthcomingo Irksome though such reques ts are bec oming let us als o  no te 
that the se same intrepid young enquirers are likely to be the ufologists of 
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tomorrow9 so it really is up to the e stablished echelons of British ufology 
to try and help them. If you9 personally, do not have the time to assist the­
se young enquirers then do please point then in the direction of so me reput­
able national group , such as Contact (UK) or BUFORA9 but not to FSR9 · or the 
Northern UFO Network9 as these organizations do not have nmembers n.. 

· 
But -if sensible direction of new young blood is something of a problem, then 
it pales in comparison with trying to cope vli th the rising number of nnew�' 
groups spinging up like mushrooms everyv1here o This is a � real proble m, far 
more extensive then often realizedo  Indeed9  one wonders if this proliferation 
simply reflects a desire for personal aggrandisement ,  or 7 if you prefer9 a 
vehicle for ego-tripperso That this is both true and untrue is demonstrated by 
the two followin� (and cuxrent ) exampleso 

Firstly9 a desirable develop ment. The newly foniled Southern UFO Network --- a 
counterpart to the respected Northern UFO Network -��- is novl well under way 
from its headquarters at l Bladon Close , Denvilles9 Havant 9  Hampshire . John 
Makin9 a policeman and member of vJATSUP 9 the well�lmo-wn Hampshire ufo group , 
is in the hot seat 7 and it is to him that all relevant enquiries should be ad­
dressed.  All serious ufologists will wish the Southern UFO Network the best 
of future fortune. 

Secondly, an ite m seemingly on the reverse side of the coin o  The British UFO 
Society -� hosts of the recent skywatch that was apparently to be the first 
ever to co-ordinate investigations on a wide scale -� has been, through cer­
tain individuals9 issuine some highly questionable comn1uniques. No doubt,  many 
readers will recall the BUFOS secretary Ken Rogers sa.1ing in the nSunn for 
February 23rdo 9 uThe top spotters9 including himself , landed in hospital with 
nervous breakdowns after sightinc ufos. He blamed alien spacecraft for the awe­
some calamity, then quit the British UFO Society and burnt all his files. He 
also added that uNone of the people involved in the big investigations during 
the 1960 1 s j s around today�' apparently as some kind of vindication of his ill ­
ness a s  if they9 too , had departed the ufo scene for similar reasonso I am 

sure that celebrated British ufologists of the 1960 ' s  like Charles  Bowen , Gor­
don Creighton, Lionel Beer, Norman Oliver9 Trevor Whitaker 9 and Brinsley Le 
Poer Trench, not to mention Leonard Cramp , Edgar Hatvanay9 John Cleary-Baker ,  
Ivar MacKay9 and others, will be  intere sted to  hear that they are defuncto  In 
reality, of course , they all ·continue their ufological investigations even if 
without the loud trumpeting approach of Mr Rogerso 

Then, by June 21st . , Mr Rogers it see ms had made a remarkable recovery, as on 
that date in the n sun19 he was back launching the skywatch and making fresh im­
possible claims. To be charitable and to stretch an already over-taut rubber 
band still further we can accept that the national press can,  and sometimes· 
do , misrepresent even the most innocent statements. Had Mr Rogers suffered in 
this way? One suspects not when we recall the affair of the Adamski n saucerii 
being a bottle-cooler top. �t least it was reported as such in the press, which 
one assumes recorded faithfully -v1ha t they were told by -- guess who? -- Ken 
Rogers, of the British UFO Society. The irresponsibility of such statements 
does no good at all to the cause of ufolo0�,  while bodies making them become 
thoroughly discredited. Regrettably, it is precisely these kinds of spurious 
announcements that the aforementioned new yo ung blood encounter in the first 
instance . On being " e ducatedn about the inaccuracy of such state ments many of 
these promising potentials for the future are n turned-offH ufology. Under such 
circumstance s  one can easily see why. 

• 
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Not so long ago 9 just a few weeks in . fact ,  the BUFOS chairman rang me to say 
that he had just discovered that NUFON existed and hinted that perhaps we (or 
NUFON) should change its name because it clashed with a new business  venture 
that BUFOS was launching. Neither had he heard of FSR nor MUFOBe Yet the Brit� 
ish UFO Society· issues regular statements pub�ically couched in authoritative 
language which 9 to the uninitiated9  must  seem informed and organized. On the 
basis of the foregoing, one could hardly subscribe to the view that BUFOS or 
its spokesmen were informed . They are , however7 quite well organized in their 
own i'igr..orantn way9 insofa:: that 9 while remaining until recently blissfully un­
awa�e of FSR and r1UFOB, they sell V <Tn shirts 9 UI O  photographs 9 and other i i!:ems 
on a minor commercial scale � Needless to add NUFON will not be changing its 
name . Natuxally9 e·veryone hopes that the series of frightful blunders committed 
by or in BUFOS ' s  name these past months constitute nothing but the teething 
�oubles of an organization that one day n�y find a rightful place alongside 
the longer established investigativ'3 g.roups already named in this article . At 
present , however , and on the evidence of BUFOS ' s  past track reuord, they in­
spire scant confidence . As previously mentioned,  1.1henever their sensational and 
frequently absurd communiques are released via the press 9 these are often the 
first contacts ·that young new potential ufologists encounter. Such distorted 
early views are not only undesirable but unhealthy for future British ufology, 
and-,. in consequence 9 also  a considerable drain on the time of other more reput­
able organizations who feel obliged to spend tline and effort correcting these  
erroneous impressions . Therein lies the greates t  problem. 

Finally; there are the nm1erous new ufo groups who 9  l j�e BUFOS 9 initially seem 
una\vare of the existence or capacities of the •�big fourn 9 namely FSR9 Contact 
(UK) 1 .  BUFORA9 and NUFON -�� now erown to five with the inauguration of SUFON 
(Southern UFO Network) ; nor with the specialist expertise of smaller highly 
acclaimed g-..coups like MU"'FOB'. These new groups start off with frequently com­
mendable but highly grandiose schemes . to set-up national archives 9  ufo libraries 
and the like 9 at t11e same time being unaware that BUFOR11 9 Contact (UK) , FSR, and 
MDFOB already possess such facilities ,  the libraries o� FSR �nd Bufora 9 and the 
great world catalogue of Contact (UK) being not only outstanding but of inter­
national repute . All too often, after the first flush of enthusiasm is passed, 
many of these small new groups stagnate and eventually fizzle out . Yet ,  in their 
lives 9 sometimes short sometimes longer, they acc1xmulate much valuable local 
data9 much of it not duplicated in the extensive archives of the larger national 
organizations just named .  Sadder still , much of these enthusiastically collected 
records appear to disappear on the collapse of these  transient groups . 1�ere 
does it go to? Is it destroyed as Ken Rogers would have us believe was· the fate 
of his files? If not ,  is it still retrievable? Many such questions raise their 
heads in the face of this si tuationQ 1Ul things considered 51 .  would it not be far 
better for all srr�ll groups to become affiliated , even if only loosely, to ei­
ther NUFON ·or SUFON dependent upon their geographical location,  whereby .greater 
mutual benefit to all participating parties would result? That is the advice I 
would· profer here , particularly as these are precisely the functions of . NUFON 
and, I understand, SUFON. Both NUFON and SUFON Rre in regular communication with 
.BUFORA9 Contact (UIC) , FSR, and \vith each other, s o  that a lattice of related 
bodies exchanging information exists . 

Without such a general network as I have outlined we end up with a plethora of 
directionless ufo groups who accomplish more confusion and frustration than if 
they had never existed.  Let us be sensible about all this �

For the purposes of this article the assumption is made that the ufo pheno­
menon is not only real but exhibits repeated indications of being intelli­
gently controlled� 

Those ufologists who try to keep abreast of the ufo literature --- which em­
braces a host of magazines as "'.iell as books (both old and new) -- know that., 
after the first �ew publications printed during the initial three or four 
years of the modern (post 1947) ufo era � authors began to spice their texts 
with all kinds of curiosities and subj ects not always discernibly associated 
with ufos pure and simple . Thus, down the years, we have had grafted onto ap­
praisals of ufo cases such subj ects such as 'iMen in Blackn (MIBs ) 1 inexplic­
able animal mutilations 9 strange accoustical phenomena , sky falls, sightings 
of anthropoids (" Sasquatcha 2..nd nBigfoot11 ) and other zoologically unlmown 
creatures , sudden disappearances of men , ships , and aeroplanes, and other pe­
culiar and little understood topics . It ruust be stressed here s at the outset , 
that not one of the above mentioned phenomena has been proved to be indisput­
ably linked to the ufo phenomenon pure and simple7  that is , to manifestations 
in Earth's skies of a variety of strange aerofoils and , sometimes, alien oc­
cupants. There are some reasons for suspecting that MIBs are imaginary , and 
other reasons for wondering if some of the other phe1Lomena are natural but as 
yet uncomprehended events. However, since the temporal distribution of certain 
of these events coincides precisely or closely with outbreaks of ufo activity 
it would be as unwise to dismiss them from the field of pure ufology as it is 
to· accept them as being definite pieces of the ufo puzzle. 

vle can thus see that we have a v�puren ufology, represented by observed mani­
festations of aerial obj ects and (sometimes) their occupants , and also possib­
ly extensions of it embracing a whole range of peculiar and bizarre happenings 
which may be termed Hperipheral�' or i'iextensional" ufology. In this article, 
·the expression �iperipheral " �  has been preferred. 

The Hpure" ufo record, as known to us 9 concerns a variety of obj ects exhibit­
ing precise and manufactured configurations9 that perform or behave in a way 
generally unlike that of analogous manw1ade aerial machinery. The eyewitness 
descriptions of these objects are remarkable insofar as they are consistent 
in most salient matters irrespective of who the observers were 1 where they 
were located geographically , or when the descriptions were made temporally. 
"Pure" ufology" also deals '"� th cases in which ufos have landed and produced 
markings or surface damage on the face · of this planet , and which , less frequ­
ently , have disgorged occupants , of which the. great majority appear to be of 
humanoid form. Many of the markings left upon the ground by ufos 9 and many of 
.the areas damaged by landed ufos, are of symmetrical configuration , from which 
it may be inferred that the phenomenon responsible for these effects is of ar­
tifical origin. 

It hardly needs to be added that artificialness is the product of ordered in­
telligence. 
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The fact . that s ome landed ufos leave measurable ground indentations shows them 
to be obj e cts of real mas s and weight 9 even if only when in our environment . 
They must 9  therefore 9 be composed of at leas t s ome percentage of hard, unyield­
ing material capable of producing such indentations .. I1any witne s s e s  confronted 
with landed or l ow hoveri:.. g ufos have s11bsequently des cribed seeing windows 9 · 
ramps , doors , hatches , rail s � flanges 9 antennae � hose-�like apparatus 9 mechani­
cal arms or lifting gear , and various types of legs or supports on ufos .. From 
such evideLce the impres s ion is exceedingly s trong that all such objects are 
machin�s or craft .. Indee d �  numerous ufologists believe that that is exactly . 
what they aTe ,  although it should be ins tantly s tre s s ed that not every ufo , so  
called,  appears to have s olid cons t�ction whereby s ome at leas t may prove to 
be composed of ot,ler type s of matter n3verthele s s  controllable by the ufo mani­
pulators .. Quite a number of eye\•Ti tne s s e s  who have seen landed ufo s  at clos e  
�uarters · have s tated that they have observed rive t�like feature s on ufo exteri­
ors or welded s eams 9 while yet otbers claim to have watched ufo occupants ex­
·changing or mending panels or other units de tachable from the main body of the · 
parent ufo o All this is 9 again9 highly indicative of ufos been artificial con­
s:tructions . 
So far , this article has touched on little that will be new to readers ; but at 
this juncture I nm·r v1ish to divert attention avray from the general \vonderment 
inevitably accompanying the realization that ufo s  are extraterres trial or int­
ra dimen�ional m�c�ines of alien origin , and 9 ins tead , focus upon what such a 
reali�a tion i:rr.plies o

Tne incredible flight capabilities of ufos als o  presuppos e s  that , as suming as 
I think we mus t that they are machines 9  they utilize a powerful and highly con­
trollable populs ive fo�ce and sys tem .. However s imply this may be based9  how­
ever, mus t inevitably have integral control units , themselves presumably ' of 
s ophis ticated des ign to allow the amazing behavioural patterns s o  characteris­
tic of ufos .. T.he near perfe ction of ufo performances the world over forcefully 
argues that the "mechanics vt of ufos are exceedingly advanced and that their 
operation demands razor-fine control . These factors in turn indicate a high 
order of intelligence ne ce s sa�J to create such controls 9 and , what is more , a 
variety of other advanced skills and extensive knowledge upon which the des ign 
of ufo components and controls mus t  inevitably Yas t  .. 
The realization that ufos and their operational activities repres ent a complex 
and advanced underlying technology inevitably leads to the probability that ufos 
themselves are conce ivably no more important within that te chnology than is 9 
say ,  the motor car in Earth technology .. From ttis s tandpoint ufos can be seen to 
be l ittle more than the tip of an iceberg, the greater portion of which --- re­
presentative of s ome alien culture -- is s till largely unknown to us· • . 
It is for the above reason that a s olution to the overall ufo problem mal never 
be pos s ible through simply s tudying ufo reports pure and s imple . If , as we may 

. .  suppos e , ufos are merely the tip of s ome much larger iceberg, then it is the 
subs tance of that remaining portion of the iceberg that should , indeed mus t ,  
interes t  us even more than the characteristics o f  the ufos . that have lead us 
to the larger whole ..  Tnis 9 in turn .7 suggests that we would do well to give clo­
se attention to that segment of ufology previously termed Yfperipheraln ,  for if 
ufos do indeed represent the visiting craft of an alien intelligence ,  they are 
only the vehicles used by that intelligence which surely has other purposes 
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for vis i ting Earth o In other words � a car us er s eldom drives his vehicle s o­
le+y for s ight-se e ing thes e  days 9 and usually travel s  in it from one des tin­
ation for a purpo s e s � whe ther it be bus ines s  or pleasure o On arrival of des t­
inations other activities tend to occur � usually premeditated and planned .  The 
ufo record 9 as known to us 9 refle cts jus t such analogous occurrences . Spe cific 
things tend to happen when ufos approach clo s e  to or land upon Earth , even to 
the dis gorging of apparatus 2ndjor occupants of one s ort or ano ther . Our hypo­
the tical car user , on arriving at his de s tination ma.y unload bags or s ample s  
from hi3 vehicle (if h e  is a bus ine s sman ) 9 o r  family , friends , o r  pe ts (if he 
is holidaying or merely vis i ting ) v A culture more advanced than us may well 
�ave dispensed \vi th bus ine s s  anJ holidaying as we know the s e  things due to the 
s ophis ticated na�Te of �heir general existence 9 by which is meant that cult­
ural and te chnological development may nave progre s s e d  s o  far that busine s s  as 
we know it has ceas e d  and the attendant increas e of free time for individuals 
is of such large proportions that i ndividuals are concerned l e s s  with holidays 
(already perhaps more or le s s  continual ) and more with pers onal or private � or 
even communal � interes ts and inves tigations . In o ther words � the culture that 
may be indicated by ufos could very well be � due to its advanced development , 
a s cientifically oriented one in which commercial enterpris e and the family 
holiday no longer exi s t o  Thus the purpos e s  of vis its to s pe cific localities ,  
and the activitie s engaged in once there ? cou�d very well as sume quite differ­
ent characters from the equivalent mot ives Earth-bound individuals usually en­
tertain . Thus , a s tudy of the various problems compris ing vtperipheral 91 ufology 
might very vlell dis cl ose further valuable glimps e s  of who our ufo vis itors are 
and why they are vis iting F�rth s o  frequently o 

If the foregoing inferences are anywhere near corre ct then we mus t als o  accept 
that ufos , being artificial cons tructions , are built of materials that initial­
ly obtained in the raw and then refine d ,  and that " spin-off11 materials are av­
ailable in many ins tances during refinement proce s s e s o But the acquisition of 
even raw materials ne ce s s itates phas e s  in which thos e  materials are firs t lo­
cated and then extracted from in s itQ -�· - s omewhere o Scans and probes ,  which in 
turn demand control and evaluation�ys tems 9 would be required during thes e  pha­
s e s . Such sys tems imply a knowledge of mathematics ( or s ome equivalent comput­
ational sys tem ) and the means whereby it i s  its elf capable of extens ion as oc­
cas ion demands and a means of re cordLDg formulae in one form or another. 

I1athematical knowledee , irre spe ctive of its pre cise form 9 permits des ign and 
invention , and , perhaps s till more iillportant 9 long-term forward planning. The 
very wide range of de tails observed on an already wide range of ufo des igns is 
thus s een to be explicable ,  even logical , in view of the s e  cons iderations . It 
need hardly be emphas ized that ufo activities at numerous Earth s i t e s  are mos t  
sugges tive o f  inve s tigative or probe behaviour ; s o  once again , in view o f  the. 
pos s ibilities raised in the preceding �aragraph 9 the s e  patterns s eem capable 
of explanation . 

The interes t  of many ufo occupants in terre s trial animals , · plants , s o il s , and 
water bodies --- reporte d again and again --- - i s  exceedingly sugges tive of bio­
logical knowledge undergoing enlargement o The coll e cting of s pe c imens of the s e  
denizens an d  o f  s oil and water sampl e s  further supports the suppos i tion that 
ufo occupants are engaged in s ome programme of re s earch featuring propagation 
and organic development o Any s ophis ticated culture such as has been pos tulated 
in this article would almos t  9ertainly find i_ ·:s elf developing biological inter­
e sts , if only from the point of view of improving nutritious foods tuffs or ex-



isting stock . A particularly advanced culture capable of reaching other worlds 
or dimensions than its own might find it necessary or advantageous to engage 
in cross-breeding selected or compatible denizens of different origins . in ord� 
er to create superior fauna and flora for seeding in hitherto non-lifebearing 
or primitive areas o Certainly the continual interest displayed by ufo occu­
pants in terrestrial animals and plants is consistent with ( a )  a normal type 
of exploratory programme and ( b )  the development of an advanced biological and 
medical knowledge . Indeed ?  an inevitable spin-off of intense biological re� 
search is an expansion of medical knm-1Iedge 9 perhaps on a massive scale . Curi­
ously enough the known ufo record contains quite a number of separate instanc­
es in which ufo occupants exhibited advanced and extremely efficient medical 
expertise o 

. .  

The repeated abduction of h�unan beings by allegedly alien entities 9 usually of 
a general humanoid character 9 and the subjection of the abductees to clinical 
examinations and tests9 or 9 as in one celebrated case9 to bree 1ing experiments9 
clearly points to a deep interest �nong these alien visitors in medical disci­
plines . All such interests are9 again , entirely· consistent with a sophisticated 
culture o 

One might examine many further aspects of ufo behaviour with a view to tracing 
probable clues to other facets of the underlying ufo cul��e � but suffice here 
to simply summarize the glimpses of it that are apparently possible from an 
analysis of the overall phenomeno� 9 as outlined in the preceding paragraphs . 

Firstly9 on the assumption that ufos �re real 9 they fre quently present a solid 
external appearance . This inclica·r.es that they are made of dense materials , and 
this in fact seems to be confirmed in those instances when landed ufos have 
p�oduced measurable indentations and symmetrically arranged holes and depress­
ions on ground surfaces . Observed details9 moreover9 strongly indicate that a 
high percentarre of ufos are artificial �onstructions. Dense materials indicat­
es mass9 although during fl tght ufos often exhibit manoeuverability character­
istic of massless objects. 

Secondly9 propulsion systems �apable of propellinG in the manner commonly re­
ported 9 and no matter how simple �t may actually be � is clearly highly control­
able and suggestive of elaborate support systems . 

Thirdll9 the utilization by ufos of �repulsion systems and materials of the 
type suggested above further sugb�sts that both materials and fuels must init­
ially be detected ru1d extracted in raw state 9 and then refined and harnessed 
to meet ufo requirements effectively . To achieve such results . various more fun­
damental scanning and extraction processes would have to exist9 while they9 · in 
tUrn 9 would themselves require control . All control techniques imply mathemat­
ical or compu-ta. tional systems 9 and they in turn imply a vJorkable communications 
system or series of systems o nwritingn as we lmow it may not exist 9 but an ac­
curate conveyance of ideas and abstract thoughts must surely exist at some l.e­
vel in the ufo culture being discussed. 

As mentioned 9  some ufologists have . gone so far as to argue that ufos might con­
ceivably be nthought" into existence by advanced entities 9 in which case most 
of the forego ing arglli�ents would perhaps be meTely erroneous extensions of pos­
sibly inapplicable terrestrial technology a Agreement with such a viewpoint is 
seriously \<Teakened by those reports that describe ufos being n repaired'w o In the 
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lmown "repair" cas e s  no eye-v;i tne s s  has des cribed.  pro ce s se s  whereby replacement 
units were suddenly n thoughtH into exis tence by ufo occupants 7 even though it 
is readily conceded that they were ii thoughtH into exis tence ins ide the ufo be­
fore be ing brought outside to be ins erted into or fitted onto the ufo 1 s  exter­
ior . Certainly the �'repairu cas e s  sugge s t  that ufos are composed of various 
parts or segments that can be changed when required .  This , in turn , sugge s t s  
that such parts are manufactured individually before being as s embled ( s omewhere ) 
into complete ufos , with a few critical spares ,  perhaps , being carried on board 
for emergency purpos es . In the writer ' s  submis sion , the " thinkingH into exis t­
ence explanation s trains the credul ity jus t  too much for acceptance , despite 
the repeated marvels of other ufo activities ,  and does not merit las ting con­
sideration . 

Fourthlz, a repeated interes t  in biological and zoological and bo tanical sub­
j e cts sugges ts that the ufo culture pos s e s s e s  a great intere s t  in natural his t­
ory and an accompanying medical knowledge . Several indications are known sug­
ges tive of breeding experiments and biol ogical re search programme s .  There are 
al� o grounds for suspe cting that ufo o ccupants are engaged in psychological 
s tudie s of human be ings , and fro� time to time appear to monitor particular 
individuals , familie s ,  or communities . Such behaviour is consis tent with a wida 
ranging s tudy programme .  Quite pos s ibly , s ome of the beams or rays of light 
dire cted at terres trial denizens may repres ent monitoring or re cording proces s­
es analogous to ��n ' s pho tographic endeavours . The s oundl e s s  burs ting of bl obs 
of l ight apparently dire cted purpos efully at particular targe ts sugge s ts just 
such activity . The pos s e s s ion by ufos of such te chniques again squares with 
the no tion of an elaborate and advanced culture . 

The often re corded intere s t  in farms , ffsheries ,  and hospitals is apparently 
further verification of s ome deep s eated preoccupation by ufos with .terre s trial 
biology, as used in its wide s t  s ens e . 

It would therefore seem safe to as sume that , s o  far as the re corded fabric of 
upure 91 ufology is concerned , there is every indication of ufo s  being a part of 
a vas ter whole , of which the greater part currently remains UTL�own to us . 
While very largely s trange and inexpl icable to us 9 this vas ter whole neverthe­
less appears to function mos t  effe ctively and , de spite the bizarre charac ter 
of many of its cons tituent details , mus t conform in its bas ic cons truction and 
modus operandi to the fundamental building blocks of the Universe . As such it 
would eventually be comprehensible even to us given a sufficiently long period 
of s crutiny and s tudy . The big s tumbling block 7  however , in that our concept 
of what cons titute s the fundamental building bl ocks of the Universe-may be in 
error, or at leas t incompl e te . In other words , Man ' s  re searches may have s o  far 
overlooked a crucial natural law ne c e s sary to a proper unders tanding of the ufo 
enigma , and that until we s twnble upon it we may never unders tand that eni�na .  

But there are aspe cts o f  the ufo phenonena that we c an  unders tand . Wa re cognize 
that artifically shaped ob j e cts l ike ufos 9 having apparent mas s , mus t be con­
s tructed from de s igns and material s , and that the s e  in turn had to be as s embled 
be forehand , thus indicative of organized effort . Such proce s s e s  are familiar to 
even us . We are much l e s s  sure , however , about the propuls ive methods us ed by 
ufos , and their apparent l os s  of mas s while in fl ight ; and we really know noth­
ing at all about the origins of ufos . It is true that s everal the orie s purport 
to explain the pre sence of ufos here , but once again nobody knows for sure if 
any of them approaches the truth . All this , therefore , is analogous to our ice-
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berg. We discern the part above water in reasonable detail and we glimpse the 
shadowy outlines of some parts just below water level 9 but we know nothing of 
the overall size and shape of the iceberg. Our sole consolation is that the 
only clues we possess respecting the very exis tence of this alien culture is 
via ufo visitations and the activities of their occupants o That such . a culture 
could exist  and Man remain ignorant of it --- supposing for a moment that it 
had not discovered Earth (or our din-;.ension ) and visited us -- is a very sober­
ing thought . 

Having sighted the tip of the iceberg9 therefore 9 let us take positive s teps to 
explore the shadowy and hidden portions of it . But all mariners will attest th­
at icebergs can be dangerous 9 so  let  o�T exploration proceed systematically and 
cautiously. 

Investigations that preclude s tudies of topics referred to here collectively as 
pexipheral ufology are almos t  certainly as dangerous as those that ignore the 
peri�s of an iceberg9 for 9 although none of these topics have yet to be linked 
indisputably with the ufo phenomenon pure and simple 9 it is nonetheles s  inter­
esting that incidences of ufo activity in specific regions or at particular 
periods very often coincide spatially 2�d temporarily with outbreaks of animal 
mutilations , sightinb.rs of strange animals ,  and reports of unknown humanoid or 
anthropoid creatures .  The cessation of any one of these outbreaks in a given 
locality is very often accompanied by similar-ces sations of the other mysteries . 
Thus , although �efinite connections between the apparently dis similar enigmas 
just  mentioned have s till tu be established9  the close similarities between 
tiTBir periods of manifestation (a repetitious factor it may be added ) at least 
lends support to the suspicion that some or all of them may in reality be very 
firmly connected one with another. In that case , each would represent different 
pieces of s ome largGr but obs cure whole --- the "whole"  being that alien realm 
best  known to us through -Ghe so-called npu:ren ufology. 

If , as has been suggested 7 ufos and their occupants represent but the tip of an 
iceberg, then these other mys teries (bizarre animal mutilations 9 falls of frogs 
and other animals ,  nBigfootn sightings 9 sightings of mys tery animals like the 
"Surrey Puman , poltergeist  events ,  e tc . ) might very well be further aspects of 
the hidden portion of the iceberg revealed to us culy sporadically and erratic­
ally. Every investigator who has studied each of these problems in depth has 
reached the conclusion that the enigmas are far reaching and much more complex 
than initial aquaintance suggests �-� very much as ufologists have conclu�ed 
about ufos "pure and s imple" .  In other words 9 each of these  various mysteries. 
is greater and is attended by far reaching ramifications than is generally sup­
posed, whereby each clearly reflects some grander design than is usually admit­
ted. Equally clearly none is complete in itself , but obviously relates to other 
as yet undetermined material . The temporal coincide�ce of so many of these mys­
teries with ufo activity is thus of great interest  and , perhaps , ·of much impor­
tance . 

By i{snoring these "peripheral n enigmas , or by excluding them from ufology, we 
may be rendering ufology and ourselves a very great disservice . Nobody withholds 
agreement from the viewpoint that ufology "pure and simple" contains enough 
within itself to occupy a lifetime ' s  s tudy, and that the tacking-on of "peripher­
al" enigmas complicates matters still further .  But , as has been pointed out, the 
overall ufo puzzle may not be solluble without the recognition of these other 
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topics as integral parts of the whole . In conclus ion �  and by way of illus trat­
ing this point more fully � we may cons ider the following. 

Le t us suppose that five ufonauts land on Earth one night and s teal a serie s 
of watches from a j e\vellers (ufonauts have a habit of taking things from Earth 
without our permi s s ion ) . On returning to the ir place of origin they s e t  about 
s tudying the watche s �  without realizing pre cis ely what the watches are . Thus , 
one ufonaut s tudie s  the overall des ign of the watch with its combination of me­
tals , glas s face � and re trac table winder � e tc . 9 a second ufonaut s tudies the 
arrangement of the numbem round the dial , and trie s to de termine their meaning 
and purpo s e . A third ufonaut s tudie s  the movements of the hour � minute , and se­
cond hands and their relations one to another .. The fourth ufonaut inve s tigates 
the internal mechanism of the watch 9 s tudying the numbers and shape s of the 
coils � springs , and �alances 9 and . trE fifth ufonaut s tudies the me tallergy and 
s tructure of the glas s that makes up the watch . Eventually each ufonaut meets 
with the others and submit3 his report . \Vhen these are dis tilled toge ther the 
true func tion 2nd us e of the watch may become apparent . Equally it may not ,  as 
all kinds of gauge s � mearuring device s �  and moni toring units proQuce d  on Earth 
have numbered dials 9 anu moving hands controlled internally by a varie ty of 
mechanisms , both moving and $ Ol id s tate.. Thus there would be no guarantee that 
our five hypothetical ufonauts would arrive at the corre ct interpre tation re s­
pe cting the s tolen watch �  even though they � had sub j e c ted it to deep anal­
ytical study .. 

At pre sent it seems to me that ufology i s � in s ome quarters , perilously close 
to being in the pos ition of the five hypothe tical ufonauts . A great deal of re­
s earch is be ing pro s e cuted into particular aspe cts of the ufo phenomenon , and 
into topics uis cus sed here as " peripheral ufology" � ancl few attempts are being 
made to relate the various findincss one to another or to synthes ize information 
realis tically . In other words � a high percentage of current ufo re search seems 
to be " is ola tionis ticvr 9 with no ar few correlations of data . Digging one ' s  own 
trench and extracting every las t ounce of information from it is fine until the 
trench ge ts s o  deep that one cannot s e e  over its rim to s ee what o ther adjacent 
trench-diggers are doing . In this conne c tion it is encouraging to note that a 
few organizations have re cently been es tablished to correlate interdis ciplinary 

· s tudies .  In every cas e  the se efforts are extremely ambit ious and are thus prone 
to se t-backs or failure .. It is really up to all 8erious ufologi s ts to support 
such organizations to the hil t �  for a s o lution to the ir mutual interes t  may only 
be pos s ible through effe ctive correlations of this wide spread data . By way of a 
brief illuotration 9 the s ighting of ufos over Britain on say October 1s t coming, 
while locally intere s ting, will have a wholly unknown s ignificance if we do no t 
als o  make it our bus ine s s  to discnver where els e ufos appeared on that day 9 if 
at all , or if any of the s o-called " peripheraln phenomena occurred that day . On­
ly the wider over-view of the known phenomena will enable us to perce ive the 
full extent of the ufo i ceberg. At pres ent this' hardly happening. And ye t 9  as 
advocated in this article 9  there appears to exi s t  (s omewhere ) a whole incredible 
alien cul ture 9 the very exis tence of which is unknown except through the various 
manifes tations dis cus s e d  above . But our culture is known to i t 9  and we seem to 
be of much interes t  to i t .  Any relationships that occur be tween the two cultures 
occur on i ts terms , not ours . Is it not high time that we _revers e d ,  or at leas t 
ev�ne d-up 9 the proce s s ?  It may well be that Man ' s very future depends on achiev­
ing such a balance .

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In general we feel that the ques tionnaire was a great succes s  so  that another 
containing different ques tions will be issue d in due course o Hearing your id­
eas and views by this means is extre mely helpful and interes ting to us 9 and 
is a method we think should be repeate d with reasonable regularity. The pre� 
sent set �f answers receive d sho�r that members are 10ry� behind Contact (UK) ' s 
committee ands like that committee, want to see the organization grow even 
larger next year and the year after that . As we all know9 Contact (UK) is one 
of the largest ufo groups in the world9 and9 with its me mbership of Contact 
International 9 part of the largest  ufo organization of all .

Among s ome of the more immediately promising views 
received have been ideas respecting advertising in nAwarenes s "  and the wider 
advertising of Contact (UI{) elsewhere 9 also  ways of increasing membership9 the 
possibility of life me mbership arrange ments 9 and of how best to s timulate · ·con­
tact between members at the individual or subgroup level . We shall publish our 
findings and recommendations on these s tudies in due course9  and hope to allow 
for their full discuss io!l - t  thu next .Annual General Meeting. A full annoUnce­
ment respecting the latter will appear in the Autumn issue of i'Awarenes s '1 9 as 
the event will not this year take p: · · .ce until January 20th. 9 1979 .
