Editorial 

Thursday, January 18th., 1Q79,. w�s. a rather-special day for British ufology, for 
around· 7.00pm that date a debate 'In ufos was launched in the H0use of Lords, 
Westminster, London. This event was 0pened by' cur founder president, Lord Clan­
carty (formerly well-known under.his -name Brinsiey Le Poer Trench), who presented 
to the assembled house a potted history o;f the ufo phenomenon, the part played to 
.date by .off:Lcialdo!p (bQt4. _domes-tic and foreign) insofar as that has be:;n public-
ally made known, a statement O.t:. the fact that the French government ··has .. a. speed_;, 
al department finan...::ed by the �ench taxpayer to investigate uf-:•s, and who then 
asked whether the British government �as investigating ufos, had investigated 
ufos, and whether it would issue a . .statement to reassure -vhe public a.t large in 
view 0f the fact that ufo activity appeared �o be on the increase and that some 
land.?-ngs o·f ufos were �'"'ccurring more frequently no11/ than ;_YJ. previous decades. He 
argued that an informed public was a calm public9 an uninformed �ne was a public 
prone to panic. This was the first .time that the subject pf ufos had been seri­
ously debated in the Britlsh parliament. 

Your·�ditor and treasurer, together with your International President (Miss Ruth 
�ees �-- see later in this issue), were present at the. debate, being guests of 
Lord Clancarty and Lord Ilchester. The following is therefore an· impression of 
what transpired •. It differs considerably f�om the rat�er cursory and unnec;:essar­
ily facetious treatment the debate received at the hands of the news media, both 
on the n�xt and the follovJing c.ay.. . 

Lord Clanca.rty' s. opening speech ·was followed by one from Lord· ·Tr�fgarne, who said 
that, although a pilot of many years' experience, he had never seen a ufo and did 
not believe in them. He felt that all sightings could be rati0nally explained, 
and were, 'in fact, misidentifications C:f known and mundane things. 

Lord Trefgarne's comments were followed by those of Lord 'Kimberley, who, 'in a 
most --informed speech argued strt"ngly fer a belief in ufos., asserting that there 
wa� +�ttle doubt that they existed and that a proper official study of th�� was 

-�9ng overduea He tended t� th� belief that Ufos were probably of extraterrestrial 
origin and that they represented an advanced culture. Earl Kimberley included· a···· 
list of eminent individuals who had :Publically--admi tted to having seen a ufo, or 
who supported the idea tlli�t ufos exis.ted. Lord Kimberley was followed by Vtsc�unt 
Oxford, who, 0in a maiden speech to the House of Lords, examined the : uf·o� probTe!ll 
from several points of view 'and concluded that9 while ·they appeared .. to .. exist; we. 
didn't really know what they are. �ing the course of his argument Lord Oxfqrd 
po�ted out that ufo behaviour appeared to often transcend orthodox ... terre·s·trial 
physics, whereby it might be surmised that even our best and most adV-anced sci� 
entists were ill-equipped to deal with the ufo enigma along conventional lines. 
He s-ensed · a feeling throughout science tha·c Man '"as near the edge of great bre�k­
through in knowledge that would overturn many of our mos·t cherishe-d ·c-urrent s·ci.;.; 
entific concepts an� dogmaso 

Later speakers included Lord Rankelller1 Lord Davis of Leek� _and -the prelate of 
Norwich, all of whom supported the belief in ufos and collectively ··-encourageJ. 
the'f�rmati0n of an official governmental studyo Other speakers were less sure. 
of--the r�ality of ufos and one was positively opposed to furth�r time being wast­
ed on t�e debate. 'J'he gc;vernment's official view was ·expressed by 'Lord ·strobolgi, 
who affirmed that the g�vernment had no intention �·;f setting up a special . u.:fo 
_study.centre analogous to the French one7 but felt that it (via the•Ministry of 
De£ense and. other departments-likely to be 'interested) might c�riduct -more ·f�it� ... 
fu� liais:m with th.e private groups studying ufos and who? he. added," were already 



doing a good job of cata�oguing and documeniing ufo episodeso By implication7 
it could be assumed that the government9 _-w:hiJ;.� :qot publically admitting to the. 
reality of ufos, tacitly supported those organizations who inves�igated ufo 
incidents in a private capacityo 

Some speakers were puzzled by the ability �f ufos to traverse vast interplanet­
ary distances so effectively and9 presUITla:ply9 q_uicklyo The star alpha Centauri 
figured in the arguments aR a possible . or�gin fo.r- .ufos.

It was thus curio�s to find an almost universal acceptance among those who bel­
ieved in the reality of ufos that'these alien visitors were of extraterrestrial 
origin and that they came from other planetso At hardly any time were other eq_u­
ally viable alternatives discussedo Such must be �he measure of the general view 
that ufos and their occupants must ··be interplartetaryo In this connection, v.:..rtu­
ally no speaker presented an argument (for or agc:tinst) that could not be pepper­
ed full of holes by an informed ufologist9 whereby it seems clear that the more 
advanced and recent developments in the ufo study field have yet to filter thro� 
ugh to interested bodies as a wholeo 
Almost every speaker congratulated Lord Clancarty �n bLinging ufos into the House 
of Lords for debate9 as9 with only one or two exceptions, all considered ufos as 
beipg of high importance and much scientific interesto In view of the government� 
final ruling (given by Lord �trobolgi) that no serious centr� would be set-up to 
study ufos, Lord Clancarty withdrew his motion that the government do so. 

The final impression was that numerous informed peers viewed ufos with interest, 
and a few with concern, particularly as many said that th�y believed that the 

.government, together with those of the USA and9 very probabl� the USSR7 were in­
dulging in a gigantic "coNer-up" designed to keep the mass of humanity ignorant 
of the real factso This was an interesting aspect alluded to by several speakers, 
�nd showed that official denials of this allegation were unconvincing to at le­
ast these peerso Urologists have often voiced similar doubts now for many years. 

The debate ended at approximately 11 . 30 pmo, all participants agTeeing that it 
had been well worthwhileo

There seems little doubt that the interest expressed in ufos by members uf the 
House of L0rds on January 18th signals a new and favourable reaction by that as­
sembly to the whole subject of ufos9 and augers well for the future. The number 
of peers who were prepared to stand up and speak out on behalf of ufos was unex­
pectedly high9 and was encouraging evidence of the interest shown in the ufo eni­
gma at all levels of societyo It is known that Lord Clancarty is now exploring 
the possibility of establishing a closer and much more regular exchange of news 
and views about ufos between the afore.named peers and the major ufo study organ­
izations in Britain. 1979 couid therefore witness the beginning of a whole new 
approach to the organized study of ufos9 something long overdue. 
The foregoing debate, coupled with the resounding success of this year's AGM and 
annual lectures in Oxford (when hundreds of people had to be turned away from 
the doors of the Town Hall wherein it was stagedg see later in this issue) and 
with the high expectations of the first International UFO Congress to be held 
in London this year over the August bank-holiday weekend (see later in this is­
sue)9 certainly promises well for the futureo Let all ufologists everywhere take 
these opportunities firmly with both hands, effectively consolidate them, and 
ensure that they bear abundant and widespread ufoiogical fruito It 'is high time 
ufology had such a cropo The Editor.

"PERIPHERAL UFOLOGY No� 5 ---
SEERS9 SAINTS9 AND SUNSPOTS - A CONNECTION?"

(Editorial note g continuing our long-running but occasional series heade d 
" peripheral ufology" --- of which vari ous earlier issues of this j ournal have 
�eature d previous example s --- the pre se nt article 9  while not de monstrably 
a definite part of the ufo puzzle 9 deals with material that may very well be , 
and which could be'of extreme significance for the future 0f modern Man., All 
seri us ufo re searchers would do well to note the author ' s arguments) • 

. In volume 7 of the "UFO Register" (1976 ) , pp . 22-30 , a paper by ])elair put for­
ward evidence for

.
the correl ation of sunspots with ufo activity. The available  

.data sugge st8 that , while the two phenrlffiena do not appear to  derive from the 
same cause , ufo waves include a cycl e 0f approximately ten years 9 which is ·i n  
step with ,  an d  apparently a few months ahead o f ,  the sunspot cycle., 

Sunspots themselves consist ;uf a dark spot on  the surface of the Sun9 and take 
the. form of a black , relatively cool ,  ce ntral nucleus surrounded by a less 

dark penumbra .. They may be many thousands.of mile s across2 and .are known to 
affe ct a varie ty of Earthly things, such as radio. communicatio ns9 human suioide 
rates, and electrical storms., In fact , a whole host of eve nts are affe cted by 
sunspots, although it  neverthe le ss see�s V8ry unlike ly that their concurre nce 
with ufo waves can mean that one is the dire ct cause of the other .  The phe no­
menon does,  however, have its uses  .. 

The last completed pe ak of sunspot activity took pl ace in 1967 .. Anoth�r i·s pre­
se ntly in the throes of being complete d" The interval se parating sunspot peaks 
varie s from 9.,7 to 14 .. 00 ye ars --- the intervals e nding in 1935 and 1802 being 
re spective examples of the se �xtremes., The average interyal between the pe aks 
is llol years. Via the .. p�oce ss of projection it  is therefore easily possible 
for one such pe ak to oc .cur in the ye ar 1999, which i s  quoted here for a very 
special reason .. There is also exte rnal evide nce to sugge st that 1999 may also 
be a�very special year for ufos. I inte nd to examine this evide nce most c�ic-
ally b'=low o o

The famous, or infamous, seer Nostradamus wrote a prophe sy in the sixtee nth 
ce ntury which said �  

" L'an mil neuf cens nonante neuf se pt mois, 
])u ciel vie ndra un grand Roi deffraieur , 
Resusciter le grand Roi d ' Angolmois, 
Avant que Mars regne r par bonheur" .  

There are at least two transl ations of thi s  statement which make sense , de­
pe nding upon whether the word "Angolmois" means Angoumois in weste rn France , or 
is an inaccurate anagram of the Old French "Mo ngoloisn, which runs as follows� 

"In the year 1999 and seven months, from the sky , 
will come the great King of Terror .. He will bring 
back to life the gre at king of Angoumois/the Mongols .. � 

Before and after War reigns hap;>ily" .

Ev�n if we accept that this  is meant to refer to  ufos9 can we believe that i t  "is 
anything more than the product of a fertile imagination? To answer this que stion 
we must now examine both the man and some . of  his other vrophe

�ies.

Born in 1503 at St.Remy de ·proven·ce 9 Nostradamus studied first at Avignon and 
the n went on to  study medicine at Montpellier in 1 522 . After a �hile heiping 
victimJ of the plague , he re-en�olled at Montpellier and comple te d  his doctor­
ate.  Hi? unorthod.Jx me dical habi

.
ts 9 such as refu�incs :to ·bleed his patients 9 ·plus 

the fact that his pare nts were Jews·, made him unpopular in some ·circles. He was, 
however , sufficiently accepte d ·in the Christian community to allow him to marry 
into a wealthy family in 1 534. 
De spite his succe ss wi th many sufferers from the plague , he wad unable to pre­
ve nt it  from killing his own famil y, and his misfortune continued in  1 538 whe n  
he was accused o f  heresy, which forced  him +.o roam for several years. 

By 1554 9 he was se ttled in JYiarsei�les 9 ·vhe n, aftel' another epidemic of the pla­
gue , he move d to Salon.  Here he marrie d a we althy widow , and wrote his prophes­
ies called .,The Centurie s", which were published in  incomplete form in  1555 . He 
also travelled ·to court and had le ngthy co nsul tations with �ueen Catherine de 
Medi ci9 who had se nt for him out of an intere st in  his pre dictions and his medi­
cal skill . He returned to Salon, where he died in 1566 .  ::rn 1568 nThe Centuries" 
was published in its complete form. 

Even from a more detailed biography the onl y  conclusions that can be made are 
that , al though his great abi lity as a docto�  are certain, he was not always tru­
sted . on re ligious grounds, and we must bear this distrust in mind whe n  we exam-

·ine his .prophe sies. 

With possible fraud in mind, it  mu.st be stated that many of Nostradamus·•s pre­
ictions are so absurdly vague that the y could apply to al 1,1ost anything. For ex­

. ample , oentury 10 ("ce ntury91 is used  here as a divisio n  of his book ,  not as a 
date), quatrain 10 translate s a8g 

"Stained with murder and enormous adulteries, great 
enemy of mankind, he will be worse than his ancestors, 
uncles and fathers, in steel , fir'39 and water , bloody 
and inhuman91 o 

In fac t ,  some of the predictions are almost certainl y  in  error , such as century 
1 ,  quatrain 49 , which saysg 

"Long before the se happenings the people of the East , 
infl uenced by the Mo on, in the year 1700 will cause many 
to be carrie d away, and will almost subdue the Northern 
area"o 

-Although various actions taken in that year by August II, Charles  XII, and Peter 
the Great affecte d  northern areas, nothing really seems to properl y fit this pr­
ophe sy. 

To be fair to Nostradamus� however , we must concede that sume of his work was 
very accurate. For instance , century 2 9  quatrain 51 9 says� 

"The blood of the just will be demande d of London 
burnt by fire in 660 The ancient la�y will fall 
from her high position, and many of the same 
denomi nation will be killed".

These lines obviously refer to the Great Fire of London of l666o The ancient 
l ady is taken to me an the old St.Paul's Cathedral , which was burnt down, there­
by expl aining what is  meant by "many of the same de nomination will be  killed". 
Eve n so , the accuracy of this prediction is not absolutelz conclusive , so we 
must turn to another of Nostradamus's pieces for evidence of any ge nuine pre ­
cognit.ive skill . 

It is� for examp�e , exceedingly difficult ,  to conv�.ncingly e xplain away the next 
prediction without being irrationally critical o Ce ntury 3 ,  quatrain 7� reads: 

"The third climate include d  under Aries, in tL.e 
ye ar 1727 in October the king of Persia, capture d 
by those of Egypt � battle,  de ath , loss �  great shame 
to the crossno 

In October 1727 � peace was made be tween the Turks and the Persians. Shah Ashraph 
gave the lands of Emran, Tauris and Hamadan to the Turks, and re cognized the 
Sultan as succe ssor to the Calipho The Ottoman Empire was stre ngthe ned to the 
de triment of the Christian nations, and no more. crusades were begun. 

The lesson to be learnt fro m the above and from studying the· work as a whole 
see ms to be that the more specific Nostradamus ge ts, for instance mentionlng a 
particular month or a city ,  the more accurate he is likely to be.  Usually, how-
ever , he is vague and of dubious authe nticityo

Returning now to ufos and the first mentione d  Nostradamus prophesy (century 10 , 
quatrain 72 ) is the pre diction  specific e nough to be likely to be true ?  Consid­
ering the first sente nce "In the ye ar 1999 , and seve n months, from the sky will 
come the great King of Terror", we find that a ye ar ,  a month , and a person of  
importance are me ntioned, which is al most as specific as the successful writings 
for 1727 (see above ) 9 e xcept ti1a t the l ands of this king ' s influence are :hot id­
entified. The next se nten.ce is equally precise , "He will bring back to life the 
gre at king of Angoumois/the Mongols"o ·Since it  is unliKely that there will be 
more than one "great" king of either Angournois or the Mongols in the same ye ar 
(specified as 1999 ) , this pre diction is about as precise and therefore likely to 
be as accurate as we could e xpect fro m Nostradamus, though I personally wish 
that another country or contine nt were named. 

The possible coincidence of high sunspot  activity and the arrival for the great 
"King of Terror" pe rmitted by the sources- already cited  is not the only evidence 
for pre dicted ufo activity at the turn of the ce ntury. Another seer , who is more 
e asy to deal with ,  also contributes some interesting material o

St .Mal achy, Bishop of Armagh from  li34 to 1137 , was chiefly known for introduc­
ing a territorial syste m of church administration, which displ aced the existing 
here ditary organization dating back to the time of St. Patricko During his life­
time he began a religious revival in Northern Irel and which.helped rekindle in­
terest in the faith, and he wrote some manus.cripts ori  the subject,  though as an 
author he was by no means prodigiouso Despite this fac t ,  however, it is one of 
his manuscripts that I wish to describe o 

In 1595 a list of prophesie s  was published which were claimed to have been sto­
red in the Vatican after approval by Pope Innocent II. At that time the inqui­
sition was very active , and such an obviously controversial topic would soon 



have been condemned as heretical if its claims were falseo· The subject matter 
of these prophesies was the papacy. Each future pope had a motto or a phrase 
allotted to him out of a long list, which was supposed to be in chronological. 
ord�r up to the end of �he papacy. 
St Malachy appears to be as great a man of integrity as we could wish for, and 
the laGk of interest in his predictions by the inquisition is encouraging. But 
can we believe the predictions themselves? 

As with Nostradamus, we are faced with the fact ·that some of the mottos are so 
ridiculously vague that they could fit almost anyone. For exa�ple, the phrase 
representing Pope Paul V (1605-1621) is "Gehs Perversa" 9 which trcvnsla tes as 
"perverse people", who in turn are interpreted as being the Protestants9 but 
there have been heretics and schisms within the Catholic Church for centuries, 
and Pope Paul V certainly had no monopoly of themo And taking a motto which is 
supposed to refer to. more modern times 9 ·the translation for Pope Pius JCI (1922-
1939) is "Unshaken Faith", which could also refer to almost every .other pope 
over the last five hundred years. 

There are, however, some phrases that are much more difficult to explain away as 
vague or generalisations, such as "light in the Sky" for Leo XIII (1878-1903), 
whose coat of arms depicted a golden· shooting star on a blue background9 or "The� 
Rapacious Eagle" for Pius VII (1800-1823) who lived through the era of �apoleon, 
whose standard was an eagle9 or "The rake in the Port" for Pope Innocent XII 
(1691-1700) who was born at the port of Naples and whose coat of arms· shows a. 
rake.

With ST�Malachy there is nothing as specific as "the year 1999 and· seven months'� 
but the amusing co-incidences such as the three recounted above, mount up as the 
phrases are read9 so that by the end of the work there are far too many such co­
incidences for comfort. 
Coming back to ufos, my point i� that according to the prophesies of Malachy 
there are only two more popes after the present John Paul II, and then the pap­
act terminates. Using the twenty-five popes prior to Joan Paul II as a represent­
ative sample, the average length of reign is about twelve years. This implies, if 
the predictiQns are correct, that the papacy will end in roughly 2014 AoD o , The 
twelve-year average however allows for both shorter as well as longer reigns, so 
that should there be a very short papal reign in the near future, like that of 

John Paul I9 twelve years could easily be wiped off this figure and thereby re­
duce 2014 A. D. to 2002 A. D. Should neither of the two popes that will allegedly 
follow Pope John Paul II reign for even twelve year periods, then the date 1999 
becomes � distinct possibility as �he date when the papacy will end. 

I propose that the Nostradamus prophecy for 1999, and St.Malachy's limitation on 
the head vf the Catholic Church could r�fer to the same year. and .the same cause: 
namely, a decisive move on the part of the occupants of ufos to influence Man's 
development. Hence,·nfrom the sky will come the great King of Terror", most ter­
rible indeed to Nostradamus and the Catholic Church if the king is to be respon­
sible for the end of the papacy, fits in with projected ufo activity for the last 
years of this century. Note that Nostradamus's prophecy would have been treated 
as heresy had: it been couched in even more specific language9i.e.9 the end of the 
papacy will occur in n1999 EU'ld seven months", and he would likely have been burnt 
at the stake as a heretic. Any vaguaries we discern in his prophecy may therefore 
have been intentionally inserted into its fabric. Also, we would not expect the. 
structure of the Catholic faith to change ins�antly, overnight, no matter how

profound the message from this King from the · sky could be 9 thus explaining the· 
difference in years (1999 v.2002 A.D. ) indicated by the Nos tradarnus a�d St. Mal� 
achy predictions . 
The present pattern of sunspot activity also  fits in very well with this sug­
ges tion , so perhaps we should already le preparing ourselves for a more inter­
e sting .twenty-first century than any of0us had imagined.

"UFO SURVEILLf:tNCE OF' NORTH lU'lERICAN AIRFORCE 
AND RliDAR INS Tii.Lhi. TI ONS

For several years now there seems to have been a steady increase in the extent 
to which ufos have been inspecting North Junerican military (especially airforce ) 
centres o This has so  far amounted to surveillance and, one suspects7 remote mon­
itoring of specific units at various s ites. The overall inc�ease� however 9 has 
nonetheless been ve�Jr real ancL has certainly caused const�rnation in various mi­
litary circles .  In a recently published article enti t}_ed "UFOs vs, USAFn 9 Michael 
Satchell ("Parade" magazine 9 December l0tho9 1978 9 pp .. S-11) furnished numerous · 

details of theseeventsn As this magazine is generally not available in Britain , 
I have paraphrased the principal �ontents of Satchell1s article below9 in order 
that British-based membe�s of Contact lnteTnational9 and also others f�ther 
afield to whom this j ournal is ultimately sent , may have the_oportunity· of keep­
ing abreas t of these s eemingly important ufological developments o 
On a clear crisp evening 9 at 8 . 00 pm to be more pre cise9 on October 27th. , 19757 
Danny K . Lewis9 a military police sergeant? was on duty at the weapons storage 
centre of Loring Air Force Base in Maine, USI..9 when he heard a whirring s ound. 
like that an approaching helicopter might make . Lewis watched the peculiar lights 
of the nhelicopter" as it lmvered to within 300 yards of the weapons dump o He 
raised the alarm ,  which alerted - the com�and pos t  and caused adultional security 
forces to be deployed_., The control tower then began tracking the obje ct on its 
radar equipment o 

The s trange craft ,  which exhibited a Hhi te strobe ar!d rec"'..iish-orange lights 9 'flew 
ov�r and around Loring i'or no less  than 90 minutes., It was tracked during that 
time on radar . From its noise, observers as sumed it to be a helicopter 9 although 
its precise shape was hardly discernibleo Not sure of what he was being confront­
ed wi.th , the 42ndo Wing Commander at the base requested F-106 jet  fighters from 
the . . North American Air Defense Command (NOR!1..D ) bases at Hancock Field9 New York9 
and North Bay, Ontario 9  Can�da . His request was denied, leaving him little alter­
n?-tive but to s trengthen his exis ting security patrols 9 to monitor the mys.tery 
object ' s _manoeuvers· and to ponder its �urposeo 
Very shortly telephonic contact between Loring and the National rtilitary Command 
. Centre in Washington resulted in �:�e Pent�gon situation room forwarding inform­
ation . about the intruder to the Central Intelligence Agency (c�) in Langley , 
ViJ::"ginia . Nobody had the slightest  illea what ·chey were dealing with, although 

.. everyone was understandably disconcerted at the realisation that the intruder 
had jus t  arrived without prior indications of its vis it having been picked up by 
radar equipment., 
The intrusion at Loring was the curtain-raiser to a remarkable and still unex­
plained series of events that unfolded over the following three and half weeks 
at SAC bases at Loring 9 Wurtsmi th AFB in Michigan , and r'Iinot AF.B in North Dakota; 
at the }�lmstrom Minuteman ICBM base  in Montana9 at a half dozen mis s ile launch 
.control facilities s catte�ed throughout Montana 9 and at the NORliD long-range ra­
dar s tation operated by the Canadian Air Force at Fdlconbridge9 Ontario. 

*Fox 464 , Huron , Ohio 44839 9 USAn Mis s  Perry is Contact (UK) ' s special inves­
tigator for northern Ohio s tate , and has monitored much local ufo activity. 
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During this period 9 dozens of US and Canadian Air Force persoP�el observed9 
tracked and pursued .with jets.�nd intercepter helicopters a series of unidenti­
fied aircraft or brightly lit objects having the capacity ·to fly and hover­
ing at great speeds and lofty heightso Teams of F-106 interceptors pursued the 
mysterious intruders when they were over Malmstrom and Falconbridge; a helicop­
ter was launched when the objects ret1Lrned twice more to Loring9 and KC-13 5 
tankers chased the objects at Loring (again ) and Wurtsmith. No air force pursu­
er was able to get close enough to identify the intruding craft 9 as the latter 
switched off their lights7 took evasive action 9 or rapidly o·Qtpaced and out­
distanced th� fastest jets and helicopters. 

The full story of these ·sobering events has never been officially published9 but 
has b�en pieced together from Air Force files ---. some classified and confident­
ial 9 but others declassified and released under the Freedom of Information Act. 
The.great bulk of the informatory documents were obtained under this act by We 

Todd Zechel7 of Citizens Against UFO Secrecy, an organization operating from 
191 E.l6lst.st.7 Bronx 9 N.Yal045l 9 USA, and which sues various branches of the 
United States government for release of UFO-related reports9 and by the National 
Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena (NICAP ) � located at l Bank Street� 
Suite 3077 Gaithersburg 9 Maryland 20760, USAo Quite clearly, additional details· 
of thes� and similGr incidents are contained in documents that the USAF has re­
fused to release. The USAF reluctance to release these documents or to acknow­
ledge having investigated any of these incidAnts doubtless lies in its evident 
warriness in becoming embroiled again in the ufo controversy. In£ormed readers 
will recall that, from 1 947 until 1968 9  the USAF operate� a special unit (never 
very large ) to deal with ufo reports 9 and that with the publication of the find­
ings· of the ·notorious Condon Committee it ceased. to openly investigate ufo inci­
dents. There is 9 of course 9 considerable g�ound for supposing that at least some 
sections of the USAF were taking an interest in ufo activity before 1 947 9 and 
that somewhere under the Pentagon 1 s wing another un·i t continued to mC'ni tor the 
phenomenon after 1 968. Indeed 9 as.we shall see 9 specific directives concerning 
alleged ufo reports were issued to USAF personnel expressly in conpection with 
the series o:. ufo events described above. . . 
On October 29th.7 197 5 9 mysterious objects returned to inspect Loring AFB in 
Maine9 this time flying without lights. When radar operators tracked it heading 
for the weapons storage area? a helicopter was despatched to chase it dowri'. The 
helicopter got to within 1000 feet of the unknown intruder 9 but visual acquisit­
ion was not achievedQ During the same period a KC-13 5  tanker was orbiting the 
base at 5000 feet to aid in identification and to act as radio relay. All radio 
contact was lost7 nor was a closer contact made v.rith the unknown object. A 42nd. 
Bombardment Wing report from Loring states that " • • •  the unknown helicopter has 
demonstrated a clear intent in the weapons storage area . A smart and most capab­
le aviator. Local security has been increased. We anticipate further incidents11• 

This official assessment of the pilot of the unidentified craft tallies with 
those made elsewhere on other occasions by mystified observers nevertheless 
knowledgeable in aviation 9 and by much earlier assessors of the mystery aeropla­
nes over Scandinavia in i93 3  and 1934. In all these cases the capabilities. of 
the mystery fiyers, operating often in attrocious weather 9 �ere extraordinarily 
great. The almost phantom-like approaches to military and air force bases 9 in as· 
much as radar detection was either absent or limited 9· again suggested exception­
al aviatory powers -��·powers precisely like those commonly displayed by.ufos. 
The present series of episodes therefore ties-in very closely with what is known 
about· ufo· behaviour from other sourcesG 



Two nights later. ·witnessed a· virtual replay of the same incident over Loring , 
an unknown intruder craft being spotted three timeso As before 9 the mystery vis­
itor eluded helicopters sent up to investigate it.

The same night 9 whlch stradd:_ed October 30th and 3lsto 9 Wurtsmi th AFB in Michi.::.. : 
gan was again visited by a similar elu�ive objecto This also displayed an inter­
est in the weapons storage facilities at this base. An airbourne tanker was sent 
aloft to pursue the object 9 only to discover that two mystery visitors· were pre­
sent , sometimes flying in trail formation at high speeds , at other times hovering 
or manoeuvering independentlyo. The ·tanker was never able to get near enough to 
the 0bjects to effect positive identificationo 

Then , commencing on November 7th for four consecutive nights , Malmstrom AFB arid 
a series of ICBM launch control facilities in Montana, together with Minot AFB 
in North Dakota 9 hosted visits of unidentified objects actually referred to in 
the 24th NORAD region commander's log as "ufosHo These objects were brightly lit , 
and out-manoeuvered two F-106 interceptors sent up from Malmstrom AFB after that 
base's radar had picked-up seven separa.te ufos 1�atween 9, 500 feet and 1-5 , 500 feet 
moving at only 7 .knots. The objects later speeded up to 150 knots , and that pract­
ically hovered at a mere 3 knots. A memorandum from the National Military Command 
Centre at the Pentagon describes what occurred after the seven objects had been 
initially picked-up on radaro It makes· very interesting reading�-

"Ground witnesses observed lights in the sky and the sounds of engines similar 
to jet fighters. Cross-tell with FAA (Federal Aviation Administration ) revealed 
no jet aircraft within lOO �1 (nautical miles) of the sightings. Radar tracked 
the objects over Lew.istown 9 Mont. , at a speed of 7 knotsoo •o" 

"Personnel at 4 SAC sites reported observing intercepting F-l06's arrive in area� 
sighted objects turned off. their lights upon arrival of interceptors 9 and back 
on upon their departure". 

As we shall see this cat-and-mouse procedure on the part of the ufos was to be 
repeated later elsewhere where military aircraft were concernedo 

The same Pentagon memorandum clearly records that the radar operators carefuliy 
checked-out �heir equipment to ensure that it was functioning properlyo Also ru­
led out were atmospheric tricks caused by natural agencies such a� . .  the Northern 
Lights (Aurora borealis ) .  The conclusion is that the objects were.real and were 
able to out-class even F-106 interceptor fighter�planes. They remained unidenti­
fied, 

Other entries from the 24th NORAD region commander's log refer to 9ther strange 
events occurring elsewhe;re in T1ontg,na during the same period: 

"7 N�.�v. Received a call from the 34.lst SAC CP saying that the following missile 
locations reported seeing a large red to orange to yellow objecto •o" 

"7 Nov. SAC advised that the LCF at Harlowton9 Mont., observed an vbject which 
emitted a light which illuminated the site driveway. " 

"7 Novo 1-l reports that the object to their northeast seems to be .issuing a 
black object from it , tubular in shape" • 

. "8 Novo A security camper team at K-4 reported UFOs with white lights 9 one re� 
light 50 yards behind white light� Personnel at K-1 seeintS' same object"� 

· ·"8 Nov. 1- 5 reported object increased in speed. �-- high velocity 9 raised in al­
titude and now cannot tell the object from the starso11 
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. " 9  Nov. SAC CP repor;ts UFO 20 miles southeast or" Lewistown (Mont. ) 9 orange 
white disc object" .. · '  

"10 Nov. UFO sighting reported by Minot Air Force station9 a bright starlike 
object in the west , moving east9 about the size of a car o The object passed 
over the radar station , 1000 feet to. 2000 feet high 9 no noise"o

The foregoing reports make it quite clear that phenomena that can only be des­
cribed as "lights in the sky" and vtstarlike" � -- two categories often derided 
as of little value or importance to tho ufo problem --- featured prominently in 
these visits to North American AFB , missile , and military sites , and that these 
ufo forms ought henceforth to receive more study that hitherto accorded them. 
They are admittedly s uperficially uninteresting , but their· importance may w.ell 
be ·much Ligher than we have previously bel�oved o Indeed 9 can we afford to ignore 
even the smallest s})red of possible ufo "evidence"? 

This is an appropriate place to �ention a rather similar event that occurred on 
September 1 9th o , 197 6 , in Iran o A classified report on the event was sent qy tha 
U o S. military attache in Teheran to the Pentagon o The re�ort relates how the 
Iranian Airforce sent-up two F-4 Phantom jets to pursue a brilliant object first 
seen hovering near Mehrabad airport , Teheran o One of the jets attempted to. shoot 
down the object with a Sidewinder missile o Both interceptors temporarily lost 
their navigational and comraunications capacity when they got close to the object 
but regained them when they veered �way from it o The weaponE instrumentation 
panel ceased to function on one plane as it prepared to fire its missile o Ac­
cording to the crew of the second interceptor , the unknown object launched a 
smaller object that pursued them for a while o 

On another occasion9 on October 4th o 9  19769 a similar F-4 Phantom jet-fighter 
was sen-� up to investigate an erratically moving high-flying object over the. 
southern Iranian city of Shiraz o As soon as the fighter ne�red the object 9 the 
light vanishedo It had been tracked on local radar , from which it also vanished 
when the F-4 approached it o When the. fighter was half way back to base , the 
light reappeared visually and on radaro Redirected to again investigate the 

. intruder 9 precisely the same sequence of disappearances �nd reappearances took 
placeo The F-4 never got close enough to the object to identify it, and to date 
it remains unid�ntifiedo This event parallels

.
the earlier Montana incidents in 

which the mystery intruders extinguished their lights when approached by F-106 
jet-fighters o 

It would be interesting to know what the black tubular object was reportedly 
launched by the unknown object sighted ove r Montana on November 7th � , 1975,  also 
what else the Pentagon memoranda on these and similar ufo-events contain o On 
the evidence of these reports alone9 there is no doubt that there exists in the 
Pentagon a department vitally concerned with ufo activity; for why would - a U o S . 
attache in far away Iran trouble to send the Pentagon an account of an apparent 
ufo event if somebody in the Pentagon was not vitally interested in them. Out� 
wardly th� U . S. government declares that ufos don ' t exist 9 the aforementioned 
details show that it recognizes their existence and that it is ac�ively �tudy­
ing them. The following reports merely reinforce this conclusion o 

On Nov . llth o 9  1975 , Canadian Airforce personnel at NORAD ' s Falconbridge radar 
station near Sudbliry 9 ·ontario , s�w9 along with many civilians and.local police­
men , a brightly ·lit object similar to that sighted at Minot liFE (see · above ) .  A 
description of the incident is contained in a report issued by the Central Com­
bat Operations Centre of NORAD9 and reads

"Falconbridge reported search and height finder radar paints on an obj ect 2 5  to 
30 NM south of the site 9 ranging in al titude from 2 6 9 000 feet  to 72 9 000 fee t . 
The site commander and other personnel say the object  appeared as a bright s tar

"With binoculars 9 the ob ject  appeared as a 100-ft . diameter sphere and appeared 
to have craters. around the outside . Be as sured that this command is doing every-

. thing possible to identify and_ provide solid factual information on ,these sight-
ings" .

" I  have .�lso expressed my concern to SAFOI (Air Force information ) that we come 
up soonest with a proposed answer to queries from the press  to prevent over-

. . reaction by the public to reports by the media that may be blown ·out. of proport­
ion . To date efforts. by Air Guard helicopters . SJ ... C helicopters and NORAD F-106 1 s 
have failed to produce pos itive ID" . 
New-spaper accounts of these  sigr tings were confined to sketchy reports · in . ·local 
tabloi�s such as the Bangor (Maine ) Dailz News and the Sudbury (Ontario )  Star. 
Reporters had no idea that ufo-type events had occurred anywhere else but at 
tp�ir local AFB or military base 9 and did not correlate what in reality was a 
widespread rash of. contemporaneous ufo s ightings . This ignorance of the real s ta­
te of affairs .was unques tionably the resul t of a Pentagon directive issued to 
all information offices that s tated � 
"Unless  there is evidence which links sightings or unless  media queries link 
s ightings 9 queries can bes t be handled individually • • • •  respovses  should be �i­
rect 9 forthright , and emphas ize that the action taken was in response to an iso-
lated or specific incident" � · 

This policy · was . . exercised throughout the period of these s ightings 9 the last· of 
wh�ch 9 preceded by two on November l2th. 9 seems to have occurred on November 
19th . , aR the 0following extract from the 24th NORAD region commander ' s log says � 
"Nov .l2th . UFO reported from KOl o They say the object  is over Big Snowy (mount­
ain) with a red light on it at high al titude .. 99 

"12 Nov .  Second UJ!Y' in same area reported . Appeared to be sending a beam of 
light to the . ground intermittently" .  
" 1 9  Nov . SAC command pos t  observed ob ject traveling NE . at a fas t  rate of s pee.d . 
Object bright whlte light s een 45 to 50 sec . following terrain 200 ft . off ground. 
The light was tw() to three times brighter than landing lights on a jet o . ..  " • 

. During these three weeks of strange aerial activity� the USAF cons tantly checked 
with other military· ins tallations 9 the Federal Aviation Adrninis tration 9 with law 
enforcement agencies ,  local airports ,  the FBI 5  the Royal Canadian Mounted Police 9 
and with other bodies to determine the n�ture and origin of . these mys tery objects 
and to discover if any of them owned the objects . In every ins tance the answer 
received was negative . 
That classified documents now in the Pentagon hold additional details of these 
and perhaps other events at other military s ites cannot be doubted. Until these  
events are fully dqcun1ented at the public level , it  is only pos s ible to speculate 
on the extent and mea.ning of thG episodes des cribed .• What J.s · clear 9 however 9  is 
that ufos continue to exhibit  an interes t  in North l�merican-Air Force and mili­
tary ins tallations 9 missile silos 9 and weapons bunkers --- as they did in former 
decades --- and that · fact is decidedly sobering. What it  all s ignifies one can 
merely gues s  . .. at . Suffice to note t:q.at it .. is _ certain 1:;hat we _h�ye _ not see� q� . 
heard the las t act in this remarkable drama .

This is , in fact , what many have being s�ying for 
years � ·  Interes-tingly 9 the previous article by Vera Perry deals 
with Pentagon handled ufo reports that would not have . been made 
public but for_ a Hleak" by someone . apprehens ive of developments 
withiri the Pentagon. How much else resides therein safely locked 
away from the public , and how much else is s tored in governmental 
and military premises  around the world that has been with-held -

from the world ' s taxpayers? Th� implications are �normous . 

Still more enoroous mus t be the real reas ons why acros s-the-
world governmental action has for s o  long clamped down on · the ufo 
problem . 1 re the true facts so  awesome tl;lat (a ) governments don ' t 
know how to tell the publ ic at large or (b ) that to do s o .  would 
result ·in the disentegration of socie ty as we know it?

The calibre of the individua�s who have been quoted on previous

In other cases  a high degree of dependa­
bility was essential (witness the military and scientific brains 
listed ) . Indeed,  the large numbers of airline pilots and police 
men who , for ye�rs , have been reporting encounters with s trange 
obj�ct� and e�tities from all parts of the world 9 fal l into the 
same category of eyewitnesses e In other words all the lis ted  per­
s onalities whq have uttered statements about ufos are of the type 
that any nq��al _ person would u�ually be prepared to believe . 

The philos ophical s tatements by von Braun , Huxley, Eins tein ,  
Jeans , Millikan , et  al , point t o  the extens ion o f  pre sent s cience 
probably neces sary to development before we can truly come to 
grips with this mos t  perplexing of enigmas . There is  not a false 
utterance among them . One does well to ponder them . 

One thing is certain from .the foregoing, if s o  many c�reful think­
ers as have been named (and there are scores more ) have concluded 
that ufos exis t and if , as is patently obvious , many of those  in­
dividuals are profess ionally placed to be unusually well informed,  
then not only do  Ufos exis t one hundred percent (some thing that 
readers will already know , of cours e ) but all the leading govern­
ments mus t do s o  as well . For governn1ent spokesmen to persist in 
is suing denials is not only an affrontry to the aforenamed· pe ople , 
but an insul t to taxpayers everywhere , and , of course 9 no thing 
more than a series of bare faced lies a Unles s  all such government­
al departments themselves suffer from hallucinations - they often -
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appear to delight in a t'taching to eyewi tne�s�s �ho . . �n 
all innocence dutifully reported to authorities their 
sightings of ufoso One can only conclude that , provided 
the aforenamed celebrities are not suffering from some 
evil collective delusion (which � if they are , qualifies 
them from instant r�ooval from their respective high­
powered . posts ), something is very wrong somewhere and 
that it is high time matters were suitably corrected .

2• Finally , for some while now ? in collaboration with BUFORA and NUFON , as well 
as other local ufo study groups , CONTACT (UK) has been preparing a series of 
regional ufo catalogues for the British Isles (Eire excluded)o These will be 
as exhaustive as possible , every known report for a given area appearing in 
the appropriate cat�logue , complete with all known sources for each report , 
maps , a geographical index arranged alphabetically , and appendices dealing 
with landings , entities, electromagnetic cases , etc o 

The two first catalogues are nearing completion Bnd should be available to­
wards the end of the year o They are �- The Northern pFO Catalogue (part 1 )* ,  
and The Channel Islands UFO Catalogue .  Others already well advanced are the 
Welsh UFO Catalogue and the East L.nglian UFQ Catalogue o  l�lready begun are the 
�outhern UFO Catalo£Ue and the Scottish UFO catalogue. Projected is the North­
� Ireland UFO Catalogue . The second part of the Northern UFO Catal� will 
be issued later . 

Collectively these will be the definitive records of British ufo activity � al­
though, of course , it will always be impossible to make them absolutely com­
plete. Reports from many years ago continue to arrive , often from unexpected 
sources , despite intensive searches in specific regions or repositories . None­
theless , this series of catalogues will provide every ufologist desirous of 
studying the British. ufo record with an amazingly rich wealth of information 
for years to cone. 

Prices are not yet fixed for the various publications , although these will be 
announced in this journal and the publications of BUFORA and NUFON in due ti­
me. Obviously a soall catalogue like that for the Channel Islands will cheaper 
to buy than an enormous one like th�t for Northern England , so prices will 
vary.

"NEW LIGHT ON THE THOMAS MA.NTELL CASE" - --
by 

Jtm Lorenzen* 

(Editor � After the epochal Kenneth Arnold incident of the Summer of 1 947 , the 
case of Captain Thomas . Mante�l must surely be the most well known single event 
in. the history of modern ufologyo Scarcely a book exists that fails to mention 
it, while 9 of course , it is frequently referred to in the th 1usands of articl·es 
extant about ufos, and is often featured in lectures and talks about ufos. 

Quite early on in · the ufo saga , however , suspicions were voiced that Mantell 
had in fact chased a weather balloon , and that his death was due to lack of oxy­
gen caused through him climbing to too great an altitude in pursuit of the bal­
loon. A large percentage of ufologists have tended to agree with that c9nclusion _ 
and are on record as supporting it . N�w ,  however , the celebrated pioneer Ameri­
cari�ufo investigative group --- APRO --- have published the results of an inter­
view with a Mr Jack Pickering who � at the time (Jan . ?th . , 1 948 ) ,  was an Air Tra­
ffic Controller at Lockbourne Air Force Base , near Columbus , Ohio , and. was there� 
fore a witness to much of the drama n The interview suggests very strongly that 
r1antell was not chasing a skyhook balloon , as many have supposed, but something 
that could well be called a ufo o Mr Pickering ' s  statement throws an entirely new 
light ' n�o the case and deserves careful consideration o  

· · 

In the following interview9 he is referred to as JP , and the interviewer --- . 
William Jones, of Ohio --- as WJo 

We are much indebted to APRO for the opportunity of aquainting our readers with _ 
the resUl"ts of this important interview , which t'o ok place on April l2tho , 1 977 , 
and of crediting the statement to Jim Lorenzen 9 one of APRO ' s eo-founders . )  

J .P . ' s  background a Two years of College ; Associate Degree in Elec·to Engineering ; 
four years in the U. S.A.F. r well versed in ATC , Radio Operations ; and holds a 
pilot ' s  licence and an instrument rating . 

At the time of the above event , JP had just left the U .S .AoFo and become an Air 
Traffic Controller . On the evening of the day of Mantell ' s death , JP was in the 
aircraft direction finding station near one end of the base ' s  runways , well away 
from all the other buildings. The night was overcast with cloud at 1200 fto and 
JP rememhered this as though it was yesterday. Inside the station all was dark , 
the only illumination present coming from the dials , meters 9 etc. JP was laying 
on his back monitoring the instruments and listening to the radio, and had a 
good view through a window which lay practically over his head. 

Then, at about 7 . 10pm. , through the window and high up in the sky , he noticed 
descending through the cloud layer a big red �pherical ob j ect that he at first 
took for an aircraft in flames. It was obvious only moments later , though, that 
this was no plane , but before he could alert anyone the tower phoned through and 
asked g "What the hell is that out there over your station?" JP replied that he 
didn ' t  know and advised that the airways operator , who gives the weather and ta­
kes position reports of aircraft , be contacted . Soon everyone was looking at the 
�bj ect -- the tower , airways , meteorologist and JP. 

The object remained in a stationary position for a few minutes before it began 
to move around --- never going very far from its original positiono This went on 
for a short while during which time JP and the tower tried to contact an air­
craft to make a pass through the area and tell them what this thihg was . 

The object , which h§Lci become stationary again , now began to circle the base at

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speeds in excess  of 1 9  000 mph_ 9 �l:\l1..d �fter .ci�cling once re turned nearly tor .. i ts 
initial hovering position . It then moved near to the edge of the base and began 
to descend vertically and remained at 9 or very near , ground level for 1 5  seconds 9 
perhaps . 
By this time contact had been made with an aircraft --- which was some distance 
away ��- but JP felt that the object had de tected- this plane for �t took off ver­
tically again shortly before the · plar.re arrivedo It apparently: shot· up g,t great 
speed and hovereu below the cloud layer for two or three minutes before ascending 
once more through the clouds . That was the last anyone saw of it 9  the thing being

vis i�e .for abq�t 20 minutes o  -

JP recalled that he went' out to the landing spot after the sighting but could 
fina no evldence of anything having landed there . 
There were four witnesses on the base who _ saw this object ,  each of whom was_ clo­
sely ques tioned when they were flown on three separate occasions to _Wright Patter­
s.on Air Force Base o JP thought that there were . at leas t five different officers. 
who questioned each · of them intens-ely about the s trange object .  
The reason'9 WJ discovered ,  why JP knew his sighting took place the same day as 

Mantell ' s death was because news of the latter was relayed that afternoon over the 
base radio and telephone --- an unusual· thing to do 9 JP agreed , but the event was 
a very unusual one as well . 
The base r&ports said that Mantell had exceeded the safe altitude limit of 15 9 000 
ft CI and he had had no oxygen on ,.,board c Part c f the transmission , JP s.aiq 9 was 
Man tell ' s  las t. words sayi r;tg tha �-- � t ( the UFO ) was gigantic and me tallic --- or 
something very similar. . Mant.ell ' s P-51 aircraft was found in myriads of pieces 
and the crash was due , the investigator ' s believed 9 to Mantell losing concious­
nes s  and his dj vj,_ng aircraft disintegrating in the air (JP disagreed . with the. pos­
sibility of a P-5l . breaking up in this way in the air ) . 
WJ asked JP if Mantell could have been chas ing one of the ·skyhawk* balloons ·that 
were launched at that time , s ome of them for photographic reconnaisanpe of Russia .  
JP knew -about high altitude balloons in those days and replied that 9 "HaQ. he. 
(Mantell ) been an idiot 9  he might not hav� bee� able to tell .a balloo��  But a 
combat pilot with as many hours as he had o o o • •  (it doesn ' t happen ) " . 
WJ g_ "Do you know what the shape of the ob ject. was that Mantell reported?" . · 
JP � " It was supposed to be the same as the one I saw o A perfect sphere o • o • •  They 
have tapes 9 I t.hink 9 of his entire conversation" . "

Reviewing books is a comparatively easy task as they are complete units of their 
own. This time � however , it might be refreshing to review some of the more re­
cent British ufo publications is sued by the more adventuresome of our domestic 
ufo groups .. Reviewing journals , however � _is a rathe� more difficult task as one 
has ideally to wait for sevBral i'ssues. of a particular - magazine to be published 
'be fore . . a f�ir overview of the thing beco

.
mes possible .. One makes no apology� 

therefore � for having waited until now to review ' ·Earthlinku 9 "Ques t" , and "MUFOB'; 
the three publications selected here .� 
"Earthlink" is published quarterly by the Essex UFO Study Group , headquartereci at 
16 Raydons Road, Dagenharn , Essex ,  RM9 5JR, and which was founded in 1-970 . Since 
that date the group has grown steadily in stature and is known for a wel·l balanc­
ed and progressive attitude tow�rds the ufo phenomenon o This is reflected in its 
j ournal "Earthlink" 9 which oust  without que stion being numbered among t_he bes t  

· British provincial ufo j ournals . I t  has just completed its second volume (eight 
-"issues ) ,  from which one can only say that its initial high standard has been suc­
cessfully maintained .. Concentrating mos tly _on Essex and Eas t �nglian news � this 
j ournal nevertheless  often includes reports . . .  from other regions .. of Britain and 
from foreign countries , as well as articles of a more speculatory or philosophi­
cal character .. . ' . . . . . . 

_Jt is unusually free of. typing errors (inevitably the orla crE?eps through , as in 
practically every journal ) and re cently has developed quite attractive . .  ill�stra­
tions .. It is to be hope that in due course it will be provided with a detailed 
index � of the kind that is currently being prepared for the firs;t s even volumes 
of "Awareness" . Serious ufologists , especially those in Brifain � are urged to 
s�pport this publication • 

. ,,Quest"is. issued quarterly by the coraparatively new Bris tol-based ufo research 
group UFO INTERNATIONAL , headquartered at (0272}  671881 , Ext � l2 .  Like ''Earthlink" 
"Quest" has always presented a re sponsible and sane outlo��k on the ufo enigma , · 
and , mirroring that policy , has contained numerous informative reports and arti­
cles . These , though centred on the West  of :England as a whole , also co.;er areas · 
much further away9 even as far as Canada , Australia , and New Zeal��nd o Again , the. 
artwork and illustrations offered are much above average , so  that "'Quest" · seems 
set for many a long year to come .. 
Regrettably , nearly every is sue of "Quest 19 so  far received has contained spelling 
(as against typing) errors , and it is to be hoped that this aspect of its pro-
duction can be effectively eradicated in future issues .. · · 

"MUFOB1' is the longest-rurming magazine reviewed here 9 and so  is , from many po­
ints of view 9 the bes t  of the three insofar as it has had longer to iron out edi­
torial and production wrinkles . The proper title of this j ournal is 1 1Metempirical 
UFO Bulleti:r." � is headquartered at 11 Beverley Road , N�w Malden , Surrey , KT3 4AW, 
and is edited by John Rimrne:r , ·  who'� caustic wit ,  perception , and erudition are:, . 
and have for long been � evident throughout the many issues of this publication. 
Produced by photo-reduction processes the actual type,-size · of "MUFOB'' is re la t­
ively smaller , and has occas ioned appropriate remarks from readers ·with poor eye­
sight . Nonetheless , such a mode · of production permits a vas t  : amount . :of reading 
matter to be ·presented in .a comparatively small format , c;�,nd "MUFOB" - offers � if 
nothing else , much · to read . The avowed policy of this · j ournal is _ to  .examine the 



more controversial or off-beat aspects of ufology� often with a definite psycho­
logical relationship ., In this 11MUFOB" is eminently successful . It is also  truly 
n�tewo1thy for providing proper references for all the numerous works consulted 
b� its contributo�s (most  ufo · j ournals conveniently ignore this essential , or 
giye merely a -truncated or inefficient set  of "half-references" ) , and is , more­
over , extremely accurate . Also of high significance i·s the now long-running spec­
ial catalogue of Type I UFO events compiled by noted Manchester ufologist  Peter 
Rogerson. This catalogue , known as INTC�T for short , is now in its seventeenth in­
stalnent, yet has s till only reached late 1 957 . This is a maj or 8nd essential tool 
for the serious ufologis t .  The acquisition of copies of "NUFOB" would be worth it 
for INTCAT alone . Finally , nMUFOB" has always supplied a high standard of illust­
ration ,  that , although not nuoerous compared to certain other magazines , are in­
variably most relevant . 
I� is to be hoped that a comprehensive index to the m�ny is sues comprlslng this 
important British ufo publication will be forthcoming in due course . Meanwhile ,
