ECITORIAL

The year 1980 is proving to be lack lustre from point of view of really good UFO sight-
ings which achieve maximum coverage in the media.. Reports are still widespread none-the-
less, and it may be that the economic recession is effecting the level of reporting to the media
" and/or UFO groups - people have their heads in their hands or look down instead of up! We at
CONTACT, at least, have some evidence that the level of sightings may be as high as in
previous years, but these are just not being reported. . Can we suppose that world UFO activity
remains constant, but when public interest is high, apparent activity increases? It is notice-
able from the '70s decade that UFO activity appeared high in the "boom' years of 1873 and
1677-8, and declined somewhat is '"slump' years 1875-6:and now late 1979-80. An economic
""boom'' would suggest that people are out ard about more - and perhaps more likely to be
spottmg UFOs. Can anyone add to this theory ?

, The (‘hlef Beseqrch Offlcer has wr‘tten a general guide for Investlgators on subsequent
oages, to ensure maximum coverage of sightings during this "quiet" period and, of course, to
maintain liaison with all our team throughout the UK, as personal correspondence is difficult
to keep up.

i -+ A major Close Encounter was recently reported in depth in the Sunday Mirror over three
weeks in September. The event occurred in June 1278 near a village called Standford-in-the-
Vale, Oxon, which is, ‘in fact,” barely ten miles from CONTACT heddquarters. Needless to
say, the report was not received by Data Research, nor dies it correlate with anything we have
on file on that date. The subsequent revelations that the witnesses contacted extra-terrestrials
known as ''Janos People' seem too good to be true. In mitigation, we can say that the spot
where the stated landing took place is at the intersection of Leylines and might be considered
as a likely place for UFO activity. h i i

INVESTIGATIONS

by chief Research Officer

] Thls information is intended for & 1I our investigators both present and
potential. You know already that we have quite a good investigation team, broken
down into Co-ordinators and investigato-s, plus of course Data Research.

Reports come to us by many mezns, i.e. newspaper cuttings, originals,
T.V., Radio and pure gossip. The bulk of the inforn:ation however, is always
found out by the investigator in their cwn locality, usually from the local news-
paper, radio statlon or police. 11

We have decided that from January 1982, the most efficient investigator, will
be awarded a trophy. This will be iu the form of a cup or shield, with the person's
name engraved on it. The cup or ehield will be retained at headquarters and the
winner given an engraved replica for permanent retention.” The award will be
announced at the AGM and printed iy Awareness. AR ) :

One major problem has to b: overcome - that of investigators who do not
send in any reports. I am convinccd that sightings are happening in their areas
and they are doing nothing about it. In fact I know this to be true, because in some
areas:other UFOC groups have investigators and they produce a lot of reports,

There is a lack of liaison bctween mysclf and.the investigators. I am fully
aware of this, but I neced persgns whom I can leave entirely alone to check these
reports out and not only that, seek them out.

I would like all co-ordinato:s and investigators, to send a letter every two
months to Data Research, explaining what is happening in their areas, if there is
nothing to report say so. I woulcd like to make sure, that the following rules are -
applied:-

b Check and re-check your local police, radio stations, newspaper offices,
and anywhere locally you are likely to hear of a report (even the young farmers
associations, for animal and bird mutilations)., Newspapers have many old
reports in their archives. Get them, at least Data Research has a use for them.

2. Make absolutely sure, that every report, is checked out with the police,
coastguards, civil and military airfields and in certain cases the Civil Aviation
Authority and Ministry of Defence. This can be done by letter or telephone, but
have their replies always attached to each report.

3. Always give your own written account of the sighting and. of the witnesses,
and attach to report. This is essential. ;

4. . If at all possible, type reports out and, if this cannot be done, always write
neatly and clearly, making sure spelling is correct.
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5. In case of a landing, get to the site immediately; be extremely careful of
radiation and try to wear rubber soled shoes or rubber boots, and always wear
rubber gloves (disposable ones will do), Check the area out thoroughly and if you

can locate the exact position of the landing, take sam ples of carth, grass, plants
etc., put in sterile plastic bags, seal bags and: forward to myself at Data Research,

Look out especially for burnt patches of ground and crushed grass or plants,
Make sure there are no animal or bird carcasses. Let me know immediately if
there are. Whenever possible do a radiation check, and if you have not got a
Gieger counter, Data Research will assist if you telephone Wheatley. We have
some Gieger counters available.

It is best that every invesiigator does have a kit of basic necessities always
on hand: i.e. rubber boots, rubber gloves, sterile plastic bags (small and large),
plus some sterile instruments, such as, scissors, forceps, trowel and a small
hacksaw. Equipment you should have are a camera, binoculars :(preferably 7 x 50),
a large tape measure and if obtainable a Giegaer counter. Gieger counters can be
obtained sometimes through war surplus siores, for as liitle as one pound, and
they can usually be made to work for about five to six pounds. Binoculars can be
got for about ten pounds, and 2 reasonable camera, ten to twenty pounds, on the
secondhand market.

6. All Investigators must listen out for anything at all unusual, such as animal
and bird mutilations or disappzarances, often put down to being rustled or iaken by
anti-viviscctionists. Missing persons, ships, boatis, cars, anything at all, ghost
stories, unusual dreams - all must be reported!

Data Rescecarch is a Data bank and its main objective is the collection of
material and this comes from all over the world. Anything from the UK is, when-
ever possible, investigated and, believe me, this is whare we rely entirely on
our team of investigaiors. Ii may be disheartening if you never hear from me,
but I expect you to be getting on with the job and should a very inieresiing case
arise, every assistance from headquarters will be forthcoming, provided you
communicate. A

All investigators and members of Data Research, are persons who are
dedicated to solving the UFQ problem and unfortunately, this has to be done for
ihe real love of the subjzct, as financial aid is just not available. Maybe we can
change this one day in the future.

Contact International (UK) investigators are very special persons. We
rely on you for everything. Without you, we canncot do the task correctly.

Finally, I would like to hear from any investigators, who are not going to
carry on. Please let me know imm ediately and we can then look out for replace-
ments.

THE ANDREASSON AFFAIR AND "THE TIME MACHINE"
WASH.G, WELLS AN UNWITTING CONTACTEE?

My first article for Awareness which appeared in 1977, concerned the 1897
a1rsh1p phenomenon. My interest in the Airship was a spin-off from: some work I
had done on Wells's The War of the Worlds, and although I made little of this point
in the article, I was fascinated by the synchronicity between the airship reports and
the serialisation of Wells's novel - too close for the fiction to have influenced the
sightings or vice versa, Was Wells's brain, I wondered, inadvertently picking up
a broadcast on the cosmic waveband? '

It'is known that as a public speaker and writer of factual articles, Wells
was an incorrigible agnostic, and although many of his stories ridicule formal
religicn, a reading of Wells's fantascy fiction, particularly his short stories, shows
considerable knowledge of and (I would maintain) experience of what used to be
called occult phenomena but are now generally placed under the heading of
"Altered States of Consciousness'. Quite apart from the simple extraterrestrial
busines of War of the Worlds and First Men, we have parallel universes in The
Wonderful Visit and The Plattner Story. We also find in other stories the time
distortion factor associated with fairy tales and UFO lore, not to miention OOB&'s,
demonic possession and levitation. '

To some cxtent, Wells's exotic imagination may be attributed to possible
experimentation with hallucogenic drugs. Mescalire was invented in the 1880's
and Fly Agaric, potentially lethal, but hallucogenic in small quantities grew (and
still grows) in birch woods. The toadstools colloquially known as Liberty Caps
grow in the hedgerows. In The Purple Pileus, an unhappy shopkeeper decides to
commit suicide by eating toadstools. Instead, he.gets as high as a kite, and the
consequence of his bizarre antics is that his life is changed very much for the
better. The narrator of The New Accelerator waxes cloquent about the vast range
of effects which diiferent drugs can produce cn the human organism. And, by the
way, Marx was wrong: the Opium of the People was not religion but ... opium! -
available at any chemist in umall pack’*ts and often purchased by drunkards after
a night's carouse.

But though drzigs"ﬁ’réy free the ncind from conventional preeonc‘eptions,
they cannot be more than gateways. After reading The Andreasson Affair I am

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reasonably convinced that Wells did at some stage makeé contact with alien entities,
that the experience was erased irom 1is conscious mind (as in the case of the Hills) -
and that, lacking a hypotist, Wells prescntaed this material stored in his memory in
the form of fiction, and chiefly in The Time Machine.

Zor reasons of space, I have to assume that my readex has read (or will
read) both The Andreasson Affair ard The Time Machine. Briefly, Mrs.
Andreasson alleged that in Januvary 1967 she was abducted for. several hours by tiny
aliens. In an hypnotic session arrangcd many years afterwards, she remembered
far more detail. In Wells's clagsic short novel, .the Time Traveller visits the
world of 802701 and, as a resnit of tlic theft of his Time Machine, finds himself
trapped there for abont a week (thovgh in tha time-irame.of his own period he is
awely for-only a few hcurs), ¥ Ll L )

et The entities who abducted Mirs., Andreasson cchform to an increasingly
{arciliar patiern in terms of appecararce - diminutive build, lipless mouths and
pointy chirs. They claimed at various times to be angels and gods. Wells's
entities of the Future are clso dimminutive, with thin lips and pointy chins. They
cali themselves the "£loi" (pronounced Zl-oh-ee), which seems to be derived from
"€lohim", gods. ‘The Andrecasson entities, however, are far from god-like in their
conduct. To Mrxs. Andreasson's duughter they looked irresistibly like a team of
little children, and in their behaviour they seemed naive ‘and lacking in subtlety or
cirnathy (rather like a team of bright, well-drilled eight-year-olds). Wells gives
his Eloi a mental age of about four, raticzalising this fact by arguing thai, having
achieved many centuries befecre a world .which ran itself, humanity no longer had
need of intelligence. Ii you think about it, it is highly dangerous to assume that
civilisations with & technology mcere advanced than cars are 2utomatically cur
moral, intellectuet and emoctional superiors. If we compare the emperor Nero
with a modern-day dictator like A:aia or Pinochet, we find no moral difference
whataver. If we throw into the scales, however, the fact that, according to con-
tciaporary scurces, Nero was a pouet, philocopher and musician of nc mean
anility, we are fcrced to the embarassing cconclusion that, on balance, Nero was
a cuperior human being te the rodern megalomaniacs mentioned above. * j

As she was being traraported threough the realm of the aliens, Mrs.,
Andreasson passed through a gone inhabited by beings with headless mornkey-like
hodies and huge eyes on stallis wiich were swarimning in and out of the doors and
wirdows of the buiidings. XMrs. Andreacsscn usec the word "lemurs'" to describe
these ereatures, about which, she stated, the azliens were unwilling to talk.
Wel's's Time Traveller firds the ruins of the Future swarming with monkey-like
antities .whieh he toc likenc to "lamurs'". Thesc beings (the Morlocks) inhabit a
compiex underworld, and the Elci, for good reascns, dread them and refuse to

2% about them.

From the '"lemur'" zone, Mrs. Andreasson passed to a green zone full of
beautiful emerald shapes and constructs. For much of The Time Machine the Time
Traveller is fascinated by the distant prospcct ¢f a '""Palace of Green Porcelain",
which proves, on closer inspection, to be a vast derclict repositery of human-
knowledge.

Perhaps the most interesting parallels between Wells and Andreasson
concern the treatment of Timie. At an early stage of her experience Mrs.
Andreasson found that all of her family except for her daughter had been frozen
into a state of suspended animation - or, alternatively, that time itself had stopped.
A very similar experience is described in Wells's short story The New Accelerator.
The Andreasson entities em:phasised in an cnigmatic manner that their relationship
to Time was different frocr ours ( - John Kecl has more than once noted that a
popular catch-phrase with the aliens-an:ong-us is "see you in Time'" -). Now, in
Wells's story, the idea of Time Travel was not merely a gimmick for transpcrting
his hero into an exotic realm in crder to enjoy exotic adventures; the theme of
Time pervaces the whole novel. For example, the Time Traveller more than once
likens the world of 802701 to the Golden Age of classical ruyth. As it happens,
Saturnus, ruler of the Golden Age, is the Greek God Cronos, better known to us as
"Father Time". In cther words, the Time Traveller's trip takes him not merely
into the future but into Time's own kingdom .

The Andreasson narrative is a direct account of a strange experience. If
Wells's story has any basis in real experience, it has been filtered through Wells's
formidable intellectual apparatus and transformed inte a polemic or allegory about
the implications of social divisions in 19th century Britain. 'If readers have any
comrments to make about my argument, or anything to add, I should be most
interested to hear from them. \ ' : :

HYSTERIA, POISONING OR WHAT?

A very strange incident occurred at a jazz festival which was being held at
Hollingwell near Kirkby-in-Ashfield, Notts., on Saturday 13th July, 1986¢. Suddenly
a group of girl drum majcrezttes began to collapse in large numbers and were
rushed off to hospital with stomach, éye and throat pains - as if they were being

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afiected.by noxious fumes.. No les§__than 300 victims had tc be treated.

Reports of this incident were found in the 'national press and on all radio and
T.V. channels. After about three days all the victimis had recovered and the
general consensus of opinion was that the cause was '"'mass hysterla" brought about
by the.ayoun,g ladies having tc stand rigidly to attention for over an hour on a hot July
afternoon. Previous occasions when mass hysteria had occurred at jazz festivals
were vaguely quoted. Another group of, on the spot, witnesses were, however,
adamant that fumes from a crop sprayer were the cause of the disaster.

The two main schools, of thought developed their opinions over the next few
weeks, but to my mind, nobody proved conclusively how or why the mass collapse
teck place.” Local farms were investigated for crop spraymg activities, but no
spraying had been carried out in the V1c1n1ty for years and gas board/coal board
officials had no outstanding work in progress nzaar the sitze.

A full Environmental H_ealth report was commissioned on the area and this
made no obvious inference that the festival site was . contaminated. A "Medical
Express" programme on BBC television during August reviewed the whole incident;
prcduced the &nvironmental Health report; and interviewed experts on n:ass
hysteria. Witnesses were also contacted including the manager of théggirls,band
who was quite convinced that his girls could not have collapsed duec to mass hysteria,
and even ppoduced medical reports on one victim that stated the causz of illness as
"Organic Poisoning'". This report end victimm were, however, disowned by the
hospital originating the report.

4 closer look at the evidence available in newspaper reports reveals
certain interesting anomalies. Several adults and two horses were also victims of
"fumes'" in addition to children. Even babies - surcly irmune from mass hysteria -
wera reported as victims!

Cn.26th July, 1980, the Daily Telegraph claimed that someone had reported
a UFC landing in an adjacent field at the time of the collapses. This had been
investigated by officials. Nothing subsequently came of the UFC investigations,
‘but-one can draw inferenccs

. Suppose a UFO had landed nearby, the occupants momentarily emerg-
ing, before flying away. What has not been covered a great deal in Ufological
study is a consideration of the basic atriosphere extra-terrestrials nced to sustain
them. We humans can only survive in air - principally mtrogen and oxygen and
~ astronauts have an artificial atmosphere inside their capsules when in space. Even
an aimosphere of pure okygen makes the brain function abnormally within a few
minutes. The presence of a .noxious nerve gas possibly used as an "atmosphere"
by the occupants of a UFC could, if released into our atmosphere, even in minute
“concentrations, create the effects of nausea and mass collapse witnessed at ihe
jazz festival. Molecules of such a gas would probably be.invisible and be carried
downwind for some distance. (For example, aviation fucl odour can be smelt 20-




0 '30'.miles_. from Heathrow Airport'when ‘the-wind is in the appropriate~di}:§g\tion).

A certain amount of evidence corroborates the theory of an alien atmosphere.
The close encounfer experienced by Mr, -Bob Taylor, a forester in West Lothian,
Scotland, on 9th November, 1979, illustrates this. When approached by robot like
entities, Mr, Taylor passed out and pricr to this quoted - "They came up right
beside ire and there was a very powerful odour. It was choking me. I don't
know if they put some on me, but I don't think they were there to.do me any harm.

I must have fainted". (Glasgow Herald 13/11/79). A similar statement came from
an adjudicator, Mr, Terry Bingham, =t Hollingwell jazz festival - "My eyes started
watering, and I i:ad chest pains. It was.like nerve-gas poisoning'". This was in

. fact after he had rushed six children to hospital (D:ily Star 15/7/80).

SR f These may be sLreds of circnmstantial ev1dence but we have to consider
the possiblhty, that if aliens are coming. to earth, they may require an atmosphere
of, as yet, unknown gas to survive.' “I’he atmosphere of neighbouring planets in the
solar system contain hostile pungent gasc3, such as ammonia and methane or an
excess of carbon dioxide, so planets in other systems may hive evolved life foom
atmospheres even more bizarre thalf these.

: Perhaps readers will give tl:ought to unusual experiences with fainting or
odours affecting eyes, nose or thrceat, to add to the more physical evidence
norinally 1nvest1gatbd in the UFO ficld.

In his article,' "What the UK Newspapers Don't Tell Us,..." (Winter 1979).
J.B. Delair quotes Dr Richard Niemtzow as saying that'paralysis of humans by
aliens "must be caused by some type of electrical or magnetic field or by some
unknown energy field well beyond our present knowledge that affects the nerve
cells...." Dr Niemtzow .also uses the expressions, "I can say without fear of
contradiction that earthly medical science cannot do this'" and "We don't under-
stand how it is done",

Perhaps Di'Niemtzow is not familiar with the ‘work of Georges Lakhovsky
who wrote The Secret of Life: (translater by Mark Clements and last published by
True Health Publishing Co, in 1963). Lakhuvsky disqovered that every living cell
has a built in electrical circuit and, in addition to emitting signals, the cells are
influenced by external forces such as cosmic rays and Hertzian waves, He came
to the conclusion that diseases and disorders are caused by cellular oscillatory
disequillibrium and invented the Multiple Wave Oscillator which restores the
harmonic function of the cells, However, he also discovered that cures can be
effected merely by the use of open ended circuits consisting of two full turns of
bare copper wire (like an open spring), insulated from contact with the body.

In 1928, Professor Sordello Attilj cured several cases of cancer in a Rome
hospital with open ended circuits worn by the patients as belts, collars, and
bracelets, It may be too polite to suggest that Lakhovsky's work has been
ignored; supressed might be more appropriaté. It would not do to inform the
generous donors to cancer research that both the cause and the effective cure
have been known since 1926 Also, the manufdcturers of the expensive equipment
will not encourage cure- ‘yourself—-klts costing 75p, or improved versions of
Lakhovsky's Multiple Wave Oscillator which are available from Copen Laboratorles
priced from £115to £315 (USA $315 to $779).

What has all this to do with UFOs?  'Ufological researchers will find The
Secret of Life informative and will also pick up useful hints about apparatus
capable cf affecting bcdily functions: some may even save their own lives,

I am writing to say that my interests still lie with the whole Ufological
debate. ' '

At the moment, I ar not engaged in any research into the subject, but am
applying tc do an M. A. in cultural studies at Birmingham University, where I
hope to be able to pursue certain forms of analysis of fringe religious cultist
belief, which could cbviously include "UFO" contactee groups,

Whilst holding no hypothesis of any sort at the moment with respect to the
science/faith dialectic, I have in the dim distant past been involved with a religious
peacemovement and agree with Vallee (having read the review of his latest book,
"Messengers of Decepticn") that such movements, whether occult, 'spiritual' or
the UFO contactee type are based on authoritarian, nct to say tbtalitarian belief
systems, :

These are based on anti-democratic, anti-human vhlues - "Anti-human" in
that these movements espouse Divine or Extraterrestrial intervention as being the
road to Utopia.

Organisations which employ highly repressive idealcgies are: Aetherius,
Sun Myung-Moon and the Korean Unification Church, and S8cientology. If one
does;not believe in their claims to divine mcnopoly, one is severely ostracised
when under their sphere of influence. Indeed, in certain greups, physical sanc-
tions may be imposed including virtual imprisonment and deprivation of all
personal possessions etc. This occurs whether one is a "good" or "bad" follower -
i.e. toes the line, or tries to reject their line of thought. '

What is the relationship of this to UFOs? It is only so far as I believe that
this phenomenon is part of a wider debate as to the historical and sociological
nature and source of these ideclogies, I do not believe they can be deprived of
their socio-historical context, even in cases where personal or grcup encounter
cases do not lead to cultist followings. We dc not perceive nature (what is the
supernatural, but that which we-have not fully comprehendea or assimilated into
our worlds ways?) in a cultural vacuum. There is educational and environmental
conditioning from the year dot in human life,

"SIGNS GF THE GGCDS¢?!' !
Eric von Daniken,

There have been those who have said that if you have read one book by von
Daniken yeu have read them all. Whlle .this may be dlstressmgly true of most of
his earlier uffermgs, it is certainly nct so with respect to his latest book - ''Signs
of the Gods?" - for in this opus he breaks some interesting new ground In "Signs
..cf the Gods ?" von. Damken mvestlgates the mystery of what the orlgmal "Ark of the
Covenant'" may have. been Although this has been discussed by others 'on previous
occasions,. von Damken goes beyond the usual evaluation of the well-known scriptural
references.and 01tes astonishing passages from a little-known Ethiopian epic known
as the "Kebra Nagast", which not only speaks cf the 'Ark' but also of extraordlnary
flying machines used by Solomon and Queen Makeda, and their son Bayna= Lehkemn:.
It will protrably be this portion of "Signs of the Gods 2." that will appeal maost to ufo
buffs: 1t is thorvughly intriguing ‘stuff. L BAP :

Elsewhere in this tome von Daniken writes about other ancient mysteries:
such'as the puzzling series cf ruts and runnels in solid stone,.laid out to spme
forgotten'plan and for “an equally fergotten purpose, on Malta; where also exists.
megalithic structures and subterr arnean chambers of similarly perplexing origing;
such as‘possible Babylonian and Assyrian 'tanks' ccnventionally identified as
batterihg-ram:s; such as the mysterious ruins:at Zimbabwe, in the newly-renanied
country of the samre name; such as discrepancies in early Sumerian king lists and
their possible significance; and lost prehistoric cities in Brazilian jungles, Von
Daniken is a4t his best when dealing with the Maltese mysteries.

Of course, the author predictably interprets the origins of the abcve accounts
and ruins as being extraterrestrial. He may be right but then again, he may be in
error, Readers may-decide for then:selves.: This reviewer is onrecord as being
no devotee of ‘'von Daniken,: but on this vccasion has to admit that "Signs of the .
Gods?" offers some weleccme.-new material (i.e. largely cverlooked by other
expenents of the .same general topic) and certalnly gives one to .ponder many matters
anew. ; -

Copiously illustrated in monouchrcome, "Signs of the Gods?" includes an
interesting bibliography, and, at last for von Daniken books, a decent index.

If von Daniken's book just reviewed is recommended, that probably came about because
the present booklet happened to lie on the table alongside it.

Furniss's book is a splendidly glossy prodiction in full colour - but that's about all it
really is. To his credit he casts doubt on the validity of the claims of Adamski, Fry, and
others in his text and photo captions, but then proceeds to publish large colourful pictures of
the objects they claim to have seen, photographed, or ridden in. .it would surely have been
better to have published only photographs of better authenticated cases. Uninformed readers -
and the eutine booklet is undoubtedly aimed at the young and for those just entering the ufo
arena - will inevitably be misled into concluding that these particular pictures are the best
there are. True, we find a couple of nice shots of Paul Trent's famed McMinneville ufo, one
of the Trinidade Island ufo, two of the celebrated astronaut photographs, the Monguzzi landing
scenes, and one of the frames from Noel Smart's Enstone ufo film. The dubious Quarles
photograph of a ufo over San Francisco is also prominently featured. But then we are told
that no background information is availatle for some of these and other pictures offered in
the book - which is manifest nonsense as all the photographs have been well documented on
various previous occasions. With this before us we can hardly agree with the booklet's sub-
title.

Pages 6 and 7 are occupied by a "UFO recognition chart'. This has been copied
direct from a series of sketches privately issued among British and American ufo researchers
in the 1960s by Knut Aasheimm. Good on its day, the chart is now demonstrably out of date and
lacking in over a score of other well-known ufo shapes. Again, only partial facts and not very
up-to-date ones at that,

This reviewer's impression is that Mr. Furniss has purchased coloured sets of the
Fry, Villa and Adaustic ufo photographs, enlarged them and cobbled together a superficially
attractive but factually dreadful booklet. The accompanying text, what there is of it, is
variable and often accurate, but the low price is a plus factor.

Notwithstanding the above .criticisms "UFOs - THE STARTI ING FACTS' could
make a nice gift and might well awaken hitherto disinterested readers in the ufo phenomenon
on the basis of its glossy veneer alone.
