"UFQ ORIGINS: THE ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED"

It may seem presumptuous to even:write on this aspect of
ufology in view of the conflicting evidence within the ufo
phenomenon itself with regard to the origin or origins, of
ufos. Nevertheless, so long as Earthbound men: take an .
intelligent interest in that phenomenon they will want some
sort of rational answer to the question "Where Do UFOs Come From?".
Can a rational answer, however, be arrived at? This article
attempts to probe some of the difficulties to this problem;
in- the hope that even if it provides no very firm answers
some of the cobwebs and misconceptions that litter this
field of enquiry can be removed. :

In addition to the fact that ufo activity fluctuates
on a more or less regular basis - the nodes of the fluctuation
graph being known as "waves" - ufos visit this planet daily
in disconcertingly large numbers if the daily totals recorded
in the two largest extant ufo catalogues (UFOCAT and WUFOC)
are indications; and as both these data sources are the two
most comprehensive compllatlons available, they must at least
be regarded as the most informative irrespective-of the
rellablllty factor attendant upon the individual cases .
compr1s1ng them. Indeed, owing to the high totals embodied
in these catalogues, the reliability tends to "even out" when
all the reports are treated as a whole, : »

On present evidence, the average global frequency or
ufo sightings in any given 24-hour period seems to be 7.  This
total is often not appreciated by the media, which, when it
publicly discusses ufos, invariably interprets them as being
extraterrestrial in origin, i.e., from "outer space". More
surprising still a sizeable ségment of the ufo fraternity
appears to readily accept an extraterrestrial or "space"
origin for ufos. The vast majority of ufo-group publications
and almost every news-stand ufo magazine seemingly supports
this type of explanation, as all informed readers will know.
Similarly, the same majority of ufo buffs and almost all the
aforementioned ufo publications appear to ignore, or even
are unaware of, this high daily total of ufo manifestations.
This is decidedly curious as .analysis of the implications-of -
such high daily -totals reveals that an "outer space! origin
for ufos is _extremely 1mprobable. Before proceeding further
it might be convenient to review what most wrlters appear to
mean when they use the phrase "outer space".

Loosely used the phrase applies to all areas outside,
or beyond the upper limits of earths outer atmosphere, although
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in stricter astronomical usage the phrase is more commonly

applied to space beyond the“confines-of the solar system. .. ... ...

Using the speed of light as a yardstick (i.e. 186,000 miles
per second) it would take a man travelling at that speed

less than four hours to pass from the Sun (the centre of

the solar system) to the furthest known planet Pluto.

The same man travelling at the same velocity would take
approximately 4% years to pass from the Sun to the nearest
known star, alpha Centauri. It goes without saying that we
do not know if habitable planets orbit alpha Centauri or if A
that sun or either of the next two nearest stars, Munich 15040
and Wolf 359:(6.04 and 8.14 light years distant respectively)
even have planets:circling them at all. (1) Thus if ufos
are from "outer space" proper (i.e. they are not from
somewhere in our solar system), and they can travel at

the speed of light, then they do not come from any star
system nearer than 4% light years away. On the other hand
if they originate from some point within our solar system,
even if that point is located on the furthest confines

of the system, they are scarcely 4 hours distant from

BEarth if capable of light-speed travel,

The arbitrarily used phrase "outer space" can
therefore imply vastly different things dependant upon how
one applies that - term. After all, the difference between
4 hours and 4% years is stupendous in terms of time as we
count it.

The only alternatives to the two fundamentals Jjust
discussed involve points of origin for ufos sited (a)
appreciably nearer to Earth than the limits of the solar
system, say on Mars or one of the larger moons of Jupiter
or Saturn, or (b) -on some mobile artificial world or worlds -
Charles Fort would have called. them constructs (2) -
parked in "outer space" virtually at any distance
between the outer limits.of the Solar system and the
nearest stars - even supposing habitable planets orbit
those stars.

Naturally the dlstance factor 1n the extraterrestrlal
or "outer space" interpretation rapidly assumes
gargantuan proportlons the further away one decides to
place the ufo base., Those who would have us believe
that ufos emanate from hypothetical planets orblting
Sirius (8.65 light years distant) (;g some star in the
Andromeda nebula (680,000 light years distant) (4) or in
Coma Berenices (10, OOO 000- light years distant) T5) are
in essence asking us to abandon everything we think we
know about travel of any kind between .two points - even
if that travel proceeds at 186,000 miles per second,




Yet, as we have seen an average .of [ ufo visitations
occur in' Earthis skies. daidlysr: Lf wLgss Emanate Ifrom, astro-
nomically distant locations like those above, then we must
visualize endless streams of ufos hurtling at light-speed
for 4% years, 8.65 years, 680,000 years or 10,000,000 years
in order to ensure  that an average of | VLSALS:,QCCUnL SVEr¥
day. Viewed from this point of view the high daily total
of ufos reveals that such distant origins for ufos are
simply absurd.

Just as difficult to comprehend would be the communication
problems experienced by ufos journeying from such distant
bases. Radio or wireless waves travel at the same speed
as does light, as both are basically electrical, whereby
messages sent by radio from a ufo to its home planet would
take 44 years, 8.65 years, 680,000 years or 10,000,000 years
to reach its base, even supposing its transmitters were
powerful enough to send radio signals such distances and
the base receivers could pick up signals despatched from
such immense distances. -Assuming that instant replies
could be radioed back te the ufo, one is still faced with
the fact that equivalent lengths of time would elapse
before the ufo received those replies depending upon how
far distant the ufo base was, ufos attempting communications
while in the v101nlty of Earth would have to wait 8% years,
nearly 17 years, 1,360,000 years or 20,000,000 years to
accomplish a conversation compressed to just two words -
one sent out and one received back. Clearly radio
communications over such vast periods of time are not viable
and ufos, if they have need to communicate with bases, must
emanate from somewhere much nearer to Earth.

Of course, all the foregoing supposes that ufos do not
use a method of travel and communication vastly faster than
even the speed of light. Ve have all heard of hyperspace
and time-warps where distances allegedly diminish and !
time radicallycontracts...Buts these are still extremely
hypothetical concepts and may never in practice prove to have
any real foundation of fact. Indeed, until we surely know
that such concepts are soundly based on demonstrably real
evidence, then we can do no more than regard them as interesting
but perhaps fanciful possibilities. -

That stars far beyond alpha Centauri might be actual
bases of ufos, however, gained a measure of support via the
celebrated Barny and Betty Hill abduction case (6) whereby
various individuals of whom Marjorie Fish is the best known
(Z) have coastructed star maps from data subsequently
retrieved frem Betty Hill while under hypnotic regression.
Some' of the star maps are quite convincing, and we certainly
cannot absolutely rule out the hyperspace/time warp
explanations for ufos traversing incredibly great distances
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in unbelievably short periods of time when confronted
with such maps. However, the map's validity as accurate
representations of hypnotically retrieved material is
open'to question.’' ‘Neither they mnor the conclusions
reached by some on'theé basis ‘of'the" mdps’ are -conclusive.,
A1l that- can’ be said of them at/‘present. is that they ‘are
very intriguing.

On various other occasions when human beings
claim to have had ccnversations with informative ufo
occupants, they have subsequently reported that those
occupants, on being asked whemethey came, replied -
either verbally or telepathically - "from the sky"
or from "up there" (pointing to the sky). To date,
almost everyone has interpreted these answers as references
to Mouter space'. - In view  of ‘The preceeding arguments,
we now know that such interpretations are extremely
suspect. Indeed; ‘as we will shortly see, there may
be an extremely different meaning to these apparently
inndécent ufo “occupant’ ' replies:

One famous contactee alleged that the ufo occupant
with whom he conversed told him that he came from an
"invisible world beyond the Sun called Clarion". This
may well have been a clue of great significance.

If ufos daily visit Earth in such numbers it seems
most likely that they originate from no great distance.
Recognising this some ufologists have advocated that
ufos are with us all the while but remain invisible 'most
of the time because they come from another space-time
continuum, and -pass from their world (or dimension)-.
into ours via special "windows". (9) Keel, who has
been a leading proponent of this idea, has accordingly
called the ufo occupants ultraterrestrials. (19)

An acceptance of "windows'" allowing travel between
Earth and some other world space-time continuum very
easily explains (a) the numbers of ufos in Earth's
skies daily (b) the sudden materialization and/or
dematerialization of many ufos, and (c) the marked time
anomalies experienced by those who have encountered
ufo occupants or who have been abducted by them for
short periods of time. This type of hypothesis means
ufos come from an invisible dimension that exists
alongside our own familiar world and that they have
found a method whereby then can pass more or less at
will between the two realms.

That many ufo events have elements within them
supporting this ultraterrestrial theory cannot be denied,
while the above mentioned statement of a ufo base
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named Clarion being near or beyond our Sun but invisible
to Man also fits into this notion. As the "windows"
advocated by Keel and others will by their very nature

be located at points in Earth's atmosphere (where a
minimum of impedimenta occurs), the sudden materialization
and dematerialization of ufos in our skies is well
accommodated by this explanation, as, also, are those ufo
occupant statements that they "come from the sky".

Vallee, (11) and others have compared ufo events
with falry/gobTTn lore and have been able to draw some
surprising parallels of behaviour. Not least among these
are the time anomalies reportedly experienced by those
abducted aboard ufos bases. This in fact, is a fairly
common repetitive element in CE III cases. The same kind
of time difference is present in those fairy myths 1nvolv1ng
extended sojourns of humans in fairy/goblin realms. In
this connection it is noteworthy that neither ufo occupants
nor fairy-type figures scem to like protracted visits
into our (human) environment, i.e., their visits are almost
always of short duration. ThlS aspect has puzzled several
past writers on the ufo theme. The same puzzling factor
would also seem to be connected with the apparently deliberate
non-intervention by ufo occupants in human affairs -
presumably because of their reluctance or inability to
sustain time anomalies like those on record. At the
beginning of this article, however, reference was made to
recurreatl -dfpwavesd . (The largest. of: these, oceur every
10 or 11 years; and there are lesser "waves" occurring at
shorter intervals between these larger nodes as well, apparently
on a 4 year cycle. (12) The real significance of these
cyclic ufo patterns has yet to be determined, although in
the case of the recurrent 10 or 11 year cycle "waves"
there seem to be reasonable grounds for linking them to
sun-spot cycles, which generate high levels of magnetic
and electrical activity throughout the solar system.

Many ufo percipients .and as many ufo authors have
affirmed their belief that ufo propulsion is based on,
or at least involves, an electrical force of some kind.
Large increases in ufo activity more or less coincidentally
with massive outpourings of magnetic or electrical power
by the Sun, at the times of sun-spot maxima, may form an
important clue as to where ufos come from. If, as previously
discussed, ufos hail from some invisible realm coeval .
with our own, then do these huge cyclic magnetic
fluctuations of the Sun also affect that invisible realm?
Possibly, at periods of sun-spot maxima, conditions for ufo
travel, via "windows", to Earth are more likely than at
other times, and ufos duly take advantage of it.
Noteworthy at this point is the fact that several writers
have demoted ufos to the category of electrical plasmas
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and ball-lightning (13) and equally noteworthy is the

fact that ball-lightning often exhibits a degree of
intelligent purposeful behaviour. (14) The main

point to grasp here, ‘However, iB5 that all these' apparently
disparate phenomena, and also (apparently) ufos, have
connections with magnetic ‘and elfictricdl ifiorce DNieldss

Dare we urge that future ufo research should concentrate

on the mysteries of electricity and magnetism, particularly
as ufo origins could well be directly linked to those
energy fields?

Other ufo origins have been advanced from time to
time. '

Early ideas that ufos are secret military
inventions or were Nazi secret weapons, have long been
debunked as unfounded and can be safely ignored here,

Other ideas whereby ufos ‘come from ancient civil-
izations, via time travel, or from Man's future, also
by time travel, are almost too bizarre for serious
consideration. ' We have only to refer back to the.high
daily totals of ufos in Farth's skies to appreciate
how exceedingly unlikely are these kinds of explanations.
Summing up these particular interpretations we can state:
interesting-butly I'&r Tetched™ 3§

Possibly the same verdict should be accorded those-
notions which require inner-Earth origins for ufos. (15)
The evidence allegedly supporting such a hypothesis.
is guestionable in the extreme, and at the time of
writing,  is totally unconfirmable - although, it should
be added, ‘so is the ultraterrestrial ‘explanation
previously reviewed, The 'discernible. facets of the
ultraterrestrial hypothesis, however, arec - assuming they
do. indeed reflect an ultraterrestrial origin - quite
numerous, ag we have seen, whereas there is virtually
no such supportive material for the imner-Earth theory.
At best we can label it as just a fascinating idea
(but as nothing more); at worst we should wholly abandon
i o

Having disposed of these explanations, we may

turn to those which argue that ufo events are holograums,
psychic projections, or mentally induced ‘imagery.

Such notions tend to offer explanations of what ufo
“events might actually be but not where they originate
from. Some interesting thoughts on the possibilities

of ufos being holograms or mentally induced ‘images have
been peaned by Bowen (16) and others, and their views
should not be ignored. Howewer, it seems to this
writer that as ufos and the technology they represent




are so obviously advanced, the creation at will of
holograms or (within human brains) of mentally induced

ufo images would not be beyond the capabilities of that
technology. After all, any advanced science, such as

ufos seemingly epitomize, could be expected to use several
alternative methods of approach during the study or

pursuit of any one theme. That some ufo events almost
certainly are holograms or mentally induced images seemns
highly probable. But even allowing for such poss1bllltles,
holograms and induced images represent methods, not origins.
Thus, those who have argued that ufos are r°ally
psychological products and@ that their origins are therefore
in the brain sidestep the real issue, perhaps without
realizing it. Some other stimulus, or perhaps a combination
of different stimuli, has to occur first, before even
psychologicallyinduced imagery can occur. If we subscribe
to these hologram and psychological interpretations then

a still more basic point of origin for such images has to
be sought. As stated above, this writer suggests that such
images, if formed by such methods are mere aspects of high
technology.

Few other theoretical explanations of ufo origins
exist that even merit consideration, so we may safely
conclude that af all thé hypotheses forwarded to date only
two really viable ones - as Man currently understands his
universe - are available for productive, in depth, discussion.
These ares+ (a) the extra-terrestrial or ET theory, and
(b) the ultraterrestrial or UT theory.

As previously shown the LT theory appears to have
serious drawbacks related mostly to the vast astronomical
distances involved, the limitations of travel speeds (even ;
at that of light), and the acute difficulties of interstellar
communication, The UT theory presently appears to offer
reasonable explarstions for sevexal otherwise perplexing
facets of the overall ufo phenomena, but requires a belief
in a state of existence invisible to us. We have in these
two major alternatives a kind of paradox, whereby the ET
explanation involves a visible astrophys1cal background to
an assumed physical point of origin, which, however, is
too distant from Barth to permit reasonable visitations to
occur (on a frequency of 7 every day) between that place
and our planet by any methods known to Earth-science;
whereas the UT theory necessitates a belief in an
invisible continuun coeval and generally parallel with
our own visible Universe (and perhaps the reverse side of
it), which, if it exists, appears to account for otherwise
inexplicable aspects of ufo behaviour and rather neatly
accommodates various ambiguous statements reportedly made
about ufo origins by ufo occupants. Neither alternative
is wholly satisfactory, but neither can, or should be
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ignored by those desirous of dlscoverlng the true
origins of‘ufos.

Finally, the only other option remotely tenable
is that already alluded +to, i.e., ufos come from one
or more mobile artifidal worlds, and that, at the
present point in time, these are parked in far orbit
round the Sun, just beyond the outer confines of the
solar system. (17) Such a theory would signify that
ufo occupants and their ufos have no planetary base
at all, but are space dwellers who move from one locality
to another as circumstances dictate. A fleet of mobile
artificial worlds could, in fact, be simultaneously
parked on the fringes of several neighbouring planctary
systems - given that such systems exist - and that .one
or more co-ordinating mobile worlds could be positioned
conveniently midway between the planetary systems being
visited. Such an explanation could go a considerable
way towards easing the acute travel and communication.
problems discussed earlier. It would also account for -
skyfalls of organlc material recocrded from time to time,-
(18) although, in all fairness, so could the aforementioned
UT hypothesis.

WJe fail, therefore, to pinpoint ufo origins, but
narrow the reasonable explanations down to three -
the ET, the UT and the space-dwelling (SD) alternatlves.
Readers may decide Wthh they prefer.
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The frightening distances of star systems and other
galaxies deter one from accepting the Extra Terrestrial
origin of UFOs. We must also accept that surely not all
physical laws relating to time and space can yet have been
postulated. Einstein is not the be-all and end-all!

One suspects that some .day man will travel beyond
the speed of light. The possibility that inter-stellar
distances may not be as great as astronomers categorically
state, must also be. very tentatively suggested. Already
the limited space probes man has sent from Earth to
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neighbouring planets has produced many surprises - what
about those superb volcant eruptiomson the Jovian moon Io!

The author has not mentioned the possibility that
UFOs came here from outer space just once and stayed
on indefinitely. They may well be policing the
skies in the same way as USAF B.52 bombers have done for
many years. An average of seven sightings a‘day would
‘not seem excessive, given that a fleet of UFOs exist;
‘are able to become visible/invisible at will; move
at speeds of 0-20,000 mph anywhére in the world; and
-have secret bases possibly sin Siberia, Antartica or
any place which is. virtually uninhabited. Only one
original visitation may have actually taken place,
but thousands of craft may have been part of it. The
problems remain - when did this occur, and from what
star system or galaxy did they come from?

A further possibility is that a massive mother-ship
came, with attendant "saucers" equipped with machinery
and knowledge so that new craft and spare parts could
be fashioned from the mineral resources of the Earth
utilising the occupants' highly advanced technology.

PART 1 HEAVENLY BODIES

(This series is intended to assist Investigators
and all concerned with Data Research in identifying
UFOs from natural or man-made phenomena, and will
cover Heavenly Bodies, Artificial Satellites, Meteors,
Shooting Stars and Aircraft. It is proposed that the
author's visual assessments be accepted for observations
in the UK but not necessarily be applicable in_other
countries where climatic and clearer atmospheric
conditions might produce different impressions of the
phenomena) .

Heavenly Bodies for purposes of this article are
considered: to be:fixed stars, variable. stars,: galaxies
" or planets moving at relatively slow speeds across
" the heavens. In the UK less than 1000 stars/planets
- may be apparent to the naked eye even on the clearest
* night and, of these, confusion with UFOs is normally
experienced ‘with no more than ten of the brighter objects.

* c/o 48, Crown Rd., Wheatley, Oxon.
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The order of brightness of heavenly bodies is
measured on a scale of brightness known as "magnitude™.
Taking the blue star VEGA as 0.0 on the scale, brighter
objects will be denoted by negative values and fainter objects
by positive “vglues., ‘The measure of "magnitude! is only
the relative brightness of each body as seen from the
Earth, the real brightness depending on the distance of the
obJect from Barth, and the temperature and diameter of the
mass in space. Values of "magnitude" for the brightest
objects in the ‘UK ‘sky‘are:-

It "istestimated . that untrained . observers in the UK
will consider objects of negative magnitude only to be
possible UFOs, and of these, SATURN, - 0.4 magnitude at
best, is still not a very impressive object without optical
aids. "'This leaves only five objects higher in the list
(other than the sun or moon) for consideration:-

SIRIUS (Star), MERCURY (Planet), VENUS (Planet), MARS
(Planet) and JUPITEZER (Planet). To these can be added .
two further multiple systems which can be identified by the
naked eye - the ORICN NEBULA and the PLEIADES star cluster.
Let us examine each of these objects or systems in detail:-

SIRIUS: The star is in the constellation of Canis
Majory but is more réadily identified as the brightest
object rising behind Orion, the most distinct constellation
in the Northern Hemisphere. Until theend of December each
year, SIRIUS is not seen before about 9.00 p.m., each night
and then low in the East and gradually rising higher in the
sky. During January tc March it appears much earlier and:
will“be " more conspicuous,.’ In'the summer months it 1is not
visible at all.

The ‘star. appears v;ry white to the unaided eye and
"twinkles" stongly particularly when low in the sky. At
9 light-years from Larth PRS- 18 lelosel,

‘ The knowledge that STRIUS 'is. a binary system of two
stars, has been known by a remote African tribe - the Dogons -
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for hundreds of ycars without the benefits of astronomical
aids, and the scurce of their knowledge remains a nystery.
(Another major subject, of course!)

MERCURY: A small planet and is the closest body !
t6° the sun. For this reason it is very difficult to gee
at almost any tinme, and oniy at Sunset or dawn for less
than an.hour in the direction of the sun, yvery low down
on the lorison. %he linitations in viewing would suggest
that MERCURY is-not often mistaken for .UFOs.

During the winter of 1979-80 both Jupiter and Mars
were in the same position in the sky and very bright. 1In
fact, one February evening they rose in a horizontal plane
together in the East, and viewed through a misty atmosphere,
they apppared as two lights in formation and could easily be
mistaksn for UFOs.

ORION NEBULA: The NEBULA appears as a patch of hazy
white Ilightfjust below, thewcentral belt of (three.stars in the
Orion constellation. Although this is not clearly outlined
it could be seen as a more solid object by some viewers.
Other galaxies such as Andromeda are supposed to be visible
without optical assistance, but these de met:.show up at all
well in the UK.

PLEIADES (Star Cluster): A fuzzy patch of light
usually seen in winter months high in the sky in the conste-
llation of Taurus. Looking through binoculars the area
can be seen as a myriad of small stars with seven prominent
ones (the seven sisters). Only those viewers with sharp
eye-sight would be able to resolve the stars from a blur
of light.

To summarise, the planets are Telatively: fast *moving
bodies and their position in the sky must be checked from
tables if the Investigator is not familiar with their
appearance. Planets jas:a ruléd, «do not "twinkle'"™ as their
light is reflected, but stars erait their own light and there-
fore appear to "twinkle" due to atmospheric effects of the
Earth. After sunset, the planets appear first in the sky,
and in misty conditions, prevailing near the ground,
frequently only planets are visible in the sky.. Stars, and
constellations remain in fixed positions durlng a year
cycle. All bodies appear to rise and set in one night
due to the movement of the Earth, except those constellations
high in the sky near the Pole star which are always on view
and d8°HeENrdse "or| set: +Badies risingynjust -belore -dawn
will not, of course, set before daylight, and those close
to the Western horizon at sunset will disappegr long before
dawn. Most objects discussed are seen at their best only in
the Winter months. The long days in June and July mean that
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the objects pass over in daylight hours and are therefore
invisible. RN

NAZI UFOs

(An lnvestlgaflon into the possibility -that UFO's
are advanced Nazi aircraft or secret weapons from reports
and literature available at headquarters).

It has often been suggested that the Nazi's had
flying machines very similar to Saucers, but no absolute
proof has 'been forthcoming.  Thére.is quite: a strong
case that the Germans did in fact, research into the
Saucer type of craft and these were far-in advance of -
any conventional aircraft at the termination of World *ar
Il There'is detailed . information of -these facts: in
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"UFO'S NAZI SECRET WEAPON" by MATTERN FRIEDRICH. Another
book in German was also published but the title is not
known.

It is understood that the firstwere made as early
as 1938 and by the miidle of the war, several had been
built and were capable of very high speeds. The system
of propulsion must have been complex and beyond our
comprehension, but it is known that they were smokeless
and soundless.

Some- accounts of the three top'German research teams
dealing with advanced flight state that, on the cessation
of war, one team went to America, one to the USSR and
the third, dealing With the Satucer craft, fled:'to” Soath
America. The last few weeks of the Third Reich have,
of course, always been steecped in speculative reports
concerning the whereabouts of the top Nazis, and it is a
known fact that at least 45 percent cf the top Nazis
survived the war, most having escaped to South America.

Germany had a vast fleet of "U-Boat" submarines, and
scme of thce later designs were capable of carrying hcavy
cargos. During the 1950's and even as late as 1969,
several of these "U-Boats" were found by salvage crews in
various parts of the world. Each was carrying vast amounts
of mercury*, but their destination still remains a mystery
although it was thought to be South America . or Antarctica.
(A further book is available on secret German expeditions.
and bases in Antarctica).

A few years ago, one of the UK Sunday newspapers
produced an article on Nazis. in South America, centred on
Paraguay. They showed underground bunkers surrounded by
barbed wire, and armed German guards in uniform. The reports
failed to establish what was happening there due to
massage, security. .1k sé€usrairig. _cedrtain” that  the
Germans in South America are dolng a vast amcunt of re-earch.

A number of post-war UFO incidents have enhanced
the Nazi origin theory subsequently - - -

- - - 1In Norway during 1964 a fisherman was fishing
in a fiord, when he heard a noise coming from over
the surrounding hills. To his amazement, a'-large
circular craft came down and hovered over the wgter a
few hundred yards away. The object beamed a bright
green light at him which became darker and partially
paralysed him although he could still see what was going
on. The object had a ladier suspended from it, and
it appeared that buckets or something similar were
goifdg up and down the ladder into the water. The:
object was hovering directly over the wreck of a
sunken -German Cargo Ship carrying mercury!

Here in England in 1965, at a site somewhere on the
Yorkshire moors, a lorry driver parked in a lay-by and
woke up at 6.30a.m., to hear a strange noise coming
across “the .moors. To his astonishment he saw 'a large
dome shaped object land, and out of it stepped 36 .
men dressed in olive green tunics and hoods. They wore
black calf boots and each had a long torch projecting
_a beam of bright green light which changed to a s

darker beam.

The witness said they spoke ‘ln a”"gutivural language;
not unlike German, and there have indeed been several
reports of landings around te¢ world, where the
occupants have been blond, fair skinned and spoken in
a language not unlike German.

11 .the facdtis . gpoked abont ‘50 Tar*ap@rcorreect,
then there is a good chance that a certain number of
UFOs seen around ‘the UKtsifice 1970 couldbe of
Nazi origin. This is because witnesses have described
identical objects seen on the ground or very close
to the ground as that described on the Yorkshire
mcors. The craft seen have always been moving very
slowly and make & similar noise when close to the ground.
Those seen on the ground have always had drawbridge
type doors and the same sort of windows. They have
been roughly the same size,which is approximately
85 féet in diameter, and most of them have been seen
in very isolated areas. One might speculate that
they are either doing a survey or collecting samples,
such as plant life or animals. It is, however, only
a guessing game until some positive evidence turns up,




but these facts are known and cannot be dismissed:-

(1) It is strongly suspected that Germany did have craft
similar to the Flying Saucer during #@orld Jar II.

(2) They did have a2 research team working on such craft.
(3) Germany did have special long range "U-Boats".

(4) Sunken "U-Boats" with cargos of mercury have been
found by salvage crews.

(5) A UPO was seen extracting scmething out of the water
over a submergad wreck of a German cargo ship carrying
mercury.

(6) There was a UFO landing in 1965, where 36 men cmerged
who spoke in .a language not unlike German. i

(7) Blond occupants specaking a Germanic language have
been seen in -similar landings around the world.

(8) Similar craft have been seen on quite a few
occasions since 1970 around the UK, all about 85 feet
in diameter. .

These are the facts which cannot be ignored, and the Nazi
origin theory may well be as plausible as the Extra Terrestrial
Hypothesis, based on the' information available. Evidence
against such a theory is that - could mere mortals and
their craft remain undetected for 35 years at the time of
writing, and if their technology has now reached so
advanced a state, would they not be looking for world
conquest‘'in line with previous Nazi: ambitions? A further
possibility is that the Nazis, part of the German "Master
Race" have-been chosen by superior Extraterrestrials to be
their agents here on Earth and they have passed on
advanced technology to these Germans.

"PHCTOGRAPHS OF THE UNKNOWN"

Robert Rickard and Richard Kelly
New English Library (Grante Editions Ltd.)
144 pages (£7.95)

It is probable that all readers will be familiar with
the writings of Charles Fort and that the vast majority will
either have read or heard. of the "Fortean Times", a widely
respected journal edited by Robert Rickard.. In collaboration
with another "Fortean" researcher, Richard Kelly, Rickard now
presents a truly remarkable, indeed a unique, collection of
photographs of paranormal subjects in what will undoubtedly

become a classic of its type - "PHOTOGRAPHS OF THE UNKNOWN"..

Over 300 astonishing photographs, almost half of them in
full-colour, and many never previously published, make
"PHOTOGRAPHS OF THE UNKNOWN" an indispensible, source of primary
photographic evidence of paranormal phenomena. Of large
format, and using glossy paper throughout, this fascinating
book thus permits individual photographs to be printed at
large size and in great clarity. The result is as visually im
impressive as it is compulsively absorbing. One could go
as far as to predict that even readers who have never heard
of Charles Fort or previously taken much interest in
paranormal events would find it difficult to lay aside.this
volumne . ;
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Members of Contact International (UK) will probably most
immediately focus on the sections on UFOs, ball-lightning, and
unusual atmospheric phenomena. The photographs comprising these
sections embrace both familiar, very rare, and completely new
pictures, and include several full-colour frames of UFOs produced
via photographic-enhancement and computer-analysis techniques.

"Foo-fighters", cigar-like, cylindrical, hat-shaped, pyramidal,
and the more commonly seen discoidal forms. Unfortunately two
of the photographs offered = gne ,0ff an object near Lake Vattern
and one of an object over Venezuelan jungles - are known to have
been hoaxes. Hopefully these will be expunged from any future
edition of "PHOTOGRAPHS CF THE UNKNCWN".

Elsewhere we find superb photographs of 'Wessie' - including
the celebrated under-water shot obtained in 1975 by Dr. Rines -
and of similar aquatic monsters in Canadian and Japanese lakes,
and in Falmouth Bay, Cornwall. Carcasses of allegedly unknown
marine creatures of awesome size are also figured; as are
'Yeti' and 'Bigfooi'‘ footprints and the famous colour photograph
of Sasquatch taken in 1967 by Roger Patterson.

Other photographs to delight Forteans and everyone else with
an enquiring turn of mind deal with the self-moving rocks of
Death Valley, California, skyfalls involving gigantic hailstones,
ice, redhot chains, artificial objects of unkown origin, and
'Angel Hair'. Psychic phenomena of many varieties, including
possession,. stigmata,'bleeding statues and pictures, cectoplasm,
mediumship, thought photography, XKirlian photography, angels,
paranormal persons, divine portraits, alleged aliens,. phantoms,
materialisations, mind-over-matter effects, pain immunity,
psychic surgery, firewalking, lewvitation and alleged poltergeist
activity - more than enough to keep any reader absorbed for
hours - are also covered.

Accompanied by cryptic but factually accurate texts (except
for the two hcax photographs previously mentioned) "PHOTCGRAPHS
OF THE UNKNOWN" contains certain illustrations that will repel
the squeamish and upset those of nervous disposition. It is
recommended that purchasers of this book should withhold it
from the very young and those who would be knowingly disturbed
by its contents. That many of these contents are disturbing
cannot be 'denied. ' Equally, many pictures are educational.''4s
we all know, educational processes can sometimes be disturbing
or upsetting.

Upon reviewing the implications of the evidence presented
by Rickard'and Xelly it is manifestly apparent that we dwell in
a world hosting many events of strangely inter-related type which,
as yet, scientific methods cannot satisfactorily ‘explain.
Hitherto, much of this evidence has been confined to specialist
Journals or has:been known. o a hamdful et ‘dédicated researchers:
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One of the great merits of "PHOTOGRAPHS OF THx UNKNOWN"
is unquestionably its assembly between just two covers of so much.
of this evidential material. For that Rickard and Kelly will for
long be thanked. '

Special Edition of "CLCSE ENCOUNTERS CF THE THIRD KIND"
Columbia Pictures. Directed by Steven Spielberg.
Starring Richard Dreyfuss.

Masterpiece or rubbish - these extremes of opinion will no doubt
be applied to Mr. Spielberg's UFO film! This néw special edition .
coming two years after the original version seeks to eliminate
some of the more irrelevant parts and add extra detail, particularly
at the grand conclusion when we see inside the gigantic mother-
ship and .obtain longer: glimpses of "Treen®~like alien entities.

The film is very modern, American and Brash in style.
Contrasted with earlier science fiction films with a UFO interest
such as the "Quatermass" series_or "War of the {dorlds", "CE III"
is' an entirely different coHceptiIon, Ih the earlier films the viewer
tended to feel part of the drama and could sense what was comiag
next but in CE TIII one has to look in from the outside and Lreystio
follow what appears to be a somewhat disjointed series of fast
changing location shots. To the laymen it may not be apparent for
some time what the film is about, as the word "UFO" is mentioned
just in one sequence in over two hours duration. Elsewhere the
script appears to be embarrassed by the words "UFO" or "Flying
Saucer?!, referring to events-as "I:;had K a strange experieace- lasgst
night" or similar vague statements. After a while one gets
accustomed to the innuendos and, on.reflection, these give the
film its feeling of drama and tension on the first viewing, but
seam--less effective on seecing a repeat.

The:sgstery, in a nutshell, is that an alien race of high
_technological standing has been abducting people and objects from

the Earth for several years without informing the authorities,

and now wishes to barter those abducted for a fresh batch ! This -

time however, the aliens have a more gentlemanly approach and inform
the authorities by devious means that they will rendezvous at a -

secret location in the USA to effect an exchange of abducted personnel
from their spacecraft. 'In the first instance, the aliens show

their good fath by returning scme of the hardware they removed

- from the "Bermuda Triangle” as long ago as 1945. Unfortunately,
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they ditch a fleet of aircraft in the most inhospitable part

of Mexico and a giant tanker vessel in the sands of the Gobi
desert. (Is this Mr. Spielberg's joke about "The Ship of the
Desert"?). A group of human volunteers (or possibly conscripts)
are lined up for the exchange, but a number of other pemoas

such as telephone engineer Neary, (Mr. Dreyfuss) are beamed up

by the UFOs in earlier sejuences and.compelled, like lemmings,

to find the rendez-vous which the military go to enormous lengths
to keep secret. None the less, dll unravels itszlf in due course,
and despite gimmicks galore, the Close Encounter is made.

UFO researchers may question the accuracy of some of the
ufological incidences during the film. Engine failures, power
black-outs and red facial burn marks are seen, which are well
known recorded features of UFO activity, but the shaking up of
people sitting in . cars and victims being abducted by light beams
are more likely to be part of the gimmicks which abound.

A great deal has been said about Government and military
involvement in the film. Could it be a portent of the future,
or is it just pure fiction? Whatever one believes, there can
be no denying that the film is a unique experience, and should
be seen by anyone with the slightest interest in UFOs.

NEYSLETTSAR FROM THE PRESIDENT OF
CONTACT INTERNATICNAL

London 1981
Dear Members,

It has been many moons (if I may use - for us - the evocative
phrase) since last I wrote a Newsletter to you, and this has
been for a number of reasons. The most important being the one-
sided character of nmy communications with many of the C.I. branches.
After my last mammoth Newsletter effort tc some 35 countries, I
had only a pathetic response frcm a few branches, and postal
paper and duplicating charges being what they are, I am very
reluctant about continuing such an unrequited relationship !

To ease matters, my future Newsletters will be included in
the body of AWARENESS. However, this dces not mean that it
obviates- the necessity.of;a reply. One of the maih purpodtses of
ny letter is to give a resume of the activities of menber
countries., If these same member countrizs do not keep me informed
of what is happening they make my task an impossible one. Also,
they do themselves '‘an injustice as they lose out on the news
value, publicity and exchange of ideas which are very valuable.

Apart from anything else, 1 am extremely interested in your
welfare, and deeply concerned about all aspects of the work you
are doing in the field of Ufology. It is vital that we are aware
of each other's projects in this sphere, and bad communications
damages the whole organisation. So, please, do appoint one
of your members to be the spokesman for your branch when writing
to me. Ideally, it should be the International Chairman, of course.

Just to say a last word on this point, the one branch that
has maintained close contact with me, putting me in the picture
about 21l that has been happening in their country, is the C.I.
branch in Durban, South Africa. Ten out of ten to them for
loyalty, businesslike method and, may I add, courtesy.

Now, having made my point brutally clear, let me turn to the
current situation generally. As many of you must have noticed,
there appears to have been a'lull in U#O activities recently. 1T
use the word "apparently" because I doubt whether there has, in ;
fact, been a lull at all. It is more likely that the international
media are fed-up with publishing basic UFO sighting reports, and
want something more spectacular. Also, the world-wide cover-up
is, I+vbelieve, rtalking effeet more tdeeply than ever, . I.don't
think-one is being paranoid about this. For instance, in
November there were spectacular sightings in the airspace above
Barcelona airport. Five planes,:. including passenger aircraft
and a British. jet, had to take speedy evasive action to avoid
a UPC which "bursgt'h into five 'separate«<UBQa, " It was

conprchensively reported in Spain's most prestigious daily
paper "La Vanguardia", all the pilots made statements about the
event. Air-traffic control were alarmed at themanoeuvres of
the five planes because the UFOs did not show up on radar,

only the sudden evasive actions of the planes. Eventually,
over the ground-to-air radio system, the pilots explained why
they had just taken such action. :

A few days later, the newspaper published another long
article featuring denials from all the people. involved, including
the pilots. It was rcally quite amusing, so phoney was the whole
cover-up. No, they hadn't séecn UFOs, no they hadn't taken any
evasive action. The "authorities" e¢xplained that what had been
sezn was (fwait for it !) a tanker plane re-fuelling another planec.
One would think they could have found a more original exXcuse
than this, at least. 'However, there was no explanation about
the actions of one of the UFOs which, after the swift descent
of one of the civil aircraft, secmed to mimic this craft by
suddenly swooping low over the runway almost to ground level,
However, at the end of this article, there was a paragraph
printed in heavier type, saying that aircraft experts believed
the denial was absurd, and that under no circumstances could
the objects witnessed by the five planes have been anything but
UPQDs.”” The' small, still voice 'of dogic amidst &1l the irrétiorial
noise of official alarm.

That, I am afraid, is all we can expect at present.  Which
brings me to my resoluticn far 1981, and it affects all of us.
My major aim is to do whatever I can - and you can ! - to break
the cover-up. I¥normous applicaticn is needed for this, and it
will b2 impossible without your help. ‘I 'realise that in sSome
countriegs it will be more difficult than ‘in others, but let's
start and face the difficulties as they arise, Let me know,
please, what the official situation is in your country.

Here, ,in the UK, there is a 'great- fecling ‘of ‘indignation
about the way the Goverhment continues to freat such a serious
subject as though it barely existed. Of course, they are scared.
But by pushing the problem to the bottom of their files, they
are not going to make the situation any the more tolerable.

UFOs exist and it would be wiser for Government to be open about
this now, while there 'is stillk tine to get.the public7”gradially
used to the idea rather than wait for some spectacular and
perhaps, worrying, manifestation of the phenomcénon. "I should
appreciate your views and ideas on the matter.,

I an very interested in all braaches having a good group
of trained investigators to follow up UFO sightings in your
specific areas. The UK branch have probably the best-trained
investigators in the world, and if you let me know, I shall
arrange for information to be sent to you on the most effective
way of training investigators.
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Above all, I beg you to keep an open nind on the entire
subject. There is nothing so valueless and irritating than,
dogmatic pronouncements by so-called UFO experts who declare
that UFOs are all "peaceful/aggressive/good/wicked/four feet high
and grey/six foot high and blonde/from pychic planes/Venus/Mars"
cr any one of the hundreds of variations to which we have become
so accustomed and bored.

Let us, by all means, gather, sift and classify all information
we acquire, but let us be circumspect about accepting willy
nilly anything as whole truth, at this stage. We simply do not
know with what, or with whon,, we are dealing. The most we can
assume, is that whatever or whoever they may be, they are in some
respects more intelligent than we are. I know that one of the
main misgivings I have personally about statements from contactees
is that if UFO occupants really wanted to have any influence
on the affairs of Zarth, or stocp us from blowing ourselves up,
polluting thée atmosphere, ete., etc., they would go straight
to the top and speak to the decision-makers of the world, rather
than making pompous little speeches to Juan in Puerto Rico or
Mrs. Brown in Budleigh Salterton. Not that I have anything
against Juan or Mrs. Brown, but they are hardly in a position to
change the policies of world governmnents, Perhaps in spite
of their intelligence, UFO people lack basic marketing skills!

You may well disagree with me on this point. I'd like to
know your opinion, so do let me hear from you.

Lord Clancarty, our founder-president, continues to do
marvellous work with his UFO Committee in the Hcuse of Lords.
Many eminent men are on this cosmittee and they all support
Lord Clancarty's efforts to expose the official cover-up.
C.I. will have closer co-operation with this committee in the
future, exchanging information and ideas.

In my next Newsletter I shall give yocu a summary of all
the meetings- held by the House of Lords conmittee to date.”™ Our
own dear Bernard Delair will be addressing them on the
10th February.

I have recently strengthened my Advisory Council and have
appointed five members cf Contact International UK onto the
Council. As they are also members of our splendid Data Research
team in Oxford, this means we now have a recally professional
and highly expert Council which has already resulted in a -
general streamlining of our functions. The new Members are
Sandy Robb, (Membership Secretary of C.I. UX) Sue Rees (no
relation but, no doubt, part of the strange multi-R:es syndrome
in the Ufology name stakes!), Geoff Ambler (Editor of this
excellently produced magazine), John Sears, National Chairman,
and Derek Mansell our Senior Research Officer whose valuable
behind-the-scenes efforts have been such an enormous help to
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me for years.

The modification of the Council was precipitated by the
sud len and distressing deaths of Dr. John Cleary-Baker and
Czaptain Ivar Mackay. Dr. Cleary-Baker was known and respected
throughout the UFO scene, and though in latter years illness
prevented his attending our meetings, we werc always aware of
his contributions to the study of the UFC phenomenon, throughout
the years. Captain Mackay was an active member of Council and
one with a dec¢p knowledge of our subject. His death comes as a
personal shock to us, and we shall miss him veéry much.  But
perhaps both he and John Cleary-Baker now know the answers to
so many questions that for us, still remain unanswered.; Please
recmember them in’ your prayers. ‘

Finally, the d own-to-earth natter that is a source of
constant concern: money. Subscriptions were due in January.
Branch annual subscriptions remain at £10.00 and individual
subs at £5.00. Please let me have your cheques made out to
"Contact International”., -de depend upon these subscriptions for
our printing, paper and postage costs. British postal rates
suffered another increase in January. So your prompt payment
will help us to ensure that you receive. the C.I, publications
prémpitly inreturnas ;I regretjthat free interechange of
magazines can no longer be sustained.

A scecond "finally" we have just received news that
Contact International (Dwrban) have accepted the invitation
of the Advisory Ccuncil to appoint a aew International Vice-
President for the next two years. The International Vice-
Presidént is, therefore, Mr. Jalter Pople, .who is their, Chairnan.
I shall let you have more news abcut this in my next Newsletter.
