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EDITORIAL 

The Winter edition of this journal indicated that, during 1980, 
sightings of UFO' s had been sorrie.what reduced in numbers. It has 
since transpired that some newspapers and even so-called ufologists 
who.should know better, have declared UFO's to have gone away 
completely during 1981. These people have obviously not bothered 
to enquire on the files of WDrthwhile organisations such as CONTACT 
to ascertain the facts! Sightings continue to come in unabated and 
we continue to file them unabated! All that is lacking perhaps is 
a really good contactee case which will set the media and/or 
publicity seekers humning. 

During February of this year many phoned in reports were 
received at headquarters of objects seen in the general area of Oxford. 
An object described as showing red� green and blue lights a£1d moving 
from "side to side" was seen·at 6.45p.m. on February 2nd at 
Shipston-on-Stour, Warwicks. An object of almost identical 
description was seen at Radley, Oxon,� at 6.45p.m. on February 13th 
by c?mpletely separate witnesses. 

Press Reports are to ha�1d for sightings this year from 
.Kidderminster, Dumfries, Cinderford (Glos.) Hawick and many others 
from the USA. 

The second UFO congress in London on May 24-25 was reported 
�idely in the Press and on television news. The cause of Ufology 
was not helped by the -large number of flippant reports on the 
proceedings - most reporters looking for bits of sensationalism of 
the "Green Men'� variety and the Duke of Edinburgh receiving UFO 
reports, rather than more reasoned arb�ments. 

We wish to thank all members who have purchased car stickers 
since our last issue. There has been a good response, but more are 
available· if required at 45p. � plus SAE, from headquarters. A 
number of new members have joined us as a result of seeing a car 
sticker, which is most encouraging.

The 
general organ iser wa s Mr . B i ll G o ldby, Inves t i gat or for the area . 

The f o rmal pa rt of the meet ing be gan at 14 .00 w ith the 
Se c retary' s reading of the 1 9 80 AGM M inute s (he ld in Oxf ord). The 
M inute s were a ccepted wi thout a lterat i on. The re f o ll owed the 
Trea sure r's Rep ort whi ch showed the O rgan i sa t i on' s f inan ces t o  ·be 
s ound although the surp lus on the previ ous yea r  had been c on s iderab ly 
dep le t-ed . The C omm i t tee of 1 9 80-81 were then prop osed for 
re-e le ct i on with the ex cept i on of Paul Flatman wh o had not been able 
t o  c onfirm h i s  wil l in gnes s t o  s t and a ga in. I t  was prop o sed tha t  
Mrs . Pau la Fen t on, a va luab le member of Data Re search for the pa s t  
year, b e  e le c ted in p la ce of Mr. Flatman .

a t  ·the Ode on C inema, Leed s . Mr. Sea r ann oun ced the new re la t i onship 
be tween COHTACT INT.bRNATI ONAL (UK). and the CONTACT INTERNATIONAL 
ADVI SORY COMMITTEE, who se P res ident, Ruth Ree s, wa s pre sen t  in the. 
Aud ience. F ina l ly the winner of the Prize E ssay c ompet it i on wa s 

· ann oun ced . 

Af ter a short in terval the aud ien ce was invited to hear a 
serie s  of le c ture s  from Inves t igat o r s  and spe c ia l  guest s .  The 
f i rs t  of the se wa s from L i one l Bee r of BU FORA wh o gave deta ils of 
the'Inte rnat i ona l C ongre s s  be in g he ld in L on d on over.Sprin g  Bank 
H o liday weekend . There f o ll owed J ohn Sear's review of U FO si gh t ings 
et c ., over the la s t  ye ar in c lud ing a p o lice cha se in Yorkshire 
on September· 13 th; c lose en c ounters in .Cumb r ia on N ovember 21 s t  
and 26th; the vast numbe r of rep o rt s  of the ob j e c t s seen on 
Christmas n i ght; and seve.ra l rep ort s from S outh Afri ca during: July . 

,_ An intere sting p o int wa s ra i sed by L i one l Bee r-referring t o  the 
· 

l ow in c idence of U FO s ightin gs durin g 1980 - a s t r on omers had 
rep orted high sun s po t  a c t iv i ty - c ontrary to the be lief that. high 
sun s p o t  a c t iv ity is linked t o  high inc iden ce s of UFO s i ght in gs . 

Our ho s t, B i ll G o ldby, then sp oke ab out the U FO in c iden ts in 
the Cambrid ge area over the la s t  t w o  years . He regretted that 
severa l key eye-w itne sses were unab le to rep ort the ir own exper iences 
due t o  othe r  c ommitment s. Ob je ct s seen in c luded a t riangUar 
f o rmat i on of red light s S outh of Camb rid ge on N ovember 29th 1 9 79; 
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"b o omerang" shaped c raft with c oloured lights and a · large object ... 
des cribed as a "railWay c arriage" with illuminated windows. .Ai r 
Traffic Control and the Ministry of Defence were notified of the 
incidents and severe radi o interference was als o  reported at this 
time. An F . 1 1 1  jet fighter-bomber c rashed in October 1 979 in the 
area and strange lights in the sky had been reported prior to the 
disaster. · · 

Early in 1980 , a suspected landing to ok place at Fen Drayton, 
burn marks being reported. A film had been taken but this was of 
insufficient quality • . A valuable diary of events had been c ompiled 
by one witness showing the day-by-day UFO inc idences, and this was 
available. at the meeting. 

At this stage in the proceedings, Mr. Goldbj was hoping that 
witnesses to the above sightings would have been able to present their 
first-hand experiences, but as no witnesses c ould attend, Investigator 
Mrs . Margaret Fry produced a talk and slide display at very short 
n otice on some of the major sightings she had investigated in depth . 
These included her own artistic creations of the UFO's superimposed 
on photographs taken at the lo c ations where the obj ects were seen . 

The princ ipal guest spe __ aker, . Mr •. ' .. Peter· Paget ;· ·th�n delivered 
his lecture entitle.d . . ..t.t:T-he .. SpTrit of Research". Mr. P aget ,- author. of 
"The T�Velsh Triangle" .and "UFO-UK" was b oth dynamic and informative, 
starting his.presentation.with rec ordings.of the 'Space Odyssey" 
music and the late ·J:ohri F. Kennedy' s famous speech of space c on quest -
the forerunner of.the_NASA Apollo space programme. The lecture was 
wide-ranging c over'ing many aspects of Ufology, but Mr. Paget empha-sised 
the n��ed to assess "what is actually happening" rather than get 
involved with endle.s s  -technical data of UFO flight patterns, etc . >·  
A few interesting p oints from the many made by Mr . Paget:- he first 
c onsidered the·divi�ion of reports into natural phenomena, psychic 
phenomen� and actual machines or c raft, and mentioned the possibility 
that UFO's utilise the mysterious effects of gravitati onal forces in 
c ontrolling their _movement's. He then questi oned the purpose of UFO' s 
being pres -ent. in and around the Earth, dividing the possibilities as 
either surveillance or. c ommercial pursuits, pro creating their rac� 
or ours . The oc cupants of UFO's, he thought, were not unlike 
humans biologic ally and pointed out that 40 basi c biochemic al blo cks 
exist in space. H owever, raditions from the craft . were dangerous to 
human b i ology and there was an unfortunate tendency for humans to 
"hit out" against t:q.in·gs whic h they ·did not understand . 

Mr • . p'aget was enthusiastic about soc i al investigations 
particularly with young children and even those who may be mentally 
disturbed, as a means of gaining experience in dis cerning whethe r UFO 
c ontactees are witnes sing real or imaginery events. He menti oned 
three types of close ·enc ounter witnes ses - those who are lucid; those -
in a state of shock and tho se with psychic or telepathic links with 
UFO's .  

After c overing a vast amount of ground, Mr . Paget c oncluded by 
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warning of difficult times ahead, suggesting that the planetry 
alignments of 1982 may give rise to severe earthquakes, and mentioned 
the possibility of UFO. interference in tense international situations 
such as . in. tge Middle East. 

The audience· were then invited to put their questions to Mr. 
Paget and a further hour of interesting discussion resulted.� the 

.weeting.finally co!).cluding about . 19o00.

BRIEF GU IDE FOR TALK AND/OR SLIDE PR ESENTAT IONS

With the inc reasing demand for skilled UFO researchers from· 
Contac t International to talk to groups around the c ountry, we feel 
that c ertain basic guidelines should be indicated to ensure that these 
talks and/or presentations are given in such a way as to enhance the 
general pres tige of Contac t International. 

Nothing is more off-putting than a fidgety speaker or one who 
lacks the basic knowledge of micr ophone u sage. If you are already 
expert at presentation, then of· c ourse you are already familiar with 
the following, but for newc omers to the skill ( aqd it is a skill) 
please bear in mind the points itemised below: 

1. Make certain that your slide s are in the pr oper order AND the 
right way up before y ou begin y our talk.

Do not speak_with your mouth a few inches only from the microphone 
as this will result in an unpleas ant "popping" noise. 
Do n o t  try to juggle your papers in one hand and the mic rophone 
in another . The proximity of papers close to a mike results in 
a series of c rackles that destroys the presentation. The proper 
method i s  to  sit down at a table9 if po s sible, and speak into 
the mic rophone, looking down at your papers or� preferably, 
holding one paper at a time in your hand. If you cannot sit 
d own because y ou need to be .near the s creen for your slides or 
film, then arrange for a table next to you with your papers 
arranged in order s o  that one can be picked up at a time for 
reading, then eithe r handed over to an as sistant, or replaced 
on the table. 
When speaking from notes, DO lo ok up at y our audience fro� time 
to time, You s hould be sufficiently familiar with your talk to 

· be able to  do this. A c ontinu ous s tream of� information without 
any c ontac t with the au.dience results in a deadening mon.otony. 
Be careful ab out the pacing of your talk. Try and start with a 
striking note and end with one. · Do not ju st drift on, apparently 
aimles sly, and c ome to  a sudden s top. 
A lis t of facts does  not a talk make. Particularly in UFO matters. 
Mo st people who attend su ch a presentation will be very familiar 
with UFO sighting reports and t:q.ey certainly will not appreciate 
sitting still in a chair for an hour or so listening to a non­
s top re cital of .more. Have s omething special to say . A view-
point to  expres s; a point to  �ake .

Do not. try and cram in t o o  much. at one time . A talk making three 
spe9ific interes ting points.is far more useful and worthwhile 
than a �alk roaming over a wide, unwieldy range of details .

PART II MOVING BODIES FROM SPACE 

In part I (AwARENESS Winter 1980) we considered those stars, 
planets and multiple systems which could be mistaken for UFO's. 
Other bodies approaching Earth from space including man-made 
satellites placed in orbit around the Earth must also be consi dered 
as often m i staken for UFO's. 

The bodies are further divided into those whose appearance is 
predictable:- artificial satellites, most satellite re-entries 
and comets, and those that are unpredictable:- meteors, shooting 
stars and some satellite re-entries. 

ARTIFICIAL SAT�LLITES: These are now�so numerous that several 
orbiting satellites should be visible on any night of the year in 
clear cond itions. For UK observers, the appearance is of.a steadily 
moving light against a background of stars and usually no brighter 
or larger than the pole-star polaris. The maximum amount of time 
that a satellite in orbit takes to transit from horizon to horizon 
i s  about twenty minutes ( 1) .  It is estimated that UK observers will 
spot a moving satellite at an elevat ion of 45° above the hori�on 
or higher - fpllow it overhead - and lose it from vision again 
around 4 5° elevation in the opposite direction mainly due to the 
hazy sky over ·the :UK·. The duration of observation without bir.oculars 
will be around five minutes. 

·sHOOTING STARS/NIET.t£0RS: Space rubble varying in size from 
specks of .sand to giant boulders burn up when entering the Earth's 
atmosphere. The majority of meteors are seen for a �it second as 
luminous moving objects before their complete.destruction occurs. 
Meteors become luminous at a height of 100 miles above the Earth 
and are destroyed usually by the time they reach 60-70 miles above 
the Earth (2). The brightness of the meteor can vary considerably

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but all will be moving at extremely high velocity up to 45,000 mph. 

Larger objects sometimes escape initial burning up and may 
reach the lower confines of the atmosphere when th�y may be visible 
in day light as bright glowing spheres - the most likely time for 
confusion with UFO's. These larger meteors can be seen for up to 
10 seconds and are usually silent. 

More rarely, a very large meteor will crash to Earth before 
burning up. The physical evidence of a "meteorite" will of course 
be present subsequently. 

·Meteors exist in very large numbers and their arrival is 
unpredictable except for peak dates every year when very high 
incidences of arrival will be ce�tai�. The best viewing nights are:-

January 4 
August 12 
December 13 

"Quadrontids" 
"Perseids" 
"Geminids" 

.. Forty to fifty sightings per hour are possible on these nights. 
(Data Research received enquiries aft.er the last December 13th 

'showers") • 

The position of the Earth in orbit around the Sun determines the 
appearance of these meteor "showers" which are named ·after the 
constellations in the sky ·from which most appear to _emanate. These 
positions are known as "radiants"• · 

COME�S: Giant solid/gaseous bodies moving in eccentric orbits 
round the solar system. There is little chance of these being 
mist.aken for UFO' s as the appearance .of a large visible comet is 
heavily reported by the media well in advance and similar publicity 
is given to new discoveries. The motion of comets will appear very 
slow for the time they are visible in the sky. The reappearance of 
Halley's comet will be in 1986, but the predictions are that it will 
be a very faint object· in the sky. 

SATELLITE RE-ENTRIES: A great deal of confusion exists on 
the exact visual effects of satellite re-entries. Major sightings 
over the UK on December 31st 1978 and December 25th 1980 have·been 
predominately put down to re-entries,· but some description·s ·on file 
at Data Research are so sophistiqated that one has to consider very 
seriously that these sightings may have been UFO's. 

Re-entries are consider�d to show�the following feature� (1):-

1. The apparent speed of re-entries is usually slower than that 
of meteors. 

2. Re-entries move in a flat trajectory (parallel to Earth) 
3. Observations are usually. in excess of ten seconds. · :

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4 .  They u���lly have e�st-? ound trajectories. 
5 . Breaking up of the m,ain object into smaller pieces may be 

observed. · 

S ome years ago all re-entries were reasonably easy to predict, 
but with the vast numbers o f  satellites and burnt out rockets now 
somewhere ·in orbit, not all re-entry times c an be estimated any longer. 

(Further information is desired on satellite re-entries from 
witnesses, so that an ac cu rate c omposite desc ription of the ·visual 
effects c an be c ompiled at Data Research).

My suggest+on -. and bear in mind that my position has a:f_ways. been 
that the bulk o f  UFO�s belong to our reality and are prob ably based 
on Mars or Luna - is that s ome o f  the more bizarre UFO· incidents may 
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be explained by analogy with the chess-robot freakout. Commercial 
chess rob ots contain a finite number of progra�es, designed to 
deal with a rational opponent . Ac c ording to an article in 
S cientific Ameri c an some time ago, it is possible to�ych-out some 
of  these robots by cunning rather than skill: the opponent aims 
to create a pattern of' pieces on the bo ard which, to a real-life 
player·, would be idiotic and perhaps suicidal. However, the pattern 
is outside any of the robot's prograiliiile, so instead o:f taking 
advantage of  the position, the robot freaks out and starts making 
equally absurd moves. The opponent ( assuming his basic strategy has 
been sound ) now moves in for a rapid kill . 

By analogy, the number of programmes in the average human mind is, 
though enormous and c apable of  c onstant expansion, finite . Ac c ording 
to one legend, - the inhabitants of Terra del Fuego w-ere literally 
unable to see Darwin's ship 'The Beagle' b�-c�ause it was outside 
any frame of reference with which they c ould ass o ciate it. This 
general idea is explored in H. G. �elE's philosophic al tour de force

· · · · · � · ·  To sum up, then, the suggesti on is that some UFO's are 
the opposite of illusions . They represent a reality which is beyond 
the programming o f  the ordinary human brain and is therefore totally 
misinterpreted by our mental apparatus. Hence the impressi on that 
so  many of  the Ufonauts are fake prophets and mischief-makers; it 
is actually· our brains which have served up both the propheci.es and
