The experience ‘was rather harrowing and onr witnesses have been
relnctant to pnblish details.

The second investigation is by our active North Kent Investigator,
Mrs, ilargaret Fry, who has looked into this contactee case for over
two years, befriended the witness and made a thorongh report of the
factynal and psychological aspects of the case.)

TUNUSUAL PHENOMENA CASE

DATE: 15th August 1969

TIMs: 1152 e mie

LCCATICN: White Horse Hill Uffington Berks.

VITNESSES: Two members of Contact International (unnamed) and

two Territorial Army members on exercises, one a
Sergeant and the other a Corporal.

The Incident: The two Contact members went up to White Horse Hill for

a night of sky-watching. ¥hen they arrived at the Hill at about -
midnight, they found the two soldiers with a Landrover on an exercise.

The soldiers had a large signalling lamp and a transmitter/receiver and
ware signalling to some other soldiers on a site several miles away.

Both parties engnired as to what the other was doing on the Hill.
The TA men were rather amnsed to hear that the Contact members were
going to look ont for TFO's all night, but none-the-less invited them
to partake in coffee and sandwiches.

At about 1.15 a.m., the TA Sergeant c¢alled ont that he was
observing something that might be considered to be a TUFO. The others
thought initially that he was joking about this, but after a few
minntes they too spotted the object which appeared the size of a large
table tennis ball giving off~a bright white light. At that time
novody eonld estimate the true size of the. object or whether it was
high or low. '

The Contact team had unfortunately left most of their equipment
on the other side of the Hill, so one of them started to rn over to
get a palr of binoculars and a camera. He got abont 70 yards, when
the object darted down to a level just above his head, perhaps within
two feet., The shock of this canmsed him to yell omt and fall to the
gronnd and he began 'sobbing. The other member ran to assist, bunt
the object immediately changed position in a controlled fashion and
darted towards him stopping abont ten inches from his chest. Meanwhile
the TA Corporal began to panic and raced for his Landrovsr, but the
Sergeant kept calm and want to assist the distressed Contact man who
was still laid ont terrified and sobbing. The object immediately
mcved towards the Sergeant forcing him to sit on the gromnnd, swch
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was the power it emanated., 1It, stayed Jjust above his head and then

moved aronnd the other witnesses—controlling their movements Just like

a sheep dog moving sheep. This went on for two and-a half howrs, the
witnesses being completely controlled by the object, bnt within a

split second it disappeared shooting off skywards and was not seen again.

A11 fonr witnesses recalled after their experience that the
object was the size of a table-tennis ball; giving off:a brilliant~
white light which they conld not.look at, and they felt a tremendomns
heat from it when within inches of their bodies. They were all
convinced that the object, whatever it was, was-completely controlled
and knew every move they made. R S R '

Some members of Data Research have known abont this case since
it happened but for varions rédsons;-have..decided to treat this
Report very seriously and not divilge the names of the witnesses,
becanse of promises made to the Territorial Army menbers.

Editor:~ The object as described, appears, to be some form of laser
beam, but at the time of the incident,. 1969, laser technology was
rather limited, The presence of the Territorial Army on manoenVIES
does place some donbt on the paranormal origin df the object, but one
wonnld not expect the TA soldiers to have been subjected to the same
humiliations if the object was some form of Army secret weapon.

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CONTACTEE CASE -

DATE: “4th January 1979
TIME: 6.45 am - 7.30 a.m.
LOCATION: Warley Worcestershire

(I wrote tov the witness on -the: 15th January 1979 and she replied
on the 24th Jannary 1979; from thereon-we kept np a stream of phone
calls, correspondence throngh a lady who befriended her at the time
and finally we arranged for her to spend a few days with me at the
time of the World UFO Conference arranged by BUFORA in August 1979.
So that this account is related from a:pwrely personal angle, and
shonld not be taken as an Investigation Report., I believe that the
TFO Investigation Service, Harbourne, Birmingham and other Northern
Ufologists very thoroughly investigated this case.)

THE WITNESS: Jean ‘was born in Lonion, her parents died when she was
young, and she was shifted to the West Midlands where she was fostered
about from one set of .foster parents to another, and in ccnsegnence
her eduncation SHffered she can- read and write, hut-does little of

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either. 1t is a pity she had so little edwncation, as she is gunite
sharp witted, intelligent and with a good deal of down-to-earth

common sense. Not many people conld put a fast one over Jean!

-Slie has been very happily mamied for some years to Cyril. They have-

no children, but from time to time have fostered children themselves,
and honsed abandoned animals. Jean's interests are pwrely limited to
her domestic environmént. She does take an interest in 'Home politics',
expressing strong inswlar views. Abroad conld be the Moon as far as
Jean 1is concerned. Certainly she never gave a thought to UFO's, she'd
have considered it far too way out a subject for her.

The Incident: 1In the early honrs of the 4th Jannary 1979 it was dark,
freezing, with thick snow and ice on the grouwnd. As yon know, one

of the worst winter's on record this century. It was taking anything
from % to an honr to de-ice a car and get it going. The witness and
ner hnsband have only a car port and shed at the bottom of their small
zarden, Jean's hnsband would have been up and ont of the howse by
abont 5 to 5.15 a.m. to atternd to the car, whilst Jeam made him
sandwiches for work, She conld see throngh the kitchen window the
back garden and car port. The back lawn is only 17ft. by 11ft. Cyril
vorks in the nearby Cement works and goes to work by car, There 1is

a door by the car port that leads on to a back road from their house.

The conple's home 1s a small two-bedroomed, with one long
living room, Council homnse. They have lived there for nine years.
It is on a small estate in the open countryside on the edge of the
village of Rowley Regis, which is near Warley in Worcestershire.
This estate is swrrounded by waste land and gunarries.

Jean worked at a factory some miles away near Birmingham, making
scnnd proofing for cars. She did not have to set off for work till
long after Cyril, so she was still in her dressing gown as she stood
at the kitchen door and waved him off to work. She twrned into the
kitchen and then through the window saw a light. She' talked to her
Alsatian dog saying "Master has left the car port light on" and co °
they went ont into the garden to pnt it off. VWhen she got to the
car port she found the switch was off and then noticed the light
was from an orange ball low in the sky. She tho-rght it mmst be
the rising sun, so turned to go into the kitchen, leaving the door
open for the dog to follow her in. A few moments later she heard a
somnd like "Zee...zee...zee! and sthree “Heings' floated -past her
throigh the open door. They were very Slender and small, glowing
with a brilliant light, they glided abont a foot off the floor towards
the hall and living room. Jean was terrified and clwtched the
kitchen sink behind her, speechless, she felt all her blood draining
down to her feet. The dog was hobbling towards its drinking bowl,
swaying from side to side, its hair sticking ont all over its body like
2 hedgzhog's, it seemed drigged and jnst flopped down, stretching
ont stiff on the floor, with its eyes staring fixedly. TUsually he is
not afraid of anything - on the ccatrary being such a large and
uncertain breed of animal, people are afraid of him!
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Jean also felt paralysed, she had her mouth open and conld 1ot
move at all. She said she felt as thongh the blood was steeping
throngh her toes, but after awhile this sensation left her and she
found herself also floating a foot off the floor.

Althongh the kitchen door was ®8till open, it now felt warm,
in spite of freezing temperatunres outside. Jean is big boned and
weighs 13 stone; yet as she clutched the living room door and
watched the three little creatwres standing by a little artificia
Christmas tree on a small table, she was still standing on air. The
beings were chattering and trying to topple a fairy doll on the top.
The light around them was so brilliant that she shielded her eves.
They seemed able to control this,; for they immediately dimmed the
light and she now saw them clearly. The glowwwas arornd their heads,
they had protective transparent 'fish bowls' ronnd their heads, their
complexions were greyish-white, almost corpse like, briiliant dicmonc
like jet black eyes, which sank into the sockets. Their mouths were
Just a thin line. The hands and feet appeared pointed, bnt this mey
have been becanse they were encaSed in a one piece tunic of green/silver
green, silver bnttons or press omttons went in pairs down their chests.
They were abont 3ft. 6ins., to 4 ft., tall and they had wingc, these
were transparent and reminded Jean of 'Joseph's coat of many colonrs:
She conld not tell if these wings were mechanical or part of their 4
bodies, bwt they looKed natnral, iridescent and very teantifwli. They
floated abont the lownge, toiiching everything - Christmas cards, the
clock, radio, all the frrnitwre. Thin bands of silver streamers
floated away from their shonlders, but when one being floated hLorizont-
ally, these streamers stayed with the line of his body, only two thickewn
streamers came down, and he secemed to be able to countrol them as
feelers, the wings were not open but folded back in pleats whilst tThey
Were SMn the Totns

Jean had her month open and her jaw ached, but after some atvtemp:
she managed to speak - "Three of yon, and one of me, what are yon going
to do, what do yon want of me?" BEach of them pnt their hands to the
bnttons on their chests, which they manipnlated. A bleep sonnd came
first, then a metallic sonnd, as they said in wmwnison: "We come firom
the sky". Jean said "A likely story!" They then started shaking
the Christmas tree again and excitedly chattered (in their own
langnage) apparently abont the fairy's wings. It fell off the tree
and Jean went to pitk it up, but fonnd she conld not bend.

The beings spoke in English, but did so only after pressing their
bunttons and the voices sounded metallic.

Amongst other things they said their planet was cold and they <id
not have fire or electri¢ity. They were all the same colonzr,

Jean has a long living room, and in one part of it is a conch
corner wnit, the three little men bonnced like children on this, =ad
she said "Be careful of my fumniture" so they stopped, bnt she had =
spoken sharply and seemingly in disapproval. They blazed wp the light
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aronnd them again, hnrting her eyes. This had a salntary effect on
her, making her realise that althongh they were very small, they were
powerfnl enongh to harm her. She decided she'd better be extra
pleasant with them. She told them she wonld call them 'gentlemen'!' as
she conld not call them 'creatnres',

Then they started floating abont the room again, This time their
wings. finttered gently. as they went ont into the hall and uvp the
stairs; when floating wp the stairs, their wings folded back behind
their backs like a pleated fan. When they had gone wupstairs and come
down again into the living room, they picked uwp the tape recorder and
a packet of cigarettes from the side board. Their hands seemed
magnetised and pr-lled things uwp to them. Normally the family do not
drink, bnt they had some spirits and wine bottles on the sideboard
which they wsed for Christmas, entertaining friends. The beings examined
these, she asked if they wonld like a drink, they pressed their bnttons
again, and said "Water™ 3 times,

Jean FLOATED to the kitchen, filled 4 glasses of water, placing
them on a metal tray, she intended drimking the 4th glass herself to
shcw the lignid was not harmfvl to them, as she neared the beings she
had a job to place the metal tray on the table, it appeared to be
floating away from her. They each picked wp 2 glass of water (again
in a mapnetic way). Jean thonght they were abont to 1lift the fish
bowls but~when they observed her watching them keénly, they put np the
light aronnd then again dazzling her eyes. She did not actnally see
-them drinking, bnt the glasses were empty when replaced.

: The beings then told her they had been at Christmas to Anstralia,
New Zealand and America. "Je came down here to talk to people but they
don't seem to be interested". Jean said "Shall I tell people on this
Zarth abont it?" and they said "Yes - we have been here before and we
shall come again", Another thing they told her was "Everyone will go
to Heaven, there are beantifnl colowrs there",

Yonu will recall numerons people in Italy, inclwnding the Police
and other officials, saw TFO's in Italy on the 24th December, they were
alsc reported all over LEngland and New Zealand. In my area, I had
several reports of UFO seen on Christmas Ive and the 29th December 1978,

Although Jean was still very nervous and stnttering, she said she
fonnd she could not stop talking. She talked abont politics, women's
work and commented that this was a Man's world. They seemed very
interested in whatever she said, pressing away at the bnttons on their
chiests all the time. They seemed less eager to give away information
abont themselves! She did ask them some grnestions which they did not
reply to. She told them she had fostered children for seven years and
was always caring for stray animals - dogs mostly. She fetched 6
mince pies on a plate from the sideboard and offered them to them.
Their hands seemed magnetic as they lifted these. They looked at
the cigarcttes again, so she thonght she'd show them how they were
nsed. She pnt a cigarette to her lips, and 1lit it with a lighter.

As soon as they saw the flame, they backed away in fright, then they
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immediately started to float towards the kitchen door. She stwbbed ont
the cigarette.: with her hand, and floated after them calling "Come
back - come back", but they went ont of the honse. There on the lawn
was an orange coloured glowing 'thing' abont 8/10 ft., by 4ft., with
ronnd portholes, its swrface was like shiny plastic. On the top was
a type of aerial, shaped like a striking scorpion's tail, with a wheel
on top. They still had the mince pies magnetized nnder the points of
their hands as they floated towards the door of the small craft. The -
docr slid shut, then the craft went wp, giving two flashes of light,
which she thonghtwas their way of signalling her 'goodbye'. The sky
was still dark when she went ont after them, bnt the snow and ice

had melted off the car port roof, her homnse roof, all her garden,

the fences, her neighbonwr's garden and roof. It shonld be noted that
it was virtnally impossible to scrape . away even a small pathway in
England, dnring those Arctic conditions. Yet this small craft generated
8o mmch power, that it did just that.

The Police were called less than % honr after and saw all this
themselves, plns heavy indents on the lawn where the craft had stood.
These were clearly visible for almost a year afterwards and a good
nmmber of people photographed them. By pure chance Jean's neighbonr
new somecne whom she phoned immediately, as her son was a UFO Invest-
igator for BUFORA. This young man arrived with a friend almost
immediately, as he was called just before going to work and did not
live too far away. They took photographs of the melted ice and snow
and craft markings. All these developed black, buwt photographs taken
some weeks later and periodically thronghont the swmmer were all agnrite
distinct. In fact I made a point of getting Cyril to photograph the
lawn markings every now and again, as evidence that this did happen.

The Police carefully examined the melted snow and ice and the
markings on the lawn. They also noticed a cwnrions circle within the
glass of the kitchen door which is still there and cannot be acconnted
for. Many people examined it, in fact some wanted to take awa; and
analyse”the glass. I strongly advised Jean not to let them. Jean
had a purple circle on her forehead, radiating jinst above the bridge
of“the nose. When she came to visit me 8 months later, this circle
wonld radiate ont as soon as she; started a headache; she suffered
terrible migraines after the incident. 1In the centre of her forehead
was a small raised lump of flesh, punctnre marked in the centre. I
asked her if she had always had the mole in the centre of her forehead,
and she said "What mole?" I took a mirror and showed it to her.

She was amazed when she saw it, as it had not been there before the
incident.

Recently I rang Jean and asked her if she still got the migrainecs.
She told me she had th&se for nearly a yecar, and each time the prrple
circle wonld radiate ont from the centre of her forchead, but now, two
years later, she is guite back to normal and never gets headaches of
any sort.

In the weeks following the 4th Janmary 1979, many UFC Investigators,
unfortunately some so called ones (for they do more harm then good)
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s=aned to Jean's door.

She tried to ans:er all their gnestions patiently at first, but
eventnally got guite r»nde with them. Jean 1s one of those 'honest—as-
daylight' people, who get into tronble because they are too honest ...
she simply conld not wnderstand why people did not credit wh&t she
said, they were so sceptical and that was not sometklng she nnderstood

During- theenSUlng montho, Jean phonbd me contanOnsly for adv1ce
and comfort, sometimes she would be in a flood of tears at the
nnkindness of people. All at a time when she was still swffering from
the physical after effects of having come into contact with beings from
another world., How many people from all over the world have had
these exact same symptoms, severe body rash, pins and ncedles,
constant tingling in the hands, very sore eyes, near blindness for
weeks, migraines - Do the medical profession, scientists, astronomers
ever stndy the physical evidence of Ufology ..... all too many of my
fellow Ufologists go off on the psychological tangent: when what they
should be doing is utilizing every bit of tangible evidence and
applying it to their particnlar knowledge - be it medicime, geology,
forensic, enginecering or metallurgy - Jjust perfecting their small picce
of the jigsaw, that conld be vital to the whole pictnre one day. 1
rnight cite Leonard Cramp, Alan Watts and a few others who have done
this in a practical way and come np with some brilliant thsories. As
at the moment apparently none thonght to or had the facilities for
arranging for the materials of the sofa to be examined, and other objects
the being either tounched or despoiled swch as tape recordings, radio,
electric clotk, her wedding ring twrned white ontside, remained gold
inside. Valnable time is lost debating whether a person is hallncinating
cr not, instead of seizing practical evidence whilst the effects last.

Therec have been literally thonsands of sane and sensible people
like Jean whose evidence conld help to solve the TFO riddle, if you
were only prepared to trust yonr fellow men a bit more. The only r
recascn why hmnman beings so strongly reject the Sxtra Terrestrial
Hypothesis, is the age old hnman weakness of conceit, Wwe cannot
conceive anyone more technologically orzﬁsthetlcally sniperior to
ourselves.,

It appears to be too mmch of an acid pill for all but a few
open-nminded intellectwals to swallow,

fditor: This case has now been reported In several publications.
Data Research consider the need for extra unconnected witn&sses to
snbstantiate the findings., There is some evidence for hallwcinations -
the event taking place JﬂSt after Christmas with its imagery of
"angelic fignres" plrs the wide press coverage of UFO events at the
time. The witness' forthright personality may have helped convince
reporters of the veracity of her statements.

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SPANISH UFO INCIDENTS NOVEKMBER 1980

Translation from "La Vanguardia'" and other

unspecified Spanish papers covering period

21st to 25th November 1980 - Translated by
Ruth Rees.

UFOS OVER NORTH-EAST SPAIN
Pilots Obliged To Take Evasive Action

From 7pm on the 11th November (just one year after a Super
Caravelle of the airline TAE was forced to land in Manises by a UFO)
no less than 5 aircraft - twc from Iberia airlines, one from Transeuropa
an airtaxi and a British jet - were intercepted by a number of UFOs
in the skies above Catalunia, the Balearic Islands and Valencia.

The UFOs, which caused a great commotion during some hours among
passengers and aircrews, were greenish in colonr and they moved at
enormons speed. Sonrces at the Control Centre of the airport at
£1 Prat have confirmed to "La Vangnardia™ that the TUFOs seen above
the Mediterranean zone were in the area of control of Barcelona.

The reader will remember that on the 11th November 1979, a passenger
airline was trailed by a gigantic UFO of some 200 metres in length.
On that occasion, the UFO was observed by the crew of a Super Caravelle
as well as by 40 other people, all of whom were employees at Valeacia
Alrport, and finally, also by a Spanish Air Force Captain who tried to
follow three unidentified objects for nearly two hours, withont swuccess,
It will be remembered that this event was reported aronnd the world.

Here then, just a year after that sighting, we have the present
"meeting" with other TUFCs.

The stirprise was enormous. The event described above occnrred
simnltaneonsly to all the planes, they were all "intercepted" by TFOs.
The pilots said that the UFOs moved horizontally,:  "at times they were
behind us, near the tail of the plane, and at others they were in front".
The pilots then said, that the object seemed to "burst" into five
smaller objects. ‘

(The paper states) "According to information we have obtained,
one of the Planes on the Asturias/Bareelona ronte, had to make a very
sharp manoenvre to avoid the dangerons proximity of the TFO. Shortly
after the rapid descent of the Iberia aircraft above Barcelona,
various witnesses at the airport saw another UFO of the same colour,
making a violent "fall" above one of the rvnways. Just before it
looked as thongh it was going to crash on the rnway, the TFO shot-
off upwards at enormous speed and disappeared a few weconds later.
This UFO encounter was registered by the other four aircraft, all at
tlhie same:time and at different points of North East Spain.

The pilots of the respective airplanes affected by the "ihcidents
were all forced to take cvasive action so snddenly and with sw»ch
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wrgency that they did not have time to advise the control centre
what was happening. :

For some minntes, the Barcelona controllers, on whose radar
screens there ware no traces of the UFOs, did not know what was
happening, because all they observed were the strange manoeuvres of the
aircraft who were trying to avoid: the UFOs. The pilots,'at last,
advised the control centre, by radio, what was happening.

While there is still no response from the Minister of Defence
or the Minister of Transport about last year's UFO incident as asked
by the Socialist Deputy, Enrique Mwngica, Spanish pilots again have
become witnesses to another incident as wnwelcome as it is dangeroms.

The Spanish Parliament is the third in the world to discnss the
mnatter of UFOs. The others are Britain and Italy.

UFO experts have stated that Sr. Mugica has a large file on the
Manises UFO incident of last year. The same sources state that some
maths ago, coinciding with the celebration in Valencia of "Day of the
Armed Forces", many UFOs were secn in the skies above Valencia a few
hours after the arrival in the capital of the King Juan Carlos., It
is'claimed that two Mirage jets were sent vwp to intercept the UTFOs,
but withont snccess.

PLOASE NOTE: The foregoing article was published in La Vangrardia on
*riday 21st November 1980. La Vangnardia is pnblished in Barcelona
and is one of Spain's most prestigions and respected and sober daily
newspapers. '

On TUESDAY 25th NCVEMBER, IN THE SAME PAPER, the follow1ng
was publlsnud (I give a resume of the artlcle, the orlglnal Spanlsh its)
in my files).

"The TFOs seen on the 11th November in the skies that come under
Barcelona's Control Centre - a fact that La Vangnardia S P it ol
great deal - conld have becen military aircraft carrying ont manoewnvres
~within the limits controlled by the Centre. As these kind of strategic
exercises are not commmnicated to the civil aviation amthorities, the
manoenvres, the lack of light and other characteristics explain why
they were thonght to be TFOs.

In spite of the fact thgt no explanation has been given,
information collected by La Vanguardia seem to indicate that UFOs in
reality were Spanish and American fighter planes. On the 11th November,
in the airspace above Zaragoza, TFrance and the Balearic Islands
(whose limits correspond to the airspace controlled by Barcelona Airport
Spanish and American airforces were conducting a strategic exercise
late in the afternoon. Generally, this type of exercise is not
commnicated to the Civil Aviation anmthorities, therefore the commercial
flights do not know anything above these exercises.
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La Vangrnardia has to state that, contrary to what was pnblished
a few days ago, no aircraft was forced to take evasive action; no
pilot, officially, reported the presence of UFOs; and thirdly, that
the first aircraft which was supposed to have seen a large white light
and other, smaller, green lights, and which was later withdrawn, was
Iberia Flight 305, that covers the Barcelona/Athens route. The
explanation given is that the white lights and the small grecen lights
show that it was actwally a large re-fnelling plane that was re—fnelling
three other small planes. This type of operation is wmswally carried
ont in flight, and generally the fnel plane has a very strong light to
illvminate the "hosepipe" terminal by which the fwel enters the plane
to be re-fnelled.

What is certain is that all the airspace nnder the control of the
Barcelona Control Centre, according.to the information given to orr
offices, was fwll of military aircraft and that they generally fly
far from the commercial rontes in order to avoid the sort of confwsion
that has arisen in the present case.

The development of these kind of military exércis®&s and the possible
danger they present for commercial aircraft was the camse of the strike
by Spanish Air Traffic Controllers in 1976. These controllers demanded
that when swch exercises took place the Control Centres and the pilots
shonld be informed in order to avoid possible scares and confunsion."

PLEASE NOTIL: After the foregoing "whitewash" article, there was a
final paragraph printed in heavy type as follows:

"Faced with this hypothesis, witnesses, who by their technical
knowledge know and can wnnderstand tha characteristics of military
aircraft from other types of manoenvres - as for instance the
manoenvres of TFOs - have affirmed the following:

'"These craft were not airplanes, not even military airplanes.
Various gréen lights in the form of a comet - appeared simultaneonsly
to the left side of the Control Tower, higher than the tower itelf
(which is eleven storeys high) and they were moving at a speed of
approx. 300 kms. an honr. Their flight height was approx. 500 metres,
‘and they arrived ln front of the airport in a Sontherly direction. The
sighting lasted 1% seconds. The grecen "burst! left by the lights
disappeared little by little. It was 9.30 p.m. when the event occnrred."

ON THE 26th NOVELBER, the FOLLOWING ARTICLE /A4S PUBLISHED (the cutting
does not give the name of the paper, but I imagine it is also from

"The Conncil of the Chiefs of the Armed Forces have declared that

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It will be recalled - see past editions of La Vangnardia -

that initially, it was believed that the objects were in fact UTFOs.
However, later information indicated the possibility that they were
actually military aircraft engaged in strategic exercies. Yet the
snbject has still not been clarified satisfactorily because many expert
w1tnusses dismiss openly that the movements and lights of the objects
conld have corresponded to those of military aircraft".

CHEMICAL TRANSFORMATICNS DUE TO UFO ACTIVITY

Extracted from Papers by Kiril Terziev, Yugoslavia.

(Recent articles in this jonrnal have indicated certain himan ,
reaction to chemical agents in the wvicinity of UFOs or occupants. The
author now specnlates that these chemicals may be generated by electro-
magnetic or heat effects on the elements of the Earth's atmosphere).

Air conslists of molecnles which when passing into or discharging
from the propulsion system of a UFO may be chemically changed under
certain circumstances. Molecnles may be accelerated so that collisions
among themselves increase and some may ionize into wnstable particles
which are then more inclined to chemical reactions.

The elements of the air are orinClpally oxygen (02) and nitrogen(N h?
Carbon dioxide (CO,) and water-vaponr (H,0) are also present but in
variable amonnts together with random dngt particles and inert gases
which #%ill not be liable to reaction. The following reactions are
pessible among the aerial molecvwles nnder conditions which exist in
the propulsion of the TFO.

OZONE (03): When an electric arc is passed throngh oxygen or
air there appéars 2 characteristic odonr. The odonr is the formation
of a new gaseons snbstance, ozone. This gas consists only of oxygen
of threce atoms instead of two in the stable form. It is kndwn as an
"allotrope" of oxygen. At ordinary temperatures ozone is qrite stable,
biit when heated reverts back to normal oXygen. This reaction generates
fnrther heat as shown by the egnation: 2O3=302+68 calories.

Ozone is chemically more reactive than oxygen showing more
oxidating properties and it is mnsed for disinfection.

NITRCGEN MONOXIDE (NO): Under normal conditions nitrogen and
cxygen do not react together, but under very high temperatnres such
a3 when an electric arc is rinning throngh air, these two elements
wWill combine to form nitrogen monoxide. This occurs natnrally dwring
bad weather in the vicinity of lightning. . The reaction absorbs a
great deal of heat: N2+O2 = 2 NO - 43,2 calories.

At low temperatnwres the reaction tends to the left of the egnation
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(ie keeping nitrogen and oxygen umnattached), bnt with increase in
temperagure the balance moves 'to the right of the egnation, but even
at 1000°C only 1% of nitrogen monoxide is liable to be formed. Swdden
cooling of the gas mixtnre will also prodnce a higher proportion of
monoxide.

The monoxide is colonrless bnt combines easily with oxygen to
form the brown gas NITROGEN DICXIDE.

NITRCGEN DIOXIDE (Noz): Nitrogen monoxidé'féadily combines
with oxygen to form nitrogen dioxide (NOz): 2NO+02=2N02+27 calories.

The dioxide is a dark brown poisonons gas which has a characteristic
odOng. It condenses easily to form a reddish lignid which boils at
21.37°C and freezes to colonrless crystalg at -10°C.  The gas consists
of a mixtnre of N,O Oand NO2 between -10"C and +g4OOC. It becomes
entirely N02 at +%46 C, and "entirely N204 at -10°C.

Nitrogen dioxide is a strong oxidator and very poisonons. Breating
it couwld-cemse sSerioms i1llness.

FORMALDEHYDE (HCHO): TUnder the action of ultra-violet light the
following chemical reaction can occur: COZ+H2O = HCHO + O2

The formaldehyde is a poisonons gas with a strong and characteristic
odonr.

The above componnds may be evident from visible appearance,
glowing effects, formation of smoke in different colonrs and forming
of crystal masses in the vicinity of an active UFO.

Several sightings have confirmed that the chemicals described
above may well have formed from witnesses' descriptions.

JXTRACTS OF UFO  INCIDENTS:

dellford South Carolina: July 1964. A glowing object that looked
like an inverted top. The witness smelled an odonr which resembled
formaldehyde.

Blenheim New Zealand: 13 July 1959. A glowing object in shape of a
sancer., There was a smell of something which resembled pepper in the
allry o

Bganmont France: 5 October 1954. A flying machine that "lost its

laminosity" as it approached the witness., The witness smelled an
odonr "like that of nitrobenzene".

Tallnlah Falls Georgia: Beginning of July 1964. An object shaped
like a cnp which left an odonr compared to that of ‘brake lignid' or
"embalming flnid".

Connzrsville Indiana: 1 Angnst 1966. A lnminons object in shape of
a conple of dishes fastened together at the rim. The witness smelled
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an odour like sulphnr or like_a.combination of swlphnr and tannic acid.

Cherry Creek New York: 19 Avgiist 1956. A large elliptical object
which looked like twd "turkey platters" placed lip to lip with a red
dish glow or vapour nnderneath it. After it took off, on the gromnnd
#as fonnd a pnrplish swbstance. The clonds into which the object
ascended glowed a greenish colonr. The witnesses noted a strange
odonr in the air. :

Diamantina Bragzil: 20 Avgnst 1962. Two large glow1ng ball~shaped
objects; they gave off yellow smoke which had an acrid smell.

Tranca Argentina:. 21 October 1963. Five glowing domed disc=shaped
strnctnres. In their vicinity there was a strong :smell:of "snlphnr"
in the air. VWhere two of the dists had hovered there remained a2 misty
smcokelike deposit for several minntes. :

Eobbs New Mexico: 2 Jnne 1964. An object which looked something like

2 top giving off smoke, black soot and fire, swooped down ont df the
°ky and hnng jnst above a child. The child began to swell abont the
face and neck. There was a sooty deposit on his face and .netk and ;
shirt. The bnrns, which were of second degree, consist®l of snlphathimzol
ointment -applied directly to affected areas.

Fort Belvoir U.S. Army Facility: September 1957. 4 dark, ring-shaped
object which "scemed solid", as opposbd to being "like smoke" Latae
tiie black ring began to be "engulfud in smoke".

Bordesley Green  Birmingham fngland: 18 June 1969. A thick ring of
hlack, oily smoke which loocked like a thick r»bber band. It had some
sort of inner core around which it was bnrning. It was almost a perfect |
circletatiotimes, bnut distorted slightly in the breeze as it rolled .
slowly over the sky like a large rmbber band. (F.S.R. Vol. 15 No.5 1969)

Santa Ana California:. 3 Angnst 1965. A sancer-shaped TFC; photo'd
1 times. When the UFC increased its specd and altitude it left a -
deposit of smoke-like vapour which was blne-black in colonr and
circnlar in shape as ‘thongh it had emitted from the onter ring. This
donghnnt shaped vapornr ring remained in the arek in excess of thirty
gseconds. Later the witness photographed a vaponr ring.

Ponta.Poran Brazil: 21 December 1957. Two large glowing Satwrn-shaped
TFOs. - On the place where the last M"landing" had taken place:the .
witness found an o0dd luminous haze floating in the air above where
the eobject had hovered. It slowly dissolved in the faint wind.

LEITERS TO THE EDITOR

Dear Sir,

I finally managed to obtain a copy of the Antumn 1980 Edition of
'Awareness' (Vol. 9 No.3) which contains an articles titled '"The
andreasson Affair™’ and "The Time Machine": Was H.G.Wells and
vqw1ttlng Contactee?' by B.J. Burden MA. I'm not rcally certain how
to react .-to this piece of literature, mainly dne to some of the
Juabiows aspectsof the anthor's assertions. For instance, he states
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that the narrative contained in 'The Andreasson Affair' by Raymond E.
Fowler (Bantam Books, US4, 1980)' is a direct account of a strange
experience.' Since most of the strange experiences were recounted by
the percipient wnder hypnotic regression, this does not secm very
'direct' to me! The anthor specnlates on the fact that the American
1896-97 'airship' phenomena and Jells' 'The War of the Yorlds'
appeared at the same time, and so; © 'Was Wells brain, I wondered
inadvertently picking np a broadcast on the cosmic waveband?' Here
Burden seems to imply that the 'airships' might have been responsible,
or conaected with extraterrestrial signals, bnt there 1s nb concrete
evidence to swpport swch an allegation, and I donbt that swch an
assertion conld be proved conclnsively anyway. Seccndly we might
wender how Jells' brain became a cosmic receiver of these far-omt
signals - the annals of science have no swch precedent. Swrely if

we employ two intangibles to support each other we end »p with a
constrction akin to jelly. :

On the comparison of 'The Aandreasson aAffair' with 'The Time Machine'
Borden makes some interesting points., He compares the entities mentioned
in both works, and shows that lemnr-like beings and a green zone are
also common to both acconnts. He mentions that they have a similar
interest in concepts of .time, bwt this argment is ndt very strong
becanse idecas abont time are gnite prevalent for a nmnmber of basic
Foas Qs

Buirden mentions some of the exvtic themes nsed by Jells, which he:
claims conld have been dne to drng wsage whith liberated his mind of
narrow-riinded preconcepticans. Althongh I wonld connter that imaginative
people (and most of ms are) have the ability to illnstrate fatastic
scenarios withont recowrse to hallncinogenic drngs. In any case
many things conld trigger off thie imagination swch as meditation or
some forms of illnessy etec., withont the necessity of drngs.

Indeed we conld formmlate the opinion that Wells and Andreasson
{or other contactees) have related similar stordes becanse they are
nsing the same arthetypal symbolic sonrce - namely the depths of onr
own hnman conscionsness. Another explanatioh is that the contactee
related her story as a factwpal incident becanse she, nnlike iWells, did
not have the ability to express her fears and worries in a cogent
manner, Such a rechanism is postulated by John Rimmer in 'Facts,
Frand, and Fairytales' (MyFOB No. 9 Winter 1977-78). A4n even more
mundane addition to this discwssion is the possibility that Mrs.
Andreasscn read 'The Time KMachine' scmetime dnring her lifetime and
nnwitting incorporated it into her story. :

It is my opinion that we shonld regard both 'The Time Machine!
and 'The Ahdreasson Affair' as works of the imagination, and that this
is their fvndamental relationship. Althorgh the way in which they
came to be expressed are different dme to the individnals involved,

The cexperiences of Andreasson, and mo3t contactees, seem to be
entirely swbjective. So far no cne has fo'nd a method of empirically.
verifying their stories, thns it seens a rather pointless exercisScls
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compare snch acconnts with that of an anthor's and on the strength of
snch a comparison come to the conclnsion that the anthor had a real
experience which he wnwittingly revealed throngh his llterary fictions

Despite my obgectlons, I wonld recommend anyone to read 'The
Andreasson Affair' and 'The Time Machine' and if yon are cnrionms yon
conld always take a peak at Burden's article (I wonder if he wrote it
to check the sanity of nfologists?).

The above discwnssion reminds me of Jenny Randles' assertion that
the Fatima incident was a classic CE4 event. As I've proclaimed in an
.article (as yet nnpnblished) historically, geographically and
cnltwrally separated UFO or UFO type flaps or waved have many
unigqne characteristics, and s nfologists have acqnired the kmack of
lrnping snch data together nnwittingly and blindly. At this rate
we'll be making as many rash generalizatidns and mad theorizing as
arich von Drinken, if this trend is not counteracted by my super
scepticism.

UFO STUDY: A Handbook for Enthusiasts by Jenny Randles
(Robert Hale Ltd., London) Pp. 271: Price £7.95p.

Miss Randles's first book "UFOs: A British Viewpoint" co-authored
with Peter Warrington was not reviewed by the present writer becamse
almost every British UFO magazine of any note gave it a review, and
another from this writer was hardly called for. Her second book,
published in May and now before me, will also nndonbtedly be extensively
reviewed, bnt as few of these have yet to appear, this writer attempts
this review of "UFO Study" by way of making up for not reviewing her
Tirst opus and in erder to LagSbetfore, the British UFO fraternity news
of this, her second literary offering.

"UFQO Study" is essentially a book for the UFO enthusiast,
althongh discerning first-timers to the UFO field will also find ‘it
absorbing. Very considerable space is devoted to the source of UFO
Teports, how they are and should be investigated, investigative
technignes and’ recommended procedures for handling physical trace
caszs and alleged UFO photographs.

The history of the UFO phenomenon in general is given interesting
dut regrettably brief treatment - admittedly a large volume all on
its own wonld be needed to do this aspect of wfeology justice - and
some selected case stndies are handled adroitly. A basis is ontlined
for f.ture research nwsing the modern approach, and some recommended
ravles for ccndwcting swch rescearch with a view to extending the
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frontiers of ufology =are offercd, together with practical advice to
-those who may be enconraged to nndertake snch work.

"OFC Study" contains 6 appendices, and a usefnl index, ‘and
altogether merits mmch more than a passing glance, ceven by nfologists
who believe they know most of what there is to learn abont the TFO
vhenomenon. Personally, I feel the price 1s a little too high, but
in these inflationary times I suppose we mnst be gratefwl that it is
not higher.

"UFO" by Milt Machlin with Tim Beckley

If T was a newcomer to the UFO scene and wanted a book that would
set ont clearly and concisely the relevant basic facts and theories
abcut Ufology, I would certainly head straight for this new publication
by Milt Machlin and Tim Beckley.

A large soft-covered book, "UFC" is an excellent launching pad for
take-off into the deeper spaces of the phenomenon, and there is no
doubt that the anthors have not only done their homework bnt have
managed to maintain an objectivity towards their subject that is not
always a striking characteristic of writings on UFOs.

One of the most interesting-chapters is by Timothy Beckley on
the changing attitude of scientists towards UFOs, and it reinforces
ny -conviction that the internaticnal cover-up wonld stand a better
chance of being exposed.if only scientists like those mentioned formed
some sort of link with their colleogues in other conwntries, and challengd
governments to speak ont on the matter.

On the lighter side, there is one chapter devoted to celebrities
who have secn UFO3. I knew about ex-President Carter's sighting and
Muhammed Ali's, but others came as a snrprise to me: Jackie Gleason
and Neil Sedaka, among others.

"UFO" covers accepted and way-out theories; the MIB phenomenon,
biblical connections, ancient sightings, UFOs behind the Iron Curtain,
etc., etec, There is something for evéryone, and even though most of
ns know abont the majority of items pnblished in this book, it is
still worth having for quwick and easy reference on the major events,
facts, fignres and fantasies of the snbject withont having to go thrcugh
dozens of books and magazines.

The series is principally concerned with astronomical facts and
historical reconstrnctions of early astronomer's lives finlly dramatized.
Dr. Sz2gan himself wanders to the farthest corners -of the AnCant Jorld
to rediscover some of the seats of learning.

It is well known that Dr., Sagan is not 2 believer in UFO's but
he spceculates strongly that somewhere in the Cosmos he portrays there
Imst be other life forms, bnt he-is completely sceptical that any of
these have .reached Earth. He shows a recoanstrnction of the Betty and
Barny Hill case - one of the best dvcrmenhted and accepted. Close-
Enconnters. The star map prodwnced vnder hyphasis he insists conld
refer to one of many constellations by merely drawing connecting
lines in different directions. A nmwmber of "murky" UFO photographo
he shows and considers them all to be hoaxes.

The series is expensively and profe531oqally produced and develops
Dr. Sagan in rather a pop-star image. His unnsvwal intonation may tend
toc distract some viewers, bunt his boyish enthnsiasm for the whole
concept comes throngh, and most persons with a reastnable grasp of

CONTACT INTERNATIONAL NSWSLETTER

Dnuring a recent 3-month visit to Sonth Africa, I spent some time
in Dnrban where I met and was entertained by onr lively and energetic
Contact International branch, and this Newsletter is mainly devoted to
the activities of this excellent gronp of Ufologists.

Durban C.I. has as its Chairman, Walter .Pople, a scientist who
is in the Research scection of the Natal Anti-Shark Board. Vice-
Chairman, Mrs. E.K. Smith, who is also a keen amateur astronomer, has
been a stalwart of C.I. Dorban for many years, and is a leading
personality in the inner circle of the Branch.

A meeting was arranged at Contact E/Q in the centre of town and
I spoke abont the present doldrms in the UFO scene. The large
.audicence was very attgntlve and T had to field a nnmber of relevant
gnestions. The wsnal one cane wmp on the pnrpose behind UFOs. ™Why
are they coming here? What do they want? Why don't they make
extensive overt landings s0 that their existence could be proven once
and for-all?" . To all of which I could only answer with a helpless,
"I don't know." .Not very enlightening, I'm afraid, bmnt honest!

One of my most interesting cnccnnters was with a small gromp
within the branch who have wnndergone, indeed are still wndergoing, a
most bizarre expericence, and if any readers of the Newsletter have
aver come across any similar phenomenon, I shonld be glad if they would
let me know., Now, I will expand a llttle on what has been happening.

For some ye¢ars, Mr. Fred White has been in.contact with an extra-
terrestrial growp who call themselves The Confederation. It &ll began
when Fred became friendly with a colleagne at work who, eventnally,
told Fred that he (the colleagne) was from another planet and that he
wonld scoh be retnrning to it. At first, Fred was staggered, but scon -
2fter a number of inexplicable occnrrences - he came to accept his
friend's claim. When the other man left Earth he told Fred that he
wonld maintain direct contact with him throngh a radio receiver that
he left behind with Fred. :

Suwre enongh, these verbal commmnications took place and Fred,
together with Carl Van Vlierdan, have taped many hwndreds of these
Inessages. News of the phenomeénon eventnally rcached the local press
and a nnnber of stories were published abont Fred and his radio
contact with UFO occupants.

Fred was wnderstandably appalled 2t being deprived of his contact
with The Confederation, but gnite soon it became clear that his major
ccatact among the UFO people, Valdar, was able to conmunicate with him
direct throngh trance. 3Since that time, Fred receives:regnlar messages
frcem Valdar and  other non-Earth pecple, e s

I have heard a nwmber of the tapes and was most strick by the
3nperb Bnglishvoice of Valdar. There was not a trace of any accent.
There is evidence that The Confederation are able to read minds too.
This happened to Jalter Pople. He had given the radio set a complete
¢xamination and was able to confirm that it had not been tampered with
cr nncedified in any way. One' evening, he was at Carl's home listening
tc a message coming throungh (it was before the set was taken away,
cf conrse) and thinking "what a lot of nonsense", when snddenly
Valdar's voice said pleasantly, "I know that Walter thinks this
is a lot of rmbbish." There was one embarrassed C.I. Chairman.

Bt the oddest thing of all is that anparently The Confederation
are operating in abont 17 other conntries, and in one boeck, published
in 1958, I read abont their commmnications to a man in the TUSA. So
it seems to rule onwt a hoax, nnless one caa conceive of a hocax ranging
over 23 years and many conntries.

Carl is pntting the finishing tovches to a bovk he is writing
abont the phenotmenon. Meanwhile, shonld any of yon be interested to
lezarn nore abont. the whole’ thlng, I snggest yon drop.'a line to Carl
cr Fred at the following address: PO Box .
