ARE UFO'S HCSTILE?

This is a question which has passed through many minds. Of all
the injuries and deaths associated with UFO activity - was it due to
hostile action by the UFO or its occupants or merely accidental injuries
caused by panic or shock?

Many readers will have read recently about the discovery of a body
of a man found on a coal tip in.Yorkshire. The inexplicable burn marks
on the body lead both the Coroner and Rlice to suggest UFO activity to
. be responsible for the death, as no exyvlanation was forthcoming.

As a direct result of the case, Data Research have undertaken a
thorough investigation of all injury and death reports on file to see
if anything specific emerged from the data. Cases from 1947 to 1978 havg
been checked and about 130 reports are listed in the category. (The
gear 1947 was taken as the starter point as the year when the original
Arnold "Flying Saucer" sighting was made).

CONCLUSICIHS

Readers can no doubt carry out .their own swrvey, bnt a brizf
analysis of the list of 130 cases shows that the maxim-m of injnries
occurred in 1954 and 1973. However, as reports from 1977 onwards are
still being received, it may well prove that the "active" years of M9
and 1978 will produce far more cases-of injury.

The types of injnries inflicted break down into 33 ca¥es of
varalysis; 16 with eyesight defects and the others a mixtwre of bnrns,
hair standing on end and vomiting, etc. The evidente points-strongly
to radiation indwced injwries rather than cwts or bnllet wonnds.
Paralysis indwnced by shock in experiencing a UFO landing must obvionsly
be a factor in some reports.

In 30 cases, entities were seen by the witnesses. The types of
craft involved varied considerably. It shor1ld be noted thzat many
other effects occnrred simmltaneonsly, swch as engine failnre, watches:’
stopping and radio interference, etc. ’

Many deaths have reswlted from Close Bnconnters with these craft.
Several airmen were killed when their aircraft were in pnrs-it.
Since 1896 abont 20-30 deaths have occwrred, many from injnries received
from craft and the entities.

BEST EVIDENCE AND THE MEN IN BLACK

The staff of Kensair knew that something nnnsnal was afoot
when they arrived at work one morning to find a huge USAF Globemaster
parked on the runway adjoining their hangar, but they were disconcerted
to find themselves snrronnded by bawling soldiers brandishing antomatic
weapons. Scared and angry, the men were forced at gnonpoint to hanl a
Piper Cherokee off the rmnway, then they were herded into their own
hangar and shnt in. Some of the employees defied the order to keep
away from the windows and watched as an Army bws roared wp and
disgorpged a strange gronp of oriental-looking beings. The orientals
werse hnstled into the Globemaster, which shortly took off. The
remaining soldiers screzsched away in Jjeeps.

Tliz Xensair employees breathed again, bwt their ordeal was not
yet over. Later that day, a high-ranking Army Officer descended and
snomoned the men to their manager's office. He warned them that it was
a federal offence even to discwss the incident among thimselves and,
in the words of manager Hank Wood, "wWe had to hold wp onr hands and
swear that we wonldn't talk abont i% for six months. He had a book
with him and he read the law to us. He was telling ns-all the things
that conld happen to #s i1f we talked abowt it. The gny threatened
w3; he said we were wnnder the highest secrecy in the world." (1)

The incident reads like something out of a John A. Keel opus.
Con1ld those mysterions orientals have been a gromp of UFC occupants
on their way to parley with the President?” They could not. All
this happened in 1961. Years later the trne -story came ont. The
Kensair employees had been canght in the middle of a botched CIA
operation. The orientals were Tibetan nationalists who were being
trained in guwarilla tactics; the original plan had provided for the
Tibetans to board the Globemaster at the dead of night, when the
civilian airfield wonld have been deserted. Determined not to be
canght with egg on their faces again so soon after the Bay of Pipgs
fiasco, the CIA had the Army play the National Secwnrity card, thns
investing a rather trivial clandestine operation with a mystery ont
of all proportion with its actwal importance. How many other
"silencing" incidents; one wonders, have their origin in bureaucratic
cock-nps?

In an earlier article (MIBs and the Intelligence Community,
Awareness, Spring 1980) I proposed that most, if not all of the MIB
incidents-involved government agents. Drawing on evidence from
sonrces ontside the TFO literature, I proposed that apart from
anthentic - if illegal - police actions, the agents were engaging in
training activities ("initiative tests") and in clandestine experiments
in social control and Mind Control. This article will concentrate

Ten minntes later, Depnty Sheriff B»ddy Walthers who, wich other
Dallas officers, had been searching the greensward, spotted brain
tisswe and sknll fragments. As he 1lit a cigarette to stmady his nerves,
a grey-suited man stepped forward, kneltrdown and picked something
np. 4Acccrding to the photographer who recorded the scene, it was an
almost-intact bwnllet. The man, who had earlier identified himself to
Walthers as a government agent, slipped ths object into his pocket and .
walked away. (&) The "agent" was never identified and, needless
to say, the bwllet was never presented in evidence.

In fact, the Men In Black bedevil the Kennedy case. When he was’
researching for his book Legend, ¥dward J. Epstein learnt that
shortly after Lee Harvey Oswald's departwre for the Soviet Tnion in
1959, certain "civilians in dark suits" took over an entire military
base in order to grill Oswald's comrades. Despite extensive engniries
and good deal of expert assistance Epstein never did discover where
those civilians came from. (5) : '

All this brings s to Best Evidence by David Lifton, an
extremely sinister book which is wnlikely to be prnblished in the 7K.
Readers with US contacts should note that a paperback edition ic
scheduled to appear shortly. ‘

Lifton, a jonrnalist who has taken a long-term interest in the
Kennedy assassination, was assigned to.cover the Congressional
investigation into the assassinations of President Xennedy and
Martin Imther King dwring the late 1970's. In this capacity he was
able to interview many individnals who had previonsly bean bonnd by
caths of secrecy. Consequently he spoke to a nvmber of medical
technicians who had been on dnty at Bethesda Naval Hospital when
the still-contentions antopsy on Kennedy's body was conds-cted.

J.S. Ledbetter was Chief of the Déy of the Medical Center s
command. At abont 4.20 in the afternoon he received a phone call
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telling him that the President's body would be brought to Bethesda,
While he was answering the phone, three men entercd his office.

'"They said: "Are yon Chief Ledbetter? Do yor have the
Chief of the Day watth today?" And I said, "Yes sir.
I do. Can I help yon?". He said: "We're Secret
Service men receiving the body of President Keznnedy
back here, and therc's already twenty-six of wm1s here
on the compownd." They identified themselves.' (6)

Yet the Secret Service men described by Ledbetter are as wnknown to
the cfficial records of the investigation as the mystery man on the
grassy knoll. If they were ansthentic, then Chief Rowley of the
Secret Service sent a contingent of operatives to Bethesda bnt
concealed the fact from both the Warren Commission and the FBI.

James Metzler, a hospital corpsman, encountered a-group of ten
nysterions civilians in an antechamber adjoining the antopsy room.
They were taking detailed notes of everybody who came and went.
Metzler described their condwet as "really kind of spooky". (7)

And according to laboratory technician James Jenkins, who
witnesses the anmtopsy, the mysterions civilians did not limit their
activities to hospital secnrity:

"There were some ... @iscnssions between the three

physicians, with acoupk of other people - I don't know

who they were. The secmed ... to be some type of

ARSI Tk . The pevple r™nning ro-nd in civilian

clothes had a-preconclvded idea, and ... becanse it was

not panning ont, yon know, ... there were very short

tempers ..." (8)
Mich animosity, actording to Jenkins, was directed towards the three
antopsy doctors, Hemes, Boswell and Finck. There was a great deal
of tension in the room and Jenkins formed the® distinct impression
that the experts were being rebiked by amatewnrs: "Yon know this
wowld be fonnd, and somebody wonld say, 'No,; that's not right;
can't be ...". When Lifton explained that only five ciwvilians - X
according to official docrmentation - were present in the antopsy
room (all identified by name and fwnction), Jenkins was frankly
incredwnlons. There were many more than that he said, sitting in
the “gallery" (the tiered seats overlooking the antopsy table). As
to the "preconclwnsions" over which the civilians clashed with the
Joetors, one may make a reasonable gness. The apntopsy began, it scemss
in a somewhat irregdar manner with a senior officer explaining to
the medics that Oswald had been arrested, that he had a polltlcally
disrepntable backgronnd, and that his rlfl@ and some spent
cartridges had been fonnd in a bnilding overlooking the parade romte.
The officer-hinted brcadly that the antopsy was expected to confirm
that all wonnds originated from a single sonrce behind the President.
That the doctors were none too happy is indicated by the fact that,




in théir final report, every reference to wonnds of entry or exit is
J-alified by the word "presmmably".

3o where do onr mysterions Men in Black come from? The CYA,
of conrse, is prime smnspect. Watergater Gordon Liddy informs ws that
(in breach of its Charter) the CIA was carrying ont domestic
operations when he joined ‘Nixon's staff in 1969, and that the
Treasnry Department was swpplying them with bogns credentials. (8)
The Treasnry Department, it shonld be noted, inclndes the Secret
Service. It may be that the Secret Service is a larger body with
wider amthority than woswld pnblicly appear. The armed sczrvices all
have their own intelligence wings, sc, possibly does NASA, which
cc-operates with the CIA in the area of spy-planes and satellites.
The Atomic Energy Commission appears to have its own secrct pclice;
so do some of the larger indwstrial conglomcrates. Last bnt not
lecast comes the Nativnal Secwnrity Ageacy. Possibly there is even,
as Paris Flammonde swspects, a "Flying Sancer Sect" concealed scmewhere
in the hierarchy. (10) One thing seems certain to this writer -
whatever their origin,, the MIBS do not come from omter space.

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UFOLOGICAL ILLUSIONS - PART III

By G. E. Ambler*
ATRCRAFT

We have looked into the possibility of confusing UFOs with
Y.cavenly bodies, meteors and artificial satellites etc. (Vol. 9 Nc. 4
19 nc. 1) - objects which are in space or entering the Earth's
atmosphere. By far the greatest number of wrongly reported UFO cases
passing through the files of Data Research are aircraft, and, in

particular night sightings.

The ever increasing numbers of aircraft and helicopters in the
skies makes it imperative for investigators to be aware of identification
features which witnesses may interpret as UFOs. Aircraft recognition
methods are unlikely to solve the basic problem of misidentification,
but a closer look at systems of warning lights on aircraft and
effzcts of sunlight and sound may be more useful.

Daylight Sightings: Aircraft should be recognisable within about 3
miles of the viewer, but bright sunlight may give rise to distorted
image whereby only a single wing or the fuselage is apparent resulting
in reports of "cigar shaped" objects.. Alrcraft silhouetted in the
egvening sunset may appear as red or orange lights due to reflection

of the setting sun on the fuselage.

0dd shaped aircraft abound these days, such as the double delta
Swedish Air Force Draken and Viggen and the variable geometry groups
which include the I'.111 and Tornado. Iven more amazing are the
special recognaissance planes carrying saucer shaped radomes on top
of the fuszelage. These include the American Hawkeye E.2, Sentry E-3A
Tracer £.1 and the Soviet 'Moss'. Data Research have no record of
these radome aircraft being misidentified as yet.

Long distance front views of certain aircra®™ may give th=2
impression of a saucer shape. This is most apparent in delta wing types
with raised cockpits such as the Vulcan bomber and swept back wing
types with engine intakes adjacent to the fuselage such as the Hawker
Hunter.
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The impressions to be gained by spotting aircraft at different
angles against variable backgrounds and in differing light must be
endless and no list of possible permutations could be completed.

Vight Sightings: Aircraft are rzquired by law.to display certain
1arning lights. These may be steady or flashing and the normal coliours
are rad, grecen and white. It may be pcssible to sec¢ all the lights

if the alrcraft passes dirsctly overhead, but it 1is more likely that
only some of thz lights may be seen, so 1nterpretatlon of a sighting

is not always obvious. 1In adiition aircraft may display bright

landing lights and lights inside the cabins of commercial airliners

may be seecn if flying low. : g’y

The basic regulations for warning lights call for a green light
of 5 candles on the starboard side of the aircraft anl a red light
of 5 candles on the port side. These wcoculd normally be towards the
wing tips of a conventiocnal shaped aircraft. The white llﬁhb of 3
candles showing "dead astern™ is usually on the fuseclage. The first
ruling calls for all the above lights tor be stemdy Wlth an additional
anti-collision light. Alternatively all thres lights detailed may
be flashing lights togéther. A further permissable combination is
for the three basic flashing lights plus a flashing white light of
at least 20 candles showing in all directions and/or a flashing read
light of at least 20 candles showing '"dead astern". Clearly thesc
latter meationed lights will be very brlght and posusibly the only
light seen on a high-flying aircraft from a ground observer. (The
largbr the candle-power the brighter the light is).

A great number of -aircraft now utilise flaslhing stroboscopic
lights which appear intense white and give the ground cbserve certain
false impressions of a jerking notion or possibly two objects moving
together. The stroboscopic llghto usually "draw the eye! of thb
observer more than any other system. of lights.

Night flying formation of fighters also'carry a small blue
light for formation flying.

There is also in existeace a gpogLaphlcdl survey aircraft
(Hercules) which has a number of sc¢2rchlights which rotate on the
underside of the fuselage. It has one white searchlight, one orange
and twoc blue. The .purpose of the lights is survey work at night, and
the appearance of' this aircraft would no doubt givé risc to sone
sensational sighting reports.

Further deceptions have bean noted by observing an aircraft
head on with its landing lights full. .When directly in line with
the eye, these white lights are extremely bright and visible possibly
30+ miles away. Such an aircraft further away than the horizon line,
but flying fairly high up gives the impression ‘of a bright light
stationary in the sky and not until the aircrarlft is within about 5 miles
of the observer above his horizon, does the light appear to move
upwards and over the observer - then revealing the aircraft's other
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lights and sound. This illusion is due to the curvature of the Earth.

The obvious cross-checks for night flying aircraft are "sound"
and speed”. Sound is usually reduced for night flying and may not
be heard until the aircraft is nearly overhead. Speed is difficult
to Jjudge at night, but most aircraft appear to move at a steady rate
and experience should be acquired by constant observation. Differences
in speed between aircraft, shooting stars and artificial satellites
will be fairly obvious, so something unusual should stand out to
the trained eye.

Most investigators following up night UFO sightings will usually
check their local airports or bases for confirmation of any flying at
the time. Controllers often report "negative" possibly denoting
the sighting is a genuine UFO but this cannot be regarded as
confirmation by any means, because of the vast numbers of aircraft
around.

The following reports give some guide to possible aircraft
misidentifications:

21st May 1979. Time - Midnight. Place - Warrington Cheshire

The witness and a friend were returning home by car when they noticed a
very bright light. They drove towards the light, stopped and turned
the engine and car lights off. The object was stationary and the size
of a dinner plate. It had red and green lights and then turned and
aoved away, with a faint humming sound.

Possible Explanation: Witnesses have head on view of an aircraft
showing landing lights. Until they are close tc the aircraft it
appears as a stationary object - then they see the red and gresn lights
on the wings and hear the sound from its eagines.

27th May 1979. Time - 11.06 p.m.approx, Place - Foulney Is. Cumbria

The witness, who is Summer Warden of the Island's bird colony and
three colleagues, saw two white pulsating lights, either separate
craft, or emanating from one large object. It was travelling
erratically with jerky movements, approximatcly south-west, over the
Walney Channel Morecombe Bay area., It was silent and was visible for
two minutes approximately, before disappearing into cloud cover.

Possible Bxplanation: The ‘description of the lights is strongly
indicative of a stroboscopic system on an aircraft.

11th August 1979. Time - 10.25p.m. Place - Banbury Oxon.

Three witnesses had just returned home and were unlocking doors when
one noticed two bright lights. The objects were moving across the

sky when they suddenly stopped for about 3 seconds. They then started
moving towards the witnesses, appearing to merge into one object.

The shape could not be seen, but 6 lights were evident - 4 large
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dilite lights, a red light in ciie centre and a small biue liget oil

the outside. The object passed overhcad emitting a bright white beam.
_nere was 2 loud whistiing ncisce and the object was the size of a
football.

Possible Fxplanatjon:; The description dees not 3xactly fit in witnh
aircraft lights, but there are sufficient 'clues' to regard this
object as an aircraft.

when released by the safety pressure valve. They soon agreed that
some sort of tremendous heat had caused the avaporation. But the
excitement of the sighting, as well as being ridiculed by his fellow
employees was more than he could bear, since his driving partner had
dozed off at the time and could not confirm his story.
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Nevertheless, Mr. Gomez left with an exceeding feeling that he
had taken the right recourse by not being overly concerned with the
possible public criticism and reporting the matter to the Unidentified
Flying Object Investigation Bureau, local authorities and the news
media.
