I realise well that this probably has
a great deal to do with the general economic demoralisation that
most of the world is passing through which seems to have put a pall
on many ‘people's spirits - not to say finances. However, it would be
nice to get the international side really active again so I invite all
our friends from other countries to drop me a line (c/o the Awarencss
Bditorial Office) if they feel they are in a position and frame of
mind to form Contact International groups in their respective regions.
Remember, it only takes four people to form a branch ......

I know that ‘we appear to be moving through the doldrums as far
as UFO sightings are.concerned. 3But the relevant word is "appear".
The fact is sightings continue, it is just that the media have become
a little blase about the whole phenomenon and unless there is a major
incident of some kind concerning UFOs, it is unlikely that the subject
will get the kind of enthusiastic coverage it has had for the past
couplz of decades. But irrespective of whether the media take any
notice or not, we must go on reporting, investigating and classifying.
That is the raison d'etre of Contact International's existence, for
one day, in the mid or distant future, all our statistics are going
to prove vitally useful for those very authorities and people who
still deride or cover-up the UFO phenomenon., .So we must treat these
people and organisations more with sorrow than anger, remembéring that,
to use an Americanism, there will be so much egg left on their faces
they will be able to make a giant tortilla from it!

So come on France, Spain, Mexico, Australia, New Zealand, Canada,
etc., ete., get in touch. '

Incidentally, Malta have asked for some kind of official
document to hang up at the H/Q which authorises them as our official
branch on the island. We think this is rather a good idea and are
taking steps to have these prepared not only for Malta but for other
overseas branches. A

Now for some major. changes. .

We have at last streamlined the organisational system cf Coatact
International. 1In the past, much confusion has arisen because of
the similarity and overlagning of functions of the Advisory Council.
and the C.I. (U.XK.) Coamittec. The one giant step for C.I. members .
has now becn taken: the two bodies have merged and a new Constitution
has been formulated.

This will nmean that things generally will follow 2 more efficient
and smooth pattern.  The AGMs fall away and in their place we shall
hzave an annual Contact International Conference which we think will
have more items of interest. The new governing body is called the
Centact International Council and the council members remain as before
2xcept tnat my own position now moves on to the Council and any changes
in the structure of this council. are made by myself with the agreement
of its members. .

This new method and Constitution will, it is envisaged, give more
stability and continuity -of effort to the organisation gencrally.
Anlpcrhaps I should remind all our members that C.I. was founded way
back in 1967, and that our Founder President is Lord Clancarty whose
UFO committee in the House of Lords is now known internationally.

I should also like to point cut that our Data Rasearch Centre in
Oxford is unique and probably the only one of its kind in the country
perhaps Europe - who knows - the world! This has all been due to
the unstinting and tireless efforts of the Data Research team headed
by Derek Mansell and it provides the very core of C.I. The results
of this painstaking rescarch form an information bank on UFOs that
not only give C.I. the reputation that has made it 'a source for
general and media enquiries, but also for the soundness of its
authoritative information.

I must take this opportunity of emphasizing a point that can
never be- emphasized too much or too often. Contact International's
aims are solely to report, investigate, inform about and exchange
infermation on the UFO phenomenon. It is not, nor has any links
with, an organisation or individuals engaged on cult activities,
¢soteric groups or others; involved with what might be called fringe
natters, so many of whon have made the subject of UFO research a
laughing - matter throughout. the world. Membership is open to. all
serious students of the UFO problem, and the only prerequisite we
ask for is objectivity and a scicentific approach. There are plenty
of other organisations catering for those who have managed te drag .-
the UFO phenomenon into sphercs where it does not belong. Ccentact
International has its feet on the ground even though its eyes nay
be on the skies. ‘

Incidentally, this magazine is to have a new feature - an Ads.,
column for genceral advertisements.

There are may UFOlogists whc.believe.that the source of many
UFO's lies somewhere on or within the earth itself.

One c¢f the more popular theories is .that the earth is doughnut
shaped and flattened at the poles, bearing vast areas of yet ,
unexplored land. This land, according to that school of thought, is:
inhabited by a race of beings of a presumably highér intelligence to
us. These people have been there as long, if not longer, than the
present known civilisation.

Their presence has been manifesting to our people for many
centuries in the form of fairies, demoas, gnomes and the like. They
have been able to exist alongide with "humanity" on the whole un-
noticed and not being interfered with by us, but when they have been
seen by people, they have buen misinterpreted and confusad with,
and as, part of the usual supcerstition which seems to rule so many
earthly lives. '

Many of our legends speak of this race of people.

In recent years, the contactec has been entertained by these
heings. Their real reasons for this type of contact is, as yet, not
clearly understood. However, in order to keep their origin a secret,
they may have deliberately misled their coatact into believing them
to come from "Venus" or some distant galaxy. The message, more often
than not, is given to them in the form of a warning; of imminant
danger from continued misuse of Atomic energy. Following this line
of thought, it is perhaps possible that some further contacteces will
relate messages about the various forms of pollution thrcatening
the earth. :

Their concern is hard to understand when adopting the popular
belief that they originate in outer space, but not so hard when one
explores the possibility that they may dwell in or upon the earth with
us. fven John Keel's "Ultraterrestrial®™ theory may fit in with this.
That is, a form of intelligent life which e¢xists almgside us, but
in a different space/time continuum and, therefore, could be affected
by our fcolish use of nuclear power. Obviously a nuclear war, or
unbearable pollution is not golng to be commeded by these people.

On the contrary, they will try to dissuade the governments from
using these pollutants, However, it is not yet fully understood.
why they contact "ordinary" folk who have little authority over
such "high level" decisions.

Look at it this way. How is it possible for the UFO's to show
up almost immediately after may catastrophies such as carthquakes,
vclecanic erruptions and also man-made upheavals like atomic bomb tests?

It would take the light from an EtCﬂlC explosion abcut four years
to travel from earth to the necarest star. To our known scicnce, it
would then take a possible observer four years tc travel to the earth
at the speed of light, and by then of course, they would have missed
the show. -Our observers could, I suppose, have bases a little nearer
earth. One conclusion that can be drawn from this is that they saw
our 'explosion' somewhere near the earth, or detccted it upon the
Zarth.

In January and PFebruary, 1947, Rear Admiral Richard E. Byrd, led
an expedition to Antarctica, and carried out extensive aerial
investigations over a wide area of the continent. - Some of his
discoveries were outstanding and of the greatest importance. In view
of shat has been said above, these discoveries become even rnore
important.

The expedition was the largest and .best equipped of its kind to

ver proceed to Antarctica., On December 2, 1946, 13 sea vessels

set out from Norfolk (Virginia) and San Diego (California). On
board were 4,000 men, including scientists, cartographers, . radic
2xperts and press men. The whole exp dition, under command of
Rear Admiral R. H. Cruzen was split into three groups, the central
group being led by Byrd. He was cquipped with long range sca-planes
with the then latest de-icing and photographic equipment, for carrying
out extensive flights over the vast continent. A tent town was set
up.on the Ross Ice Shelf and was to be the headquarters of the ' "
expedition.

On February 7 Byrd -aanounced from the base that disccveries
had been made Wthh would necessitate radical alterations of all ,
existing maps of Antarctica; including great mountain pcaks 15,000ft.
high, in hitherto unknown territory between Marie Byrd Land and
James: Ellsworth land. New islands and peninsulas, large bays with
mountain becrders, one of which was surrcunded by peaks 8,000ft.,
high. Onc of the most remarkable discoveries wns made on February
10, when planes of the Western group, flylng over Knex Ccast found
an island oasis 500ft., above sea level, of lakes and mounds ahich
was completely devoid of ‘ice and stretched for about 40 mile
Capt. C. Bond, commanding this group said that the lakes Were of
a "pea—green, muddy colour, interspersed with dark blue and light
green", and the mounds as being a dark brown colour rising about ;
500ft. A sea-plane, landing on one of the lakes reported that the
water was appreciably warmer than e¢lsewhere in the Antarctic, .and
that the rocks in that region looked as though -they might have
contained certain ores.

Between the lakes, the ground was of a varied red cr grecn
colour which, to some members of the expedition, suggested the
possibility of plant life and to others thermal springs, though
this could not be known without further investigation. No cxplan-
ation was fcrthcoming of the existance of this 'lake oasis',
Scientists saild that the discovery was of the greatest srgnlflcanee
from both geographical and geological standpoints and that the are




might be warn enough to support yecar-round human settlements.,

"On February 15, Byrd flew within 170 miles of the pole and
disccvered a previously unknown range of mountains which were reddish
in colcur and on the following day FLiIWw OVER THE SOUTE POLE AND

EYOND TO PHOTOGRAPH 75,000 sq, miles OF“°NEW TERRITORY, WEVER
BEFORE SE£N  BY MAN, AND ALSO CONTAINING GREAT. MOUNTAINS.
L1ltogether, 70,000 aprlal photographs had been taken and an area as
big as the USA, Mexico and Europe combined, had been navigated.
Could it be just possible that the UFO's originate from this vast
area of land beyond the pole which, to all accounts has arceas of
quite habitable climate? It is a possibility worthy of nuch thought.

The poles are just two areas where the UFO's may come fromn.
iWhat about the dense tropical jungles in Brazil and parts of Africa,
let alone the two-thirds of our planet which is covered by water.

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Direct Taped Reports: No. 1

The intention of this article is to utilise extracts from
tape recordings made by a witness to a UFO sighting. The tapc was
compiled by the witness without the presence of any Investigator
and is therefore as original as 1s.possible to obtain. Only minor
editorial changes have been made so that the experiences are exactly
as the witness remembers then

It is hoped we may be able to introduce more of these taped
reports in future magazines and we invite Investigators to subnit
tapes if they are able to utilize them, In all cases, the percipients
will be referred tc. only by Christian name and town/County location
cr entirely anonymous. - Ed.

My name is Joan., I live Nr, Cuddesdon, Oxfordshire, in a
thatched house alongside a bridle .path. The area is isolated, the
house being surrounded by farmland. The bridle path in front of the
house is a country lane, bounded by hedges and trees, and as I said,
very lisolated.

I am putting on rceccord an account of UFO sightings that I and
my husband had when we were sitting quietly one eévening in our
television room, which faces westward. It was in fact one of
several curious incidents around the same time, Dbecause prior to the
major sighting, T had some days before, or rather some evenings
before, taken my dog out into the lane for his late night airing
and on one particular dry night, which was starlit (it was about
11 o'clock), I happened to notice what appeared to be fog lamps,
several of them; up in the fiesld beyond the gate off the top of the
lane only about 25 yards from our front gate. I didn't take too
. much notice because I thought Whey pust be the fog lights on a
tractor, and then immediately realised how ridiculeus it was because
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a) it was a clear aight and (b) there was no sound of trocter -

in any case, the formation was irregular and there appeared to be

2 or 3 lights hovering in the air. As I focussed attenticn on this,
I noticed one of these lights detach itself and come down the hill
toward me, where I was standing a little way up the lane towards

the gate into the field. As it came nearer, I observed that it was
about the size of a football and had fuzzy edges. I became more and
more alarmed as it stopped, suspended above the gate to the field,
and I turned tail and fled with the dog- 1ndoors, bolted the door and
ran up to the television room, which looks westward and from which I
could get a view of the field, :-where I had seen these lights. They
were still there, and the light that came to hover above the gate had
in fact receded. So there were several of them grouped somewhere up
in the field.

As a Christian, I began to pray and asked for protection and
guidance if need be, no knowing what I was looking at and as I watched
after a few seconds, the lights began to fade. I say 'fade'’

. but in a way, they appeared more to evaporate, than fade. In all
events, I felt quite uneasy and I left it at that. I didn't think
anyriore about that particular happening, I didn't brocd on it because
I don't feel it's good to foster too much pre-occupation with things
one doesn't understand. Howcver, this was something out of my
experience and I Jjust left it at that. Later, several evenings later,
my husband and I were sitting quietly in our television room and
the curtains:were not drawn. The sky outside still showed some
light, as it faces westward. The horizon does throw up some of the
last llght from the sun gone down in the horizon. And it was still
possible to see some of the sky with patches of cirrus cloud. While
we sat there I was not too much interested in the pregramnme, , though
ny husband was watching it. I began to notice a light - very white -
which appcared to be getting brighter and also appeared to be rising
behind the old elm trees, which were about 50-80 yards from the heuse -
they are actually felled now , but there ‘were several of them.
The light grew brighter and higher and I dashed to the window to sec
what it was. Iimediately to be Jjoined by my husband saying: "Good
heavens, what is it?" 'It' turned out to be a brilliant white cbject,
glowing with tremendous white fire, reminiscent of magnesium flare,
magnified 1,000 times - so rnwuch so we had to duck our heads as it
came immediately in front of our vision. It 4idn't appear at the
time to be going fast, not nuch:faster than one of the older aircraft,
but suddenly without any obvicus acceleration at all, shot up in the
air and disappeared behind one of the cirrus clouds. We werc
utterly astounded at the incredible speed, hardly measurable in our
known limits of speecd. What we did have a chance to sce, was that
the object, as we saw it appeared to be - I could only Jdescribe it
at that point as wedge shaped - it was difficult as the light was so
brilliant, it was hard to make out the actual shape. Wwhatever it was,
we were certain, it was in the centre of this light. It was noticeable
that there was reddish-orangy flarc glow at the back, which may have
been burning up of the .dust in the atmosphere.’ It was that kind of.
impression and there was also a ring of greenish light on the outer
edge of the light itself. We had no doubt, that we had secn a U0
and that it was some kind of physical object, propelled by:sone means
which is quite unknown to us at. this time. eed see™ ooy ced T i




. Wwe were having a prayer meceting at our house and a number of
pcople were coming out of my husband's o0ld studic in the garden,
where we were having the prayer meeting. One of the men - he is now
a pastor of an assemnbly in Oxford and had been in the Police Force -
and another who was a television actor at the time (he actually had
been in training on night fighters so he knew something of what he
was locking at) suddenly saw some strange lights. I was a bit ahead
of them on the path. I heard them shout: "What on earth are those?
Lock at those trails!" They were looking at scme curious tracks
in the sky. I mysclf didn't actually sce them because, to tell the
truth, I was not intercsted. I thought they were looking at sonme
jet trails, until they came indoors where I was already getting cups
of tea and explained that they were like no other trails they had secn.
Just after that we were Jjoined by a lady friend who said: "Do ycu
know Joan, there are orange lights Jjumping to and fro over the Studio?"
Wwhich was sufficiently interesting and we were all just completely
ncnplus. Je didn't know what to make of it and we didn't do aay
more but give a passing comment or two. We left it at that.

Now I would like to-pass on an account which was given to nme by
a Pentecostal Evangelist, a most devout Christian and Minister in
Scandinavia, who has a very high reputation for his uprightness and
his morality in everything, and he¢ has becn responsible for bringing
thousands of people in campaigns in Scandinavia and celscewhere in the
world to Christ. His testimony is absolutely unimpeachable and he
gave this information, when I and some friends were together whilst
he was here, about UFO's. He said ordinarily he didn't talk about
these things but since we were obviously interested, he would tell
us what had happened to him, when he was campaigning in North of
Norway some years ago. He said he heard of a farm family 50 nmiles
North who had actually scen a UFO land cn their farm land and that
contact of some kind was made. He was very interested in this, he
had already a report from two Christians who had been driving to a
Church in Oslo when they thought they saw a flash of lightning,
although the weather didn't suggest lightning and they commented on
it. But alnost irmmediately aftcerwards it happened again and 25
meters in front of them they saw something landing. It locked like
a clock, They pulled up and they said they were convinced they were
being watched through an aperture in the side of the machine, whatever
it was. Par. from being afraid, they felt tremendous spiritual joy
(as they put it) and they just watched the machine, convinced they
were being watched in return. Until suddenly, at tremendous speed,
it went straight up in the air and disappeared. They said no-one
would belicve that this happened to us, they would think we were
making it up. In fact, when they got to 0Oslo and got out of their
car they disccvered it had changed cclour, from brcwn to green. And
it was suggested, I don't know by whom, that it had been subject to
some kind of magnetic fields ..t. ocsés

«.ssJust one or two points I would like tc add. ,First that it is
a curious thing when I have spoken about our having sighted a UFO
and I den't do it very often, but as often as I have done, I have
found the person I have spoken to has seen a UFO.
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Talking to a Jelshman who worked for the Council at abingdca
2t one time, this matter came up and he said that he had been camping
iith his sister in the Welsh Mountains a.while.ago., HKHe gaid they had
separate tents and he'd gone up because he couldn't sleep. It was
a lovely night and he went up for a breath of fresh air. To his
amazement he saw what he is certain was undoubtedly a UFO noving about
in the sky. He called his sister to lock at it and She agresd that
it was what it was. But as he said he would never speak abcut it to
anybcdy unless it was in the way I have spoken tc him because he
felt nobody would believe him and that he was imagining things. It
does seem curious that also before I saw the first orange lights
in the field, mentioned at the beginning of this tape, for a couple
cf days, I hﬁd actually wanted to see a UFO. This is very strange
because I don't go out looking for things, but it was as if it was
laid on my mind - almest to expeet it., It may séem strange but I
know there have becn suggestions that entitics are trying to influence
the minds of the human race. One ex-diplomat I believe had studied
this subject foreleven years and he and his asscciates had ccme up
with the idea that there were several different groups secking to
contact and possibly influence the minds of the Farth race.

About this I don't know btut I can only say I think it's strange
that from not having had any particular interest in this subject,
for two or three days before the happenings I recorded took place I
had had this thought flickering in and out of rny mind that I would
rather like to se¢ a UFO. And despite the fact a psychiatrist might
suggest I was producing a fantasy which my imagination fulfilled. I
can only say hcw thankful I =2m that ny husband who is the most
unflapable, calm, thoughtful and responsible person, was actually
with me at the sighting and can corroborate exactly.what I have put
on the record. 1In fact the following night, after we had seen the
UP0, we did go outside to the back of the housc, which is westward,
and we believe we saw again the same, or similar, object going in an
arc overhead, but it was very high and we didn't have any close
view of it. I believe it was not an aircraft, as I've said befcre
I'm used to sceing them move arcund when they go to Abingdon. I
was in fact, after the war, wcrking in British Airways, so I know
quite a lot about that side of things. At all events, I could only
put on record the things that I have come across.
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EVANESCENT PHENOMENA

Many UFO phenomena involving sightings are cxtremely fleeting,
the whole episode lasting less than cne second. Such sightings are
frequently cast in doubt by thelr brevity. But this is not rcally
fair on the witness involved, and this sceptical attitude makes scme
assumptions about the nature of such evanescent phenomena., The first
assumption is that a brief sighting is more likely to have the
nature of illusicn or delusicn; the second assumpticn is that if
the phenomenon is purely ychic that this somehow disposes of the
claim. ' The biggest assumption is that the.-sighting is either physwfal

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or psychic and cannot be both. But a reading of what the quantun
physicists have been « saying (John L. Wheeler particularly) (1)

shows that the world around us has m2ny nisleading featurces that have
a great deal to associate ther with the kind of world we have been
trained to 'project' and not a lot to link them with the facts

abcut the nature of matter, or perhaps of motion. The quantum rules,
according tc Michael Talbet and Fritjof Capra (2) do not sclect
Which of the equally likely outconmes of some experiment will be seen
tc occur; the decision is made by what has becn termed a reality-
structurer (the intcrface of mind 2ni the world) that makes a
1:cision abcut which werld we shall witness; the other outccnics
ccntinue in a super-world that ccentains all the cther ocutconmes as
well as the ocutconme observed. The reality-structurcr is the
operaticnal role of the collective Unccnscicus, in the Jungian sanse
(3). Thus it follecws that one cannct neatly distinguish between
physcial and pychic phenomena of very short duraticn; attempting

to distinguish is now to prcject a fallacious nmcdel for the world.
One might say that an Uncertainty Principle sccms to allow very
bizarre events, as long as they are of short duraticn. (Somewhat
similar to the case of 'virtual' particles.).

Firstly one can ask about the kind of assumptions the human
sensoriun nakes about the world and show how rccent developments have
modified this instinctual viewpecint. e live in three dimensicns;
true or false? Not that simple: our feeling that we have three
dimensions results from the fact that in motion we have three 'degrecs
of frecdom'; we can say that we have three degrees cf freedom,, but
not prove that we have three 'dimensions' because there may be other
dimensicns that exist, but as we arc not freec to see or move in then,
then they would remain unpcrccecived. A recent view on how our
dimensicnality, or ncw we shcoculd say our degreces c¢f freedon is
derived frcm the rules of quantum mechanics is given by R. Penrose (4)
(the supcrposition of two quantum states 4,B is given by ahplus b3,
where a, b are two-dimensional complex numbers; when working cut
the resultant only the ratio a/b is impecrtant): the superpositicn
of two states depends on the ratio of two ccmplex numbers and is thus
twc dinensional; for every direction in space, an extra third degrece
cf frecdconm ccnmes from adding distance to the two-dimensicnal direction,
'So the three-dimensionality of space is related intimately tc the
fact .that complex numbers are used in the linear superpcsition law'
writes Penrcse. Matter generates the threc degrecs cof freedon. ut
was the world always thus? According to scme physicists, "NC'. They
claim that until a few fractions of a second after the big bang, the
werld had ncore spatial degrees of freedom; as each one of these
'collapsed' a new quantum number appeared in matter; on this view
the mystericus quantum numbers are each a relic of a lost dinmension-
ality. Another question: does the Human race live in a world with
just cne time? Well, when you ccnsider the past and memory it certainly
seems so0, but then, the werld is not-a machine. PFor us, therc is
frecdom in the present moment. Suppose the world to have twe time
dimensions or degrees of 'frecedeoem! and consider mencry; even if
one had the freedom of cne extra time dimension, nercry would not
necessarily be any difforent in operation because at each choiceles
time-path that on¢ made, only cne path was chosen. This means that
because of the operation of memory even if the world had two time
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dimensions, retrospectively it would only secia te huave cac. ALl

our perceptions are a little bit in the past. If one compares the
qualitative difference between expericnhce in the present and
experiences in the past, as nemory, one can see that our freedom

may result from there always being two time dimcensiocns in the future
but only one (the straightencd-out track) in memory. The answer to
the question is "Not sure". We may live in a two-time world. Thus
we cannot 'prove' that we live in just threc space dimensions and one
time dinensicn.

If the Human race sees a world that each person projects, then
how does cach mind decide which alternative path to witness?

If this is the true nature of the world, what is now to save us
from formlessness and chaos? The world is manifestly not chaotic.

Secondly one can ask about the role cof the Collective Unccnsciocus.
If the Collective Unconscious in operation is the 'recality-structurer!
(Talbot's term) it follows that a briefly glimpsed UFO can be
psychic projection and a physical cbject, though may only cxist in our
world in 'evancescent node'; the witness is glimpsing one pcssible
world, for a brief moment of time. This conclusion is difficult to
belicve at first, until the shaky phenomenolcgy of our 'percicved
world' is faced. IEvanescent events do happen in this r:calm. If
cne believes in 'tulpas' this is a sufficient example. The strong
prejudice tc feel that evanescent events are insignificant and
illuscory is part of the persistent, but contimadaly erroneous, force
cf the 'werld' we are built to see. In a sense quantum rules are
more persistent and enduring. Even the widespread notion of capacity
cr volume has becn shown a self-inconsistent concept, mathenatically.

Lgain, we arce each built with a predilic.ion for asking 'what
is the case?'; this is a very unhelpful question because it encour-
ages the construction of conscious models and wmetaphers that 'get
in the way of' passive perception, and nake us confuse symbcl and
re@ilui tayds

Thirdly one may ask about the role of the collective Unconscious,
as the reality-structurer. Scee C.J. Jung collected works Vol. 9i
and 10, In vol. 10 he considers early URO reports as evidence for a
nyth in our times. This use of nmyth, from what has been said.above
ioes not imply that UFOs arc not. physical. Tc¢ consider this now
racre generally; the collective Unconscious is the 'mental' correlate
of the fact that the whole race has sinilar braians and early expcri-
onces. (In fact all sentient races .must have many types of early
¢Xperience in common, if they start offdependant). The whcle race

eens to speak to itself through the Collective Unccnscious., If
any other sentient species has an Unconscicus mind, then they nmust
have a Collective Unconscious mind. One¢ may speculate on the nypoth-
esis that there is a common super-Ccllective-Unconscious unitin ail
sufficiently intelligent life; in that case, at a very deep levael;
some of the visions and archetypes that we sec and project may ccme
from then, including evanescent phenomena. Should this be the case,
Jung should really have noticed the archetype 'alien', becausc it
scens unquesticnably an archetypal figure. Assuning this hypothesés,
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UFO reports and evanescent phenomena of all kinds shculd. be re-

cxanined as 'meaning', as messages perhaps; - because the Collective
Unconscicus has the power tc form events. The races are not linked
censciously, but they may all be linked through their unconsciouses.

There is the hypothesis that UFOs nay be physical in some
dimensicns that we have lost, and which only appear as guanturl number;
this would explain the apparent radioactive nature of some physical
contacts. But the main burden of this article is the plea to ask what
2 UFO encounter means, egpecially when it's evanescent.

The late Willy Ley was one of the German rocket pioncecers. 7With

the advent of Hitler, he went to America and built himsclf a
reputaticn as a writer of works of popular science. Readers may

Ley also left an account of a
rather spectacular UFO incident at a hydro-electric dam. The ac :ount
is of special interest not only bacause of the autheor's credentials
but also because it was written in 1940,

1940 - and Kenneth Arnold was still séven years away, yet,
a matter of fact, British pilots were already reporting unidenti
flying objects and British motorists werc alrcady reporting that
their engines were being stopped, as if by scme nmystericus external
force.

The first sign of the presence of the UFOs necar the dan,
reports Ley, was that:

"Suddenly, the neecdles of the géugos behaved insanely . s Those
that ought to remain at zero showed unbelicvable overloads.
Others dropped to zero and behaved as if they were desperately
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trying to indicate negative values. Dozens cf warning iigl.ss
blinked crazily. Almost every warning bell began to ring ...
in an odd staccato rhythn ...

Telephone bells began to ring tco, and light nusic on the radio wns
blotted out by thunderous static,

The disturbance ceascd, on.y to begin again almost immediately.
Scne of the staff rushed outside. It was a moonlight night, and
they saw "three dirigibles ... cruising at low spoed over the fcrests,
headed fer the dam and the power house ... They leccked somewhat
like the fuselage of a large airplane ... There were nc notors,
no propellers, not even wings cr rail surfaces. Just unsuppoerted
beautiful looking hulls, as large as snall ocean linecrs. Occasicnally
scaiething that lcoked like luminous. spirals-appeared near the tail-"

All these features find their counterparts in the UFO litcerature;
pcrhaps one should draw special attenticn to the analogies with the
Wanaque Reservoir casec,

Then someone made the nmistake of shining 2 searchlight on one
of the UFOs., The UFO responded with a vivid, destructive bean.
"Obviously," remarks Ley drily, "bright light was disliked by the
occupants of the three ships".

Events then began to nove fast; the ships settled down near
the dam and began to drain electric power from the grid. Aircraft
were now sent in:  "One of them returned, reporting that the other
had suddenly brcken to pieces in mid-air ...". Shades of Captain
Mantell - whose nysterious fate was still eight years away !

By now, I suspect, most re¢aders will be smelling a rat: why
has scrmething with all the hallmarks cf a classic UFO event escaped
general notice until now? The answer is that Ley wrcte this account
under the pseudonym "Robert Willey" - as fiction. The story,
entitled The Invasion appzars in an anthology called The Expert
Dreamers, edited by Frederik Pohl (2).

But the mystery hardly cends there. To begin with, Ley has by
nc means finished scrving up what are ncw standard features of the TR
syndrome. The "dirigibles" are later sighted in various parts of the
world and are secen, when pursued to flece to a higher altitude and
discharge "a bright ball of light, that was at first dcep vicl:t,
changed slowly to blue and mcre rapidly through all the others
colours of the rainbow to red".

The subsequent official investigation which Ley describes is i
highly reminiscent of Project Sign: "The military authcrities had
to admit that their secrcet service had not been able tc find even
the slightest clue that ships of this type had been built in any .
other country." Their expert, the astronomer Prcf. Hasgrave, preoposes
that the ships are "arrivals from ancther planct, possibly even
ancther sclar system."

Most curious of all; is the conclusion. After this terrific
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build=p, the story ends Wwith .@ terrivle onvielIivii. Tul.dlign
shlhs'&lg— n" (literally !) near the dam, protected from all attack
by @ force ficld; but intrepid Walter Harling risks his 1life¢ te

carth the field, and the spaceshins are'prqmptly blown to smithereens
by the US Army. We ncver get te £ind cut wherce the ships cone from,
what they are made of, how they are propelled, or even whe drives.

Why has Ley resolutely declined to speculate? T suggest that
it is because the story, though not true as a totality, is'a _
compilation of truths. Ley «#as a scientist who moved: amo g scieatists
particularly scientists who were intercsted in rocketry and its

potential application to space-travel (3). Jith the panic gencrat:d
by Orson Welles' "Jar cf the Worlds" radio spectacular fresh in hunman

memory and America's imminent iavolvement in Jorld War 2 2 probabhility
if nat a certainty, the US goverament would certainly suppress-
information indicating interplanctary visitation, hut it ceukd hcth.
prevent it from circulating among the scientific corwmmunity. Flamacndes
account of the press'! h%ndllng of Xenneth Arnold's historic sighting
strongly indicates news managomant (4), Ley's stery suggest that
Uncle Sam was sitting on a secret for seven long years.

The cc-authors cf this bcck, bcth being astrcncmers, lay befcre
the rceader a strong, fascinating and interesting’ hypothesis that the
termination of the geological ages was caused by the interventican cof
exXtra-terrestrial bedies - namely comets on collision courses with the
Barth. Tc prove this pcint, nmost of the bock is levetéd tec these
cosmic bcdies abecut which very little real data is kncwn and a
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plausible case for their origin in the Galaxy is postulated. In soc
doing, scme thecries regarding the origin of the Universe, so
.frequently prescented as fact by certain media perscnalitics, appear
now to be scmewhat dubious.

Those familiar with the wcrks of Velikovsky, and his 'Jorlds in
Collision' in particular, will ncte that the authors, in part, agrce
with his theory of a ccmetary disaster circa 1400 BC; and also with
the effect that this event had on Egyptian chronology. Although
this is the nain illustration cited for a cometary coilision, and is
dcalt with at some length, the Tunguska 'cometary' disaster is alse
rmenticned. These readers who are familiar with the research werk
carried out by Messrs. Hovaaa and deverbergh for "UFC's behind the
Trcn Curtain" (Corgi 1972) will ncte that there has been an omission
by Clube and Napier of certain vital evidence contrary tc the cometary
thecry concerning the behavicur of this object - most nctably the
remarkable sudlen change of directicn befere it expleded.

The bock is well illustrated, ccntaining wmany interesting
phctecgraphs and early histcrical drawings of comets and meteors, but it
shculd be pcintel cut that the text is hardly designed for the genceral’
public and requires a degree of cocnceatraticn tc fellow it threcugh. For
those who persevere, however, it will be a rewarding beck - particularly
in the implication that both Uniformitarianism and Catastrcphism are
but different sides of the same coin in our little understocd Universe.
