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AWARENESS REBORN� 

Great difficulties were experienced in producing a clear copy for 
the last edition of Awareness using the stencil method of production. 
Thos e members of the Council concerned with printing and distribution 
of the magazines ex�ressed concern about the perpetual problem of print 
clarity and no method of reproducing illustrations with the Groups own 
Gestetner machine. Five or six evenings are taken up for each edition­
time which could be spent in Data Research work plus a great deal of 
waste paper created and messy residues everywhere. 

After several weeks of careful investigation into ways and means 
of improving the situation, a decision has been made to lease a new 
photo�opier to print Awareness plus 99% of all other requirements for 
the organisation. We have chosen the Canon TP-120 which gives superb 
reproduction, as you will see in this first magazine to be produced on 
it. The cost of leasing this modern equipment will be high and we are 
indebted to two members of the Council who have agreed to subsidise 
the cost of leasing in the first instance. 

It is also necessary to increase the size of the magaz�ne to A4, 
which is the universal size paper at present, the old 10" x 811 quarto 
being more difficult to acquire and not suitable for the new copier 
without m0dification. We intend to reclaim some of our expenditure 
by offering a phatocopying service on A4 size paper and we invite 
members to forward work at their convenience. The charges will be 
very competitive with print shops. ( Please see the advertisement 
section for details) 

You will have received a notice concerning renewals of subscrip­
tions and regret the increase to £7. 50 after 3 years at £5. 00. The 
charge is still very competitive with other UFO organisations of this 
size and as already stated, we are using the money to improve the 
magazine in the ways described. This is the last edition of the 1982-
83 season and renewals should be made promptly to en sure continuous 
supplies subsequently. 

We are grateful to those members who returned the Blue forms in 
the last magazine. Another set will be included in this edition with 
2 different cases to consider. Please take the opportunity to return 
them and send your local news at the same time. We like to know that 
the membership is alive and well� 

The year of 1983 has not started with a great rush of UFO reports 
but none the less, sightings of a giant object in South Wales with 
multi-witnesses and objects seen over Lancashire, which were reported 
on the news have shown that there is some activity. Locally a pair of 
white lights which extinguished themselves simultaneously were seen by 
the Editor at Wheatly and by several people who telephoned from the 
Milton Keynes area about an hour later. ( The date was March 1st) . The 
police are continuing to co-operate with us in the Oxford area, tele­
phoning any sightings by patrolling officers or members of the public 
who ring them first. We hope that similar co-operation exists for 
investigators in other parts of the country. 

Finally, you will be pleased to hear that the ward for Inves­
tigator of the year is made to Mrs. Kathleen Wald ron of Warrington, co­
ordinator for the North West area, in recognition of her long years of 
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service to the investigational side of the organisation. It is hoped 
that the Vice-President will be able to present Kathleen with an 
inscribed pen stand within the next few weeks.

Report of Annual Conferen·ce 

S aturday March 5th dawned bright and clear, but it was not the 
best of days for the CONTACT Organisation at the Aylesbury Civic 
Centre. A strange set of misfortunes seemed to bug us all the way 
through. First, the Vice-P resident's car overheated just a few miles 
from home - something which had never happened before. Having nursed 
the car through to the hall, scratching the bumper against a wall, we 
received a message from Graham Birdsall that his coach had broken 
down and the thirty or so party fr om Leeds were stranded at Northamv­
ton. S till ex�ecting the Leeds groups to arrive a bit later, we 
started the talks in the reverse order, which was not appreciated by 
some of the members of the public in the audience who wanted a more 
basic introduction to the subject of Ufology. Finally we learnt that 
the breakdown truck had taken over four hours to reach the coach and 
reluctantly our Leeds contingent had to return home very disappointed. 

One wonders whether outside forces may have had some part to play 
in all this� 

Insvite of all the difficulties, _the audience did hear some in­
teresting lectures judging from the intense questioning which followed 
each talk both in the hall and the coffee lounge. 

The President, Ruth Rees, opened the proceedings welcoming the 
visitors and introducing them to the Contact Organisation - the lead­
ing non-cultist, UFO research group. 

The first lecture was given by Brian Burden, a regular contri­
butor of articles to Awareness over the years. He presented one of 
his favourite topics - "Men in Black and Associated Phenomena" 
describing various origins for MIB's not all Ufological - the CIA 
and other political groupings. He illustrated how MIBs can be gen­
erated in certain emotive incidents, such as the Kennedy assassinat�on 
of 1963. Several tomes on the event list mysterious persons who came 
and went in an official capacity, but who were never identified subse­
quently. Similarly, stories abound of people who have been followed 
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by pol i c e  o f f i c ers in cars, s topped and que s t ioned , but records of 
t he s e  o f f ic ers and the ir vehicle s were never c onf irmed by local pol ice . 
A long s erie s of o c c urre nce s  on the A42 3  road be twe en Banbury and 
Oxford were ment ioned . 

Hav ing d ig e s ted the Men in B lack for the f irs t hour - unf ortunately 
not in the intended order of pre se ntation - we the n  saw the regular 
display of s l ide s and g e neral talk on UFO s from John Sear . New s l ide s 
depic t ing landings in South Americ a, USA, I taly and e l s ewhere were seen. 
John was c los ely q ue s t ioned on h i s  opinion as to· the or igins af UFos ·. 

An a nno unce me nt was made regre tt ing the non-arrival o f  Graham 
B irdsall who was due to g ive a talk of the YUFOS organ isat ion and s igh­
t i ng s  in the York�h ire area, and s o  the f inal lecture wa s give n by 
Ananda S ir i s e na from Sri Lanka, who de s cr ibe d the apprec iation of UFOs 
in h i s  c o untry, l inking h i s  talk to t he B uddh i s t  re l ig io n  and the ir 
ph ilosoph ie s of life which acc epts that other rac e s  be s id e s  ours may 
e x i s t  in o uter spac e . H e  de s cribed intere s t ing cas e s  in c l uding some 
invo lving "miniat urisat ion" - po cke t s ize aliens . Th i s  prod uced a 
s tr ing o f  que s t ions from the f loor and cemparis ons were mad e with s im i­
lar dwarf-like f ig ure s reported in Malay s ia .  

The me e t ing f inal ly conc l ude d at 5 . 45p.m . Thanks are due to tho se 
members of the Counc il  and Data Re s earch team who pre pared the .slide s , 
d is play s and advert i s i ng materia l� The atte ndance was a l it t l e  di s ­
appo int ing from the membersh ip and inve s t igators , and we h ope to do 
b e tter nex t  year .

S tra nge cra f t  have b e e n  s e e n  at s ea, f or many years , some dat ing 
bac k to 1606 . H owev er the ear l ier ones were de s cribed oft·en -a s  sea 
mens ters, s o  maybe they were s ome s trange specie s of animals or f i s h . 

I n  more modern t ime s, the s e  al ie n craft have be e n  s ighted more 
of t e n , in all parts of the world , on the s urface and d e tected under­
water . The armed f orce s  of th e world, have bee n  try ing to catch one 
for years, a l l  w ithout s uc ce s s . 

We know the maj or powers have vas t numbers of s ubmarine s ,  i . e . the 
Sov i e t  Un ion and the Nato Al l iance . Ea�h c o untry has its  own spy craft 
wh ich are be ing de t e c ted every day, thro ugh the vas t  de f e nce radar net­
work . H owever some of the craft de tected, cannot be ide nt i f ied . 
Us ual.ly whe n  a s ubmarine is  f ound, expert s can ident ify what type it is 
and it s power s o urc e s . 
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The Sov ie t  Un ion h a s  the l arge s t  f l e e t  of s ubmarine s and they 
a l so u s e  th e large s t· i ndiv idu a l  cra f t, hav ing j us t  produced some new 
type s wh ich are over 30, 000 tons, and over 600 f e e t  in le ngth . This 
pr,ov e s  how craft have improved ov er the ye ars . 

W e  wil l now c ome back to the unide nt if ie d, whic h s tarted to in­
·crease from the 1920's . They were main ly s ighted in the Arc t ic C irc le 
i . e .  G re en land, Swede n  and Norway, also a t  the s ame t ime a s  t he famous 1 1920 and 30's "Ghost f l ier s "  of the s,candinav ian countr i e s . The 
f l ights of s trange a ircraf t were put down to s e cre t German a ircraf t 
be ing t e s ted, this has be e n  prov ed . The s ubmarine s were put down to 
old World War 1 cra f t  used i l l e gal ly by Ge rmany, but it co uldn't be 
prov e d . 

B e twe e n  1945 and 1957, qu ite a few large G erman U-Boat s were s e en . 
Mos t  were e ither s unk or, wh en c aptured, the crews commit.t..ed s u ic ide . 
A n um ber of the s e  cra f t  had smal l crews, but carrie d v a s t  c arge loads, 
s uch as t inned feod. a nd c igare t te s . S ev e ral were lade n with containers 
of me rc ury . 

During World War 1 1, my s terious s ight ings were s t i l l  abundant, 
ma inly from the Arc t ic and Antarc t i c  c irc l e s . One good c a s e  was re ­
ported by a n  American Nav a l  officer, whils t on patrol in the North 
Atlantic . H e  witne ssed t he large s t  s ub ever s e e n, w ith a glas s smoeth 
Conn ing tower and s urface . When the patrol boa t s t arted f iring at it , 
th e s ubmar ine sped of f f a s te r  than any prev ious ly obs erved naut ical 
spe ed . 

I n  1965 a n  Argent ine re frigerat ion s hip was he ading towards E urope 
and when about 1, 000 m i le s out, the radar watch picked up an underwater 
craft spe eding towards the m . It pa s sed under the s h ip and s urfaced a 
few thous and f e e t  away . The c ra f t  was de scribed a s  about 300-400 f e e t  
leng, v e ry smooth, with a very low conning tower . The s ubmarine the n 
s ubmerge d  and came under the s h ip again, mov ing at a s peed of approx . 
75-80 knot s a l ittle fas t f or a normal s ubmarine� 

On Nov ember 12th 1973 w i tne s s e s  at S ogne f j orde n, Norway, saw a 
peris cope . L a te r Vangsne s radar picked up an unidentif ie d  b l ip .  
W.ith i n  a we e k, many s ight ing s  occ urred and eventua lly-more than 30 
nav al s h ips were b loc k ing the f j ord . However, witne s se s  s aw a very 
large dark shape on the s urface f or s ev e n  minute s . The c ra f t  dis ­
appeare d  and was not even s e e n  by the naval s h ips . 

D e cember 7 th and 9th 197 3, three more s ubmarine s were s e en at 
Gre e nla nd. Again nav a l  sh ips from NATO couldn't. catch them . 

Fe bruary 1960, in the G u l f  of S an Mat ia s  and N uevo G u l f, Argen­
t ina, a v ery large metal l i c  c igar was s ee n  s l ic ing through the water 
at a v e ry f a s t  spe ed . Again nav a l  s h ips were called in and de tected 
two obj e c t s . Both once again �s caped . 

I n  196 5  the s ubs were s e e n  around Aus tra l ia and New Ze a land . An 
a ir l i ne pilot reported one in Kaipo.ra Harbour, New Ze al and • . It was in 
s hal low water and it s appe arance was long, me tall ic, with no conning 
tower but a hatc hway . Nav a l  inve s t igators m i s s .ed it again . 

Four months later, s ev era l s ubs were s e e n  ne ar Bri s bane, Aus tral ia. 
Al l were about 100 feet  long, with smal l  s truc ture s on the ir s tern s . 
O f  cours e� none were caught . 

On March Stb 1979 near the Canary I s lands, a l arge bri l l iant ob-
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j e c t  was s e e n  r i s i ng f rom the s e a . It was not unl ike a rocke t and it 
l i t  up the s k ie s  for mile s a round . The phe nomone n witne s s ed by thous ­
and s  of people · . N a to forc e s  a nd Sovie t for c e s  d e nie d  launch ing any 
rocke t f rom a s ubmarine . Th i s  could be b e l ieved, a s  it was far too 
c lo s e  to the Canary Is l and s . Howeve r what i s  int e re st ing ,  Port ugue s e  
f i sherme n from four boa ts,  witne s s e d  in that are a, a we ek be fore the 
s ighting ,  a s ubmar ine marked U5 67 and f ly ing the Naz i flag . Where 
th i s  submar ine c ame f rom no-one knows, but the f i she rmen t hought it 
much la rge r t h an wart ime U B oa t s  and it was v e ry s ilent w ith no crew 
v i s ib l e . The f is hi ng c ra f t  made off, rathe r than the sub . 

In conc lus ion, i t  mus t be s a id ,  some of thes e  submarine s are 
mos t  l ike ly S ov ie t spy v e s s els . However, be c ause of the s iz e  and 
spe e d s  for the ye ars ment ioned, a lot o f  the s e  craft Gannot be iden­
t if ie d  with known type s, the spe e d s  even be ing too f a s t  for today . 
Wha t  they are and whe re they come f rom, I will leav e  to the re aders 
to d e c ide . I cannot s ay though that t he se reports are al� fac t .

UFO Origins 

Censored H is tory and the Hobb it Craft .

H id d e n  in th e d us ty arc h iv e s of many E uropean l ibrarie s and As ian 
mon a s te r i e s  are record s and h i s tori c a l  fac t s  that paral l e l  the be s t  
f ic t ion or· our day . For thousand s of · ye ars  now the s e  re cords have 
be en ignore d  s imply be c au s e  they have not coinc id e d  wi th what the 
a c c e pted h i s tor i e s  and s c holar s of the d ay have taugh t . In C e ntral 
Ame r i c a  the e a r ly wri t ings we re u s u ally neve r  f u l ly d e code d  but th e 
f re s coe s  a nd p ic t ure s the anc ient s l e f t  behind told the tale . 

R .  S ta cy-Judd, the anc ient h is tor ian� v i s ited a. number of th e 
Central  Ame r i c an pyram id and temple s ite s short ly af ter t hey were 
d is cov e re d. . On the walls he found records of v e ry advanced technology 
be ing put to u s e . Air c ra f t  a nd l and conv eyanc e s  we re unm i s taka bly in 
u s e  a nd he photographe d  a nd traced much of the ev ide nc e  and later put 
ou t a book with this ev i d e nc e  reprod u ce d . No soone r had a number of 
the s e  cop ie s  been d i s tr ibuted, than agents of the governme nts beg a n  
to buy up a ll the e x is t ing cop ie s  they c o u l d  locate . 

Tod ay, t he h ighly c e nsored "At lant is Mother of Empire s" by the 
Author i s  s t i l l  ava i lable but i t  is on ly a she l l  of h i s  f ir s t  work . 
Gre a t  l e ngths we re take n to d e s troy the or ig inal ev idence at the ru ins 
and templ e s  and how much the church had to do with th is is only 
conj e c ture . 

One way in which th i s  early his tory has s e eped out has  bee n  
t hrough works o f  f ic t ion . S eve ral e x treme ly popular "fantasy and 
f ic t ion" authors have sprinkled the truth in the ir works and have 
"inwardly" apj>e a l ed to a l arge s egment of the popu lat ion for having 
done so . H . P .  Lov e c ra f t  wrot e h i s  tale s u s ing the name s of c it ie s  and 
are as that were ofte n q u i t e  authent ic and qu ite before the time of any 
h i s tory that h i s torians re cognize . 
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A present example is found in the works of J. R. R. Tolkein. 
S omewhere in the British Museum this author evidently found ancient 
records of the period he wrote in his " Lord of the Rings" trilogy. 
Whether it was the so-called 'Red Book of Cl�nenrod' that Sci-Fi 
Publisher Ray Palmer once mentioned, is only speculation, but the 
fact remains that the more some of us have looked into the matter, 
the more evidence there is that his Appendix 'A' ( last book) is 
probably material straight out of his source. 

I once met a woman who cor responded with him� once and his ref-· 
erences to the origin of the story taking place 'across the water' 
led her to do some detective wor k  in this u.s. area. She showed me 
a map of a certain area in the southwest u.s.A. that corresponded 
with the Tolkein map except that the heights of the mountains had 
obviously been washed down and the desert sands had filled in the 
deeper valleys and once-fertile plains. 

B eing a skeptic to some degree I had my doubts until she once 
took me to a place that was .mentioned in the story. On  a high knoll 
overlooking the plains below stood what looked like a vast pile of 
rocks until I noticed the angular intersecting lines of foundation 
rocks that denoted the ancient ruin site.

Being psychic, this fascinating woman whom I will call Mrs. 
Reede, tied in a number of other dimensional activities with· Tolkein. 

Once after attending one of the annual Giant Rock space con­
ventions of the 60's a girl friend and I saw a very small and 
ethereal saucer craft in the same desert area. Later when I asked 
Mrs. Reede if she had seen such craft, she told us she had and that 
they were the modern conveyances of the other dimensional Hobbits 
that Tolkein had written of. Intrigued, we·both began asking her 
about these Hobbits and pieced together the following story : 

As the species man gained certain components that made some of 
his species deceitful, it was necessary that there be an isolation 
and an 'ethics' learning process imposed upon them until they over­
came their flaws. S pecies without such flaws were thus converted 
over to dimensions beyond the range of men (as Tolkein's wo�k 
points out) . The Hobbit species were still on the planet in small 
isolated groups then but they were occupying this space from one 
dimension away. Over the centuries they had updated their technol­
ogy and now had a craft such as we had seen but were still peace­
loving simple identities who kept to the isolated regions-away from 
the inharmonious vibrations of humans. 

I, of course, had no way to verify what Mrs. Reede had said 
until a later event. I had taken a psychic friend to one of the 
ancient fortifications near Joshua Tree National Monument in 
Southern California and lo and behold my friend told me there was 
a little person peeking around a rock at us. U nable to see the 
little gentleman, I had to bide my time while she and several of 
these little people or hobbits exchanged chit chat. 

From this and later contacts, it was clear that very few of the 
'Hob bit craft' can be assumed to make up the vast fleets of UFO's 
that roam our skies. It was sometime later before I discovered 
where tre.majority of these larger space craft came from and what 
their mission is. Some of the truth concerning them is hidden here 
and there in the ancient records and legends but not one writer has 
pieced the whole truth together yet. 
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Part 11: The Advanced Craft. 

Previous we me ntioned the censored historical references to the high 
technology of the past and to the smaller craft of a race that is some­
times called 'Hobbits'. 

There are numerous type s of UFO craft from many sources beyond our 
planet and there are a few of what we could call earth origin . 

The Earth Origin Craft hav e  existed for at least 10, 000 years and. 
are common to ancient Indian Historical Manuscripts in Sanskrit. One 
particularly interesting set of manuscripts was translated in the 70's 
and available from R. Ashley Falk (10 Orchard St. , Avondale, Auckland 7 
N .  Z.) It describes three craft of considerable size and describes how 
to construct the m using materials largely un-available today. Many 
early craft utilized m etals and che micals that were made in what we might 
call an alchemical way - in that they had 'liv e' qualities that came from 
utilizing cyclic and repe ated alchemical manufacturing processes. Metal 
today, for instance, will cause resistance in ele ctrical circuits. The 
metals of this pe riod would often be 'live' and resistance free. 

A number of re ferenc es are made to variou� earth origin craft from 
a number of higher ancient cultures. Some used mercury turbines not un­
like engines of today . With the exception of one spurt in technology at 
the high point of G re e k  culture , the re were no significant craft up to 
the time of H itler howev e r. 

As the Allie s rushed in to Hitler ' s  factorie s  toward the end of the 
war, it was the Canadians who came away with most of the 'FOO' fighter 
technology. Our country considered this are a  important enough to work 
with teams of Canadians in secret B. C .  Bases, but u.s. scientists saw 
far more potential in the rocketry technology Hitler had begun. As dead 
ends develop ed in saucer designs of the se post war days, the sightings 
of th ese earth origin craft slowly came to a halt. 

As to the origin of alie n craft it can only be traced to times so 
ancie nt that there is no way to record it beyond the non-material 
Akishic records beyond this realm. Occasionally some fragments of an 
ancient machine or craft are found in some coal mine or excavation but 
it is only obvious that e arth was a favoured stopping place for visitors 
a long long time - ancient records tend to indicate there hav e been a 
number of colonie s here and later a catastrophy to erase them. 

The first wav e of craft to come into our historical notations are 
those which showed up some 10,000 years ago, at a time when Atlantis was 
one of the great centres of earth civilization. Ancient docume nts 
indicate that there were a number of 'Gods' who be came wrapped up in 
'material' form during this period and it was at this time a group of _ 

'watchers' arrived to ke ep an eye on the chaotic actions of the 'earth 
born' 

I suspect that the maj ority of craft se en during the ancie nt times 
are those of the same origin as we s e e  today. At each point in time 
whe n  humans are on the verge of blowing ourselves and our planet up, 
there is a sudden surge of sightings in the danger area involv ed. 

A more recent example was the Seven Days' War of Israel. Golda 
Meir had indicated she "would do what was necessary" with her nuclear 
warheads and army decending on Cairo. Yet only sixty mile s from their 
goal the whole Israeli army ground to a sudden and perplexing halt. To 
this day no one is sure of why this happened or what caused it. Golda 
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suddenly resigned from of fice a few we e ks later and fell in with the 
company of McArthus and Nixon be fore her. All were considering the 
use of nucle ar weapons. 

The most conf using thing about the identitie s who control the 
'alien craft' is the fact that they nev er show themselv es. They only 
send down 'androids' that resemble humans . Our governme nts have 
re peatedly tried to use such captured androids to gain advantage or 
untangle the mystery, yet they are stil l only able to see the parts 
of the puzzle and not the puzzle creators . 

Anothe r interesting factor is in the ever present free choice 
laws that are upheld by these identities .  While there are 'Negative' 
malefic encounters by identities who duplicate and manufacture 'mental' 
origin craft, the higher level 'watchers' nev er interfere with the 
choice of humans unless the situation endangers humanity as a whole. 
Coming from outside dimensions, the craft of the watchers will appear 
to materialize or disappear at times as they go into and out of a 
solid state, yet the counterfeit, mentally m anufactured craft never do 
se em quite solid or 're al' to a discerning observ er. 

As humans progress in their advancement toward se l f  control and 
ethics it is good that our creator has se en fit to provide benevolent 
ov erse ers for us . By their constant checking of our animal species�· 
genetic and mental patterns we can be assured that as long as they are 
on the job we earth inhabitants will enjoy the chance to continue on 
with fre e choice.

Fore.ign Repo.rts of .t.iny UFO E.ntitie.s

Introduction 

H�manoid encounters in Malaysia is truly unique in the sense that 
over 95 per cent of the CE 3 cases refers to entities of height less 
than 12 inches tall. While this could probably. be an important clue 
in understanding the mystery, the manifestation is not confined only 
to this country alone. The fallout of these tiny entities has also 
be en recorded worldwide but their occurrence constitute only a very 
small percentage of the ov eral l numbers of the other height groups of 
UFO occupants. 

For comparativ e purposes a list of foreign reports relating to the 
tiny class of UFO entities is given below. 

Sample Cases 

1 • 1930s, Cincinatti, Ohio, USA An 8 year old girl picked up what 
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she calle d a tiny man from a rain-swept gut�er. She said it had 
petrified eyes and she was all but pe rsuaded to hand it ove r  to a 
ne ighbour. He aske d  he r to giv e it to him, but she let it go and 
it scamve red away betwe en two houses. The entity had a tight­
fitting suit and its face was small and triangular with �ointed 
ears and slanting eyes. Right be fore she picked uv this tiny 
entity she saw a balloon-shaped object fly over the hills beyond 
the city. 

2. Canby, Oregon, U.S.A. A Univ e rsity Graduate claimed she saw a 
little man walk a cross the b re ezeway and standing straight up 
pass unde rneath the running board of a '37 Dodge Car. The entity 
was less than 9 inche s ·tall and had f eatures like a man. It was 
v ery dark-skinned and had on a type of little rompe r and a sort 
of plaid shirt. It walked out into the grass and disappear ed. 

3. 23rd October 1965, near Long Prairie, Minne sota, u.s.A. A radio 
annouce r encounte red a rocket-shaped obje ct in the middle of a 
road. He got down from his car and saw 3 little be e r  can shaped 
objects which came f rom under the cra ft toward s him. They we re 
6 inche s high, walked on two fins and when they stopped a third 
fin came down from the rear. He saw no f a ces, no eyes etc., They 
s e em to be watching him and after some time they re-ente red the 
obje ct and took off. 

4. 10th August 197 3. Ibague, Colombia. Four grade school students 
and a policeman saw 4 small entities bene ath a b ridge. The 
beings we re only 20cm tall and disappe ared when the witnesses 
approache d. Trace s we re  left in the mud. 

5. Late August 1975, Seattle, Washington U.S.A. A young lady woke 
up around 2 a.m. to dis cov e r  that she was totally paralysed and 
unable to utte r a single sound. The window of her room was open 
and suddenly she saw a tiny football-sized object floated in 
through it. The UFO hov e re d  ov er  the carpet near the foot of her 
bed. Afte r the object settled on the floor, a ramp extended from 
it and 5 or 6 tiny beings d r essed in tight fitting black clothes 
climbed down the ramp, mad e some repairs to the object then clim­
bed back insid e again and the object took off. 

6. 12th Octobe r 1976, Dunn, North Carolina U.S.A. Tonnlie Barefoot, 
8 years old, claime d to hav e seen a little man dre ssed in blue as 
he was playing in a cornfield. The next day footprints me asuring 
2.5 inche s  in length and 1 inch wid e at the wid e st point we re  
found where Tonnlie said he  saw the man. 

7. 28th October 197 6, D unn, North Caroli.n a u. s.A. Miss Shirley Ann 
McCrimon, 22, claims to hav e see n  a brittle-sized man at 6.20 .a.m. 
while she was returning home. Whil e closing the door she heard a 
nois e outsid e  a s  if someone or something we r e  moving about the 
bushe s, so she looke d  out. Staring back at he r was a little ma.n 
b rown in colour. She was f rightened but curious and watched it 
for seve ral minute s. Then she grew bolder and mov ed. When she 
did that, the entity shined a v e ry bright yellow light across he r 
eyes. She screamed and the little man scampered away.

COMPARATIVE ELEMENTS AND FIGURES IN DESCRIPTION OF THE SPHERICAL UFO 

The first comparativ e "obje ct" corresvonding to the form of the 
spherical UFO is the "firmament/' "vault" /1:22/ . In the imagination of 
Eze kiel the "firmament"/11vault" is, of course, a solid sphe re or half 
a sphere as if mad e of crystal . He  mentions also the "real" heav ens 
like we today use this term in Sphe rical Astronomy: "as I was among 
the captive s  of che bar, the heavens were opened, and I saw visions of 
God" /1:1/ - when UFOs come down, the heav ens are "open" . A close 
parallel we hav e in Isa 64:19 Matt 3:1.6 and Acts 7:56; 10:11. 

The medieval iconographic representation of the Eze kiel's ''firm­
ament" /the spherical UFO/ is the mandorla whose othe r name is "glory" 
this is the othe r name for the Ezekiel1s UFO . 

A semicircular form as a de corative or symbolical element often 
is used in sacriphal archite cture . We se e it over doors, windows, on 
facad es . This form is a se ctional drawing of the "firmament" or its 
proje ctions. As the proje ctions or the shades of many things in an­
cient art often represents pictures of those things , the semicircle 
could be  consid ered like a picture of the "firmament", i. e. like a 
picture of the Eze kiel's UFO 

Among other comparativ e figures is me ntioned such an archite c­
tural form as a comparativ e element, since the "glory" /firmament"/ 
is mentioned "ov e r  the threshold of the house" /10:4; se e also 10: 
18, 1 9/. In NEB in stead of "threshold" we read "terrace"/. In Fig 9 
ov er the door are d epicted four circles /the four dis coidal UFOs/ and 
ov er them is depicted a hemisphere /the circular UFO/ . 

Meanwhile, in our old er churches, dating from t he Midd le Ages, 
there are many things of symbolical function: censers, candle s, 
cand elabras, which are often hanging and are sometime s in motion. 
Such things were in t he J erusalem temple too. One could show that 
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Fig 9. Fig 10. 

those artistic things are a kind of image of UFOs. 

Such a thing in the Jerusalem tem�le in the form of a s�here or 
a s�heroid, called "glory" and made by skilled Hebrew workmen, is an 
artistic representation or model of the spherical UFO /Fig.9 / which 
Ezekiel saw by the river of Chebar: "This is the avpearance of the 
likeness of the glory of the Lord" / 1:2 8/. The endeavour to describe 
the real flying object with the help of com�arison, and later the 
editors' ad ditions to his text, have made this artistic thing self 
moving and seen by Ezekiel when the spirit brought him "in the 
vision of God to Jerusalem, to the door of the inner gate that look­
eth north" /8:3/ "And behold, the glory of God of Israel was tnere, 
accordingly the vision that I saw in the plain"/8:4/. Here is what 
Ezekiel had seen in the plain. "Then I arose, and went forth into 
the plain, the glory of the Lord stood there, as the glory which I 
saw by the river of Chebar" /3:23/ - Ezekiel twice saw similar 
flying objects and they are compared/"accordingly to the vision"/ 
with an artistic model in the Jerusalem temple. 

This model is a real object made by men described like in a 
vision. We sl1all see that Exekiel describes four objects more in 
the Jerusalem temple and again described like in a vision. 

The mesopotamian com}Jarative element corresJ;onding to the sphe­
rical flying object is the "winged globe", more often known as 
"winged disc" or"winged sun". The reliefs with winged globe are 
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as pictures of three-dimensional sculptural compositions such as 
shown in Fig. 10. Presumably such compositions existed, but they were 
not !Jreserved to modern times, since the hemi-spherical i-Jarts were 
made of metal. 

I n  Fig. 11 is shown a drawing 
made by the Author of this paper 
which corresponds to the composit­
ion in space in Fig 10. 

I t  is interesting that the 
depiction of the "winged sun" on 
some reliefs such as the stela of 
Ashurbanipal /668-626 B.C./ /The 
fourth object in the sky-Fig. 12./ 

Here the wings are transformed Fig. 11 

into two rows of rays or "flames" round the "sun. This corresponds 
to a UFO from whose rim the luminosity spreads downwards. The two 
rows of rays may correspond to two kinds of colour.

In Fig 13 is 
shown the profile of a 
spherical UFO which re­
sembles a winged globe. 
We may conclude that the 
ancient artists depicted 
UFOs, so some parts were 
seen in �rofile, others 
"en face''. 

In Ezekiel's Book 
under the notion of 
"firmament" there are 
descriptions of a real 
UFO, of a model and an 
architectural element in 
the Jerusalem tem!Jle of 
a Mesopotamian winged 
globe and even elements 
of description of the 
real heaven as imagined 
in his time, which is 

"And there was a voice from 
/NEB/ "A sound was heard 
above the vault"/. The voice 
is, as we said, a thunder -
and again we must see that 
this is added later by the 
editors of the original 
Ezekiel's text. 

Again we emvhasize that 
the biblical texts have mul­
tiple meanings and we must 
grow familiar when reading 
the Bible to find the mean­
ing of the text.

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CQ'V1PARATIVE ELEMENTS FOR THE FOUR WHEEL­

LIKE UFOs. 

The Ezekiel book describes four cheru­
birns as artistic revr·esentations in the 
Jerusalem temlJle accompanied with the "glory" 
/"firmament"/ /Fig 9./ These four cherubims 
are com�arative figures for the four dis­
coidal UFOs he saw with this spherical flying 
object by the river of Chebar and which he 
names "wheels". �leanwhile, the descriptioi1s 
of the four UFOs and their behaviour is more 
complex. As Ezekiel was exiled in Babylonia 
he knew that the llabylonian artistic revre­
sentations of this type of UFO are the 
figures of living creatures - the four winged 
man , b u 11 , 1 i o n , and ea g 1 e / F ig • 1 0/ 1 1 / , i . e • 

the head of: man, bull,lion and eagle, or to 
be quite correct, these are the horned head­
dress of: man, bull, lion aud eagle as reiJre­
sented in �.;eso potamian art /Fig. 14/. The 
horned head dress is sometimes depicted in 
J\.ieSOIJotarnian reliefs on the sky among other 
heavenly "signs": Sun, �·loon, Lightning and 

Winged Sun /the fifth object in the sky in 
Fig 12/ and is the symbol of the �iesopota­
mian god Anu which, in the myth of the Deluge 
is "lowered from heaven". 10 1\'teanwhile the 
Ezekiel texts concerns t he head with horned 
head dress, and according to the J.Jiblical 
tradition it is called "face"/ compare: "the 
face of God". 

The form of the horned head dress cor­
responds to the shapes of UFOs as in Fig. 15. 
The "horns" which have special shapes /Fig. 
14/ in the lVleso potamian statuettes and 
reliefs, resemble UFOs stretched upwards. 
These are the luminous strings /entry lumin­
osity/ reported in modern UFO sightings. 
Here is a reiJort from Traunstain, Austria of 
17th Novem•ber 1973 where a UFO was seen, 
whose main body was oblon g and shining in a 
bright orange-yellow colour light which seemed 
to originate at the outer surface. Two 
"feelers" /This term is quite comJ;arable to 
the horns/ were clearly visible among some 
minor "feelers" which were less high and 
1Jrominent. 11 

THE REAL APPEARANCES AND BEHAVIOURS. 

The f our UFOs descriued in the Ezekiel book are identical in 
shaJJe and equal in si:.t:e. They are circular with alJ}.Jendages in the 
b ottom and upper surface; they appear to be a cylinder in a coaxial 
broader cylinder:. "and they four l1ad one likeness aud their appear­
ance and their work wus as it were a wheel in tl1e middle of a wheel" 

/1: 16/, "And as for their aj.JJ.iearauces, they four had one likeness, as 
a wheel head been in the midst of a wheel"/10: 10/. The heights of th 
the cylinders are great: "as for their rings, they were so high that 
they were dreadful"/1:18/. Their surfaces were smooth: "The appear-
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ance of the wheels and their work was 
like the colour of beryl"/ 1: 16/; "and 
the apvearance of the wheels was as 
the colour of a beryl stone" /10:9/. 

Around the inHer cylinder on the 
u��er side and the bottom are arranged 
the openings of the entry airstreams. 
The aerial particles in the streams on. 
the upper side are in an excited state 
and/or ionized, so t hat they are lum­
inous solid strings. 'I?he entry Of.Jen­
ings in tt1e bottom are red or white 
hot glowing; This is the same in the 
esca�ing o�eQngs along the rim. 
/Fig. 18/.

The four UFOs fly without turning around 

their vertic al axis, like a disc thrown by a 
hand: "when they went, they we11t uvon their 
four sides: and they turned not as they went" 
/1: 17/, here we have an interesting explan-
ation: The flying wheels are com�ared to 
those of a car whose wheels are turning when 
it is in motion - this is the other meaning 
of the cited two verses. The third meaning 
concerns the artistic dynamics of 
t he four living creatures in the Mesovo­
tamian sculpture /Fig. 10/. The wheels are 
identified with the creatures and they 
"go" in the direction of the f our sides 
of the world.

WHEELS, LIVING BEINGS AND HEAD OF: MAN, BULL, LION AND EAGLE. 

The Ezekiel's four discoidal UFOs are described either like scul­
ptures of complete men and animals or like heads of men and animals: 
They have faces, eyes/the red or white hot glowing of the entry and es­
CalJing openings in the bottom/, horns/ the luminous strings in the entry 
openings on the upper structure/; they are completed with wings, hands, 
legs and tails. Two main elements are: the glowing eyes and the glowing . I  

horns /"divine horns"/ whose number is most often more than two and they 
are significant elements as a comparison with descriptions of modern 
UFOs. 

Comparing from Ezekiel - he doe-s not describe eyes/ more than two/ 
on the living creatures, but as to the whee�s: "And their·rings were 
full of eyes round about them four" /1.:18/1 The face of: man, bull, 
lion and eagle on the statues and reliefs in the Mesopotamian art have 
only two eyes. Many eyes are described on bodies, hands, wings and 
wheels, as we shall see, on the four Statues of the living beings /cher­
ubims in the Jerusalem temple. /see 10:12/. 

The living creatures from the Mesopotamian statuettes and reliefs, 
which the Ezekiel's text describes also, are winged: man, bull, lion 
and eagle, and all of them have human heads. As they are identified 
with the four UFOs, in some descriptions they have glowing parts / they 
would be the"eyes" and the "horns" /and they perform movements like the 
"wheels", i.e. like UFOs: "As for the likeness of the living creatures, 
their appearance was like burning coals of fire, and like the appearance 
of lamps: it went up and down among the living creatures; and the fire 
was bright, and out of the fire went forth lightning" /1:13/. /NEB; "The 
appearance of the creatures was as if fire from burning coals or torches 
was darting to and fro among them; the fire was radiant, and out of the 
fire came lightning"/. 

Some details in these verses: /"the fire"/ went up and down among 
the living creatures", "out of the fire went forth lightning", seem to 
be emphasized luminous effects, or effects of running an electrical 
discharge between two UFOs like . in Oloron and Gaillac UFO cases of 17th 
and 27th October 1952 /France/. Meanwhile, not only does Ezekiel 
describe high speeds of the objects, but it seems as if they performed 
zig-zag motions and abrupt returning without deceleration: "And the 
living creatures ran and returned as the appearance of a flash of 
1 ightning"/ 1 : 14/ 

It is obvious that in these verses the wheels are identified with 
the living creatures as they perform motions like UFOs. Meanwhile we 
have again a twofold description: the living creatures are identifiable 
with the wheels; in fact, what is more correct, the electrical dis­
charge between UFOs can be explained·as if the propulsion consists of 
negative and positive electric particles. The wheels and the faces of 
the living creatures are identical: "As for the wheels, it was cried 
unto them in my hearing, 0 wheel. /NEB: the whirring of the wheels 
sounded in my ears. / And every one had four faces:(Below we shall show 
that every living creature ha� only one face) the first was the face of 
a cherub, and the second face was the face of a man,13 and the third 
face of a lion, and the fourth the face of an eagle"/10:13-14/. 

THE NUMBER FOUR 

As to the faces belonging to one creature i. e. to one wheel, the 
Ezekiel text is not quite clear. Besides descriptions that four faces· 
belong to one creature or wheel: "And every one living creature had 
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four faces"/ 1:16 se e also 10:21/, "And every one ( whe el) had four 
faces" /10:47/ that every creature has only one head i. e. one face. 

The four heads are identical - they are human with ho rn ed head 
dresses: "they had the face of a man" /1: 10/. The terms: "The face 
of a bul l", "the face o f  a lion" and "the face of an eagle" mean the 
same - human head with horned head dress since Eze kiel thinks on 
human-like figures of: man, bull, lion and eagle  on statuettes and 
reliefs of the Meso potamian art - they s�and on their legs which are 
one human and the othe r thre e animal, and the other parts of the four 
are human /Fig. 10/. Besides, Eze kiel sp eaks about "Four living crea­
tures in human form" /1:5/ /NEB:"they used the likeness of a man"/. 
Thus, when Eze kiel says: "the face of a man", he giv es additional ex­
p l anations: "the face of a bull", "the f�ce of a lion" and "the face 
of an eagle". These four terms are united by the editors in one crea­
ture with four faces. Verse 1:10 , which needs additional explanations 
refe rs to such a situation. 

As to the number four, it could be shown that in another descrip ­
tion conce rning the number of  hands, it se ems as if there are four, in 
fact there are · two. Namely, in the followJ.ng v erse: "And they had the 
hands o f  a man under their wings on their four sides" /1:18/ /NEB: 
"Under the wings of the f ·our sides we r e  human hands"/. It se ems that 
e v e ry living creature has four hands as ever� one has four wings. 
Meanwhile, every creature has two hands, under the uppe.r pair o f  wings 
raised before him • The four pairs of hands in a sculptural compo­
sition of four living creatures as in Fig. 10 are orientated in the 
four sides of the world: "and they had the hands • • • on their four 
sides" /1 :8/ 

The numbe rs had magic significance for the ancie nt men; mean­
while he re, once introduced, the numbe r four has a practical meaning. 
It is introduced by Ezekiel, his editors, who appear to inte vpreto rs 
of his o riginal text, bring additional explanations - this means that 
they hav e caused confusion. 

The number of legs /two/ of every living creature in Fig. l O is 
not e qual to the number of landing gear s  of a UFO /f our/. Meanwhile, 
in Meso potamian art there .are  beings which are compiled /composed/ of 
animals and man but resemble animals more as they hav e only human 
heads and stand on four legs. Those are the winged bulls and lions 
which hav e human face s with horned head dresses so they are zoomorphi� ·  
ap�earance o f  UFOs. Thus, the four legs of a winged bull would be 
landing g e a rs of a flying saucer. And in the Ezekiel book we find 
descriptions of legs like landing gears: "And their fe et were straight 
fe et; and the so l e  of their fe et was like the sole o f  a calf ' s  fo ot: 
and they spar kled like the co lour of burnished brass"/ 1:7/ /NEB.: "and 
their ho ov es were like the hoov es of a calf, glittering like a disc 
of b ronze"/ (In the sculptural composition of Fig. 10 only the bull! 
has ho ov es ) . 

On the other hand, the flying wheels, i. e .  the four discoidal 
UFOs could be compared with the whe e �s . o f  a c�r. In fact, a single 
whe e l  is compared with a UFO as to appearance, but not as to  its 
position, i. e. or ienta t.ion and performance. S-ince a car may hav e 
four whe els, again the Ezekiel editors created confusion ih their 
endeav our to giv e mo re explanation. Of course, they did not con­
sider the whe els separated from a car, but with the car. F rom here 
more confusion, as the spherical UFO must then be part of a car.

Analysis of the r e s ponse forms returned as a result of our 
questionaire  in the last edition of Awareness ( I ssue 3. 1982) is 
a s  follows : -

Case 1 • Socor ro. New Mexico 1964 

( a ) Genuine UFO 60% ( b ) Pos sible UFO 34% ( d )  Hoax 6% 

Case 2. New Guinea. Boianai 1959 

( a )  Genuine UFO 74% ( b ) Pos sible UFO 2Q% ( d) Hoax 6% 

W e  thought the two ca s e s  appeared to be fairly water-tight, 
but the r esponse indicated s ome cause f or doubt, mor e so in the 
N ew Mexico incid ent. Only one r e sponse in each cas e  considered it 
to be a hoax ( not from the same pe rson) . 

A surrunary of the cor respondence received is set out below : -

Case 1. Socor ro. N ew Mexico 1964 

-----The seal of authenticity come s from the conduct of the author­
ities. They showed great inte r est in the site and in Zamora, but 
not in the two witnesses that ·could confirm Zamora's story with� 
out adding anything valuab l e  to it : These were the tearaways whom 
Zamora was chasing, and a motorist who comvlained to a service 
station attend ant about low-flying aircraft. ( Hyne k urged the 
authorities to locate the latte r, but without effect) . Evidently 
the authorities regard ed Z amora as a re liable witness, whose 
honesty or judgement did not re quire confirmation. 

-----It looks as if you hav e not read the "Socorro Saucer" by koy 
Stanfo rd, because there was more  than one witness, gov ernment in­
v olv ement and nume rous othe r sightings in th e area around the same 

' I  
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time. The Socor ro sighting was proba bly one of the best e v e r  ( and 
most tho roughly inv estigated ) 

-----Without doubt a genuine UFO mainly be cause:- Not at anytime 
during the witness's encounte r did he imagine or think of anything 
ext rate rrestrial . H e r e  was a Matter-of-Fact, no-nonsense Police 
Office r - trained in the field of Logic and going about his usual 
duties; Thinking nothing but ' Crook ' - if you pardon the expression. 
He was only distr acted from doing so, by what he thought was an ex­
plosion. Roar, Flame = explosion - Earthly Logic . After the explo­
sion, he thought the worst ( like any rational person would ) and imme­
diately switched his attention from the .speeding incident to what he 
thought was a more  serious case, i . e. explosion coming from be hind the 
hill which he knew somewhe re  housed a dynamite store. No responsible 
Police Office r would drop one incident for anothe r, ( willy-nilly like ) 
unle ss it was of a more se rious nature - as we all know, explosions 
usually a re se rious . 

Also in support, he knew the area, i.e. Missiles and Rockets we re 
not the norm on his patch . Other facts that we re  notice a ble, was, 
what he thought was an ove rturned car and two people d ressed in white 
ov e ralls . Both, Earthly Logic. Ev en at that distance, the office r 
r adioed the Sheriff's Office e xplaining that he  was de aling with, what 
he still thought was an accident . 

As fa r as the radar control tower ( whe re ev e r  tnat was )  not pic­
king up anything on the scope . As stated the te rrain could have 
interfe red with that also some .small rada r stations don't usually 
hav e their radar  switched on until a plane is within a ce rtain range 
and is going to land at a spe cified �time . 

And e v en if they did hav e it on, wh�n h av e  radar towers ever 
come up with anything conclusiv e to help UFologists • • • •  ? 

Case 2. Boianai. New Guine a 1959 

-----1 don't know enough about this case to comment . I f  the summary 
is strictly accurate, then it must be a genuine UFO, but I have he ard 
it alleged that an original story was gre atly inflated by hea rsay. 

-----Without doubt a genuine UFO, also not a trace of religious 
ha llucination, which I thought you would know by personally me eting 
the man inv olv ed. 

Case 3. Qua rduble. France.Sept .  10th 1954. 

The witness was Ma rius Dewild e,  who lived with his family in an 
isolated house, amongst woods and fields. In front of the house is 
a small fenced garden and in front of that runs a railway line, be­
longing to the N ational Coal Mines. His wife and family had just 
gone to bed, the time being 10.30p.m. He carried on r e ading by th e 
fire,  when his attention was d r awn to his dogs bar king and howling, 
they were howling e nough to wake the d e ad �  

M arius got a torch and went out, thinking the re might be prowlers. 
He noticed on the r ailway track what looked like a dark mass. Just 
then his dog came crawling up to him on his belly and at the same time 
he he ard footste ps coming towards him . 

He then saw about 6 yards away, two cre atures, unlike anything 
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he had se en before . The beam from the torch caught one of th em in 
the face, which seemed to be cov ered in glass or a mask, like a 
div ers helmet. In fact, both were dressed in tight fitting outfits 
like diving suits . They were v e ry short - approximately 3� fe et 
tall, with large shoulders and the size of the helmets gav e the im­
pression that the he ads were large as well . The creat ures had 
short legs and apparently no arms although the witness could have 
missed them. 

Marius decided after the initia l shock had worn off, to try 
and catch one, but on getting within 6ft, he was blinded by a 
strong be am of l ight. The l ight c ame f r om t h e  dar k  mass on th e 
railway track, which was like a magnesium f l are . The witness could 
not do anything, spe ak, yell or mov e . He se emed rooted to the spot. 
Finally the b eam went out and the dark mass took off, hov ering for 
a while . It had steam coming from the bottom of it, and the craft 
gav e off a low whistling sound . The obj ect then started climbing 
and turned e ast. From a distance, it took on a red luminosity and 
disappeared . 

This case was investigated by the F rench Air Police, the Regu­
lar Police and the D . S. T. Several othe r witne sses were found who 
saw a strange obj e ct that eve ning . The witness wa s closely exam­
ined, and the Police believed him and the case was closed as uni­
dentified � 

CASE 4. Saude. N E . Coast of Brazil . April 1958. 

Th e witness Senor Wilson Lustora, was drivit� along the beach 
from the Port of Maceio . There were virtually no roads, so people 
drive along the be aches for miles . At a spot called Saude, he 
stopped and asked a group of fishermen what they were looking at. 
The y said there was this object in the sky which at first he could 
not se e. But th en he he ard a humming noise which rapidly got lou­
der and then he saw something which se emed to be  falling out of the 
sky towards him .

E v erytime it 
descended it made a shattering noise which damaged the ear drums . 
In the end, the object rose up and disappeared.

GYROSCOPIC GALAXIES 

The popular conception of a galaxy draws it 
in pancake shape, with a spiral structure 
consisting of many mtlUons of stars. Oddi­
ties and deviants e.Jeist, but hardly anything 
as bizarre as a han4&\al of recently discover­
ed ringed spirals .  Although the spiral sec­
tions of the ringed spirals seem normal

enough, the rings are perpendicular to the 
plane of the spiral ---an inclination hardly 
counteaanced by theorlel'l of galactic evolu­
tion.

One suggestion i s  that 
two galaxies collided at an angle, but there 
is no evidence of such a cataclysm. Ringed 
galaxies are eminently anomalous. ( ' 'Ringed

ANTARCTIC M E TEORITE MAY HAVE 
BEEN BLASTED OFF THE l.{OON 

Meteorite ALHA 81 005 , discovered in the 
snowy wastes of Antarctica about a year ago. 
clearly resembles some of the rocks brought 
back from the moon by the Apollo astronauts. 
First, the meteorite ' s  Isotope ratios echo 
those found in bona fide moon rocks. Second , 
the meteorite is a breccia, consisting of 
small chunks cemented together ,  some of 
which are pinkish, magnesium-alumtnum­
rich spinets sometimes seen In lunar rocks 
but� terrestrial rocks or ordinary mete­
orites. Anorthosite Is also present---a type 
of rock found on the earth and moon but not 
ordinary mateorites. The tmpacatlon Is 
that ALHA 81 005 was blasted off the moon 
by a comet or big meteorite. It escaped 
the moon's gravitational tleld, was captured 
by the earth, and plunged Into the Antarctic 
snows. (Eberhart, J. ; "Early Hints at a 
Moonish Meteorite , " Science News , 1 23 :54 , 
1 983. ) (Geologically speaking, the lee and 
snow of Antarctica are fairly recent. This 
meteorite may then be evidence of recent 
astronomical catastrophl sm that might also 
have affected the earth.
