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Close Encounte r s of the first kind

I n  Ma rch 1979, a l l  ov e r  Yugo s l a v i a  th e r e  we re  many r e c o rd s  abo u t  
the  s i ghti ngs o f  the UFO. T he m a j or i ty o f  them took p la c e  a t  the be ­
g i nn i ng o f  the mo nth . A r eJJutab l e  s c ie nt i f ic ins t i tu tion in Llub l ­
jan a , who rece ive many no t i f icat i ons o f  s uch k ind and t he n  med iate s 
t hem t o  u s , i nfo rm ed us a bo ut an inte r e s ting cis e. 

F i r s t  i t  s e eme d t he re  m ight be t a k en in c ons id e rat i on e v en the 
c a t e g o r y  o f  "C l o s e  Enco unte r s  of a Se c ond Kind " , wh e re th e o b j e c t  
e ith e r  l a nd s o r  ve r i od ica l ly c a u s e s  d i s t u r b anc e s  i n  the automob i l e  
e l ectr ic c i rcu i t . 

We d ec id e d  t o  m a ke an ' on the s po t ' inv e s t ig a t i on i n  o rd e r  to g e t  
a n  exact a s  _ljo s s i b l e  i n f o rmat i on and:· th ro ugh conv e rs a t ion  w ith t h e  e y e  
w i tne s s e s , f i nd o ut wh at i s  was al l abo ut. 

The e y e -w i tn e s s  was a yo ung woman H.Z. who d id no t want to be 
name d , beca u s e  she was a f r aid o f  be ing rid ic u l e d , as s he h ad b e en in 
the  o rgan i z a t i o n  wh e re s he was employ e d. 

The ca s e  i s  one of the  r are  k ind (as f ar a s  we know ) and happened 
w i th i n the  �r ov i nce o f  Pomur j e  in th e vicin i ty'o f Rad enci , whe re th e 
eye -w i t ne s s  a l s o  l iv e s. 

It beg a n o n  30th March f979 at 8.30pm when the  e y e -w i t ne s s  d rov e 
he r Fiat 850 o n  pr iv ate b u sine s s. She was d riv ing al ong a s traigh t 
r o a d  and  a t  the· f i r s t  t u rning s h e  spo t te d  b e twe en two ho u s e s  s ome th ing 
red , gr e en , b l u e  a nd o r ang e. Th e or ange c o l o u r  be ing the s t ronge s t. 
The o b j ect h a d  a t r a i l  o f  v a r ic o l o u r e d  l ine s b ehind it. The line s 
we r e  v e ry l a rg e , po s s i b ly l a rge r t h an the o b j e c t  i t s e l f  the eye-w i tne s s  
t old u s .  

A t  t h a t  mome nt a no the r ca r w a s  a pJJroach ing f rom the o ppo s ite s id e  
o f  the road , s o  s h e  r e d uce d s pe e d and switched o n  the s id e  l ig ht s. I n  
t h e  a r e a  s he was  d r iv i ng th e re we r e  ho u s e s  and wood s , s he d idn ' t s e e  
th e o b j ect any m o r e ; b u t  whe n  s h e  dro v e  u p  t o  a c le a r i ng she c augh t 
s igh t o f  it ag a i n. She wa s v e ry int e re s te d  in the ob j e c t wh i c h  now 
hov e r e d  mo r e  to the l e f t  a nd t he n  in f r ont o f  he r than th e f i r s t  t ime 
she s po t te d  i t . Sh e d rov e a long and al l th e t ime o bs e rv e d  t he phenom­
enon o f  unknown o r ig i n. She d rov e thr o ugh many v i l lage s  t o  Rad enc i. 
Abov e the  e s t a b l i s hme nt of the  mineral s pr ing "Rad enc i " , the  UFO 
d e sce n d e d v e ry low and i l l um ina te d  the building ligh t green. 

Th e n  t h e  o b j e c t  s ud d enly dim in i s he d  in size, and d e s c end e d  s o  l ow 
s h e  c o u l d n ' t s e e  it  amongs t the t re e s. When she d r ov e  thr o ug h  Radgona 
s h e  s aw the o b j ect among th e ho u s e s , and it was �ro bably rathe r dis t ant. 
But a r r iv ing a t  the . t·u rn i ng in. f r ont of the e stablishme-nt- "Av to radgona" 
the mov ing o b j e ct·wa s v e ry low aga in , a p parent ly larg e r  in s i ze than a 
f u l l  mo o n. Whe n  s he t u rne d t he c o rne r the o b j e c t  was · in f ront o f  he r 
and a t  th a t  mome n t  it wa s po s s i b ly the neare s t.

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According to our on tt\e spot a�preciation of the close encounter, 
the distance between the eye-witness and the object was only about 100 
meters; what classifies this sighting in the category of "close encount­
ers of the first kind'' is embracirig sightings of the UFO being, up to, 
150 meters distance. 

Further on the the object moved for some time parallel with her, 
when the eye-witness came into a valley it rose above the town into the 
hills and again she lost sight of it. Before she reached the }Jetrol 
station she spotted it again, but just for a moment and then lost it 
driving through Radgona. When she reached the hills out of hadgona she 
saw the object again very well, although a little distant, and she thinks 
it was near the turning for Apace. 

Reaching the crossing, she noticed that the object was accompanying 
her going exactly where she went. (How did the UFO know?). From then on 
she observed the object all the time, losing it only for brief moments 
because of the trees and houses around. Shortly after that the object on 
her left, high above, was turning from a letter C shape (she was obser­
ving that for some time) into the form of a letter S and "the small tail" 
began to disappear. The whole thing in its (almost) total form resembled 
a "haze" or a mass of yellow-green colour. On the SIJOt where "the small 
tail" was, there was only a point left. 

During the ride she concentrated on observing the object as far as 
it was possible. Further on she spb'tted it again somewhere above the 
grass looking like an orange-red buOt·ning globe, then an object in the 
form of a yellow-green lunar quarter. Seeing it rather clearly, she 
noticed also it looked like a bobkip. At that moment she became scared 
and p�t on the brakes. The object turned from tl\e left to the right side, 
then vertically to the left and then it started moving upward to the right 
the transversal line on the object thinned, and at the end only a point 
was left, finally, even that disappeared and she didn't see it any more. 
The apparent size of the object would have been bigger than a full moon 
or a grapefruit in a stretched hand (this is the eye-witness's estimate) • . 

The eye-witness has already seen such an object before, (13th Feb. 
1975 was the date she put down). That time she was with her husband and 
they were driving on the road, suddenly a green and orange globe appeared 
and she saw the whole globe, then only the edge of it, and finally it 
seemed as the globe fell behind the houses. The husband stopped the car 

·and drove backwards past the houses and school. There they observed the 
object hovering. Tlley were able to see the dark globe on the 'lunar 
quarter' which they hadn't noticed the first time. It was 8. 15 - 8.30pm. 
They tried to approach the object, but it flew away as they were driving 
through the village. 

It is rather interesting that she had a terrible headache after the 
second sighting (normally she doesn't suffer with headaches), and also 
the car was running rather badly. As she herself says "the car wasn't 
functioning as before the sighting, because something appeared to be 
wrong with the engine''· The next morning they couldn't start the engine 
any more. When the mecltanic checked the engine, he told them that the 
battery was empty. Also the brushes were useless. It should be mentioned 
that the car is old (1970) and actually that might be the cause of the 
i)roblem. 

The second eye-witness is an older teacher from Apace, who also pre­
fers to be unnamed. The same day about the same time, she ace ident.a.lly. 
looked through the window and saw a flat object, that aiJIJeared to her to 
be like two yellow-red saucers facing each other. On the top there was 
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a small cupola or a d ome; behind the object there was a d im tail of the 
same colour . She saw the object only for a few seconds. It flew above 
the church tower and above the tree to�s at a distance of about 100 
meters. This could classify the sighting in the category of night 
lights and not in the category of the "close encounters of the first 
kind�· The oJJject had apparently the shape of a football in a stretched 
hand. 

For a moment her daughter saw the object, but she wasn't too sure 
of i t. 

The first eye-witness encounter seemed to '-belong to the "close 
encounter of the second kind'' because there seemed to have been 
elec t ro-magnetic influences (the empty car battery, disturbances in the 
workings of the car engine), but it would be better to say that all 
these effects might be due to the fact that the car was old and they 
happened by chance. 

The f irst eye-witness also observed the object for a longer time 
and a t  a dis t ance of on ly 100 meters for part of that time. Mostly she 
desc ribes it in the shape of a "lunar quarter" or a sickle; in the 
sickle she noticed a small globe. The fact that the eye-witness saw a 
similar object a few years ago, does not diminish the authenticity of 
the sighting. She had read many books on UFOs and of sightings in our 
country, but her interest in such cases does not prove that she inven­
ted the sto r y . 

During our conversation with the woman, we got to know that she 
has a.few parapsychologic abilities which could be confirmed by a 
reputable para psychol ogist . 

On.the contrary, the second eye-witness never exJ.>erienced anything 
tt1at cou ld reveal her eventually hidden parasychologic abilities nor 
did st1e ever before see or read about similar phenomenon (except news­
paper cases). None of the eye-witnesses can explain the phenomenon and 
has no self opinion about it. 

There seemed that th er e should have been more eye-witnesses; in 
fact there was only these two� althoug h their sighting of the phenone­
nom of unknown origin, which we mark witJl the abbr·eviation UFO, could 
probably be authentic. 

There is only one final question to raise; the difference in des­
crij.J t ion of the object or objects. It is possibJ.e that the eye-witnesres 
observed the very same object from different positions, while its illu­
minating IJO\ver was changing (although not very quickly), and therefore 
it gave diff erent imag es . It is also probable that there could have 
been two object on the same territory and at approximately the same 
time. The latter alternative is less probable but should not be ruled 
out. 

The question: were there really only two eye-witnesses or more who 
saw the object , still remains a m�s-� -�-=--�-·---·------··· · ·--· · · ·· . .  · ·- · ·· · ·

F e b r uary 1 982 a t  3 . 3 0 a . m .  Ap p r o x imate ly 2 m i l e s  s o u th o f  S k i pton on the 
Keigh l e y  Rd . Th ey saw an obj e c t  in the  sky to the We s t  of the i r  po s i t i on 
at approx . one m i l e  d i s tanc e  and a t  an al t i t ud e  of aro und 1 1 00 fe e t . 
(Th i s  c o nc l u s ion r eache d d ue t o  th e h i l l  be ing ap!Jrox . one m i le f rom 
t he ir  p o s i t io n  and 1 000 f e e t  h i gh ) . The  o bj e ct c ons i s t e d  o f  s eve ra l  p u l ­
s i ng r e d  l i g h t s  and was mov ing s l owly f rom N o r th t o  S o ut h . The s pe e d  o f  
th e o b j e c t  wo�ld pr obably be be l ow 5 0  m . p . h . as t hey co uld hav e eas i l y  
hav e e x c e e d e d  it s s pe e d  with th e car . T he y  obs e rv e d t h e  o bj e c t for abo ut 
two m i n u t e s wh en it  s uddenly di d a U t urn and s tarted  t rav e l l ing f rom 
S o u th t o  No rth . T h e y  we re amaz e d  by th i s  manouv re becau s e  the t urning 
circle was s o  t ight  and c o u l d  not hav e be en pe r fo rme d by a no rmal a i r ­
c raft . Th e o f f i c e r s  c on t inued to obs e rv e  th e ob j e c t  for  a f u rt h e r  c o u p l e  
o f  m inu te s whe n i t  apiJe ar e d  t o  s tar� l o s i ng a l t i t ud e  and. we nt o u t  of v iew 
as  it c ame d own ov e r  t h e  d is tant h i l ls . Map Re f .  9 8 3 488 . As a re s u l t  o f  
t h i s  t h ey d e c ided t o  d r ive  t o  t h e  t o p  o f  the h i l l s  in que s t i on to s ee i f  
they c o u ld s e e  the  obj e c t  f rom t hat pos it ion . 

T hey d rov e thr ough t he v i l lag e  of Car l e ton , a l ong t h e  C a r l e t on t o  
Co lne r o a d  wh ic h r uns ov e r  t he m o o r . On r each ing th e mo or  to p they made 
a le f t  turn o nt o  t he Car le t on to T oth e r s dale road and s tar t e d  t o  t rav e l  
S o u t h towa r d s  t he area whe r e  t h e  o bj e c t  was las t s e en . The o f f ic e r s  
t rav e.l le d  i n  th i s  d i r e c t i on fo r approx 1 � m i l es  and we re  c l imb ing to the 
b row of a h i l l , Map re f .  9 6447S . As they came ov e r  t he brow o f  the h i l l  
they we re s u d d e n l y  c onf ronted With a b r ig h t  wh i t e  l ight coming d i re c t ly 
at them- at a fas t s pe e d . T h e  obj e c t was abo ut the s i z e  o f  a g o lf bal l  
h e l d  a t  a rm s  l eng th b u t  g r ow ing large r a s  i t  appr oa c h e d . The o bj e c t was 
v e r y  l ow and br igh t and d i s c  s haped and be cau s e  i t  took t hem so  much by 
s u r p r i s e.and was so c l o s e  t hey imnted iat e ly swi t c h e d  the v eh ic le l igh t s  
o f f  and rev e r s e d  t h e  c a r  back d own th e brow o f  t h e  h i l l  s to p p irig app rox . 
SO ya r d s  be l ow the brow . T h e  o b j e c t  was e x pe c t e d  t o  appe a r  o v e r · them at 
any m inute , b u t  it d id no t c ome . The next th ing they saw , was the  obj e c t  
h a d  c hange d  d i r e c t ion and t h e y  c o u l d  j us t  s e e  t h e  t i p o f  it abov e a d ry 
s t o ne wal l  as  i t  now m ov e d  f r om Eas t  t o  We s t  at a v e ry s l ow s pe ed and 

'the n d i sappea r e d  o ut o f  s ight . T h e  o f f i c e r s  wa ited  fo r a!Jp rox . fiv e 
m in u t e s and then d rove t o  the br ow o f  the  h i l l again , without  l igh t s , b ut 
t h e  obje c t  had gone . 

T h e  t ime wa s now 4a . m .  and t h e  weathe r  was d ry and c o ld but  no t 
f re ez ing . T h e  s ky wa s c l o udy w i th c l o ud s  not m o r e  t han 1 00 f e e t  abov e 
t h e i r  h ead s a t  the to}J o f  the h i l l .  The  ob j e c t  was be low t h e  c l o ud s . 
T h e r e  was v e ry l i t t l e  w i nd and c ond i t i ons on the  h i l l  we re  p l e asant . I t  
was v e ry da r k  at the t ov o f  the h i l l  with no art if ic ial l ight s o u r c e  with­
in o ne m i l e  a nd the r e  was no mo on v i s ib l e . T h e  ob j e c t  was no t a r e f l e c t­
i on o f  the i r  head l ig h t s  as i t  was s t i l l  v is ib l e  a f t e r the l ights  had been 
t u rne d o f f . T h e re we re  no other v e h i c l e s  anywhe r e in t h e  v ic inity as  
th e y c o u l d see  for  a c on s id e r�ble d i stance f rom the i r  po s i t i on . 

T h rough o u t  the incident the  car eng ine was r unn ing with o ut any 
e ffe c t  f rom the obj e c t . No s o und was heard f rom th e o b j e c t  abov e the car 
eng i ne . 

As.they carne ov e r  the  h i l l  they e s t imat e d  tha t ttle obj e c t  was app rox . 
1 0  d e g re e s  f r om the i r  po s i t ion . I t  was b r ight wh i t e  in c o l o ur and c i r c u-
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l a r  and di f f us e d  a r o und the edge . 

The two o f fi c e r s  bo th f o und t h i s  a f r ighten i ng ex}Je r ienc e .

At 3 . 20 a . m .  on a T h u r s day in J an uary 1 9 7 8  two po l ic e  o ffice r s  we re  
on d u ty in Ski�t on No r t h  Yo rk s h ire,  on r o utine nig h t  pat ro l when they 
had o c casion to d riv e to  t he vil l ag e  o f  C ono n l e y  wh ic h i s  s i t uated s ome 
f o u r  mi l e  S o u th o f  Skipton . At t he time the weath e r  was f ine and d ry ,  · 

v i s i bi lity wa s v e ry go o d , with no c lo ud and the s ta r s  we re  s h ining . I t  
was c old b u t  not f r e e zing . T h e re was no moon � i s i b l e . 

T he o f fice r s  d ro v e  S o u th t owa r d s  the l o cat ion , and when s ome three  
mi l e s S o uth of  Sk i pton they t u rned o f f  the  main A62 9  t runk r oad into an 
unlit c o unt ry l a n e l eading into the v i l lage of C ononl e y . The road and 
s u r r o u n d s  we re v e ry dark w i th the h i l l s  in the backg ro und s i lh o ue t t e d  
agains t t h e  winter sky . T he only i l l um inat ion at t h i s t ime was f rom 
the he ad ligh t s  of the po lic e car . 

A s  they d r ov e a long the  r oad t hey s ud d enly be came aware o f  a v e ry 
b r igh t ligh t in the sky moving f rom t he i r  r ight toward s them . The 
lig h t  was  approx. 1 00 fe e t  abov e the g r o und and was c i r c u l a r . The 
o f f ic e r s  had by this time s to pped t he i r  car t u rned o ff t he eng ine and 
ligttt s and s t o od o u t sid e the i r  v e h i c l e  in o r d e r  t o  g e t  a be t t e r  v iew o f  
the  o b j e c t . 

T he obje c t  was g r owing in s i ze  by th e s e c ond as i t  a p p roache d , and 
was moving no fas t e r  than 40 m . p . h .  and a ppeared to be c hang ing s hape 
as it was abo u t  to pas s ove r t he t o p of t he two o f f ic e r s  and appeared 
large r than two b u s e s  end t o  end . T h e  s hape o f  the o b j ec t  was by now 
c l ear and a�pear e d  s a u c e r  s haped w it h  a ra i s e d  s e c t i on on to p along 
which r a n  a l o ng row o f  da rkened po rtho le s f o r  it s f u l l  l eng th . Abov e  
this wa s a s light ly r a i s e d  d ome . A s  the  o b j e c t  vas s ed ov e r  t h e  to p o f  
t h e  o f fic e r s , i t s  und e r side be cam e  ve ry c l e a r . 

At the bo t t om was a s hal low skirt  with  nume ro u s  sma l l  red , g r e en , 
white and b l u e lig h t s  ro tating a r o und t h e  c i rc umfe rence of the o b j e c t . 
T his g ave the  e f f e c t  a s s o ciat e d w i t h  mov ing neon s igns . The  who l e  
mac hine w a s  g l owing witlt a n  incand e s c en t  wh i t e  l ig h t  and und e r  the 
und e r side wer e  t h r ee la rge bal l s hape d o b j e cts wh i c h  we re s pac ed evenly 
aro und the pe rime t e r . T h e re was no s o und f rom the  o b j e c t . 

A s  it m ov e d  to  the f a r  l e f t  o f  t h e  o ff i c e r s , it s to p p e d  and hov e re d  
f o r  a s h o r t  time ove r the d i s tant h i l l s id e  and t h e n  avpe a re d  to land in 
the vicinity of a p lant a tion o f  t re e s.. The o f f ic e rs re t u rned to their 
v ehic l e  and d rov e  ont o  the h i l l to ps in the area wh e r e  the o b j e c t  
a p peared t o  hav e land e d  b u t  we r e  unab l e  to  f ind it . 

L e e d s/Brad f o rd air}Jo r t  we re c ontac ted and s t a t e d  that no air c raft 
we r e  f lying and no radar wa s o pe rat ing as  they had c lo s e d  f o r  t he nigh t . 
Man c he s t e r  air po r t  was  c ontac t e d  and t he y  s tat e d  tllat they had no air­
Gra f t  in  the a r e a  and no r�dar c onta_�t s Q�t w�r�_ �hab le _ t o  c ov e r  _at . .

Th e witness first sighted: the UFO moving towards him from the 
right . The descriiJtion given, is one of a very bright light. The ob­
ject wis approx. 100ft. above the ground. 

As the object moved closer it was growing in size. The second 
observation o_f the object was that it had slightly tilted, towards the 

witn ess . �rom this an gle the UFO would alJpear to be oval. 

After the object had ·comiJleted it ' s manoeuvre, the object the n was 
described as cigar sha!Jed. 

The UFO was then directly above the witn ess. Height apvrox. 100ft. 
After tilting away from the witn ess the object then straightened. 

F rorn this point the witness observed, that around the circumfer­
ence the lights seemed to be r otating. He is n ot sure if the lights 
were revolving in or out of the base of the· UFO.

Weather; Quite clear, although thin clouds observed. 

At approximately 01. 1 9  four people o bserved a strange oval light 
travelling towards Skipton, N .  Yorkshire. Although exact location can 
only be determined by a future visit to the area, the map ref. given is 
thought to be around the area of maximum visual distance. Four peovle 
had pulled into a very dark lay-by. The t em�erature was quite co ld, and 
t hree of them d ecided to stay in t he car. The fourth person was· outside 
the car and observing the nig ht sky, Orion was clearly visible and just 
above th e horizon. 

The actual lay-by is set deep into lonely hills and away from any 
small t owns or villages. The principal o bserver then noted what at 
first he t hought to be an approaching pla ne. However, after noting the 
very slow and at times jerky motion he called t o  the three �ersons still 
having refreshments in the vehicle. All four persons were nCM' observing 
t he object. The first witness described the o bject as a flattened ball 
of cream co loured light and at times the light would fall inwardly and 
appear to be vanishing. The UFOs motion was unsteady but kept to what 
appeared to be a steady course. The light from the object gave the im­
pression that it was unreal. A n�llow light was how the witness descri­
bed it . The object was quite low, pro ba bly aro und 30' above the ground. 
No s ound was heard by any of the witnesses and all are quite sure that 
what they obse-rve-d was no aircraft. · The--s-i-ze-o-f the ·o bj ect-- is d-if-ficul-t 
to determine, in d e ed all witnesses involved would rather not guess at 
the answer. 

Th e IJroblem here is, that unless the witnesses know the distance 
betwee� themselves and the o bject th ey would rather not hazard a guess. 
However· the two male witnesses e.stimate the distance between themselves 
and th e. UFO to be 2-3 miles. Total time the UFO was visible was approx. 
40- 60 s·econds. The estimated speed was said to be around 100 m.p.h. 
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a lth o ugh o ne m ust remember the d i ffi c u l ty in  es t imat ing s p e e d . At a rm s  
l e ng th t h e  o b j e c t  wou ld b e  jus t l arge r  th an a pe a .  After o b s e rvi ng t he 
o b j e c t  e nt e r i ng l ig ht c lo u d , th e wi t ne s s e s  a re undec i d e d  whe the r th e 
UFO wa s u no b s e rv a bl e  be c a u se of the cl o ud s  o r  that th e UFO j u s t  
" d i s a ppe a r e du .  

T he w i t ness e s  s t ayed  i n  the are a fo r ano th e r  o ne ho ur  and no t ic e d  
a r o und n i n e  a i r c raft a l l o f  wh ic h we re  t o tal l y  d iffe rent f ro m  th e 
s t r an g e  l ig h t .

W e  wer e  o ut i n  the c o u n t r y  a bo ut 7 km nor th e a s t  o f  Swazi l and ' s  
sma l l  c a p i t a l t own of Mb a b an e . On c l ea r n i ght s ,  the p l ahe t s  and  s ta r s  
a r e pa rt i c u l a r l y  b r i gh t  d ue t o  t he a b s e n c e  o f  s t re e t  l ig h t s  an d po l l u­
t i o n. As we a r e  i n t e r e s te d  i n  a s t r o nomy , we h av e  ofte n o b s e rved s ate l ­
l ig h t s  a nd m a ny f a l l ing m e te o r s  ov e r  t h e  s ev e n  y ear s w e  hav e l ive d i n  
t he c o u n t ry • 

. O n  Apr i l  30 t h  a t  a bo u t  8 . 2 S p . m . we we r e  a b o u t  t o  g e t  i nto a c a r  t o  
g o  t o  the  c i nem a in M b a b a n e . The s ky wa s c l e a r  w i th no c lo ud s , but  the r e  
w a s  a v e ry s l ight  t inge o f  f ihe h aze d u e  t o  an a p p r o a c h in g  we a th e r  f ror1t . 
The r e  wa s a h a lf moon t o  th e rio r t h . We we r e  o pe n ing t h e  c a r  d oo r s  (no 
l igh t s  we re  o n  a s  we c o u l d e a s i ly s e e· by t h e  l igh t o f  the m o o n) whe n a 
f l a s h i ng g l ow was c a s t  o n  o u r  ha nd s . R i c  wa s l o o k i ng · d own a t  the t ime 
a nd c o u l d s e e  h i s  s h ad ow o n  the  g ro und , the g l ow ove r pow e r i ng that  of 
the mo o n . We wo uld  th e r e f or e  e s t ima te that the b r igh tne s s  o f · t h i s  g l ow 
o n  the g r o un d  wo u l d  b e  a b o ut e q u a l  to t ha t  o f  a f u l l  moo n ,  mag n i t u d e  - 1 2 
o r  s o . We t h e n l o o ke d  u p  i n  t h e  s ky t o  see  a n  eme rge n c y  d i s t re s s  f l a re . 
I t  l i t  up t h e  who l e  c o u n t r y s id e . Although t he re wa s no  s o und f r om the 
m ov i ng o b j e c t  i t s e l f , d o g s  we re b a r k i ng a nd s ome pe o p le in t he d i s tanc e  
we r e  w h i s t l i ng and s h o ut ing . 

We h a d  t h e  d i s t in c t  imp re s s i o n  tha t i t  wa s a s o l id o b j e c t ;  a l umi­
nous " f i re f l yn g re e n  c o lo u r  s ur r o u n ded by an o r ang e  g l ow .  T he o r ang e  
c o lo u r i ng wa s a l s o s t r e ak i ng o u t  beh ind the  o b j e c t  fo r a s h o r t d is tanc e . 
Th e g re e n  po rt ion  was  " b l i nk ing" l ight e r  the n d imme r ( in r a t i o  o f  a b o u t  
10: 1 ) a t  r o ug h l y  one  s e c o nd i n t e rv a l s . T h i s  v a r i a t i o n  s eeme d , a t  th e 
t ime , to  be c a u s e d  by an " o b lo ng "  shaped  o b j e c t  twis t ing o r  t umbl ing a s  
i t  wa s fa l l i ng .

o the r  pe o p l e  and w r o t e  up a s ho rt a rt i c le f or t h e  loc a l  newspap e r . It 
ev e nt u a l ly g o t  o nt o  Swazi t e l e v i s io n  n ews and s om e  pe o p le s t arted  te le ­
pho n i ng u s  to  s ay they had a l s o  s e e n  i t . W e  took no t e s  on  the ir  de s c r i p ­
t io n s . W e  then  beg an to  wo nde r t h a t  i f  the o b j e c t was s o  b r ight , pe rbaps  
i t  was  a l s o  c l o se . Whe n some phone c al l s  we re re c e iv e d  d e s c r i b ing 
t e r r if i c a l ly l o ud no i s e s  p lus s t ro ng s me l l s  l a s t i ng f o r  d ay s , we tho ught 
pe r h aps i t  l an d e d  somewh e r e  i n  Swazil a nd . T h is. got  our  i nte re s t  u p  aga i n  
a n d  w e  i n te rv i ewed in p e r s o n  s om e  o f  t h e  p e o p l e  who t e l e pho n e d  in .

The fo ur l iv i r� c re­
ature s " h a d  the l i kene s s  of a m a n " / 1 : 5/ as  th ey r e s emble mo re  me n tha n  
a n im a l s . 

Eze k i e l  d e s c r i b e s  a s c u l pt u ra l  co mpo s iti o n  c on s i sting o f  th e fo ur 
l iv i ng c re a t u re s , the " f i rm ame nt" " th e  l ik e ne s s  of a thr o n e " /  1 : 26/ a nd 
" the l ike n e s s a s  the appe a ra n c e  o f  a m a n "/ 1 : 2 6/ . I n  Fig·. 1 0  s uch a 
c o m po s i t i o n  i s  re co n s t r u cte d by the autho r o f  th i s  art i c le . T h e  Me s o ­
potam ian  e le ments o f  the E ze k i e l  tex t  c ont a i n  a d e s c r ipt io n o f  s uc h  a 
c ompo s i t io n  in  th r e e  d im e n s i o na l .

ac tually a r tis tic r e p re s e ntat ions  of UFOs . L a te r Eze k i e l i ntr odu ced 
us in the Je rus a l em temp l e, whe re we m e e t  a r t i s t ic repr e s e nt a t io n s  o f  
the s ame UFOs - tho s e  a re c he rubirns , a s  they have human fa c e s  and a re 
s imil a r  t o  our living c re a tures , e s ve c i a l ly the one  with  hum a n  le g s  
wh o s e  SIJe cia l name i s'"c h e rub" a s  it is qui t e  che rub - l ike i . e .  hum an­
like .

Crater density studies o f  the s mall ,  icy Saturn satellites Rhea, Dione, 
Ml mas, and Tethys reveal i mpo rtant nonunifo rmities in c rater dis­
tribution and age. The ano malies are so la rge that ast ro no m e rs have 
concluded that these o bj ects must h.ave undergone consid e rable evo­
lution aft er they were fo rmed by accretion (the cu rrently accepted 
mode of fo rmation) . Unfortunately, these four satellites are so s mall 
that they could not acco lllC?date any reasonable ene rgy source capable 
o f  causing the observed c rusta! evolutio n. The autho rs suggest strong 
local concentrations of rad ioactive heat generato rs rather than uni­
fo rmly d i st ri buted radiogenic substance s ,  such as those that helped 
mould the ea rth ' s  su rface .
