showing that !! is proportional to the volume integral of the curl of 
the rate of change of E with an attenuating factor r. This formula is 
due to w. Gibbs the American physicist. This appears like, and is, a 
statement to the effect that B is the result of a reaction to a changing 
E. There is strong evidence relating c to the rate of expansion of the 
Universe in many cosmologies, thus the reaction is attenuated by (1/c) 
and this appears natural. A smaller c would lead to a larger !L!_ 

But what of a point isolated from the rest of the Universe by some 
means? the 'reaction' theory would then entail that the sum or integral 
is then not over all space, is a finite volume integral, B is then 
correspondingly smaller. There "is not any known empirically verified way 
of inducing this localisation however. 

After looking briefly at the relation between B and E, we must con­
sider 'time'. Time is never directly measured; most clocks involve some­
thing moving at 'constant' linear or angular velocity over a path 
delineated by constant spacial intervals. 'Accurate' clocks keep vace 
with the movement of the earth or some better international standard. 
But 'time' is not actually measured; equal distances are divided by a 
constant velocity. Time is a concept that has been invented for utility 
and simplicity in our descriptions of the world. We cannot show that 
anything like 'time' exists. Change does exist, certainly. Since time 
(continuously 'flowing') is evidently ad hoc, we must try to deal with 
'ch�e' and not time. Atomic vhysicists commonly use a .unit of time of 
1 0 - of a second. We can derive it like this: there is a large 'dimen­
sionless' number that occurs frequently in physics (dimensionless in this 
context means unchanged by change of mass length or time units) noted by 
P . A . M. Dirac this is 1 040• When we divide the �adius of the Universe 
by this factor we obtain 2 x 1 0 - 1 4 of a metre, the size of elemeutary 
particles; on dividing this small number by the velocity of light we 
obtain a time of 6 x 1 o-23 seconds. Physicists say it often is not sig­
nificant to consider smaller times than this. We can therefore imagine 
that the Universe 'updates' at time intervals of this order. 

Let us now think about 'change'. Imagine a locale at state A (all 
the atoms and particles and fields have a certain (unmeasurable) state); 
the interactions by which change occurs propagate at the speed of light 
from each point at state A and form a spherical shell about each point df 
radius dn where dn is 1 0  -23 x c. By the four interactions, nuclear, 
weak, electromagnetic, gravitation (and· others presumably) state B comes 
about (with a slight probabalistic element). Beyond our range dn no 
change can occur. For a sufficiently small locale we need only consider 
our distance dn and c; and we can theoretically work out our update of 
the Universe in our locale on this basis. Time did not need to figure in 
our model, just.dn and c. Of course we have a very strong habit of think­
ing in terms of time and treat c as a secondary quantity. If 'c' was 
primary,'t' would be derived. From a modern point of view at each state 
the whole Universe does not possess a time, time is well-defined only in 
a local sense. (When we mea.sure 'time' relative to the big bang we find 
that due to the slowing effect of gravitational fields our Earth is more 
than 1 0 , 000 years in the past relative to intergalactic space; but what 
does this mean?).

The recent excellent book by Dr. Hynek 'The Hynek UFO Report' pub­

lished by Sphere, provides evidence to support the 'hardware' hypothesis 
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of UFO nature. From many sources one may briefly quote the following 
close encounter cases where cars stalled or were effected at the time of 
the sighting; Cochrane, Wis. (3/4/68), Methuen, Mass. (20/1/67). 
Ephrate (21/4/67), Loch Raven Dam, Del. (26/10/58), Levelland, Texas 
( 2/11/57), Elk Grove ( 4/11/57). These are six cases among many. In some 
cases car batteries have been permanently affected. Power leakage is 
one possibility that would explain these symptoms. Let us hypothesize 
what might cause these physical effects: a current in a conductor has an 
unusual form; the electrons have no individua'lity and perform�a gestalt 
wave or sea motion that has one form throughout.the conductor. As shown 
in the example of a tunnel diode at a sharp boundary the probability of 
encountering 'electronness' does fall immediately to zero at the edge· of 
a conductor but extends a little way beyond the metal. 

The sim�le form of this law at the boundary2is given by 

Phi (x) = A  exp (-2� (mc/�). m is mass, and� is Planck's constant 
divided by twice pi. 

A very rapid exponential decay. 
(Controlling this behaviour of the quantum wave. for the electron would 
enable the coupling of physically disconnected conductors electronically, 
so that a current would flow out of one conductor .and into another 
separate from it.). 

Another aspect mentioned here is the hypothesis of what quantum 
waves are waves in. The great physicist Louis de Broglie4hypothesized 
in 1970 that quantum waves are waves of variable rest mass, so that the 
rest (or stationary) mass varies in the electron wave from point to point 
and from time to time. 

How then can the presence of a UFO cause electrical systems to mis­
behave?. Suppose we assume that a change in a paramete� in the equation 
above causes the problem. It could be m, or c, or �. If the battery or 
the ignition coil is adversely affected then m or c must decrease, or� 
must get larger; this would spread each filament current in the coil into 
adjacent filaments that are normally insulated from it, perhaps in a very 
extreme case the battery would short out on the metal case or chassis as 
the electron fields spread and merged. Most likely disturbances are in 
the fine wires of the ignition coil whose impedance would decrease, �er­
haps markedly. A vast 'increase in h would affect the light emit�d by 
local objects very markedly, it would be reddened. A change in m would. 
have a slight reddening effect when it decreased, a change in c would 
produce a shift to the blue in local objects, and a blue sky would tint 
purple. In some cases a change in hue of the sky and nearby objects 
have been observed. 

The most interesting of these alternative hypotheses is the change 
(local) in the value of c, because this would affect the operating of 
causality; change would slow, and local phenomena would move 'into a 
separate Universe' in a similar sense to the puta�ive survivors of a 
rotating black-hole journey. 

Purely as hypothesis this is the neatest hypothesis, because it can 
place the home of the UFOnauts in another Universe, not another far place. 
'Im�ossible' atmospheric velocities by UFOs can then be explained as 
artefactual effects due to this modification of c near the UFO. Disappear­
ances are also explained. And colour changes can be suspected.

N o  o ne s e ems t o  know who th i s  f a rme r i s  - and we h ave  h e a r d  th at he 
h a s  b e e n  to l d  ( pre s um a b l y  by se cur ity pe o ple a t  the a i r  ba s e )  to s ay no­
th ing abo ut the incid e n t . W e  h av e  a l s o  be e n  unab le to  t ra c e  t he ma n who 
t o l d  t h i s  s to ry t o  the Fo r e s t ry Comm i s s i o n  emp l oy e e .  

Ano t he r  fo r e s t ry wo rke r to ld  us that t he h us b and of h i s  w ife's 
fr i e nd had a l s o  s e en a UFO on t he n ight of D ecember'2 9 th and th at h i s  
acco u n t  t ie d  in w i t h  tha t o f  t h e  o t h e r  w i tne�s e s . He then showed u s  o n  
a m a p  e x a c tly whe r e  the inc ide n t  w a s  s uppo s e d  to ha v e  h a p pe ned . H i s  men 
h ad b e e n r igh t th r o ugh th a t  pa r t  of the fo r e s t  but h ad seen noth ing un­
t oward.  It is wo rth no t ing tha t s ince the incid ent tr e e - f e l l ing has 
t ak en p l ace in t h at �a r t  of the fo re s t .

v i ewe d F o re s t ry Comm i s s io n  wo rke r s . T he p e o pl e a t  the f a rm s a id that 
they had he a rd th at some th ing had h ap pe n ed on th at n ight at the a i r  ba se  
bomb d i s po s a l  s ite which i s  n owhe re ne a r  t he s i te po inted o ut to u s  by 
the F o r e s t ry C ornm i s s.ion r e pr e s e n t a t iv e . N o  o n e  in t he ot he r ho us e s  we 
cal l ed at knew anyth ing . 

I am s t i l l  inve s t ig a t ing t hi s  r e p o r t . With a l l  t he i n fo rmat ion 
g l e ane d s o  f a r , t he acco unt of  the l and ing/CE 3 , a pp e a r s to  be as  fo l l ows :

At  t h e  s ame t ime he 
he a r d  a l o ud no i s e u n l ike that of any a i rcr a f t  ( l iv i ng ne x t  to an o pe r ­
a t io n al a i r - b a s e  h e  i s  v e ry f am i l i a r  w i th the ir  s o und s ) . He con t acted 
R . A . F .  Wo o d b r idge/ Be n twate r who s e n t  o ut s e cur i ty me n t o  inv e s t ig a te. 
T he fa rme r t he n  became awa r e  o f · an o bje ct , se eming ly in s om� so r t  o f  
t ro ub l e , hov e r ing ov e r  the f o r e s t .  When the s e c ur i ty me n a rr iv e d  th ey 
t o o  s aw the o bject and co n t acted t he b a s e  who t hen s e n t  o ut mo re pe r s o n ­
ne l . B y  th i s  t ime t h e  o bject h ad l ande d a n d  t hr e e  " e nt i t ie s "  s u r round e d  
b y  a wh i te g low we re s e e n  f l o a t i ng a ro und t h e  " cr a f t "  wh i c h  s to od on 
th re e le g s  s ome 30 f t  a p ar t . T he " e n t it i e s "  ap pe a red to be d o ing s ome ­
th ing to t he i r  cr a ft . I t  i s  s a i d  t h a t  s ome s o r t o f  communic a t i on t ook 
p l ace be twe e n  t he b a s e  pe r s o nn e l  and the " enti t ie s "  a nd t ha t  t he forme r  
we r e  ins t r ucted t o  l e av e the ir we apons b e h ind and a s s i s t w i th the d amaged 
cr. a f t  ( o ne  r e p o r t  s ugge s t s  t h at t he cr a f t  wa s ,  in fact , remov e d  to th e 
a i r  b a se ) . A m e mb e r  o f  t he p u b l ic wi tne s sed a l l t h i s  act iv ity and w ha t  
h e  s ay s  t ie s  in  w i t h  r e po rts f rom othe r w i t n e s s e s . T h e  inc id e n t  l a s te d  
abo ut f o ur ho u r s. We  h av e  a l s o  b e e n  to ld th at d u r i ng t h i s  pe r io d  the r e  
we r e  powe r f a i l ur e s in  the a re a . B eca u s e  o f  th e invo lv emen t o f  the 
B r i t i s h  gov e r nme n t , a l l o f  the witne s s e s  who i n i t i a l ly co n t acte d u s  ( s ome 
a i r b a s e  �e r s o nne l )  now r e f us e  to d i s cus s the _ matte r. One w i t ne s s  ac t u ­
a l ly d e nie s a ny knowl e dge o f  t h e  incid ent . W i tn e s s e s  s ay t h a t  they hav e 
be e n  t o l d t o  ke e p  q u i e t a nd they f e a r  f o r t he se c ur i ty o f  the i r  jo b s  i f  
they d o  n o t . I kn ow o ne o f  t he w i tne s s e s  pe r s o n a l ly and can vo uch for  
his  ho n e s ty - b u t  even h e  r e f u s e s  to t a lk abo u t  t he mat te r . For  o bv i o u s  
r e a s on s  I h ave  n o t  rev e a le d  the n ame s o f  any w itne s s e s .  

On Fe b r uary 1 8 th ,  1 98 1  B re n d a  B ut le r  t e l e pho ne d the M i n i s try o f  
D e fe nce abo ut th i s  i nc id e n t  and l a t e r w r o t e  t o  them . The M in i s t ry 
d e n i e d  al l knowl edge o f  the s ubject and s a i d  that they had no i n f o rma ­
t i o n  to g ive .
