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EDITORIAL 

S ince the last edi t ion , a number  of interesting sightings have come t hrough. 
We  have just rec e ived some exciting pictures of  a brilliant illuminated object 
taken by chance on the night of the total eclipse of the moon , October 1 7th 1 986 . 
The witness was busy photographing the eclipse when , at 7..20 p . m  a brilliant 
light object approached. He first thought it was an aircraft landing light , but 
it came very bright and�peared as the side view of an airship.  He then took 2 
photographs realising this was unusual; the first , as the obj ect approached from 
the east and the second as i t  moved away to the south-east . The whole incident 
was about 10 seconds in duration. Part of the photograph is reproduced below 
showing the object in relationship to  the eclipsed moon. Thanks are due to 
Kathleen Waldron,  our north West investigator for obtaining the report and 
photographs. · The location of the sighting was ThelWtll , Cheshire . Investigation 
is continuing. 

Earl ier this y�ar a major UFO interception took place over Brazilian airspace. 
Front line fighters were scrambled when many UFOs were picked up on radar . 
Although the incident was poorly reported in the U.K we have obtained a series 
of newspaper articles from Brazil and have a detailed report on the translated 
material on page 2 

Other mysteries have also been coming to our attention. On Sunday November 9th 
an explosion was reported near the village of  Aynho , Oxon following two indepen­
de nt reports of  an aircraft falling rapidly. Firemen rushed to the scene but 
after  searching !or three hours absolutely nothing could be found. The nearby 
base of Upper Heyford also reported no knowledge o f  the incident . A possible 
UFO has there fore been suggested , and Contact have assisted the local press in 
the case . Locals , think the area is a possible UFO attraction as ley-lines 
inteiS.ect there and aliens known as "ginger-bread Men" were claimed to have 
appeared there in 1967. 

When a team from Contac t went on a sky-watch to the Rollright S tones , Chipping 
Norton, Oxon on a July Saturday , the front wheels of their car were found to 
have overheated on arriving at the Stone Circle . No reason for this could be 
found as the braking and suspension systems appeared perfectly normal . Later 
on the rear boot Of the car mysteriously opened on its own accord although it 
had been s.a:;u.rely locked whilst parked by the S tone Circle . 

No UFOs - but perhaps mysterious happenings due to the magnetic fie lds in the 
area? 

Things seem to be happening so keep your eyes peeled!

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Jii' BHAZILIAN UFO'S INTERCEPTION 

(EDITOR - There were some very small newspaper reports in the UK of a major UFO 
invasion of Brazilian air-space on the night of 19-20th Kay 1986, 't.'hich resulted 

·in the scrambling of front-line fighters. Following enquiries by Data Research, 
a much larger amount of information had been forwarded direct from Brazil 
indicating this really was a major UFO event. Our former Chairman, Fred Passey, 
has spent some time in translating the reports into English and grateful thanks 
are due to him. We have selected a number of these reports from the 14 
clippings received, which give the best description of the events. There are 
some variations in the content as may be expected from press reports in 
different newspapers.) 

AIRCRAFT OF THE BRAZILIAN AIR FORCE PURSUE UFO'S AND END UP BEING PURSuf;D. 

Pursuit was on the night of Monday and were recorded at several parts of the 
country by the radars of CINDACTA. 

In a relaxation of attitude in Brazilian history, the Hinister for Air, BrigaC.ier 
Octavio Xoreira Lima, disclosed yesterday that four jet fighters of the FAB 
(Forca Aerea Brasileira - the Brazilian Air Force) attempted to intercept last 
Monday night more than 20 UFO's which were flying over the cities of Sao ?aula, 
San Jose dos Campos and Rio de Janeiro. 

Before making an official report to journalists, Brig. Lima told ?resident Jose 
Sarney that, at 8 p.m on Monday Night, on detecting on their radar screens the 
presence of UFO's the Centre for Aerial Defence and Control of Aerial Traffic 
(CINDACTA) sounded its alarm for action stations. The circumstances warranted 
the implementation of its emergency scheme. 

Five minutes later, the four jets - 2 Xirage's and 2 F.5's - took off from the 
Air Force bases of Anapolis and Santa Cruz, the last-named being in the centre of 
Rio de Janeiro. The pilots' instructions were all identical: to find, identify 
and intercept the objects, described by Brig. Lima as "points of multi-coloured 
lights". 

At their altitude, the UFO's were already saturating the radar screens of 
CINDACTA and the aerial defence system at Sao Paulo. One of the F.5's was, 
according to the Air Minister, surrounded by 13 quite intense points of light, 
seven being on one side, and six on the other. The pilot managed to get one of 
the UFO's on his radar, but could not identify it. 

Pursuit. 

"For several minutes ", said Brig. Lima, "the situation was confused." Ordered 
to pursue, the Air Force jets found themselves being pursued by the UFOs. In 
the same way that they had appeared the UFOs disappeared. "Technically speaking 
there is no explanation," the l·1inister admitted. 

According to what was told to the President, the base radars were only 
programmed to detect 3 types of echo: metallic objects, solid surfaces, and heavy 
clouds. This las·t was rejected by Brig. Lima who said "Over all three cities, 
the skies were absolutely clear." 
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The Ministe r wi ll rece ive today written reports f-rom the four pilots  who flew 
on Monday . Afte r studying the reports he will despatch them to the Air 
Mi nistry, 'tlhich will make the closest study of  them. "We have nothing to hide. 
Eve rything will be disc losed to t he Press," promised the Brigadier. 

Following Brigad i e r  Lima' s report, President Sarney was not worried .  "He (the 
Pre sident) acted just like some-one curious would act" said the Minister, who 
had ·already had talks with the President on the subject Tue sday night at a 
dinne r given in h onour of the President o f  El Salvador at I tamarati.  

Relaxed Attitude .  , 

This was the first time in Braz il  that an Authority at Ministerial leve l had 
officially admitted the existence of UFO's• Topics of  this nature, normally 
controve rsial are kept under wraps, and when they come 'to the notice of the 
public, the source of any informat ion is always a junior official . 

There is only one·pre ce dent: Governor Getulio Vargas accepted in an official 
memorandum the authentic ity of the photographs of a discoid object taken from 
on board the· Navy Training Ship "Admiral Saldanha" above the Island of 
Trinidad in the south of the country - (obviously NOT Trinidad, BW . I .  � Tr . )  
an object se en by the whole crew . 

Yesterday, Brig. Lima not only confirmed the pursuit of the UFO's but admitted 
that the re are, i n  his M inistry's files, records of similar occurrenc es.  "UFOs 
have already appe ared before in Brazil, b�t never in these numbers." 

Proudly the Air  Mi nister emphasised that the air defence system functioned 
effic iently . "We have pilot s  ready to take off in five minutes in any situation 
whe�e hostil� airc raft are identified in our air space," he said, quoting the 
following example: · "In 1982 during the Falklands war, two Mirage jets forced a 
Cub an aeroplane to  land in Brazil." But this time, it  i8 clear, the situation 
was d i f ferent: the jets  were scrambled, they did everything that had to be done 

but the hunte rs became the hunted . 

OZIRES' STRANGE MISSION 

A few hours afte r rece iving an instruction from the President of the Republic 
to reconno itre the are a of Pe trobras by land and sea, Col. Ozires S i lva was 
entrusted with another, almost impossible mission, which he accomplished with 
moderate boldne ss and whetted curiosity; at a height o f  2000m. piloting a 
Xingu, he chased 3 UFO's for 30 minutes, tried to get near them, but did not 
succe ed  because they changed their positions so rapidly. 

Col. Silva was due to arrive at Sao Jose dos Campos (St .  Joseph in the Fields) 
at 9 p.m on Monday flying from Brasilia where he had been in conference with 
President Jose Sarney and Air Minister Brigadier Octavio Moreira'Lima. The 
pilot of. an aircraft, : Alc ir  Pereira da Silva who for the past six years has 
b e en working in Embraer, was in contact with the air control tower . of a loc al 
airport, and had already commenced landing procedure, having descended 
through c loud from 6000 to 2000m . ,  when he was advised that three unident ified 
obje cts in  formati on were in his air space. 

The three  obj e cts were appearing clear and distinc t on the radar screens of 
the Centre for Aerial Defence and Control of Aerial Traffic  (CINDACTA) both in 
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Brasilia and Rio de Janeiro, and were not transmitting any radio identification 
signals. 

"One hears so much about UFO's, but I have never seen one, and would like to 
meet up with one as closely as possible" observed Col. Silva. 

Immediately pilot da Silva aborted his landing and informed control that he 
would try to follow the objects. "There were at least two of them in the air, " 
he said, "There were two reddish lights, very bright, and quite different from 
stars or aircraft, changing position rapidly without leaving any trace; they 
simply disappeared in one place, and re-appeared in another." 

Whenever they succeeded in getting close to the origin of the lights, and 
although it was quite a clear night, they were unable to get the slightest idea 
of where an object might be. "Sao Paulo control adviged us at times that the 
objects were right behind us, but when we made an 18o turn in the direction 
indicated to us, we would see nothing. But they would then re-appear, slightly 
ahead, over Serra do Mar with a light so bright as to rule out the possibility 
of it being a reflection." 

It was almost 30 minutes flying time between Sao Jose dos Campos and Grande Sao 
Paulo, over the Serra do Mar (Mountain range of the Sea), but it was not 
possible to get nearer to the UFOs. At the conclusion of their flights, Col. 
Silva and pilot da Silva commented that even now, on this occasion, they had not 
been able actually to see a UFO. They were left with the certainty of something 
very strange, because both aircraft found that when they asked for signals, and 
came into land, the flarepath lights blinked three times, whilst the lights of 
the UFO remained clear and unblinking. 

As soon as they landed on the tarmac at Embraer, 35 minutes later than expected 
at 9. 40 p. m. Col. Silva asked pilot da Silva to inform the Brazilian Air 
Defence Centre of the incident. But it was found that while the local exchange 
was working normally, no inter-city calls could be made owing to the lines 
being blocked. It was not until 10.30 p. m. that pilot da Silva, calling from 
his own home, was able to inform Aerial Defence. The alarm was immediately 
sounded. Six F.5 and �1irage jets took off from the airfields of Anapolis in 
Goias, and from Santa Cruz in Rio de Janeiro. 

A UFO WAVE THAT WAS EXP.EX;TED 

In Ufological circles, the sighting and pursuitof UFOs by jets of the Brazilian 
Air Force does not come as any surprise. Through psycho communication, it was 
expected that the 24th (no month or year stated - Tr. ) would be the beginning 
of a great wave of UFOs in the skies of Brazil, of such extent that authorities 
world-wide would have difficulties in concealing it in order to maintain the 
existing policy if avoiding the subject, and distorting facts for consumption 
by the general public. 

The UFO phenomenon has its roots in antiquity, and there is a close connection 
between Egyptian culture, the pre-Columbian, and especially old Oriental culture 
such as the Vedaic, all of whom have reported luminous objects from which the 
great civilisations of these peoples have emerged. The Vedaic culture is the 
one that appears to have more knowledge of the origin of these beings whom they 
called 'spatials', through inhabiting space and no other worlds, while they 
maintain that only primitive civilisations inhabit planets. In Vedaic culture 



'UFO's are known as 'vimanas' , 'celestial carriages' or 'chariots of the gods '. 

In the West, the subject began to be treated seriously just before the 
commencement of

·
W.W.II. and more openly from 1 949 when a civilian American 

pilot raised a furore in the Press with the most complete documentation of an 
appearance of 'flying saucers' - an expression coined by him , who saw nine 
flying at a speed incredible at the time, over Mt. Rainier in the State of 
Washington� 

From that time, the North American Government began to organise a series of 
investigations which before their formation, were 'quietly' invited to d istort 
the facts, faithful to the teachings of Machiavelli. "Inorder to govern well" , 
he said, "The Principal must confuse and divide his subjects , keeping them in 
ignorance of the great problems of State. And never in any situation admit 
that any Power exists greater than his own." This policy ofcov ering up the 
facts became an export of the USA., and throughout the whole world leaders 
preferred to adopt the same stance - in the face of the evidence. Although 
investigations at the highest level came to frightening conclusions about the 
significance of the phenomenon, its range and its incredible relationship with 
the Origins of Man , our beliefs, and many of our habits and customs since 
remotest antiquity. 

This decision, preferring to cover up the facts, rather than make them public 
and discuss them openly, without prejudice, drove the study of the UFO 
phenomenon to secrecy, to esoteric circles, to secret societies and to para­
military groups who never intended to divulge the results of their investi­
gations. There were, in addit.ion, many victims·- some fatal, others· persecuted 
or orainwashed, and . even the disappearaace of persons who tried to break 

.through this_barrier. 'Among others, American and Soviet astronauts were major 
victims. 

Retrieval. 

In 1 950, North Americans succeeded in retrieving , from the desert of New Mexico 
eleven crew members, semi-carbonised, collected from three objects of similar 
shape but of different sizes which had crashed in that area. The beings were 
similar to the small entities ( 1 m.10cm in height) which Steven Spielberg took 
as his models for the people in his film "Close Encounters of the Third Kind" .  
They are still kept at an Air Base in New Mexico in a han gar ,in strict 
security, but apart from this incident the public have not been informed of any 
other retrievals from crashed saucers, although there is some evidence that 
there have been many others with a good percentage of crew survival , a large 
majority of whom are humanoid in form, but predominantly of small stature 
between 90cm and 1 m.3Qcm. in height. 

AERIAL INVASION: UFO'S DO EXIST. (Brasilia State Agency) 

The skies of Sac Paulo , Sao Jose dos Campos and Rio de Jan�o were virtually 
invaded by more than 20 UFO's on Monday night provoking a state of general 
alert at .B.razilian Air Defence bases, and the scrambling of four jet aircraft 
- two Mirage's and two F5E's. The President of the Republic , Jose Sarney , was 
informed of the fact.

The information , which was official, was sent yesterday to the Palace of Planalto 
by the Air Minister , Brig. Octavio Moreira Lima , who waited until today for the 
reports from State Air Headquarters from CINDACTA, and from the pilots who 
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participated in the interception. The Brazilian fighters were airborne within 
five minutes, soon after the radar screens became completely congested with the 
unidentified objects. 

The aircraft took off simultaneously from bases at Anapolis, 150km from Brazilia , 
and Santa Cruz in Rio, with express orders to make contact with , and identify , 
the mysterious targets. Nevertheless, according to a report from the Air Minister 
the pilots only saw in the sky objects of intense luminosity, reflecting various 
colours. And at one particular moment, one of the F5 fighters was surprised at 
being accompanied by six objects on one side and seven on the other , flying at 
supersonic speed. The Minister himself admits that from the information received 
from the pilots and from the bases on the ground "they were fantastic" and that 
at the moment there is no way to explain them. "Officially, " he said, "it is a 
case of an unexplained phenomenon." 

Brig. Lima also admits the possibility of there having been interference on radar 
almost like an 'electronic war ', but considers it a possibility because the 
signals were quite clear and interfered with air traffic control at airports in 
the areas where the unidentified objects - or UFO 's as they are called - were 
operating. 

The phenomenon he said, occurred at around 8 p.m and lasted for several minutes 
giving plenty of time to put into action a genuine operation of aerial warfare. 
Although the sightings were only of lights, the Air Authorites believed that 
there were artifacts behind them, because the radars of CINDACTA were programmed 
to detect metallic objects, solid bodies, and heavy clouds. Since the sky was 
clear, the last of these can be discounted. 

The Minister explained that there is a register of similar phenomena maintained 
by CINDACTA "but nothing similar in magnitude to this". The UFO 'S disappeared 
from the radar screens as mysteriously as they had appeared. Hours afterwards , 
while he was attending a dinner given for the President of El Salvador, Napoleon 
Duarte in Itamarati , he informed President Sarney of the occurrence, the latter 
listening "interested and curious". 

"They are going to stop saying that the President of Petrobras chucks away money." 
It was with this phrase and with an adroitnese not without elegance that the 
President of Petrobras, Ozires Silva reacted to the questions of journalists who 
wanted him to tell them all about the UFO which had been seen by the crew of the 
Xingu aircraft which had carried him on board from Brasilia to Sao Jose dos 
Campos. 

ALERT, AND PURSUIT IN THE SKY ABOVE SAO PAULO & RIO. 

In the late evening, before a lot of different versions had been put about 
regarding the UFO'e which had been chased by aircraft of the Brazilian Air Force , 
Air Defence Command (CONDA) me t journaliete in an office of the Air Ministry in 
order to give the true facts through a go-between, Flight-Major Ney Antonio 
Cerqueira , Chief of the Operations Ce ntre for Aerial Defence. 

According to the Major, at about 9 p.m on Monday the crew of a Xingu aircraft 
which had been approaching Sao Jose dos Campos saw several separate 'blips ' on 
their radar. They consulted the local airport control tower enquiring if there 
were any other aircraft flying in the vicinity. They received a negative reply 
from th� operator who, in his turn, informed central control in Sao Paulo of the 
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fact. But the latter centreconfirm·ed that they were rece1v1ng echoes on their 
radars from the same place where the crew o! the Xingu said they could see 
lights, and which nevertheless had not been identified as being aircraft flying 
in that area. Immediately the Control Centre !or the Aerial Defence of 
Brasilia was alerted and they put into practice an "Action for the identifi­
cation o! a moving object." The air base at Santa Cruz, Rio de Janei'ro which 
possessed a squadron o! F5 jet aircraft, was placed on alert. 

After all possible means to obtain identification o! the object had been 
exhausted, the Commander of Military Operations in Bra�ilia decided that three 
FS aircraft should be ordered to Sao Jose dos Campos to endeavour to intercept 
the UFO. 

The search operation began around 9.45 pm. 0! the three fighters, only one 
succeeded in making contacts, visual and electronic, with its objective. 
According to the pilot's report, he was able to see three lights on the 
horizon, which were showing green red and white. These lights were also picked 
up on his airborne radar showing up like an aircraft in that position. This 
same pilot was instructed to go and meet up with the lights which, however, 
began to withdraw in the direction o! the sea. The pilot o! the F5 informed 
control that during this operation, he was receiving some interference on his 
instruments, but nevertheless continued !lying towards them. He flew out to 
sea for about 200 miles, and then the lights disappeared. 

Almost at the same time, in the city o! Anapolis, 150 km. from Brasilia, the 
local air base radars began to record echoes as though received from flying 
objects which, however had not been reported as being in their area. There 
also, the fligh t and aerial defence controllers tried by every means to main­
tain contact with the objects. 

SCIENTISTS ALLEGE LACK OF INFORMATION FOR DISCUSSION ON PHENOMENON. 

The physicist Roge rio Cezar Cerqueira Lei te, 54, member of the edi toria_l 
council of newspapers, said yesterday at 8 p.m. in Sao Paulo that he is "very 
sceptical about these occurrences". He did not believe that the light 
detected on CINDACTA's radar �as a UFO. "I did not exclude the possibility 
totally; but I consider it improbable. In my experience I find that these 
things occur with great frequency and are almost always caused by instrument 
failure. It is possible it was nothing more than an atmospheric phenomenon." 

"I am not an au�hority of UFO's, neither have I the details of this case, but 
I do not find it impossible that there are such things, and I have already 
heard the stories of lots o! people who have had experience of them," stated 
the physicist Mari o Schemberg. According to him, "The !act of admitting 
officially, that a UFO appeared in the Brasilian skies is going to make the 
possibility of their ex istence more acceptable every time. What we still do 

not have is a definite proof that UFO's exist, and for that reason, I prefer 
to wait before saying more." 

The physicist Jose Zatz, 44, said at 9 p.m that the information released by 
the memorandum from 3rd COMAR (Regional Air Command) in Rio did not consti­
tute confirmation of what might have been detected by radar and sighting by 
the pilot of the 2nd F5 jet fighter, sent by the air base at Santa Cruz. "The 
ideal eituation would be to hear the pilot's report, and see what was on the 
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radar, in order to confirm the appearance of the object, " he declared. According 
to Zatz, it is not clear from the information released that the light seen was 
a UFO . " If a person said that he saw a body, yes, but he only saw a light. Even 
if he had seen a body , it could have been a reflection. " 

SERVICES MAGAZINES - UFO SIGHTINGS 
i: 

Data Research 

The organisation recently placed advertisements in three magazines for the Police 
(Police Review), Civil Aviation Pilots (The Log) and Merchant Navy with the aim 
of subscribers revealing UFO experiences. 

In the event three useful reports resulted from our enqu1r1es - one from each 
source. The police incident dated as f ar back as 1965 , so must have been a 

stunning case to recall; the pilots sighting was described as "several years ago" 
and the merchant navy reported their incident in June 1 986 . 

Case A. Reported by Detective Seargent R. D.M. St. Aubins Bay, Jersey. 

Please be advised that on or about 1 965 at 01 .30 hours mid Summer, I was a Police 
Constable on patrol in St. Helier when I was stopped by a group of 10  people. 

These people pointed out an object high in the sky out in the direction of St. 
Aubins Bay. We could just see lights dimly flashing what appeared to be, in my 
first view, an aeroplane at some distance. However these people stated they had 
watched the lights for 1 hour and they had not changed direction. 

I walked with the people from the town to the seafrontknown as the esplanade 
and stood in front of the Grand Hotel. It was about 01 . 45 and a clear night. 
Elizabeth Castle t mile away, was clearly visible and it was high tide. 

Now with a group of some 20 people watching the object, it moved towards Jersey 
very fast, ehowing very bright RED, GREEN, BLUE AND YELLOW lights that appeared 
to be rotating around the object. The object then suddenly stopped halfway 
between Elizabeth Castle and where the public and myself were some 30feet above 
sea level. There was no noise at all from the object which was about 15 feet 
long and 8 feet high with an area on top. The lights continued to rotate. 

I called the control room on my police personal radio and the response I got 
was that I was drunk. However, on requesting assistance, a patrol car with P. C. 
"K'' and P.C. "H" arrived and they were, as I was, dumbfounded by what they saw. 

The object then after some 20 minutes (sorry nobody moved to get a camera as 
they did not believe what they were seeing) moved along St. Aubins Bay and very 
slowly climbed-up over Noirmont and descended into Portelot Bay where the 
officers obeerved it !or some minutes. It then zig-zagged at a fast speed out 
to eea and w.as gone within 10 seconds. 

I submitted the usual report with the names o! all the witnesses and heard no 
more. However I was interested to read in the Daily Mail recently that the 
Brazilian Air Force had seen an object with similar lights. 
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Some years ago at about 7 p.m on a Winters evening !lying a Trident between 
Manchester and Jersey, I saw a slow moving object well above my 28ooo feet 
while I was crossing the English coast at Torquay. It was moving north and 
looked like a translucent dart. 

I asked Jersey radar if they had any contact, but they could see nothing. One 
might say that it was cloud, but by then I had flown about 22000 hours and had 
excellent eyes, and the visibility was at least 1 00 miles. My co-pilot also 
observed the object. 

I do hope this is of some use. 
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Case C Report by Mr . K. C . B  Merchant Navy Officer or sea-man. 

We have today c omple ted a voyage from Houston to Sullom Voe , She t land by the 
Northern Circ le route .  

On the evening of 24th June , I was og the br�dge on the 8- 1 2.p . m watch.  Our 
position at 2100 (01 00 G . M. T ) was 29 26N , 76 1 0W .  The sun se t at 2045 (0045 
G . M . T )  and it was a clear evening with no cloud . At 2055 it  was still daylight 
and we observed a very bright light moving extremely fast on roughly the same 
course as us (056 True ) .  My wife , the O . O . W  and myself watched it for about a 
minute before it disappe ared ahead of us . We were unable to make out any mape 
or form - just a ball of very bright light . At 21 . 15 (01 1 5  G.M.T) we observed 
another one exac tly the same as the first . By this time it was about half light. 
It was on the same course as the first obj e c t  travelling very fast and the 
brightest thing in the sky . We are c ertain it  was not an aircraft , (too fast), 
or a satellite , (too bright and too fast) nor a comet or meteor for the same 
reasons , plus it was in sight for too long. During the rest of the n�ght the 
othe s watche s  kept  a good eye open but nothing further was spotted.  

On  the evening of  26th June , our position was 36° 39N 62° 23 W .  Sunse t was at 
2035 our time and there was i c loud . At 21 1 7  our time (24 . 1 7  G . M . T) ,  it was 
still half light �hen we spo tted two bright lights travelling extremely fast , 
once again in the same direction as us . (056 True ) .  They were one behind the 
other and very bright - bri ghter than anything else in the sky . We watched them 
for about a minute . We were once again unable to work out any shape . Nothing 
e lse like t hem have been seen since although a good watch was kept . We did see 
several sat e llite s ,  but they were dim and trave lled a lot slower than the 
obj e c t s  we saw .  

W e  are very curious a s  to what w e  did see. None o f  us has seen anything like it 
before and I would be very grateful if you would let me know what you think the 
obj e cts were.

/);' A CLOSE ENCOUNTER FOR ENOCH?

There are some books of the Jewish Bible which are extra to the standard version, 
just as the Apocrypha is extra to the C hristian Bible . One of these is the Book 
of Enoch.  He seems to have disapproved mightily of the 'W atchers of Heaven' who 
were living on Earth , and although not of Earth themse lves had been sleeping 
around . As usual in the Bible esoteric or unusual experiences are recounted as 
visions or dreams: C hapter 1 2: 

'Before these things Enoch was hidden,  and no one knew where he was hidden,  
and where he abode and what had become of him. And his ac tivities had to do wi th 
the Watchers , and his days were with the holy ones .  

And I Enoch was blessing the Lord of  MAJESTY and the King of  the ages , and 
lo! the wat chers calle d  me - - Enoch the Scribe - - and said to me:"Enoch thou 
scribe of. righteousness , go , dec lare to the Watchers of the heaven who have left

the high heaven, the holy eternal place, and have defiled themselves with 
women, and have done as the children of Earth do, and have taken unto 
themselves wives:" 

There then follows a long and involved curse detailing the numerous ways in 
which they shall not achieve happiness and satisfaction. Later on in 14.8 
he has an experience which could well be an encounter with a craft and a 
conducted tour of one: 

11 

' And the vision was shown to me thus: Behold, in the vision, clouds 
in v ite d me and the mist summoned me, and the course of the stars and the 
lightenings sped and Hastened me, and the winds in the vision caused me to fly 
and lifted me upward and bore me into heaven. And I went in till I drew nigh 
to a wall which is built of crystals and surrounded by tongues of fire: and it 

began to affright me. And I went into the tongues of fire and drew nigh to a 
large house which is built of crystals: and the walls of the house were like a 

tesselated floor made of cryetals, and its groundwork was of crY.stal, Its 
ceiling was like the path of the stars and the lightenings, and between them 
were fiery cherubim, and their heaven was clear as water. A flaming fire 
surrounded the walls and its portals blazed with fire. And I entered into 
that house, and it was hot as fire and cold as ice: there were no delights of 
life therein: fear covered me, and trembling gat hold upon me. As I q uaked 
and trembled, I fell upon my face.' 

An outstandi ngly beautiful and common myth among various primitive peoples is 
that 'the people of the sky' know the uses of crystalline structure. And we 
now know that space or zero gravity is by far the best place to make large 
strong single crystal materials, allowing metal vapours to accrete solely 
affected by intermolecular forces. It could be that a myth like this was the 
responsible for the importation of special stones from great distances for 
megalithic monuments. A wavetheory of gravity would require a slightly 
different force between crystal and crystal, compared with that between 
amorphous structures --- there are such theories. 

Enoch's experience can be viewed in various lights • •• 
·were the 'Watchers of 

the Sky' those who had fallen from a 'higher' calli�as he intends to suggest 
- or a dissident group of ufonauts who wanted to settle instead of undar­
taking interstellarFLIGHTS all the time ( there may have been a rubric against 
settling permanently) the 'higher' ups using Enoch as intermediary • • • •  After 
Enoch's encounter he seems to have forgotten all about fulminating at the 
'Watchers of the skies'! 

A much more advanced race could dwell here as close to us as they wish with­
out detection, cr e ating their own interface to the rest of the Universe 
one normally impenetrable by us in the absence of time many things are 
po ssible. , .  

What elements in Enoch's account can we match with modern accounts? Firstly 
he is levitated to a c•lestial building, having gone there for reasons he 
does not understand • • •  this is similar to Carl Higdon 25/10/74 Medicine Bow 
(from Direct Encounters). He enters a 'wall' from ungecDeath surrounded by 
fire, the base of the spacecraft. The craft was made of cry s tal or 
translucent metal which has often been reported. Also the fire could well 
be the bright corona probably electrical in origin which surrounds craft 
when operating at high ( frequency) energy. The ceiling seems to have been a 
viewer through which �noch saw stars, planets, �fiery cherubim', and the 
clearness of outerspace. In flight the walls seemed to have blazed with 
light due to the movement from one continuum to another (perhaps changing 
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heat emissions into light by increasing frequency, a local change in a 
fundamental 'constant' would have this effect, inducing a local chang� in 'c' 
would also create a local continuum for a craft). The walls are frequently 
painted black inside, (A landing and close encounter near Aldershot FSR 29 No.2 
.'83) , or black hoods are worn during !light, (The Andreasson Affair, Raymond 
Fowler, Bantam) to obviate this effect. Technically, if electromagnetism could 
be affected like this, the craft would land 'in a different world' --- since the 
craft would have the wrong age for its environment. Inside it was hot as fire 
and cold as ice because there was intense light but no heat, and Enoch would not 
be used to this. The room he found was barren and Enoch felt fear which is an 
automatic animal reaction to the intense field. He was a very brave man in the 
face of the unknown for his time --- but his hormones overpowered his intellect 
at this point and he collapsed with fear --- spaceflight was just a little too 
much: Enoch fell on his face. The world is wonderful --- whether . or not 
you understand it.

� UFOS --- THIRTY YEARS AND MORE AGO 

by J.B. Delair• 

To those of us who have b�en interested in the UFO phenomenon since the latter 
years of world War 1 1 ,  ittwill be somewhat sobering to realise that over thirty 
years have elapsed since the first great UFO wave of 1 954 occurred about which 
ufologists of the time were quickly aware (the equally large wave of 1 947 was 
not properly appreciated until the researches of Ted Bloecher were published 
several decades later). By 1955 , therefore, when an awareness of UFOs · --- then 
still usually called 'flying saucers' --- ran high right around'the world, 
articles about the phenomenon were comparatively commonplace in contemporary 
newspapers and newsstand magazines. Also, several weighty books about them had 
just appeared, and others were about to do so --- the vanguard as it were of 
the now voluminous hard-cover literature on the subject. 

Now, in 1 986 ,  it is interesting to look back at just one of the magazines which 
carried a ve�itable blizzard of UFO reports or UFO-oriented articles during the 
years 1 954-55·· · That magazine was FATE, edited by Curtis Fuller. The following 
ie a selection from the pages of the issues of that magazine· published between 
November 1 954 and June 1 955· Ufologists of longstanding will doubtless be 
familiar with, or ai least recall, most if not all these articles and reports , 
but how many who have entered the field since, say, 1970 know them or are even 
a�are of their existence?

In a period of a mere eight months, no less than twenty t�o articles or references 
to UFOs appeared in this magazine alone. Fate was not unique in that Fespect at 
the time either. Individuals destined to go down in the annals of ufology as 
pioneers in the study o! UFOs figured prominently, namely Donald E. Keyhoe, Harold 
T. Wilkins and Leonard G. Cramp, while others such as Air Chief Marshal Do�ding and 
Stanley V. Lewthwaite also cut notable niches for themselves during the early years 
of the modern ear of the phenomenon. It was a bright, free thinking period, even if, 
today, some of the ideas then advanced are thought by some to have been far-fetched 
or unlikely. The rub is, of course, that even after a !urtherthirtyyears and more 
of international endeavour, we are still no nearer to solving the real identity and 
purpose of UFOs than were those who published in 1 965 and 1 955: or perhaps one or 
more of them did have the true answer which we have yet to appreciate and acknowledge. 
Who knows? 

Hopefully this little list will stimulate some of my ufological contemporaries to 
issue further 'historical' lists from other publications reporting on the UFO 
phenomenon in past years and encourage the newer cohorts to become familiar with 
more of what was voiced decades ago --- a rather dismal absence of this existing 
among too many individuals whom the writer has had the pleasure to meet and discuss 
UFOs with during the past decade or so. A thorough familiarity with all aspects of 
the subject is an absolute necessity !or anyone claiming to be a knowledgeable 
ufologist; and that includes an historical perspective as �ell as acquiring an 
awareness of the latest thinking too. 

Sadly Keyhoe, Wilkins, Dowding and several of the other authors named above are no 
longer with us, but it would certainly be interesting to hear their views on modern 
ufological trends were they able to give them. Would they have been bewildered by 
the complex modern concepts of some contemporary ufologists, or as bemused as we 
sometimes now are by their rather straight-forward simplistic explanations? we �·ill 
never know, of course, but it undoubtedly behoves all of us claiming to 'know our 
subject' to be as familiar with the views voiced in 1954 and 1955 as we try to be 
with those promulgated today. We owe that to our subject. 

� SELECTED UFO REPORTS

12/1/86 Crawley Sussex. 

A large o blong o bject with two white lights at the front and one large red 
l ight at the rear was seen by two couples and six young chi ldren. The obj ec t 
was stationary and silent for 45 minutes. It was about 60-70 feet long and 
about 3-4000 fee t up. The craft lifted upv.·ards and d isappeared. 
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Al l witne sses we re stunne d by the sighting and the pol ice were contacte d. The 
po l i ce d i d  not seem particularly intere sted and passe d o n  the CONTACT 
INTERNATIONAL number. 

27/1/86 Aylesbury, Bucks. 10. 00a. m. 

Four round lights, not conne cted to anything were se en moving fairly low 
and fast from east to west. There was no sound. Seen by two female witnesses. 

5/2/86 wroxboro ugh, Oxon. 11.00p.m. 

An elderly man witnessed an object d i splaying 5 blue lights and two white 
l i ghts moving extremely fast from No rth to South. we ather co nditions were 
good and the re was no sound. 

Feb'86 Wheatley, Oxon. 10.25p.m. 

The single male witness observed 6-8 movi ng l ights, white in co lour and about 
the size o f  stars. They moved in unison in an oblong shape like a giant ope n 
frame through which background stars could be seen. The size v.·as huge and the 
w i tness was positive the lights were co nnected by rods or tubes of some sort. 
The sighting was made outside in cold clear conditions. 

7/7/86 1a. m. 

The fo l lowing object was seen by various witnesses in 5 locations - T e t s w or t h , 
(oxon), Co ventry, Amersham, Didcot and Oxford. We  assume all must have seen 
the same o bje ct from the closeness of descriptions and similar timings. 

The object was very long ( estimated at 500 feet), blue in co lour, or covered 
in blue l ights. It was moving silently from e ast to west and visi ble to eac h 
group o f  witnesses for 1 0-1 5 minutes. It was describe d as "very eerie" . 

In all there were 7 males, and 6 female witnesses in the 5 locations. 

14/8/86 Between Co l l i ngham and Harewood, Yorks. 7. ,30a.m. 

A co uple and their two chi ldren from Reading were on holiday in Yorkshire. 
From the ir car, they saw 20 - 24 small, long silver obj e cts with no wings, 
moving in two line formation going about the speed o f  an airliner. The 
o bj ects were definitely not aircraft and were q uite low and silent. The 
weather was good. 

26/8/86 Stokenchurch , Bucks. 10.20.p.m. 

Two very large be ams o f  l i ght, beaming downwards apparently from no vi sible 
object. They were side by side and not moving and silent. The lights 
extinguished after 10 minutes and did not re-appear. w i tness, female, aged 
65 was q uite scared and di d not give an address. 
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2/9/86 Melbourne , Australia 

Two very large black discs with pro j e c t ions coming ou t of e ach side were seen by 
approx . 20 wi tnesse s ,  including 2 Army NCOs ,  35 mile s  s. w .  of Melbourne . One 
obj e c t  was rotating the other was in straight flight . Both were heading east , 
one in low si lent flight and the other mak�ng a screeching sound . 

1 1/9/86 Didc o t ,  Oxon.  

Four red  stationary lights were observed in the sky for  about 1�  hours.  Then 
they switched  o !! and did not re-appear. W i tnesses were a mother and son.  

1 1/9/86 Marston, Oxford . 6 .;;o-z. ;;op. m .  

A long silver obj ec t  w i t h  two r e d  lights a t  e ither end ,  was seen hovering for a 
whi le . I t  disappeared and then re-appeared .  I t  then moved o ff into the west . 
W it ne sses were a husband and wife . 

12/9/86 Wantage , Oxon.  

Four large white lights  in the shape o! a square were seen stat ionary for many 
hours . Each light was as large as Venus at it  biggest and brightest . The obj e c t  
was seen by a couple . 

1 3/9/86 East Oxford Area 8-8 . 3(>a . m .  

Two reports  o f  a roundish grey metallic obj ec t  which  appeared t o  b e  hovering or 
moving at the speed o f  a light aircraft . The obje c t  appeared to have some thing 
like an engine mounted on i t .  The separate witne sses were a male and a couple . 

1 ?/9/86 Headington,  Oxford . late Evening. 

A group of 10 white  and b lue lights were seen moving slowly westwards . The 
lights we re qui t e  low and were visible for 10  minutes . No shape or noise could 
be de tec t e d .  The wi tnesses were a middle aged couple .

Spac e c an provide a new goal and a 
new par ad i gm , t hu s  the importanc e o f  fo lk conc ept s o f  ou t e r  spac e .  Spac e 
Sc ienc e pro v i d e s  some o f  t he mot ivati o n  for work as in J ohn Shepherd ' s  highly 
impressive UFO de t e c t ing stat ion in Be laire , M i c higan which occup i e s  95� o f  
his  grandpare nt ' s  house  or in W arren Goe tz ' s  B lueb ird UFO constructed in a 
b arn i n  D e tour V i l lage also in Michigan . The we ll- j udged aspe c t  of  Douglas 
W arren ' s  appro ach to t his  who le que st ion is t hat he is  no t t oo c o nc e rne d to 
de c i d e  on the t ru t h  or falsi ty of the UFO phe nomeno n or  to do an int erpr e t ive 
so c io logi c al survey , but mere ly to  report what the se nic e open-minde d people 

· are do i ng and t o  summari se the ir r e asoning .  The book c o l le c t s  c ases but do e s  
no t analy se  t o o  muc h .  To bu i ld a mod e l  ro cke t  in t he back garde n is  no t any 
more e c c e nt r i c  t han bu i ld i ng a mod e l  v i l lage t he re . T he idea o f  ' Sky Hac hine s 
i s  po s i t iv e ly arche typal and redo lent o f  myt h  and i s  t he most  he aling image . 
C arl J ung was w i se e nough not to be  sc ept i c al o f  the UFO phenomenon,  but to 
s e e  i t  as b o th a s e r i e s of real physical event s and also as some thing psychi ­
c ally ne c e ssary for modern Man. A t  whatever level the phe nomenon is  
int erpre t e d  the  Mandala shape o f  m e t al glow ing in the  sky . is a heal ing symbo l 
promi simg t he po s s i b i l i ty o f  a New World in t he Sky . 

T he free gi f t  whi c h  has b een given providenti ally t o  modern Man is  t he almo st 
Buddhist i dea o f  t he mate riality of  the o t he r  worlds i n  t he sky --- a more 
mythic  heaven would automat ic ally generat e i t s  oppo s i t e  in our he ads .  Enl igh t ­
e ned and more harmonious mat erial i ty c an form the bas i s  of  our more feminine 
new Aquar ian age . Spac e t hus b e c omes a means by which people can become up­
l i ft e d  to  a b e t te r ,  but  e n t i r e ly prac t ic al i deal . 

S pac e s c i e nc e , rocke t ry ,  and the spac e programme provide the e ffort and the 
muc h  ne e d e d · work ; given t he spontane i ty o f  the best  o f  ord inary folk you have 
enum e ra b l e  roadside boo s t e rstage s ,  UFO -shaped g i ft shops and in t he to�n of  
S t .  Pauls a c iv i c  UFO landing pad to whi c h  all v i s i t ing fore ign digni t i es  are 
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w e lc ome. S i l ly? No t at all . Our age is no t the age o f  the r e lent less 
phallic c o lonnade so b e lo v e d  o f  the Romans and Greeks , a m i l i t ary symbo l ,  but 
o f  hope fu l opt imis t i c , c o nt ai ne d  and feminine symb o l  o f  peace and he aling , the 
l ibe rat i ng c ircu lar Sky Machine . 

The rocke t s  in Curran ' s book are no t s t at i c  symb o ls of au tho r i ty and e st ab l i sh­
ment , but are p o i s e d  to l e ap skyward s .  More than j u s t  a byproduc t of Americ a ' s 
i nvo lvement i n  a spac e programme they are c obbled t oge ther by ordinary folk for 
fu n .  Thi s  is the way t o  work for peace - - no t by c ru sade s and fine speeche s  -­
bu t by sho w i ng people they are free ; you do no t have to ho ld back b e fore 
s t ar t i ng t o  live i n  the new age --- i t  l ives in you. Fre edom is c reat i ng your 

own ' thing ' and no t b e i ng wo rr i e d  by t he c rabbed reac t ions of others , be your 
own mos t  natural se l f .  No perso n  c an underst and ano ther --- our internal spac e 
i s  w ir e d  comp le t e ly d i f f e re nt ly i n  d e t ai l ; bu t we c an fool ourse lves into 
think i ng we do - - - t he reac t ions of o thers are o f t e n  comple t e ly irre le vant. 
That is the message of t he New Age Opt io n  - - - spo ntane i ty , spo ntane i ty and 
creat i v i ty -- i t s  fre e .  

Trave l t o  o th e r  worlds i s  not j u s t  a p ipe dream - - - i t ' s  i nv i t ab le that w e  o r  
ano t he r  ge nera t ion w i l l  f i nd o u r  way the re - - - a natural evolu t i o n , b u t  no t 
b l i nd hi the r t o , an i ne v i t ab l e  e v o lu t io n  o f  int e l le c t .  

To bu i ld a mode·l rocke t i s  an enthu s i as t ic and ebu l l i e nt symbol for that. T he 
spontane i t y  c ap tured i n  the page s o f  Curran ' s book we could call Sky-Lib - - ­
J ohn Shephe rd found i t , W arren Go e t z  found i t , and Grange r Tay lor who lives in 
a S auc e r-house a t  Dunc an , V ancouver I s land , Bri t i sh C o lumb ia has found i t . They 
have found Spac e and slowly e ac h  day j ourney towards new fr on t i e r s  - - but if 
you pu t no e ffo r t  into your hope and never build a mod e l  UFO or work for pe ac e  
thi s f r e e  way ne ver opens i n  your m i nd .  

Hop e s  spok e n  o nly t o  c lo s e  fri e nd s  are not the b e s t  way t o  a New Age philosophy. 
Spac e and asso c i at e d  i de as are the N e w  Age op t io n .  Spont aneous folk expre ssions 
like the s au c e r  s i gn at t he Spac e Age Lodge , Gila B e nd , Ar izona at trac t custom . 
Sky- Li b  inc lu d e s  George van Tas se l ' s  age re t arding I n t e grat ron at Giant Rock , 
C al i fornia and Orlando Toroni ' s  spac e - ship tracking devi c e s .  The UFO landing 
port at Lake C i ty , P e nnsylvania is a b i c entennial pro j e c t  o f  the who le communi ty. 
I t  is equ ipp e d  w i t h  l i ght s and rad i o  homing beacons . The ex-chief of poli c e  o f  
Lake C i ty, Donald Tome1 gave u p  h i s  j ob t o  look afte r  the pad ; o ne day pe rhaps the 
sky machine s ,  no t c rude ro cke t s  but real mac hines o f  t he sky w i ll land in forma­
t ion t he re arid be me t by the c it i z e n s .  

The nex t s t ep i n  Man ' s e v o lu t i o n  i s  t h e  d i f f i c u l t  . one - - b e c ause i t  i s  a step 
requ ir i ng thought and no t just obv ious techniqu e s  l ike Newton ' s third law and 
loads o f  e nergy . The symb o l  o! the UFO is like the symbo l  o f  the J udoka - - ­

turning aside superior f o r c e  by ski l l .  At home I have a chinese b o o k  that 
d e s c r i b e s  how t o  make interior j ourneys - - - by fo llowing the. phi lo sophy of the 
book o ne i s  c hange d - - - unle ss a t hi ng c an be done in the c entre i t  c anno t be 
done i n  the world . I n  more modern t e rms unless we have the arche type of 
trave l l i ng by sk i ll instead of forc e we will never manage to build anything 
re semb l i ng a UFO .  To reach that new world we mus t  change ourselve s ,  as the 
Unar i ans , or · t he Asso c i a t io n  for the Underst and ing o f  Man , or pe rhap s the 
Ae t he r ius Soc

.
i e ty know. You have to ac t in a superfic ially nu t ty way before the 

change o c curs in one se l f . The b e s t  things done are done from what you are 
rather t han ac cording to some dre am .  Those reading Be t ty Andreasson ' s  book will 
recall that the Ufonau t s  covered the i r  heads w i th b lack hoo ds during transi t .  
Thi s  t e c hnique i s  also used i n  Buddhi st me d i ta t i on. Did they do i t  for physi c al 
reasons? ( P erhap s all interior surfac e s  shine unb e arably dur ing flight ) .  W ere 
they me d i t a t i ng? Why shou ld we d i s t i ngu ish? Perhaps bo th re asons were relevant. 
The sword o f  e arly C hr i s t i an i ty makes us separat e pragmat i c - sc ient i f i c  from 
re l igious mo t i ve s. Pe ople say ' Are we ac t i ng from Fai th ' ? Bu t to make that 
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d i s t i nc t io n  ru i ns the b e s t  endeavours whi c h  have many leve ls all a t  onc e .  
Fre edom i nc lude s the work done for i nner peac e , and e ffort for art which 
t ransc e nds t he tyranny o f  art i fic ial jobs that imp l i c i t ly re j e c t  all valu e s  
exc ep t  f i s c al or pragmat i c  o ne s .  The work w e  want t o  d o  says muc h  - - A l  
T homas i s  bu i l d i ng a UFO w i th Wi c h  t o  d is t r ibu t e  food , med i c ine and the B i b l e  
i n  Russ e l l v i lle , Arkansas - - i s  h e  a nu t ter? Why should a l l  ord i nary ende av­
ours have a c ashab le mo t ivat i on? Spontane ity and the New Age Opt ion should 
c hange all that and c reate spac e for Spac e ,  in peoples heads .  New Front iers 
are c ro sse d wi thin , and the n  they ' re c rosse d  w i t hou t .  Bu t if your interior 
owes a lo t to House & Garden your e ffor t s  are no t go ing to be very wor th�hi le . 
Thu s  to bu i l d  a UFO i s  no t mere ly to c onstru c t  a c razy hunk of hardware in 
your garage . A UFO repre sent s b o th male and female - - female b e c ause o f  the 
non-assertive shap e , and b e c ause i t ' s  made o f  mat te r , male b e c ause i t  has b e e n  
c re a t e d  and has a natural home i n  the sky . B u t  the feminine dominates the 
male , and t hu s  t he who le i s  harmonious . 

The man who bu i ld s  mod e l  ali e ns i n  his l iv i ng room is s imilar ly · c omb ining 
c r e a t iv i ty and s trangeness w i th dome st ic i ty .  W he ther or no t the se deni zens o f  
spac e e x i s t  phy s i c al ly , the se are he aling things to do . 

I n  c ontrast to the Spac e S c i e nc e  of Hous t o n  - - here we have Spac e Art , just as 
impo r t an t . W e  c an be Spontaneous and C reative - - i t ' s  fre e . 

I n  cons i d e r i ng the i nner c hange s that mus t  o c c ur be fore we c an become c i t i ze ns 
of an advanc e d  rather than a primi t ive culture we must replac e fear w i th 
c au t ion and c u r io s i ty , replace animism by mechanism , inc rease the energy of the 
i nd i v i dual , and b e  mo t ivat ed by our own finest aims and no t t ake our cue from 
masse d soc i e ty , which is c e nt ime tre s  from b arbar ism in any c ase . Change our ­
se lve s w i t h i n , t h e n  we c an trave l to o ther wo rlds - - whe n we know what d i s t anc e 
really i s .  The se many ind i viduals who work to achi eve a sense of i nner harmony 
and are d i scusse d . in Curran ' s book , t hrough the ir work have made a beginning • 

Se lf-mo t i vated goals and spontane i ty are exhi b i t e d  in page aft e r  page , the se 
peop l e  are b e i ng non-primit ive in two ways : a )  They define the meaning purpo se 
and scope of the i r  work . b )  The work has many le vels at onc e . 
This i s  the New Age Op tion, and anybody c an t ake i t  up . There is a spac e ship on 
Sepu lv e da Boulevard , Lo s  Angeles , w i t h  no mov i ng par t s  --- i t  doesn ' t have to 
move b e c au s e  it move s the onlooke r .  This ship was bu i lt i n  1953· 

S ome w i·ll c hoose spac e sc i e nc e  and some will c hoose spac e ar t , but it is all the 
same movement . W he t he r  the rocke t s  move or not they s t i l l  work . 

T he my t h  o f  the skymachine i s  a very wonderfu l  one i nde e d .  To l ive in the age 
of t he UFO i s  a v e ry wonderfu l  opportuni ty ; the heroe s of Curran ' s book have 
u nderstood thi s -- c an we underst and i t? C an we turn a phenome non into a l i v ing 
symb o l? Like a dream followed by a fac t fo llowed by a · ske t ch on a mirror this 
phenomenon has both more and less meaning than it se ems ; and the fac t we report 
i n  t he sk i e s  - - t he UFO -- i s  ske tched i n  the mirror o f  our mo st c o lourful 
dreams . T he r e  is a N e w  World i n  the Sky - - it i s  free - - bu t to ge t there we 
mu st bu i l d  some thing new w i thin us to hasten the New Age .
