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EDITORIAL 

This is the last editorial of Volume 14 and regretably we are publishing late 
again . However we have the latest edition of the UFO Register included with 
your copy this time whi ch has stretched the time and resources of the publishing 
team who are all .unpaid volunteers. To this end we must express particular 
thanks to Frances Copeland who has typed all the preceding copies of Awareness 
and in edition edi ted the UFO Register. 

We have examined the cost of printing magazines and regret we must ask for a 
modest increase in subscription charges from £4.95 to £6 . 00 per year . This is 
sti l l  probab ly the lowest rate anywhere in the UK for a regular UFO pub licat ion. 
Since we have held the subscription rate at £4.95 , the copying rate on our 
photocopier has increased from 1.00p to 1.36p plus V . A..T per copy and copier 
paper from £2.50 to £3 . 00  a ream. Subscriptions are due after this edition and 
a form for return of same is enclosea. We welcome additional donat ions if 
you are in a position to help. Several people have made very generous 
donations in the past year and we greatly apprec iate these. 

The past year has been lacking in good UFO cases except possibly the Brazil  
interception reported in the last Awareness and the sighting reported by a 
Japanese A irliner. In the UK there have been few memorable cases and we mus t 
hope for more activity soon. The sun-spot cycle theory suggests that high UFO 
activity occurs at the max ima of sunspots every eleven years . The last cycle 
coinc ided w ith the high level of aightings in 1977-8 so we might ant ic ipate a 
major increase in sightings during 1 988. 

The lack of  fresh cases to investigate here in the UK seems to have led UFO 
investigatio·n groups to concentrate on a few cases and to reopen some ' old 
wounds'. We have received some disturbing reports from the north of England 
of groups feuding over an old ca�e and some very crude investigation techniques 
in a recent case which Contact were also involved in. See "Cause for Concern" 
on page 2. The "Cracoe " Case , Yorkshire , of 1981 has been the subject of 
extreme controversy over the past year or so. In fact sets of photographs of 
the ob ject seen were sent to Contact headquarters shortly after the events in 
1 981. The level of controversy on this case has now reached such a pitch that 
we dec ided to send an investigation team from Oxford to visit the Cracoe area, 
although not w ithin our normal range of travelling. The findings of this visit  
on March 29th 1987 _are described on page 13. 

A recent sighting near Oxford shows the inconsistant behaviour of the press 
and pub lic to UFO cases. The original witness saw a flaming object streak 
across the A34 road south of Oxford and rang the Contact UFO number. Contac t 
did a survey of the area but were uncertain of the actual position the wi tness 
had been at . Later in conversation with the Oxford Journal free newspaper 
reporter , another lady witness had reported seeing a similar ob ject at about 
the same time from her home in West Oxford. This particular lady was given 
a fairly big  write-up with her photograph in the Oxford Journal , and Derek 
Mansell acting� for Contact was claimed to having solved the case in large head­
l ines. In fact Derek , nor any other Data Research member had much idea what 
the object was other than the obvious meteor possibility. Derek spoke to the 
lady witness several t imes and had a look at her back garden where she c laimed 
were some unusual bald patches on the grass which had just appeared over night 
a few months ago. She also received about a do�en letters from the public 
about the sighting and others , although Contact did not hear anymore about it 
i n  spite of getting similar coverage in the newspaper!

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� CAUSE FOR CONCERN - OPINION 

by THE EDITOR 

Since our last edition , when it was mentioned in the editorial that we would be 
reporting further on the sighting of a brillian t illuminated object seen in 
Cheshire on the night of the ec lipse of the moon on October 1 7th 1986 ,  a number 
of disturb ing inc i dents have occurred in relation to this case and another case 
of long standing in Yorkshire . The question is one of behaviour of different 
UFO investigat ion groups in their methods of reporting rather than the actual 
conc lusions whether the object is a UFO or IFO . In the c ases in question we 
have seen witnesses being accused as "hoaxers" in full gaze of the media and it 
would appear , in the Cheshire case , that the conclusion was reached with very 
little invest igation tec hn ique being applied and a "we are always right" 
attitude� 

The Thelwall , Cheshire , c ase is /was being investigated by Contact International 
(Kathleen Waldron former Investigator of the Year) and the Manchester UFO 
Research Assoc i ation (MUFORA) represented by UFO author Jenny Handles and Peter 
A .  Hough. The Contact procedure was ,  as normal , to meet the witness in person 
at his home , and invite him to fill in a sighting form. Our investigator 
estab l ished a rapport with the witness with the result that he has now.joined 
the organisat ion . Contrast this with the approach of MUFORA which is best 
illustrated by the letter they sent to the press after their rapid and inept 
investigation of the Case . Editors notes have been added at the appropriate 
places .

I am writing with reference to the photograph you published on the 'Letters' 
page of Friday , November 7th edition of the Messenger . It appears to show an 
eclipse of the moon w ith a diffused ellipsoid of light to the left of the 
picture . The caption reads; 'Can You Solve The Mystery' , and in his 
ac companying letter , the sender claims the photograph was taken on Fri day , 
October 1 7th. While waiting to photograph the moon 'a bright area of light 
approached from the east and stopped briefly over the house in the print . It  
then veered off  in  a south easterly direction and vanished . '  Two photographs 
were in fact taken . 

We investigate all reports of unexplained aeri al phenomena ,  and consequently 
Mr . L .  was contacted by telephone . Our Reports Co-ordinator , Jenny Handles spoke 
to him first� and reported back to me . She was not impressed by his indifferent 
attitude towards the anomalie . It seemed of no consequence , yet our experience 
shows that photographers of genuine anomalies display a modicum of exc itement at 
least . - 1 . 

I then spoke to Mr . L .  He seemed to have a total lack of photographic knowledge . 
Was he using night fi lm ,  such as 400ASA? Just ordinary film he presumed .  100ASA , 
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I tried to verify? He supposed it might be . What kind of camera was i t? Just 
an ordinary box c amera. At what exposure was it set? One second , he replied. 
Then you must have used a tripod stand. Oh no , I just braced myself against a 
nearby wall! - 2 

Straight away I was susp1c1ous , but Mr. L. agreed to send me copies of the 
photographs to send away for analysis. He would not re lease the negatives for 
obvious reasons . I was surprised when three days later I received two standard 
size prints p lus two enlargements . They had not been processed at a chemist, 
but had obviously been privately developed . The indications were that he had 
done the work himse lf! 

At a meeting of MUFORA members he ld at Manchester University , a cursory exami­
nation was made , and certain things were noted . It was decided that the 
photographs were very probably a hoax. However , we decided to send them to 
our photographic expert , Tony Marshall , a professional landscape and wildlife 
photographer . On November 25th I received Tony's report . It says in par t: 

' Having examined the enclosed photographs , I am 99% certain that this is a 
hoax . The main reason being that the moon is: -

1 ) Too c lear and distinct in its outline . 
2 ) Too white for film and camera of the type mentioned .  

The grain would have affected the moon considerably more than it has . 

As far as the so called 'ob ject' on the left is concerned , again , there is no 
evidence of break-up of the image that his film and camera type would in fac t, 
have produced . 

It is there fore my opinion that the two objects were added during enlargement 
of the prints . Both of which would be extremely easy to achieve using very 
average darkroom equipment . - 3 

Tony also confirmed my own view that it would have been impossible to hand hold 
a camera set at one second exposure and take such  a clear shot of the moon. 
In any case , standard box c ameras are pre-set at a 60th of a second , and even 
at this exposure it is very easy to produce b lurred pictures . 

Mr . L. for reasons best known to himself , has deliberately set out to hoodwink 
the public . More than this he has wasted our time . To his credit he never 
c laimed the ob ject was a UFO, but we are seriously investigating this sub j e c t, 
and felt  bound to follow up this case . As you published the original print 
together with Mr . L's letter , we hope you will therefore print this reply . - 4

Editors Notes 

1. If Randles does not like your telephonic voice or behaves in a way not 
typical of her "model" witness , then the percipient is virtually " dead and 
buried" be fore the investigation has begun . We suggest that Contact In ter­
nat ional investigators would never make an instant decision on a witness with­
out a face to face meeting in relaxed surroundings. 

2. In order to photograph a UFO it appears you must have a masters degree in 
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the sub jec t .  Most his toric UFO pic tures have been taken on the spur of the 
moment - the photographers probab ly having no idea about the technicalities of 
their equipment . 

3· �e have shown the same pic tures to three different photographic spec ialists 
working in separate faculties of Oxford Universi ty .  Two are sat isfie.d ent irely 
with  the genuineness of the objec t: - the third no firm opinion.  

4 .  This final paragraph was omit ted by the �arrington Messenger and right ly so . 
The flippant remark - "More than this he has wasted our t ime , "  just abou t sums 
up the mentality of this investigat ion group. They did not even meet the 
witness face to face ; made assumpt ion virtually from the time the telephone was 
lifted , and embarrassed the witness and our investigator with the release of 
this premature let�er to the press . 

Addit ional note from Contac t Internat ional Invest igator Kathleen �aldron. 

"Mr. L. seems a l i t t le upset by their at t itude and so am I. If this let ter is 
pri nted, i t  will make him a laughing stock. Why? These people spoke briefly 
over t he telephone to him. As usual their method of invest igation is non­
existant. They have not met him or supplied a report form to be filled in. 
When Jenny Randles rang him he was just going to a meeting with the locals over 
a sewerage problem - hence the remark ' He did not seem interested . "  Why should 
he hoodwink the pub lic - he is not after glory?" 

The o ther c ause for concern is over a case which dates from March 1981 ,  known 
as the Cracoe Fell  UFO .  For t hose readers not familiar with this event , a 
brief synopsis is t hat a glowing object was'photographed by a policeman from 
t he village of Cracoe in Yorkshire (North of Skipton). The objec t appeared to 
be hovering beneath a steep rock-face on nearby Cracoe Fell and was photographed 
and witnessed between 1 1 . 1 5 and 1 2. 00 noon on the day of March 16t h  1981.  

A set of 6 photographs were supplied to  Contact International of  this "phenomonem" 

or "UFO", by t he group who have since made one of the most thorough invest igat ions 
into a c ase ever known in Ufology - namely the Yorkshire UFO Soc iety (YUFOS). 
The b asic  photograph without enlargement looks like a slither of light or a 
reflec t ion , but the b iggest enlargement seems to indicate a saucer shaped ob jec t 
with prominent highlights . 

There is some doubt whether this objec t c an possibly be a UFO·, but the YUFOS 
organisat ion have convinced t hemselves that they have photographs of an ac tual 
UFO - one of t he few ever recorded over Bri tain. Meanwhile other UFO groups in 
the area have t aken it upon themselves to debunk the Cracoe UFO in no uncertain 
terms with  the vilification of wi tnesses and witch-hunts by the dozen . In fac t 
tension has built  up to suc h  an extent over the case we understand that physical 
assaults have been at tempted. Ufology in  the fair county of Yorkshire looks a 
sick joke! 

We have read reams of fac ts and half-fac ts , innuendos and no doub t  downright 
lies on Cracoe , but after 6 years how could an investigat ion of a single event 
on a single day have t aken up so much t ime and trouble and resulted in this 
pitiful mess? 

Cont ac t International has looked at both sides of the argument namely that the 
objec t seen was either a UFO or a light reflec t ion (IFO). As we do not wish to 
antagonise either side any more than necessary , we are keeping our conc lusions 
confidential . Suffice it to say here that we have "Cause for Concern". 



� A SERIES OF UNKNOWN SIGHTINGS FROM EASTERN EUROPE

Editor - The following sightings were reported verbally to Derek Mansell when 
visiting friends and colleagues in Poland and Czecho&lovakia. They span a wide 
series of time 1943-1977• It is of course difficult to obtain information of  
this nature from offi cial sources in Eastern Europe states but the information 
was passed on verbally. The actual witnesses were police from Gdansk and Gdynia 
in Poland; and an East German po�eman ; a Soviet Colonel; Mansell� own friends 
in Poland and Czechezlovakia and the English Speaking Section in Moscow. 
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Case 1.  Happened in February or  March 1943 at Kharkov USSR and it  concerned the 
retreat of the Germans from that area. It involved many troops from different 
divisions ,  but the units that had the sighting were from the Panzer Division 
L.A.H From the Waffen SS , the L.A.H I believe standing for Leibstandarte Adolf 
Hitler. 

The soldiers had just started to retreat when about mid-day the area was 
suddenly lit up by a brilliant glow. Everyone thought there had been a huge 
explosion ,  except there was no sound to account for this other than all the 
general gun-fire. Suddenly a very large metallic  sphere like a huge c annon ball 
shot ac ross the sky. It was about 4oOOft up and moving as fast as a fighter 
airc raft and gradually c limb ing higher. 

A few men cheered , thinking it was some kind of new weapon ,  but moat were very 
frightened. NCO's and Officers had to regain some control. 

The soldier who originated this report - was actually serving with the L.A.H 
Division of the Waffen SS. 

Case 2. was on May 7th 1966 and happened in Gydni a ,  Poland. 

A group of dockers were urgently unloading a Soviet freighter , at 9.35 p.m. 
They were stopped by a very loud screeching sound , which o&c illated between soft 
and very loud over the next 45 minutes. After this period a very brilliant light 
lit up the whole area - it was all colours of the rainbow and the source was in  
the sky. After two minutes the light went out and did not re-appear and nor did 
the noise : -

People at the rai lway station nearby and living in nearby flats hearlthe noise 
and saw the lights. Many were checked by the Police and Military. 

Case 3· was on the 10th April  1969 ,  on a road between Gdansk and Starogard , 
Poland. 

Thi rty five persons inc luding two militia men (Policemen) watched two very large 
discs , e ither metallic grey or silver , but underneath they were giving off a very 
bright b lue glow. The objects were stationary for 35 minutes , then shot upwards 
and disappeared. 

Case 4. was on 16th August 1970 and was at Brzesko , Poland. 

It involved a militia man on traffic patrol with his c ar and a truck driver. 
The policeman found the truck broken down and he stopped his car behind the truck 
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to quest ion the driver. He was told the truck was on its way to Debzca wi th a 
load of c hemicals or paint and that an object had swooped down on the truck 
just missing i t .  The c raft had very powerful lights which dazzled the driver 
severely ; also the t ruck engine went dead. Whilst the policeman was being told 
this t he objec t returned , it stopped about 200 yards away from the police car 
for about 3 - 5 minutes , then turned and headed south , still keeping very low. 
The policeman said the c raft was brown in colour , shaped like a barge under­
neath, about 50ft long and about 8- 10ft in thickness . It had what he called 
as 4 very powerful headlights . 

It took over an hour to restart t he truck engine , but i t  is not known i f  i t  was 
diesel or petrol .  

C ase 5· was on 21st  August 1 972 and involved a military convoy running from 
some�here North of Gorkij , USSR to Rostov , USS� in the South.  

The source of this report was t he English section in Moscow .  

The convoy consisted o f  at least L�5 heavy vehic les plus many smaller ones. A t  
a place c alled Kamysir , a craft not unlike an aircraft , at t acked the convoy. 

The c raft c ircled at a height of about 1000ft , then dived down over the convoy , 
making a whining ·noise . It then disappeared , but was then seen at the rear of 
the convoy following at same speed.  

The convoy was halted and some smaller vehicles went back to investigate , the 
craft took off fast , reappeared and attacked two large tractor vehic les with 
some kin� of fire ,  but these.were put out and only slight damage was done . 
The next day , at a place c alled Kalac , the same thing happened , only this t ime 
the airc raft came in from the side and set fire to another truck ,  this time 
destroying it . The aircraft was Iired at , but not hit; also the air force were 
called and sent in two jet fighters , but they arrived too late , the craft had 
gone . 

C ase 6. was either on the 15th or 16th of April 1 974 and was at sea off 
H iddensee , East Germany. 

The ship involved was an East German salvage tug from Restock .  It was returning 
to Restock when in the early morning some of the crew saw 4 large white lights 
coming slowly towards them . As the object or craft got nearer , all the crew 
were watchi ng i t  and i t  came right overhead and covered the ship . It was huge 
and esti�ated at several hundred feet in diameter . Underneath the craft , along 
t he full �ngth was a bright violet light. Two of the crewmen were very sick 
afterwards but this could have been because of drink .  There was no sound from 
t he c raft and it was only a few hundred feet above the ship , the objec t then 
c arried on i ts way . 

Case 7 .  was o n  the 15th June 1975 and was at Puck , Near Gydnia ,  Poland. 

The witness had been walking near some fields when he met two men who were 



dressed rather strangely. They had close fitting gear , grey in colour ; the top 
piece around the shoulders was black and they had dark grey belts. Both were 
about 5ft 1 1  ins tall and fairish to blonde. The witness spoke to them , but they 
just smiled and said nothing. 

They went through a gate into a field , walked to the centre and just disappeared. 
The witness went into the field but could find nothing. He told his wife and 
family and they just laughed advising him to say nothing. 

Case 8. happened on the 2 1 st May 1 977 and involved an object on Soviet and 
Polish territory. 

The object was first spotted on Soviet Radar , heading down the Baltic coast. It 
was picked up at Liepaza , again at Klaipeda and again by a soviet destroyer near 
Kurstaya Kosa. 

The object was at 25000ft and producing a red vapour trail. It was , according to 
radar , doing 1 , 300 m.p.h. The destroyer launched four missiles at the object , 
without any hits. 

Two Polish fighters were sent up from a base near Puck , Poland. They were either 
SU 1 7  or SU20 jets , not c arrying missiles , but as the c raft had slowed down 
the planes were able to intercept and fire at it with c annons , although without 
any hits. The c raft was half moon shape and about 300-400 ft in diameter ,  white 
in colour and producing a red vapour trail. 

At the time of interception , the c raft increased speed , changed course and headed 
for Sweden. 

� UFOLOGICAL ILLUSIONS - Planetary Guide 1987 

by G.E. Ambler 

The virtual non-appearance of Halley's Comet in 1986 to naked eye observers in the 
UK was a major disappointment and the amount of space allocated to describing the 
movements of the body in this journal rather wasted. However the irregular 
movements of the planets and the regular movements of the major stars/constel� 
lations are always present every year and the 1 987 details are presented below: -

The planets most often confused with UFO's - Venus Mars , and Jupiter will be 
visible during the year althoug� Mars will be a feeble object in 1 987 and unlikely 
to "c reate phone c alls". Jupiter , however ,  will reach "opposition" (its nearest 
point to Earth ) on October 18th and reach its most brilliant magnitude of -2.9 on 
that date. Saturn will also reach "opposition" this year being brightest at +0 .0  
on  June 9th - still not particularly bright but the ring system will be  open and 
a magnificant sight through a telescope. (See full page chart for guide each 
month) . 

Individual Movements 

Mercury: I f  it can be seen at all , it is fairly bright and very close to the sun 
at dawn or sunset. February 1 2th and July 25th are suggested as the best chances

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of  seeing Mercury in 1987 - in February an evening object and July a morning 
ob ject. 
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Venus : Starts the year as a brilliant morning star magnitude -4 . 4 in January. 
It remains a morning ob ject until April but then disappears until November when 
it reappears for a new sequence as an evening star . It will be seen in the east 
as a morning star and to the west as an evening star. 

Mars : 
out. 

Will be a weakening evening star from January to May and then fading 
It reappears briefly as a faint morning ob ject from October to December. 

Jupiter : Will appear in the early evening until March and then not 
from April until June . It reappears as an ob ject from June becoming 
each  month from September until November it will be seen all night.

S aturn: Seen after midnight from J anuary to April and all night from Hay to 
J uly . A fter J uly it appears as an evening object becoming fainter and 
disappears by November . 

Stars : The brightest stars and constellations are best seen in winter months 
November to March.  The objects most likely to c ause confusion are Siraus , The 
Pleiades formation and the Orion Nebula for observers in the U. K .

�- On the Mimed Behaviour of UFOs and Ufonauts

There are those like the Lagrange Point Five society who would like to b.bild a 

better world in space --- a laudable aim --- but to achieve real progress we 
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must also change the educ ation of  people --- we need advice about how to live 
and what values to choose. In the event we always feel we need some kind of 
message , traditionally in words. But we also know that the deepest messages 
are always expressed in Mime , hence the choice of title. 

Not only do UFOs seem to promise a new world in the sky -- - a world of freedom , 
like a bird , they could conceivably be passing on helpful messages by their 
movements and the mimed reactions of UFOnauts to witnesses. It may seem odd to 
see the hope of a New Age in c reatures that appear to come from space but see 
what you make of this ac count (3): 

In April 1 957 a motorcyclist was riding 1 5kms from Paj as Blancas Airport , 
Cordoba when his machine failed suddenly. He got off to check the b ike and 
perceived a huge disc 80' diameter 1 5' thick and made of b luish-green metal 50' 
above the ground just ahead of him. He hid in a ditch , overcome by the 
phenomenon. The disc then descended to 7 '  and a lift c ame down from the base. 
A man 5'8" in height c ame over and gently�coaxed the motorcyclist out of the 
ditch and stroked his forehead to c alm him. He.was escorted on a tour of the 
disc and shown five (or possibly six) other men working at various panels in 
the disc. He was led back to his machine ; the stranger laid a friendly hand on 
his shoulder and then the disc with the stranger vanished rapidly to the North­
West. During the next hour or so the same machine or another was seen at six 
or seven places along the same course. 

The stranger does seem to come from a better.world and is very concerned that a 
fellow sentient is in a state of fear. The UFOnaut showed the other operators 
in the UFO to the motorcyclist. There is a deep message here -- for a sentient 
being to be reduced to a state of panic is a serious matter. The message was 
repeated in the Kelly-Hopkinsville c a.se. which again communicates by Mime. 

On August 22nd 1 955 the Sutton family of Kelly near Hopkinsville had a close 
encounter of the third kind. Bill Taylor , a visnor , went out to the well for a 
drink and said on coming b ack that he had seen a large bright object land about 
a city b�ock away. The fami ly ignored him. Then at about 8 p.m. a four-foot 
tall glowing biped with pointed ears and fingers and widely separated eyes was 
seen walking towards the house , arms raised. When it was 20' away two men fired 
at it. It somersaulted and hurried away into the darkness. Over the next three 
hours further c reatures 'Stalked' playfully up to the house to be answered by 
volleys of gunfire. The c reatures reacted as if  playing a game. At 1 1 p.m. the 
whole family + Taylor rushed off in two c ars to the sheriff  - panic stricken -
subsequently their accounts all talleyed in important details when interviewed 
separately. 

This account of a meeting requires no translation. It says: HOW SILLY TO BE SO 
FRIGHTENED. The UFOnauts were entirely pac ific - merely mocking the Sutton's 
fears. It would have been much better if  the family had had no weapons. 

The 'monsters' may well have been projections controlled by some operator , 
intended to show us - and the Suttons - how silly we are. Projections by UFOs 
are quite common , apparently , but may not always be recognised as such; for 
example at J ackson's Point near Lake Simcoe , Gary Sedore saw a dark UFO parked 
in a field which beamed two slowly travelling beams into the sky - where the 
beams c rossed a constellation of new c raft formed - a solid image. Think of 
the freedom of a system which can materialise other craft wherever required. If 
we could do, this it would u·sher in a new age; the whole galaxy would be open to 
us. 

Another event which seemed to project back to us our own fears occurred on 
November 1 6th 1 963 on a country road near Sandling Park , Hythe , Kent. Four 
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young people , one of  them John Flaxton ,  aged 1 7  saw a bright star which seemed 
to be moving towards some woods. Suddenly .it seemed to be descending towards 
them , it hovered and then disappeared behind some trees. Flaxton said he felt 
cold all over -- they ran for safety. They then saw an oval golden light 
floating along some 10' above a nearby field , they felt they were being 
wat ched . This object too disappeared behind trees -- they then saw a dark 
black headless winged figure shambling towards them - they all bolted . 

There is a deep message here also , the golden light which sometimes symbolises 
perfection vanished before the four were shown the thing they feared most - an 
irrational evil c reature who wished to c apture them. But there is a paradox 
here too - the threat of hell has been used to frighten ignorant people from 
thinking : follow heavenly orders and don't think. But an advanced culture does 
not work like that - perfection of the individual comes from within - fear is 
replaced by cautious curiosity. The UFO people would have no respect for our 
fearfulness - only for our hope· and detachment. 

To forge our new world like the L5 society we must become an advanced soc iety , 
not a primitive one. The autonomy and freedom of  the individual must be 
inc reased and individually respected. 

On November 18th 1 957 at 3 p.m. Mrs. Cynthia Appleton living in Aston felt a 

sudden oppressneness as before a thunderstorm and the image of a man appeared 
next to the fireplace. The man was tall and fair and claimed he and others 
were looking for the metal titanium in the oceans , and that he also came from 
a world of peace and harmony. Then followed a series of contacts one of which 
she was informed 'The Deity itself dwells at the heart and core of the atom' -
what a helpful message this is. This encounter is more suspect than others on 
scientific grounds - but why should a 27 year old working class wife invent 
such a story? The message was partially conveyed by mime , and thus we have a 
link. Note that in each case there is a surprising unexpected element . Mime 
needs no translation - and when ufonauts are seen next to their c raft this is 
a method they often use . But if they convey a message c an we use it to 
construct a better world? 

To find ideas for a better world from other more advanced beings from space is 
entirely sensible. We do not know if our culture will survive the next 100 
years , but our visitors are a much more ancient race - to survive they have 
better ways than us and are worth learning from. As Michael Courtney showed 
in his article quoting from cases , they loathe c ruelty , like to be vegetarian , 
do not believe in time , are altruistic ,  tend to mock whilst helping and make 
difficult situa tions into a game. They do seem to come from a better world . 
Can we forget our pride and learn from them.?. The ufonauts perhaps under­
stand the c onnections of things better than we do. You cannot keep veal 
c alves in stalls under poor conditions , train impressionable young men how to 
use weapons , kill , and behave like robots and expect the quality of your 
awareness of the world to remain unchanged. The people we see coming here may 
be merely operators of  flying c raft but they are well ahead of us in applied 
ethics. 

At night on the fourth of November 1 974 Mrs. Robinson of Jackson Point couldn' t 
sleep and looked out of her window. She �w a UFO hovering over the street 
beaming an immensely bright light downward� under the light were five or six 
small humanoids - a leader seemed to be teaching the others. This may not be 
a deep message for us but the message could be construed as 'Earth is a class­
room for others and ourselves' , or 'Were here to show you something - we make 
the lights as bright as we c an - why don't you learn?'. 
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The same kind of interpretat ion can be placed on the Portage County Case, 
which  did oc cur, although being incorporated in the film 'C lose Encounters' 
which  was mos t ly fic t ion. On April  16th  1966 D·eputy Sheriff Dale F. Spaur 
and part-t ime Deputy Sheriff Wi lbu r Neff were on a road near Atwater Ce ntre, 
Ohio  when a report of  a sight ing c ame over the cummunicator. Joking about 
this the sheriffs headed west on Rou te 224 on other business. They stopped 
to investigate an abandoned c ar when Spaur caught sight o f  a bright light 
approachi ng. The humming c raft stopped vert ically above them. They were 
paralysed with  shock but once they found t hey could move leapt into the pat rol 
c ar. Their  'superior' suggested they shoot at the 50' craft! The craft then 
took o ff and in a spec t acular high speed chase at up to 105 m. p. h. they 
pursued it over 73 mi les. 

The c raft was l ike a shallow c one with  the top of  a thin oblate spheroid. 

What i s  the mimed message of  this? Again the very bright lights - 'c an't you 
see were trying to tell  you something' - then a fun chase in which  the police 
ac ted ent irely by  reflex. There is a helpful message here - when you feel 
oppressed and frightened learn something - have fun. You c an be free! Even 
when everything seems to hum and you are scared ou t of your w its by something 
strange, don't shrink back, enj oy yourself. The people who fly the UFOs are 
evident ly extremely daring, as we can gauge from their behaviour, the helpful 
message mimed here is : 'why so �ared - enjoy the situat ion!· This scarcely 
needs a translat ion. Other sources have indicated that the Ufonauts are much 
more aware of what happens at 'death' than the human race - if  sent ient 
rei nc arnat ion was seen to be inevitab le then one could be c arefree even in 
t he face of danger and threat to like - that too would produce a bet ter world. 
A lso one would not mourn so muc h  s ince the 'departed' would still  exist in one 
of  the worlds and might even be contac ted (not by spiri ts!) 

T o  people living in  space the surface of  a planet would seem like the bot tom 
o f  a deep sea. They would not wish to  stay long on the surface. We are 
perfec t ly c apab le of diving to  the bottoms of shallow seas and lakes but very 
few have ever lived there in under sea houses for any t ime. (The bot tom of a 
shallow sea would be a very sensible place to surv ive a holocaust - if a 
constant supply of elec trical energy can be maintained).  A person living 
like Cousteau, the French marine explorer, is an event. This fac t about space 
dwellers seems to explain the fleet ing nature of some sight ings, but may not 
be the true explanat ion. 

The most remarkab le message of  all was the many sight ings in "Support for 
Vallee' s Hypo thesis from an Unusual Quarter" Vol. 12 No. 4 of Awareness. Ten 
sight ings in one town on the night of November 2nd 1957 laid out the anc ient 
c hinese system of quali t ies assoc iated with trigrams and compass bearings in a 
remarkably deep message ac ted out by UFO behaviour and UFO posit ion by an 
amaz ing ( coinc idence?) (design?);  the trigrams can by found in The Yi  King by 
Wan Wang ( 12th Century BC ) .  

Hi nts for the L5 soc iety to  ponder can be found in  many mimed contac ts for 
examp le - it is c ruel to hunt for pleasure ( C isco Grove ) - Kindness to 
strangers (Cordoba '57 )  - do no t eat the more intelligent animals (Aveley ) -
as well as the cases where missi le bat teries have been rendered inoperat ive 
wi thou t harm to anyone. In the Nha Trang case in South Vietnam the might of 
the American army was rendered powerless for minutes by a saucer, the event 
was wit nessed by hundreds, also withou t permanent harm. 

Thus one important lesson is freedom - from fear- from conflict  - from cruelty 
if we c an  only become more consc ious and less automat ic. This could usher in

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CRACOE REVISITED 

by Data Research 

Elsewhere in this j ournal we have described a long running argument - now 

approaching a fe.U:d .- over the so called "Cracoe Phenomenon". Is the 
phenomenon a.UFO or IFO? The group supporting the UFO theory have backed 
up their  c onclusions with voluminous reports running to hundreds of pages 
analysing the photographic evidence of March 16th 1 981 and declaring the 
photographs to be one of the few pictures of a UFO ever taken over Great 
Bri tain. Local newspapers c.arried articles about this sighting over the 
next two or three years , which prompted other study groups in the area to 
take an interest in the case. The other groups have concluded that the 
"Cracoe Phenomenorl' is merely a light reflection o f  the sun on an unusually 
reflective gritstone rock situated close the summit of Cracoe Fell. 
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Contact Internati onal received a set of photographs of the "Cracoe 
Phenomenon" a few months after the event and mounted them on a display board . 
First impressions were that the object seen was impressive particularly when 
enlarged , but looked somewhat transparent. It could be described as a 
domed disc , but the edges were not particularly sharp. Some six years after 
the original sighti ng a team from Data Research visited the Cracoe area of 
Yorkshire to see for themselves. The team were Derek Mansell , Geoff Ambler 
and David  Ridge. They arrived at Cracoe village at about 1 1.00 a.m on 
Sunday March 29th 1 987. No member of the party had ever been to the area 
before nor had relatives or friends there. 

Before entering into the findings of this visit , a brief synopsis of the 
area and the original report should be stated. The village of Cracoe is 
situated between Skipton and Grassington , Yorks on the B.6265 road. It is 
part of the "Yorkshire Dales" area in rugged countryside and a mecca  for 
cyclists and ramoers. The main road runs approximately South-North from 
Skipton with the steep fells·about one mile to the east and less harsh hills 
and dales to the west. 

The original sighting of the "Cracoe Phenomenon" occurred on March 16th 1981 
between 1 1.00 a.m and 12.00noon. A policem�n and his wife observed a series 
o f  five brightly lit spheres suspended round the central rocks near the top 
of Cracoe fell . They viewed these lights·from the police house in the centre 
of  Cracoe v i llage . The glowing orbs were so intense that they had to shield 
their eyes . Another police officer came in and described the spheres like

" Looking into b right c ar headlights at night". A series of  six 35mm colour 
pictures �ere taken by one of the police officers at 11. 15 a . m .  These formed the 
basis of  the evidence thereafter .  At about 11 . 55 a . m  the lights begin to dim and 
fluctuate in brightness finally disappearing altogether . The officers declared 
they had never seen anything like this previously nor seen anything similar since . 
From the statements made it appears that the weather was cloudy ( about 90% cover ) 
�ith occasional bursts of  sunlight . 

What has transpired since the initial sighting in terms of  investigation , would 
fill many volumes . The purpose of Contact Internationals visit to Cracoe was to 
establish a few facts from a fresh view point, rather than re-analyse the many 
reams of data supplied by the principal investigating groups .

The Data Research party arrived at Crac oe at about 11.00 a .m  on a very bright and 
sunny morning . Cloud cover �as no more than 10% of " fleecy" cloud . However the 
temperature �as extremely low around 2°C ,  with a bitter penetrating wind . The 
whole area had received abundant rainfall the previous week and there were flooded 
patches on the side roads . Some of the flood water was partially frozen over , 
indic ating the cold temperature . 

The team looked hard to see the distinctive profile of the top of the fell , as 
shown in the photographs , but could not find it in spite o f  showing one of the 
pictures to "loc als" . As the original photographs �ere taken from �he police 
house in the village the search  �as centred near to this point and eventually the 
correct fell outline was spotted from the side road heading due east from the 
village . In fact , the outline was only a small sub-section of the main fells­
the team being deceived by the use of  telescopic c amera lenses which made it 
appear a maj or feature, in the photographs . 

Having spent nearly an hour in this search , the team were ric hly rewarded - the 



"C racoe Phenomenon" was visible , albeit a tiny blob to the naked eye , easily 
confused with snow patches near the tops of the fells .  Looking through 
binoculars the shape of the object became more apparent and it was , withou t 
any doub t, the same object in the same position as shown in the original 
photographs and a later picture taken by a debunking group in December 1986 .  
A t  1 2  noon in full sunlight, the object seemed to increase in brilliance just 
as the sun c ame out from behind partial cloud cover . At this moment 
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" t riple b alls" on the object became apparent and very bright through binoculars , 
although there was no noticeable change in brilliance to the naked eye . 
See illustration below:

The overall impression was that the brightness o f  the object was enhanced by 
the increased sunlight and it certainly looked like a distinct and separate 
object detached from the rocks and slightly "eerie" . 

I t  would have been desirable to attempt treclimb to the top of the fell, but 
due to the wind chill this was abandoned and the team retired to the Cracoe 
tea rooms and later c alled in for lunch at investigator Kathleen Waldron' s 
home at Warrington. 

Analysis: The first and important point established, was that the particular 
fell top in the photographs was only visible from a limited area - probably no 
more than a few hundred yards either side of the Cracoe police house . Looking 
in the general direction of this fell a mile or so north or south along the 
main road ,  there was no sign of the particular outline or o f  the "Cracoe · 
Phenomenon" . 

In the original 1 98 1 report the police witnesses described the objec t  as 
dazzling , but there was no dazzle on the Contact International view of the 
objec t except when viewing through binoculars . We must surmise that in t he 
1981 experience the object directly reflected sunlight into the eyes of the 
witnesses . If we assume the object acting as a plane mirror at posit ion A 
in the diagram below, the following approximate calculations have been made; -

The debunking report claims the objec t is a gri tstone rock covered with white 
lichen and inclined at 25°. It  also states on the evidence of a loc al farmer, 
that this type of rock becomes particularly reflec t ive when wet .  Thus 
assumi ng the rock ac ts as a plane mirror inclined at 25° to the horizontal and 
using the property " angle of  inc idence equals angle of  reflec t ion", a ray of 
light from the sun is direc t ly refleded to Cracoe village with the sun at 25°

mid-day in March. 

The problem w i th this is that is is a three dimensional situat ion , but the above 
c alculat ion make some sort of  sense. On March 29th 1987 ,  condit ion at Cracoe 
appeared to be just  about righ t  for get t ing a strong reflec ted image as described 
above. The rockg must have been very wet and the sun was at an elevat ion of 
approximately 60 at mid-day . It is understood that the conditions for seeing 
the image deteriorate during the Summer months as the sun is high in the sky and 
the rocks are predominately dry. If the "Craeoe Phenomenon " is a UFO it must 
be a permanently based craft as Contact Internat ional and other groups have 
seen i t  six years after the original sighting. Absolute proof would be for a 
team at Cracoe village to observe the phenomenon whi le a second team were 
s imultaneously stat ioned at the exac t position on the fell , thus seeing a UFO or 
NOTHING! 

Finally C ontac t Internat ional invites readers of Awareness to dec ide for them­
selves whether the "Cracoe Phenomenon" is a UFO or IFO and we welcome your 
opi;nions .  

� HISTORICAL SIGHTINGS FROM ORIGINAL SOURCES 
PART 5 

(Further ext rac ts from the microfilm collection). 

BOACs Flying Jellyfish 1954 (Source not quoted) ( Seven Black objects followed 
a stratocru iser for 80 miles -then vanished when a jet fighter approached ) .  

One of the most unusual and inexplicable UFO sightings hit all the London dailies 
on July 1st  1954 when Bri t ish Overseas Airways corporation annouced that one of 
their Stratocruisers the Centaurus had been "escorted" for 80 miles over the 
coast of  Labrador by seven unident i fied flying objec ts. The objec ts changed shape 
and form�tion yei easily kept stat ion with the giant airliner whose crew of 1 1  
t ogether wi th 5 1  passengers watched the occurrence and speculated upon i ts 
mystery . 
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The Centaurus , one of BOACs fleet of sky-cruisers was o n  a routine flight from 
New York to London. It left Id�ewild airport on the afternoon of  June 29th for 
Goose Bay , Labrador ,  the last refueling point before the easterly ocean crossing . 
At approximately 8 p . m  (E. S . T) just as the sun disappeared below the western 
horizon , the plane was flying a north-easterly course . Less than 200 miles 
remained before setting down at Goose Bay • 

• 

The following is an extrac t from the Voyage Report of  Captain James Howard in 
command of  the airc raft. Captain Howard is a former bomber squadron leader with 

7500 flying hours recorded in his log. This was his 265th AeBntic crossing . 

"At 0105 GMT today . (J une 30th) about 1 50 nautical mi les south west of  Goose Bay, 
height 1 9000 feet , flying in c lear weather above a layer of low stratus cloud, I 

no t i ced on our port beam a number of  dark objects at approximately the same 
altitude as our airc raft . I drew attent ion to the first officer (Lee Boyd) . He 
said he had just not i ced them also. I jokingly said that they reminded me of 
flas:::k bursts. · He agreed . 

It then became apparent that they were moving along on a track roughly parallel to 
ours and keeping station with us. The First Officer then called Goose Approach to 
ask if there were any aircraft in  the area (0107 GMT) They said No . During this 
t ime the shape· of  the large object changed slightly - also the positions of the 
smaller ones relat ive to the big ones. Some moved ahead , some behind. The First 
Officer then told Goose what we were watching and they said they could send a 
fighter to investigate . 

The shape of  the large one continually changed , but its position relative to us, 
did not-always about 90

° 
to port. The distance from us appeared not less than 5 

miles , poss ib ly very much more. During this time both engineers , both navigators 
the radio officer , two stewards and the stewardess watched it and all of us 
agreed on its shape . The number of  small objects accompanyed it (usually six 
were visible) and all agreed that we had never seen anything like it before . At 
about 01 20 the fighter reported that he was approaching us . The objec ts 
immediately began to grow indistinct until  only one was visib le .  This grew 
smaller and finally disappe�red (0 1 23 GMT) sti ll at the same bearing to us . I 
reported t o  the fighter which direction to head for and then commenced to descend 
to Goose, landing at 0145 GMT . As we taxied in , another fighter was sent to take 
over from the first . 

A US Airforce intelligence officer met us and we gave hi� the story. I spoke to 
Fighter C ontrol and he said he picked us up at 01 1 3  GMT (when we had the sub ject 
in sight) , but he had nothing on his screen other than us . 

All who watched the ob jects are sure that the large one at any rate was no sort 
of winged airc raft .  The small ones were just dots. They left

. 
no vapour trails .  

N o  lights were seen , just black silhouettes. The visibility at this altitude was 
unlimi ted with no c loud other than low overcast. The sun had just set .  A large 
flock of birds might explain i t  if  they were b irds that could fly at a true 
ai rspeed of  238 knots at 38000 feet formating on a Boeing for about 80 mi les . "  

Captai n Howard added that anot�rcompany ' s  aircraft had gone the same way about 25 
mi nutes earlier but had seen nothing. 

The release o f  this sensational news sent London reporters skurrying for interviews 
wi th the Captain and crew . The passengers apparently had dispersed before the 
press arrived , so no statements were available from them . 

A News Chronic le reporter who interviewed Captain Howard at his Bristol home quo tes 
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him as saying ,  " T he fo rmation o f  obj e c t s  appeared suddenly and they were 
obviously not airc raft as we know t hem . All appeared b lack . I ' ll swear they 
we re solid . They were be t ween five and fifty mile s  distant . The re was a b ig 
c ent ral ob j e c t  which appeared t o  keep changing shape - some t imes i t  was wedge ­
shaped ,  some t ime s like a dumb -be ll , some t imes like a sphere wi t h  a pro j e c t ion. 
T he s ix smaller ob j e c t s  dodged about e i ther in front or behind t he ' parent ' .  
They all faded away rap i dly when t he S abre j e t  fighte r  contac ted u s . "  

F irst Officer  Le e  Boyd , anot he r  former war-t ime squadron leade r also living at 
Bri stol was quo t e d  by a Daily Express reporter : " I t  was t he greatest t hr i ll of 
my life . I am wi lling to  swear t hat what we saw was some t hing so lid , some thing 
manoeuvrable · and some thing t hat was be ing c ont ro lled int e lligent ly" . 

T he same newspaper quo ted the 3 1 ye ar .. old navigator George Alle n :  " I  am 
absolute ly convinced that the ob j e c t s  we saw �ere a base ship of some kind with 
a numbe r  o f  sat e llites linked with i t " . 

Meanwhi le the Dai ly Ske t c h. approached the sub j e c t  from a more feminine angle 
and quoted  the 28 year old Air ho stess Daphne Webster of Hounslow , Middle sex . 
" I t  was t he mos t  exc i t i ng sight I ' ve e ve r  seen , "  she sai d  " but a lit t le creepy . 
I was mak ing t e a  when I saw the obj e c t s .  The b ig one was constantly c hanging 
i ts s ize and shape - o�e minu t e  like a c igar , then an orange , the n  a mushroom . 
The smaller one s kept c hanging formation but not t he ir shape . Every one of us 
was far too int rigued to be afraid . "  The Dai ly Mai l added an add i t ional 
s tatement of Miss Websters : - "The obj e c t s  . appeared to be not less t han 5 mi les 
away . I t  was di fficult to  asse ss t he i r  size , because there was not hi ng in the 
sky at t he t ime to  measure them against . We  are qui t e  c ertain that t he mac hines 
we re in flight and some t hing solid . "  

T he be st news coverage ·of the d ay  was re se rved for t he Bristol Evening Post 
whose reporter found t h� .p i lo t ,  first officer and navigator more expansive when 
re laxed in t he ir homes t han when fac i ng the bat te ry of newspapermen at London 
airport . Unde r a b anner heading of "FLYING OBJ]X;TS AS B IG AS BI.DC K  OF FLATS" 
the Evening Post quotes  C aptain Howard , "They were defini t e ly not ordinary air­
c raft or o f  any type- or imaginat ion. I ' ve never seen anyt hing whi ch remotely 
re semb led t hem be fore . They were not saucers - they neve r looke d disc shaped 
or flat . The size was impossib le to  est imate because we didn ' t know how far 
away they were . I f  t hey were 20 miles away the big obj e c t  must have been the 
size o f  a b lock o f  flat s ; i f  five miles , perhaps the size o f  a house . By 
compar ison , i f  t he b i g  one was t he size of the Queen Mary t he small ones were 
t he s i ze of tugs pulling her out of harbour . The small ones were no more than 
bright do t s  - I c ou ldn ' t dist ingui sh any shape . They flew some t ime s ahead or 
behind the l arge one but  never above or below . " Discussing his radio c all to 
Goose B ay and t he de spat ch o f  a Sabre Jet f ighter , Captain Howard cont inued , 
"The fighter was c lo si ng in within a minute  or two . He signalled ,  " I  am now 
20 miles from you , W hat do they look like now? ' '  And in t hat mome nt , I suddenly 
found I couldn ' t see t he small one s  and the larger one . was beginning to ge t 
smalle r .  W i th i n  t wo or t hree minutes i t  had d iminished and finally was just a 
spe ck and then i t  was gone . I t  didn ' t just go forward or back , just go smaller 
unt i l  it disappe ared" . C ap tain Howard went on to say that i t  was possible that 
t he ob j ec t  was fly ing away from hime at great speed and that t he c hanging shape 
may have been c aused as i t  b anke d  or Urne d ,  but at no t ime did i t  do anything 
suddenly . " I  have ne ver be lieved seriously in Flying Sau cers" he conc luded , 
" I  am no t sure t hat I do now . All I know i s  that I saw some thing extreme ly odd 
whi c h  was not an aerop lane . "  

N o t  made known imme diat e ly was the fac t that Captain Howard and his c rew were 



int e rviewed by high- ranking RAF inte ll igence offic ers aft er they lande d at London 
Airpo rt . Quo t e d  by t he Dai ly Ske t c h  the C aptain sai d : "The RAF are obviously ve ry 
int e re s t e d .  No one took p i c ture s - I wish I had had my c amera.  B u t  w e  a l l  saw 
the same . "  
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On t he same day the Dai ly Expre ss no t e d  for i t s  many disce rning sc ient ific ar t ic le s  
pub l i she d a thre e -c o lumn art i c le b y  i t s  Sc ienc e  Reporter under the banner FLYING 
SAUC ER  - NO SAYS CHAPMAN P INCHER . Mr.  P inchers t heory is  t hat the " flying sauc e rs" 
seen by t he c rew of the C entauru s  were not hi ng more t han a re fle c t ion of the 
airc raft i t se lf from a wavy :Byer o f air .  "Cou ld a layer o f  air i n  whi ch there "''as 
no c loud ac t in this way? " he wri t e s .  He t hinks t hat it could e spe c i ally as t he 
S t rato c ruise r  is  an except ionally shiny airc raft . -

" A t  various leve l s  in t he atmosphere" his art ic le goe s on , " there are regions 
c alled " I nversi ons" whe re the air tempe rature changes .  Boundarie s  be tween layers 
of warm and c o ld air are suc h  good mirrors , t hat t hey c ause mirage s as in the 
desert . Bec ause o f  t he t urbule nc e in t he atmosphere the boundary is  some t ime s  
rippled and bre aks u p  a n  image i n t o  seve ral port s whic h  after  re fle c t ion c an be 
seen at eye - level . 

" I f  my theory i s  right , t he sauc e rs c ould have been seen only in the dire c tion of 
the sun ' s rays - t hrough the port - side windows o f  t he aircraft whic h  was trave lling 
northeast whi le t he sun was se t t i ng in the north-we st . "  

Chapman P i nc he r  d iscussed his theory with C ap tain Howard who knows all about 
inve rsions . T he lat ter  agre ed that it was a po ssib i lity but thought " that the 
sauc e rs looke d too solid . "  

Discussing t he fac t t hat t he obj e c t s  fol lowed t he plane fo r 8o mi le s  and t hen 
disappe are d just as a fighter was c oming up to invest igate . Mr.  P inche r stat e s  
" Inversions some t ime s stre t c h  for 1 00s of mile s ,  s o  t he re fle c t ion would s e e m  t o  
t rave l  with t he p lane . The disappe aranc e of the sauc ers may have b e e n  due to the 
c hange o f  light - remember t he sun was se t t ing - or t he " inversion may have pe te red 
out . "  

Desp i t e  C hapman P inche rs '  d i scussion o f  his t heory wi th C aptain Howard , the pilot 
st rongly d i sagre e d  with t he formers art i c le - so much that a le t ter headed I 
CHALLENGE PINCHER was fe atured on t he front page of t he Dai ly Express and signed 
by t he p i lo t  who s t arte d  it all . The C ap tains le t ter says : " I  am t he pilot 
c oncerned in the re cent sight i ng o f  sky obj e c t s  over Labrador ,  and I c halle nge Mr 
C hapman P inche r ' s e xp lanat ion that this c ou ld have been me re ly t he re fle c t ion of 
my own airc raf t . 

" An inversion" c an ac t as a mirrcr and re fle c t  or some t imes re frac t distant ob j e c t s  
- t rue . But no t in t h e  way i l lustrate d  b y  Mr . P incher.  Had an " inversion" existed 
ab ove us at  t he t ime ( highly unlikely with t he high temperature ) we  might have seen 
a re f le c t ion o f  the sunse t ,  nothing more : c e rtainly no t six small b lack dot s  and 
one large variab le shaped t hing. 

" W as i t  a shadow that we saw? ' Po ssibly , but shadows are t hrown away from the light 
source not towards i t . "  

I n  t he t hree ske t c he s  made by C aptain Howard at the t ime o f  t he sight ing , i t  will 
be no t i c e d  that the obj e c t s  appear betwe en t he plane and t he se t t ing sun but not 
dire c t ly opposi te . The sun had ac tually disappeared be low the hori zon be fore the 
obj e c t s  vanished . 
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I nt e rv iewed on Ju ly 3rd by BBC c ommentator John Ellison for the popu lar Satu rday 
night radio and TV programme " In Town Tonight" C aptain Howard said : - "At first 
my C o -P i lo t  Lee Boyd - a C anadi an of immense experienc e  as a pilot - and I ,  
t hought the b ig machine might be  a delta - or swept -wing bomber ,  but i t  c hange d 
shape seve ral t ime s .  I ' m  quite sure it  was a three d imensional obj e c t  and not 
a mirage , I ' m  s t i ll scept i c al o f  t he f lying saucer theory or p iloted airc raft 
from o the r plane t s  and all the o ther t ale s .  A l l  I am willing to believe is  what 
I saw and what my c rew saw . W he the r the se obj e c ts were p i loted craft or what 
t hey were I c annot speculate . "  

BOAC s London Pre ss R e lat ions office  we re extreme ly co-operat ive in my inve s t i ­
gat ion o f  t h i s  mysteriou s  sighti ng .  One o f  these offi cers however pointed ou t 
to me that " never at any t ime have we c alled the things ' sauc e rs ' - We Jre fer 
t he word ' ob j ec t s ' or ' unident i fi e d  f ly i ng obj e c ts ' . Eve ryone has been most 
i nt rigued by this phenonema , but we know nothing further about i t , than what 
you have alre ady been told . "  This statement is ve rified by the ·fac t that there 
have been no rumours amongst the s t aff and pe rsonnel o f  No . 3  line operation at 
London Airport t he sec t ion re sponsible for the flight o f  the C entauru s .  

S c ient i s t  Arthu � C .  C larke author o f  ' The Explorat ion o f  Space ' ( Harper 1 95 1 ) 
who · has been investi gat i ng a numbe r  o f  US sight ings this year flew ove r a 
paralle l c ourse only 1 0  hours after the ob j e c t s  were seen , this was purely 
c o inc idental as he was on hi s way from Hudson Bay to New York to pho tograph the 
e c lip se of the sun .  

Int erviewe d  on h i s  return to  London on July 1 3th he said to  me : "This is  
undoub t edly one of the finest  s ight i ngs e ver recorded from any viewpoint of the 
au t he nt i c i ty of t he witnesse s .  However the obj ec t s  were obviously not solid 
bodies and the re are so many var ious types of mirage that speculat ion-is 
fru i t less.  I f  the t rue exp lanat ion i f  this sight ing c ould be  establishe d ,  it  
would probabV c lear up muc h  o f  the " fly ing sauc er" mystery . "  He went on to 
explain that many of the e c l ipse photographs he took were - " c lu t tered up with 
' fly i ng sau c e rs ' due to · mult iple light refrac t ions in the c amera lense s" - an 
obvious exp lanat ion o f  many o f  the so- called authent icat e d  pho tographs of 
' sauc e rs ' .

A ve ry t horough ac count of all sides o f  this c ase - Unfo rtunate ly the source is 
not quoted but looks to be Ame ri c an .  The possibility that the obj e c t s  were 
mirage s is vind i c ated by the i r  non-appearance on radar. On the o ther hand the 
Captaim vehement .  denials o f  C hapman Pinc hers theory i s  c onvinc ing .  Arthur c .  
C larkes conc lusion t hat t he obj e c t s  were " obviously not solid bodies" seems to 
have been made without much c alculat ion. The sudden disappearance of all the 
ob j ec ts on t he approach o f  a fighter c ould prove intelligent c ontrol o f  the 
bodie s or possib ly the break up o f  the ' inversion ' layer by the fighter.  I t  was 
i nt e re s t i ng to note that the word ' flyi ng sauce r '  was being considered infant ile 
at this t ime ( 1 954) and the more scient i fi c  term ' unident ified flying ob j ec t '  
t ak i ng i t s  plac e . A we ll known c ase thi s ,  but the above ac count reveals more 
t han just  the b are fac t s .  

APRI L-MAY 1 957 - LANDING OR NEAR-LANDI NG CASES I N  FRANCE 

V i ns-sur-Caramy -Apri l  1 957 

Our report in NL 8 was taken from the Nice-Mat in of Apri l  20th ,  as reprinted in 
the C ourrier I nt e rplane taire of May 1 5th 1 957 . From t he Ouranos ac count it is 
c lear t hat the newspape r story was incorrec t . regarding seve ral aspe c t s  o f  the 
affair .  
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The obj e c t  see n  landing on Route  D-24 ( Corre sponding to a state  highway in the 
US ) was de scribed  inexac t ly by the paper as " a  metallic construc t ion,  
c ircu lar in form , 3ft high , about 6ft . in diameter , with a swe lling on the 
uppe r surfac e ; the witne sse s spoke of a " giant top" ; surmounted  by antennas 
resembling radar apparatus . "  As the ske t ch shows , the ob jec t was conical , 

with a convex top , and rested  on i ts  point . I t  was 
about 5 ft high. From the surface of the cone there 
pro j e c ted  at right angle s many lit tle rod s ,  apparent ly 
me tallic , which were in rapid vibrat ion. 

The ob j e c t  i t self made no sound at any t ime ; but as it 
settled  down on the highway , a deafening noise came from a 
me tal road sign about 1 2" x 30" , mounted  on a post about 
5 yards from the landing spot . This sign shook and 
vibrated  violently , furthe r  terrifying the two women who 

were about 100 yards away - Mme . Rami , wife of the village constab le , and her 
friend Mme . Garc in .  ( C ontrary to the newspaper ac count , both of the women 
heard the no ise . )  

The racke t was also he ard by Jule s Boglio , tending his beehives on a hi ll abou t 
300 yards to the north.  Thinking that two c ars had collide d ,  he ran toward the 
highway , and as he ran he saw the ob j e c t  take off.  Again there was the loud 
me tallic  v ibrat ion from the sign .  The " cone" swerved  eastward , trave lling only 
1 5  or 20 fee t  whe re i t  had lande d the first t ime . During this brief " hop" it  
passed above ano ther road sign , which vibrated as  noi sily as  the first . ( Note : 
the N i c e -Mat in story indicated t hat the women were on the dirt road when the 
ob j e c t  appe are d  first . This i s  incorre c t ; they we re on the highway . ) 

The thing the n  took off again "pitching from side to side , "  and flew toward 
the sou th-east at moderate spe ed .  The ent ire affair had lasted about one 
minute . 

Mme . Rami immediately no ti fied  he r husband , and the constab le went to ge t the 
poli c e  from nearby Brignoles .  T he two landing spots  we re examined ; on the 
highway , th� ground be side the road seeme d  to have been violently " swept" , as 
if  by a pewerful blast of  air .  On the dirt road the traces were even more 
conspi cuous ; the earth was " scoured away" in a c ircular spot about four fee t  in 
diame t e r .  

T hree days later J immy Gu ieu , w i t h  M .  P ierre Ayraud of Radio Monte-Carlo , 
visited  the Brignole s police stat ion as the first step in the ir invest igat ion. 
They we re shown of ficial pol ice  report on the case - which made it clear that 
the witnesses we re above all suspic ion of having perpe trated a hoax . Proceeding 
to V ins , Gu ieu was at first unable to ge t in touch with the wi tnesses ( by that 
t ime they we re pub lic ity -shy ) . Under the skept ical gaze of police , and of a 
brigadier who insisted  that the ob j e c t  was a guided missile , Gu ieu tested the 
possib i lity that the vibrat ion of  the signs had bee n  caused by the influence 
of  a magne t i c  propu lsion fie ld . The re sults  were striking.  

Guieu firs t tested  his compass at  the steel  body of his  car ,  which deflec ted 
the nee dle only slight ly .  He then  placed  it  on the ground exac t ly whe re the 
obj e c t  had first landed - with no effe c t  on the nee dle whatever .  But as he 
approache d  t he me tal  road sign that had vibrated  so no isily , the compass 
showed a defle c t ion of some 1 5° . The same defle c tion oc curre d at the sign 
above which  the ob j e c t  had flown. But a third sign of the same kind 25 yards 
away from the first landing-spo t ,  did not affe c t  the compass . The second 
land ing-plac e ,  in  the dirt lane , was also negative ; but a 16" iron irrigation 
culvert , a few feet from the se cond landing-place , likewise gave a 15° compass 
de fle c t ion.  
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Back in the village , Gu ieu found t hat once t he witne sse s we re convinced that he 
was not anot he r  j ournal ist but a serious re searc he r  they we re will ing to talk to 
him . The t ape - re cord e d  int e rview was broadcast that same e ve ning over Radio Mont e ­
Carlo . Gu ieu s t a t e s  t hat t he case was inve st igated by the A i r  Police  ( e quivalent 
to t he ATIC in t he Uni t e d  S tate s ) , but not , as asse rted in the Nice paper ,  by the 
D. S . T .  ( eq u ivalent to  our FBI ) .  

Palalda - Apri l  22 , 1 957.  

S ince t h i s  c ase has no t b een de sc ribe d previously in the News Le t t e r ,  w e  give 
be low a prac t i c al ly comple t e  t ranslat ion of Gu ieu ' s  art i c le in Ouranos about his 
pe rso nal inve st igat ion . 

On Mo nday Apr i l  22 , at 1 p . m .  M .  and Mme . Firmin Basou , farme rs o f  Padalda , were 
in t he ir c ab i n  b e s ide the ir c he rry o rc hard . Mme . Basou was washing the luncheon 
dishe s whe n  she b e c ame aware of an unusu al roaring noi se outside . She stepped 
out doors to see what c au se d  t he noise·, and saw an enormous vortex of b lue and 
re d flame approac hing from t he north.  At an alt i tude of only ten or fifteen 
yards above t he ground , i t  was descending toward the ir vineyard . I t  had the 
appe arance o f  a cone o f  flame s , spinning very rap idly but moving forward slowly . 
Frighte ned , Mme . Basou calle d  he r husband . They wat ched t he fly i ng ob j ec t  
toge t he r ,  a s  i t  hovered for about a minute  at a point 1 5  fe e t  from t he we stern 
e dge o f  the fie ld and 1 5  fee t  above t he ground . The v ine shoot s  ne ar i t  were 
violent ly agi tated , and t he soi l  was se t spinning in a c loud of dust that se eme d 
to be su cke d up toward t he ob j e c t . Throughout ,  a deafening uproar was emi t t e d .  
The vortex t hen resumed i t s  flight sout hward above t he field , bu t stopped again 
af t e r  t rav�ing 400 yards and hovered 15 to 30 fee t  above some c herry trees in a 

hol low , near a bridge . The branches and foliage of the se trees were violent ly 
whipped about and "bent b ack and forth in e ve ry direct ion , "  unt i l  i t  seemed that 
t he limb s  would be t orn off . The c one t hen re sumed its slow course and " c limbed" 
a hill - keeping about 30 yards above t he ground ; bu t at the top of the hill , it  
ro se ab rupt ly into t he sky and sho t  away at  prodigious spe ed toward the south­
we s t . 

No solid " machine" was d iscerned by t he witne sse s - not hing but a coni cal vortex 
o f  re d and b lue " flame , "  the point downward , whose diamet e r  at t he t op was about 
15 fee t . T he size and shape c ould not be stated  pre c isely , because some 6f the 
" flame s" eme rged in all dire c t i ons from t he whirl , bu t in ge neral it was conical . 

W he re the UFO hove red in t he vineyard , t he ground was violently swept about and 
d isorde re d .  T he vine s  we re not in the least .. scorched although the cone had been 
only 15 fee t  above t hem ; so probably the " fl ame s" we re not ord inary flame s but 
some form of i onizat ion phe nomenon .  

About f ive yards we st � f t h i s  stoppi ng-point runs a me t al fe nc e  in a ve ry b ad 
s t at e  o f  pre se rvat ion , consist ing of an i rregu lar wire me sh st rung on rus ty iron 
uprights  of T -shape d c ro ss-se c t ion , interspersed with wooden post s .  The only 
fencepost showing magne t i sm was t he i rgn one c lose st to t he stopping-point , 
whic h  de fle c te d  a compass ne edle by 30 ; the e f�e c t  was not iceab le e ven a foot 
away from t he . pos t . The other iron fenceposts the neare st o f  which is  five yards 
from t he magne t ized post - c au se d  no c ompass deviation at all .  This t ends to 
show t hat some thing unusual had affe c t e d  t he one first examine d .  Ne i t he r  was 
the re any re sidual magne t i sm de t e c t ab le in t he ground .  The se tests  we re made in  
t he presence o f  Messe s .  J acques V e rpillot , Ouranos invest igator from Marse ille , 
and Pau l  J aub e rt , re t ired magistrate and Ouranos cor.re spondent for Palalda. 

In company with Dr . Marce l  Page s ,  Ouranos inve s t igator for Pyrenees-Orient ale s ,  
M .  Verpi llot and I visited  the police  s t at ion a t  Ame lie-le s-Bains and informed 

• 
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t hem o f  this sight ing ,  playing t he taped inte rview with t he witne sse s for them.  
T he ge ndarmes t o ld us t hat t he Basous e nj oy an excellent reputation in the 
communi ty , but expre sse d surprise that the inc i dent had not been report ed to 
them in the first p lace . W e  exp laine d  that this was because t he wi t nesses had 
feared ridi cule ; t hi s  fear had been disarmed by t he sc ie nt i fic c harac ter  of our 
invest igat ion. We assure d  t he police  t hat , on our re que s t , the Basous we re 
wi lling to give t he m  a comple t e  report , on May 1 1 th the police  went to the 
farm t o  make inqui ne s .  

This inc ident pre sent s obv ious analogies t o  t hat o f  V ins- sur-C aramy , although 
at Palalda a cone of sp i nning flame s  concealed t he body of the machine , and it 
produced a loud no ise . Howe ve r ,  1 1  flying sauce rs" are o f  ten masked in a 
f laming aureo le or a dazzling luminosity , prob ably an ionizat ion phenome non. 

It should be ment ioned t hat both at V ins and at Palalda t he we ather was fine ; 
t he re i f  the re fore no que s t ion of invoking " ball lighthing ,  " which occurs only 
during thunderstorms . ( This fac t also rule s out any i

.
dent ificat ion o f  this 

ob j e c t  as a small to rnado , a paenomenon rare ly seen in Europe . - CSI Ed i tors . )

I f  the obj e c t  was a UFO emi t t ing hot exhaust gases this might cause the e f fe c t  
in t he c louds a s  the hot gase s rise and condense on cooling - simi lar to  
condensat ion t rails o r  a nuc lear explosion. W e  have d iscusse d in many previous 
art ic les that UFOs may be invisible at most t imes to the human eye , but tell­
t ale ground markings and unusual cloud format ions . such as this example might 
e nable us to ge t c lo se r  to de te c t ing UFOs .  The conc lusion is - photograph any 
unusual c loud fo rmat ions wherever possible . There is just a chanc e that 
some thing might appear on film .
