On e or two co mmen ts have been ra ised a bo ut the "co ver -ups" series 
runn ing in recent ed ition s o f  Awa r en ess. The cry o f  "Whets this to 
do with UFOs?" has a ga in co me to the fo r e. Yes o f  cou rse the mo st 
recen t ma teria l ha s no thin g to do with UFOs as such - the idea o f  
the series is to ga ther u nd erstand in g  o f  ho w the mechan ism o f  co ver ­
u ps ta kes place. After the first part o f  the series a number o f  
letter s were received sho win g in terest in the vario u s  su bjects 
raised , so fu rther insta llments have been a d d ed .

(I feel this is a part of ufology t�at always need� bein[ urdated and 
bro��ht to the attention of �embers, so this is the latest ir.fornation 
to hand. I hope it will be of interest.) 

Gerrr.any became interested in Disc type craft in 1938, uhen a young 
man (unknown) went into the SID Buildin�,-(Security Service), with a 
60 :page document on a new type of aircraft; one •;;::ich would create a 
vacuUE in front of a Disc shape into which the cra:t would move at 
incredible speeds. Dr. ��ethe at a later date developed a 138ft 
diameter Disc, which is supposed to have flown in 1945 at �ague. It 
is mentior.ed that a senior official of a 1945 British Technlcal 
I·:ission revealed that he had discovered Gerr:.an plans for "entirely ne;" 
and deadly developr:.ents in air warfare", quoted i;.. the book Gernan Jet 
Genesis. 

In 1968, I wrote to the Ger!7lan equivalent of the Einistry of Defence, 
askir� the� about these type of craft durin� the war. Their reply was 
that a tethered disc craft was first flm\'11 in 1 939, us in:'?: a V. v,r. 
engine. That in late 1944 and during 1945, several fliBhts had taken 
place by Disc craft, one climbing to 55,000 ft a;..1 one actually trying 
cor:.bat maneuvres on a Flying Fortress bomber; so in my mind, these 
craft actually existed. The important question �e all want to know 
the answer to is - what happened to them and their research tea� - and 
is that research tea� still working? 

It seems quite likely that the Nazis were researching
.

on Saucpr type 
craft after the war and perhaps even now. The most llkely pYace 
where the work is being carried out is South America. According to 
statistics, about 36,000 leading Nazis escaped to South America, just 
before war ended and just after. Only a handful have been brought to 
justice and it is highly probable that Hitler himself escaped. 

The Ger�ans did have, at the end of the war, some very long range and 
quite large patrol U-Boats and several of these, surrendered afier 
the war, one not until three months later. 

On the 30th April 1945, a �u 52 transport aircraft landed at Temple­
hof Airfield, Berlin and unloaded SS troops. The raiio operator and 
gunner fro= this aircraft, saw a sleek turbo jet a�rcraft a short 
distance away. Alongside the aircraft, was Hitler dressed in field 
grey tunic, waving his arms about a.'1d talking to the pilot. ':.'hat the 
type was, no-one knows, but possibly it could have been an Arado 234 
which was flying and in service, but only as single seaters. One or 
two were converted to take more crew members, but not on operational 
services, so this was the most likely aircraft. �ith a.range of 
about 1200 miles, it could get quickly to where the U-Boats were in 
the Denmark, Scandinavian areas. 

An article in the Sunday Independent of 27th August 1989, on the 
possible escape of Hitler, by Ross Salmon, has so�e interesting 
facts. This author has been studyine the project for 35 years and 
two important facts emerge which I had already found out about. One, 
U-Boats were used in the escape and .two. the U-Boat base needed for 
the run to South America as a

-
refuelling base was the Island 

FUERTEVID\TURA in the Canary Islands. The island was purchased by 
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GUS'i'AV HORST WirTER, a German engineer of the Nazi party and Spain's 
Franco authorised the purchase. It was fortified; U-Boat pens made 
and an airstrip put in. 

The U-Boats I have mentioned were long range types. One surrendered 
two months after the war to Argentina, it had a very large crew, all 
young, 84 in all, when the normal ere•·; was 48. They had destroyed 
all electronic gear and instruments. The crew were handed over to 
America, when interrogated they all answered the same - that they 
were part of a large U-Boat convoy. One other boat which was 
captured, had a large young all blond crew; the Captain being about 
23 years old. The entire crew committed suicide. 

!•:ore of these large U-Boats were found. scuttled in various narts of 
the world, i.e. the Atlantic and Pacific oceans. Some were-loaded 
with cigarettes and food; others �ere loaded with vast quantities of 
mercurv or quicksilver. 

In 1964, a fisher�an was in his boat fishing in a Fiord in Norway, 
when he heard a loud grating and whining noise coming from the 
�ountains. He watched a large disc type craft come down towards the 
sea. It hovered just over the water, several hundred yards away. 
The craft beamed a bright green beam of light at him which turned to 
a darker green, making him feel helpless, although he could still 
see and hear. From the craft a ladder went doivn into the sea and up 
and down this went buckets or men. The craft was hovering over the 
wreck of a German Freighter sunk during '"orld '"ar II and carrying 
mercury or ouicksilver. 

In 1965, here in England, a lorry driver had an uncanny experience. 
He had been driving a truck from the South of England, to Lancashire 
but diverted to Yorkshire, so he could see his Sister. He had 
parked at the side of a road in Yorkshire for the night and was 
woken up about 6.30 a.m. by a loud whining and grating noise. 

Upon opening the window he found it a little misty, but still quite 
good visibility and the noise seemed to be coming from behind some 
trees. After a short while, a large disc type craft came into view, 
hovering a few feet above theground, settling on the ground a few 
hundred yards away. The driver, a little wary watched a hatch open 
and a figure appeared. He seemed to have a microphone and was 
shouting instructions to persons inside. Thirty men came out and 
lined up in a V formation; all were in olive green tunics, with 
black jackboots and black gloves. Each had a long torch, which had 
a bright green beam of light, and changed to a darker green. They 
all spread out as if they were searching for something and spoke in 
gutteral language, not unlike German. The driver at this time was 
very worried and made a hasty retreat to some trees. The men 
searched his vehicle and went back to the craft, which then took off 
making a lot of noise. He reckoned the bottom of the craft revolved 
and it was this, making the grating noise. The driver went back to 
his truck which at first he could not start, but before going he 
decided to walk over and have a look where the object had been, and 
found a large depression in the ground, which he measured as roughly 
as 85ft in diameter. On returning home, his wife found he was upset 
and k�pt asking what was wrong� When he told her, she said to 
report it to the police, but he could not as he had altered the log 
book of the truck but after a couple of days, she persuaded him to 
inform the Air Force. They came to see him and he had to sign the 
Official Secrets act. The driver then lost most of his eyesight for 
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ab out s ix months and was qui t e  i ll. He s t ill has an uneasy feel ing 
of b e i ng foll owe d. The witne s s  kept quie t  about the case until the 
1 980s ' when he s aw an advert i n  a truckers magaz ine ( plac e d  by the 
author ) aski� another trucker t o  come forward ab out a UFO cas e. 

A s imilar type of UFO with t h e  s ame s i ze, whining and grat ing noise 
also flying low and s l owly and landing at t ice s ,  has been reported 
around Bri tain on fif t e en d i ff e rent o ccas i ons, betwe e n  1 96 9  and 
1 980. 

In }�rch 1 979, there was a very good report o f  a UFO or mi s s ile 
coming out of the s e a, by the Canary Islands, i t  was phot ographed 
by many and w i tn e s s e d  by thousands. Looking at the photographs it 
l o o ks almost certain to be a mi s sile . However all the l eading 
powers d enied such a launching, so an inve s tigator of ours in the 
Canary Islands, was asked to inve s t igat e  this case and he came out 
with an unusual a c c ount. He was trying to f ind out if any abnormal 
ac tivi ty had been happening in the area, e s pe cially at s e a. 
Some on e said, a few f i sherme n had c ome across s oemthing unusual, a 
c ouple of months b e fore the s ighting. 

The re was a group of Portugue s e  fishing boats, betwe en I�deira and 
the Canary Island s on the 20- 2-79 and they c ame acro s s  a submarine, 
motionl e s s  on the surface, i t s  c rew on the d e c k. This was a sub­
marine with a d i fference - it was a World '1t/ar 2 U-Boat with U567 on 
its t ower, and a gun on front and a hatch at the rear. It w�s . carrying two flags - the Naz i e mblem and one they could n o t  1dent1fy. 
The boat was dark grey and rus ty and t he crew were all bl�nd_and 
young. It mus t be rememb e r e d  this was 1 979 and the d e s cr1pt1on was 
of a s ubmarine o f  1 94 5. 

The crew spoke t o  the f i shermen. One or two o f  whom coul d  speak 
German . They s e emed fri endly and swapped cigare ttes ( American 
Came l ) .  They t alked ab out 20 minute s  then the fishermen l eft the 
are a. Two d ays later they were in the same are a and came across a 
Fre ighter roughly ab out 1 8,000 t onne s . The ship was dark grey, 
carrying no iden t i fi c a t i on or flags. It was moving very ver� 
slowly around in c ircle s as i f  waiting for s omething. The fl sher­
men trie d  talking to the crew members they could see but none would 
s pe ak. All seemed to be carrying guns , so the fishermen cleared 
off . 

It i s  a well known fac t that t h e re has always been a st eady 
migrat ion o f  workers from t he Canaries to the South Ameri ca and 
tha t  during the war, t hey were used as a refuelling s tage post to 
the Americas at Teneri fe . 

Whe ther Hitler survived or n o t  is immaterial, but c ertainly the 
Naz i s  are s t ill known to the a c t ive and really Hitler would have 
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have b e e n  foolish to work out very elaborate e s c ape plans, whi ch 
d i d  not include hims e l f . Thes e  points should be remembered: the 
bod i e s  o f  Hi tler and Eva Braun we re never found; the c l o thing and 
i tems d i s c overed were only circumstantial evidence. Hi tler hims elf 
had only j ust c ondemned the Mayor of Le ipz ig as a c oward, f o r  
c ommit t ing suicide, so f o r  h i m  to fol l ow sui t , j us t  d oe s  n o t  mak e  
s ense. 

Finally, perhaps the words from a spe e ch made by Hit l er on Fe bruary 
24th 1 94 5  says i t  all. "In this '\lo•ar there will b e  no vi c t ors and 
no vanqu i shed e i ther, but only d ead and the survivors. The l a s t  
bat t al i on however, w i l l  be a German one" . 

P.S . Regarding the U-Boat 567 the Ger:can J·.:.O.D. said i t  was a 
type V1 1 C  Patrol submarine , with a crew of about 4 4. The y  had 
e nlarged external t anks with a range of approx 6,500 mil es a t  1 2  
knots on t hesurface. They had twin rudd ers whi ch mad e i t  · 

adaptabl e  on the s urface. They could not explain the hat c h  nor 
c o uld they explain i t s  exi stence.

EET.f...LOGIC: HO\{ TO COPE v.'ITH THE 1-!0RLD '!!H3!\ YOU'RE SPACED OUT.

The re are vari ous UFO reports where the pi l o t s  have re s pond e d  in a 
very automatic way, or where ·small humanoids on emerging from the ir 
craft seem utterly and c omple t e ly confused. There may b e  phy s i cal 
reas ons why a pers on operating a UFO may be s lightly in s ome 
altered s t ate o f  cons c i ousne s s , but in any cas e we may examine how, 
in s uc h  c ircumstanc e s  one may operate. The p i l o t s  s e emed to use 
s ome automatic proces s o f  re as oning which was a kind o f  forma l i ­
s a t i o n  o f  normal pro c e d ure s. 

Several c a s e s  e x i s t  in which the foll owing s ort of interc hange has 
been h e ard b etwe en Pil ots; 

Firs t pe rs on; 
Se c O'ild person; 
Firs t  pers on; 
Se c on d  pers on; 
Firs t  person.

Now no n o rmally consci ous pair of ind ividuals will n e e d  to make 
d e c i s ions in such a s tilted way -- unl ess the normal operat i on of 
their mind s  is imp e d e d. There fore it s e ems that this mode o f  
c ommuni cat i on may b e  d e s igned t o  avoid errors under c ond i t i on s  
( s trong f i elds --- altered c onsciousne s s ) when n o rmal men t al c lari ty 
is abs ent. The s t ru c ture of the c omnunicat i on i s  e vidently as 
follows . 

1. Statement o f  physical s ituat ion 
2. Sta tement o f  mi s s i on o b j e c tive 
3. Statement o� l ogical fac t 
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4. State�ent concerning the nature of the present moment 
5. Statement of required action. 

There is among human working groups no such agreed format to use 
under these conditions, even though similar situations exist (i.e. 
divers working at extreme depth). There are specialist languages -­
for example that used by airline pilots or astronauts -- but it 
seems that such a development could save lives under some conditions. 
To implement this,personnel would have to undergo training in this 
format over a very long period so that this usage would b e  natural 
to them. 

The advantages th�t would accrue are not major, given normal working 
environTients and habits; but would become so when extreme conditions 
prevailed; imagine a diver with the Taptures of the deep (nitrogen 
narcosis) he needs to return to the surface slowly -- but can he 
tell himself this? 

He could say after years of habituation to macrologic; 

1. I am standing on the ocean floor 
2. I should be ascending fairly fast at this tice. 
3. Standing is not ascending 
4. This is a good moment to start 

5. I shall ascend now. 
and probably do this; if the macrologic training had been thorough 
enough. 

When analysed these various forms of thought seem to come together 
in a gestalt: the first statement is a statement of physical 
situation --- that of factuality and causality; the second 
statement is a statement of intentionality which is something rather 
more than a goal; the third is a statement of a logical fact 
relevant to the situation, and note logic is not causality; the 
fourth is a statement about what distinguishes this moment of time 
from others in respect of the mission, almost like an oracle (is 
this time propitious?); the fifth statement is a statement �f the 
action implied by the other four statements. 

These five steps are very balanced, comprising physical, logical, 
intentional, quasi-religious, and pragmatic elements. I have tried 
the experiment of making decisions like this, and the force with 
which the conclusion occurs to one is quite remarkable almost 
seeming to express the current nature of the world. 

In modern times we take all sorts of precautions which are not 
really necessary and thus do not encounter propitious or providen­
tial features of the world --- when tribes needed to find water, 
water-diviners appeared, -- when there was no long-distant 
communication, telepathy occurred (especially in the south-seas)-­
and possibly in times of famine, new sources of food are encountered 
---the five level decisi�-aid mentioned here may be similar; a 
method for thinking clearly when clear thinking is necessary and 
difficult. 

The above method is very interesting to use. 

We always d? make the assumption that people can operate in ver 
strang: envl:onments and at very high speeds without mental 
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opera�lon belng affec�ed. ��t many of the astronauts who 
e�perlenced lun�r orb1t or landed on the surface of the moon, 
eJther at the tlme or later became either psychic or interested in 
psychic and religious matters. Some experienced a minor nervous 
b:eakdown afterwards. Thus even the relatively minor alteration of 
h�gh speeds and a journey of half a million miles changed the 
mln�s of these highly trained and educated men. How was it that on 
arrlval.all.these a:ticulate post-graduates could say was; the, 
ground lS flrm and ln the middle-distance there are a number of 
surface rocks? Thus it seems that the mental effects of space­
tra�el are more subtle than they seem, and the case for the macro­
loglc procedure outlined before is strengthened. 

Bal�cing the mind may always be necessary, but in normal human 
soclety happ:ns automatically, in a very small and isolated explor­
�tory te� mlnd may need balancing by conscious adjustment -- that 
lS psychlc balances logic, religion balances reason, trivial 
balanc:s serious --- having been logical an isolated person should 
try belng psy�hic. �eople in normal human society are un1-1illing to 
attemp� consc1ous adJustments of this sort; in space this may be 
essent1al. Thus remember:

Ve:y interesting things are happening in science at the moment. 
Sclence, and by that.I mean physics and mysticism, are moving 
together. Th7y are lnterpenetrating one another. It is a very 
slow process �ndeed, but (at last) it is happening. Scientists at 
the very l:adlng edge of physics are getting curious to know just 
how th: thlngs tha� t�ey are discovering through very powerful, 
expenslv: and soph�st1cated computers, quantum physics and fractal 
�thematlcs (reduclng or increasing in size for ever, the pentagram 
lS also fractal) are already'known and have been known for at least 
5,500 years.

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There have been many attenpts to find new ways of seeir.g the world 
in the p�st. Historically, science is littered wit� these world 
codels, but the amzing thing about all these concepts,.no m�tt�r how 
diverse their theoretical backorounds, they all agree 1n pr1nc1ple. 
One of the most amazing concepts to come to light in the 'new . physics' since the seventies is that of David Bohm, a �ormer pupll 
of Einstein and Karl Pribrare, a viennese-born neurolog1st. 

In the seventies Bohc put forward his ideas on holo�ove�ent, one of 
the most svstematic and internally consistent and integrated concepts 
to emerge.so far. Whets �ore t�is innovative new theory fed on 
discoveries in two apparently unrelated sciences - neurology and 
theoretical physics. 

The new theory revolves aro��j the discovery back in �964 of Laser 
holographic 3D photography. The hologram - the word lS from the . 
greek word halos, the whole and is derived fro� the word holy (agaln 
the whole) there is much more to the humble holograL then meets the 
eye, more than just a scintillatingly beautiful 3D pi�tu:e tha� 
appears to change aspect as you move it. A holographlc 1mage l� 
forced by two laser beams, one of which is 'bounce�' off the obJect 
to be photographed, and on to a special photographlc plate, where the 
two beams meet on the plate. LiRht interference waves are set up (a 
bit like two pebbles dropped int� a still pond where the ripples� 
meet is 1-:here the ima�e is formed). The thine about a holographlc 
image is that if you had a 3D picture of, say! a pe�son! the� cut off 
the arm in the picture, expanded it and blew 1t �p ln s1ze, 1nstead 
of just getting a bigger arrr vrhat you would get lS a 'snap-up' to 
another whole person or bird or horse, or jet-plane. You cannot 
segment a holopictur�; the information enabling reproduction of.the 
person or arm, in the original holopicture sinultaneously �ont�1ns 
information about the totality of that person. That to�allty 7s 
indivisible. 'iihat does happen though, is that �s the p1ctu�e lS 

expanded, it becomes more and more blurred, mak1ng observat7on/ 
comprehension more and more difficult. Bohm has :xpanded h1s · 

. 
theories to include the whole universe. He perce1ves that cartes1an 
science in the past has made the mistake of trying to view the world 
in individually segmented 'bits' instead of as a whol:, as a oneness. 
Of course the holographic pictures we are �sed to see1ng a�e of 
objects that appear to be stationary relat1ve to us (Not Wlthstan­
ding the fact that everything is whirling around at about a 1000 
miles per hour) but Bohm's theory is acknowl:dged by.the fact that 
everything is on the move. It is this dynamlc total1ty of moveme�t 
that Bohm calls the Holomovemen�. This Holomovement takes place ln 
an 'implicate' order which can both 'enfold' and '�f?ld' a� an 
ordering creative force. As an 'unfold�' ?rder 1t 1� man1fest, 
perceivable by us while as 'enfoldment' lt lS non-manlfest, but 
but this 'enfoldm�nt' is the most important. Bohm calls it 'real'. 
It is more than what we see with our own eyes; it is non-manifest; 
it is the whole and keeps it ceaselessly in motion. 

��en Karl Pribram teaching at Stanford University got to hear about 
all this he realised that Bohm's Hologram theory explained hitherto 
inexplic;ble activities of the mind, and was �uitabl� as a model of 
what appears to be happening in the human bra�. Pr1bram has 
discovered amonst a whole hoast of other things, that when half the 
atom sized'Neurons in the visual cortex of the brain are surgically 
removed this does not entail the loss of half the memory (on experi­
ments done on rats). The interesting thing about neurons is that 
they transmit information by means of Interference light waves. 
Pribra� has found that even when only 2 to 3 percent of the nerve 
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cells are rema1n1ng, total menory is virtually assured; every single 
cell stores the entire message; every cell is the whole; every cell is 
memory. Bohm says that his model of the universe is not a theoretical 
concept. He created it as a physicist not a philosopher. The 
mathematics already exist, Holor-ove�ent is being used all the time, 
quantum physicists believe that mathematically holomovement works 
better than all comparable models. Now these leaders of the 'shifting 
paradigm' think that the human brain creates 'concrete' reality by 
interpreting frequency waves of primary patterned light from another 

.�imension,they call this other 'domain' the holistic frequency realm. 

Although naturally, just about everybody in 'UFO circles' (if you will 
forgive the pun) currently has slight differences in opinion regarding 
the phenomena, I think its a fair comment to say that most of us at 
one time or another, perhaps back in the good old simple 60's and 70's 
entertained the notion that uFO's were visitors who travelled to Earth 
via 3D space, even if we don't now. First, 1.;e thought they came from 
nearby planets and then when that was ruled out because of pla�etary 
environmental considerations and because our personal concepts of the 
scale of the universe grew, our attention turned to nearby stars; but 
then, as the years went by even that idea seemed untenable. People 
started to ask why any race supposedly so advanced would travel so 
far, even from the closest possible stars likely to have planets 
supporting intelligent life. Spend decades observing the Earth, which 
is surely an oasis, a veritable jewel, in this otherwise barren sector 
of space, and totally ignore what is obviously a sentient lifeform 
(ourselves) on a planet team�ng with millions of different forms of 
life without bothering to make direct contact with us. As Jacques 
Vallee, author of dimensions and astrophysicist, says "as recent 
visitors they could learn everything they needed to know in just a 
couple of weeks with an orbital probe." 3ven allowing for their 
thought processes and logic being radically different to ours, and 
even if they did have some on-intervention pact in human affairs, 
surely we would see them moving around our solar-system, entering or 
leaving it, but we never do. It's inconceivable that anything with 
mass and velocity, travelling in three dimensional space would not 
have to decelerate well before it entered our solar-system. Besides 
the fact is that the UFO type 'vehicles' that some people think we 
perceive in our atmosphere, just don't look like examples of signifi­
cantly advanced hardware. In fact, they've been around for a long 
time and they don't appear to have changed significantly in recorded 
history. The truth is, as we are all beginning to suspect, very few 
of us today think in ter�s of UFO's being extraterrestrial origin in 
the accepted sense of the word. This phenomenon, whatever its origin 
has been rumbled the time has come to stop kidding ourselves anymore! 

The idea that our beautiful planet Earth has a innate intelligence­
a consciousness- is a very ancient one, Gaia the Earth goddess. 
Today although scientists all over the world acknowledge Gaia as a 
kind of Earth control system that has controlled Earths ecology for 
billions of years, they are not so ready to advance the theory any 
further into the realms of what they think of as outrageous · 

speculation. I think that Vallee in his most recent book Dimensions 
has hit the nail on the head in his summing up of over 40 years of 
modern Ufology. There is now little doubt that we are dealing in 
reality with an intelligent Earth oriented, interdimensional 
phenomena, or something that is using it as such. This phenomena is 
down here on Earth where it's always been, controlling our perceptions 
by means of the symbolism inherent in the UFO enigma, showing us 
archetypes; maybe even controlling or influencing historical trends, 
precipitating wars and disease in order to control planetary 
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population, especially �ankinds. I also think there is evidence to 
suggest it is able to respond to environmental threats, such as 
industrial pollution, and the continuing ft�ti-ecological activities 
of mankind. 

Perhaps it could even start a nuclear war if it became necessary. 
Its interesting to study the UFO phenomena against the social, 
political and enviro�ental background of the last four decades. 
Kenneth Arnold's first modern sighting back in 1947 was only a couple 
of years after the end of the war in the Pacific and the dropping of 
the first atom bombs on Japan. Then a few years later we had the 
Korean war and the early sixties we had both the horrendous Vietn� 
war, and hand in hand, a growing peace movement with the Hippies. 
Flower Power, Psychedelia, Eeditation, the use of nind expanding 
drugs. Zen buddhism and Occultism. A general increase in the 
prevalent number of cult followings, including those relating to uFO 
phenomena. lll this precipitated a heightened interest in all things 
mystical plus a growing interest in the nature of the universe and 
our place in the scheme of things. It see�s t hat what we could have 
been dealing with is some kind of inter-dimensional phenomenon- not 
just Paul Devereux's Earthlights, though they are no doubt connected 
in some way as manifestations of Earth forces, but something that 
exists beyond the point where the hierarchy of atomic and subatomic 
particles becomes pure energy, in the 'enfolded' order of things. Two 
of the most important tenets of the Occult (on which many good unbi­
ased books have been written) has to do with geometry and hidden 
light.

f;/' CORN CIRCLES - ·A CA!v"DID APPRA.ISAL

\rhy do UFO publications continue +o 1�ee:n h v � � up e�vy coverace on corn-
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circle discoveries and possible causes in spite of being fobbed o�f 
by the scientific community that it� all down to the "wind-vo:tex" 
theory? Contact International has 1n the pest only made pess1ng 
references to circle events, accepting that in the first instances 
it was hoaxing (r�member the one in Dennis Heeley's beckyard) end 
later that the wind vortex theory was responsible. Now it seems 
this is the one that "will not go away". We are informed that 
Andrews and Delgedo the authors of "Circular Evidence" have found 
270 new circle formations in 1989 alone, working mainly in the 
Rants/Wilts area known as the 'Wessex corridor". If ell these were 
hoaxed and all done at night, as seems to be the usual method, then 
our hoaxer friend(s) would have to be working et it every night 
through the cereal growing reason May-August averaging around 100 
days. The figures indicate that around 3 circles a night Qn 
average have been created - clearly impossible for hoaxers to 
perpetrate unless there are several teams of them operating! A 
small number of circles have been known to be hoaxed, but this 
figure can be eliminated in consideration of a similar or greater 
number of unreported circles which must exist, given the possibility 
o� uncomreunicative farmers and/or farm labourers. 

The sheer numbers of circles now appearing and in a multitude of 
different formations - most of geometric precision-discount the 
wind-vortex notion, unless this phenomenon is extremely common. The 
Summer of 1989 was the best in many years with very little wind 
disturbance right through from May to September. If 270 circ�es 
were found in this period, many must have been created on ent1rely 
still nights. Are we suggesting that special whirlwind effects can 
be created in a still atmosphere? It does not seem likely. 

What ere we left with then? A number of witnesses have reported 
possible UFO sightings in the vicinity of circles and strange 
electrical sparks and noises have been picked up on occasions from 
inside circles. The most startling evidence is the televised report 
of Pat Delgado which went out on BBC 1 on October 31st. Delgado, 
reporting from inside a very large recently formed circle suddenly 
was aware of an "ene1·gy field" passing through his body� This was 
picked up on a microphone relay to the BBC sound record1st who . 
experienced a strange buzzing sound or "electronic sparrow" rag1ng 
through his equipment, When Delgado moved a pace or two forward 
the pulses faded and returned when he stepped back. Thus it was 
highly localised within the circle. The effect ceased altogether 
after about a minute. Unless you think the TV recording was an 
elaborate hoax how can this effect be explained in terms of whirl­
winds or the like? Dowsing experts have also picked up huge . movements on their devin�ng twigs when passing through corn c1rcles. 

CONTACT UK investigators experienced strange happenings to metallic 
parts of their cars when searching the "Wessex.corridor" area . during SWilller 1989. In one· instaRce an electr1�ally. operate? rad1o 
aerial broke away from the car body on approach1ng S1lbury H1ll. A 
metal collar appeared to have sheared off although the component 
was not under abnormal stress. On another occasion the mileometer 
of a dif�erent car jammed while approaching circle sites �ear 
Winchester. After leaving the area it worked.normally ana has done 
ever since - coincidences maybe, but interest1ng. 

What is it then that can create circles and leave measurable after­
effects long after the formation iseompleted? Whether it orig�nates 
from UFO's or not, we must be looking et unknown forces and ent1rely 
new 
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parameters. The big plus factor we have is that circles and rings 
are there to be photographed, measured end analysed for up to 
several months until the combines get to work -unlike the UFO 
report whereby a witness struggles to remem�er details of a 
fleeting experience lasting merely seconds 1n many cases end with 
no other quantifiable evidence to go on. 

The point is, with ell this evidence. on the ground! we as VFO 
investigators/researchers have the b1ggest chance s1nce �er1ous 
investigation began after 1947 to make a break through �1ven the 
circle phenomenom is linked to UFOs, however tenuously 1t may 
appear to some people. It is wor�h risking "egg on your fee�" 
from the scientist to progress tt1s. At the �resent,�xplanat1ons 
from the scientists are �ust not acceptable 1n expla1n1ng the 
near perfect geometry of the for�ations! the'numbers appearing 
and the 14 or so differant group1ngs wh1ch have been recorded.

Re s pe c t ing firebal l s , we find e l s ewhere that there are re asons to 
beli eve that they d i ffer fro� ord inary me teors (1 ) and t hat the 
trains of large examples may pe r s i s t upward s of an h o ur , during 
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whi ch t ine the v may bec ome bent or broken by a i r  currents . Dayti�e 
trains o ften re semble smoke , wi th colour s  ranging fror. bluish i\'hi te 
to dull re d . Rolling thunder-like noise s or the cracklin � of 
rifle-fire , acc ompanied by explosions ( s ome t i�es loud enough to 
shake b uildings ) ,  are frequently heard d uring fireball manife station s  
(2 ) .  

Gaposchkin and Haramundanis , however , pre fer t o  s egregate fireballs 
and bolide s , whi ch many o ther �Ti ters appear t o  have lumped toge ther , 
and ass e rt - that bolides explode with audible noises , whereas 
fireballs do� ' t . e xplode but proceed  as  extre�ely ?rilli�nt ob

Ne t-eor colour s  are highly variable . As Dr .  Edward Faith remarked :  

l·:et e ors vary in c olour from blui sh-whit e , through Hhi te  to yellow , 
green and reddish hue s . The fas t e s t  �oving --- whic h  we have s e en 
are those arrivin� in the early hour s  o f  t he morning--- are 
bluish-white . Th� slowe s t  one s  are of a reddish c o lour (1 ) .  

The brighte s t  of me teors is  als o  somewhat variable during the ir short 
perio d  o f  be ing e vane s cent . Dr. Faith not e d  that : 

Several years ago ( i . e . be fore 1 g5 5 ) ,  H .  A .  Nei\'ton of Yale 
e s t imate d  that 1 5 , 000 , 000 to 20 , 000 , 000 me t e ors bright enough 
to be seen with the naked eye enter Eart h ' s  atmo sphere daily . 
Later , this e st imate ,.,as thought t o  be t o o  low ,  and Poulter o f  
the Sec ond Byrd Antarctic Expedition ( 1 934-3 5 ) rai sed the total 
to 1 billion per day . (8 ) .  These e st ima t e s  d o  not  allow for 
tho s e  meteors t o o  faint to be seen by unaided eyes every day . 
The actual number of daily meteor arriva l s  in Earth ' s  
a tmosphere mus t b e  truly prodigious . 

It i s , of c ours e , well known t hat meteors often tend to arrive as 
' showers ' ,  e i ther annually or on some o ther regular basis . Barker 
and Frederick state  that of the annual me t e o r  showers , the Perseids 
are the mos t  c onspicuous and d ependable . Me t e ors a ttributable to 
this s hower are t o  be seen ove r  a period o f  2 to 3 wee ks t with the 
greate s t  di splay peaking about Augus t 1 2th e ve ry year (� J ·  

Nex t  in order o f  numbers and annual reliab i l i ty are the Orionids and 
the Geminids . Le ss  frequent are the Le onids , whi ch orbit the Sun in 
3 3  Earth-years , although in 1 833 , 1 866-67 and in 1 967 , they produce d  
t h e  mos t  s pe c tacular displays of modern t ime s . The mo s t  remarkable 
d i s play of all this c entury was given by the  Drac onids on Oc tober 
9th. , 1 933 ( 1 0 ) ,  and were plentiful again over the Americas in 1 946 t and by radar-d e t e c tion e quipment during daylight hours in 1 952  ( 11 J · 
Occasionally me t e or swarms whi ch are normally rather weak produce 
reverse effe c t s , as did the Andromedids in 1 872 (� ) .

?ounce b�c k  off th� upper atmos phere into space . Rarely s e en , these J.nt�res tJ.ng exceptJ.ons c ould eas ily be mi staken for a d i s t an t  lunanous UFO . 

I>lany of the meteors , bolide s ,  and fireballs vThi ch enter Eart h ' s  atmos­
phere daily are re c orded via the Volun teer Flight Offi cer Netwc rk , 
no� o pe r�t e d  by mos t co�erc ial airlines i� con j unct ion with the 
SmJ.thsonJ.an Astrophysi cal Observatory . The results , whi c h  are  
�abulated in ch�onologi cal order , are semi-cla s s i fied s in c e , be ing 
J.nter-re lat�d wJ.th current upper air space re search pro j e c ts , are 
bracke ted Wlth space expl oration progran�es .

UFOs ; and many UFOs resemble meteor-like o b j e c t s . Inter e s t ingly 

pra c t J.c ally all �odern textbooks on me te ors either ignore the s e  ' odd ' 
me teors ( presumably be cause rat ional explanation s  for them a r e  not as 
ye t forthcoming ) ,  or the writers of the relevaL t texts are a c t ually 
ignorant of them , or , wors e , wilfully suppre ss the a c c oun ts and 
reports of these anomalous ob j e c t s . 

T�e poss �ble suppre s s ion of thi s kind of meteor report in c e rt ain 
CJ.rcles  J.s not as fanciful as might seem at fir s t  glance , b e c ause 
seve ral o f  the report s in t hi s  category are more than similar t o  
tho se made b y  eyewi tne s s e s  claiming t o  have obse rved U?Os . If true , 
the� such suppre ssion actually amount s to a tP.c i t  aaci s s ion on the 
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part o f  s cience and offi c ialdon that UFOs d o  exist ( the official 
' line ' is that UFOs d on ' t  e x i s t ) ,  and t hat in itself is intere s t ing . 

Thi s review of me t e ors and me te ors-like phenomena reveals that the 
charac ters and be havi o ural pat t e rns o f . the s e  o b j e c ts is more varied 
than the s t and ard as tronomical texts generally c onvey , and that , 
s in c e  the meteor-showers re pre sent a peri o d i c i ty franework o f  
annual ' peaks ' a n d  trough s ' o f  me teor a c t ivi ty in t�rre s trial skies , 
the ufol ogi s t  trying t o  a s s e s s  the valid i ty or o the:wi s e  o f  alleged 
s ightings of UFOs , and e s p e c ially tho se of m e t e or-l1ke app7arance ! 
has an impr e s s ive ly well d oc umented bac kdrop o f  me t e or man 1 fe s tat 1?ns 
against whi ch t o  unde rtake such asses sment s .  The fact that s o  var1ed 
a backdrop may on o ccas i on hind er rather than help such c a s e  assess­
men t s  i s  as much a re fle c t i on o f  the c ompl exi ty o f  the real a s tro­
n oi!l.i cal s cenario of whi ch the Earth/I•;oon system i s  an integral part 
a s  of the d ive r s i ty of ufol ogi cal case mat erial . It i s  c e r t ainly not 
beyond the b ound s o f  p o s s ibility that s ome UFOs de liberat e ly 
c amouflage thens elves t o  re s e�ble mete ors , ve ry much as , e l s ewhere , 
i t  has been shown tha t  s ome t imes they c amoufl age thems e lve s as clouds 
or u t ili s e  cloud s  to mask the i r  activit i e s  in Earth ' s  s k i e s  ( 20 ) .  
The s e  po s s i bi l i t i e s shoul d be c on s tan t ly borne in mind wh en a s s e s s i ng 

UFO report s , so that t h e  ' me.t e o r  fac tor ' b_ecome s an au t o ma t i c  area o f  
a s s e s sment wh eneTer ' o d d ' m e t eo rs o r a llege d  UFOs d e s c ri b e d  qy

The foregoing select ion of reports illustrates the dive rs ity o f  so­
c alled ' me te or ' behavi o ur , and i t  could be amplified many times over 
by s imilar acc ounts e xt rac ted from astrononical and me t e orological 
literature . The s e l e c t ion will s uffice , howeve r , to d e mons trate the 
caution needed by UFO r e searchers when asse s s ing c as e  report s , and 
to pause b efore re j e c t ing eyewitness accounts o f  me te or-like UFOs 
mere ly be c ause the reported phenomenon appeared t o  be mete or-like . 
S ome catalogued me t e or manifes tations would now appear t o  be any­
thipg but me teors , or at least o f  convent ional meteors , and a 
systemat ic s e arch through all s uch o fficial l i s t s  and record s  could 
very well reveal many further e xamples of the kind given above , and 
thereby increase the ufologis�s ability to d e t e rmine more accurately 
the true i dentity of apparent ' mete or-like ' UFOs . C ons igning such 
reports to as tronomic al and m e t e o ro l o g i c al erchi v e s  as genu i n e  m e t e o r  
mani fe station s  may well prove t o  be akin to ' throwing o ut the oaby 
wi th the bath-wat er ' , an undesirable result re s e archers would do we 
well to guard against .

The cleare s t  and mos t imagina tive c ontri but i on 
came from the woman , while the JUNO dire c t o r  was the �ost o pen­
minded , though scept ical of the c lain:s o f  the " Communion " wri ter who 
came ove r as very t ouchy about hi s experiences , nervous , s in c e re , 
and - I  have to say - frightened • 

But it ' s  a little frus tratin� when you h�ve t o  wait un t il t he early 
hours of the earning in Bri tain to hear soce i n t e l l i�er.t chat about 
extra- terre strial mat ters . Unl ike Spain , for ins tance , where the 
sub j e c t  i s  wri tten about and has wide rad io a�d TV c ove rage . 

Over the past few months I ' ve spent a gre at de al of t ime on Spanish 
territ ory , and it was very heartening t o  find o u t  how much intere st 
is be ing generated there on the UFO pheno�enon . 

Be fore g o ing to the island of Tenerife , I had no i d e ?.  t hat i t  was 
such a UFO hotspo t . ( In Spain t hey are re ferre d t o  as O�� Is -
Obj e tos Vol2� tes Non Id e � t i ficados ) , and it was a new friend , the 
FRC of the beauti ful luxury ho t e l  the Jard in Tro p i cal in Pl a�·a de 
las &'!lericas , J.J1a-Earia Luyckx , who infor:1ed oe that Tene r i fe is a 
mo st mys t e rious island , famous in o ur era for t :: e  nw::ber o f  UFC 
contao t e e s  and abduc t e e s  it has e xperienc e d . 

One o f  the most famous o f  these i s , in fac t ,  a well known j ournalist 
calle d Francisco Padron who tm.de rv;ent a s eri es of c l o s e  encou..'1 ters 
that make him a ma j or c ontactee . He has a we ekly radio program�e 
which feature s reports on o ther c ontac t e e s  and g e n eral UFO s ight ings 
in the z one . Unfortunat e ly ,  so far I � not havin� muc h s uc c e s s  
pers onally i n  trying t o  c ontac t him . 

Ana-�Bria told me an intriguing s t ory . Fac t ual . Apparen tly a few 
years ago an �erican and a Rus s i an t e em of space s c ient i s t s  vi s i t ed 
Tenerife ' s  mountainous are a where many UFOs have been s ight e d . It ' s  
near the famous El Te i de mount ain c los e t o  Las C a nad as . Anyway , 
when rock s amples were analysed fro� th�t p�rt , t o  the anaze�ent o f  
the s cienti sts , t h e y  had t h e  ident ical co�po s i t i on o f  rocks f o un d  on 
the Moon • • • • • • •  Think about that .

1-1any thous ands o f  sightse ers t rail up the mo u.."'ltaLl'l ( many c oi!ling as 
s c e p t i c s , but d e p art ing as firm a c c e pters o f  the phenomenon ) and 
s t and for hours in all weather s , wat ching as UFOs s treak acros s the 
s ky  in a d az z l ing di splay of c ol our . Some thing �ost d e fin itely is 
o c curring , and i t  wo uld be a s pl endid idea i f  we could manage to 
organize a group to go there , perhaps in the Spring , to coin c ide 
with an 1 1 th d ay o f  a month . vlhat d o  you think of the idea?
