"All that glitters is not gold" - that well used expression is very 
appropriate in the UFO investigation field with so many sightings 
failing to live up to their press reports or hype when examined more 
closely. The same applies to the latest phenomenon of the corn­
circles. 

On Easter Saturday the family and I were driving up the M40 towards 
London. Just before the junction to High Wycombe was a very large 
oil-seed rape field just beginning to show the brig�t yell?w flowers 
and bang in the middle of this field was a superb c1rcle w1th poss­
ibly a ring around it. Could it be that your editor had discovered 
the very first circle of 1990? Certainly no circle had been seen 
a few days earlier when passing this field and I drive pass this 
point twice a week on average. Great excitement reigned - heightened 
even further when Bernard Delair rang a few days later saying "have 
you seen it, a circle just off the M40 motorway by the High Wycombe 
aerodrome". Bernard also uses the motorway frequently and definitely 
hadn't noticed it there earlier in the week. 

An investigation team rushed out to the spot a few days later. Yes, 
it was still there and after climbing and clambering through various 
fields and hedges, at last the prize was in reach. A final tramp 
through the suffocating poller. given off by the rape flowers and 
there was the circle - well it was just about a circle and a big 
one at that, around 30 metres in diarr.eter, but there were no swirled 
stalks of the crop anywhere to be seen. In fact it was just a sect­
ion of open ground left to grow wild. Nor were there any tell-tale 
signs of a UFO landing. The reasons soon became obvious. This part­
icular part of the field had badly subsided during the wet weather 
in the Winter resulting in huge ruts where the tractor had passed 
over it. The sowing equipment had avoided this patch of ground for 
reasons of safety, and the usual tram lines deviated at right angles 
near the circle giving the false impression of a ring from the curs­
ory glance one could make frorr the motorway. 

Why did the circle suddenly appear? Of course the rape plants were 
green until early April, as was the weed growing up in the circle. 
When the brilliant yellow flowers appeared on the rape, the weed 
area �mained green, but the dividing line between planted and 
unplanted ground suddenly became 'ery sharp. ( See sketches below 

Is all this waffle about a non-ev.ent a waste of time? If we had 
reported just what was apparent from the motorway, then there would 
b£ another spurious case filling up data banks all over the UK and 
further afield. The lesson to be learnt is that good objective 
investigation is a priority in Contact International and hope that 
our recent mailings to investigators will emphasise this point.

and navy-blue --these might well have been data-links.

Whe n  the f irs t r o b o t  
fa il e d , a s e cond r o b o t appeared, be twe e n  the two rob o t s  bright 
flashe s  o c curred , then a vas t  cl oud of p,as asc ended the t re e  and 
Donald awoke the next morn in�. The me cha�ical nen appe ar t o  have 
b e e n  s e rvan ts to t he humano id s. Another human o id cas e re p o r t e d  in 
Komsomo l s kaya Pravda was d e s cri bed by Pavel I·:ukhortov a r e p o r t er. 
He me t s one 6'-13' humano i d s  near Per� , a s o vi e t  indus tr ial c i ty on 
the 30th July ; they glowed and chatted fro:-: a d is tan c e  of 1 000'. He 
'thought' que s t io n s and answe rs appeare d in the form of i ll umina t e d  
l e t ters in the air . The s e  may have been Pil o t s  b u t  no craft is 
mentioned in the r eport. Th is me thod of replyinB in l igh t- b e a�s is 
unique so far as I know.

The nice s ta t ement of the humanoids may well have b e en 
al tered in this way . Huge black headless pe o p l e  have b e e n  s e en in 
the same area on t he 1 6 th July - in mid-July children at a s ummer­
camp near the Kama r iver n o r th of Perm saw ent i t i e s  with s hin ing 
eyes. One boy threw a rock at the m ,  on e al ien shot back and s e t 
fire to the gras s .  

The pilots of the c raft that came here may no t have jus t c o m e  from 
out er s pa c e. The r e  are r e al d ifficul t i e s  about a s s uming t ha t  the s e  
obj e c t s  a r e  spac e s hi p s  -- o ne is the c onsid erabl e knowl e d g e  the

visitors already seem to have about Humanity -- they usually come 
equipped to speak or communicate the local language. This does not 
mean that they did not once come from space or that they are not 
aliens, but that they did not come from space recently. The small 
objects seem much too small to function as star-ships -- on energy 
�ounds alone. Thus we can be sure that in some mode or other 

{ perhaps transdimensional) they are already on Earth and very well 
organised. The odd feature of the Russian reports is that the 
humanoids are so atypical of observations in general elsewhere. The 
'thoughtlink' in the Perm case of 30th July is also unique. ��at an 

odd way to deliver messages. A technology designed to punch 
messages through space would surely do this differently. We must 
admit though that our easy assumptions about what civilisations in 
space are capable of are probably extraordinarily naive. In fact 
journeys fro� the stars for intelligent species only make sense when 
so�e automat�c probe has previously reported intelligent life. 

The space-alien theory has indirect evidence: the vast t mile long 
torpedos of the fifties which did appear like spaceships, and also 
the w�y c�aft comnunicate by lightbea�s: this latter is supported by 
the s�ght�ng at Omsk on the 17th October -- this was seen by hundreds 
of witnesses including a red-army major, Loginov, who saw a luminous 
ball 1t times larger than the moon which gave out four very intense 
light-beams parallel to each o ther and which had an angle to earth. 
The object hovered over the civilian airport and then after the air 
about it became turbulent, sped away to the East at altitude 
estimated as several hundred kilometers, travelling 375 miles at 
average speed of nearly 4,350 mph. The object although seen by 
hundreds was invisible to radar. No messaGes (except perhaps mime) 
were received, but datalinks to the military base at the foot of the 
Altai mountains were active. This is how the speed was measured. 

The idea of robotic denizens appearing often in Russia is apt -­
being as they are tireless workers and servants of the humanoids. 
The denials of officialdom apart, at least one of the humanoid cases 
seems to have actually occurred, although in the Perm case there is 
doubt about whether the humanoids seen were pilots of a craft. 
Another craft was seen 200km North of Moscow by Vitale? (23) and 
Alexander (32) in �arch 1981: they saw a blue egg-shaped object 
hovering 7 m. above the ground in a park, the craft was 5 m. in 
diameter and 2-3m. high -- the object glowed rose-coloured and 
started to open like a flower -- two entities more than 2 m. high 
started to approach Alex, the other chap was paralysed. Alex heard 
the communication: �on't be afraid we won't hurt you'. The entities 
whose faces were clear but bodies out of focus re-entered the craft 
the door closed and the craft disappeared. 

To return to the Perm case and the idea of spaceships from Libra; 
here are the red stars in Libra:

c��ve Potter, Philip Mantle and Andrew Walmsley (nnr) of the 
Br�t�sh UFO Research Association (BUFORA) and the Independent UFC 
Network (TUN). None of the four following case studies have ever 
been published in any national newspaper or magazine. One is 
known to a feH researchers, but the other three are published here 
albeit in brief, for the very first time and are a continuation of

joint IUR/BUFORA abduction/contactee research. 

Each of the four brief case histories below ca�e to the attention 
of UFO re�earchers at both BUFORt.. and IUl'�. Each percipient have 
given.the�r

.
approval to have their identities used for the purpose 

of th�s art�cle, and each desires to make contact with others who 
have had similar experiences and have felt the same feelings 
t?wards the future of the planet Earth. Each feels that as a 
d�rect.res�t of their UFO Contact experiences - that they have 
been g�ven 1nformation, or a new awareness, with regards to the 
futur� and

.
they have a role to play in any future society, or 

certa�nly 1n the transition between the old and the new one. All 
four percipients are convinced that this information was and in 
some cases, still is, given.to therr by 'alien contact'.

1. Gary Harlow. Northamptonshire.

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Gary Harlow first came onto the scene in 1975 when he approached 
ufologist Jenny Randles at a conference in l\lanchester. Since then, 
Gary has maintained his account and has atte�pted to put some of 
the new awareness that he gained from the UFO experier.ce into 
practice. 

Gary is in his early forties, married with t\vO children, and is a 
research technician. He claims that when he was a youngster, 
whilst digging the garden at his for�er home, he saH a luminous 
multi-coloured disc-shaped object just hovering above the trees. 
He then claims that he saw hinself looking down on himself from 
this object. vli thin 6 weeks he had forgotten the event. After he 
got married at the age of 22 he began to get interested in theology. 
Upon reading a certain passage in the Bible he reme�bered his UFO 
experience. It was as if he gained a new sense of awareness and 
realised that he was something other than hioself. 

Gary now states that he has a particular mission to perform, 
involving the changing of mankind's consciousness end of the eve�ts 
as foretold in the Bible and other religious teachings. Gary cla1ms 
that there are several important artifacts that are currently 
concealed and that the time is ri�ht for these to be found and their 
nature revealed to mankind. 

-

Esse�tially, Gary's claim is that the eve�ts as told in the Bible 
under Revelations will occur and that he will be instr�ental in 
bringing some of these events about. Gary's case is extremely 
complex and often bizarre, but basically concerns itself with future 
changes broueht about by alien involvement on 3arth. 

2. David Rogers: Coventry. 

This case, currently still under investigation, came to our attention 
through personal contact with the witness. The witness, single and 
in his late 30's and currently uneoployed, has had UFO contact and 
psychic experiences since a young child. His first UFO sighting was 
of a strange light that was observed by David and a group of class­
me. tes l'thilst still at shcool. He \-.'as then about 15 ye2.rs old. The 
s�e strange light appeared to make a very p�rsonal appearance to him 
when he was 17 and he was at home in Coventry. The lieht performed 
large triangular movements in the sky. Between the first and �econd 
sighting David had images or experiences of seeing non-huma� entities 
at his bedroom window, and of being transported through the w1ndow 
and onto a craft of some description in the sky. Also, between the 
two sightings and since for several years, David would often wander 
the nearby fields and simply stare at the sky for hours on end. He 
felt that he was waiting for something but cannot explain what. 
These 'wanderings' would often leave David with a 'Missing time' 
experience, not knowing what had happened during a certa1n time 
period. 

David later developed into a clairvoyant. He has displayed all the 
outward signs of being a 'secret abductee', soneone who has had 
missing time, memories of entity visitations, UFO experiences, and so 
on, but who cannot now recall all of the details either through 
repressed memory or by some other means. 

David has had a great feeling towards the future of the planet and 
feels that there will be a nuclear holocaust and possibly a natural 
catastrophe. There will be people who will survive and continue in 
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in a new society. Since developin�; his clairvoy:P'lce, DJ.vid has 
received psychic messa�es about this future holocaust and the fact 
that a particular artifact will be retrieved and it is to be used for 
some unknown purpose in connection with future changes. 

3. Patricia J.:ee: f.1anchester. 

Patricia l\Iee first contacted BUFORA in April 1989. She believes that 
UFO contact (alien contact) has been made with her, and she has had 
this feeling of alien contact (or knowing as she p�ts it) since she 
was six years old. She is now in her early 30's. Patricia is 
married and works as a secretary and personal assistant. 

Patricia has received information through her mini about other civili­
sations, and a whole host of information about the universe. f.1uch of 
this information has been repressed by Patricia for whatever reason 
and she has stated that she feels 'different' fro� other people 
almost �lien' in fact. She states that at the aee of 6 she began to 
feel certain 'funny feelings' which she could not understand, 
feelings of not being a lone. She felt as though she was being 
followed everywhere, but could not see anyone, she could only feel 
their presence. Patricia began to look skyward, day and night, and 
did remember saying to herself "that's Hhere they come from". 
Patricia reme��ers having a secret playmate visible only to her as a 
child. This playmate looY-ed exactly like the stra�ge alien entity 
depicted on the front cover of abductee Whitley Streiber's book 
'Cor::u:nunion'. 

Fatricia has also detailed nurrerous 'alien contact' throughout her 
life, she eve� claims that at one stage she was sho�� the alien's 
home planet. Their planet is a three-planetry syste� and Patricia 
even knows the names of these three planets. 

Patricia has suffered deep eootional feelings about herself. She 
does feel that she is from sooewhere else and that she has a specific 
task to carry out. She feels that she has to meet si�ilar people to 
herself who can help her impart the inforoation eiven to her via her 
'alien contact' experiences. She feels strongly that the �arth is 
moving into dangerous times and that physical-as well as spiritual 
changes will occur. She feels that there is a plan to lead mankind 
to greater understanding and enlightenment ��d tha� she is part of 
that plan. vfuen that plan is fulfilled she feels that she will be 
able to return 'home'. 

4. Graham Allen: Staffordshire 

Graham first cor.tacted BUFO� in April 1989. Grah� is in his mid-
30's, married with 3 children, and runs his ovm decorating business. 

In June 1979 he was driving on the A34 near Oxford when he underwent 
a typical 'missing time' experience often associated with so-called 
'abductions'. His car radio became 'crackly' and he lowered his 

head to fiddle with it. Looking up again, Grah� discovered that he 
was inexplicably lost and was on an unfaniliar stretch of road. He 
was disorientated and quite confused. Eventually Graham found his 
way to his destination and reached there in some distress. He later 
discovered that he had 'driven' over 15 miles in less than a few 
minutes. Something w hich is.quite impossible. 

In November 1982, he occasionally experienced a high-pitched sound 
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a t  nieh t , and he s e e �e d  to 
l o s e  c o nt r o l .  �t ti�e s the s e  
e xpe rie nc e s  would increase 
and t �e n  would subside in 
r e Gula r i ty . Be tween 1983 and 
1984, he be gan r e c e ivine 
i nf o r�a t ion int o his mind 
fro� an unkn o�� s o�rce . The 
s ub j e c t  mat t e r  in t hi� inform­
a tion s e e me d  t o  relate to t ime 
s pa c e ,  eravity, mole cular 
s tr u c t u re ,  po s itive a�d nega­
t ive f o r c e s  and even pollutio n .

• • • •  There is lit t l e  doubt t h at the individual s who s e  a c c oun t s  yo u 
quo t e  in your arti c l e  a r e  'Se ns i t ive' .  Lih Whit l ey St r e ibe r they 
are tune d into the fa c t  that the plane t is in a parlous s ta t e  with 
global warming , depl e t io n  of the oz one layer e t c . ,  The y are pi c king 
up in symbolic form warnings about impe nding problems and t h e  
pos s ibil ity o f  cata c l ysmi c e ven t s . 

As to t he UFO's and t h e  a li en be ings, t hese are at l e a s t  t h e  s ymbo l i c  
forms i n  which the s e  warnings a r e  e xpre s s e d . The phenomenon o f  
dreams s h o ws us that i t  i s  n o t  t h e  form which i s  importants s o  muc h  
as t h e  mes sage whic h  t h e  f orm o f  s ymbol e xpress e s .  Howeve r , we have 
to c onc lude that mankind h a s  o nl y  partial knowl e dge of the r e ali ty in 
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which he lives and some individuals have, from earliest times, 
claimed greater knowledge than their fellows. Si�ilarly, most have 
only partial knowledge today, others claim more. 

Streiber concluded that a non-human intelligence �as at work in the 
phenomena and the close encounters which he experien7ed. However, 
just because the CE4 seems objectively real at the tlme does not mean 
it is real in any objective material sens7. It �hould be treated as 
a significant dream in which the message lS all-l�portant not the 
form. 

As to 1992, this must be treated with scepticis� I'm afraid. Christ­
mas 1982 �as supposed to be the time for a cosoic event which did not 
as far as I know occur. Already }�y 2000 AD and 1999 have also been 
given as key dates. As Berlitz says, "announceme�:ts of impending

Jl!!' UFOLOGICAL ILLUSIOHS - PLAJ;3TRY GUID3 1990

The position of the brightest planets are charted annually on a 
monthly basis to aid investigators in the elimination of erroneous 
UFO sightings. During 1990, I�rs, Venus and Jupiter will all be 
present and very bright at different times - the �jority of good 
sightings will be between midnight and dawn. }�rs will be on view all 
night �uring October-December. 

Of the �pl_anets in the solar system, apart from Earth, the five inner 
bodies I•!ercury, Venus, Yars, Jupiter and Sa turn can be bright or very 
bright, but the outer three Uranus, Neptune and Pluto are too faint t o  
be picked out from the general mass o f  stars. As a general rule, Venus 
and Jupiter always are bright when visible, but Mercury, Mars and 
Saturn vary considerably in intensity according to their relative 
positions to Earth. 

The movements of the inner five planets during 1990 are summarised 
below'-
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MERCURY:- As this planet is very close to the sun, it is constantly 
appearing &dieeppearing behind the suns disc a�::i will only be seen 
low in the sky close to dawn or dusk in the vicinity of the rising 
or setting sun. Chances to view are limited in the UK latitudes. 
During 1990 l•�ercury may be seen duri%18 the last ten days of January 
at dawn; early evenings during April- (the best time of the year) 
and the second half of September and first wee% of October before 
dawn. 

�- Venus is seen in the early evening to January 18th, then 
reappears as a morning object from late January to October. It 
reverts to an evening star in late December. i·:aximum brightness 
occurs on February 22nd (magnitude -4.6) 

}�RS:- The planet is a faint object before dawn for the first 
months of 1990. Thereafter brightness increases a."ld froi:J August 
onwards Y�rs is visible all night. On November 27th it is in 
opposition - its nearest and brightest point - but by the end of 
December it is rapidly declining again. 

JUPITER:- Seen all night as a very bright ,.rhi te object in January 
it will then gradually becooe less bright and is seen only in the 
evenings to the end of June. Until the end of September it is then 
visible. In October and November it is seen after midnight and in 
December will be on view all night with increasin5 brightness. 

SATURN:- Starts the year as a faint mornine object, gradually 
increasing in hours seen and brightness to July. Its bri�htest day 
is July 14th (magnitude +0. 1) In July and .t.ugust it is seen all 
night and fron September to October in the ever.in�s. The rest of 
the year it is too low to be visible. 

YEARLY TABLE 

The positions of the above planets and the brightest star SIRIUS is 
tabulated below month by month. The magnitude or brightness of the 
object is given where known. The more negative the value, the 
brighter will be the object. The following is a rough guide to 
comparative brightness:-

-3.1 to -5.0 brilliant 
-2.1 to -3.0 very bright 

0 to -2.0 bright 

+0.1 to +1.0 just noticeable from background stars. Greater than 
+1.0, average stars not standing out. The polestar and satellites 
in orbit have a magnitude around +2. On t�is scale the sun is 
estimated at -26 .

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(A series of pictures of a U?O ( �) w·ere taken by E�hmrd ''falters , at 
Gulf 3reeze , Florida , us;.. over an 18 nonth period in 1 987-8. J.Iost 
of the pictures are of a stationary craft brightly lit at the top 
(a small cupola ) and at the Base . The central section of the 
object is much darker and 'dder , and portholes can be observed . 
The central p�rt seems alnost transparer.t in some pictures . 
Leading .American Ufologists such as ':.'al t Andrus and Bruce !·accabee 
have been unable to prove the pictures are a hoax . The follm-Ting 
acco��t attempts to show �athematicall� how so�e of the photo­
graphs may have been faked • • • • • •  Editor ) .  

As a person with a keen interes t  in the UFO pheno�enon, I would 
like to make several personal observations of the · �ulf Breeze '  
photographs ta!.:en by Edward ' · 'a.l ters and t!'-.. e ar.onynous "Jane" . The 
latter photograph appears or. the cover of the Sid�wick & Jackson 
paperback book "The UFO Report 19 90" (ed. Tincthy Good ) ,  and it is 
this picture which first brou�ht my attention to the case . It  was 
not until later that I saw a black-and-white reproduction of Ed 
Walters' Photo No . 7 in the Quest International' magazine (Vol.9 
No . 1  ) .  Whilst visiting a friend's house I was then fortunate 
enough to cone across a further two colour reproductions of �d's 
pictures (one of then enlarged ) in the October edition of the 
'Plus' magazine . The three nhotos I have so far seen are the 
earlier of Ed 's photos , taker .. on 11 th November and 20th November 
1987 . I have also read a couple of accounts of the 'Gulf Breeze' 
story , some parts of which are quite unbelievable. 

From the outset I have believed that "Jane's" photo, and 
subsequently :;d 's three photos - are fal':es . Ti1e objects are not 
solid craft in the sky at all, but merely reflections of a very 
'flying-saucer' t ype lamp-s:hade in a vrindow . There are several 
reasons why I make this clair: . First of all , the object in "Jane's 
1986 photo" (date dubious ) does not appear to be solid. The darker 
central area of the obj ect does , in fact , see� to be transparent in that the sky passes through it , both sky and object at taining 
the same hue . If the object were solid this area would surely 
appear

.
darker , �d the sky behind would be obliterated. In short , 

the O�J ec t atta1n s  the properties of a reflected image. The nature 
of th1s photograph lends clues as to how it might have been taken . 
The tree immediat ely below the obj ect is blurre d  by movement 
indicative

of the ?amera shutter having been l e ft open for a

pro­

longed per1od of t 1me . Since the sky was dark , this would have 
been necessary in order to expose the trees and the sky . The 
light itself nee d  only then be switched on brie fly to obtain a 
bright and clear image on film . This technique would al so help to 
explain the sharpness  of the obj e ct ' s  image in c omparison to t hat 
of the tree s .  I am also suspicious of the seepage of light on both 
sides of the pho tograph , which is possibly a re frac tive effect

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re s ul t ing from the light in the room having been swi t ched on . 

Wi th r e gard to Ed ' s ph tos , the same observat ions l argely apply . 
Th e s e  p i c ture s also d i s play a ce rtain d egre e o f  lieht s e epage at 
t h e ir e dge s , and the d arker par ts of the ob j e c ts take on a s ome­
wha t t rans parent q uality . The thre e  pic ture s were taken in the 
early e vening . i . e .  at such a ti ne that the sky was s u ffici ently 
l ight to reveal the clear s ilhouett e s  of the trees and telegraph 
p o l e s , but al s o  at such a ti�e that the re fl e c ted l amp-shade 
appeared s uffi ciently bright and clear in the w in d ow as to take on 
an alm o s t  's ol i d ' appeara.'l1 ce . It i s  in tere s ting to note that all 
o f  Ed ' s  photos  were t ak en ei ther in the evenine , d avm or nigh ti�e , 
the exa c t  t ime s having a suspi cious recurrence . None we re taken 
d uring the day ; a refle c t i on d oes not show up c l e arl y in daylight . 

If the polaroid canera used to take these pho tos had an in-built 
flash , the flash i ts elf would n eed to have been c ove red by an 
opa1ue mat erial e . g . put ty or pla s t : c ine . t n  o rd er t o  preven t  flash 
r e fl e c t i on in the glass fro� marring the picture . 

The p o s i ti oning of the lanp- shade in the roo� woul d be o f  crucial 
importance if there was to be no ciher ob j ec t  in t h e  rooo reflected 
in the glass . A ve� trally pos i t i on e d  light in an avera�e to large­
s i z e j  room , hung re latively l ow fro= the c e i l ing and well clear o f  
other o b j e c t s  would provi d e  the ideal inage . Upward refle c t i on t o  
the c e i l ing c o uld be pe..rtly o r  wholly el iDinated by the plac ing o f  
a dark c over over the top o f  the lamp-shade . Ind e e d , the very 
d e s ign o f  the ob j e c t in the se picture s is s ugge s t ive o f  a lamp­
shade with very li ttle upwardly-dire cted lighting , ( perhaps only t o  
the ? l igh t-bulb so cket on the top ) but such downward l i ghting a s  i s  
s hown by the ove r-exposure o f  the l ower part o f  the image . 

The p o s s ibility of Ed ' s obj e c t  being a refl e c t e d  l amp-shade i s  
gre a t ly increased when one c onsiders the behavi our o f  a re fl e c t i on 
i n  a window when the obs e rve r i s  moving . In o rder t o  d emons trate 
t hi s  s e e mingly ' hidden ' aspect of t h e s e  pho tograph s , the reader ' s  
a t t ention is d irected t o  the d i agran overl eaf.

Th.e c o l ours of 
the dashed lines and the cro s s e s  match in acc ordanc e with their 
relat ive posit i ons in e ach o f  the pho t os . The · red" l ine /cro s s  
repre s ent� the photo taken a t  5 p . m .  on 1 1 th Novemb er 1 987 ; the 

·'gre en l ine/cross is that taken at 4 .  58 p . m .  on 20th November 1 987 
and d e s ignat e d  ' Photo 7 ' ; and the blue· line/cro s s  is that taken on 
the same day at 5 . 03 p . m .  

The que s ti on t o  b e  res olved i s  whether the changing p o s i ti ons of 
the pine t re e  and the re fl e c t ion c an  b e  d ire c tly c orrelat e d  with 
the c hang ing po sition of the photographer in his room . One 
as s ump t i on is that t h e  l ight i ts elf is suspended at a fixed point 
i n  the room, and has not been move d elsewhere . The fac t that all

ver t i c al and h e n c e  appear t i l t e d  in t h e  pho t ographs . The cot t on 
d o e s  in fac t s e e m  to have caus e d  t h e  l amp-shade to r o tat e sli gh tl y , 
as c an be s e e n  when comp aring the po s i t i ons of the dark hol e s  on 
the lamp-shade in relat i on to the bright pro j e c t ion on the t op whe n  
i n  t h e  hor i z on tal and when t il t e d .  The approximate posit ions o f  
t h e  light ' s  main attachment has b e e n  i ndi c at e d  on the diagram as 
l i n e s  running upwards at an obl i q ue angle f r om the green and blue 
c ros s e s , although it is not pos s ibl e t o  de t ermine pre ci sely at 
whi ch poin t s  the at tachmen ts j oin the c e il ing . Fron this , it i s  
c l e ar t hat the l ights i n  the Novemb e r  20th pho t os are not in the i r  
true r e s t ing pos i t ions and t hi s , i n  fac t , l i e s  at a point s ome­
whe re along the arrows drawn from t h e  gre e n  and blue cros s e s . �'i th 
t h i s  obs e rvat i o n  in mind, i t  c an now be s e en that \·rhen the lamp­
s hade s  are in t h e ir t rue re s ting pos i t ion i . e .  along the arrows , 
t h e  s e quen c e  green cros s� blue cros s �red cross i s  achieve d , in 
ac c ordanc e  wi th the ant i cipat e d  movement o f  a refl e c ted image . 

The q ue s t ion o f  the vari ed height o f  t h e  ob j ec t  in the s ky i s  an 
intere s ting one , but none thele s s  i t  i s  e as ily e xplained. A 
r e fl e c te d  image can be made to appe ar highe r  up by lowering the 
o b s e rve r ' s  vie wpoint , and likewi s e  app e ar l ower down by rais ing 
the obs e rver ' s  viewpoint e . g .  by s tanding on a chair . He nce the 
Nov . 20th photos we re probably taken at a lo'\-rer he igh t than that o f  
Nov . 1 1 t h .  Examination of the re lat i ve pos i t ions o f  tre es and o f  
a s trut protrus ion on a telegraph pole in the Nov . 1 1 th and 20th 
photos ind i cate s  that s uch a change in o b s erver he i ght has 
o c c urred .  Fur thermore , the aspe c t s  o f  the higher ob j ects d i ffer 
from t ha t  lower down .  The higher , Nov . 20th ob j e c t s  reveal 
greater under-surface areas and l e s s  upper-surface areas , whi l s t  
the lower Nov . 1 1 th ob j e c t d i splays a gre at er upper-surface are a  
and l e s s  under-surfac e are a. This i s  t o  b e  e xpec t e d ,  as an 
o bs e rver at a lower l eve l will naturally s e e  more under-surface 

than an observer h i gh e r  up , and r e fl e c t ions are no e x c ept ions t o  
thi s rul e . 
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Only one more point n e ed now be c l e ared up . �� has also t aken 
photographs ��ere t h e  o b j e c t  i s  ' partially behind ' tre e s  in the 
p i c ture . I h�ve only s e en one o f  the s e  ( Photo 7) and can offer an 
e xplanation fer the o e thod involve d .  Only a snall , dark s e c tion of 
the ob j e c t  in Phot o  7 is ' ob s c ure d ' by the ce d ar tre e , and t his 
small s e c t ior. could e as i ly have b e en ' bla cked out ' o f  the re fl e c ­
t i on b y  suspend. ine a dark pie c e  of c ard i n  fron t o f  the r e l e van t 
part of the la::p-s hade . ',·,'i th care and pre c i s ion , this card c o uld 
be made to ' bla c k  o u t ' a s e c t ion o f  alm ost any s hape wi th un c anny 
ac c uracy . It is i n t e re s t ing t o  s e e  that Sd di d not att e � n t  ( at 
l e as t  not in PT.o t o 7 )  t o  ' bl ac k  o u t ' any part of the briP,hte s t , 
lower s e c ti or. o f  t h e  o b j e c t . Thi s  was probably b e caus e , be ing s o  
bright , much o f  t h e  l iGht would have had to shine throURh t h e  trees 
brar.c�e s ir. cri er t o  pr o du c e  an authent i c  pi c t�re - a c ondit io� thQt 
would have be s� v e ry diffi c ul t  to p erfe c t  using this me th o d . 

The r e fl e c t i or. th e o ry doe s , ther e fore , in my vi e\·� , s e tt l e  all o f  
the que s tions pos e d  by the se phot ographs , and furth ermore di s c ards 
the ne e d  for d oubl e - e xposures or an e x t e rnally s u s pended mo del . 

I c a..l'l only c m :lude by saying t�1 at :sd ' s  t ::ree pho t oe;raphs are the 
r e s ult of care �ul pre para t ion . He u t i l i s e j  t�e c o in c i de n c e  of 
s e ve ral c onver.ie n t  f a c t o r s , and did s o  \·.' i th the c le ar aim o f  
pr oduc ing clas s i c  f a k e d  UFO pi c t ure s . The fac t that the s e  thre e 
p i c t ur e s  are faY.e s  d o e s  not in i t s e lf imply t!'la t  t h e  remaining 
p i c t ure s are al s o ; t ho s e  t aken outs ide of the h o u s e , for e x ampl e , 
will r e q uire a dif f e r e n t  e xplanat ion . Lik ewi s e , o ther U FO reports 
and abdu c t i on rep o r t s  around the Gulf Bre e z e  r e g i on require indepen­
den t inve s t igation , but it should be remembered that j us t  one 
s ighting - or par t i c ularly a photograph - can s ti r  a host o f  other 
s ightings in any one region , pur e ly b e c ause the at tention o f  i ts 
r e s i de n t s  is c a s t  t o wards the s ky . The nearby Air Fo rce Ba s e  is a 
prime suspe c t  for m o s t  of the s e  s ightings . Bu t de s p i te all thi s , 
there can be l i t t l e  doubt that the exis tence of thre e fake d  
photographs rai s e s  q u e s tions as t o  t h e  authent i c i ty o f  the r e mainde r . 

I should re -iterat e that the observations made in this s tudy relate 
only to t h o s e  pho tograph s that I have s een ; un fortunat ely I shall 
have to wai t Ql'l til publ i c at i on o f  the f orthcoming b o ok on t he case 
b e fore I c an vi e;.; t h e  others f o r  mys elf . 

Ed i t ors remarks ; 

I personally was pre s ent at the ICUR congre s s  l as t  July whe n  the 
s aid photographs ( hundre d s  of t h e m ) were de fended by 11lal t Andrus , 
h e ad of MUFO!� , arguably the mos t respe c ted UFO organi sat i on in the 
USA . Against this , a debunking paper was read out by a d e l egate 
r epre s e n t ing Willy Smith , who claime d that "l'x ])j "  was very adept 
at producing spooky p i c tur e s -illus trated by a party pos e of his 
daught er wi th a purport e d  "demon " s tanding behind her . Smi th 
pointe d  out that t hi s  was the re s ul t  of refl e c t ions in a mirror of 
brightly r e fl e c ting c lothing or fitt ings in the room . 

Andrus made out a ve ry good c as e  for " Gt�f Bre e z e " and a s t raw poll 
of del egat e s  vo t e d  narrowly for the authentic i ty of the pi c t ure s . 
He also c aused gas p s  from 'the aud i ence by s tat ing that " �.r Ed " was 
t o  re ce ive $ 2 00 , 000 as an advanc e  for t h e  produc t ion of a b ook on 
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the " Gul f Bre ez e " e ve nt s . 

A number of the ab o ve fac ts s e e n  to marry in w i t h  Powells ' argument s . 
Ed may have l i k e d  t o  m e s s  about wi t� trick pho t ography s o  he would 
have deve l oped s ki l l s  t o  prod uc e  fa ):e UFO pi c t ur e s .  

The UFO s e e ms t o  u s  t o  have n o  "guts " to i t  - r a t h e r  like a glo'l-ring 
gas mant l e . The w i d e  area at the top has v i r t ually no outline and 
merge s i n t o  the t w i l i gh t . Of around 80 , 000 d o cumen t e d  UFO cas es on 
o ur file s , we have no re c ord of any ob j e c t  r e -appear i ng many time s 
t o  the s ame w i tn e s s  o ve r  a l ong peri od of 1 8months . Hi s tori e s  are 
agains t  the se p i c t ur e s  b e ine au the� tic . If �� had t aken so many 
p i c ture s with a s ti ll s  camera , after a tine he would s urely have 
us e d  a movie camera t o  cap ture the o b j e c t  in m o t i o n . Do we have any 
inforn a t i on about the UFO moving?

For 
many years , Spain has b e e n  the s cer.. e of c o un tl e s s  p e c ul iar UFC'­
re lated e ve n t s  and re c en t ly there has b een an ups uree o f  t h e s e  in 
the Canary I s l a nd s , - a s  report e d  ir. my las t l e t te r . Fran c i s c o  Padron , 
the Journali s t  from Ten e r i fe , has now s e r:. t  me a bat c h  of ne·,rspaper 
c lippings , and I ' l l  s i ft through t�e s e  ove r the c o ur s e  of the 
months . But more about this later . 

First , I want t o  d e al wi th a matter that aro s e  t hrough an art i c l e  in 
the las t  i s s ue of our magazin e , an art i c l e  c al l e d  " Th e  Fara d i C- Shi ft " 
by a l-lr .

After d i s cus s i ng  t h i s  mat t e r  wi th our Foun d e r-Pre s id ent , Lord 
C lancar ty and t h e  Ad vi s ory Committee , I wro te to e ve ry one of o ur 
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ove rs 7as ?ranches and mad e  i t  c l ear t h a t  wh il e t h ere w e r e  many 
organ 1 s a t 1 on s  and s o c i e t i e s  where occul t i s t s  o f  all kind s would be 
we l c ome and feel a t  home , C on tac t \o:as no t one of th em , and that 
unl e s s  this was a c c e pt e d  by them there was no purpo s e  i n  t he ir 
c on t inued membershi p .  Th e resul t ,  as we had h o p ed , was that all 
tho s e  type o f  memb e r s  l e ft our organi sa t ion , Sin c e  Then , we have 
b e e n  a smaller body b u t  a heal thi er one until we c an s ay t od ay that 
our s p l e n d id Data Re s e ar c h  centre pos s e s s e s  wha t is und oub t e dly the 
mo s t  c ompre hens ive and fa c tual fil e s  on the U FO phenomenon in this 
c ountr� . Thi s  is d u e  t o  the t i re l e s s  and expert work ( unpai d , o f  
c ours e ) of our r e s e a r c h  t eam in the Ox ford regi o n . On e d a y , all 
the hours and d ays and w e e k s  and months that they have put i n t o  the 
s e r i o us s t udy of U FO c l a s s i fi c a t i on a�d report i n g ,  will reap the 
ma j or r e ward o f  o ffi c i al r e c ogni t i on . The time will c ome , I am 
s ur e , whe n  g overnment will be forced to ad� i t  that UFOs have been 
a pro bl e m  for d e cad e s , and they will ne e d  our files and e x p e rt i s e  
to han d l e  t h e  s i tuat i on .

Point No . 2  about circle s i t e s  be ing on a pa ir . o f  parallel l i n e s  is 
less convinc ing .  Are you thinking of the old 1 d e a s  of UFOs appe aring 
a l ong Ley-lines in the We s s e x  ar�a ?  I have heard from �at Delgado� 
the leading investiga t or ,  that h 1 s  t e am has found 2?0 c1r�l e  fo rma 
t ions in 1980 most of th e s e  in t h e  We s s ex area . W1 th t h1 s  number , I 
think you c o�d join up s eve ral and make paralle l l ines all o ve r  the 
pla c e .
