Numb ers o f  wri ters invo lved wi th the subjec t hav e 'c o c k e d  a s no o k' 
a t  the who l e  bus i n e s s  and s e t  o u t  to d e frock even the more c las s i c  
cas e s .  Prov i ng a UFO s ighting i s  no t a UFO at al l i s  a damn s ight 
eas i er than proving it i s! We have always sai d  t ha t  90-95% o f  a l l  
s ight ings can be explai ned i n  t erms o f  known phenomena , bu t when 
the f i l e s  of C ontac t Interna t i o nal run t o  tens o f  thou sands of rep­
or t s  t ha t  s t i ll l eav e s  a fair numb er o f  unexplained . W i th 10,000 
cas e s , a figure o f  5% w i thou t  explanatio n s t i l l  amount s  to 500 and 
o nly o ne of the s e  ne e d s  to be genu i ne t o  prov e  the exis t enc e of a 
UFO . 

Th i s  organi sat i o n  has always ri gorou sly s o upht to pro v e  a cas e i s  
an ide n t i fiabl e  o bje c t  o r  natural phe nomeno n b e fore finally c o n­
c l ud i ng it to be a UFO . For i ns tanc e we int erv ened i n  the Crac o e  
F e ll feud i n  Yorkshire in the early 1980s showing t hat the pho t o s  
of a 'UFO' s e t t ling o n  a ro ck-fac e were a lmo s t  c ertainly refl ec tio ns 
o ff an unusual surfac e, whe n  our i nv e s t igat ion t eam saw the exac t 
same s c enar i o  5 y ears after the p i c tures w ere tak e n .  How ever w e  
do n o t  regard our s e l v e s  as a ps eudo-in t e l l e c tual debunking unit , a s  
s e ems t o  b e  a deve lopinf. fas hio n. 

We now hav e a s i tuat i on wherein a large number o f  UFO s have b e en 
re de scri b e d  as "Mead en vor t i c e s" or "Plasma vortic e s" .  Thi s  part­
i c ular explana t i o n  i s  derived from Dr Te renc e Mead en's work on crop 
circle s .  Meaden has po s tula t e d  t hat the vortex is a rare na tura l ly 
o c curring weather event responsible for the forma t i on o f  the c irc les. 
This s t i ll rema i ns s tr i c tly a theory yet w e  hav e au t hors in the UFO 
f i e ld draw i ng i ncredible conc lu s i ons to bring Ufo logy into the reulm 
of Me t eorology . It is i f  by do i ng so they c an remov e the "li t t l e  
green men" s tigma and be wel c omed into t h e  hallowed ranks of t h e  
uni.v ersi t y  dons. 

The qu e s t i o nnaire o n  t he nature o f  crop c i rc l e s  produ c e d  a v ery 
go o d  result w i t h  almo s t  every re spondent s ta t i ng that "all out e ffort" 
s hould b e  mad e  in 1991 , and t he majori ty of you o p t i ng for a para­
normal manif e s tat i o n t i e d in w i t h  UFOs as the mo s t  l ike ly e xplan­
at ion . For this reas on, Awarene s s  wil l  c o n tinue to mai n tain h i gh 
pro file on the sub�e c t .  �e wis h  t o  t hank al l. tho s e  m embers and 
fri end s who hav e o ffered help w i t h the re s earc h effort next s ea s o n .  

This pas t  Summer , I personally s p e n t  more than 3 0  hours driv i ng 
around s earc hing for crop circle s  - lo oking , l i s t e n i ng and l earn i ng .  
I do no t say this l ight ly , b u t  for t h e  firs t t ime i n  t e n  y ears a s  
your e d i tor I am c onv i nc ed SOMETHING IS UP. Thi s  i s  t h e  only time 
I hav e wi tne s s e d repro duc i bl e  evid enc e ,  t hat c ou l d  in any way be 
d e s c r i b e d  as a manife s ta t i on of ano t her e x i s t enc e. Whe ther s ome 
v ery c l ev er person is able to harne s s  the e l emen t s  t o  pro duc e t he s e  
jncr�dibJe pa t t erns , I canno t say, bu t n o  fo o t  c ou l d  tread o u t  t h e  
prec i s i o n  o f  the lik e seen i n  o u r  cro p f i e lds dur i ng t h e  Summer o f  
19�0. What d o e s  i t  a l l  mean? There are 100 1 explana t i o ns availab l e  
wh i c h  may a l l  be wro ng. As we approach 1999 - the No s tradamu s 
pre d i c t i on , c ould t his be the pre lude to "G5 t t erdamerun g"? I hope 
no t .  We are reproduc ing some o f  the i d eas and sugges tions from 
reader s , wi th a careful look at the cri ticisms on o ther page s.

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RI' THE PARADOXICAL PHOTOGRAPH: DO THE "SPACE BROTHERS" EXIST

Compare the two sets of symbols on the opposite page. The top one 
appeared in 1953, the bottom one first appeared in 1963. 

The first appeared for the first time in 'Flying Saucers have 
Landed' by George Adamski (Warner Laurie 1953) and the second is a 
transcription of a set of petroglyphs dis c overe d by the world 
famous archeologist Professor Marcel Hornet in Brazil 1963, ten 
years later. The first set was conveyed by a "Space-brother" to 
George Adamski in December 1952 on a photographic plate (or thus 
he claims) -- they did incontrovertibly appear printed in 1953. 
H e claims the pilot �w the craft close and they were handed to 
him through the window. 

When Professor Hornet published these for the first time G. Adamski 
was already not with us. The plate on which these marks appeared 
belonged to a camera with no lens. 

There appears a very considerable paradox indeed. A very consider­
able number of close similarities (16) between the two sets cannot 
be considered fortuitous. The only way in which this could have 
occurred ordinarily is for someone to have glanced at Professor 
Hornet's papers and then transferred an image onto the backplane of 
the camera -- a very tricky process. For the process to have been 
carried out like this: 

1. Someone must have raided Professor Hornet's work. 
2. Someone must have transferred a photographic memory image 

onto George Adamski's plate. 

Here we have two stages of a conspiracy. 1tle then have the tricky 
question of motivation. A feat like this could have only been 
carried out by a secret organisation with great resources -- and 
why should they help a fringe character like George �damski in 1952? 

Ejther way, since George Adamski could not have done this, we have 
a case for the seriousness of the UFO phenomenon. 

Mind is not causal -- although brain is -- this is because the 
epiphenomenon works backwards. Mind, whose medium is consciousness 
of the world, depends on the whole species. 'vhereas the brain is a 
form of computer. Thus totally scientific analyses are just inapprop­
riate. What use is theory when a phenomenon works backwards. What 
use is theory when a photographic plate contains data only available 
10 years later. How can this be explained. 

Concerning the nature of the symbols: 
We have 16 similarities of symbols. Note particularly the similarity 
nine: between the two four-way paddlewheels -- on Adamski's photo­
graph they are more developed -- the dashes have become tilde's and 
one of the six-shaped signs has become a 'w' -- a modern sign for 
angular velocity, thus; 

x = sin wt or 
w = curl v/2. 

Thus we have a reasonable expectation that the signs do refer to the 
operation of a ROTATING craft or object. Thus we find that for some

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reason bizarre beyond imagining ---20,000 year old petroglyphs 
may describe the operation of a form of technology ---or perhaps 
a form of science. The signs do not contain anything super­
ficially resembling an equation -- but the symbols do represent a 
trend. 

To find such 20,000 year old symbols thus is also to create a 
paradox inherent in the symbols, unless of course ��n was advanced 
20 000 years ago which is not impossible. Our paradox exists 
be�ause of that 10 year prerevelation of the material found by 
Professor Hornet. How this could be causal in a scientific sense 
is very difficult to see. 

Sometimes the beings who come here seem to have a scientific 
mission -- to investigate lavender, alfalfa, or the soil -- and 
sometimes just to say hello -- like Adamski's "Spacebrothers". 
How this data could have been handed over from a craft is for 
UFOLOGY to explain • •  

By what kind of higher reasoning is this possible? The reactions 
of authorities to objects and items that SHOULD NOT exist is very 
interesting-- they tend to shelve them indefinitely. Of course a 
VERY INTELLIGENT philosopher would see straight away that these 
are the facts and phenomena that SHOULD be closely examined. F?r 
example, the small footprints that covered vast areas of Devonsh1re 
on the night of February 7 1855 have never been properly tackled or 
explained. A parallel with the corn-circle� of our own d�y. The 
authorities are not tackling this head-on e1ther. The ev1dence 
will be collected, then shelved as has nearly always been the case. 

Another example is the Parthian (250BC to 224AD) iron and b�onze 
battery that can be made to work with copper_sulphate -- ev1dent�y 
a survival from a previous advanced age. Th1s can also be seen 1n 
the advanced and accurate nature of the Sanskrit language. 

Also the various object found completely out of time and place: the 
gold necklace and machined cube of metal found in lumps of coal. 
On Feb.13 1961 :t-1:ike Mikesell, 11lallace A. Lane, and Virginia May 
picked up what they thought was a geode about 340 fe�t ab?ve Owens 
Lake in the Coso mountains, California, USA. \vhen M1k� N1kes� ll_ 
cut the geode open the diamond saw blade was �e�rly ru1ned --1ns1de 
was a perfect porcelain and steel structure s1�1lar to a �odern 
sparkplug. The object was X-rayed by Ron Calal�· The�e 1s_not any 
evidence that a modern academic worker has exam1ned th1s obJect. 

In the Euphrates valley at a depth corresponding to 10-12,000 years 
is a layer of trinitite -- the green glass substance formed when 
atomic bombs explode over sand. This was found by professional 
archeologists -- what was the reaction? 

Perhaps we are not as intelligent as George Adamski's "Spacebrothers" 
because these are the phenomena that all professional thinkers shy 
away from. All they will say is; how can such things exist? 

Unless paradoxes are tackled confidently and completely, no 
improvement can be made. 

Is a paradox an inconsistency? There isn't any known way that a 
tennis ball with an unpunctured surface can be everte� -- that

.
is 

turned inside out. But such objects have appeared br1efly -- 1n 

North Italy. Given freedom of movement in 4 dimensions, �his 
trick can easily be performed; the outside is rotated 180 around 
the inside through the fourth dimension. 

Thus in a wider frame a paradox can be EXPLAINED. Again take the 
classical 

THIS STATEMENT IS FALSE 
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Look closely at the diagram and the problem can be resolved by 
considering more than one plane. One plane is for 111!/HAT IS" and 
the other is "WHAT YOU SAY" 

Thus in a wider frame we can explain away the problem or just 
remove an inconsistency. Consider for example the close encounter 
of Ezekiel; much of what he reports is similar to any report today, 
but of course the language uses the extensive metaphorical style 
of the time, since simile was difficult in that tongue. Two 
quaternities are mentioned: Man, Bull, Lion, Eagle (faces on single 
heads of humanoids) Sky, Crystal, T�lind/Thunder, Fire. 

Ezekiel on meeting these travelling strangers did not imagine that 
they might just be gathertng resources and reacted with awe and 
devotion -- but he was no fool for his time thus we can see what 
his impressions were from his choice of metaphorical phrases. 

We can consider the symbolism of the last quaternity -- the craft 
seemed made of cryolite crystal, and on arrival were surrounded 
by fire--wind and thunder were associated with them: thus we have 
a crystalline vehicle generating fire and electricity which came 
from and returned to the sky. 

The first quaternity has eagle -- height and eyesight 
lion loudsound/metal 
bull -- strength, one & two regularity 
man -- use of rationality 

Thus derived from all this we have the following symbols: 
electricity, unary vs binary, crystals, sky metal, height, fire, 
strength, regularity and louqsound. From this we can select our 
own quaternity: crystals, height, electricity, metal. 
Height represents gravity and overcoming gravity 
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One, two strength, regularity, indicates machine. 
Loudsound represents strong interaction 

Crystals indicate use of regular structures 

Rationality represents light. 

We may apply all this to symbol • •  g . •  in the diagram which seems 
to represent rotation or change between four states. Note that 
symbol • •  15 • •  seems to link with rotating structure --as also is 

• •  4 • •  a chi which is a christian symbol of dynamic modern change 
--like electricity • •  3 • •  seems linked to the bull and • •  13 • •  to Han, 
although these links are all very tenuous • •  15 • •  might be loudsound. 

Speculation: the diagram is describing a craft, has a metal 
enclosure, possibly magnesium, or some other light metal, contai�ing 
a rotating machine capable of generating hieh voltage, and spark1ng, 
a crystal (quartz) and some force effect generated by ha�ng . electrical current, quantum gradient photon, current and 1nert1al 
force all in sequence or all acting (3 of them) at right angles m­
u tually creating a fourth force under the right conditions. But as 
I say this is all very tenuous and years of work are needed to 
understand the technology involved. 

This can only be scientifically valuable 1.vhen an equation is 
produced. However the symbols do seem to convey something. Such 
an odd approach combining understanding of phys�cal �recesses �nd 
ancient history could be the result of interact1on w1th someth1ne 
like a "spacebrother". For the human race these are very different 
directions -- but for them such endeavours may well fit together. 

This may be the true meaning of 'higher reasoning', after all only 
puny beings like ourselves have to reject religion when science is 
done and reject science when religion is done. No wonder mode�n 
youth often seems to reject both. In fact fo� us the explana�1?n 
of a phenomenon like flying saucers may well 1nvolve both rel1g1on 
and science because of the psychoJ.ogy involved -- but this may not 
be true of them. For some people the combining of these features 
may seem inconsistent or paradoxical, how can they co-exist? Is a 
"spacebrother" on a science-mission scientific in our sense? 

To think more of the causal nature of all this: suppose flying 
saucers came from a higher dimension than our 'slice' of world 
then of course they can visit any point in our history without any 

paradox be ing inv o lv e� . (In fact so-cal�ed t�mporal pa�adoxes �ely 

on.the shaky phenomenology of the same 1nvar1ant relat1o� of �1me 

to space.) Thus the paradoxical symbols are not paradox1cal 1n 

their larger frame. Thus our pasimological studies are appro­

priate in seeking an explanation for UFOLOGY of the appearance of 

the craft. 

It might be easier just to talk to a pilot, and say "spacebrother 

hows it done?" 

One thirJ.g should be conveyed here: when we fin� fragmen�s of 
magnesium from their craft -- have the propert1es of tlns �eta� 
been permanently changed? Fragments from Haifa �uggest �h1s m1ght 
be the case -- in ways perhaps unmeasurable, thelr mater1als ha�e 
been pre-treated to give their mat�=?rials ne1v and subtle propert1es • 

However we look at the situation; these symbols are a nice puzzle.

RI COMMUNION - AN A!fALJSIS OF I THE FACTS I

INTRODUCTION 

• Communion • is a perso1nal account by Whitley Strieber of his 
alleged experiences with UFOs and Aliens which has recently 
been released as a film. There have been many reviews of his 
book and in some of these he has been labelled as either 
deluded or as a con man and liar. 

I decided to read 'Communion• and to analyse its contents in an 
academic manner, so that our members can read 'the facts' as 
stated by Strieber and see just how faithfully the book has 
been translated onto the screen. 

Each number reference refers to the relevant page in the 
hardback edition of 'Communion•. 

Before setting down the full analysis, there are one or two 
points that I would like to make on the contents of the book. 

Strieber says that the aliens are •stern• (page 97), yet are 
fearful of humans (page 144). He also states that humans may 
be co-operating with the aliens (page 262). It is worthwhile 
noting that many of his descriptions match or mimic events 
recorded by other sources, and it is impossible to avoid 
wondering how many of his 'facts• emanate from publicly 
circulated accounts of encounters with UFOs or aliens occuring 
in recent years. 

For example, on page 77, Strieber describes being touched by a 
kind of wand, an experience that he believes to be unique. 
However, exactly the same event occurred in a report that I 
have read which came from Australia. 

It is interesting to note his obsession with the number Three 
and the Triad, as shown on page 274, and doubtless readers will 
discover inconsistences in his story as I did. 

Strieber•s revelations can only be described as both startling 
and outrageous. However, given the emotional trauma suffered 
by his family and himself, it would be wrong to dismiss 
Communion out of hand. I believe that it is a book well worth 
reading by anyone with an open mind on the subject of UFOs and 
aliens.

A point in Strieber's favour is that he has the courage to give 
his address, so that anyone wishing to raise questions about 
his experiences may write directly to him.

( 2 ) "Later on outrageous c la i ms were m?de purporti ng that the recta­
ngles etc were added on to the ord inary c i rc le formations by wand­
eri ng h ipp ies to make them mor e interesti ng �' · 1 e  wonder what is so 
�utrapeous" about our suggesti on that " wandering h ipp ies "  mi ght 
�ave create d  appendages to ex i st ing c ircle format i ons? Certa inly 

v1e have good ev idence that there i s  a proup of people who are hoax­
ing or "tou c h i ng up " c irc les in the " lv essex area " , al thouflh this 
ev idenc e  my s ter i o usly never a;)peared in " Ci rcular Ev idenc e "  ( an 
i rate far�er c laimed he ' d caught hoaxers on h i s  land w i th an incr i rr ­
i nating lenpth of rope) . Furthermore we k now that cert a i n  wel l­
known c i r c le researchers made it t�c r e  bus iness to l i ase w i t h  th e 
proup of hipp i es c amp e d  at ChPesefoot Head i n  hlay and early J une , 
i mpressinp. them w ith the i r c la i med ab i lity to be able to " dowse " 
crop c i r c l e s .  The truth is that every SurrEer t he �essex area i s  
i. nvad ed by rrany p:roups o f  " travel lers" ( I . E layabouts) who se err. to 
del i ght i n  caus i n f"  a nui sance by holding up the traffic w i th untaxed 
unr,oadworthy veh i c les , carr p i ng at the f irst ava i lable spot they can 
find and whose dubi ous ac t i v i t i es have been observed for everyone 
to see on TV . Ev en the " Cereo l ogist" adm its that ( page G )  "h ippies "  
were the first people to v is i t  the newly formed ringed c ir c le in the 
punchbowl on May 18th. The evidence is there for those w ho look • • •  

Editor : �e understand our c r i t i c  is G stat i s t i c i an and presurr.ably 
educate� to a h i gh level in maths and s c i ence , yet his answer to 
rec tangular features appeari ng on or w i t h  crop c irc les seems to be 
taken strai ght from " Boys Own Pa �Jer " .  The suggest i o n  that h i pp i es 
were hovering i n  the v essex area made as a passing asi de in the 
odd report becomes a "force majeure " .  D i d  h ipp ies suddenly become 
galvani zed in 1990 and add the i r  " Doe Martens" insc r i pt i on to 2 8  
o r  more " r- i c tograms " d i scovered when they had not presumably done 
a s i ngle thing to 2 7 0  or so c ircles or r ings in 1989 and prev i ous 
years? �ere they rush ing round the c ountry to Lewes , Li chfi eld 
( Staffs ) , Alton Barnes and W endover to add their bit on? How d i d  
they know where to look? The activity would seem totally out of 
character for these quoted "layabouts". 

( 3) On page 3 Awareness c laims that r i nged c irc l�s o� l y  began 
a�peari n� from 1 986 onwards. Strange how no m e nt 1 on l S  made of the 
r1np.ed c 1 rc les at �wywe l l  ( 19 7 8) and Evenlode ( 1960 ) , or the other 
h i stor i cal ringed c i rc l e  cases di scus e cd i n  "Crop C irc les A Mystery

Solved" Randles/Ful ler, ( e. g on page 1 5 2 , although some c la i m  that 
this was merely a fairy ring w i th a c oinc i der.tal UFO seen hovering 
above it ) . 

Edi tor : We cannot d ispute the authors ' rec ords on these cases, 
but j u s t  what Na 3 reported by the witnesses c an eas i J y be misinterp­
re ted when one i s  l ook ing for fa c ts to fit a theory. It reminds m e  
o f  pi ckinr ou t l i ttle c r11 mks of the Holy B ib l e  to develop some 
h i ?hly c harped sermon - all very sub j ective and out of context. 
I rresp e c t ive of this, I would sugge st that 2 cases in 20 years are 
statistically ins i gni f i c ant in the l i ght of 5 00 c irc les in 1990 
alone. 

( 4 ) "By definition a vo:rtex must exhibit c ircular geometry and any 
attempt to expla in 1990 ' p i c tograms ' poss ibly by action of natural 
vort i c es must really stretc h  the patience of a pract i c ally minded 
person". Again a statement is made whi c h  makes a l l  k inds of assump­
t i ons about vortex mechani sms and the sorts of patterns they create 
Thi nk for example of a sp inn i ng dis!� fall ing v �rt i c a l ly and striking 
the ground at 90 deerees. � hat sort of pattern mi ght thi s  produce? 
A rectangle? 

E d i tor : The only natural vortex most read ers w i l l  be fam i l i ar 
w i th is the destructive tra i l  of a whirlwind or tornado . The whole 
c oncept is one of damape and i rregulari ty. The Crop Formati ons 
represent beauty, peace and symrr.etry . Even Dr Meaden , the " inventor" 
of the plasma v ortex , has quoted that it would take 50 years to ex­
p la i n  thel990 marh ings in terms of the laws of phys i c s. Let us hope 
some of the present researc hers are sti l l  aro�nd in 2040 to hear 
the final pronounc ements! Every t i me the ori gi n  c omes up w ith new 
shapes , we have the intellectual ly arrogant type of response ; "Oh 
yes , it can do this too" , from the plasma vortex supporters. During 
1 9 8 9  they made not one c leor or c orrec t pred i c ti on as to what would 
be seen in 1990. 

( 5 )  On page 4 Awareness asks " why is there s t i l l  no defini tive 
w itness to the birth of a format ion" and goes on to state that "As 
far as we know all format ions generate ( ??? ) in the hours of darkness � 
Stranfe how there is no menti on at a l l  to the 20 odd eye wi tness 
ac c ounts of crop c irc les actual ly form i ng , some of wh i c h  have been 
i n  the publ i c  arena for almost ten years. 

Editor : Mr Fullers c ases may be i nterpreted as "si gns" , but as 
most of the quoted eye w itness ac c ounts rely on a wr itten report 
only , they c annot be quoted as" ev i denc e �' Nearly every crop f ield 
sustains some degree of weather damage during the typ i cal Bri tish 
Summer , and dec i d ing what has been reported i s  the uni que mani fest­
ati on· �ust be dec idedly risky. I f  it is not the case that c irc le 
formations only f.enerate in darkness - then out of 5 00+ found i n  
1990 we can assume that around 2 out of 3 of these came i n  day l i ght 
hours w hen reople were mob i le. (Assume 1 6  hours dayl i ght , 8hours 
darkness in May , June and July) . Can Mr Ful ler produce w itnesses to 
any of these 3 34 events i n  1 9 9 0? Just 5% of the sample - 1 7  cases -
we would a c cept as the m i ni mum to �rove anythi ng, w i th map referenc es 
and photogra phs of the c irc les. 

( 6) I was interested i n  the �ap on page 7 .  Formati on A is wrongly 
positi oned and should be underneath the letter ' B ' further up t he 
A27 2. No ment i on is mode of the formati ons that appeared to the SW 
of this location c lose to the !Viorestead Rd at OSGR 5 10265 , but as

these were perhaps not quite so exciting as the formations found 
close to Cheesefoot Head their ommission is perhaps understandable. 

Edi tor : The map referred to was presented to our party by a 
fellow researcher and not drawn up as a locatine guide. we c ongrat­
ulate Mr Fuller on his observational skills, but it is plainly 
obvious that the sketches of the formations are not to sc ale, but 
merely serve to demonstrate the general shape and positioning of 
the formations. Full Ordinance Survey co-ordinates are given for 
s�m� �f our oth�r drawings. Othe: fo:mations were obviously in the 
v 1 c 1n 1 ty, but w 1 th . so much hap pen 1 ng 1n this area, there is a limit 
to how many format1 ons one c an concentrate on without causing con ­
fusion to the reader. 

( 7 )  The table shown over pages 1 0 - 1 1 was ty pic al o f  the desperate 
attempts being made by those UFOlogists who beli eve that crop circ les 
have always evolved ( prior to 1988 this c laim was almost certainly 
false) . W hy was there no referenc e to the ringed circ les at Twywell 
and Evenlode ( both of whic h  predate the first ringed circles shown 
in this table) ? W hy was there no reference to the triplet at Earl 
Shilton ( 19 4 0  or �9 4 1 ) ?  �v hy is the first quintu plet shown against 
1 9 8 3  instead of 1 9 7 8? 

Editor : I don ' t  understand about the"desperate attempts". The 
information on pages 10 and l l  has nothing to do with Ufology at all. 
The tables show the number of building blocks apparently being uti­
lised by the origin .  We are only interpreting what w e  see i n  a 
commonsense way. As already stated we are taking 1�80 as year zero. 
The cases stated pre- 1980 should be treated with the u t most caution. 
Were the 1 9 4 0 - l markinfs bomb craters? 

(8) On pape 1 4  we are erroneously told that Contact (Ut) "still 
have no reports to hand of c irc les on rough grassland". "Crop 
Circles A Mystery Solved" c ontains many suc h  ac counts on paees 103 
109, 150-15 4, 1 5 9 - 1 6 2  (we have other unpublished a c c ounts, eg at 
Redlyn ch, Somerset 19 5 4) . w hy is there no mention of the ac counts 
of qro p  c irc les a p pearing in dirt, snow and paddy fields? Why is 
the erroneous impression given that cro p  circles are only ever found 
in cereal fields? 

Editor: The answer to point (7) is again referred to. �e were 
told by Jenny Randles that the phenomenon is correctly named "Crop 
Circles" ( letter in Awareness Vol 17 Nol p. l8) and not "Cornfield 
rings" wh � ch tends to indicate wheat or barley cro ps only. Our 
inter pretation is that the origin seeks out a well struc tured crlp 
to produce the best markings and does not visit irregular natura 
grasses or other unstruc tured vegetation. Hav i ng implied that the 
phenomenon is restricted to crops, we see here the authors ( Handles/ 
Fuller) confusing the issue with references to circ les in rough 
grassland and even snow or dirt. They seem to have cancelled out 

. their own arguments •· 

( 9 )  On page 15 we are told that the 1�90 formations were "near ly 
all different in shape and size" to formations found in previous 
years. "The Crop W atcher" has records of a l l  the "ordinary" form­
ation types (singles etc )  that c arried on appearing during 1990 
away from the media hype surrounding the so- called " pic tograms" 
(which actually made up only 1 or 2 percent of all reported form­
ations) and we describe these less exciting formations in our on­
going series "Informed Circles". The BUFORA/TORRO Survey ( c arried 
out in 1987) proved that only 10% of formations receive publ i c ity 

2 3  and th�t the media tend to concentrate o n  only the more exc iting format1 on types rather than boring singles. 

Ed�tor : At the end of the 1 9 9 0  cereal growing seaso n ,  the fac ts o f  t�e ma �te: ar� th:t . at least 500 se parate circ les were record�d plus 28 d 1 st1nct1ve p 1 c tograms". On a percentage basis this is nearer 6% than 1- 2%. By" l 9 9 0  formations" we were strictly think :i ng of the " p i ctogram" types. We ac knowledge that there were also · many hundreds of du J 1, boring sing�es and t�os as wel l .  Howevr: r, whatever �he mak eu p  �f � he total , 1 rrespect 1 ve of publicity or n o t  our overv 1ew that th 1 s  1s a devel oping phenomenon is unchan�ed .

( 10 )  On page 16 "Awareness suggests that historical ac c ounts of 
c rop circ les may not be t�e same �henomena as those that are 
c urrently appearing. Th i s  is an important issue which deserves 
proper c omment. "The Crop Wa� c her" has just recei�ed c op i es of � he 
original photos of the c rop c 1 rcles that ap peared 1n Bordertown 1 n  
Southern Australia i n  197 3. From these photocopies there c an be not 
the slightest doubt that cro p  c irc les HAVE appea red prior to 19 8 0, 
and from other c ou n t ries too . 

Editor: No comment until we have seen these photographs. Can I\: r 
Fuller produce some photographs of any of the 1990 type " pictograms" 
pre l9 R O? 

( 11 )  "Awareness" dism i sses Meaden ' s  meteorological theory with the 
following: -
"The Meaden theory points to certain (unspec ified) weather conditions 
bein� required before circles can form (true and justifiable) , but 
there can be no doubt that formations are appearing irrespective of 
(the) weather from the sheer numbers (appearing) in 1 9 9 0. Large 
numbers appeared in r.r.ay (dry) , June (wet) and Jul y  (dry) . " 

What utter nonsense ! Meaden ' s  theory c on cerns a micro weather 
phenomenon that is triggered by the passage of mini frontal systems 
(e. g sea bree ze fronts) and which o c c urs down wind of steep hil l  
slopes (e. g like those at Alton Barnes) . W e  now have many examples 
of this process oc curring when frontal systems are known to have 
passed overhead as c irc les formed. The c laim that general weather 
conditions are related to Meaden's vortex prove that "Awareness" 
seem quite unaware of what Meade� is proposi�g. It certainly has 
nothing to do w 1th whether any s1 ngle month 1s "wet" or "dry" . 
Why did "Awareness" not detail some of the examples of circ les 
forming down wind of prominent hill slopes or when frontal systems 
passed overhead that were discussed at the Oxford Conference? 

Editor: The organisation has a copy of Dr Meaden ' s  book "The 
Crop Circle Effect and its Mysteries". As far as Contact Int. data 
grou p is concerned the " plasma vortex" remains an entirely theor­
etical c oncept only u pheld by an excess of doubtful anecdotal 
evidence. There are so many exceptions to the ru les especially in 
light of the 1990 events, that we are not prepared to discuss the 
very technical aspects of this theory. 

Our overview of the phenomenon is that we should not delve into 
mi nutiae of detail, suc h  as subtle changes in weather as mentioned 

abo1e - the situation i s  now moving so fast that over emphasis on 
such fine points c an lead to dangerous misconceptions. Let us 
c onsider the whole Summer of 1990 with over 500 circ le events and 
decide what is relevant to the whol e population rather than isolated 
individual cases. 
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
