A year after a Boeing 737 jet approaching Manchester Airport was buzzed by a brightly lit, triangular 
UFO, the investigating authority can find no rational explanation - so we have the strongest backing yet for 
the existence of such objects, which are being reported at regular intervals from all over Britain. The 
possibility of a rogue aircraft infringing on restricted airspace is extremely unlikely, as our aviation expert, 
Ray Hunt, explains inside. Could it have been a funny reflection off the Pennine Hills? Surely experienced 
pilots would know all the natural effects they could possibly encounter on the well used flight path into 
Manchester Airport. 

The Ministry of Defence continue their apathetic ways. After every indication that was possible to make 
through the media and personal pleas, they have at last recognised that "Gulf War Syndrome" may exist. 
The disturbing health problems of veterans and their children born since the war ended have been apparent 
for at least 2 years, but only when embarrassed by the USA effort have the MOD (or maybe its the 
government behind them) reluctantly started their own investigation. Several British sufferers have found 
their case histories on the USA database and part of a comprehensive survey long before the British 
investigation got under way. Trying the usual "cover-up" has failed to succeed because the most powerful 
nation on Earth did not try to bide the damning evidence. 

When it comes to UFOs - we are now back to the MOD blanket reply - no investigation if British Airspace 
is not threatened.

1996 the most widely spotted craft is sporting "PIDLIPS" in white on pale blue across the fuselage. 
Thanks to Jim Rayner (Notts) for sending photos of this beast. The craft was on duty at Cheltenham races 
in mid March taking TV pictures over the course. When it moved there was an unmistakable throbbing 
sound.

On the night of January 1Oth, the editor saw an illuminated airship over Basingstoke. It bad a pale blue 
eerie glow with white lights at each extremity. There was a very distinctive batch of red strobes 
underneath the belly. It was not possible to read any lettering on the side in the dark. Several UFO 
reports came through from the area. 

COVER CHANGES : Our regular cover designer, Mark Maynereid, is relinquishing the task. Brian James 
has designed the covers for this Awareness. The final solution to "UFO-dial" is "UFONAUTS". We are 
advertising the conference on the back cover this edition, but if you have any mind stimulating puzzles 
involving UFOlogy send them in for consideration next time. 

CROP CIRCLES IN CZECH REPUBLIC : We have obtained news agency reports of several events in 
Bohemia last July/August. At LIBEREC, 2 circles 10-15 metres across were seen from a helicopter on 
July 11th; at PLZEN on July 19th, 3 circles of varying size were located at some distance from each other. 
One circle had a raised centre; a further circle at KLATORY on July 21st; and an 18.5rn diameter circle at 
POD HA TI on August 1Oth.

WHY SO MANY LOST AIRCRAFT? : The RAF lost 9 aircraft through a catalogue of disasters in the 
first 2 months of 1996. The blame appears to be pilot error allied to bad weather, but there is great unease 
about the morale in the Services following layer after layer of defence cuts. Are maintenance standards 
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being kept up? Could there be a sinister unknown cause connected to UFOs? If anyone has any ideas 
please write in. 

DA YID MEDINA : Margaret Fry has informed us that the well known author and Ufologist, David 

Medina, died on January 28th 1996 as the result of a stroke incurred two months previously. He was 63. 

"David wrote that well researched book 'Elohim's Nursery' and previous to that 'God's Weapon', a booklet 
he published himself. Sadly his life had been picking up after a spell of bad luck and unemployment. he 
married two years ago, happily, and had a private practice in alternative medical treatment." 

NIGHT PHOTOGRAPHY : In view of the biting cold weather, our intrepid photographers have not been 
very active. A series of films taken in the only mild spell in January 1996 using 3 cameras in rotation 
including one without flash produced no anomalies except that various spots on the negatives appeared to 
dowse. This may indicate that there was an interaction with "whatever it is", but it refuses to co-operate 
when too scientific an approach is attempted. The latest films also show no signs of the small globes which 
appeared frequently in 1995.

CONTACT INTERNATIONAL- UFO OUESTIONNAIRE 1995 
THE ANALYSIS BY EDITOR 

First, thanks to all members who replied - there was a very good response compared to previous 
questionnaires over the years and we now have a file full of valuable data. It was noted that about 15% of 
respondents typed out their own answers and obviously took a great deal of care in preparing them. Some 
of the more interesting comments are appended. 

In scoring the individual questions - one point was awarded overall per person, per question. Some replies 
showed 2 or more options, in which case a fraction was applied to each part. Thus if a question with 4 
possible answers was ticked on each, � point would be allotted to each of these. If an answer showed 
"mostly" one choice and "a few" second choice - the split would % to � at editor's discretion. 

The aim of this basic questionnaire was to pick up the views of the many recent members joining Contact 
Int. and to keep it to one page to encourage replies. Long standing members may have found it too 
elementary, but a compromise between brevity and "boring the pants off' was thought appropriate. 

1. HAVE YOU SEEN A UFO? 

Of 32 responses to this question 56% claimed they bad seen a UFO, although not all were absolutely 
certain of their experience. It should be emphasised that observation at this level tends be rather 
subjective. Details of member's experiences are set out at the end of the analysis if they have not 
previously been reported in Awareness.

(b) NO 3.3% 
(c) ONLY IN SOME COUNTRIES 6.7% 

Absolutely no doubts at all on this question, but I must say all investigations carried out by Contact Int.

After being 
outside for a couple of minutes around 11.00 p.m, I noticed a strange but stationary light in the sky due 
north of our house, very high in the sky and probably very distant. I observed the light for a while and I 
noticed the colour of it was clearly changing, even though the object looked like a star. 

I had the feeling it might not be a star, so I called my wife to the back door and pointed out to her what I 
could see.

CASE 8. Picture thi , a man dliving home, location near central England, a very dark night, the time 
about seven, the month November. There were no stars, moon or planets to be seen, a still night. The 
man stops his vehicle to relieve himself. The vehicle was parked on the left hand side of the road headed 
west. The man gets out of the vehicle on the right side and walks around to the other side because there 

may have been some other car or other type of vehicle coming up behind, but there was not. The man now 
standing facing northwards with the we terly section on his left side, standing there looking at the 
blackness of his surroundings and thinking what a black night. There was not a flicker of a star to be seen. 
Looking left he thought how far to the next town and then to his tight to where he had come from, to the 
East and then in front of him to N01th. He then, after all this began to pick out something large and even 
darker than the dark sky and land that almo t blended into one. Yes, a large dark mass began to appear 
before him, denser than the background was a larger image, now that his eyes had got used to the dark 
after driving some miles from his departure, he was now able to decipher that it was a large tree in a corner 
of a field opposite from where he was standing. Also, there was a suggestion of a low hedge within the 

vicinity of the tree which was across the other side of the road from the men. Still looking to and fro for 
some light star, planet, farm house light, headlight rays from some approaching car, etc.,  nothing. Most 
unusual, nothing, only those two very dark masses, the tree and the hedge. 

Well !  he says to himself, I have never seen such a dark still night as this. Looking to and fro once more, a 
spot of light like a distant star, low in the east, could it be that the cloud edge was just leaving the eastern 
section after all, just clearing the horizon. He wonders what planet it could be not knowing anything about 
astronomy. He gives up bothering about it. He has another look at the dark tree and hedge, moving to the 
rear of the van to go around to the drivers side, feeling with his feet for any holes in the ground which 
could be a problem. On doing this he put his hand onto the rear of the van to steady himself, automatically 
looking down. Seeing nothing but a blackness, then looking up once more he glanced over to the right, 
eastwards. There, after all this, he noticed a planet shining low in the sky. All he could do was deduce that 
it was a planet and continued to look at it for a moment or two. Then he realised that it was moving and 
lo, it was coming towards him. Oh !Good grief, that thing is travelling fast. He just stood there and this 
light just came closer, a mauvish purple colour. Then, it arrived and stopped just before a dark tree and a 
little to the right of it. There it was, he was just stunned, aghast at the thing in front of him There it was, 
being in the building trade, he did immediately estimate the size as that of a bungalow. This is something 
like thirty odd feet to f01ty feet across and some twenty five feet from base to top. It just hovered, one 
side lower than the other. Facing it, the left hand side was lower than the right. On the left of the object 
there were two hazy colours. The first colour was a medium shade of green. This was denser than the 
peripheral shade which was a parish yellowy white. The underneath part of what ever it was seemed to be 
a rather unexplainable red. The nearest if that of a molten metal, that it is seen in liquid metal in the 
making. Now, the top part was not all that attractive to the eye-but on looking at it made one think of a 
welding apparatus in operation. Eyes were then looking at the right hand side of the object. This was lit 
up by its own colour emissions. From the top part, which was a whitish blue, looking to the right there 
was a half type dome. Following down this lead to a wider area leading to a continued part that was a 
large type of flange. That diminished out of view. Looking at this object overall, there became an 
awareness that the whole object was moving from side to side, a left to right oscillation. Looking at this en 
masse, there was a realization on another aspect of this object. It was noticed that on the bottom part that 
was red, to the left hand side there appeared to be a round ball, some three quarters off being full. This 
was something like an electric bulb for want of an explanation. This was seen to pulsate something of the 
order of twice a second. As it pulsated, it lit up with a light of bright yellow glow. As this reached its 
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height o f  glow, i t  was noticed that an inner core was t o  be seen t o  hold the source o f  the emission and had 
the shape of an apple core, ie., imagine an apple when eaten and what you are left with-that shape. The 
whole thing was pulsating but this part was doing more than anything else on this thing. It just wavered to 
and fro whilst pulsating. The witness found himself breathing and pulsat�ng with it. The whole being was 
as though it was in rhythm with it, an overwhelming togetherness and overriding effect had taken place. 
What is it imparting to the viewer, what is it, phew, I do not know-yet in the subconscious there is 
something-oh dear-what? Then, in the lower part of the dome there was seen to be two or three circular 
apertures and in one a lighter shape that moved to the left and was not seen again. Cor blimey, just look at 
it, just there across the road was this ha, this thing, this wavering, pulsating thing. As big as a large 
bungalow. The breathing of the witness was more or less in rhythm with the object. Another point was 
noticed. It was not just the undulating rhythm of the breathing and pulsating flow from this thing but there 
was a feeling of tingling down the outer part of the top part of the shoulders, along the arms to the ends of 
the fingers and down to the knees. A type of shivering. Wow!Being more alive right to the top of both 
side of his head. There was then a change in the scene, the ball underneath the object stopped glowing on 
and off. Also, the yellow peripheral part changed as well as the green hue. The colour changed to a 
mauve shade but the top part remained whitish blue. There was a slight change in attitude of the object 
was noted, a tilt towards the witness causing the red area to become smaller, bringing about a better view 
of the upper dome area. Look at it, there it was and then it was on the move, after the toing and froing 
from left it went to the right and started to diminish in size as it went up at a slight incline in altitude. 
There appeared to be a waver from side to side, probably some three times at most, a kind of side swinging 
motion, it got smaller and smaller and was gone. An ever diminishing point of mauvisb light with that 
overriding whitish blue haze on top of it. 

The aftermath of this  was very interesting to go into. He just stood there for a moment or two and then he 
shuddered as though be was shaking off some sort of energy or accumulated feelings. A kind of tingling 
sensation went through his body. After that there was an aloneness, the quietness, the dark tree and the 
hedge, an emptiness prevailed. Well! There is nothing else to do but get back into the vehicle and travel 
onto the next town. He switched his ignition and the engine started up. On he went towards the next 
town. This part of the journey was uneventful, in as much as things were relatively quiet, it seemed good 
to get away from that thing, probably because of the doubt of what it was.

So, after 
two weeks had elapsed, a phone call was made to the said Air Base asking for one of the airmen by long 
distance pretension that one was a relative and lo he was there. . Asked how his friend was, he was 
informed that he was quite well and still on Base.

AB DUCT ION 1985 

Editor: The following is the original and exclusive account submitted by Contact International member 
Marie. As she states it has taken 11 years to come out with her terrifying recollections. You maybe are 
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able to draw up compatisons with other abduction scenarios or have some ideas of what took place -
which we would like to hear about. 

The story I am about to tell you all is still as terrifying to me today as it was 11 years ago, and it has taken 
me this time to tell my talc. What happened to me was real and the fear I had then is still with me now. 
Firstly I must state that I am a psychic, but I don't read palms or Tarot Cards etc. any more. I work with 
guides from other dimensions. 

In 1985 I divorced my husband and moved into my mother's home. I worked nights, so everything that did 
happen was either after midnight on my nights off, or between 5 and 6 in the late afternoon before I went 
to work. It all started in about April 1985 a month after I had moved in with Mum. 

It was on a night off. I found it hard to leep on a Saturday night, so I used to sit up in bed and read. 
Then over one Saturday about 1:30 in the morning of Sunday, I was sitting up in bed reading as usual 
when I felt someone was in the house, and was outside my bedroom door. To my shock the room filled 
with the brightest light I've ever seen in my life. I couldn't open my eyes; the whole room was pure white 
light. Then I went rigid I couldn't move one part of my body except my eyes. Something was standing at 
the bottom of my bed and each time I tried to look the light wouldn't let me. 

At first I thought it may have been a visitor with something to tell me from the other side, but this was 
different. I had the strongest feeling that who-ever it was, was going to rape me, but was hesitant at what 
to do. I remember thinking - " Its no good doing that to me I'm too old to produce children" - but why I 
did think those words I don't know, they just came into my head. 

Then the next thing I knew I was in a great deal of pain in my waist and lower rib area. It was like having 
a baby but even worse than that. I called on my guides to help me, but they didn't respond at all .  I 
couldn't get any help at any other level whereas normally my guides will always step in when I'm in any 
danger. I said a mantra which usually gets rid of any bad entities but nothing happened. Suddenly I was 
free of pain and the light was gone, only because I told it to impolitely go away and that I wouldn't let it 
into me. I believed that it was something trying to take over my body, and I know that sounds stupid but it 
does happen. I didn't get to sleep until the next day but it didn't bother me much and I carried on as 
normal thinking maybe it was a dream, and nothing else happened for several days. Then on a Saturday 
night again, it came just in the same way but this time to the side of me. I couldn't see it but I could hear it 
moving. I could feel it touching me and then the pain. This time it was worse. I tried to shout but my 
mouth wouldn't move. I was screaming in my mind. I just couldn't .cope with hurting so much. I kept 
screaming at it in my head and it just seemed to get madder with me and hurt me even more. It felt that 
my body was being crushed slowly. Then it was gone in a flash; the pain stopped and I just lay there 
thinking what is this? Then as I lay there trying to pull myself together, frightened to move in case it came 
back, I thought to myself - "perhaps my ex husband was sending me this thing in his mind to get me for 
leaving him". He also had powers the same as me, but not so strong. So I decided that I was going to 
send it back to him. However the next day it came back, but this time it was 5:30. That same afternoon. 

I bad decided to go upstairs for a lie down. I was feeling very tired and had been like this for days. I felt so 
drained but just put it down to working nights, and also thought that my guides may have been using some 
of my energy as they sometimes did for a job they bad to do on the other side. Whenever they did this they 
always gave me a boost of energy afterwards to help me cope, but bad never left me this drained before. I 
didn't even get to my bed this time. The next thing I knew was that I was lying flat on my back unable to 
move, I was mentally fighting this thing as hard as I could. I was saying to it "you can't hurt me I am 

protected, go back to wherever you came from. Leave me alone. I can fight you. You can't win." Then 
along with the pain I felt another pain was added. I felt something sharp cut into my side. It really hurt; 
there was a sound around me - a hum that could have driven me mad. Then the next thing I knew, I was 
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on my bed as if dumped there. The fear I felt was awful. How could this be happening to me. Now I 
began to believe I was going round the bend. 

I decide to tell mum and dad what was happening. I had already told my boyfriend. That was a hard thing 
to do, as he didn't believe in anything like that - not even ghosts. He didn't know what to think when I told 
him and now I had to tell my parents. they are both great believers in anything to do with ghosts and had 
seen them. In fact psychics and mediums run in the family. 

However it wasn't as easy to tell them and explain as I thought it was going to be, although mum did say 
that dad wouldn't go near my room. He said that it felt bad in there, and he experienced fear but mum said 
she wasn't aware of anything wrong in the room.

Later that evening I went up to my room to get ready for work. As I changed my clothes I touched my 
waist area and felt pain. Feeling with my hand I detected a line about 8 inches long. I looked in the mirror 
and there was a red mark. I showed mum, but she just said "oh yes" and that's all that was said. I could 
see they were confused. Mum and dad didn't really want to know. 

I went to work feeling very very ill. As weeks went by it came and went in the same way. I became very 
thin and my hair had started falling out. I can't explain how ill I felt. I was beginning to think that I was 

mentally poorly, but didn't go to a doctor. How could I - what would I tell him? I started eating sweets 
hoping they would give me some energy. They didn't work. I tried tonics; good food. Nothing helped. 

The fear in me of the pain I had to endure night after night, day after day became intolerable. 

As time went by I got used to my visitor but sometimes before it got the chance to do anything I used to 
run out of my room to my parents. At weekends, dad used to go into the spare room and I would sleep 
with mum. It never came after me there, but I couldn't keep turfing dad out of bed on a Saturday night. 
So I just coped. You are probably wondering why I didn't sleep in the spare room. Well it was full of junk 
and I never felt compelled to do so. I just knew it would still get me. 

Believe it or not 5 months went by. I was a zombie - my hair which was once down to my waist was now 
shoulder length without ever seeing the scissors. My face was grey, I was very thin and I felt extremely ill. 
In fact I'm sure I was dying. I wanted to die - I just couldn't take any more, I knew that it was going to 
have to be a battle - I had to get it somehow - and I just knew that if I could get to the fourth dimension I 
could have it. But I knew that it was aware I was now too weak to fight much longer and I believed that 
this being was from the 4th dimension and was weaker than me on its own territory. I was sure at that 
time that it was an evil entity or an extremely naughty one that bad to be sorted. 

One afternoon at about 5.30 - I can't remember which month it was - but it was dark. I decided it was time 
to prepare to give up my life to get this thing even though I had an eight year old daughter to think of, but 
if I didn't try now it would kill me. 

I went up to my room, prayed for help from who-ever could be listening to me. I drew in as much energy 
as I could and as I had astrally travelled before 3 or 4 times in years previous I was ready to do it alone this 
time. 

I wasn't in my room for long. It definitely knew I was waiting. I sat on my bed saying "Come on I'm going 
to finish you this time." 

The next thing was, I found myself laying flat and it was standing at the bottom of the bed. This time I 
could see a faint outline in the light. It came onto my bed and started to come towards my face. I never 
thought how and what I was going to do. Next I just grabbed it. It was solid - I pulled it with its head. I 
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can't think if it had hair or not, or maybe a hat of some kind but I got bold of something. I sat up grabbed 
its legs which were so thin I remember. It was so light in weight and made no sound as I canied it with 
both legs and swing its body towards the bedroom wal l several times. Its head bit the wall several times. I 
just couldn't stop swinging it harder and harder smashing its puny body.

I started seeing U.F.O.s since I 
was eight years old and I've only once seen them at night 
and I can't tell you how I know, but I do know they are 
going to contact us soon, and there is a part of this country 
where some of us wil l  meet them.

Alyson Bellingham and Margaret Patterson, 
were witnesses to a UFO that was visible for 

over an hour. At first it appeared to be l ike a 
bright star to the South, but then it was seen as a 
diamond-shape, with various coloured l ights 

around its centre, which were changing all the 

time as the whole thing rotated. It was 
estimated to have been between 3 - 5 miles 

away, and could have been the size of 'a fishing 
boat'. The witnesses phoned Manchester 

Airport, who assured them that there was no 
traffic in their vicinity. They then phoned the 

police, who admitted that there had been 
numerous calls, but that it was only 'the 
Northern Lights'. The police officer did 
mention that the RAF had been informed, and 

within minutes jets were heard overhead, but by 

now the UFO had moved. The witnesses state 

that they had seen such an object on a few 
occasions. *A curious follow up was that the 
MOD contacted the witnesses for further 
details, not an obvious action for 'the Northern

28 Octobe•· 1993 - Hampstead, London 
Kasser Hussain was travelling home from work 
on the train from Gerrards Cross to Marylebone, 
and it was sometime between 5 .40 and 6. 1 5pm. 

Kasser was sitting next to the window on the 

right of a half-full  carriage, and while passing 

somewhere near Hampstead, noticed a big 

object moving paral lel with the train, over 

Northwest London. The object was at an 
elevation of 50° in the sky, and it was circular, 

with sort of segments on its underside. During 
the sighting, the object was obviously revolving 
on its central axis, and the l ighted segments of 

the underside were pulsing in brightness. There 
was also a small pulsing red light being emitted 
from somewhere on the underside, but the 

witness was not able to work out its exact 
source. During the sighting, the witness 
checked for any internal light reflections off the 

carriage windows that could have been causing 
the sighting, but could see none. Kasser also 
noted that the object was obscured by buildings, 

lamp-posts etc . ,  so was clearly up in the sky. 

The sighting lasted for a few seconds, and the 
object was lost to sight as the railway track went 

off at a different angle to the path of the object. 

The witness tried to rationalise the event, but 

despite the presence of a nearby airfteld, could 

see no logical explanation. [Source: Contact] 

19 January 1 994 - Deddington, Oxfordshire 
At 1 620hrs, the witness was travel ling from 

Clifton to Deddington in his car, when he saw a 

very fast, round object, with a long trail cross 

the sky from East to North. The sighting lasted 

for seconds, and the witness was not able to 
hear any sound. *Note the date of 19 January, it 
was exactly one year later when the mass 
sightings of similar objects were reported over

The 50 year old witness was driving home to 

Didcot along the A4 1 7  after midnight on a wet 

and windy night.

Suddenly the car was filled with bright light, 

and the witness thought that a car had come up 

from behind very fast, but on looking over his 

shoulder could see nothing. On looking to his 

right, the witness than saw that the beam was 

coming from a craft, which he at first thought 

might have been the Thames V alley police 

hel icopter. However, when getting a better 
look, he could see a green delta-shaped craft in 
the sky, and it was fol lowing his car with a 

strong beam of light. While the beam was 

being played into the car, the vehicle became ice 

cold.  The craft had four windows at the front, 

which seemed to have red light coming from 

inside.

The 
object was moving very slowly, at perhaps only

Rita regularly travels from 
Leicester to A vebury late on a Wednesday. On 
1 5  February Rita phoned our investigations co­
ordinator to relate a lengthy UFO 

sighting/event, which lasted for nearly two 

hours over 80 miles. 

While driving through Hinckley just before 

midnight, Rita became aware of a bright light in 

the sky that seemed to be moving with her. Rita 

was adamant that it was not Venus or Sirius 
since she is famil iar with celestial o

'
bjects, and 

certainly Venus had long since gone below the 
horizon. At times Rita stopped the car to l ine 
up the light with a tree, or fence post, and she 

could see it moving and sometimes hovering. 
The light sometimes came closer, and 

sometimes went further away, but it stil l  seemed 

to be tracking Rita's car, or as she described, 
'escorting her'. Rita continued her journey 
through Warwickshire, and onto the old Fosse 
Way and towards Stow-on-the-Wold. At times 

the object came much closer, and Rita was now 
getting worried, and admits she drove very fast 

on some stretches of road. When Rita was near 
Moreton-in-Marsh, she noticed that the object 
had changed, and she stopped the car, but didn't 

get out. The object had now become a triangle 
of multi-coloured lights. A black silhouette of a 
triangle was plainly visible because of a light 

corona, or aura around its edges. The object 

came closer, and Rita started driving very fast 

towards Burford. During this time, Rita lost 

sight of the triangle, but it seemed to have 

become a big red ball which stil l  escorted her. 
As Rita was nearing Lechlade, on the A36 1 ,  the 

red ball veered off to the East, heading in the 

direction of Faringdon and Wantage. Rita didn't 
see anything more unusual in the rest of her 
journey past Swindon and down to Avebury, but 

she had been worried at parts of the journey, 

which had been down at times quiet roads. The 

only other driver who might have been aware of 

the red ball was that of a Lynx couriers van 

between Burford and Lechlade. When Rita got 

home, she sat down to relax, and made a cup of

Rita also experienced aches and pains in the 
neck and shoulders the next day, but cannot be 
sure it was not caused by having the driver's 
window down to watch the object, while 

travelling at speed on a freezing night.

ONE OF OU RS- OR ONE OF TH E I RS? 
by Ray Hunt. 

In recent years a steady flow of reports of triangular UFO's has been received, raising the question in the 
minds of many people, 'Are they UFO's or are they secret military aircraft of the Stealth type?'. I believe 
that the answer to this question becomes quite obvious when the rules governing airspace are understood 
and the likelihood of professional aviators breaking the law are considered. 

Those who are not involved in aviation may not be aware of the stringent requirements for aviators to 
observe strict rules concerning airspace and the way in which airspace is planned. In principle airspace will 
be designated 'Controlled or Uncontrolled'. Pilots may operate in uncontrolled airspace without the 
requirement for any Air Traffic Control Unit to be aware of their presence. These pilots will observe 
general air law requirements but will have freedom to operate in this space without filing a Flight Plan or 
declaring their intentions. Non radio equipped aircraft with no navigation aids other than a map and 
compass will be found in this airspace on a see and be seen basis. Balloon, gliders, micro lights and all 
other types of aircraft may operate here. Military aircraft often operate in uncontrolled airspace, often at 
high speed and low level .  There is no substitute for a keen lookout here. 

Operation in Controlled Airspace is a rather different matter. this airspace is made up of area's designated 
for wide and varied purposes. Control Zones, Special Rules Zones, Airways, Military Air Traffic Zones, 
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Restricted Area's and Danger Area's to name but a few. Both Military and Civil Aircraft may operate in 
Controlled Airspace subject to having the specified navigation aids and a suitably qualified and licensed 
pilot .  The requirements to operate in Controlled Airspace are stringent and strictly enforced and there is 
no chance that any pilot other than a highly trained and suitably qualified one will be in Control led 
Airspace unless be/she is in total disregard of Air Law and the safety of others. The penalties for 
infringement of this nature are severe and all pilot are aware of this. 

Radar will often reveal rogue aircraft in Controlled Airspace; however for a number of reasons it cannot be 
relied on. For example, to eliminate such things as weather and birds, slow moving objects can be filtered 
out and do not show on the operator's screen. This may al o exclude slow moving objects such as 
balloons, glider and micro lights; therefore ultimate responsibility will rest with pi lots. 

Aircraft operating in Controlled Air pace will be receiving instructions from Air Traffic Control.  These 
instructions will be adhered to strictly to the letter. In Airways a continuous stream of aircraft will be 
following preci ely the same track, navigating from one beacon to the next. Safety is ensured by the strict 
control of each aircraft's flight level and separation, determined by Air Traffic Control and executed by air 
crews - a highly organised and efficient service where nothing is left to chance. 

Let us now consider the result of a military Stealth Type aircraft setting out to deliberately break the law 
and endanger the lives of others by disregarding the Air Space rules and consequently the law. A secret 
military aircraft will be operating on high authority and for specific purposes. Is it likely that the 
responsible authority would i nstruct or condone totally irresponsible operation and run the risk of a 
massive disaster? Is it likely that a professional pilot would behave in a totally irresponsible manner, 
disregarding the law and jeopardising his career by deliberately endangering the lives of others? 

I DON'T THINK SO. 

To operate in Controlled Airspace without authority would be rather like driving a car along a motor way 
in the wrong direction - a formula for disaster. Test flying of military aircraft would normally be carried 
out in designated air space, and there are vast areas around the world designated specifically for this 
purpose. Navigation of military aircraft would normally be carried out within the safe parameters set out 
under the air navigation order. We ask ourselves the question - "What purpose could irresponsible 
aviation practices fulfil?" 

When we read reports such as the Manchester encounter recently investigated by the CAA Joint Air Miss 
Working Group which occurred in Controlled Airspace, I believe it is totally unacceptable to attribute this 
to professional military pilots flying high tech secret aircraft. There are no valid reasons for activities of this 
irresponsible nature and no benefits to be gained - just a terrible risk of a disaster. 

I have no doubts in my mind about the UFO reports made by professional air crews operating in 
Controlled Airspace and the likely origin of the offenders. 

U FO's OF TH E SE COND K IND SEE N  IN SPACE 
new data from Michael Soper 

The human race is Verophobic, and hence moves steadily FROM what is true towards what is ephemeral 
and false, and a phenomenon called UFOlogy is not any exception to this general psychological rule, 
naturally. 

Thus given that people were once much interested in the Type I and Type II  reports and now have tended 
to focus on smaller craft closer and closer to the ground has given me the idea of looking away from the 
Earth, to the sky, to the ionosphere, to the very edge of space itself. 
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Beyond this is deep space; the stage of the deep space shots; the lunar landings, the planetary missions; 
mysterious orbiting objects like 1 99 1  VG and the anomalous photographs. Out here the scene is different ­
the environment is harsh. there is not any possibility of hoaxing, and strange things continue to become 
reported like the vast THERMAL shadow in the Martian surface (Phobos Probe); the huge ship docked 
near Phobos; the vast objects photographed dllling Apollo 1 6, and the large objects repmted over France 
in 1 954 and California in 1 95 1 .  These large mother ships - the huge cigars are reported more frequently in 
space than the other discs - and the early description of these craft being the mother ship or spacecraft 
Carrier for the smaller discs could even be correct. 

Consider: 

1 )  A huge object photographed by the Russian Phobos probe in 1 990 near Phobos (the last frame before 
the Russian craft went spinning out of control) showed an object with length to width ratio 7.25 . . .  
2) A huge object with one pointed and one rounded end photographed during the Apollo 1 6  mission 
(photo 1 61 1 9238) has a slight waist at 3/7 of the full length and a length to width ratio 7.33 . . .  
3)  One huge object of torpedo shape photographed by Adamski showed a length t o  width ratio of 6.27 . . .  
4 )  A huge THERMAL shadow o n  the Martian surface photographed by the Russian probe, difficult t o  
estimate ratio o f  (huge penumbra), though definitely very prolate, like a torpedo . . .  
5 )  Cardiff Western Mail 26/511 955,  the crew o f  the Portuguese Airlines Skyrnaster Aircraft which landed 
at London Airport said that whilst flying between Epsom and Dunsfold a long wingless cigar shape flashed 
by the aircraft, J 0 A 0 Almeida. The radio officer said, " In nine years of flying I have never seen anything 
like (this) long and slim and seemed ... revolving ... flashed under the nose of the aircraft ... (seemed) made 
of aluminium . . .  ". "There was no smoke trai l" . . .  , added the Flight Engineer Jose Eliva . . .  
6) Portsmouth Evening News 1 2/2/ 1 95 5  . . .  at  East Wittering, 1 4  year old John Barnard of Rooks Nest 
Barn Close saw a cigar shaped object in the sky which moved, stopped and disappeared into the clouds . . .  
his aunt agreed . . .  A t  Tangmere R A F station Met Office the information . . .  was taken seriously, a 
spokesman wanted a description, . . .  the skies are scanned every half hour from there. 

Angel hair which definitely does fall to Earth is often associated with the sightings of the cigars in the 
atmosphere, which seem to use change of state processes to manoeuvre. 

7) On 1 6/4/ 1 952 Hamilton, Ontario Canada, 43 .25 Latitude 80 longitude, 7 . 1 4pm a cigar shaped object 
moved towards the Niagara falls over 1 6  minutes. 
8) On the 20/411 952 London, Ontario, Latitude 43 Longitude 8 1 .25, a dark object leaving a vapour trail at 
approximately 40,000 feet crossed the sky, very fast from North to South at 1 0.00 am. this was pursued 
by two P5 1 Mustangs which could not catch up with the object reckoned to have a speed of 1 000 to 2000 
mph . . .  
9) On 29/411 952 Singapore a t  2 latitude, 1 04 longitude, a silver cigar spouting white smoke a t  intervals 
crossed the sky and disappeared after the largest puff of smoke; the same object was seen 20 miles north. 
1 0) On 1 11 1 01 1 95 1 Minneapolis two General Mills/Navy Project observers in a plane sighted two grey 
cigars moving at high speed, one of the objects was seen in a theodolite by a ground observer . . .  
1 1 ) c August 1 952 New Mexico three torpedo shaped objects spotted . . .  
1 2) In Suffolk in late sixties, Mr Gibbons of Crowfield was driving in Suffolk a t  2 1 :30 i n  June when he saw 
a low cloud moving his way across darkened fields. Then he could see that this was a cigar shaped object 
about 1 50 feet long moving slowly and silently, matt black, and fifty feet up. As the object passed him the 
car lights dimmed. 
1 3) At Sassier, France 1 11 1 0/54, 4.40 am two people in a car had the engine die and the lights fail as they 
approached a landed cigar shaped object in a field. The witnesses felt an electrical tingle and were 
paralysed. There were three small beings beside the UFO . . .  
1 4) On 91 1 0/46 high above the mountains to the south of Mount Palomar, USA, a huge torpedo hovered; 
then pointed the nose upwards and effortlessly, silently; lifted into space. Seen by meteor watchers. 
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1 5) On 1 /8/46 Captain Jack E Puckett was flying C47 transport with copilot and flight engineer from 
Langley Field Virginia to McDill. Thirty miles from Tampa Florida a large object came towards them on a 
collision course. This was a long cylinder twice the size of a B29 leaving a trai l of fire, with portholes; 
estimated speed 1 500 to 2000 miles per hour. 
1 6) On 20/ 1 /5 1  Captain L W  Vinther of Mid Continent Airlines was asked to investigate a very bright light 
over the airfield. With copilot F Bachrnaier he took a DC3 towards the light which dived on their machine 
headlong, overtook and flew past 200 feet away above the nose. On this moonlit night the object 
manoeuvred instantly onto a parallel course and pilots could see the object was the size of a B29 and cigar 
haped. 

1 7) At Gaillac France on 27/ 1 0/52, one hundred witnesses saw a huge cigar shaped object in the sky tilted 
at forty five degrees and moving SouthWest slowly. Ten discs were there also, flying jaggedly. It hovered 
relatively still over the town for ten minutes, and the discs seemed to create a lot of angel hair falling to the 
ground and dissolving. From the upper end of the cylinder a plume of smoke emerged. 
1 8) At Brives Charensec, France on 2711 0/52 a large cigar and a single disc were seen 1 25 miles to the 
north east of the met station there. 
1 9) On 1 71 1 0/52 Oloron France, hundreds of people saw above an unusual cloud a huge inclined cylinder 
at forty-five degrees and moving steadi ly to the SouthWest, with white smoke emerging from the upper 
orifi ce. Going ahead of the cylinder were thirty objects which looked like red spheres with a yellow saturn 
ring equator; the bases tilted away. When two of these thirty objects moved close a spark joined them for 
a moment. Angel hair was generated and descended to the ground copiously. 

Now these objects have been seen landed, hovering just above the ground, manoeuvring with planes, at 
extreme altitudes above the ceiling of planes, near the moon and near Phobos, and similar shadows have 
been photographed on Mars. Can any other UFO type claim such range ? 

In case people believe that these cigar reports could be recent developments - here are some historical 
cases to put the record straight: 

20) On 9/8/ 1 762 seen from Basle Switzerland, by two astronomers, an enormous spindle shaped object 
with a glowing outer ring slowly crossed the disc of the sun . . .  
2 1 )  O n  1 /411 826 Saarbruken, France, grey torpedo seen rapidly approaching the Earth . . .  
22) In association with the planet Mercury, o n  22/511 853 M r  R P Gregg sees a round object a disc and a­

cigar. 
23) At Colrnat, France, on 6/4/1 856 a black flying torpedo is seen which is round at one end and pointed at 
the other, and passes overhead with a melodious whistling sound . . .  
24) O n  1 01 1 0/ 1 864 M Leverrier witnesses flight o f  long cigar shaped object tapered a t  both ends. 

Thus the cigar is not new at all, and does occur as a sighting in circumstances in which the object cannot 
possibly be a discus seen at some slight angle to the normal plane of the main UFO axis. 

25) At Montgomery, Alabama on 23/7/48 at 2.45 am, a cigar shaped object with fiery exhaust overtook an 
airliner and climbed (two rows of portholes) . . .  
26)  At Grand Canyon, Arizona on 1 6/4/54 at  1 0 .20 am witness saw a cigar shaped UFO having a bright 
light at front with five portholes along side. 
27) On 7/1 0/54 at IslesSurSuipes, France, very early in the morning an elongated object was seen with a 
row of pearly portholes . . .  
2 8 )  O n  6/ 1 2/55 a t  4. 1 5pm a t  Ashfield, Mass., a cigar shaped object with brilliant red portholes was seen 
trailing smoke.

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ASTRONOMICAL NOTES 1 996 

by Data Research 

Notes on the positions for the prominent stars and planets are provided for the benefit of investigations. 
These can cause a number of mis-identifications and be reported as UFOs. The notes here are for 
observers in the British Isles and Western Europe. 

PLANETS 

Venus will be quite spectacular as an evening object during the first half of 1 996, being at its brightest in 
late spring, and should be unmistakable. In the latter half of the year it becomes a morning object; Mars 
will only become visible as a morning object in the last half of 1 996, and the famous red colouration will 
make it easily identifiable; Jupiter will be conspicuous as a morning object in the first part of the year, and 
becomes an evening object in the latter half of the year, being most prominent in the early autumn. A quick 
check with binoculars will confinn it's size, and the planet's four moon's as identification; Saturn is low in 
the sky at the start of the year, becomes a morning object, before becoming an evening object in the latter 
part of the year, and its yellowish hue is obvious. A view through binoculars may not reveal evidence of 
the ring system, as the Earth only passed through the plane of the rings last year, and a telescope may be 
needed; Of the other planets, only Mercury will be at low elevation on a regular basis, but even dedicated 
observers sometimes have difficulty in seeing it, so casual observer's shouldn't report it roo often.

(The general positions for prominent stars are based on midnight at mid-month. Brightness of an object is 
measured in mag. - magnitude)

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METEORS 

Although the monthly notes above list the major known meteor showers, the past two or three years have 
shown an increase in unpredi�table, or 'sporadic', meteors - late July of 1 995 being a good example, when 
at least one daylight meteor, brighter than the Sun, was observed. These sporadic meteors are caused by 

the unknown debris outside the orbits of the known nine planets, perhaps even from the Sun's Oort cloud. 
There is increasing evidence that these sporadics may even be truly interstellar debris. I suggest anyone 
interested should read the article by Duncan Steel, in the 1 996 edition of The Yearbook of Astronomy, 

edited by Patrick Moore.

WE A RE DEFI NI TE LY NOT A LONE 
A Video, by T. Roy Dutton, C.Eng. 

Reviewed by Brian P James 

I first saw Roy Dutton, and his impressive theories at a conference in Andover in May 1 995, 
where he expertly put across his ideas on both UFO events, and crop circles. Roy Dutton worked 
for many years within the British aerospace industry, including special projects, rocketry and 
weaponry, so he has much experience of the science of spaceflight. In 1967 Roy became 
interested in UFO sightings around his home, and set upon a course of scientific research. 

This video illustrates the results of Roy's research. To Roy Dutton there was little doubt that a 
significant number of U FO events were clearly of intelligent origin, working to a plan of 
something like a reconnaissance operation of various man-made sites, ranging from iron-age 
antiquities to modern day transport systems. Having taken many hundreds of sightings from 
round the world as his data, it became clear to Roy that there was a definite pattern to UFO events 
world-wide, and not just the normal 'flaps' we might think of, but regular patterns over many 
years, including the duration of CE3K and CE4K events. These patterns are so consistent that 
Roy is able to produce predictive data for any part of the world. 

In the video Roy puts forward his theories for the origin and pattern for UFO events, quite 
clearly demonstrating that there is not just an extra-terrestrial explanation, but that craft are 
coming here from outside our solar system. The quality of some of the computer graphics in the 
video is not that high, but the theories, and the data are very persuasive. 

The central data research team of Contact International are using Roy Dutton's predictive 
data for its skywatches during 1996. There is a possibility that the anomalous images being 
taken on photographic film, as detailed in recent issues of Awareness, could be the result of 
scanning beams from non-visible craft.
