She finds a like-minded Journalist and starts a
magazine on her favorite subject.

The Kkid is Vickl Cooper, editor and publisher of UF0 Magazine. An
editor by trade and a writer by nature, Vick] realizes what she's ahle
to bring to the project, and knows she can't do It alone. She re-
connects with an old colleague, Sherie Stark, who presents her
graphic art skills and other Journalistic resources to help bring UFD
Magazine to life.

The yearIs 1986. By 1988, the magazine has made some waves In the
so-calied UF0 community. Serlous UFO researchers are taking note.
But a hurst of new and needed energy enlivens the mapazine when
Vickl meets Don Ecker, 2 former police detective with his ewn
fascination-somesay ohsesslon—with UF0s. 0f the three people who
are UF0 Magazine hy this time, Don Is theonly one whe has actually
seen a honaflde UFD. Don's sighting as a teenager propels his life-
long Interest In the UFO mysiery and determination to use tried and
true methods of Investigation with the magazine to delineate the
truth.

Ever since | witnessed the UFD phenomenon back In 1966, | have
heen fascinated hy this enlgma, by what it might be and what It
might mean. 0f course, many just assume UFDs are from an ET cul-
ture and take It from there, on faith. Others Just consider UFOs all
bunk Imagined by lanatics and so forget It The real truth Is much
more complex.

Human beings have heen sighting strange and Inexplicable things
in the sky since our specles first looked up. Many accounts have
survived, going back to prehistory and coming rlght up to today.
What Is the real truth? Is It extraterrestrial?

In june of 1947, Bolse, Idaho businessman Kenneth Arnold was flying
Ris private alrcraft above the state of Washington near Mt Rainier,
when he ehserved nine hoomerang - shaped craft fiying at what he
computed at hetter than 1,200 MPHI At the time, our top fAghter plane
was only capable of achieving 450 MPH In level flight. When Arnold
landed and told others what he had seen, "looking like a saucer If
you skipped It over water,” the term "Flying Saucers” was introduced
to the world, Within weeks, people all around the world were report-
ing these objects. However, the civillan reports, no matter how un-
usual, were not nearly as Important as the reports made by military
personnel. .. And make no mistake: the military was very concerned.

They didn't have a handle on It yet, hut the top brass knew something
strange was happening. They knew ahout the reports coming In from
fllght crews during the last days of the Second World War. The Alr
ateriel Command completed an Intensive G-month study In 1948,
concluding that the phenomenon might be Interplanetary. Thelr re-
port was kicked back and ordered to he destroyed.

0f course by 1948 the amazing Roswell Incldent In 1947 had been
effectively suppressed by General Roger Ramey and the 8th Army Alr
Force, hut soon the milltary was to have many more migraine
heattaches with the "non-existent” Fiying Saucers.

The Korean War beuan in June of 1950. it was to be a monumental
struggle between the Communist Bloc natlons and the Free World
headed up by the United States and the United Nations. Suffering
sethacks at first, the UM. effort In the war turned around when UM,
Commander In Chief General Douglas MacArthur landed the U. S.
Marlnes at Inchon, behind Communist [Ines. Ultimately this briillant
military maneuver was to draw In the Communist Chinese and pr-
long the war, hut in the short run, It effectively stopped the Commu-
nist onslaught. Whatever the UFD secret was, they appeared very
Interested In the conflict going on kelow.

Numerous reports of soldiers’ encounters with apparentiy very ad-
vanced craft were common in that war. "Dogfights” between U.S. Alr
force fighter Jets and UFDs were documented and have survived to
the present. One of the most advanced fighters of the day, the F-86
Sahre Jet, was to become legendary over the skies of Korea, but was
outstripped by these unknowns.. Capahie of aimost Mach 1In a dive,
the Sahre was routinely left far behind the UF0s In these reported
pursuits. But the bigpest shock was yet to come,

July, 1952 was a very hot month In Washington D. C. But It was des-
tined to get much hotter, hecause starting July 20, the UFO phe-
nomenon was to make the first of three appearances above the
nation's capitol. The Washington overfilghts pushed every other
front-page story off the newspapers, and forced the Pentagen to hold
the largest press briefing since the Second World War. Fiying over
the Capltol, the White House and the Pentagon-all restricted
airspace— the UF0s were seen not only on multiple radar sets at
different locations, but aiso by clvillan alriine pllots, observers on
the ground and some top military offlcers. This caused a significant
change in policy, drawing together some of the most powerful forces
In the world. Claiming the slohtings were nothing more than weather
Inversions misread on radar by men tasked with the safe landing
and takeoffs of thousands of passengers each day, the Alr Force
desperately attempted te shovel the UFD problem into the back-
ground. The CIA was to come up with the effective stop-gap

answer,

In January, 1953, under the auspices of the Central Intelllpence
Rgency, a sclentific panel was convened and Included some of the




top scientists in the world and members of the United Statesmilitary. The
gathering lasted a little over a week. The following Is a brief excerpt from
CIABASE the excellent datahase on the agency maintained by former CIA
Agent Ralph McGeeHee.

GROUPS.

Putting aside for a moment the ahove conclusion that the CIA had no Interest
in UFDs, the notation that the Alr Force Blue Book files were unusabie Is
amazing. For years, the American public was led to helleve that the U.S. Alr
Force had a firm handle on the UF0 guestion precisely because of Project
Blue Book. But In fact, the U.S. Alr Force never had more than even a dozen
peonle Invoived In "puhlic” UFO research. After Capt Edward Ruppelt left
Blue Book, It devolved Into nothing more than a public relations effort to
assuaue the public's Interest and perhaps sven apprehension over the UFD
guestion. in 1968, U. S. Alr Force General Boland was heard explalning that
“all UF0 cases Involving national securlty go to the Alr Force agency tasked
with handling such cases.” Many things had happened from 1953 until 1968
that were to shape the officlal policy on UF0s.
In the 19505, two names stood out when it came to the discussion of UF0s,
and both Individuals had written a number of books on the subject. They
were Major Donald Keyhoe U.S.M.C. Ret'd, and "Professor” George Adamskl.
Keyhoe was a 1922 graduate of the U.S. Naval Academy, and at one time an
alde to legendary Atiantic pliot Charies Lindbergh. Keyhoe hecame a Marlne
pilet, but retired after being badly Injured In an air accldent Keyhoe was
called hack to duty during W.W.II, and agaln released from service at the end
of the war.Working as a writer, he was asked to "look Into™ the saucer busi-
ness In 1948-'49 by the editor of TRUE magazine, a very pepularpublication.
He was ahle to tap his milltary contacts, and subsequently wrote one of the
most fascinating and popular storles the mapazine was ever to run. A hard-
nosed nuts and bolts man, Keyhoe nave short shrift to what was soon to
hecome known as the "contactee” craze. During the next decade and a haif,
fie went on to write some of the most Important hooks on UF0s, hecoming a
major pain to what Keyhoe calied the "silence group” within the military and
intellluence agencles. He was targeted by these agencies several times In
an attempt to embarrass him and the organization he headed up, NICAP.
NICAP, the Natlonal Investigative Committee en Aerial Phenomena, had
some extremely Important men on its board; the very first Director of Central
Intelligence, Admiral Roscoe Hillenkoetter was one. Eventually Keyhoe con-

vinced other military and scientific experts that this subject was being
hidden by the military and Intellluence agencles, and that the American
people had a right to know witat was going on. But this was during the very
helght of the cold war with the U.S.S.R-peonle at the time were close
minded, bigoted, and paranold. Then, as Keyhoe began to make Inroads Into
his ultimate goal of convincing Conyress to held hearings on UFQs, the
contactees stepped Into the picture,

On Novemher 20, 1952, George Adamskl and some associates drove Into the
desert hetween Desert Center, California and Parker, Arizona to look for
UFDs. According to Adamskl, a huge clgar shaped craft "shadowed” him, and
he left his friends to go farther out Into the desert. He was to then report that
a "heautiful small crait” landed, and he was met by a very handsome human-
looking belng with long blond halr and a high forehead. Adamskl claimed
they communicated using sign language Involving some words and ges-
tures. Just happening to have some plaster of parls with him, he made
castes of the footprints after the saucer eccupants left. Adamski ciaimed
that the belngs told him they were from Venus. This was the beginning of the
Adamskl legend, featuring his fretjuent contacts with the saucer occupants.
Writing several hooks, (actually they were all ghost written), Adamskl re-
peatedly sounded the theme that we could have a paradise on Earth, Just like
the saucer people, If we humans Just learned to hehave. The overriding
theme of the entire contact movement In those days was that we primitive
humans should do away with our nuclear weapons, quit setting them off
because we were upsetting the baiance of the universel-Not a message
well recelved In the late 19505 and early 1960s.

NICAP polnted out time and time again that this was not what UF0 Investiga-
tions were all ahout, charying that people llke Adamskl did nothing but
seriously harm Iepitimate UFD research. At one polnt on a televislon pro-
gram, Adamskl even pulled out a NICAP Membership Card. showing he be-
longed to MICAP. Keyhoe almost went apoplectic and after Investigating,
found that a sympathetic worker had sent the cards to Adamskl and several
pther contactees. Keyhoe fired her.

More excltement was ahead. It started in Hilisdale, Michigan, and Invoived
Its residents, a college and its students, the Alr Force, Project Biue Book, Dr. J.
A Hynek and . .. swamp pas. A serles of UFD slghtings eccurred around
Hilisdale. The UFOs were viewed by residents of the area and students at the
coilege. It made the papers and Blue Book was tasked to act They sent out
thelr scientific consultant, Dr. J. Alien Hynek to find out what WASN'T going
on. Hynek completed what was to hecome a puhlic relations disaster at a
press conference by suguestng that some of the sightings could POSSIBLY
be caused by "swamp gas,” or the decay of plant matter that then caused a
fluorescent glow. Skeptical laughter engulfed the entire nation, a public
reaction which ultimately resulted In the formation of the Condon Commit-
tee and the University of Colorado Study.

Prohlems heset the Condon effort almost from the heginning. NICAP and
APRO, another clvilian UF0 organization, offerad to assist In this government
funded study. Hopes ran high that the commitiee would be able to take atrue
look Into the UFD probiem without government Interference. Keyhoe and
NICAP and APRO offered to open thelr files for Dr. Edward Condon and his
$500,000-funded study. But almost at once, they found out that Dr. Condon
and his aldes didn't believe in the phenomenon. AS a matier of fact, ene of
the committee members found a memo from Condon alde Robert ). Low
written In August, 1966. In the memo, Low stated that if they were [o under-
take this project, "the trick would be, I think, to describe the project so that,
to the public, it would appear a totally objectlve study, but to the scientific
community, would present the Image of a group of nonbellevers trylng thelr
hest to be ohjective but having an almost zero expectation of finding a
saucer.” When one of the Condon Commitiee members sent the memo to
Donald Keyhoe at NICAP, Heyhoe sent a copy to Dr. James McDonald, an
putspoken UFO proponent. McDonald was on the staff of the Institute of
Atmospheric Physics, University of Arlzona. One of the most important sclen-
tiflc experts to every join Into the UFO fray, McDonald did not look kindiy on
what he felt was Incompetence or sclentific dishonesty. When Low told
Condon that the memo had leaked, Condon fired several staif members,
some reslgned and the UFO groups pulled thelr support. Controversy raged
around the project

There was a rush to get the report concluded hefore the end of 1968. Presl-
dent elect Richard M. Nixon was about to be Inaugurated. it Is belleved today
that he might not have let Condon off S0 easy. Nixon knew Condon from his
testimony to the House Un-American Activities. Nixon and Condon desnised
each other, and some felt that If the project was not compieted before Nbon
took offlce, he might take an Interest just out of spite. However, by the end of
1968 condon released the final report, which of course was totally critical of



UFOs, even though in the final renort over 30% of the cases remalned un-
known.

The Rir Force was now off the hook. They closed Project Blue Book, claiming
that UF0s, whatever they were, did not represent a threat te national secu-
rity. Now everyone Just hoped that the UF0s would go away.

They didn't.

Paranet's administrator was Jim Spelser, at the time out of Flagstaff, AL
Speiser had set up a network of computer bulletin hoard services [BBS)
around thecountry that interfaced with file transfers and electronic-mail
between the BBS's.

Cooper surfaced In late summer of 1988. He had uploaded a story of (and
this Is Important) a submaringe's encounter with a glant UF0 between the
western U.S. and Hawail. He at first did not clalm to be on board. A short while
later, the story was his own personal experlence. Just a few days after
uploading the story he claimed he had been fired from his $75,000.00 a year
job hecause he broke his silence "on the greatest coverup In human his-
tory." Over the course of the next couple of months, Cooper relayed an
Incredible tale of having heen a part of a Naval briefing team In Hawall, a
member of the Admiral's Staff having Inslde knowledge of the governments
secret UF0 knowledge.

At this time, computer users around the world were relentlessly hadgering
Lear ahout his theory on what was happening. Cooper allied himself with
Lear, claiming that he knew at least 50 percent of what Lear clalmed was
true. (Later It became 150 percent.) Cooper began to send out cryptic mes-
sages and he used project names that he sald he had viewed whiie on the
Intelligence briefing team. Later he chanped and amended, making re-
peated revisions after saying each was the last. When guestioned as to why
he sald he was Just testing people.

Then the biggle. In 1989 he clalmed that after years of searching he finally
found the proof he needed! He would release the holy grall of coverups..who
Kkilled President John F. Kennedy. His Limo driver! And at Cooper's public
presentations he was showing a grainy copy [ about seventh or elghth gen-
eration ) of the Abraham Zapruder film showling President Kennedy as he Is
hit by assassins' buliets.

The flim [tself has an Interesting history. Around 1987-88, assassination
researcher lars Hanssen came into contact with two Texan researchers who
had heen working on the relatively outlandish theory that President
Kennedy's limo driver, Secret Service Agent Willlam Greer, had fired the fatal
head shot Into the President. Hanssen and they declded to try to ciean up the
fourth or flith ueneration copy of the Zapruder fllm they had, and In‘the
process they inadvertently washed out all the color.

They now had a multl-generation copy that when screened appeared to
show a very odd moment. For Just a split second hefore Kennedy Is shot In
the head,it looks like a "chrome-piated .45 callher pistol appears over the
driver's shoulder.” The Image Is suddenfy there, then It Isn't. Later analysls
showed the "pistol” to be just a reflection off the grease from the hair of the
other Secret Service man In the car, Roy Kellerman. Remember, this was the
Brylcream generation. Cooper's "the driver did It hype™ was all Imagination.

For several years, at any rate, this was to prove to he one of the most
destructive pleces of disinformation to every see the Iight of day. Hanssen
wanted to try to get someone to finance his research, so he Iiterally threw
together a tape with this sequence on It, narrated how he thought the driver
did It, and then took off looking for a sugar daddy or momma. He looked up
Lear afterreading about Lear's fascination with UF0s. Thinking John Lear had
money [not knowing that his father Bill Lear had disinherited Iohn), Hanssen
gave Lear a copy of the tape. Without asking Hanssen If it was airlght to copy
It, Lear duplicated the tape and sent a copy to Blll Gooper. [(Cooper has along
and proven history of plagerizing other UFD researchers Information, then
clalming he elther found It, or saw the Information while a part of his mythic
"hriefing team.) Cooper now used this multl-generational tape to draw more
and more crowds te his lectures.

Volia! A brand spanking new URBAN MYTH was born....and UFD Mapazine was
right there to see It.

Lear had Invited me down to Las Vegas to see him address the Assoclation of
Former Intelligence Officers on the topic of UF0s. He showed us this tape,
hinting that he had gotten it from an Intellipence contact The group of
ex-spooks loved It. And when Lear asked who in the group would have fol-
lowed orders If directed to help assassinate the president, FOUR OF THEM
RAISED THEIR HANDSI '

But this was the Ieast of it. Cooper now hecame even more shrill and
strident—and viclous. Numerous people in the UF0 community began to re-
ally question Cooper. Anyone who either guestioned him or pointed out his
ohvious errors or outright fabrications were accused of belng agents of the

"secret government” He called the public stupld "sheeple.” and Insisted he
Was the only one to see the real llght, the real truth, the dark abyss we were
heading Intol Even business associates like movie star Michael Callan and
Doug Deane, two Hollywood Insiders who offered to "package” Cooper and
hls message, grew disgusted with him. A drunken Cooper called them up one
night and tried to extort master tapes of his talks from In an efort to Bully
them out of the contract he had slgned with them. He even threatened them
with murder. Both men filed complaints with thelr police departments.

But, like the sony goes, the beat goes on. The most recent fireworks In years
has been displayed over two items, the alien autopsy film of Ray Santilil
Comet Hale Bopp. More nolse to thrill the masses.

UFO Magazine has covered all these stories, and more. When UFO first pub-
lished, the puhblishers knew that no one in years had shined the public light
of truth on this Issue. Over the past decade, UF0 Magazine has garnered a
reputation for telling the truth as we find It

We know we have made enemles at imes hecause of our uncompromising
stance, and that Is the way It should he. And that is the way It will be, at least
while UF0 Magazine Is under our direction. Look elsewhere for fuzzy "feel
good” or "space brother” Interpretations. But If you are looking for a place
that plerces the vell of nonsense, that tells It Just llke we find It, by all means
"Welcoms.”

1 had heen Introduced to 2 man 1 will call, 'Dar’, He worked with
avery good friend of mine at a GM plant In Indianapolis. He took a
ilking to me and for the next several months and pursued me
relentiessiy.

[ finally gave In to his request to spend a weekend with him at
his cabin some miles south of town. | was flattered by his atten-
tion and the more | yot to know him, [ thought, anyway,) the more
I liked him.

He picked me up after he finished his shift at work and we maide
the one hour drive south to his cabin. By the time we arrived, it
was almost dark As we pulled up to the front of his cabin, |
thought | saw someone dart out from behind a bush by the front
door and run around to the back of the cabin. As we ot out of the
car, | sald te ‘Dan’, "Hey, I think | saw someone snooping around
your piace!” As | turned to look over the roof of the car at him, It
hecame apparent that he was seelng something that scared the
Hell out of him. His mouth was open but nothing was coming out
and he couldn't move. As | turned to look back at the houss, | felt
a pinch and a bBurn on my arm and everything went black The
next thing ! recalled, | was waking up but | still couldn't see. |
could feel that | was moving In some kind of vehicle and | could
hear the motor running. | passed out again. The next time | woke
up, | could feel myself being dragged by my arms, then being
held up and feeling as If | was moving down
in an elevator. That feellng was unmistakable. Everyone Kiows
what that feels like. | passed out, briefly, and when | came to, |
could then see.

I seemed to be standing at the exd of a long, brightly it hall
There were several men standing around me. All of them wore

orange jumpsults and balicaps. They were all ahout the same
helght and welght and all had the sameshort halrcuts. 1 kept
trying to ask them who they were and what they were doing to me
and they wouldn't answer. They kept thelr eyes directed forward
at all times and seemed to refuse to even look at me. They wers
all VERY human and normal looking. And they were half - drag-
ging me down the hall. | tried to keep up with *~~m hut [ felt drunk
or something. | couldn't seem to make my legs work guite right.
1 could see chrome handralls on the wall and lots of white tile.
There was a black line on the floor which we seemed te be fol-
lowing. We passed several large windows and | could see that
the glass had tiny wire crisscrossed In It Twe men joIned us.
They hoth wore white Iab coats and I found myself thinking,
"They must be doctors.” The one man that | remembered the best
was about 5° 10" tall and looked to welgh about 200 pounds.
He had a reddish, ruddy face, snow white hair, a bulbous nose
and bright, plercing blue eyes. | guessed his age to he some-
where In his mid-fifties. As he spoke, | heard that he had a very
eep voice and spoke with a very pronounced Southern drawl.
Texas came to mind.

After what seemed Iike a long walk, we approached a huge set
of doors. The white-haired man put something Inte a slot on the
wall next to the doors and the doors swing open. | was suprised
1o see how big the opening was. It looked Ilke you could drive a
tank through It.

As we entered the room, | could see that there were actuaily
many rooms within this room, each seperated iy glass walis and
more wide swinging doors. | recognized some of the equipment
1o be medical equipment. Especially the examination table In the
middie of each room. Some stuff, | didn't recognize at all. | could
see my own reflection In the glass wall and [ realized | was now
wearing what looked Iike a huge paper gown, paper shoes and a
paper bonnet And I could see other people In those other rooms
that were dressed Just ke me.

While | was In this room, the twe doctors did lots of stuff to me.
They took my biood, gave me shots, clipped my haly and nails,
scraped stuff off my skin and from my tounge and throat. They




took photos of me. They spent what seemed like hours, examining me from pensd. | present this io you now. You read what | remember and you tell me
head to toe. The whole time they were doing these things to me, | couldn't what you think. What does this sound ilke to you, in light of the rest fo my
fight them. All | could do was sit or Iay thers and do as they asked me. | 1ife? Does anyone recognize this facllity or this man | have described?
couldn't resist. | wanted to. | was angry. But I just couldn’L

Once the physical exam was over, the man with the white halr started talk-
ing to me. He sald they had discovered 1 had a iittle bug In my ear and he was
going to take It out. He said that when he took It out, | would feel a lot better,
| watched as he plcked up what iooked ke a long, thin set of tweezers and
proceded to shove it Into my right ear, It hurt really bad but | couldn't do
anything to stop him. When he pulled out the tweezers, he held them up
close to my face so | conld see what he had taken out of me. | tried to focus
onwhat | was seeing. It looked Ike a mosgulto with wings and legs hent As |
tried to focus harder on It, the wings and legs folded up and disappeared.
What | thought was a real hug now looked like a tiny, bloody, crusty B.B.

The doctor then tried to tell me how this thing got In my ear to bealn with and
then suddenly stopped, smiled at me and chuckled as he sald, "l don't even
know wity I'm hothering to tell you this hecause you're not geing to remem-
her any of It anyway."

i iooked up at him and said, "0h ya? I'll never forget you. And I'll remember
this 1f it's the Iast thing | do." | don't know If ! passed out agaln or If | was
knocked out when I told him this, but that was the [ast thing | remember . The
next thing | remembered, | woke up In"Dan's’ pit group In his living room and
1 could see the red lights coming from his police scanner. | fell back asieep.
When | woke up agaln, It was morning and | saw that Dan was preparing to
leave. He told me that something happened and he had to change his pians
for the weekend. He

seemed very nervous and | sensed something was wrong but | didn't pursue
It I just prepared to go home.

The ride home was very gulet. | feit like | had been hit by a train. | felt
disoriented, confused and physically IIL | got the feellng 'Dan’ couldn't walt
to get me out of his car. When he dropped me off he asked me to take care
and told me that he would cail.

I 1ald down on the couch, my head spinning. | couldn't shake the spooky
feeling that something terrible had happened the night hefore. | told my
mother about this. I felt as If | had been up all night long. I felt frightened and
dldn’t know why.

As [ lald there, hour by hour, plece by plece, the memory of that previous
night began to come bhack. Unlike remembering normal dreams, the longer
you are awake the less you remember, the more [ lald there, the MORE |
remembered. By the end of the day, | was frantically writing down everything
and telling my family and friends. ALL of this was remembered WITHOUT ANY
hypnosis. None whatsoeever. | called Budd Hopkins. He was working on the
Investigation of our case at the time. | told him all of this.

| wondered If | should report It to the police or the FBI but everyone con-
vinced me that It would be useless. What would | tell them? | didn't have any
idea why this was happenelng to me. | thought | was going nuts. And | was
afrald | would be arrested for reporting something | coudn't prove. Or worse
yet, I'd he taken to the loony bin. And the oniy witness | had would probahly
never speak to me again! I calied my girifriend, the one whe had Introduced
us. | told her what | remembered. She was freaked. She was going o talk to
‘Dan’ at work the next day, but he never showed up. He didn't answer his
phone or his pager. That seemed to be the end of him and of my only witness.
Many months later, he DID show up at work and looked up my friend. She told
me he wanted to know how | was, If | was okay. She said he seamed very
concerned. She also teld me that he had sold his house, orew a beard, totally
changed his appearance by getting contacts and transfered out of town. He
refused to answer any nuestions she had about the night In question. She
sald he didn't stay long and seemed very paranoid the whole time they
talked. She sald It all scared her! That was the last time anyone ever heard
from him.

I'm not claiming he had anything to do with what happened that night. In
fact, | think whatever happened scared him as much as me. And now I'm
gfraid he will spend the rest of his life looking over his shoulder hecause of
me. For that, | am truly sorry. | think he was Just an Innocent bystander in the
wrong place, at the wrony time, with the wreng woman.

For the Ilfe of me, | cannot understand how Victoria Alexander can even
REMOTELY connect anything about this Incident as belng sexual in nature. To
o so, In my opinion, Is totally Irrational and tells me that there must be
somethiny valid about my story for someone In her position to attack me
personally because of It | take her attack as a confirmation that what |
remember did, Indeed, happen as | rememher IL

All | can ever do Is tell anyene who will listen what | remember, what I've
seen. That doesn't aiways mean | understand it or know what really hap-
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BornIn 1964, Nick Rediern has heen Interested In the UFD subject
since the Iate 1970s. His Interest was largely stimuolated by his
father, who had served in the Royal Alr Force In the 1850s, and
who recalled several Instances when UF0s had been both
tracked on radar and chased and intercepted by Royal Alr Force
flghter planes.

Nick has concentrated his research on determining what has
been learned about the UFD subject at an offlcial level, and to
idate, he has secured the release of more than fifteen thousand
pages of official documents from a host of US government agen-
cles Including the Central Intellilgence Agency, Federal Bureau
of Investigation, National Security Agency and US Rir Force.

In addition he has spent a great deal of time researching the
availabie UFO flles at the public records office in Kew and has
managed to locate almost 2000 pages of once-classified RAF
and Ministry of Defence flles on the UFQ subject.

Nick has writien 2 number of publications, Including UF0 Times,
UF@ magazine, The Ufeloyist, UFD Encounters, The New Ufologist
and the Crop Watcher. He has also written for Tim Good's 'UF0
Report’ serles of hooks; and aspects of his research has heen
published In Tim's hooks ‘Alien Liaison’ and ‘Bevend Top Secret’.
Nick has also appeared on a number of television and radio
programmes discussing the UFD mystery, Including the BBCS
‘Out of This World' serles.

In 1995, the Royal Air Force facility at Cosford, near
Wolverhampton, was probably known for its huge
museum which was home to an impressive collection
of vintage military and civil aircraft. More than thirty
years ago, however, Cosford became briefly famous
for an entirely different reason.

At around 11.30 p.m. on the evening of Decenber 10th 1963, a
fdome-shaped UFD touched down on the base, hathed the sur-
rounding area in a heam of green llght, and was seen at close
nuarters by at least two RAF apprentices. At least that has hesn
the accepted story for the last three decades.

In accordance with the British government's ‘thirty year ruling’,
the Ministry of Defenca’s eighty page flle on the case has re-
cently been declassified and Is now avallahle for Inspection at
the Public Records Office. It's contents make for Interesting
reading.

Rumours that something extraordinary had occurred at the
hase surfaced almost Immediately, but It was not untll early
January 1964 that matters escalated. On January 9th, Wilired
Danleis, a UF0 Investigator from Stafford, had the opportunity to
speak with Reverend B.G. Henry, the Chaplain at RAF Cosford, and
duly put to him a number of guestions relative to the alleged
close encounter.

We cannot he sure what was actually sald during the course of
thelr brief conversation [both men recalled thelr chat In
markedly different ways), but a controversy was created which
raged for months.

In an April 13th 1964 ietter to Waverney Glrvan, editor of Fiying
Saucer Review magazine, Wiiired Daniels reported:

“Hight Lleutenant Henry' reported that publication of his name
would cause him trouble; that It was ‘more than his Job was
worth' to arrange a meeting between me and the two RAF appen-
tices; that he really ought not to be talking about It at all; that
security had dropped right down on the whole thing”

For his part, Reverend Henry's recollection was somewhat op-
posed to those of Daniels. A letter from fiving officer R.A. Roberts
at Cosford, to the Alr ministry at Whitehall, stated that Fllght
Lieutenant Hemry, “categoricaliy denles all statements at-
tributed to him". Fying Officer Roberts further added that the
chaplaln was, ‘seriously thinking of taking legal action.”

To his credit, Waverney Glrvan resolved to get to the bottom of
the mystery, and fired off a barrage of letters to both Cosford
and the Alr Minlstry. As Glrvan peinted out to the staff at Cosford,
several contradictory explanations had heen effered by the au-
thorities ta exnlain the encounter: ‘Nothing at ail', ‘twe drunk
anprentices’.

Smeliing a rat, Givan gave the Incident pride of place In the next
Issue of Fiying Saucer Review, and write a lengthy article on the



case In the Kensington News and West Lopdon Times Commenting on the
government's ‘self-contradictory explanations', Girvan sald: “What Is It that
the Mr Ministry Is trying so desperately to hide?"

Preferring to keep It's head down, the Alr Ministry fumed behind closed
doors. 0f particular concernto the Alr Ministry, the media persisted In pro-
moting the case:“...... the Express and Starof Wolverhampton, In spite of
seeking the Station’s views reported the boys' claim........ " grumbled the
Ministry In an Internal memorandum of March 12th 1964.

By May of that same year, the controversy had begun to die down and normal-
ity had returned to RAF Cosford. The pro-UFO factions continued to champlon
the case, while the Air Ministry was happy to piay the matter down.

So, what exactly did happen on that long gone winter's evening in December
19632 On the plus-side Waverney Girven was a much respected individual,
well-known for his dillgent researches. in addition Wilfred Daniels had
served In the military at the level of captain - an equally credible source.
Moreover, it Is a proven fact that the air ministry did offer a varlety of contra-
dictory explanations In its attempt to dismiss the case.

on the other hand the negative aspects of the case have to be addresse.
Flight Lieutenant Henry was adamant that he had heen misquoted by Wilired
Daniels; the possibilty of him taking legal action was discussed in Interde-
partmental memos. Furthermore, a hand-written note, which originated with
the Alr-Ministry, stated that with respect to the two apprentices who reported
seelng the UFO: “I belleve the two boys In question wanted to get out of the
service - and we should not have heen sorry to see them go.”

However, If nothing untoward occurred, why tiid the Rlr Ministry feel the need
to offer a varlety of ever-changing explanations as it sought to diffuse hoth
public and medla interest in this event?

In the final analysis, whatever truth lies behind the alleged 1963 UFO en-
counter at RAF Cosford, of only one thing we can be truly certain. With the
release of the Government's elghty page file on the incident, the decades old
controversy looks certain to resurface.
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Being asked to speak at a BUFORA conference Is many things, espe-
clally to a novice conference speaker such as myself. Firstly it Is
great nonour and not one that anyhody should accept lightly. After all,
as a speaker you will be appearing In a programme of svents which
Includes some of the foremost researchers and speakers In the field
of ufology. It's rather like Just learning to walk and then helng asked
io take nart in a marathon. You know what to do but suspect you lack
the staying power to complete the course.

Secondly, it's scary, It's not so much the talking In public that's so
daunting as the fact that you are talking to such a well-Informed
audience. The speaker had better make sure that their facts are right,
thelr guesses logical and they can back up everything sald on stage.
After all, as uiologists we each may he a bit odd - but we do not suffer
fools mladly. Especially now, wien there Is such an of expectation
surrounding the mystery of aerlal phenomenocn. As a community, we
have grown tired of the media presentation of flying saucers’ and
demand much than snapshots of the [atest flap and eye-witness ac-
count. This Is not to say we should forget the cellection of such
evidence, but those of us attending Sheffleld are, In the maln, already
convinced that an Extra Terrestrial Intelllgence Is Interacting with
our world and wish to do more than merely catalogue those contacts.
The guestion has never heen ‘do UFOS exist?” but rather What are
they and what do they mean?' (to paraphrase Churchill's famous
memo).

So, fully aware of the honour In belng asked and even more aware of
the expectations Involved - I have accepted BUFORA's offer to make
my malden UFO talk at this year's event. Now all that | have to do is
prepare that speech and find those pictures!

Before that, however, | have heen asked to provide a few hundred
words on an even more difficult subject than UF0s - myself.

Those of you who have trouble sleeping at night may have seen me
on the late night (early morningl) show 7@ Funky Bunker with Cralg
Charles. It's not bad as far as low-budget Iate-night shows TV goes
and it carries an Interesting mix of music, celehrity guests, and some
very odd people. Since I'm not In the music business and remain far

Because of my Involvement with £nfgwra Magazine - | write much of It
and edit all of It - | was asked to appear as a regular character
throughout most of th first of the first season. Because fnigmaiea-
tured a guestion and answer session by a fictitious Man in Black, it
was declded [ should appear In character as a Man In Black for a
serles four minute chats with Cralg Charles. In the first series we
covered such topics as werewolves, UFDs, ghosts, cryntozoology,
vampires, end of the world, Hale-Bopp, allens and, of course, the Man
inBlack.

As far as | was concerned these spots were there to make peonle
curious about strange phenomena and perhaps encourage a few to
ilo some follow up reading. on every occasion | tried to present the
most up-to-tate thinking on these sublects whilst remaining in char-
acter - and dealing with Mr. Gharles’ sceptical but good-natured In-
terjections. The resuit was something which I have been told was In
enqual parts bizarrs, Informative and amusing.

[t must have heen gone down well as 1 have heen asked to to another
26 segments In the next series but | haven't declded If It's the right
thing to do yet Towards the end of the first series I felt the spot was
losing ltself and | definitely want to avold It becoming ‘the welrd
hellef of the week' Joke. So If the Man In Black does disappear from
the next serles don't assume the luminatl are behind it. Though they
mightbe.............

The reason | was In a position to take up the offer of Ffunky Buniker
was because of £m/gimra- and the reason | was working on £r/gmals
becausa | own half a publishing company called Newsstani publica-
tlons. That and the fact that | have spent many years researching the
various aspects of ufology. Unlike most of the people atiending
Sheffleld, however, | have not been Involved In In the direct ‘hands on’
research of UFD cases. Nor do | boast a long history of UFO group
membership. | have becoms Involved In UFO mainly from a political
and Intelligence perspective.

I read for my first degrea In Humanities and Soclal Studies (Yes, |
have studied soclology!) and followed that a few vears later with an
MA In Intelligence in International Relations. My studies concerned
how nation



how natlon states Interact on the glohal stage and the highly Im-
portant role played by the Intelllgence agencles. Undertaking such
a course of study allowed me to focus on several Interesting as-
nects of the nost-war period on many occasions brought me Into
areas directiy related to hoth UF0s and the New World Order.

As far as | was concerned that was fine. It colncided with a period
in my life when [ was reawakening my interest In UF0s, secret
socities, intelllpence services and secret history. Newsstand even
published five issues of Undercover Magazine In the early 90's
which dealt with many of these toplcs In great detall. As | research
the period In every greater detall, | hegan to notice several blind
spots In the mainstream history of the post war peried. | felt in-
creasingly uneasy that much of the afiermath of the war - missing
Wazis and thelr research programmes, the rise of global organisa-
tions, the bealnning of the modern UF0 phase - went unquestioned
by most people.

For a time 1 hecame very much invoived in the possibie agenida of
the New World Order and was not all that surprised when It contin-
ued 1o cross over with UF0s, historical revisionism [especlally an-
cient histery), secret socleties and aiternative energy research.
Some people from this perlod - such as Wilhelm Reich - appeared
to link all of these toplcs. By this time I was working on my Ph.0.
[which examines conspiracy theories) and falling In with all kinds
of weird people. So what can you expect to hear when my shaky
legs eventually carry me up the steps and on the stage In
Sheffleld?

Essentially, | want to look at many of the Incredible things which
have occurred In our world since the on-set of the Second Worid
War. And there Is such a ot to conslder: exotic Hazl weapons, allen
contact, covert war, an aiternative history and one worldism imme-
iiiately flash to mind. In particular | want to outline the reactions of
the Intelligence services to the UFO problem (for Instance, the way
they have apparently taken over the role of Investigation from the
military) and link It to the way In which many of those agencles
were actually created. If all goes to pian, | intend to begin with the
vehicles the Nazis were working on towards the end of the war and
move forward Into the Space Age with a discussion of wiat ap-
pears to have been discovered on several of the moons and plan-
ets close to our world.

1 don't claim to have the answers - but 1 do have soms pretty good
nuestions!
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His presentation will be mainly concerning his Investigation of govern-
ment files which show that there have been high level MOD Investina-
tions Into the UF0 phenomenon - Investigations which the MOD deny.
Matthew states that through comhbined Investigations with other UF0
researchers that he has ‘absolute proof of a British UFD cover-up’. One
of the more Interesting areas of this Investination Invelves possihie
cover-ups and efforts to misiead MPs, who were on the trall of UF0 flles.
He has taken investigations to new depths when he uncovered detalls
of a malor underground facility in Wiltshire, called RAF Rudioe Manor,
which has now been proved as having been Invoived In UF0 Investipa-
tions In the past. He was shocked to find that Inside this underground
facility, the milltary are operating a command and control centre and
listening post In 35 miles of underground tunnels - a facllity Ideally
suited to UFD tracking. Matthew sometimes takes peoplie on fact find-
Ing tours of Rudioe Manor, which If they are lucky Includes a caving
expedition through many miles of tunnels so that people can see the
start of the military complex.

He has travelled to the US to study secret facilities and pain an under-
standing of the contactee situation. He has also visited the Czech re-
public in a UFD research capacity.

The first thing | found out about the public records office Is that the
public sections are small. Situated In Kew, East London, | had ne prob-
lem finding the bullding from the M4. One simply turns off from the
Hammersmith area where signposts pulde you, gulte well, aimost to
the toor.

The building Is of quite a modern deslgn and has ample free car park-
Ing. Approaching the buliding I felt the unease of government secrecy
creeping up on me. The records office buliding has an overhanoing
main section and it looks a kit imposing. One yets the feeling, as vou
are forced to walk the long distance down along side the pond (with no
siuns of Iife Inslde), that the long walk Is to make sure that you are
being photographed by security cameras.

I did comment on first seeing the buliding that there was no way that
the government/milltary and civil service records of the last coupie of
hundred years could e held here In such a small place. | was Infermed
afterwards that the above ground part of the bullding is only the small-
est part of the complex. Most of the records are held underground In a
labyrinth of tunnels which stretch an estimated ninety miles! Yes | did
say ninety miles (I had to reality check myself when | was told this).

Apparently tunnels from the offices stretch well under London and may
even connect to the main Londeon tunnel system that would be used in
an emergency by military and clvll servants. Thers Is so much that we
don't know - and our taxpayers money pald for these secrets.

Once Inside the main bullding you are forced by procedures, to have to
sign In and glve your passport or other forms of Identification to show
that you are a British citizen and then you are given your reading cari.
This card also serves as an entry card for the turnstiles and beoking
swine card for ordering flles. The entry/exit systems are fully comput-
erised and you are Iogged coming and going. Many security cameras
inside the hullding and over your head In the reading rooms provide an
eerle sense of the 'big brother mentality at work In the PRO.

So some of our team of UFD researchers, including Richard Conway
from London, Chris Fowler (featured In Tim Good's latest hook for his
research efforts) from Cardiff, Sue Dllworth from Northampton, and
myself, enter the turnstlie area, ready to swipe thelr cards through the
reader. Some of us are searched hy the puards. This Is a common
procedure and Is practiced at random. Everyone has te comply with
search regulations which Is almed at stopning documents disappaar-
Ing along with other security threat justifications.

When you pain entry at 9.30, It Is a bit of a free for all for all the people
to get from the cafeteria up to the reading rooms. At first one wonders
why there Is this rush but after a day of looking through the records
one sees the reason as biatantly obvious as time Is the killer factor.
You can only get out one flle at a time and can only hook three at once.
1 was laguing behind the other for getting to the reading rooms. One
person was In such a rush to get to on with his record viewing that he
rushed Into me whilst carrying a full tray of food and Hpped his tomato
soup all over my white shirt. Lucklly I had a change of clothing In the
car.........

When you arrive upstairs In the earding and booking rooms you are
glven a pager which hieeps when your flies are ready for collection.
From bhooking a file, to the collection ‘hieep’ on your pager, can take
about 10-20 minutes. The bleep can be guite loud and guite often glves
you a start, and makes your heart Jump. it Is also quite embarrassing to
get a lot of bieeps hecause everyone who Is trying to read in peace
stares at you. Often, If your pager goes off, everyone thinks that s just
thelr pager that Just ‘Bleeped’, S0 you can see about ten peopie fumb-
Ing for the pager switch. Quits amsinglYou can enly get out ene file ata
time and can only book thres at once. | was lagging behind the sther
for getiing to the reading rooms. One person was In such a rush to get

When you arrive upstairs In the earding and booking rooms you are given a
nager which bieeps when your files are ready for collection. From booking a
file, to the collection ‘bieep’ on your pager, can take about 10-20 minutes.
The hleep can be quite loud and guite often gives you a start, and makes your
heart jJump. It Is also guite embarrassing to get a lot of bleeps because
everyone who Is trying to read In peace stares at you. Often, If your pager
goes off, everyone thinks that Is Just thelr pager that Just ‘Bieened’, so you
can see ahout ten people fumbing for the pager switch. Quite amusing!

Each flle takes ages to read properly and this forces you to spend far too
much time in the booking In procedures and then the queues to collect your
files. Queuing can take up to ten minutes per file, and In this time you have to
stand In lines. Your legs get pretty tired as tdoes your back. When you get to
the counter to collect your file you may even find that there Is probiem and
the flle Is out, mis-hooked, missing or stili classified and not allowed to be
viewed. This can frustrate the amateur reader and as such forced some of
the party | was with to procialm “the records offlce Is a waste of ime”,

Still, many gems have been gleaned out of the flles of the records office. One
past master at the horedom and procedures Is Mr. Nick Redfern. He very
iiligently comhbs some of the newiy released files that appear and spends
hundreds of pounds on photocopying them. Thanks to his work we now have
solid evidence to many things, such as Provost and Security Security Ser-
vices (The Police force of the Inner sactums of MOD establishments] having
been involved In the Investigation of UFDs. Provost & Security have thelr
headguarters at Rudioe Manor, a piace which | have been Involved In Investi-
gating for a few years.

One can spend literally days and days, standing in fine and reagding rub-
bish without any scent of the types of Information you are trying to get to.
The trouble Is that flles that are released to the records office are hardly In
any order at all. They are bundled together and shipped out en masse. The
Public Records Oflce staff often sort them Into date order but as far as
categories go, there Is no way they could be so specific. So If you are after
UFD reports you go ko the rough area of RAF and then Alr 2, which Is the area
which deals with UF0 reports. Inside the flles you can then find yourselves
waiing through memos, reports of office procedures and all non-essestial
pulp. The UFD reports drop out at ahout a rate of 1In 50 pages.

One Is then surprised to learn that there Is are often other UFD reports In
seemingly non-related files, away from the Alr 2 catalogs. As the process of
understanding the system goes on you get to find that these UFO reports can
appear In any files from the whole records office. Now armed with this
Information you throw away your vour pieces of paper which told you where
to Iook for files and declde that perhaps the hest strategy Is te go through
every single file of the MOD and look at everything.

Rough caiculations on Just how long It would take to to this, average out at
an estimated 50 years of reading. Hmmmm - Is It any surprise that there are
not many researchers at the Public Records dffice.........

This could be seen as a form of cover-up. In a way | would ke Inclined to
helleve that the bad co-ordination of the filing of reperts In unrelated flles
iloes give there helng a sense of there heing a lack of orpanisation In the
MOD over the subject of UFDs. Still, | don't believe that the MOD was ever so
unco-ordinated over the subject so | draw the conlcusion that things have
heen muddied on purpose.

One thing which leads me to belleve In this line of thinking Is that there
never was any co-ordination for UFD Investigations within the MOD. They are
very clever to hide this fact If It were true that that there was no ce-
ordination, It would fit In right with the tales of Nick Pope and his Idea that
the MOD had let the UFD reporting system crumble Into decay. | say that the
few clues that have been gleaned about, almost unknown departments hav-
Ing Interests In the subject, would go against Mr. Popes story. It would
appear that what you have Is a spread of the UFO0 flles thorughout the system

references which are not hiocked out can quite often lead to dead ends.

If one took all the known UFD reports which are avallahle for viewing and
stacked them one on top of another, the bundie would onyl he an estimated
8 Inches thick, If that! Not that great amount of Information for all the years
of investigations and public records gathering on the subject

This sounds llke a joke | am sure. Yet It Is true. We have heen very lucky with
the flies that have been gieaned so far. Even though It sounds like there Is
little welghty evidence to belng gained from these flles, they have heen able
to show us the scale of what may be hidden. In the UK we have no Freedom of
Information act, so we cannot request to know If there are detalls held In
currently classifled files which relate to the subjects we are Interested In.
S0 If the dead-ends and walls that are put up canmnot be re-navigated with a
Freedom of Information Act, we are at a loss to go any further.

This Is why | would llke to describe the Public Records Office as a con. It Is
there only to provide hasic reference to titiliate people bhut not to provide the
real truths. After | had spent my few days looking at the varlous flles |
declded to reconclie myself to the fact that there were going to be months
required for the types of searches wanted to snduct There Is no facility for
searches to he done on your behalf, so one or two months spent in London
for most people would be out of the guestion.

However, one thing that did drop out the proverilai hat when we were there
was a discovery of an Interesting flle by Richard Conway. Richard Intro-
duced me to the public records office and due to his experience In search-
Ing for flles he managed to get hold of a note from Project Blue Book dated
1965. The letter asks the MOD, at Whitehall, if they have a similar project to
Blue Bool. The reply that comes hack from Whitehall reads that MoD do not
have a simliar project but they sometimes call on experts from various
ilepartments (some we had never heard of before), te assist them. The M0D
then goes on to admit that thelr “nolicy Is to downpiay the subject of UF0s
and to avoid attaching undue atiention or publicity to IL”

‘As a result we have never fiad any serious political pressure [0 mount a
farge scale investigalion such as project Blue Book

Indeed the maiier has only been raised in Parliament In the last 5 or 6 years
and thenin the most perfunciory way’

A shocking find | am sure you will agree - to find out that the MOD has taken
It upon ltself to play down the subject of UFDs. | am sure that the question
you ask Is who gave them the authority to do this and when. As members of
the public, it Is our right to be told the truth and to not have things ‘piayed
down'. To do so Is obviously goiny to cause a scandal at a future date and
asks the guestion - what did they know that they didn't tell us!

Neediess to say this document Is golng to he used now as ammuntien by the
UF0 researchers In thelr fight to secure the truth about the subject. It may
he that our efforts are best served In political campalgns to force the Issue
and press for truth about UF0s. Perhaps there IS more to be learned from the
nublic records offlce

Though It takes a special hireed to be able to uncoverit......

Matthew has recently been instrumental in showing there to be a cover-up of infor-
mation. He embarked on a crusade some months ago with other researchers In
attemptto Iocate the whereabouts of file Air 2/16918. According to the Public Records
Difice, this file was simply lost in the Kew building. It had been alleged that this file
was In the photo estimates section according te the PRO computers. Unfertunately
for all researchers concerned, it was missing, frustrated’ was the exact term used by
the PRO.

Matthew has shown that this was not the case.

After 1 year of hureaucracy In an attemnt te locate the file, researcher Dr. Colin
Ridyard became interested In the case and In conjunction with Matthew Willlams,
Chris Fowler, Richard Conway and Nick Redfern he made sure that MP lenan Wim
Jones asked a question in Parilament In an attempt te recover the frustrated’ file.
This was achieved along with a public aposlogy by the PRO within a few days of the
guestion being asked. Two week-long searches through 1996 and 1997 preved fruit-
less as the PRO tried to recover the file from Inside it's walls.

1 would surmise that if any department had a reason to Investigate one UFD
report then it would follow that there would be many flles. Not so.lfone s o
trace the history of these ohscure departments such as DIS5 or Provost and
Security Services (Interesting to note that the security service Is hetter
known as MI5, and when did we Iast hear of them having an Interest In
UFOs!) then only the one or two reports are found. Internal references
Inside the reports are quite often blanked out to hinder the researchers
task. So somehody has gone to a lot of trouble to make our Ilfe hard. The few

departments thatwere Interested In studying the UF0 phenomenon during the 1960s.
Five of these departments were intellivgence departments. it would aiso seem that
none of these have submitted reports on the subject Following a parllamentary
nuestion AS2a replaced its telephone service with an answer-phone message reveal-
ing a disinterestin the UF0 phenomenon. Mr. 10 Goode was contacted by Matthew and
was told over the phone and by letier that the CRM [(Records Management DepL for the
MOD] had requested the file when It was supposed 1o be lost and returned It to the
PRO when it was still Trustrated’ on their computer systems. It appears that the PRO
have been misleading the public reparding the whereabouts of file AIR 2/16918] They
have also appeared to mislead an MP.

Derek Shekfield has recently retire
He was educated to matriculation
standard at a private college a
Bromley, Kent. By professiom he
was a Printing Ink technologist, an
managing director of a consultanc
dealing in ink-paper relationships in
the printing industry. He has a
MENSA IQ of 155; an intelligenc
classification that puts him in the to
1% of the population. Derek Sheffiel
was an able aerobatic pilot and for
I3 years was the chairman of the 60
(City of London) Sgquadron at Biggin Hil
in Kent. His interests are in the field of
astronomy, aviation, and philosophy,

His Interest In the UFD phenomena began early In his carger as an
author. His first book [on philosophy) was entitled "A Question of
Reason"”. It questioned most of the current theories on the expand-
Ing universe, the existence of black holes and even the theory of
evolution.

He took his reader through logical stens In the development of the
universe - from the formation of galaxies to the appearance of man
on earth, He used cogent and powerful reasoning to propound alter-
native hypotheses concerning such phenomena as standing stones
in Europe, the lines of Hazca, the stone heads In Bollvia and Easter
Island, and the precision carved polygonal masonry of Peru. The
kreadth of reference covered was formidable, and ranged from the
geographical dispersal of mankind over the pianet, to the Impact of
comets ani the UFO. Particularly the UF0I

In researching this book he was Impressed by two of the greatest
astrophysicists of our time.

Professor Carl Saman; who used the Drake equation to estimate
amount of planets In our galaxy capable of supporting life and
evolving Intefligent extraterrestrial clvilisations.

And Professor Bernard Lovell; who quoted the odds on our evolution
on the earth in the time that we had - where the amount of hydrogen
atoms In the visible universe Is 10E75 as 10E130. Or effectively HIL!
rafessor Sagan concluded that the number of planets In our galaxy
on which Intelligent extraterrestrial civilisations counld have
evolved would have numbered milllons!

Professor Lovell concluded, that even thounh our evolutlon by
chance on earth was Impossible - the because we are here - this
Impossibie chance must have happened. There Is however, @ more
logical answer to his conclusion. It Is simply that our evolution took
place elsewhere over a far longer period of time.

That belng so, and the fact that we have now explored every planet
and satellite In our solar system and found none capable of sup-
porting life suggests that our origin must have been In the stars.
The evidence of existing artifacts - that should have been beyond
the capabliity of prehistoric man to construct - Is proof of an earller
visit of by an Intelligent extraterrestrial entity, that could Indeed,
have heen our predecessor.

In the last chapter of ‘A Question of Reason', Derek Sheffield postu-
lated that If our origins were Indeed In the stars, there must be a
case forthe existence of UF0s. He was unahle to accept the possihli-

Ity of alien visltors; declding that one must first prove the extrater-
restrlal nature of the UF0 before speculating what they contained]
He did this by researching the radar evidence; reasoning that radar
apart from Its easily recounisable anomalies will only detect the
reflection of its own wavelength from an object of opaclty and sub-
stance. This would prove the physical evidence of these ohlects. He
also noticed the ohstructive attitude on the part of the Ministry of
Defence. They Initially refused to accept — despits it helng part of
our defence system - the dependabllity of radar as a detectlon
system. Nine letters were written hefore they would finally admit te
this.

A review of his hook on BBC radio resulted In letters from airiine
pliots who advised him that he would get ne help from the MOD and
recommended that he contact the Befglan Alr Force concerning the
appearance of an object over Belolum, that had not been reported
In the British press.

This resulted In an abundance of Information from the Belglan alr
force - that proved guite conclusively that unknown ohjects of
some kind had been In evidence ahove Belglum In 1989/1990 - and
concern as to wiy this had not been reported In the British press?
As It was hecoming even more evident that the MOD were evading
the Issue, Derek Sheffleld declded te approach a higher authority;
he complled a 40 page report asking the European parilament te
Instigate an ennuiry. After recelving no assistance from his local
MEP, he applied directly to the president of the European parlia-
ment This produced results. He was Informed that his application
would be referred to the Committee on Petitions. They considered
his application to be of concern to the member states and gave It
the deslgnation 990/93. It was passed to the Committee on Re-
search, Technologlcal Development and Energy for thelr considera-
tion and discussion.

itsoon became apparent by thelr attitude that a hostllity existed by
varlous memhers of the committee Invelved and despite many let-
ters nothing was heard for two years. Derek Sheffleld wrote againin
Iate 1996 to the President expressing his concern that - bearing In
mind that the Invelvement of NATO; 7fie military force of Etirope- a
technicallty would be found on which to evade the Issue. And so It
was - anything left on the statute hooks at the end parliament was
deemed to have expired - And the Committee on Research, Techne-
iogical Development and Energy mads sure that it was. But this Is



not the end. Nothing whatsoever has changed, the same concerns apply as
dlid before. Derek Sheffleld has now asked for his petition to be resurrected.
The wheels are again In motion. He has been Informed by the Secretary-
General that his document has been entered In the register of petitions as
No 213/97 to the Commitiee on Petitlons. We must now walt for the outceme.
Derek Sheffleld has expressed his apprehensions to A.Gulllen Zanon; Head of
Division for Activitles of Members: Directorate for the Presidency. He has
said that apart from four long vears having passed - nothing whatever has
changed In his petition and the reasons for it having been declared of con-
cern to the Member States. He has sald that in the event of the Commitiee on
Petitlons declding not to refer his petition to the Committee on Research,
Technological Development and Energy, he Is entitied to an explanation why
—when this was In concern In 1993 - It would not apparently be so In 19972
Derek Sheffieid has pursued various ministers of the government and the
WOD for the answers to two simple guestions. They hiave heen consistently
avolded.

They are:-

(i) If the Air Defence Experts of the MOD were not informed - as
claimed hy the minister — at the time of the Beloian NATO unidenti-
fied radar detection of the 30/31st March 1990, how were they ahle to
state — if they did not know of them at the time — that this detection
fid NOT constitute a threat?

[ii) As the governing factor in any unidentified radar detection is the
degree of threat involved, in view of the following facts would the
minister and the MOD explain why they did not know of this unident-
fied NATO radar detection?

This was confirmed by General Major De Brouwer; spokesman for the Bel-
glan alr force(NATO0), who said that this Information would have heen passed
automatically to UK NATO radar at Neatishead in Norfolk.

Mr N Pope of the MOD has sald that we have the radar capahility of detecting
a metal ohject 1square foot at a range of many hundreds of miles. We would
obviously have heen able to detect the NATD F-16 alrcraft engaged In this
pursuit

The American Defence Intelligence Agency Issued a confldential report two
days hefore the astonishing events of 30/31st March19901 This cutlined the
events of the previous three months. It was Issued to 29 sources In the
Europe and the US; Including 12 sources In Washington, the Commander In
Chief United States Navy-Europe/London, Supreme Headguarters Allied Per-
sonnel Europe, and US mission US Nate. This would Indicate a prior knowi-
edye of these events by the ministry of defence.

This estahiishes beyond all douht, a complete chaln of events that link NATO
with the proven events [n Belglum, and the MOD In London.

perek Shefileld has repeatedly asked these questiens to varlous ministers;
and the ministry of defence who; despite protestations to the contrary, have
never provided the answers. He says that It [s not suffice to say that they
were not advised by the Belglans; although this does lllustrate the contra-
diction of 2 Ministry of Defence and thelr alr defence experts, who were
evidently able to pass judgement on a subject that they hadn't been told
ahout!

He says that thelr statements are not commensurate with the facts. They are

part of NATO. If NATO knew about them - and NATO did not know ahout them! -

As his own MP Sir Kelth Speed has refused to place this matier In the hands

For the past year and a half, | have been privately invelved in the testing and
analysis of the material Derrel Sims described to you. [ am here today to
present the [ahoratory test results and anaiysis conducted, so far, on this
material by scientists throughout the United States.

From the tests that have heen completed, these Include Inductively Coupled
Plasma - Mass Spectroscopy and Secondary lon Mass Spectroscopy, we
have determined that this material shows significant variations from the

The Implications of these events require us all to evaluate these sltuatlons
carefully. There Is not one aspect that cannot be left alone in the evaluation
of these high sirangeness events. Perhaps a opening of the Political process
to aliow those wio claim to be in the know, to have Immunity from thier
secrecy oaths? Perhaps a renewal of spiritual Interests will focus on these
happenings? What we may he seeing Is something guite old, Just seen
through young, technological eyes and with a sense of wonderment. It's
yoing to take us all to discover what Is happening. So please feel welcome
to assist In professional skills, bringing forth new evidence, or just com-
menting on what we can do better. We are open to your views and especially
your expertise.

The greater the number of Isotopes, the longer each 'sweep’
through the range takes which resultsin fewer 'sweeps' In a glven time
period. So the lower the sensitivityfor any given Isotope. If one has a large
enough sample size, several different Instrumental runs can be accom-
plished to provide a more precise analysis.]

My noal in [ife Is to continue researching cases pertaining to the
strange world of UF0s and the paranormal, and to hopefully pro-
vide some form of answer to account for what at present eludes
us.

On the evening of 23rd September 1996, Mary Morrison
(pseudonym), accompanied by her ten-year-old son, Peter and
her friend, lane, (pseudonyms), left thelr farmhouse to traveltoa

nearby town because they had run out of coffee. The time was
around 8.05pm. On the way there, they observed a huge white
statlonary light In the sky. initlaily they thought hat this was
either an alrcraft or a helicopter, but after a few seconds the
bright lght split Into two. They stopped the car, got out, and were
further amazed to see bright spetilghts Muminating the ground
hefore them. All three of them then observed a huge hlack trian-
gular object with a number of red lights attached to IL After a few
moments, It gradually drifted away and was lost to view.

On thelr journey back from the shop, they ohserved the same or a
similar object again, but on this occasion It appeared 1o rush
towards thelr car. Peter was so scared that he began to cry. This
seemed to be conveyed to the object, for as soon as he started
crying, it quickly departed. Although they were all shaken by the
sighting, Mary and Jane were also Intrigued. Back home they told
Jane's daughter Susan about what they had sesn. She thought
that her mother and friend were having a Joke with her and
refused to belleve them; however, after much persuasion, she
decided to go out Into the dark night with them to see if perhaps
the thing was still there.

As the car was heading out to where they had had the Initial UFO
sighting, all of them In the car became aware of a tremendousily
bright white light en the ground beside a group of trees. Also
observed by them at this point was an Immense bright blue plow
which was shining up from the ground and out through the trees.
They likened it to a bright searchlight as It continued Its spin-
ning movements out through the trees.

In an effort to get closer, they decided to drive down a small
winding road. Soon the blue spinning light was jolned by other
liphts of red and green. Mary likened them to a laser light show
and was actually moved to tears by them.

At this point, events began to take a more dramatlc turn, for whilst they
were all captivated by these spinning lights, Mary suddeniy became
aware of figures slihouetted In the llghts — small grey flgures who were
running around and apneared very busy nicking up what looked like
hoxes or cubes, and aiso cylinders or canisters. Further hack In the
wood, she saw what looked like a dark triangular structure to and from
which these small ‘Beings’ were coming and golng. But what reaily sur-
prised Mary most was the slght of a very larue ‘Delng' who was of a
difierent colour from the rest. This 'belng’ she sald, was a sort of "tan
brown"; e was standing a short distance away from the rest of these
‘heings’, as If he was In charge. Indeed, at one point, this large ‘heing'
actually stretched down towards the ground and opened his rlght hand
to 'something'. Then he stralghtened up and moved back towards the
trees.

In the sky around this amazing spectacle, were hundreds upon hun-
dreds of small star-like ‘things’ which were just hanging low down In the
air. Suddenly a hright heam of light shone down from the sky and llluml-
nated the road In front of them. At this, they ail jumped back Into the car
and quickly sped away from the scene.

Arrlving back at Jane's house, they told the latter's hushand about what
had happened. Unfortunately he had to go to work, but offered them the
use of his hinoculars should they wish to go out and look for thesa
‘things’ once agaln. Rithough all the witnesses were slightly shaken by
these events, curlosity was getting the hetter of them, and they declded
that they would Indeed once more go out Into the night to leok for the
‘helngs’ auain.

Upon doing so, they once more ohserved many strange star-like things'
hanging low down In the sky, and also an Immensely bright white llght
near a transmitter which was flashing In a sequence of three. Further
along the road, they pulled up and started to observe what resembled a
‘squashed ball' elongated from top to bottom. It was a hot flery orange
colour with big Irreguiar indentations In It, "It looked really shimmery”
sald Mary.

Not long after this, all the witnesses once more beheld small ‘beings' In
the woods. However, this time, events took a more alarming turn, for as
the witnesses wers observing these ‘belngs’ in the woods, Mary noticed
a blue ‘mist’ starting to come from the woods and Into thelr direction...
Contained within this biue ‘'mist’ were several small grey 'belngs’ who
were not walking, but belng 'propelled’ towards them In the mist. That
was it! They had seen enougi. This was too muchl

Mary and Jane and the two children dived Into the car and sped away.
However just before they left this amazing scene, Jane observed, out of
the rear car window, a tremendous burst of Intense biue Nght which it
up the whole area Just like dayllght. Ainazingly, they then ohserved some
bales of straw, which had bheen sitting In the farmer's fleid, somehow
move towards thelr car, and Just hefore they left, Susan (fane's daugh-
ter] shouted "There Is one standing grinning at mel™ Arriving back at
Jane's house they stayed up most of the night extremely shocked and
amazed.

OUR INVESTIGATIONS

During the course of our SPI Investigation, we uncovered the fact that all
the witnesses, (apart from young Peter) had strange brulses or dis-
colourations on thelr bodies. Jane found two marks on her hody; one was
on her right buttock, the other one was underneath her right hreast on
her ribs. Susan [lane's daughter] discovered a mark on her right shoul-
der; It was about four inches long and appneared roughiy around a week
after thelr slghting.

FURTHER EVENTS

On Sunday, October 20, (a month after the Incident), ene of Mary's
friends, along with her son, came to visit She left her son and youny
Peter playing happily In the bedroom. However, things were soon [0
change, for a short while later, as Peter looked out of his bedroom win-

tdow, he was surprised to see a small ‘white belng' "with lots of jagged
teeth" looking straight at him. This 'belng’ was free-floating, and was not
standing on top of the kitchen roof. He was too small for that. After a few
seconds, this 'nelng’ just simply floated stralght upwards with ease, and
was gone In seconds. According to Peter, his friend also saw this strange
‘helng'.

Later on that same night, Mary was on the phone te Garry Wood, a UFD
researcher who had himself had a UFD experience. Just prior to the
phone call, Mary had run a bath for her son. Mary was expiaining to Garry
ahout some recent strange events when all of a sudden she heard her
hoy screaming at the top of his voice, "Mummy, Mummy, come guick!
please come quickl” Mary Immediately threw down the phone In mid
conversation and dashed up the stairs three at a ime. She entered the
hathroom and found her son In some distress.

After she had caimed him down, he explained that as he had entered the
bathroom, he saw a small white 'belng’ standing next to the wash-hand
hasin and hath. This 'being’ also had "a row of Jagoed teeth.” He was
small and thin and looked very pale. After Peter had screamed, this
‘belng’ Just simply vanished. Mary had to eventually sit outslde the hath-
room toor while her son took his bath. Indeed he was still so frightened
that she had to sieep heslde him with the bedroom Ilght left on through-
out that night.

OUR ENQUIRY CONTINUES

These are hut some of the facts that SPI uncovered during our Interview
with Mary Morrison. My own personal epinlon Is that she Is telling the
truth, and | am convinced of her sincerity. SP1 followed the normal Inves-
tigative procedures In an effort to try to find out If thers were a rational
explanation to account for this sighting. We wrote te many UK Alrports
asking them If they had any alr traffic In the sky on that particular night
{Ietters on file). They either replied that they did not, or that this particu-
lar area In Fife was outslde thelr Jurisdiction.

The Police were also notified to see If any memhers of the public had
phened to thelr station with similar accounts, but apparentiy no one had.
And we eventually recelved a reply from the Ministry of Defence In Lon-
ton (a Miss Gaynor South) Secretariat (Alr Staff, Nick Pope's old seatill
who Informed us and | quote:

“I have looked Into the Incldent and have found that two Tornados were
operating from RAF Marham between 8.00pm and midnight In the Fife
area on the 23rd of September 1996. They wers underiaking night-time
low-level flylng training. | have alse checked through our sighting report
files, and can confirm that no sightings were reported to the MOD for
23rd September 1996 from the Fife area.”

Rh, "two Tornado Jets™ — well that would explain It all, wouldn't i€l
Obvlously what the witnesses had seen that aventiul night, was certainly
not "two Tornado Jets.” SPI worked closely with two local Fife newspa-
pers and, through them, we recelved a number of other reporis from
witnesses 1o unusual aerial activity In the skies ahove Flfe, admittedly
not all on that same night, but certainly of abjects which, In the maln,
were hlack and were trlangular.

arry Warren and Pefer Robbins, authors of Leff at East Gate an

itness and researcher to the incidents respectively have been on
n eight year long crusade to find out the truth of the BentwaterWoodbridg
FO incident, They have encountered many pitfalls along the way in the form
f qovernment suppression, accusations from American researchers and ridicule
tom the media. Perseverence has been the key in this case and these fwo ‘whistl blowers
ave established themselves as very credible and brought the general public that much closer

On a mooniess night In late December, 1980, a nineteen year old air
force security policeman, armed with an M16 riffe, stood guard ata
remote perimeter of RAF Bentwaters, an American alrhase In Suffolk,
Fast Anglia. There he monitored an unusual serles of radlo tranmls-
slons. They decribed unidentified lghts above the forest several
miles to the south east. The guard was soon ordered to close down
his post and awalt plck-up; a truck arrlved for him shortly after that
It stopped briefly at the motor pool to attach a portable high Inten-
sity light, then jolned the vehicles and personnel already assem-
bling at Bentwaters main gate. When all were accounted for, the
convoy moved out Into the darkness.

No one on the guards truck knew what was going on. Some sort of
wargame? Not likely. The fact that each was carrying a loaded
weapon and live ammunition off base had already put them In direct
violation of Americas treaty with Great Britaln. No, this was not an
exercise. The convoy travelled due south for about 5 miles. As it
approaced the western perimeter of Bentwater's sister hase RAF
Woodbridge, an American road block came Into view. They were held
briefly, then slgnalled on hy a security cop. An order was glven to
turn left onto a rutted longing road Just beyond the hase's east gate,
and one by one, the vehicles proceeded into the woois.

Several hundred yards along, the road widened into a rough circle;
drivers pulled In and cut thelr englnes. The men were told to disem-
bark, surrender thelr weapons, and asslgned In four-man patrols.
The patrols were ordered deeper Into the forest to “Investigate a
disturhance”, The disturhance sat In a farmer's field just heyond the
woods, and It turned out to he a machine of undetermined orlgin or
manufacture. $o began Alrman First Class lawrence Warren's In-
volvement In what Is now commonly regarded as Britaln’s most sig-
nificant military UFD event on record.

Buried In security from the start, the true nature of the episote was
suppressed and confounded under the American national security
act of 1947, and Her Majesty's 0fficlal Secrets Act. It was soon rele-
gated to the colourful realm of East Angllan folklore, and for all but a
few stols Investigators, remained so. Then, on 2nd Octlber 1983, the
story literally exploded In the English press; variations of Larry War-
ren's account [under a pseudonym] were central to the coverage. By
menths end parllament had witnessed hiohly vocal dehate on the
subject, and hehind closed deors a potential diplomatic crisls had
been set in motion.

Oticially, the matter has never been deemed worthy of Investigation
by any branch or office of the MOD or the Department of Defence.
Both acknowiedge it happened, but maintain that whatever it was
was not a threat to the security of Great Britain or the military bases
which dot it

The Intention of this brief paper Is fourfold. To Introduce some of the
findings of a recently concluded Investigation, to cite my Involve-
ment In It, to acknowledge the witness who sparked the Investiga-
tion, and to discuss something of the book which resulted from our
collaborration. Left at East Gate, a first hadn account of the Bentwa-

ters/Woodnridge UF0 Incldent, its cover-up and Investigation, was
co-writien by Larry Warren, the first and loudest of the Bentwaters
whistie-hlowers. The heart of this hook Is his story, In his own words
it marks the first time a honified military witness has come forward
to glve us such a fully detalled {and may | add), well written account
of a service related UFO Incident and its devatating aftermath. Au-
thentic milltary witnesses are uncommaon at best. Verhal authentic
military Witnesses whose storles can be verified are a positive rar-
Ity. My co-author [s one of them and the hody of our hook documents
It

I flest met Larry Warren In 1984, less than a year after he had come
forward after his own nams. The controversial witness, my col-
leagues and | knew as Art Wallace appeared normal enough, and
seemed to he dolng his hest to answer our questions, but If even a
guarter of those answers were honest, the man was as wreckiess as
he was courageous. If he was only relating a delusion or just plain
Iying, he was certainly good at It.

When we met again 4 years later, the Bentwaters/Woodkridge Incl-
dent was America's hest-known close encounter. This, despite the
fact that relatively little had appeared on it In the states. Soon after
wards, Larry asked me to conslder writing a hook with him. His offer
was straight forward enoggh, as long as he got to tel his side of the
story, | was free to pursue and publish whatever findings 1 could
suhstatiate, no matter how they might reflect on him.

Nelther of us would have the right te censore the other, and anything
we made would be spilt equally. Not the kind of offer you expect from
someone with something to hide. As It turned out, there were things
he was keening from me, and with good reason. They all came out In
time; Left At East Gate took 8 years to write. To “fireproof” someone Is
the air force siang for rulning thelr credinility. Larry Warren was a
controversial witness and [ considered his nroposal carefully be-
fore deciding. By 1987, my co-author had already weathered accusa-
tions [though never te his face) of belng an intelligence agent, a
counter-intelllgence agent, a druy addict, a llar, an idiot, braln-
washed, or a Bentwaters wannahee. He was even accused of never
having served In the alr force to begin with. As far as | was con-
cerned, If only one of these rumours proved true - or a single line of
his Invoived personal account did not check out, | would come down
on him In print like ten tons of bricks. My reputation was not golng to
be dragged down with his; it was all | had. Still, ceratainly seemed to
have been through something traumatic In the alr force, and still
seemed to he at lts effect

Armchalr research came first, months of It. Larry had coples of al-
mast everything then published on Bentwaters and | read It all. This
was supplemented by the Mew York public library's collection of
newspapers on microfilm, books and articles on post-war history,
the American presence In England and the two coutries’ intelligence
agencles. | made contact with several of the researchers whose
Investipations predated ours, secured unpublished Interviews with



negan to mall out enguiries, and made plans for a visit to Suffolk.
That was flve visits age.

Larry's personal and alr force era papers were another source of
raw information, he had kept quite a few. He also kept the letters his
mother had sent him, and she of course had held on to his. Not only
had he written her about the Incident (In under a week], he had
telephoned her ahout It a day after the fact - and been cut off in the
process. Both referred to it In thelr etters and each hat a witness to
the hirief conversation.

Although his service record had been classified since 1981, what
Larry had retained of it confirmed cruclal dates and detalls of his
training, posting, duty assignments, and more. This was gratifying,
but such revelations were soon In the shadow of others. These he-
gan during our first visit to Suffolk and continue as| write.

With Left at East Gate. Larry Warren has guite literally chosen to put
himself and the Incldents In question on trial. He ha a case, but |

wouldn't ask you to take my word for IL Friendiy and hostlie wit- e

nesses have been nuestioned, depositions taken, slghts revisited,
and exhibits placed Into evidence. These are some examples of what
we cover and what we have uncovered.

Upbringing,
character, and tenacity - the willingness to stand up and remain
standing for what you helieve In, no matter whaL In this case a long
history of UFO related expelences was also a factor.

After reading Col. Halt's memorandum, a professor of engineering In
Voronezh, USSR (and one of the central Investigators of that city's
1989 landing site), Informed us that the Initiai shape and dimension
oi [USSR] depressions were perfectly identical to the Englaind ones.
He also noted that the visibie form and dimenslon of Yoronezh ani
Bentwaters vehicles were also allke. So, maybe these UF0s were of
the same type? The Russlan one also lefi radiation traces.

Contrary te popular misconception, Larry Warren was not the only
witness te the second noght's events who Is on record as having
seen non-human intelligences by the side of the craft.

The soil at the precise spot where the craft sat has been dramatl-
cally altered. The resuits of the soll analysis, as well as how the
authenticity of the site was determined, are fully covered. Pho-
tographs yaken as late as 1990 clearly siiow the results of the alter-
ation.

The debrleiing; A full account of what transpired, who conducted it,
and what happened afterwards.

Larry's con-
gressman enquired on his henalf, and was Informed ‘that Mr. Warren
was permanently disqualified by the Air Tralning Command surgeon
on September 17th 1981, four months after his discharge, by reason.

Col. Hait 13th January 1981 memorandum stlll stands as the only
officlal written confirmation of the event's reality. An action Intiated

by Larry Warren, In 1982, directly contributed to the paper's refease
In1983. In 1984, Larry suddeniy began bieeding through his skin for
no apparent reason. No cut, scrape, or leglon could account for the
klood, and his wife, a medical professional, Insisted they drive to the
emergency room of the hospital she was afflliated with. Here he was
examined and questioned by a small team of doctors wiio thenran a
series of tests. The paperwork presented reflects thelr hellef that
the former alrman had been exposed to a nuclear source, most likely
In1980.

scene of the Rendlesham Incident., Along with
Dot Street, one of the other authors of the bool
Skycrash, she thoroughly investigated the case
making a quick and decisive movement towards
fuestioning many civilians and organising many
meetings with military witnesses that were allegedly
nvolved in the incident in some way or another,
They have both been instrumental in putting the
case in the eye of the British medial
With the testimony of Larry Warren and
furthered research of Peter Robbins this
proves to be the first public appraisal of people
putside of the governments that know more about this
case than anybody else in the world

| was five years old when I first saw a UF0. It was hovering ahove
me on a farm where | used to live. It wasn't until later that |
reallsed that It wasn't a plane and that | couldn't Identify It.

| suppose that this and other slghtings and contacts Is what
hrought me Into the investigating the UF0 phenomenon In 1963,
In November 1979 | was Involved In a slohting with my dad on the
farmwhere we used to live,

November 1979 was also that month that | was Involved In a case
wherehy several local people reported seeing a UFD over the
Woodbridge hase In Suffolk. Two of these witnesses o the sight-
ing were both civillans working on the base Itself. They hoth
reported to me that had seen little people. At first they had both
thought that these were children but later saw them floating and
wearlng brown monk 1lke hahits. 1 think you'll agree that thess
were probably not children. These two witnesses did not know
each other and worked at opposite ends of the hase. This og-
curred about one month hefore the ‘Rendiesham Forest UF0 Incl-
dent’, which | have heen Involved In Investigating sinca January
2ni 1981- 6 days after the Incident happenedl.

This case has been Intriulng, mysterious and exclting for hoth
myself, Dot and others connected with us and the case. We have
met numerous people, witnesses (hoth civillan and military).
Some of these people have directly fed us disinformation which
Is clearly provahle. Others have told thelr story to the best of
thelr abllities. Sorting out all of the Information In this case Is a
chore In Itself and to find the real facts from the spectrum of
testimonies that we have had has heen a real task. After careful
consideration that story hasicaily comes out the same and that
Is. We still have no complete Idea of what the truth of this event
Is.1 have been told on several occaslons from military witnesses
that I have all of the Information at my disposal to work out what
happened in Dcember 1980,

That sald, the truth could be anything. There Is a alot of support
for the fact that It Involved a UFD. Especially since there Is an
acknowledgement from the government as to what was the
cause of this Incident. We have found that no one theory casn
encompass all of the testimonles that we have recelved.

Equally as tangihle, from my polnt of view Is the fact that It could

have heen a downed Russlan sattelits. There IS an amount of
evidence to support this theory as well. | went on radle to dls-
cuss the case and what | thought of the event and the witnesses
In general. When | mentioned Hive on alr that 1 was entertaining
the possihiity that it may have not heen a UF0 | was approached
hy somebody that identifed himself as from the MOD, who repri-
manded me for saying this. Why all the fuss?

Anyway, sufice It say, my next radio broadcast was cancelied.
Ohviously this angered me great deal and to this day I'm not sura
whether | hit a nerve with the MOD or that they wers trying to
frighten me from doing any further Investination.

Ithink we have the right to know what happened at Rendlesham

forest atthat night In 1980. This happened In Britain. If the Amerl-
can and British govenrnments say that UFDs are ‘ of Ho Defenca
Slgnificance’, then why the cover-up. And there was a cover-up of
Information with this case. It took the MOD nearly 3 years to duly
respond to positive affirmations that something took place In
Rendiesham forest at alll This wouldn't have happened In any
case, If there was no pressure from researchers In the US that
were campalgning for the Halt memal

Did a UFO hack In Hovember 1979 come and land on Woodbrldge
hase come and land and drop some littls people? Did the UFD
return In December 1380 In order to return and pick them unp
Did they Just misjudge thelr landing place? If this Is so and they
did misjuidge the landing place then It would seem they wers
supposed to land In RAF Bentwaters. This would make the British
and American governments liable to explain their actions with
regard to this case.

One day - mayhe quite soon - we will know the truth. | hope that
when that day comes | am still Investigating the case and that |
am there when we find out. Mayhe we will all be shocked, mayha
wae all he disappointed. In the meantime the truth Is locked In the
minds of those that were there and to those In the halls of power
that are privileged to know this Information,

I hope you wiil enjoy our lecturs on the Rendlesham Incident
entitied ‘What Is the truth?’. | have called it this hecause of all
the aspects of evidence that we have collected to date.

David Percy is an independent film proaucer,
He is the co-author of the highly acclaimed book
"Two Thirds'. He has also produced videos on the
Face on Mars and the Avebury connection. His latest,
project is the NASA Moon Hoax photographs. He has
done many interviews for TV and print on this
subject and is currently producing a video abou
the NASA moon hoax photos.

Explanations for
the reason they have heen faked are varled. David has created
much controversy with this and forced the general public to take
a look at the photos In a new llght. Like many controversial sub-
Jects apiniens are divided on these photos. David has been re-
celved well by many magazines and TV shows. He has built a
good case which some people are gulte hapny te shout down
Instantly, mainiy due to the fact that they witnessed the moon
landing on television at the time and are not ahle to grasp the
concept that the photos may be faked. If anything, David has
successfully managed to convince much of the public that NASA
have a hidden agenda. This may have hieen apparent with his
flrst project The Face on Mars' which If proved correct could he
one of the most momentous occasions In the history of mankind.
If proved correct about the moon ianding photes, It hegs the
guestion, what Is up on the moon that NASA are trying to hide? If
they are not trying to hide anything, what Is the aiternative expia-
nation for the faking of the photos?

One of the pictures in contention has heen oificially recognised
as The Astronaut Collecting Moon Samples’. it Is a picture of Al
Bean [Taken by Pete Conrad) on 20 October 1969. It has heen
acknowledged that there would have heen only two people on
the moon at any one time. The flrst obvious thing ahout this
photo Is that frem the reflection in the visor of Bean, Conrad
appears to have no camera. Who took the photo? It has also been
worked out that the camera on Bean's chest has been has besn
plctured about six or so feet frem the ground, it seems that If the
visor's reflective Image Is analysed then there Is a second
shadow given eff by the Image of Conrad. This Is almost 180
degrees away from his normal shadew position. It would seem,
therefore, that there are two light sources coming from opposits
directions that are glving him two shadows. If ene of the light
sources Is clearly the sun, what Is the other llght source? Also,
the plece of metal tubing held by Bean appears to have no
shadow slde. it has also been asserted that the structure in the
left-hand corner of the screen Is a spotiight. When the lllumina-
tlons are checked scientifically, it appears that they are more
akin te spotlights [ hecause of the lluhting area around Bean and

Conrad 1.

David's theory Is that the Apolie Moon landings never took piace,
that the TV footage and picturses are faked In a studie. David
suggests that there are continuity errors and serious discrepan-
cles hetween the photos and the recorded TV coverage of all the
Apolio missions. David has shown that there Is clear svidence
that aithough NASA has always adhered to the fact that the sun
was the only light source In the picture, this Is clearly not so.

Are these discrepencies Intended? David Percy will expialn why
e helieves them to he In his lecture. In the view of many this
may he a cover for wiatever really happened In space sver 2
decades age.

David Is currently working on a new hook project with ce-author
Mary Bennet. The book, capped ‘whistie-hiowers' will focus on
several problems of the Anolio missions.

Linked with this [s the ldea that the
first apolio mission didn't have the right shielding and wouldn't
have heen ahle to protect the crew from cosmic radiation. it will
also deal with discrepancies In the photos including problems
with the light sources and cameras used,ste.

These kind
of cases arg rather new to the public also In Norway, but they have
bieen going on for some years as you wiil see. Scine cf these cases
are almost unielievable In telling, but all of these people invoived
are most reliable and give a very good Impression to us as down to
earth, honest people. There are ahsolutely now reason what so ever
to think of deliberate hoaxes.

3.AThe Spitsheruen-crash of 1952
Thisfirst case Isreally not a CE-1V case at all, but I wanted to mention
itfor ali the publicity it has created up through the years.

In a eleged report from the
Norweglan defence a colonel Gernod Darnhyi declalred that; uThe
crash on Spitshergen gave us a lot of Informationsy. Further: ult Is -
and we must stress this - not bulld by any nation on this pianet The
material Is completely unknown to the experts whe has analysed It -

elther hecause It does not exist on Earth or because It Is handied by
physical and chemical processes we do not known

This person, along with seven - elght others are completely unknown
In the Norwegian history, they have never existed, but the story goes
on, now with seven dead alian bodies. The Island changes from
Spitshergen to Helgoland and so on.

€. Horweglan girl made pregnant by allen in Spain
A norweglan family of four, parets and two gaughters, were out driy-

Ing In Granollers, Spaln one evening In july, 1991. This Is about 30
kilometers north of Barcelona.

They saw a lot of strange bilnking lights In the sky that night and
when returning the youngest sister saw a huge object hoovering
ahove the car. When the oldest sister, fets call her 0, saw this, she
tried to communicate teiepatic. To her surprice she succseeded. At
the same time sha could see two creatures In a blg window locking
town at her. She asked to come on board, but dld not dare when the
answer was yes. Three of the cars occupants saw the vehicle.
