“If we have a call, we'll send a
patrol car out if (possible) and
log that something was ob-
served,” she said. “Most people
don't want to give their names
because they think youll think
they’re crazy.”

The post was unable to send a
patrol car to the area because of
an accident that occurred about
the same time, the dispatcher
said.

However,  Wright-Patterson
Air Force Base was contacted to
determine if it had any planes
flying in that area, which it
didn't, she said.

Two of the four calls that the
Lebanon post recrived came

from LCI, the dispatcher said.

“Anytime there is anything
suspicious or intrusive spotted,
we report it,” said LCI Warden
William Dallman, who noted
that there is no such thing as a
UFO.

Sandra Crawford, public rela-
tions spokeswoman for WCI,
said that no one at that prison

turned in an actual report on the
object,

“But, there were supposedly
some people (staff members)
who saw it,” Crawford said.

Calls received by the Warren
County Sheriff's Office concern-
ing the object were referred to
the Ohio Highway Patrol, a
sheriff’s dispatcher said.

One of them David
Barclay has even published a book, UFO -

man’s astonishing claim that he was
abducted by aliens on Ilkley Moor and taken
aboard their spaceship.

‘He claims he was shown film of natural
disasters to emphasise that we are ruining
the planet,” said Mr Barclay, who lives in
Shipley and has studied UFOs for 40 years.

Stan Ledgard., who runs a centre at
Queensbury which runs courses on a wide
range of alternative theories and
complementary medicines. says the theory
is that flying saucers are following the
earth’s magnetic lines, using them as
directional signs. ‘It seems a number of
these lines come together in the Bradford
area. which is why we are supposed to be a

hot spot for UFOs" said Mr Ledgard.

‘I have an open mind on this subject and
there are certainly a number of UFO sightings
that cannot be satisfactorily explained.
Mathematically, I would say that the chances
of there being life on other planets is higher
than there not being lite.’

The Mountain Hall centre organised a
weekend course on UFOs in August. the
highlight of which was a Saturday evening
visit to [lkley Moor to show the group where
the alleged abduction took place.

Mr Ledgard said the idea of the course was
to present as many different theories as
possible and let people make up their own
minds. A psychologist was among the guest
speakers, discussing hallucinations as a
possible explanation for UFO sightings.

Another speaker was Paul White, a member
of the Aetherus Society. who talked about the
various types of UFOs seen and his own
personal experience of seeing a ‘silent,
orange, pulsating sphere cross the English
Channel in just 12 seconds.” He also claims
that in the mid 1980s the entire crew of a
Japanese air freighter followed a UFQO across
Canada with the spaceship being visible on

the plane’s radar and on ground radar.

‘It remained exactly one nautical mile
ahead of the pilot, even when he did a 360
degree turn, anticipating his every move. [
don’t believe any terrestrial aircraft could
do that.’

Mr Ledgard says his centre is always
looking to organise different and thought
provoking courses, particularly on
controversial or unusual subjects. *All our
courses, which range from studying tarot
cards, psychic healing and even
reincarnation, where people can actually
experience hypnosis to see if they regress to
a past life, allow people to consider all
aspects of a subject and make up their own
minds.’

The photograph was taken outside the Piece
Hall at Halifax and purports to show a flying
saucer (the dark, cigar shaped object)
hovering above the building. In fact, the
photograph is a fake and was created in the
dark room. However, Mr Ledgard who
supplied the print. says he has seen
photographs of UFOs which cannot be
explained by tricks of the camera.

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NINETY-FIVE per cent of sup-
posed UFO sitings are easily
explained, with a logical rea-
son for an experience which at
first glance seems to be an out
of this world phenomenon.

The reasons are many and varied,
from some kind of atmospheric
hiceup to an unusual form of
aircraft making an unscheduled
flight.

These simple answers doesn’t
alter the fact that five per cent of
reported incidents never get
explained, leaving plenty of room
for theories on other life forces.

Although her main interest is
outer space, you don’t get many
people as down-to-earth on the
subject as Gloria Dixon.

Gloria, the North-East researcher
and investigator for the
Independent UFO Network and a
member of the British UFO
Research Association, doesn’t
need to hear anyone else’s cynical
view as she's got more than
enough scepticism of her own.

But what she does say with the
authority that only comes after
years of study and research is
“that there is definitely something
out there.”

Gloria’s over-riding fear is that
she’ll come over as some kind of
crank and is anxious people
realise that those at the sharp end
of UFO investigation take it very
seriously indeed.

Interest

“There isn’t enough scientific
interest being taken in the
subject,” said the housewife,
speaking at her home on the
outskirts of Newcastle.

It is the release of the movie Fire
in the Sky, which recounts the
case of an Arizona logger who
disappeared for five days and
returned with a story of alien
abduction, that has prompted this
sudden surge of interest in UFO’s.
But for Gloria it’s a subject which
has fascinated her for more than
20 years. )

“T first got interested when I lived
in America and I read Project
Blue Book, which is about the US
airforce’s UFO investigation unit
which was disbanded in 1969,”
she said.

Meeting a number of people who
claimed to have had “close
encounters” fuelled this interest
but it wasn’t until three years ago
after attending a BUFORA
conference that Gloria decided to
get activelv involved.

The investigator laughingly
explains how many incidents have
simple answers.

“I had one woman in Whitley Bay
phone me who was in a panic
because she was bathed in blue
light,” said Gloria.

“And it turned out to be just a
laser being beamed from the
MetroCentre.”

That doesn't alter the fact
however that, according to Gloria
and her colleagues, “there are
unidentified aerial phenomena
going on globally.”

]

One of the most striking cases
recorded took place in Redcar ten
years ago and is one of the few-
that Gloria actually believes was
an encounter of some kind.

A young couple were woken up by
their young daughter’s screams
and went to comfort her, noticing
an oval-shaped saucer outside in
the garden.

“They went to leave the room and
the husband just disappeared,”
said Gloria.

“She saw two or three entities at
the bottom of the stairs which
were two or three feet in height
and the next thing they remember
was they were in bed with their
daughter beside them.”

The experience greatly unnerved
the couple who underwent
hypnosis to try and recall the
whole series of events.

It’s easy to be dismissive but
Gloria claims that their distress
and recall was such that it’s hard
to disbelief their story.

And that’s not the only case which
has come to light which defies any
explanation:

1980 - Alan Godfrey, a policeman
in Yorkshire saw a hovering object
above him. The next thing he
knew was he was 100 yards down
the road and 20 minutes had
elapsed. Three colleagues working
in the area that same night also
recalled seeing lights over the
Yorkshire Moors.

1976 - At Fencehouses on the
outskirts of Sunderland, a woman
and her daughter both claimed to
have seen a small object and tiny
beings.

1979 - A Gateshead woman asleep
in her bed heard a whirring sound
“like a lawnmower”, confirmed by
a neighbour. A few nights later
saw lights and then a small craft
appear outside her bedroom.

1988 and 1989 seems to be years
when a number of sitings took
place, with stories like those
which have arisen in the north
mirrored around the world.
People who have never met each
other and have nothing in
common reveal the same stories
time and time again; of cars which
cut out when bathed in a
mysterious light, of radios which
are full of static.

“In some cases a percentage have
wounds similar to radiation
burns, ” said Gloria.

Loss of time is a familiar theme in
these cases, with people who
think events have occurred in a
matter of seconds discovering they
have been missing for hours.

In America a great deal of
research has taken place with
people who claim to have been the
victim of alien abduction and in

some cases some fascinating film
footage has been taken of unusual
crafts.

One of the most bizarre situations
to come to light are the thousands
of cattle mutilations which have
taken place around the world
since the 70’s.

“They started in the Colorado
area,” said Gloria.

Mutilated

“Lots of cattle that were found
badly mutilated yet there are no
tracks leading to them and no
blood anywhere.”

In these cases organs have been
removed with surgical precision,
giving all the indications of
having being cut out with a laser.
Gloria has endless information at
her fingertips and while she is
sceptical until given proof, she is
open minded enough to believe
that there could well be other life
forms in existence.

“How can we be so arrogant to
think that in a galaxy this size,
we are the only life which exists?”
she said,

“I don’t know if some of these
things are internally generated

but what I do think is that some
of these things are real.”

MEPs get to
grips with close
encounters of
the third kind

N official report was put

before MEPs yesterday
saying that people should not
rule out the theory *“that
aliens have established a
base in the asteroid belt”.

Europeans were advised by
the report, however, to treat
with circumspection the
sightings of triangular
shaped UFOs which appear
to have showed up around
Liege, moving at high speed
on the radar screens of the
Belgian air force.

The European Parliament,
more often associated with
building white elephants
than seeing pink ones, is
treating seriously the report
on unidentified flying objects
prepared by Tullio Regge, an
Italian socialist MEP and em-
inent physicist.

He wants the Commission
to set up a European UFQO Ob-
servation Centre to collect
information about sightings
by the public, the military
and scientific institutions
throughout the EU.

Mr Regge is scathing about
fraudsters who alarm people
by perpetrating hoaxes, using
airships with sophisticated
electronics *‘capable of reflect-
ing radar waves with a dis-
placement of frequency that
simulates the Doppler effect”.

He does not believe the
claims of a Professor Silanov
that the Russians used tele-
pathy to communicate with
10ft aliens who emerged
from a banana-shaped flying
saucer in a park in Voro-
nezh, eastern Russia, in 1989.

But Mr Regge is impressed
by the findings of the state-
funded Service for Assess-
ment of Atmospheric Re-
entry Phenomena in
Toulouse, France. It cannot
establish a scientific expla-
nation for 40 per cent of the
cases it investigates.

“The lack, perhaps tempo-
rary or accidental, of an ex-
planation in no way allows
us to regard a sighting as cer-
tain proof or even an indica-
tion that aliens exist, with
technological capabilities
vastly superior to our own.

“However, scientists still
have a duty to continue
researching into these
events,” he says in the report
commissioned by the parlia-
ment’s energy, research and
technology committee,
