He said; "When the so-called experts
appear on television they usually spend
most of the ajlotted time talking about
clouds and mistaken sightings, rather
than unexpiained sightings.”

Often when people see anything
suspiclous they are reluctant to contact
the police or the RAF, but the group
w1ll carrv out the checks themselves.

Warminster

UFO expert’s
gift to town

UFO expert Ken Rogers who died
in January has left thousands of
pounds to Warminster in his will.

Mr Rogers, of The Avenue, died
on January 15 after a long illness,
aged 44. His gift to the town is
expected to be between £40,000 and
£70,000.

Books and manuscripts from Mr
Rogers' research into the famous
Warminster Thing have been left to
the Dewey Museum. He first came
to the town in the 1960s as a Daily
Express reporter researching sight-
ings of the local UFO and decided
later to settle in Warminster. Mu-
seum staff are currently sifting
through the material he collected.

Most of the money will zo towards
the upkeep of the obelisk in Silver
Street, with the consent of Warmin-
ster Town Council. A plaque record-
ing the obelisk’s history and stating
that maintenance 1s carried out in
Mr Roger's memory is also to be
erected.

Another plaque wiil be put up at
the Rainbow End Inn, Steeple
Langiford, to record its history.

The balance of the money will
help maintain local rights of way
and help fund other matters of local

history and interest at the trustees'
discretion.
