the Costa Rican city of Miramar,
continued with speeches from UFO
“contactees” and a psychoanalyst
investigating Brazilian Indian cul-
ture for references to ETs.

Sceptics out there might be able
to think of other potential subjects
for psychoanalysis.

As controversy over the alleged
alien autopsy footage continues,
saucer-fans with credit cards can
buy their own complete copy on
http://www.paragon.co.uk/ros/
ros.htm - but at £33 a tape the
encounter does not come cheap.
Ufologists may now have little
grey men in their video collection,
but a Puerto Rican rancher has one
in his freezer. According to a report
in US-based Strange magazine, the
unnamed rancher
bagged himseif a
“grey” with a shotgun
after it had been both-
ering his cattle. The
unfortunate ufonaut is
kept in deep-freeze,
and only taken out for
snap-shots with the
rancher and family.
Following the finan-
cial success of the
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Roswell film, showbiz agents are
probably beating a path to the
ranch door. Focus predicts that
having your picture taken with a
dead alien will be the craze of '96.

Later he
faced the press saying it was a
balloon but, before his death in
the 70s, he said it could not
have been a balloon after all.

A film which some believe to
have been an autopsy of the
aliens who landed was recently
discovered and screened on
Channel 4 and at a conference
in Sheffield which Darren at-
tended.

It showed short, bald beings
with oversized heads and six
fingers and six toes. “People at
the conference were either say-
ing its definitely genuine or
definitely fake,” said Darren.

“It’s possible that they were
time travellers from the future.
It's also possible that the film’s
a hoax. There’s always people
who want to cash in on these
things.
